”| BUTTER WITHOUT WORKING IT.

Let ns see if we cannot make but-
ter a little more uniform in quality,
of alittle finer texture, and in grain
approaching a little more closely to
the “bouquet” brands made by the
creameries by some other process,
and by a plan that saves about one-
‘half the labor. To begin with, skim
the cream hefore the milk sours or is
lobbered to any extent.
tin cream-can holding about six gal-
lons to put your cream in. Every
time you add cream, give it a thor-
ough stirring to not only properly
mix the cream, but to give it air so
that the oxygen can get n chance to
ripen it, and 6s soon as you can de-
tect acidity, put it into a revolving
churn, and churn it at once, churn-
ing as near G0 ° as you ecan; your
cream will not swell in an air-tight
churn.

As soon as there is a distinet sepa-
ration .of the butter and the scum or
buttermilk, stop churning, and do
not attempt to gather the butter into
o mass.

To a six-gallon churn, add a gal-
lon of moderate strength Dbrine, the
eolder the water the better, and swith.
a “now and then” whirl of the churn
allow the brine to “cut” the checsy
matter ot the buttermilk into fluid.
Draw this off, let the butter drain,
and add a pail of cold water; after a
few whirls, draw this also, and nllow
the butter to drain as dry as possi-
Lle. Then make a brine as strong as
possible say a gallon, and put this in-
to the churn and give a few whirls,
and if you are “that kind of a butter-
maker,” you can let it stand and pare
your potatoes for dinner, or do some
other little chores that will occupy
your attention for half an hour or so.
If you do not have them, send to
some pail-factory and get some little
maple two-hooped pails made,
that will hold seveh pounds'of butter,
with a nice little turned cover for it.
Soak this pail for a few hours in eold
brine, and get a little wooden potato-
masher and a ladle. Then drain off
your brine from the butter, but not
too thoroughly. Take the butter out
of the churn with the ladle, and put
it into these little pails, crowding it
in with your masher, and absorh the
brine which may be forced to the
surface with a damp cotton cloth.
Fill the pail within a half-inch of the
top. Wet a circular cloth and cover
the bLutter, and tuck down the edges,
fill the space with wet salt, before
whichi you should have accurately
weighed the butter. Fasten on the
cover, and you have a butter ready
for market that possesses all the ex-
alted qualities of the granulated
creamery butter, and you have not
frozen your hands with ice-water.

Then in some way attach your
name and adcress to every package.
The better way is to get a nice little
label printed embodying the above,
with a modest name for yeur brand
of butter, say “Golden-rod ercamery”
or the like, along with a guarantee of
the quality and weight of your but-
ter. These labels, if nicely printed
and gummed, might cost 1 cent
apiece.

Consign this butter to some re-
sponsible butter-dealer in Boston,
Providence, New Ilaven or Spring-
ficld, as the case may be, The first
sale will advertise all you may make
in the future, A farmer whom I
lately conversed with followed this
plan that I have narrated, marking
and all; and when once he had es-
tablished a demand for his Dbutter,
which was exactly three days after
its receipt in the city, he has grad-
ually forced up the price until his
commission merchant made a con-
tract with him for 53 cents for the
year 1882 and 83, Defore this he
was sclling his butter at the store for
20 cents, store pay. e, it will be
seen, did not regard it as absolute
loss to use a couple of pounds of salt,
worth 2 cents, to save a half-liour’s
labor at the butter-worker. The
brine had left the butter pure and
free from casein, or cheesy matter,
the eause of rancidity and  ill-flavor
in butter, Ile ventured to cmploy

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Why the Paper is Sﬁpped-

The rule of discontinuing subserip-
tions at expiration was adopted at
the lTexarn office, April Ist. The
rule was adopted because we believed
it to be in accordance with the
wishes of most of our subscribers,
According to law a subseriber is ob-
liged to pay for his paper as long as
he takes it from the post office. Of-
ten the date of expiration passes un-
noticed by the subscriber and he is
later forced to pay for a paper he did
not want.

Té avoid paying what he owes he
does not order his paper sent to the
new address, but lets it go on at the
old office until the postmaster notifies
the publisher to stop it because the
subgcriber has moved.

Some subsbribers have a
horror for debt and are provoked if
the date of their subscription passes
before they know it and they re-
ceive & bill fromn the publisher.

We havo theiefore thought it best
to discoutinue all subscriptions at ex-
piration unless otherwise ordered.
In order that none may be disappoint-
ed by the unexpected discontinual of
their paper, the publishers will send
every subscriber whose subseription
is ubout to expire, A notice to that
effeot at least ten days Letore said
expitatinn, If within ten days noth-
ing is heard from the subscriber his
subscription will be stopped at ex-
piration. When a remittance can-
not be conveniently made within ten
days of the notice, a request,on a
poetal, that the paper be continued
will in most cases be complied with,
The above arrangement seems to be
fair for both publishers and sub-
scribers,

RAILROAD FREIGHTS.

The bill which forbids railroad
companies in this State to charge
more for o short haul than for n long
one, has been killedl in tho Senate,
The legislators who were instrumen-
tal in its defeat said that while the
bill scemed, to the popular mind, to
be a just one, it was in reality an in-
justice to the railroad companies. A
similar law bas been in force in Massa-
chusetts, and since its ennoctment the
dividends of a number of the rail-
roads have been reduced. There was
no evidence to sliow that this result-
ed frum the enretment of (he law,
bat the senator who stated the fact
of the reduction of dividends, allowed
it to be inferred that this was the
oase,

Whether it was or uot, the law is
one that should: e i force, not only
in this but in every state. To the
legislators whose pockets are lined
with ‘“railrond courtesies” in the
shape of free posses, and whose eyes
mre, we lear, in some instances, blind-
ed by “courtesies” more obligatory
than passes, the bill no doubt seems
an injustice to the railroads, But to
the unprejudiced and innocent, sim-
ple-minded “public,” it seems unfair
that railroads should diseriminate in
favor of terminal atations and against
way stations. What will be the re-
sult of a continuance of the present
system of freight rates? The nu-
merons thriving factory villages that
dot our state with decline. The own-
ers of village factories, finding they
cannot compete with city manufac-
tarers, must either quit business or
move to Boston or New York.

In these days there is competition
in traie as well as in railroading.

Margins are not as wide as they used
to be, and the manufacturer must
look to his expenses. Mauy a one
finds his monthly freight bill a lheavy
item. It is, however, a necessary ex-
pense, for the market for his goods
is 1n most cases, either in Boston or
New York If all paid according to
the distance freight is transported,
this itewn would not enter into the
competition in trade. The manufac-
turer who is near New York, would
have to pay as much to reach Boston
as the manufacturer who is near Bos.
ton, would have to pay to reach New
York. Thus freights would beequal-
ized. )
But suppose the manufacturer n
New York pays less to reachthe Bos-

- | ton market than the one nearer Bos-

ton, say in Meriden, is compellfad to
pay. Here is an obvious injustice to
the Meriden manufacturer. The
New Yorker has his New York mar-
ket at his elbow. His Boston mar-
ket 18 nearer to him, in dollars and
cents than to the Meriden man. The
Meriden manufacturer has to pay a
round sum to get his productions in-
to the New York market, and has to
pay more than the New Yorker to
get lus goods into the Boston mar-
ket! The state of affairs here sup-
posed actually exists. It affects M:{n-
chester as much in proportion to its
size as any town in the State. We
have a dozen or more paper manufac-
turers. The freights on their stock
and finished products is an important
item of expense. The rates between
New York and Boston, for this class
of goods, are cheaper than between
New York and Manchester. Hence,
paper-makers in New York have the
advantage over manufacturers here,
of & home market, and a Boston mar-
ket at rednced rates. Messrs, Case
Bros. want to build a large new mill,
and will probably go to New York
or Bostou to build, because they can
save freight by so doing. Were
freights cqualized as they should be,
Case Bros. would build their mill
here in Manchester at once. As ‘it
is, not only they, but all manufactur-
ers in their line will, in increasing
their business, unless they find in the
country she overwhelning advantage
of s fine water power, leave the vil-
lages and move to the great cities,

If in the minds of Connecticut leg-
islators this result seems desirable,
then they did right in yieldiog to the
importunities ef railroad lobbyists.
Otherwise their action deserves the
censure of the publie,

A few minutes before ten o’clock
last Sunday night the sky west of
the village wag'illuminated by a rapid-
ly brighmhtglne. The few whs
saw the blaze from the village at
once conjectured that the large barn
on the Cheney farm wason fire. It
was soon discovered, however, that
the barn was safe but that Blinn's
saw mill was in flames. The build-
ing was of wood and contsined a
quantity of lumber, It consequently
made a very hot and rapid fire. In
less than an hour the mill, with all
its contents, was entirely consumed.

Reople were hurled vio-
lently from their beds, and goods in
the store-houses were thrown from
the shelves, and several buildings fell
to the ground. The eattle fled in
terror in every direction. The air
was filled with a sulphurous gas.
The wildest confusion prevailed, as
it was a long time before anybody
could even conjecture what it was,
This is the largest meteor that has
ever fallen, and it has already been
vieited by many people, and will
doubtless continue to attract great
sttention for months to ceme.” If
the fellow who wrote the telegram
come within 2 mile of the truth the
maryellous meteor will certainly at- |,
tract much attention. But until af-
ter the Daily Courant hears of the
case, and sends n reporter to inves-
tigate, we shall label the item “im-
portant if true,” It will be observed
that the stone is about the size of the

Yornin containing a reminiscence of
Clara Barton :

“I was plensed to hear from Misa
Clura Barton again, after so many
years. I cannot think of her other
thon a great and good woman, of
most  wonderful ability. She will
make an impression, nand create
great  and  lasting  changes for
the Letter, in the role she has
assumed.

A PAPER BOAT.

During one of my summer vuca-
tions among the lakes of Central
New York, I resolved to make, if
possible, a paper boat which should
be easy to row or padidle, light
cniough to be carred short distances
with comparative ease, and, at the

of ash were now removed, and anoth-
or layer of paper was put on, and
fastened nlong the edge of the bont
by replacing the stripn ax before,
When the paper was dry, and the
whole outside of the bont varnished
several timex, until it presented a
smooth, shining surface, T covered
the whole bont with unbleached mue.
lin, sewed ot the ends ond tacked
along the gunwales, It was then
tightened by shrinking, and finally
received three conts of a mixture of
varnish and paint. T then took somne
split rattan, and, after wetting it,
wound it firmly around both gunwale
and inside strip, pnssing it through
small holes punched in the paper just
below the gunwale, until the inside
and outside strips were bound to-
gether into one strong gunwale,

A double-bladded paddle wns at
first used to propel it, and answered
the purpose, but was found to be
awkward, the boat being rather too
wide. It was afterward rigged with
wooden, and finally with iron, row.
locks and light oars. I also put in a
movable seat,  With these improve-
ments it is so satisfactory that I
have sinee made no changes. For
earrying the boat, I nlso used a sort
of yoke, which brings all the weight
upon the shoulders, and in that way
lightens the labor.

During the two years that I have
used my boat, I have often landed it,
through heavy breakers, on a very
stony shore, Dbesides vunning it
against & fair number of submerged
snags and stones, sometimes with
considerable force, but, owing to its
lightness and Ltonghness, it never re-
coived the slightest injury. I have
been ont in it in very heavy seas, and
have found it much ecasicr to man-
age at such times than a heavier
boat. In rowing parallel to high
waves it is apt to ship a little water
occasionally, unless carefully man-
aged, but all small boats with low
gides experience thix difliculty,

An Oll Painting Factory.

One of the largest of these oil
painting manufactories is in Green-
wich street, where there are rooms
filled with racks containing hundreds
of fluished paintings. On an upper
floor n reporter saw eight persons,
six of whom were young women,
They were hard at work, and paint-
ing vapidly. The proprietor, Wil
liam Levin, is an artist who studied
four years under Gerome in Paris.
Finding very little money in high art,
lie invented a process for the rapid
production of cheap paintings.

The paintings are made on heavy
muslin, which is first wet and
stretehed tightly on long frames. It
is then cut into the required size,
and stretched by a machine on a
square pine frame, where it is made
fust. Next the muslin is tinted a
light blue, and after this has dried it
is ready for the painter. A coating
of oil is first put on it, and then a
stencil plate is laid on the wmuslin.
This stencil is of thick paper, with
all sorts of odd shapes cutinit. A
boy stands on one side of the table,
and n girl on the other, and near
them arc several small poty of paint,
They daub the paint into the holes
of the stencil plate with great rapidi-

same time, safe and cven durable iff|ty. When the stencil is removed,

managed with reasonable care,

It was to be iwelve feet long, I
first made a frame-work on which to
stretch the paper,

For this latter purpose I bought
about eighteen yards of very strong
wrapping-paper. It was of o light
cream color, smuoth on the surface,
ond very tough, but neither stiff nor
very thick ; and, Leing made in long
rollg, it could be vbtained of almost
any length desired. It was only
about a yard wide, o that it required
two breadths to reach around the
frame in the widest part, I cut
cnough off the roll to cover the frame
and wonked it for a few minutes in
water, T then turned the frame up-
wide down and fastened the edges of
the two strips of paper to it, by lap-
ping them carefully on the under
side of the bottom-bonrd and tack-
ing them to it, so that the paper
hung down loosely on all sides. It
was then trimnied, lapped, and doub-
led vver s smooothly as possible at
the ends of the frame, and held in
pace by means of small clamps,
Along the edges it was drawn tight,
trimmed, and doubled down over the
gunwale, where it was firmly hield by
slipping strips of axh just inside of
the gunwales.  The shrinkage cansed

. by the drying stretcbed the paper,
thus fastened, tightly over the frame-
work. As soon a8 thoroughly dry, it
was varnished, inside and out, with
arplaltum varnish thinned with tur-
pentine; and, a8 soon as that had
sonked in, a second coat of the same
varnish was applied, but with less
turpentine ; and finally, the laps or
joints-of the paper were covered with
pieces of muslin stuck on with the
unthinned varnish. The looee strips

the muslin is seen to be spotted here
and there with paint, Another sten.
cil i8 then used, whose loles corivs
pond to other parts of the muslin,
and more paint is daubed in. Two
more stencils follow, gnd when the
work is done the muslin iy complete-
ly covered with a patchwork of va-
ried colors. It is then handed to a
young woman who blends the back-
ground. She*uses severyl brushes in
running the colors into ench other,
and finally goes over all with a large
camel’s hair brush.  The result is
surprising. The patchwork becomes
# harmonious combination of blend-
ed tints. The muslin then goes to a
man who blends the foreground in
the same manner. Next it is dried
and passes to the finisher, who works
from a model hung on her easel, She
outlines the trees, fences, shrubs and
other accidents of scenery with ex-
traordinary rapidity. The colors are
mixed ready to her hand, and she has
simply to lay them on. A fourth
and more skillful artist gives the fin-
ishing touches of light and shade. It
finally goes to the artist, whe may
be called the architeet. Tle puts in
the palaces, eastles, houses and boats,
The rapidity and skill with which all
work ix due to long years of practice.
The paint used is common louse-
painters’ paint.  In the paint-room
are racks containing small pota of
paint of 3,000 diffcrent tints.

Mr. Levin says he is obliged to sell
very cheaply, in order to compete
with artists who paint at their homes.
He hay 100 Cifferent styles of pic-
tures, but gome sell much Letter than
others. Ie has tried figure picces,
but they did not take well. The
paint stands the test of time very

well, nnd is softened and improved
by age.  When handsomely framed,
these paintings, Mr. Levin sayn, are
sometimes hung in private gnlleries
nmong expensive paintings, Ile
knew of n wenlthy western man who
had hin private gallery completely
filled with these paintings. In the
cities the paintings see wold by nne-
tioneers, and in the country by dry
goods stores and peddlers, It in a
fascinating business, ns o high price
may be obtained for the pictures
sometimnes,

The frames are of pine, on which
is glued n molding made of a combi,
nation of putty and glue, and gilded.
