A CURIOUS CHARACTERISTIC.

The Criticism to Which An Englishman
Gives Utterance.
[Theodore Stanton's London Latter.]

One of the most curious characteristics of
contemporary England is the concealed dis-
like or contempt which the .average English-
man has for the United States. On the sur-
face all is friendliness, but beneath is & feal.
ing almost akin to hate, During my fre-
quent sojourns in England I - have
given special attention to this subject,
and I have found that almost in-
variably on being introducad to an English-
man or Englishwoman you must eithar de-
fend your country or overlook littls alurs
cast on it. And the most exasperating part
of it is that thess disagreeabls criticisms are
ovidently not intended to bewach. in otisr
words, your interlocutor is quite unconacious
of tho fact that hs is impolita. Nor is thia
lack of internationsd amenity confned to
any class, although it is stronger the higbar
you go up the socinl ladder. The first time [
saw John Bright, for example, half of my
visit was spent in listsning to a severe ar-
raignment of America bécause of ita adher-
ence to protoction.

It, when you are presentsd to an English-
man, the conversation turns on the United
States—and ak a rule bs introduces the taoplo
—you are asked, nine times of ten, all or
some of the following questions: “Is politi-
cal corruption on the increase or decrease in
the states at tho present moment?” “Doesa"y
it paralyze public business when all the
office-holders are turned out evary four
yearsI" You try to clear this up by inform-
ing your questioner that this calamity ocours
ouly when & new party comes into power,
which does not happen at every moon as he
ssems to imagine. The third intarrogation is
geverally this: “Aren't your frequent elec-
tions a great nui.ance?”

The great trouble with masks in general {s
the careless manner in which thoy are made,
The paper used is generally of the cheapest
kind and disagreeably odorous, but when it
comes to the poor paint with which the face
i colored the effect is overpowering. The
suffocuting feeling of thess vise-liko {nces is
one reason why they are never worn all
evening. The men dislike them, and women
who have had quch experiencs with the lit-
tle face-plasters refuse to wear them, prafer-
ring to buy a spectacle-frame and attach a
little ruffle of lace to it, which can bs made
attractive and pretty, and also shroud the
wearer in mystery, There aro dainty little
French masks made of red, pink, and yel-
low satin, but it is difficult to buy them in
this part of the globe,

Thers has been no change in maskyin
fifty years. No attempt seems to be made to
make the articles less an instrument of tor-
ture. But the varicty of faces increases
every season by the addition of some new
character. The new faces are caricatures of
80ms prominent person, male or female, an
actual likenees of some European or Amaeri-
can celebrity, or some grotesque subject bor-
rowed from fiction, the drama, or the animal
kingdom.

THE UIRREPRESSIBLE CONFLICT.”
Bont Perley FPoore's Account of the
Beginning,
tBoston Budget.)

The “irrepressible confiior” was commenced
nt Wazhington in the ceucus of tho Whig
reprerentatives in congress at the capitol, om
‘he night of SBaturday, Dec. 1, 1844, A calm
sxpre:aion of opinion was.expeoted ' as from
o band of brothers, assembled for thoe com-
mon enemy, but to the amazement of all,
save those in the secret, Mr, Toormbs, of
Georgia, 1080, and aftor a preliminary ad-
dress, offered & resolution that
“congress ought not to pass any law prohib-
lu.ngdavory in the territories of Califurnia
or New Moxico, nor any 4aw abo
slavery in the District of Columbla,” A dis-
cussion ensued, at the closo of which the mo-
ticn was laid on the table, whereupon My,
Toombs, with four other southern Whigs,
rose and left the room.

The result of this dcfection defeated the
election of Mr. Winthrop to the s akership,
as some of tho ultra abolition no Whigs
!0 refused to vote for him, They bad taken
the same ground two yeara previous, when
une of their number, M, Paliray, of Massa.
chusetts, wro® to Lim demanding certain
pledges which would bo satisfactory to the
anti-slavery sontiment of Massachuretts,
Thess Mr, Winthrop rsfused to glve, saying
that if he was to occupy tho speaker's chair,
he must go into it withoutany pledges of any
sort. He had not sought the place; he had
solicited no man'% vole, dut he had uni-
farmally said to all who had inquired of him
that his policy in organizing the house must
be sought for in bisgeneral conduct and char-
acter as a public man, Still Tess could ba fee
It congistent with his own honar for having
received and accepted a general nomination,
and just on the eve of the election to frame
answers to specific questions to be shown to
a few gentlemen ns Mr, Palfrey had sug-
gested, and to be withheld from the greas
body of the Whigs.

Finally, on the last day of the thirl weck
of the session, it was determined that the in-
dividunl receiving a plurality of the votes
should become the speaker., Howell Cobb,
of Georgia, received 102 votes, and Robert
C. Winthrop, of Massachusetts, received 100
votes, Twenty Whig votesof ulira nortbern
and southern men wore scattered, and then
and thers commenced the sectionsl fight
which ended in the long and bloody war fol-
lowing the secession of the southern states,

Intolerance in Baasta.

A Russian writer namei Stepniak has sent
to the London Times a most remarkabile ac-
count of the Russian press It {s nearly
dead. Since the commencement of this
reign cight newspapers have been prohibited,
including ths Golos, and only two Liberal
newspapers are permitted to exict, in bourly
anticipation of their fate. Palitical discus-
sion being, however, forbidden, the newspa-
pers have not the power in Rulsia of the
magazines, and the grand ¢ e has baan
directed against them. The Slovg The Mes-
senger of Europe, and The Annals of the
Country have all besn suppressed, the latter
being the greatast magazine in Russin,
with a eirpulation of 10,000 copies, and
worth 120,000 pounds sterlinz.

The charge in these cases was that of an-
tertaining subversive opinions; but the real
offense was that of discussing tao closely the
condition of the country, Latwerly, the ad-
ministration has attacked books, and has
Jjust published an index of books which may
not be sold. It comprises 125 works in 500 -
volumes, and fncludes such books as Lyell's
“Antiquity of Man,” Adam Smith's “Wealth
of Nations," and Lubbock's *Primitive Civil-
ization.” Allthe work of John Stuart Mili,
W. Bagehot, and Mr. Herbert Spancer are
prohibitad, the entirs fmdex having appar-
ently been drawn up by soms priest who way
also an absolutist,

The main effect of such a decres is of
course to exasperate the whole educated
class ngainst the governmant; but tha S60-
ondary effect is to revive the old system of
secret colportage. Books are wholly sup-
pressed, but prohibited nswspapers are
gmuggled in from beyond the frontier in
thousands, just as Herzan's “Kclokol” was,
As a precaution against the diffusion of naw
ideas, ths measure is, of course, illusory, all
the creeds except Protestantism having
struggled up to victory without assistance
from the press,

WOLSELEY DRAWS BLOOD.

The Engiish Soldicrs aro as Steady and
Cool ns if on Parade.

Camo, Jan. 22.—The report of & victoriona
encounter with the rebels by Gom. Lord
Wolseley is confirmed, The battle took placo
23 miles north of Metenuel, The English
troops were greatly outnumbered, but fought
with admirable discipline, keeping up a deadly
fire on the enemy.

"The English were with-
out supplies of water or food during the en-
tire fight.

“It seoms & simple thing, mister, to cure s
corn, Well, if you'd seen one of the ‘old
residents' I have tackled you'd think differ-
ent. Acorn may begin oa your tos but
often as not it ends on top of your head.
That seoms a strange thing to say, but it's
true. I have had in the past year an average
of ten patients a week. that 500

you can't check it, and get any comfort out
of the operation. Shoes should be just large
enough to bold the foot together, keep ths big
toe straight and aid in walking, to keep ths
foot from heel to toe moderately straightand
stiff. There should be no rubbing. It's that
msakes corns and bunions, Another thing:
we need to waar strong, thick soles. All the
ladies who come here have trouble with the
bottoms of their feet. They are hot, sting,
ond the feet swell. The trouble comes from
thin soles that allow the soft fleshy pad of
Lhe foot to be bruised easily. I think big
thoes do the most barm. We are really
suffering terribly from the wholesals manu-
facture of shoes by machinery. Weneed by
all means to encourage the shoemaker who
sits on his bench and makes youa pairof
