roof. Dark boxes are provided for foe 
hens to neetin. On one side of each 
coop is a lath cage to hold foeah feed 
such as cabbages or parsnips; on the 
opposite side is a box for dry feed and 
in front a trongh for water. In the 
winter the coops are warmed by steam 
and a thermometer is hong conven­
iently law so that the leader of the 
harem can tell at a glance when the 
temperature is low and he should tele­
phone headquarters for more heat. 
The return pipe conveys the steam, 
condensed into iron water, to a barrel, 
whence it is dealt out to the fowls and 
makes a very good tonic. The steam 
comes from the mill on the adjoining 
lot.

Mr. Blinn, the young proprietor, has 
built this complete hen-yard with his 
own hands. Most of the work was 
done outside of regular working hours. 
It is certainly to his credit and foe 
hens have every reason to thank him 
for his attention. Under his careful 
ministrations they never have the ronp, 
or any of the other diseases henine 
flesh is heir to. He celebrated arbor 
day by planting fifty young fruit trees 
ia-foe yard to serve as shade for his 
feathered pets on hot days.

At this yard are found only Wyan- 
dottes, Plymouth Rooks and Partridge 
Cochins. Each strain is kept in a 
coop by itself and only one flock is al­
lowed the privileges of the large yard 
each day. In this way, inter-breeding 
is prevented. The fowls from this 
yard have frequently taken prizes in 
poultry exhibitions and the eggs are in 
good demand. Mr, Blinn proposes to 
raise 1,000 chicks the coming summer. 
Hia yard at present includes 860 fowls.

Thera is a striking pa], 
number of the OmUtinpanliry 
Mr. Robert Loois Stevenson, who turns 
from the Add of fiction, which he cul­
tivates with distiitgnisbed .abilify, to 
discuss the general social tendencies of 
this time.

I t  is entitled “The Day After To­
morrow,” and its purpose is to indi­
cate the logical consequences of the 
present disposition to rriy ujmu legis­
lation for the cure of all the ills of so- 
ciefy, and even for the transformation 
of human nature itself. Men fought 
for liberty through centuries of cou- 
tinnons straggle, but now they ore sac­
rificing liberty to notions of social re­
form that involve a meddlesome inter­
ference with the individual more intol­
erable than the despotism from which 
they escaped. Of old, kings claimed 
to r a e  by divine right and under heav­
enly gnidance, but at this time it is the 
collection of men called a Legislature 
which we are asked to snperstitionsly 
endow with the wisdom that comes 
from above.

Or, to pat it in the words of Mr. Stev­
enson, “we cannot trust ourselves to 
behave with decency, we cannot trust 
our consciences, and the remedy pro­
posed is to elect a round number of onr 
neighbors pretty much at random, and 
say to them: ‘be ye our conscience; 
make laws so wise, and continue from 
year to year to administer them so 
wisely, that they shall save ns from 
onrselves and make us righteons and 
happy, world without end. Amen!’ ” 
They are to tell ns just what we most 
eat and drink, how and how long we 
must work, how much money we shall 
have, how we shall build onr houses, 
and to them we must look in all things 
for direction. “This golden age of 
which we are speaking will be,” as Mr. 
Stevenson says, “the golden age of 
officials. In ^  onr concerns it be 
their beloved duty to meddle, with 
what tact, with what obliging wor^, 
analogy will aid ns to imagine. So 
that upon all hands we may look for a 
form of servitude most galling to the 
blood, servitude to many and changing 
masters, and for all the slights that ac­
company the rule of the jack-in-office.

Of course, as he farther remarks, 
under such a state of society, the inde  ̂
pendent newspaper would be no long­
er possible, and already it has become 
hateful to those who are working for the 
destruction of the individual. Its criti­
cism is intolerable to them, and 
therefore, “as soon as the State has 
fairly taken its bent to authority and 
philanthropy, and laid the least touch 
on private property, the days of the in­
dependent journal are numbered.” 
Along with State railroads and State 
bakeries, we shall have the State news­
paper, and of course it will never give 
expression to the groans of the op­
pressed for fear of offending the State 
officials. Everybody will be whipped in­
to line, and all kept at the same level.

How does that outlook strike yon! 
To ns it seems dismal, monotonous, re­
pulsive, and far more horrible than any 
tyranny of which we have any record in 
history.

H o w  a Paaaenger and a Poat and R a il  
Fence Came In Colllalon.

Passengers on the train which leaves

BteaU the _ _  
hondreds o f farmers over this cbnntry 
have worked long days in all weathers 
to the utmost of their strength, raising 
their own food and rarely handling as 
much as $800 a year in money, and 
leaving sons and daughters as honest 
and indnstrions and as poor as they, 
to keep the world going. Facts of this 
sort are suggestive, now that a certain 
class of wage-workers are raising the 
old Harry about the hardships of the 
workingman. There are no doubt 
tbinm wrong to be made right, and no 
one blames the w ork in ^ an  for trying 
to get attention and justice; but the 
characteristics of the new movement 
are not American,—it is the Hewitt 
and Emerson and country parson’s 
way that is American.

How the Germans Ldve.
The Germans begin the day, not 

with a good American breakfast of 
meat and potatoes, but with a cup of 
coffee and a piece of bread—sometimes 
honey with the bread, but rarely but­
ter. About the middle of the forenoon 
everybody eats a “ piece,”  the peasant 
and day-laborer eat their hal'd, brown 
bread, and wash it down with a mud- 
dy-looking liquid; the skilled workman 
also eats brown bread, but has good 
beer to drink with it; the merchants 
and professional men usually eat their 
sandwiches dry; school-clWdren at 
their morning recess eat their “ pieces”  
which they brought from home, or else 
buy sandwiches and pretzels (German, 
btizel) from the bakers’ boys who are 
on hand with big baskets. Others eat 
as they go along the streets. Almost 
invariably I relish my 10 o’clock sand­
wich, but it makes me feel so like a 
boy to eat a “ piece”  between meals.

The big meal of the day is dinner, 
which is usually taken between 12 and 
1, and consists of sonps, meats, and 
vegetables, and a dessert of pastry and 
fruit. The soups are excellent, and 
vary according to the day of the week. 
The meats are generally roasted or 
boiled, with occasional fried cutlets or 
steaks. The vegetables are potatoes 
(not so large or mealy as in M ^achu- 
setts), red cabbage, white cabbage 
(fresh, or as sourkrout), cauliflower, 
kohl rabi, beets, peas, beans, etc. The 
pastry is destitute of rich, juicy pies, 
hut has cakes, dumplings, tarts, pan­
cakes, and bakers’ sweetmeats instead. 
Fruit varies with the season— Î have 
kad peaches, pears, plums, grapes, 
apricots, apples, etc., but no water­
melon. I miss the sweet potato very 
much; and I have eaten sweet corn 
only once in Europe, and that was at a 
hotel. A few other Americans and 
myself seemed to bo the only ones 
who knew how to manage the pimy 
ears, the rest not knowing whether to 
out them up with knife and fork or to 
eat them like bananas. This reminds 
me of an American who, at a hotel one 
day, called for some crackers, and 
thereby astonished a party of English 
people who heard him. The English 
say biscuit instead of crackers, and fully 
expected to see the waiter appear with 
a plateful of firecrackers.

In the middle of the afternoon the 
Germans have bread and coffee, after 
which they fast until between 7 and 8 
in the evening. Then they have sup­
per, which is similar to the dinner, 
with the exception of dessert. Fre­
quently the family remain around the 
supper table after it is cleared, and 
spend the evening (especially if com­
pany is present) in conversation moist­
ened with beer or other drinks and 
sweetened with confectioneiy. —  Cor, 
Boston Advertiser.

gas; and a raffled grouse one winter 
evening was known to fly headlong 
through a pane of glass into the hall 
of a honse in a thickly-settled villaga 
Doubtless records of innumerable'simi­
lar Instances could be collected but it 
is not often that a whole flock of wild 
geese startle a man so strangely as the 
flock thus described in the Hartford 
Times:

Among the many ‘folk-lore’ weather 
theories— t̂he goose-bones, the muskrat- 
houses, and the hosks on the corn— 
there is one, directly connected with 
the flight of the wild geese, in which 
some observers seem inclined to be- 
lieva If the geese generally come 
down from their hyperborean solitudes 
very early, say before the end of Octo­
ber, it is held to indicate an early set- 
tingdn o f winter, and a hard and long 
one, too. If, on the other hand, they 
make their southward emigration late, 
toward the close of November, and 
come scattering along at irregular in­
tervals, the fact is regarded as indicat­
ing a more ‘open’ winter. If this idea 
has any foundation in fact, this winter 
ought to be a good one to test it. Nev­
er have the gfeese acted so unreasona­
bly or so strangely. Beginning their 
migration with a few flocks at the close 
of October, they seem to have kept it 
up in a scattering, irregular way, until 
the present timt. about the middle ^1 
December. During the driving snow­
storm of Tuesday, Dec. 7. a large flock 
of these migrating birds was reported 
as coming down, blinded and confused 
by the snow, into a farmer’s orchard 
in Litchfield county, between New 
Hartfqid and W in st^  Attracted by 
the din they made, the owner went out 
and found a flock of wild geese blindly 
flapping and flopping about in the 
thickly-falling snow, and one, which 
was Imocked down by flying against 
the limb of an apple-tree, he succeeded 
in capturing, while the rest got up and 
off again. But the flock had evidently 
lost their bearings in the thick, driving 
storm. The queer thing seemed to be 
that any flock of geese should be such 
geese as to tany in the far north so 
late in December. Usually they come, 
the great body of them, a full month 
earlier, flying over Connectioat before 
the middis of November.— fiftotss Cross

People accept the statement that 
every glove is kid that bears that name, 
while, in fact, only a small percentage 
of the gloves sold as such are genuine 
kid. The reason is plain. Millions of 
kid gloves are demanded by the in­
habitants of every larĝ e country, while 
only a few goats, comparatively, are 
raised in the world, and of these a 
large number must be kept until full- 
grown for breeding purposes. The de­
mand for gloves is much greater than 
the supply of genuine skins, and a sub­
stitute is found in the lamb skin, which 
makes an excellent grade of glove, and 
is easily palmed off for kid: . Genuine 
kid gloves can be obtained at a high' 
price, but thousands of people who 
think they are wearing kid have on the 
skin of the innocent lamb. Of late 
years several kid-glove factories have 
been started in this neighborhood, and 
the manufacture of gloves has been 
carried on in a small way.. There has 
been no attempt to compete with the 
French glove makers, who easily lead 
the world, but a fair grade of glove 
has been turned out, seUing well and 
comparing favorably with imported 
goods. In all the branches of glove­
making here a high degree of skill is 
required, and the workmen here gen- 
e r ^ y  learn their trade in Europe.

The 
skins arr kept in tlieeg t a ^  for a 
longer or sh it^ r period, according to 
the'judgment of the supei^ntendent 
If; aQowed to remain tod long, they be- 
cthne too well nonri^ed jtod decay. 
After the nonmhing comes t ^  work 
of cleaning: The wins are...wcrked in 
tubs of fresh water and w ash^ thor­
oughly until all traces of fordgn sub­
stances Mre removed from the ontsida 
They now become soft .and in color a 
dull white. They are laid on a smooth 
stone slab, witii the rough side down 
and pressed and stretched until every 
wrinkle has been smoothed out

The skins being wet, remain in this 
stretched state, and are then. dyed. 
The dye is Imd on with a brash', and 
the shade is always darker than the 
one desired, for the dripping and 
after treatment lighten it at least one- 
quarter. The greatest care is taken to 
prevent any spots of dye getting on the 
iuside of the skin, a spot being a ser­
ious defect in a high-priced glove. 
After the Bkins have been allowed to 
drip for several hours they are taken 
to the drying-room, the air of which is 
kept at a high temperature, usually by 
steam heat. It does not take long for 
the skins to dry out hard, stiff, and 
rough. ' Before they can be used they 
are made soft and pliable again by ly­
ing for several days* in damp sawdust. 
Then they are placed on a machine 
worked by a screw, and by a contin­
uous and gentle pressure stretched to 
the utmost. If there are any holes, 
rough spots, or cracks in the skin it is 
thrown away, or should ba  Not all 
of the glove-makers are honest, and 
the blemishes are often covered up.

For months past a number of work­
people have been busy in the little 
town of Winsted, Conn., making 
ready the monster bag and box in 
which the four men will make their 
interesting and thrilling journey. The 
master spirit in all the preparation is 
Alfred E. Moore, who, at the age of 
twenty-nine, has won for himself a 
name and place among the practical 
aeronauts of the time. He has made 
many ascents and taken bird’s-eye 
views of his native state from every 
point and in all sorts of weather. He 
has had his proportion of the hair­
breadth escapes which fall to the lot 
of those who leave mother earth and 
tread the treacherous element of the 
atmosphere.

In the new balloon which hi s been 
growing under his supervision he has 
tried no novel plans. There are no 
wings or fins, or propelling blades, or 
other contrivances to get out of order 
and do more harm than gqod. The 
scheme was to go up, catch that easter­
ly current which all air navigators of 
prominence agree does exist above the 
lower air strata, and then stay up 
long enough to cover the distance of 
1,600 miles, which would lower the 
party in New York State, or at any 
rate in this direction, f^om  twenly 
to thirty hours it is proposed shall 
spent in the air, and the calculations 
were all based on making a machine 
which should have lifting power 
enough to stay up fully that length of 
time.

There was a car, the home for the 
time being of the four daring travellers. 
This was calculated to weigh 600 
pounds. Then for the broad stretch of 
gas-bag, with its overlying network 
of cords and guy ropes and A1 the 
paraphernalia of tms part of the craft 
a weight of 1,200 pounds was carefully 
calculated. Next there were four men, 
not members of the Fat Men’s Club by 
any means, but lithe passengers of 
brain and muscle. They were put 
down at 600 pounds in the aggregate 
in the list of avoirdupois to be carried. 
Then came the heap of b^last. Sand 
in bags as much of it as could be taken 
along, for the more that was started 
with the better the chances of a prO' 
longed trip. Since once in their nppei 
remms, each tendency of the balloon 
to sink earthwards is met by the drop­
ping of a few pounds of sand, and the 
craft shoots skyward again without 
delay. This sand then Mcomes in 
paradoxical sort of a way, the fuel of 
the air captain.

The calculation next was a simple 
one. The gas to be used is that from 
the street mains, and this, it is known, 
has a buoyant lifting power of forty 
pounds for each thousand cubic feet of 
gas employed.. The plans wore then 
laid for a bag to hold 160,000 cubic 
feet of gas, as this would give power 
enough and to spare in lifting crew and 
c ^ o . .  material to be used in the 
construction of the immense reservoir 
of gas, Mr. Moore determined, 
should be muslin, ordinarily white; 
cotton sheeting to all appear-j 
ances, yet not that which would bd 
taken from the shelves of any dry-; 
goods shop. An order iras sent to 
cotton mill, and a mile and a quarter 
strip in heavy bolts made up especial 
ly for The World's balloon. It wae 
woven a yard wide, but the looms 
were set to give an extra tight com-i 
pactness to the finished goods. It was 
weighed and found to tip the scales at 
one pound for each three square yards 
of goods. The cutting of this half ton 
of cotton sheeting required exact work, 
and this Mr. Moore undertook person-* 
ally. A  roomy loft was secured , anc 
the. long stretches of unbleached cot  ̂
ton laid along the floOTj and on hands 
and knees Mr. Moore went up and 
down with monster shears, cuttiu]' 
each gore precisely to the patten 
which, when put together, would 
bring out the perfect pear-sha]^d forip 
of the balloon, when all the strips 
been joined. The sewing was done 
with the greatest care. It was sewed 
double and then each pair of raw edge^ 
were “ felled” down making a double 
jointure of the two parts, than which 
nothing is stronger in the seamstress 
art. A  whole battalion of sewing 
women were employed on this part of 
the work of manufacture, and for 
many days the merry rattle of the 
sewing machines was incessant froih 
morning to night.

THE PROCESS OP HANUPACrTUBE.
Of (ffiurse. to sew the whole vast bal­

loon together would have made a bulk 
of muslin which it would be impossi­
ble to pass through the next process. 
The seventy-two gore pieces were 
sewed up into nine sections, each as 
large as a yacht sail, and then came 
what in the aeronaut’s practical opin­
ion is one.of the moat important steps 
in the whole process of manufacture.

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„  a balloon ship con­
cerns himself[ both ran up through the 
neck into the. body of the bag and 
tond to the top, one is the valve and 
the other the.^p rope. The valve in 
The World b o j^ i i  is the size of a bar­
rel head. It J|ronnd,.with a mid-rib, 
and from tbianiUid-rib the two semi­
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and carried down to within the reach 
of the aeronauts in the car. A  stout 
pull of this cord it will be seen, tears a 
great rent in the side of the balloon, 
and several stout pulls leaves the big 
bag with a tear forty feet long in its 
upper section, and almost in the 
twinkling of an eye the car is on the 
ground and the proud and eiry balloon 
bag is stretched along the sod a mere 
heap of oily rags in appearance.

Now for the equipment of the vessel. 
There is really none in the strict sense 
of the term, but a vast deal of odds 
and ends are to be 'carried for use 
when the occasion demands. Mr. 
Moore always carries with him a ther­
mometer to tell him of the approach 
of the clouds by the sudden drop in 
temperature, a barometer as a height 
measuier and a compass to determine 
the direction in which the craft may 
be drifting. Then there will be two 
grapple-anchors—one a big one about 
fifty pounds weight able to hold a 
good-sized water craft in any tide, and 
then a smaller one about fifteen pounds 
in weight by which a stray porker or 
the roof of a haystack could be taken 
off without trouble and with the ut­
most neatness should the grapple be 
banging out of the balloon under full 
sail. A  week’s supply of provisions 
for four, since the landing may be in 
the backwoods of Canada and a long 
tramp be necessary to reach civiliza­
tion. Firearms, too, may be neces­
sary for use after landing. Several 
long, stout ropes will be taken, as they 
would be of great service in making a 
landing by the aid of outsiders. Then 
from each corner of the balloon car 
will bung down ropes about 100 feet 
long, and at the bottom of each a bag 
of sand weighing 100 pounds. In 
other words, suppose the car is coming 
down, and at a right smart pace, too, 
so soon as these bags touch the ground 
or water 400 pounds of dead weight is 
taken from the machine, and at once 
the force of the descent is checked. 
With two American flags floating 
from the car ends, not entirely for or­
nament, but as well to tell the direc­
tion of the wind—or, rather, of the 
balloon—through the air, and the 
whole craft is complete.

THE VOYAGERS AND THEIR DUTIES.
Each voyager will take good stout 

clothing and a warm overcoat, since 
in the thin upper atmosphere it is not 
easy to keep the blood in circulation 
and a landing in a high latitude may 
require the comfort of a stout over­
coat. The photographer of the expe­
dition will be Mr. John G. Doughty, 
of Winsted. He is a little man with 
a big beard and goes up as an expert 
in aerial photography. No man has 
been more successful in this line of art 
work and the series of photos taken by 
him on a small trip over Connecticut 
in company with Mr. Moore have 
shown some surprising phenomena. 
The photo of a cloud taken at short 
range, of the under side of the cloud 
with the sun shining up at it, of the 
shadow of the balloon cast upon a 
cloud invisible to the human eye, all 
these have been takes, while of ordin 
ary bird’s-eye view pictures with the 
state of Connecticut spread out on a 
carpet beneath him he has enough to 
fit out a map shop. He will take 
along an instrument taking a 6x8 
plate, with extra fine Swiss lenses. 
He will have 100 plates extra sensitive 
and the photos taken will be instan­
taneous in the fullest degree. He is 
looking forward to a rich harvest in the 
way of pictures.
