New York, May 2.— With a rigid 
InveatlgatioH already under way in­
to the sinking ô f the Savannah Line 
steamer City of Athens by a French 
cruiser off the Delaware Capes early 
Tuesday, morning, the death toll to­
day remained 67, among them two 
women and* a child.

Officials of the Savannah Line are 
conducting ani inquiry into a report 
that the life saving apparatus on the 
City of Athens was defective.

The cause of one of the life boats 
capsizing and spilling the occupants 
Into'the cold water is. said to have 
been a rope breaking.

Altogether there were 135 souls 
aboard the City of Athens. Sixty-nine 
were passengers. The crew of the 
steamer numbered sixty-six. Among 
the passengers were women and 
children and twenty-four marine re­
cruits, with twenty French sailors 
en route to southern naval training 
camps.

How Collision Happened. 
Twelve of tke marines have been 

accounted for and seventeen French 
sailors are known to have, drowned.

The collision occurred while both 
ships, were proceeding at a fair rate 
of speed. A fog, which was so thick 
that not a glimmer of either ship's 
lights could be seen by tbe other, was 
directly responsible for the crash.

ROOSEVELT AND TURKEY.
Mr. Roosevelt ran true to fofm 

last night at Springfield, Mass., in 
advocating war declarations against 
Turkey and Bulgaria. He advocat­
ed a declaration against Austria- 
Hungary, similarly, before the Presi 
dent acted. Mr. Wilson seems to aim 
at keeping the German allies divid­
ed, by withholding the ceciaratlons 
Whether he is doing so is a ques­
tion.

Col. Roosevelt said it was “ crimin­
ally absurd” not to declare war on 
Turkey and Bulgaria. We quote 
him verbatim:

Now just at present we are en­
gaged in a world war, and on the 
other side are four allied powers; we 
are • fighting two and heaven, only 
knows what we are doing with the 
other two; for example— we haven’t 
done anything, we aren’t flghtipg 
Turkey. The Turks have butcheried 
the Armenians. We have appointed 
days to pray for the Armenians; that 
don't do any good, -but we haven’t 
gone to fight for them.

We have allowed organizations to 
be raised to fight with the British 
army for Jerusalem, but we haven’t 
gone to war against the Turks. Now 
without we are at war with Turkey 
we coii^naitted an infamous wrong in 
allb^ii|g' -thesis dl’ganizations to bd 
rattaA^ol j l ^  here, and U.

GOT A BOND? BUY ANOTHER.
The “ buy another bond” idea in 

one form or another is spreading 
rapidly over the country, and ought 
to do much to help push the third 
loan well over the minimum. The 
plan is to get existing subscribers to 
get one more bond, even though it is 
only one of fifty dollars.

Five dollars down and five dollars 
a month for a fifty-dollar bond are 
the terms mentioned in a scheme an­
nounced yesterday, existing subscrib­
ers alone to be eligible. This rate 
is about as easy as any we have seen, 
and it will not be surprising if some 
of the smaller banks, with the burden 
of the other two loans still hanging 
over them, refuse to modify their 
terms. For the government’s in­
stallment plan remains unchanged 
presumably, regardless of conse­
quences. It must be able tô  com­
mand a certain considerable propor­
tion of the loan funds without much 
delay.

Manchester started yesterday a 
Pershing Club, membership in which 
is open only to bondholders, who 
agree to buy one bond more. Each 
member receives a red honor badge 
as a mark of distinction.

Carried His Grandmoth^.

by carrying such a heavy bundle. He 
had walked 70 miles without two 
hours consecutive rest.

The youngster told her she did not 
understand.

The young fellow knew that if his 
grandmother were left to the mercy 
of the Huns she would suffer cer­
tain death. .

Huns I t  Miles Away.

You 
may expect to hear from him about 
May. Ho was last seen among some 
other prisoners going towards St. 
Quentin. I know it is rotten Juck 
to be "taken prisoner but there Is one 
consolation you will see him when 
tjie war- is over. I inust say he die 
his work splendidly p.nd remained 
at his post sending back information 
until he was totally surrounded. His 
action is v«rth y  of the greatest 
praise and he was one of my best 
observers.

Belgians Saved the War.
Mr. Gumbart said the Belgians 

saved the western part of Europe 
and he did not think It too strong 
a statenfent to say that they saved 
thb war. For ten days, they held 
the Germans at Ldege and every hour 
that they held gave the French and 
English that much more time for 
mobilizing. He was most optimistic 
as to the final outcome of the strug­
gle. Following his talk, he let the 
men ask qi^estions and when one 
asked if the Germans would get 
though to the coast he replied, 
“They will not." He added with a 
smile, that he did not profess to 
know It all, but that he did not be­
lieve the Germans would ever break 
through.
