THE RECOVERY OF FRANCE.
A return compiled by the economic 

division of the French Commission 
in the United States indicates _ the 
wonderful rapidity with which 
France is recovering from the physi­
cal destruction inflicted on her soil 
and industries during the war.

One of the strongest elements in 
her quick recuperatiDn, now as in the 
seventies, is the ingrained {ind gen­
eral habit of thrift having as a 
natural consequence the corollary of 
an exceptionally large proportion of 
small owners of land, of government 
bonds or of both. The system of 
peasant proprietorship has, time and 
again in France’s histA’y, proved its 
strength and value as an asset in 
moments of national danger even 
more than in the hundrum years of 
peace. The return just issued shows 
that 89 per cent, of the adult popula­
tion of France Are holders of qine- 
tenths of France’s total national debt. 
No other nation on earth, no matter 
what its progress in democratic in­
stitutions, can boast of anything 
approaching such an enviable condi­
tion. It is a tower of strength in 
peace as in war.

Over seven million acres were ren­
dered unfit for cultivation by the 
war. Considerably more than one- 
half of that, total has been cropped 
this year and most of it has been 
cleared of the debrisr of shells and 
other ext>ended war material and 
again made cultivable. Agricul­
tural reconstruction, Indeed, has pr<„ 
ceeded so well that France is once 
more in a position-to meet nearly aU 
her food needs for the year 1921 
from her own crops. Even' in the

YARDS TO PUBUC

Morris of Cliicago Submits Plan For 
Divesting His Packing Company of 
All Ownership. f

Chi.cago, HI., Nov. 2 3— Stock yards 
and terminal holdings of Morris 
and Company, packers in Chicago, 
Kansas City, St Joseph, St Louis, 
Oklahoma, El Paso, New Orleans, 
Baltimore, West Philadelphia and 
New York would pass into the hands 
of livestock producers or the public 
if a plan which Morris and Company 
has submitted to the supreme court 
of the District of Columbia is ap­
proved.

The plpn, put forth by Edward 
Morris, president of the Co., proposes 
that all of the capital stock hbldin.ga 
of the company in these enterprises 
be immediately surrendered to the 
court. Live stock producers would 
Ihenr be given the first opportunity 
to acquire these holdings. Then the 
stock would be offered to people liv­
ing near the various plants, then to 
the copimon carriers and lastly to 
the general public.

Morris and Company would he 
completely divorced from ownership 
or control of any of these properties, 
under the plan, and a trust company 
designated to hold and vote the stoclj 
as trustees until it is disposed of to 
people outside the packing industry.

The principal textile region of 
France lay in the track of the storm 
that swept dowq from the north and 
northeast in 1914. Of all the indus­
trial establishments destroyed in 
the war, well over thr^-fourths have 
been rebuilt and were doing business 
on September 30, 1920. The textile 
plants around Lille, perhaps the most 
battered and devastated industrial 
section of France, have been 87 per  ̂
cent, reconstructed and are now turn­
ing out 78 per cent, of .their prewar 
production with 70 per cent, of their 
personnel. Of 116 woolen mills 
destroyed, 110 are again at work and 
of 57 cotton factories converted into 
heaps of ruins, 55 have resumed 
operations.

The visitation of general Catastro­
phe has had one good effect. The 
old methods and the ôld machinery 
were swept away and today in indus­
try and agriculture only modern 
machinery working according to the 
best modern' methods is to be seen. 
The result has been a much greater 
rate Of production than before the 
war. The coal pits at C^tricourt 
are given as an example of this bet­
terment. Seven out of the eleven 
pits destroyed there now are produc­
ing as much coal per "day as the 
whole eleven did before 1914.

In the commission’s exhaustive re­
view of present conditions there is 
much additional detail given to indi­
cate the extent and the soundness of 
the reconstruction already effected. 
Thus, reference may be made to^the 
substantial decrease In the adverse 
trade balance which France has 
achieved In the last year. All or­
dinary expenditures of government 
now are being met by taxation. 
Loans are resorted to only for pur­
poses whose cost is properly defray- 
able from the proceeds of-the Ger­
man indemnity. The people are 
helping the government by a gratify­
ing willingness |o pay the Increased 
taxes and the goifernment does its 
duty to the people by the exercise of 
a rigid economy.

Other resul̂ ts of the tirar have been 
the enormous impetus givem to the 
development of water power and the 
electrification of railroads. The 
shortage of coal forced these develop 
mepts but they have taken perma­
nent form and have opened up new 
possibilities of wealth.

There are inevitable contradictions, | 
inevitable erijors of fact and judg-j 
ment. An amusing instance of this' 
variability in public censure is pro­
vided in two publications ' recently 
issued.

One of-them is the annual report 
of the New York Police Department 
for 1919. In a combined apology for 
and denial of grave crime conditions 
In New York City, Commissioner En­
right arraigns the press of the city 
for advertising crime .and attracting 
criminals*by scare headlines and ex­
aggerated stories of crime and law­
lessness. These* stories, according to 
Commissioner Enright, have led out­
side criminals to believe they could 
commit crime in New York City with 
little gr no fear of arrest and the 
consequences.

Parenthetipally, it may be said 
that the commissioner's explanation 
or arraignment does not tell us Very 
clearly why th^e should be over one 
hundred unsolved murder mysteries, 
in the metropolis during the present 
year.
