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MARSHALL IS
CONVICTED OF
KILLING GIRL

Jury, Out All Night, Accepts
Original Confession of
Chiropractor in the Die-
trich Murder.

—

Philadelphia, March 24.—David
L. Marshall, chiropractor, on trial
for the murder and dismemberment
of Anna Mae Dietrich, was today
found guilty by a Jjury of second;
degree murder. The jury gave its
verdict to the judge at 10.45 this

morning.

The case went to the jury at
9.05 last night. At 11.65 o'clock
a verdict had not been reached and
the jury was locked up until this
morning when it again deliberated.

Abraham Wernick, defense coun-
gel, made the customary plea for
four days for filing an appeal and
it was granted.

The conviction is for the murder,
Jan. 19 of Anna Mae Dietrich, 35,
of Norwood, in one of Marshall's
offices whera he practiced chiro-
practic. Marshall signed a confes-

glon that he choked the pretty mil-
liner to death. In court he re-'
pudiated this story and sald she
accldentally took poison.

He did admit that he dismember-!
ed her body and hid the pieces.

Marshall appeared to have a pre-
monition of conviction. He was
extremely nervous when called into
court today, rubbing his chin, drum-
ming the table and talking earnest-
ly with his counsel. The talk ap-
parently left him more worried than
Bpver.

The case has been on trial for
14 days and had brought out med-
Jeal testimony from high-standing
pxperts who fiatly contradicted each
pther's theories.

It is understood that while the
customary sentence f{or second de-
gree murder is ten to twenty years
it may be extended to life imprison-
ment at the discretion of the judge.

DECLINES BLAME
FOR ARMS FAILURE

Coolidge Will Go Ahead on
Parley to Keep Record of

America Clear.

Washington, March 24—Presi-
dent Cooidge is determined that
none of the blame for the possible
failure of the League of Nations'
forthcoming disarmament confer-
ence shall fall on American should-
ers.

This was the explanation ad-
vanced in official quarters today
for the decision to go ahead with
plans for complete American co-
operation, despite the preponder-
ant bellef among the highest =ad-
ministration officers that the con-
ference is foredoomed to accom-
plish nothing if carried out on the
lines already laid down.

Expect No Result

Neither the president nor any of
his chief advisers, who include
Secretary of State Kellogg, ex-Sec-
retary of State Hughes, and the
members of the American delega-
tion to Geneva, believe that it will
be possible to reduce armament
on & basis of “potential war
strength' rather than on a basis
of existing armijes and nav{es.

In deciding to go ahead with
the plans despite misgivings which
amount almost to conviction of
the fruitfulness of the effort, the
administration has departed some-
what from a fixed policy estab-
llshed by Charles E. Hughes as
secretary of state,

The Hughes pollcy was to de-
cline to participate in any Euro-
pean conlference that did not give
substantial promise of success.
On that basis, Mr. Hughes “duck-
ed"” numerous ‘‘economic confer-
ences’’ such as the memorable one
promoted by then Premler Lloyd
George at Genoa.

London, March 24.—The
legend of a mouldering Pha-
roah taking mortal vengeance
upon all who visit his tomb
was revived today with dls-
patches from Egypt announc-
ing the death of two eminent
Egyptologists, Both had re-
cently pald visits to the tomb
of King Tut-Ankh-Amen.
Georges Benedite, curator of
the Egyptian section of the
Louvre, died at Luxor almost
at the same moment as Paul -
Casanova, professor of Ara-
bian literature at the college of
France, died at Cairo.

Several principals connect-
ed with the exploration of the
tomb of King Tut died before
it was opened, giving rise to
a8 theory that the walls of the
sarcephagus were powered
with a mysterious poison which
brought death or serious illness
to all who entered.

Much Loot.

Another thing that astonished
the authorities is how three young-
sters could steal such a large num-
ber of tools without being suspect-
ed. They kept ¥ery close mouthed
about it and denled the thefts for
2 long time, even after being faced
with the evidence. Then one boy
broke down and the others followed
suit.

It was reported yesterday that an
18 year old youth was the master
mind that directed the trio. This
young man is out‘of town. How-
ever the police have learned that
he left Manchester a week before
the first robbery was reported and
has not been seen since, so he is
not being sought. There is little
doubt but that only the three boys
were implicated.

said to be the basis of Wheeler's
charges against the diplomat.

Wheeler charged that the exclu-
sion of the Countess KXarolyl re-
sulted from the *‘forging of certain
documents which tended to connect
her with certain undesirable organ-
izations with whom the TUnited
States is not on friendly terms."”

BURTON MURDER

Jury Deliberates Five Hours!
Before Bringing in Verdict
of First Degree.

New York, March 24.—A jury In
the Kings County Court returned &
verdict of first degree murder last
night against Harry W. Cowan for
the mortal shooting of Miss Edith
Burton. The jury dellberated
nearly five hours.

Cowan, slghiless from bullet
wounds self inflicted immediately
after the shooting of Miss Burton,
whom he termed his common law
wife, displayed no emotion at ths
verdict. He sat forward in & chair
with hig hands loosely clasped.

Read and Write?

When he was called upon to give
his pedigree, however, he spoke hes-
itatingly, and at one question his
voice wavered. The question was
‘‘Can you read and write?” Cowan
coughed and replied:

‘Do you mean now?
see.”

Up to a short time before the jury
brought in the verdict at 10.20 p.
m., it was believed that Cowan
might escape the death penalty.
Only ten minutes before the ver-
dict was handed up, the jurors filed
into the court room to ask for in-
structions from County Judge
Franklin Taylor before whom the
trial was held.

Ask About Mercy Plea,

Charles F. Lehman, the foreman,
read this question to the judge:
“Would it be legal to render a ver-
dict of first degree murder with a
plea for merecy?”

Judge ‘Taylor replied: * “That
question cannot be answered yes or
no. The verdict of first degree
murder requires the death chair.
The only power that would save
him would be the governor, While
you could legally render a verdict
in this form, the court could omnly
under such circumstances recom-
mend executive clemency to the
governor by way of pardon or com-
mutation.”

Sentence Monday.

Judge Taylor remanded Cowan
to jail until Monday, when the
death sentence will be imposed.

There were only about forty per-
sons in the courtroom when the ver-
diet was announced. None of
Cowan's relatives was there, nor
was Arthur B, Lewis, a former
member of the Utah Senate, who
sald he had asked Miss Burton to
marry him and who testified to her
good character,

The fate of Cowan, who biinded
himself permanently by 4ring a
shot into his own head after two
other shots had taken the life of
Miss Burton, passed into the hands
of the jury & few minutes before 6
o'clock.

Oll City Peril Over After Loss of
Nearly Million.

0Oil City, Pa., March 24.—Science
loday claimed a complete vietory
over the mammoth ice gorges in
the Allegheny river here and
Franklin, while both cities
breathing easier again with
flood menses gone,

After being jammed with {es,
frozen to the river hottom all win-
ter, the stream between here and
Franklin was clear of all ice this
morning, the Brandon gorge hav-
ing been dislodged last night by
thermite, the ice-destroying chemi-
cal.

Within a few minutes after the
great gorge moved out the river
fell three feet and continued reced-
ing. Meantime, the water in Oil
Creek, tributary of the Allegheny,
was dropping and the flood waters
rapidly left the city's business sec-
tion.

There was little fear that an-
other flood situation would result
here from the movement of the
Kinzua gorge, 60 miles up the riv-
er. This gorge moved a few hun-
dred feet yesterday, but became
jammed again.

By the time the Xinzua Ilce
reaches here it will be disintegrat-
ed to a point whera thers will be
no danger of it jamming here, ac-
cording to the belief expressed by
ice experts.

COURSE IS ENDED

School of Religious Education
Closes at St. Mary’s Church;
Has Been Successful. )

Last night was the final session
of the School of Religious Educa-
tion and Teacher-Training, held in
the St. Mary's Episcopal church
under the auspices of the Manches-
ter Council, of which Rev. J.
Stuart Nelill is president. Ons hun-
dred and three have been register-
ed for the entire course and there
has been an average attendance of
seventy-four. Plans are now in the
hands of the executive committee
looking toward a possible week-day
or daily vacation Bible school to be
held during the summer months.
It was also the ungnimous senti-
ment of the assembly last night
that & standard course {n teacher-
training similer to the one just
closing, be offéered mnext fall and
winter.

At the close of the second perifod
study, the Women's Guild of the
church served &n excellent menu in
the dining room. Chairman Neill
took occasion to report the grow-
ing interest manifest in the work
of the council as a community
movement, by comparing the trepi-
dation witf which the possibility
of a school of religious education
was discussed by the clergymen
and laymen four years ago and the
phenomenal success of the school
this year. He paid high tribute to
the members of the faculty, and
attributed the success of the ten
weeks' course in no small measure
to the personnel and splendid effi-
clency of these men and women.
Expressions of commendsation and
appreciation were anthusiastically
presented to each member of the
faculty, which included Professor
Alexander C. Purdy, whose course
in the New Testament and Life of
Christ was enjoyad by the entire
school, the first hour; Professor
George Wells who taught in a
most efficient manner the course in/
the Study of the Pupil; Miss Ber-
nice Hummer whose course in
Primary Methods and Materials
was very popular among the pri-
mary teachers; and Mrs. Russell E,
Waitt whose class of fifty-six was
unanimous in their appreciation of
her instruction in the Old Testa-
ment Prophets as Interpreters of
God. The Professors on the faculty
responded in & pleasing manner to
the reception accorded each one
of them in turn.

An interesting and encouraging
featura of the closing session was
the report of the treasurer, George
H. Briggs, made through the chair-
man, to the effect that the council,
though assuming for the first timse
entire responsibility for its pro-
gram and faculty had operated on
a sound financial basis and would
close its successful ten weeks’
courss with a small but gratifying
balance in the treasury. This was
due to the splendid enrollment and
to the growing interest and appre-
ciation of the wvalue of such a
school to the churches and their ed-
ucational work, by increasing num-
bers of friends in the churchgs, as
evidenced by a considerabls num-
ber of free-will contributions and
scholarships, Seven of the churches
fncluding the Salvation Army have
loyally supported the work of the
council both  financially and
through the personal propagation
of pastors, directors of education
and superintendents of the various
Sunday schools.

The Manchester Council of Re-
liglous Education, under the able
leadership of its president, Rev. J.
Stuart Neill, is to He congratulated
on its forward-looking program,
and has already received recogni-

AN EMPTY VICTORY

Sustained by Commons in

Lioyd George Attack But|

Still m Deep Water.

London, March 24. — Foreign
Secretary Sir Austen Chamberlain
won & Pyrrhic victory in the House!
of Commons late yesterday. By a |
vote of 325 to 136 a resolution by

former Premlier Lloyd George to re-
duce Sir Austen’s salary—a techni- |
cal method of introducing what
amounted really to a vote of cen-
gure was defeated.

Thus in theory the Foreign Secre-
tary stands vindicated {for his bitter- |

ly criticised course before and after .

the recent abortive Geneva confer-
ence. In reality, however, his posi-
tion seems, to put it mildly, pre-
‘carious. In a long speech preceding
the vote on the Lloyd George reso-
lution he did not succeed in pleas-
ing his supporters or placating his
opponents. .

. Crities Unconvinced’

Those holding the opinifon that
by his actions at Geneva he serious-
ly jeopardized the frults of the
Treaty of Locarno remain utterly
unconvinced by what he sald to-
day in defense of the course he
adopted at Geneva.

The disagreeabla suspicions
aroused within the last few weeks
of secret obligations incurred by the
British Foreign Secretary which
tied his hands at Geneva, of inter-
national intrigues at and after
Locarno, in which he, consclously
or unconscliously, was Implicated
have not been dispeiled. The Bald-
-win Government mnot only still
stands, but Sir Austen Chamber-
lain stands with it. Nevertheless,
the most ardent Government parti-
san cannot feel %y particular en-
thuslasm about Foreign Secre-
tary’'s showing in ‘2 House yester-
day. The uncomfo hle impression
continues to be widespread that
there was something Thehind the
recent Geneva filasco which.is belng
concealed.

Troubles Not Over

While Sir Austen's speech in de-
fense of his policy at Geneva, won
him 8 theoretical victory, but there
is plenty of evidence today that
the foreign minister's difficulties
are not over.

The Manchester Guardian voices
anew the demand that Sir Austen
give up his portfolio, declaring that
there is evidence of his “unfitness
for the duties of foreign secretary.”

The opposition press is vigorous

. in its denouncément of his policy,
as expressed in his speech.
' The conservative press, follow-
ing the lead of Premier Baldwin,
has rallied to the defense of Sir
+ Austen, but even their defénse has
the earmarks of being perfunctory.

The Morning Post, organ of the
ultra-conservatives, declares today
that the *‘really important thing is
that, owing to the League of Na-
tions, Europe tannot settle her dif-
ferences which she could have
settled had there been no such in-
stitution, and the only danger to
ﬁ'urope today is the League of Na-

ons.”

good fiy catchers.

The gnemies of the larvae -are
much more successful in their in-
roads, Flrst place should be given
to the birds, which eagerly devour
bath the larval and ‘adult forms.
The scratching barnyard. fowl is a
"worthy enemy and certain forms of
‘bectles, and ants also feed on both
‘Jarvag and pupae of nearly all va-
rieties. On the whole, however, the
natural enem$es of the larval and
adult, forms fall to dffect an appre-
ciable reductlon in the fiy popula-
tion. Also there are diseases of the
fly family.

The most successfu]l method of
rldding a community of flies is to
institute and continue & campaign
for that purpose. It is only by the
united efforts of all residents supl-
-plemented by the support of the
health department and civic organ-
{zations in ‘general, that progress
fn fly eradication is possible.

The time of the year has an {im-
portant bearing on the success of
such a movement. Ordinarily, fly
eradicative ecampaigns are institut-
- el too 1#te-in the season to be ef-
fective, The begt results are obtain-
ad if the work is begun In April.
_ The United States Public Health
Service wishes to recommend cer-
tain erficative measures. As long
is fly-breeding areas exist it is al-
most useleds to undertake suppres-
slve measures of other- character
except screening: therefore the
control of fly-breeding areas 1s the
first requisite, This means that the
highest standards of community
cleanliness must prevail.

When it is realized that even
small amounts of garbage and
otherwaste matter may serve for
the development of countless lar-
vae, the importance of the removal
of these can be realized.

It yvou live in the country you
should know that the stable is the
favorite breeding places for files.

ere it is impossiblg to properly

otect refuse piles, trqitment with
certain vegetable and chemical
products, with the idea of destroy-
ing both the eggs and larvae {s to
be recommended.

If stable sweepings can- neither
be protected ‘nor treated them fre-
‘quent ‘removal becomes necessary.
1t is essential that the maferlal be
removed. at least every four days
if by-breeding is to be prevented.
The same applies to collections of
refuse, organic waste, decaying
vegetble matter and street sweep-
ings.

Next to the disposa]l of stable
sweepings, the disposal of sewage
déserveg aftentfon, as those files
which develop in or frequent such
wasté are even more dangerous
than' those which frequent other
filth areas.

The new policy of the fish and
game commissioners promises
much relief from this situatjon, and
it followed up may well restore the
sport to momething llke its status
of tweaty years ago.

It may very well turn out, how-
ever, that comsiderably narrower
restrictions may have to be Imposed
on the fishing of state-leased
streams than the commission has so
far adopted.

So far the board has been satis-
fled with shortening the season on
thess waters, opening them on
April 15 instead of April 1, the
date fixed by law for the other run-
ning waters of the state, and with
requiring women anglers to obtain
the regular state license before
fishing state-leassd streams.

Both of these provislons are
good. In permitting each angler
to take as many as twenty fish a
day, however, it will strike some
sportsmen that the board has been
extremely liboral and it is probable
that little complaint would be heard
if this limit were to be somewhat
reduced.

And there is one point which has
not been covered at all in regulat-
ing the use of the state leaseholds,
Which it might be very well worth

" the comimission’s while o consider
==whether the number of times that
8Ly one person may fish the same
waters in the course of a° season
ought not to be limited.

There would appear to be nothing
to prevent a small number of per-
sons, living within easy reach of
state-leased and state-stocked wa-
ters, from spending practically all
their time on the streams from the
beginning to the close of the season
and getting far and away more
than a just share of the angling.
Which {s hardly the purpose at
which the board is aiming. It
would be no Iinjustice if the
board were to take steps to prevent
this kind of unreasonable diversion
of the sport.

The police
signal system will be re-installed in
this room. Police court officials will
also use the rooms mnow occupied
by Town Clerk Sam Turkington.

The basement of the building
will be rearranged so as to house an
automobile at the east end of it.
The doorway will be on the south
side of the building. Motorcycles
will also be kept in the basement as
will the cells for the prisoners.

It was formerly planned to make
extensive alterations on the build-
ing but after a consultation, the
officials decided that this was not
the time to make large expenditures
on the alterations. Further changes
for the betterment of the depart-
ment will follow from time to time.
