American Delegate to League

Conference Spikes Rumor

That Such Proposals
Would Be Made— France
to Fight for Her Views on

Subject.

Geneva, Mey 18.—Tense Interest
in a reporied American plan for dis-
armament was dampened here to-
day when Hugh Gibson, American
minister to Switzerland and head
of the American delegation to the

League of Nations Disarmament
Commission, stated that the United
States has no disarmament panacea
to offer the commission, which to-
day hegan the long and arduous
task of exploring disarmament pos-
sibillties preparatory to a general
international disarmament confer-
ence.

When the commission convened
today reportg were circulated that
the American delegation would of-
fer some dramatic proposals.

No Plan Suggested.

“We are sponsoring no ideas ot
sentiments and making no attemplt
to dominate the commission,” Hugh
Gibson told the International News
Service,

France gave Indication that she
expects to condnct an insistent fight
for her polivies with regard to dis-
armament, for M. Paul Boncour, the
French delegate, declined election
as president of the commission.

Sub-Commiltees.

Miuch of the work of the comv
mission will be turned over to sub-
committees and steps in this direc-
tion were taken when it was declid-
ed to credate a military sub-commit-
tee and an economic sub-committee,
to be presided over by Vice Presi-
dent Cahian of Spain and Vice Pres-
jdent Buero of Uruguay respective-
Iy.

Tha military sub-committes will
he composed of the League of Na-
tions permanent military commis-
slon, with the addition of represen-
tatives of the United States and Ger-
many.

The league council has carefully
outlined the work for the commis-
sion, and among the questions to
be studied and Teported on are the
following:

Shounld the French Parliament
reject ths agreement—and there
have been hints from diplomatic
sources to this effect—Congress
will {immedlately drop the settle-
ment and probably get away be-
fore June 15.

days,
Farm Relief

Aslde from the . much discussed
farm relief, groups of Senafors and
Congressmen have demanded ac-
tion before adjournment on the
Copeland coal control »ill, the Dill
radio bill, the Capper ‘'‘truth in
fabrics” measure, the French
spoilations blll—pending for yeart
—and the Goft bill, providing ad-
ditional *“testh’” for the Volstead
Act.

Opposition to the French debt
has been lessened by the action of
Congress in promptly ratitying the
Italian debt. As the claims of ad-
ministration leaders that the
French debt pact is twice as good
a gettlement as the Itallan agree-
ment have been epdorac¢d even by
Democratlc spokesmen, much of
the opposition has been dissipated,
Thersa will be little, if any, opposi-
tion to considering {t before ad-
journment because of the Presi-
dent's attitude.

¥French Debt

The French debt settlement has
been referred to the House ways
and means committee, whare it will
be given immediate consideration.

“We are going ahead with con-
sideration of the French debt in
anticipation that the French parlia-
ment will ratify it by June 2,” said
Representative Tilson, of Con-
necticut, Republican leader of the
House, “we will save time by get-
ting it ready for action in the
House and I expect {t to be report-
ed out of the committes in ten
days.

In Africa, near the White Nile,
is found one of the ugliest and rar-
est of existing Dbirds, the shoe-bill
stork.

This curious bird Is from three
to five feet in helght. It's thin,
black legs wuphold a dusky gray
body, crowned by a head which
seems to be composed mainly of a
large yellow blll splotched wilh
brown. This ludicrous feature fis
the source of the bird's common
name, shoe-bill, and his scientiflc
one, Balaeniceps Rex, or '‘whale-
head king,” from the fancled re-
semblance to the head of a whale,

The Arabs have named him
“Father of a Shoe.” The small
tuft on the top of Ilts head, the
glaring look in its bright yellow
eves, together with its enermous
bil, combine to glvs the shoe-bill
a4 decldedly fierce expression.

the shoe-bill congregntes in
groups of from two, to &8 many as
a hundred, llves in dense swamps,
and subsists chiefliy’ on small fish,
snakes, small anhrals, or even car-
rion.

This peculiar bird has been hard
for ornithologists to classily, be-
cause ~" {ts marked characteristics
which would place it in two entire-
ly different families, For a while
it was placed in the pelican famlly
but a later and closar study has
resulted in classing it as Interme-
diate between the storks and her-
ons.

The Causes
Of Anemia

By DR. HUGH 8. CUMMING
Surgeon General, U. S. Public
Health Service.

How do doctors tell whether or
not a person is anemic?

This 18 done by an examination
of the hlood. In order to under-
stand what anemia really is, it s
nacessary to know something about
the blood itself.

You will remember that you
learned at school that the blood {s
made up of red cells and white
cells suspended in a colorless fluld
called serum. X

The fluld which you get in =a
blister {8 mostly blood serum.
Thers may os & few white cells in
it, but no red cells, except in the
so-called blood blister.

You no doubt learned also that
theres are in the normal adult
somewhere between flve and a Hall
and seven millions of red blood
cells in every ouble millimeter of
blood and I presume that you re-
call that a cubic milllmeter {s
about one-fourth of a medium-siz-
ed drop.

You learned slso that there are
five to elght thousand white blood
cells to the cubic millimeter, or if
vou prefer to think of it in that
way, to the quarter of a drop.

Finally, you learned that the col-
or of the blood is due to the pres-
ence in the red cells of a substance
called hemoglobin. In adults, as &
rule, the amount of blood in the
body s approximately one-thir-
teenth of the body weight, but
this may vary in different condi-
tions.

Now, anemia means one of two
things—or both together.

In anemia, there s either a re-
duction in the number of red cells
per cubic millimeter or there is &
reduction in the amount of color-
ing matter or hemoglobin which
these red cella contain.

There are three general causes
of anemia and one or more of these
may always be determined to be
operative.

Firat, there is_loss of blood or
bleeding, leading to’a dilution of
the blood with fluid, such as water
taken up from the intestinal tract
to give the blood volume. Some-
times this fluld Is injected directly
into the velns, usually in the form
of salt solution. .

Second, there may be actual de-
struction of the red cells which
causes them to disgolve in the fluid.
and disappear as cells—spoken of
as hemolysis. .

Finally, there may be a disturb-
ance, a defectlon in the manufac-
ture or the formation of red cells

John Joseph Duffy, blind com-
poser-pianist and singer, will make
his Manchester debut in Cheney
hall, on Wednesday evening, Mav
26, at 8 o'clock, in a plano and
vocal recital, In his vocal selec-
tions he will be accompanied by
AMiss Rosalind XKaufman of Hart-
ford, a pupil of Prof. R. A. Lawson.

In addition to piano works of
Beethoven, Chopin, Sgambati, De-
bussy and Goossens, Mr. Dufly will
render some of his own composi-
tions—the “Satirieal Suite”™ of
three pieces, and will close the pro-
gram with the first movement to
hisg Sonata IV., in B Minaor.

Mr. Duffy graduated from the
School for the Blind at Hartford. in
1918: spent a year of further lit-
erarv and musical study at the Per-
kins Institute for the Blind at
Watertown, Mass., and in 1923,
completed a two years' course of
advanced music study at the Yale
Iniversity School of Musie, New
Haven. Much of Mr. Duffy's best
work in composition has been done
since he left Yale in 1923, and the
two works he has planned to use
on this program are among his
most recent, the Satirical Suite hav-
ing been composed last summer,
and the Sonata-movement having
just lately (two weeks ago) been
completed for use at his Hartford
concert. Mr. Duffy plans to teach
in the fall.
