Mrs. Starr has just returned to 
New York after two months In the 
south, spent gathering evidence, 
bringing with her the man she be­
lieves to be the Charley Ross who 
disappeared from the home of 
wealthy father in 1874.

The man, now 56 years old, 
married and has six children.

Wants No Money.
“ I want no money,” he said. "I 

know that tho estate of Christian 
K. Ross was exhausted in his 
search for his son. All I want Is my 
birth-right. I want a name for my 
six children. I have borne four 
names and I want my right proved 
to one of them.’’

Great American Mystery.
The fate of Charley Ross has 

become the great American mys- 
terv, our Kasper Hauser and Man- 
in-tlie-lron-Mask case. Its echoes 
have lasted for fifty-two years. 
When Christian K. Ross died In 
1897, he had spent $60,000 in a 
vain effort to recover his son.

Charley Ross, a boy of four 
x'ears, was abducted from German­
town. Pa., a suburb of Philadelphia 
cn July 1. 1874, by peddlers. Tho 
men demanded $20,000. The father 
was willing to pay the money. But

rubbed their eyes as they heard the 
tiukling of a small bell and look­
ing out of windows saw a scissors 
grinder with his grindstone on his 
back, his umbrella under his arm 
and carrying a soldering iron and 
smali furnace. This sight has not 
been seen in town in years. There 
have been “ mush fakers" now and 
then but no man with a grindstone 
strapped to his back.

The grinder, an old gray haired 
man was asked for his story. He 
gave it willingly.

For thirty five years he has been 
touring New England and New 
York states during the summer 
months. This was the first time he 
struck Manchester. Up and down 
streets he walks all day and i 
wherever night finds him he seeks j 
shelter. Every three weeks he goes 
home and lie lives at 233 East 
117th. street. New York City. His 
name is Raphaele Copello and he is 
70 vears of age.

It's too had the story does not 
unfold the facts that he owns 
three brownstone houses, sends 
away his children to college and 
drives during the winter months in 
his luxuriant limousine.

Copello says he's three months 
back in his rent: his children are 
married and left him and he has a 
hard time making both ends meet 
for himself and wife. Carrying 
fifty-five pounds on your back all 
day is no easy job, he tells you.

‘The trade is no good any more" 
sadly said the old man. ’ ’ve been in , 
this country thirty-five years and 
for the first twenty this business 
was a good one. I d easily clean up 
five and six dollars a day on my 
wanderings all through the sum­
mer but the good old days are gone.

“ Now the women throw away 
umbrellas when they are broken. 
They can buy new ones cheaply. 
They do no more sewing, so they 
need no sharp scissors. As for 
knives, I guess they all eat canned 
goods and delicatessen for no one 
.ocems to use them any more.

“ Well, I’ ll go along now. Maybe 
in Manchester there are still some 
old timers left who get umbrellas 
mended and who do home sewing.

Berlin, June 7.— A serious sit­
uation has arisen in Poland due to 
the demand of Ukrainians for in­
dependence, according to reports 
reaching here.

A state of seige has been declar­
ed in the province of Tarnopol and 
a modified state ot siege exists in 
Lemberg, reports state. In Tarnoft, 
Galicia, rioting which started with 
the Ukrainians is reported to have 
resulted in fifty killed and injured.

Storm Prison
More than a hundred students 

are reported to have been arrested 
at Tarnopol, when troops drove 
the crowds of rioters ‘ from the 
streets.

An attempt was made by a mob 
of several thousand to storm the 
central prison at Lemberg, it is 
said, in an effort to free political 
prisoners. Twentj' demonstrators 
and 78 alleged communists were 
arrested.

Newspapers in Tarnopol are un­
der a censorship and the schools 
are reported to have been closed.

Warsaw on Qni-vive
Warsaw, June 7.— Warsaw Is 

again on the qui-vive, as reports 
of disorders reach the capital and 
there are rumors that the move­
ment of German troops across the 
Polish corridor for maneuvers in 
East Prussia may lend encourage­
ment to those opposed to the gov­
ernment.

The government, under the dom 
inatiou of Marshal Pilsudski, is 
taking the most energetic meas­
ures to block any disorders or at­
tempts at counter-revolt.

Critical Week
This week may he a critical one 

for the new government, as the 
new cabinet is to be announced 
and the reform program of the gov 
ernment will probably be announc­
ed.Marshal Pilsudskl’s program 
stands in a fair way to be rather 
a compromise program. His plan 
to create a privy council to actu- 
nllv govern the nation has already 
been revised under pressure of pub 
lie opinion, and Instead of being a 
small body this will now probably 
consist of more than fifty mem­
bers.

The cocoon found in the woods 
by Frank Simon, 10 years old son 
of Scott Simon, of Henry street, has 
developed Into a most beautiful 
moth, lived Its span of three days, 
died and is now mounted. It has a 
wing spread of six and one-half 
inches and the colors of its wings 
are wonderful.

The moth is of the Cecrotia spe­
cies, the most common in America. 
Still no one ever sees one. The 
museums in the country are flooded 
with questions from people who 
have seen these moths and think 
they are very rare. The fact ot the 
matter is that the moths are only 
found in deep woods and at night. 
They live but three days. For that 
reason few people see them.

Young Simon found the cocoon 
on a goldenrod stem. He took it 
home and a week ago it developed 
into a moth and in the morning the 
boy found the beautiful moth cling­
ing to a plant in the living room. 
After it died his father mounted it.

The moth starts as a worm. 
When its end approaches, it climbs 
to the stem of some tall flower and 
then weaves about itself the co­
coon. It is so constructed that the 
top is covered to shed the rain but 
there is a tiny hole left in the bot­
tom to give breathing space and a 
space to creep out when it turns 
into a moth. When that time 
comes, the moth's wings are wound 
about it in a roil until it emerge :̂. 
Then the wings unfold and it is 
about to fly.

New Haven, June 7.— A Divinity 
scTiool class of 46 members held 
special exercises here today to 
mark the closing of the 104th year 
of Yale University's School of Re­
ligion.

IOWA.
Today is transpiring an incident 

that may become an episode of 
.American political history. For­
mer Senator Smith W. Brookhart, 
unseated by the aid of Republican 
senatorial votes in au election con­
test with a Democrat, because of his 
radical views, is contesting in the 
Iowa primary the re-nomination of 
Senator Albert B. Cummins, staunch 
administration supporter and op­
ponent of the extreme agrarian re­
lief measures advocated by llie farm 
bloc. Upon the outcome of the 
primary may depend the whole fu­
ture course of the Republican party.

Several experienced political ob­
servers of no political bias have 
lately declared Iowa to be. of all 
the western agricultural states, the 
one most completely representative 
of that school of political thought 
which deals with nothing at all but 
the economic advantage of the 
farmer. Piiriy designations have 
come to mean less there than in any 
other state. The commonwealth 
is ripe for an expression of political 
opinion almost completely free from 
the influence of partisan ties. Its 
voters. today. are extremely 
likely to do their voting solely from 
the viewpoint of looking after their 
own interests as they see them.

Such being the case, the Republi­
can party is likely to get a definite 
referendum from the state of Iowa 
as between the conservative policies 
of the Coolidge administration and 
the radical policies of the Brook- 
hart kind of Republicanism. And 
the verdict cannot other than be 
accepted as the verdict of the agri­
cultural west.

If Cummins wins his renomina­
tion by a substantial plurality over 
Brookhart, that will settle definitely 
In the affirmative the question of 
whether the party is on the right 
road to retain the support of the 
great agrarian states. If Brook­
hart wins it will mean that that 
highly important section of the 
country must either be abandoned 
by the Republican party, as a de­
pendable source of electoral votes, 
or else the whole policy of the party 
must be amended.

Iowa ■was settled and developed 
by an adventurous set of people 
who did not fear experimentation, 
now ■ways of doing things. It Is 
not old enough yet to have wholly 
outgrown that spirit of adventure, 
lowans do not Û ink and function 
after the manner of New England. 
They took chances in the beginning 
and are, perhaps, l^bs averse than 
■we are to take chances again, even 
in economic experimentation that 
goes along uncharted paths.

But on the other hand It has been 
under the wise economic policies of 
the Republican party that Iowa, in 
much less than a century, has come 
up from the condition of unpeopled 
prairie to one of the most prosper­
ous and inherently rich communi­
ties in the world. lowans are not 
red enough, nor yet excitable 
enough, to forget that highly im­
portant factor in the situation. We 
have been looking, after all, for a 
substantial victory for Cummins and 
an end to the scare that has very 
nearly forced Congress into agricul­
tural price fixing.

CHARLEY ROSS.
Never in all the annals of Ameri­

can crime has there been a case 
which persisted in the minds of 
the public like the kidnaping of 
Charley Ross. For more than half 
a century it has lived in the mem­
ory of au elder generation and has 
become familiar to younger ones 
through being an oft told tale.

There have been, since, other 
kidnapiags almost, if not quite, as 
sensational, thousands upon thou­
sands of crimes and cruelties no 
less shocking. And they have been 
forgotten. But the name of Char­
ley Ross is as familiar to untold 
millions of Americans as that of 
some folk lore character to a Eu­
ropean peasantry, even if the de­
tails of the outrage have grown dim 
to most of those now living. It 
came at a time in our development 
when such things were new and 
strange. We had not grown cal­
loused, thĝ i.

And now, seemingly, this mys-

comiug the victim of homicidal ban­
dits or being killed in accidents. 
Both these devices for preventing 
the old fashioned kind of demise 
are gaining place in the mortality 
tables so rapidly as to affect the 
statistics on fatal tuberculosis, 
heart disease and so on.

It is not too cheerful a prospect 
to look forward to that by and by 
insurance actuaries, instead of fig­
uring on the natural wear and tear 
of existence and on pathological 
phenomena, will be estimating sole­
ly on how many years or months a 
prospect may reasonably expect to 
dodge death at the wheel of his own 
car or under the wheels of some­
one’s else, and how long the aver­
age person of 20 may hope to es­
cape the gun of a stlckup man.

At all events the number of 
deaths from accident and violence 
— as yet particularly from accident 
— Is Increasing at an appalling rale. 
And as nobody seems to be suffi­
ciently distressed or excited about 
it to do anything of consequence to­
ward stopping the slaughter of hu­
man beings on the roads, perhaps it 
might be a good idea to turn to 
some other sources of sudden and 
needless death as proper subject for 
reform. In order, if possible, to par­
tially compensate for the mounting 
list of automobile tragedies.

There are the summer drownings. 
for Instance. A number of hun­
dreds of perfectly sound young 
folks, many of them children, are 
dancing about right now ■who. be­
fore fall, will be in their graves or 
at the bottom of some river, pon-i 
or arms of ocean, in the ordinary 
careless course of events. Almost 
all of these drownings will be pre­
ventable. "Very few of them will 
take place if the boys and girls 
potential victims— are taught to 
swim.

It is next to impossible to Insure 
the upgrowing of our children as 
against the hazards of the highwaj. 
It is altogether possible to prevent 
nine out of ten of the canoeing, 
boating and bathing disasters by 
the exercise of this single precau­
tion.

Nobody, as a matter of fact, 
ought to be permitted to step into a 
small boat or canoe or to bathe in 
anything deeper than a bath tub. 
unless he can swim. Swimming, 
if generally taught, may help a lit­
tle to stand off the terrific toll of 
accidental deaths, so tremendously 
enhanced by the automobile.

MILITARY TRAINING.

No one can question either the 
right or the logical position of the 
Administrative Committee of the 
Federal Council of Churches In tak­
ing a positive stand In opposition 
to advanced military training In 
schools and colleges, whatever may 
be thought of the wisdom of-that 
opposition. But it is extremely 
difficult to find any consistency in. 
first, the committee’s urge that the 
question of military training be 
made the subject of exhaustive In­
quiry from all points of view, and.

the aims and Ideals of our educa­
tional system."

Of what value can any Inquiry 
Into a subject be when it is under­
taken in such a spirit of pre-convic­
tion as that?

The problem of military train 
ing for the youth of the land is a 
highly Important one. It la one 
concerning which many men are of 
many minds. That there is 
great deal to be said on both sides 
is not to be doubted. That it is a 
proper subject for inquiry by so 
ciologiaU ia unqueationablo. But
