BATTLE ENDED.

Camp Adams, Newport. R. I., 
May 19.— “The Battle of New Eng­
land” is virtually ended and the 
“Blues” won the “war” when they 
pocketed 13,000 troops landed by 
the “Black” armada and annihilat­
ed them with heavy artillery fire. It 
was unofficially announced today.

Ten enemy transports with 20,- 
OOO men on board were theoretical­
ly sunk during the engagement.

The nine forts along the coast 
were reduced fifty per cent by bat­
tleship fire. Losses were heavy on 
both sides.

At noon today the war game was 
practically over.
..............Soldiers "Boxed.” ..............

The principal expeditionary force 
of 13,000 men that had been land­
ed on the beaches east of Narragan- 
sett bay^over a front of twenty 
miles had been “boxed” by the five 
divisions of defensive troops and 
from a military standpoint the po­
sition off the enemy was "hope­
less.”

The enemy’s main body and pro­
tecting vessels passed No Man’s 
Land, Whistling Buoy, Martha’s 
Vineyard, last night and turned in­
to Buzzard’s Bay. They moved up 
Buzzard’s Bay at midnight and as­
sumed their landing formation. i

Meanwhile the enemy was mak­
ing feints at other points along 
the shore toward the west with the 
hope of deceiving the “Blue” com­
mand.

10 'Ships Sunk.
Forts on shore* and th^ Blue

Green-wich, Conn., May 19.—■ 
Joseph McCormack, rookie police­
man, shot by bandits here Tuesday 
night, is making a desperate flg’it 
for life at Greenwich hospital to­
day, his condition at noon being re­
ported as slightly improved.

thousands, today was left virtually 
deserted to mourn its dead.

^ c t  of Revenge
It Is believed all the dead have 

been removed from the Consoli- 
dateif district school, where An­
drew Kehoe, a farmer, yesterday 
expibded several charges of dyna­
mite In revenge.for^ high taxes 
which forced foreclosure of his 
farm.

Kehoe was killed as was Super­
intendent E. E. Huyck when dyna­
mite exploded under Huyek’s car. 
The superintendent had just climb­
ed in and Kehoe had run from the 
school house to catch up with the 
man whom ie  blamed for his fi­
nancial troubles.

Today state police are searching 
Bath and other towns in the stati 
for Kehoe’s wife. It Is thought, 
however, that she was killed when 
Kehoe dynamited his farmhouse 
and barns.

The Dynamite
Where Kehoe got the dynamite 

that blasted the s'chool, his farm 
and Huyek’s automobile has not 
been determined.

Six hundred pounds of dynamite 
and 250 pounds of gunpowder was 
found in the school after the explo­
sion. It had failed to go qff. If 
it had, all of the 325 children In 
the school would have been killed, 
state police say.

Graduation T on l^ t
The fact that the school term 

closed today Is believed to have cut 
down the toll. Higher classes were 
holding examinations and many of 
the students had escaped the tests 
through high grades.

Graduation exercises were to 
have been held tonight.

Early plana for a single public 
funeral for the blast victims have 
been abandoned and parents are ar­
ranging for separate and in some 
cases double funerals.for the chil­
dren.

It is estimated that- upward of 
fifty thousand persons viewed the 
scene of the disaster.

Every Home Mourns
Practically every home in the 36 

square miles of Bath township is 
mourning for a child listed among 
the 45 victims.

A scljool picnic was to have been 
held in Kehoe’s woods today. The 
food that mothers had prepared for 
basket lunches is being eaten by 
the watchers of the dead.

The story of the disaster pieced 
together by police Is practically 
complete. Its most startling feature 
is proof that Kehoe had intended to 
take the life of every child of school 
age in Bath township, only an acci­
dent, a flaw in the expert work­
manship of Kehoe’s wiring, pre­
vented th^ explosion of an addition­
al 600 pounds of aynamite and 250 
pounds of gunpowder he had plant­
ed under the south and east wings 
of the building.

Exiierts’ Opinion
Bomb experts of the state police 

declare that if all the explosives 
had been Ignited when Kehoe’s 98 
cent alarm clock made the electric 
contact that blew up the north 
wing, every child In the building 
and any one within several hundred 
feet would have been killed In­
stantly.

Why the disaster Kehoe planned

was not complete may never be 
known. Police believe there was^a 
short circuit In the wires leading 
from the clock to the gunpowder 
and dynamite.

The amount of work and plan­
ning involved in the series of explo­
sions at the Kehoe farm and the 
school indicates t  design that re­
quired weeks if not months in prep- 
eratlon. Mr. and Mrs. Harte, who 
live near the Kehoe farm, believe 
the plot had been afoot for months 
and that it explains the fact, that 
Kehoe had done no work on his 
farm this spring.

No motive except a smouldering 
spite against the school has been 
found for Kehoe’s act. The theory 
that there was a shortage in his ac­
counts as school teacher Is disprov­
ed, according to other members of 
the board, by an audit made last
weekj

In’̂ the Consolidated school, Ke- 
hoo saw a cause for the poverty 
that prevented him from paying efff 
a mortgage on his farm, a mortgage 
that was being foreclosed. He claim­
ed the high school taxes took all 
his funds so tha,t he could not pay 
interest on the mortgage..

During the period from the re­
turn of the verdict until they were 
called to be sentenced, both nieii 
were kept in the lower hall, caged 
In. Their meals were brought to 
them and at times they would sit 
and talk together in low tones.

Just across the alleyway was the 
brick building -wbich sent put . its 
buzzing sound and the hammering 
of nails.

When sentence was pronounced 
Chauncy Tin, or Ting, spoke to the 
men for a few minutes before they 
were ushered down stairs to wait 
for the perfection and signing cf 
the death warrant.

They were guarded by three dep­
uty sheriffs. Most of the time they 
sat 'together saying little , and then 
Lop Hoo Wing, a much, changed 
man, would walk around the caged 
enclosure. He would smoke a cig­
arette.

The buzz of the saw and the 
hammer of the nails continued in 
the next building, the casket fac­
tory.

On Allen street the crowd start­
ed to gather. * They had ample 
time to see both of the men in the 
court room, but there was that de­
sire to get the last look as they 
were led away to the State’s pris­
on. Officers ■were on guard. It 
provi-d a long wait but the automo­
bile was backed close to the back 
entrance and the two men came 
out. Sheriff Dewey himself car­
ried the death warrant, which he 
was to deliver to the warden at 
Wethersfield. Gerald Risley and 
Deputy Sheriff Casey, who l̂ as 
been in charge of the jury, sat-in 
the hack seat. It was a large 
touring car and in the two folding 
seats in front of the sheriffs, sat 
the two condemned men. John 
Sponze of Mr. Alcorn’s office was 
at the wheel and beside him in the 
front seat was Deputy Sheriff 
Tucker.

The car was driven through the 
driveway, turned east on Allen 
street, then south on Trumbull, 
across Trumbull to Hudson, and 
South Hudson, coming out onto 
Main street near the South Green 
and with motorcycles following 
and In front hurried to the gates 
of the ivy covered walls of the 
State’s prison, the -warrant deliv­
ered to the w-arden and the slayers 
of the Manchester laundrymen as­
signed to separate cells.

For those that waited near the 
court house there was the same 
certain buzzin,g of the hand saw, 
the hammering of nails in the brick 
building next to the court room, 
the home of the Hartford Casket 
company. . ;

After all, are these attempts to 

fly across the Atlantic steps in sci- 
cniiflc advancement, or are they in­
tensely exciting sport, engaged in 
like gladiatorial combats, for the 
thrill that comes in conquering 
deadly peril?

Is it the pioneer spirit or the 
gambling spirit that underlies 
them?

That they call for enormous cour­
age there is no question. But of 
ivhat avail is valor that demon­
strates in the taking of ghastly 
risks without due occasion? And is 
there any occasion whatever for 
men, at this stage of aerial develop­
ment, to traverse the air above the 
transoceanic wastes?

Undoubtedly the time may come 
— will come—when it will be pos­
sible to navigate the air for dis­
tances as great as these in questioti 
with some reasonable measure of 
safety. But it need not take the loss 
of fine lives under the most tragic 
of conceivable: circumstances,' for 
us to realize that the perils of the 
air, in flights of thrS% thousand 
miles, are still far too great to en 
courage the belief in an early ar­
rival of inter-continental aviation 
on a commercial or even military 
basis.

Why should hundreds of thou­
sands of dollars of money and doz­
ens of valiant lives be hazarded in 
undertalcings for which the science 
of aviation is not yet ready? And 
there is no doubt that the aviation 
world is not yet ready for this job. 
It will.prove nothing to the con­
trary if some one , or two or three 
planes shall fly from Naw York to 
Paris or London to New York. In 
any such event it will have been the 
extraordinary, the tremendously 
heroic, that has been accomplished. 
It will have no bearing whatever on 
the use of the air as an avenue of 
communication.

.Aviation is impatient. It is not 
satisfied to creep before it runs. 
And so it is perpetually falling over 
its own impatience'.

It is not going to make for the 
earlier employment of the air by 
the sons of men tJ produce, every 
now and tlieu and far in advance of 
our knowledge of air navigation, 
these terrifically thrilling and nerve 
racking adventures—the sum of the 
results of which is to make human 
beings 'fear the air as so many of 
them used to fear the sea.

Small cities often throw up their 
hands in despair and say they can 
do nothing to attract new trade or 
new traders. But quite often they 
can.

Consider the case of Cape Girar­
deau, Mo., a town of but 15,000. 
Cape Girardeau, within a year, ex­
pects to have 80,000 new potential 
customers, and its trading terri­
tory will be doubled. All because 
the people of the Cape invested 
$400,000 in a new trade artery.

Formerly, people living on the

Illinois side of the river who wish­
ed to trade In Cape Girardeau made 
use of a slow and uncertain ferry 
service. Because of this, tourists 
also avoided the route through 
Cape Girardeau.

The Cape Girardeau Chamber of 
Commerce made a survey. A bridge 
over the river was the obvious solu­
tion. Two states could not be- in­
terested. A charter was secured 
from Congress. A national invest­
ment company proposed to build 
the bridge, provided the people of 
the Cape v/ould furnish $300,000.

In ten days they nad $400,000.
Work on the bridge- has begun. 

It is 4700 fept long. The whole pro­
ject will cost. $1,600,000. Cape 
Girardeau will get tl\is sum back in 
increased trade.

Not every city is situated as is 
Cape Girardeau., But there are 
countless cities which, by the build­
ing of good roads or new ap­
proaches—trade arteries—could 
tap new trade territories.

GET THE FIGURES STR.IIGHT.
When all other topics fail, our 

viewers-with-alarm can always get 
an audience by expatiating on the 
sins of the younger generation.

We haven’t any particular quar­
rel with their statements about 
the giddiness and irresponsibility 
of the younger generation. That’s 
probably all very true, since youth 
Is the age for giddiness and irre­
sponsibility.

But often our modern Jeremiahs 
go farther. They declare that crime 
qmong the young is increasing by 
leaps and bounds. More young peo­
ple than ever before, they say, are 
Gommitting serious crimes and go­
ing to prison for it. Boys of 16 are 
arrested as murderers; and things 
are rapidly getting worse. You’ve 
heard that sort of complaint, time 
and again.

It may be so; but the chances 
are it isn't.

The Ohio Institute, an organiza­
tion which devotes itself to collect­
ing statistics on social phenomena, 
has just issued a report on all sen­
tences to death or life imprison- 
ftient in Ohio during the past 30 
years.

This report shows, not that seri­
ous crimes among young persons 
are increasing, but that they are 
ictually decreasing slightly.

Between 1896 and 1900, 26 per 
cent of all persons sentenced to 
4eath or life imprisonment In Ohio 
were under 25. Since 1921, only 21 
per cent were under 25.
• These cover only the major 

crimes, of course. The Institute has 
not yet tabulated statistics on less­
er felonies. But these figures are, 
ivre believe, rather important., 
i .

It has been revealed that the 
Mellon -letter was lifted largely 
from, a speech delivered—or pre­
pared for delivery—by Assliatant 
Treasury Secretary Ogden Mills 
last February. Some careless edit­
ing was involved with the result 
that Mellon, answer’ng the Brit.sh 
note In a public fetatement, had W 
fall back upon the defense of a 
typographical error.

Whatever the merits of the case, 
the carelessness ■was strangely rem­
iniscent, of the State Department’s 
crie'b of “forgery” when publicity 
shone upon certain documents sup­
posed to have been to our diplo­
mats, first in Nicaragua and then 
in Mexico.

Paris.— The fashionable season 
at Monto Carlo has waned, with 
conajilcrahle evidence of one of the 
worst seasons since the war. There 
have been had breaks all around.

And over In 
the valley from the Casino there Is 
a little Isolated plot of ground (hat 
tells a grim story of bad luck for 
the Casino’s customers.

Censorship.
Monaco manages its affairs in its 

own way, and is particularly jeal­
ous of its reputation for fun, frolic 
and sunshine. Any incident that re­
flects on this reputation is subject­
ed tlie strictest censorship. Suicides 
are immediately hushed up and all 
evidence of them removed, so only 
through gossip and tales of eye­
witnesses is it possible to get anv 
Idea of the unhappier side of life 
there.

Recently, according to reports, 
there were six suicides in four day.s 
— three by shooting and three by 
drowning off the ‘Suicide Rocks.”

Suicides at Monte Carlo are ac­
cepted by the old-timers with a fa­
talistic shrug, like the fateful fall 
of the little ivory ball.

The victims are fairly whisked 
away, and unless relatives or 
friends quickly claim the bodle.s, 
nothing more Is heard 'o f them.
They presumably are burjed In the 
mysterious cemetery, which is situ- ^ 
ated near the border between La 
Condamine ami Beausoleil.

Carofiilly Hidden, 
high wall surrounds this plot, 

and entrance is gained through a 
■^mall doorway, which is always 
closed to those visitors who man­
age to locate it. AVithln are the 
graves of the “ unknown.” They re­
main unmarked.

Ask a Monaco policeman about 
this cemetery and he will say it 
does not exist. Offlclally It does not 
Its grim secret is well guarded. It 
is a place of desolation.

The largo numi)er of suicides this 
year is explained by the fact that 
many are caught by the movement 
of the exchange and tried to repair 
their fortunes with a desperate fling 
at the tables.

P ress).— Every track record on the 
record books is inaccurate by at 
least 1— 10 of a second. If running 
time alone Is considered, according 
to timing tests of runners at Cor­
nell University by Professor A. V. 
Hill, noted English scientists and 
winner of the Nobel prize in medi­
cine for 1922, published in Popu­
lar Science Monthly.

Using a delicate electric timing 
device which caught every move­
ment of the runners In periods of 
one-hundredths of a second, instead 
of the tenths of a second recorded 
by the ordinary stop watch. Prof. 
Hill found that it took every run­
ner at least a tenth of a second to 
transm it the word “ Go!” from his 
mind to his muscles and actually 
get under way.

The tests and studies made from 
them, also indicate, according to 
Prof. Hill, that Charles Paddock’s 
record of 100 yards in 9 5-10 sec­
onds verges on the limit of human 
speed afoot! Any time clipped from 
Paddock’s and other sprint records 
in the future will be by margins 
so slight that only the electric tim­
ing apparatus will register them, it 
is predicted.

will keep the sprint records close 
to the present marks for all time. 
One is that the faster a runner 
moves the greater Is the resistance 
he m ust overcome in forcing hls 
way against the air. The second Is 
that the runner’s exertion quickly 
results in the m anufacture' of lactic 
acid, a product of muscular fatigue.

An ounce and a half of lactic acid 
is m anufactured in the muscles of 
a runner covering 100 yards within 
10 seconds and results inevitably in 
the falling off of his speed by re­
ducing muscular tension, It was 
found.

The electric timing apparatus, 
which may replace the stop watch 
in track meets of the future, con­
sists of wire colls hung beside the 
track at Intervals of a Jew yards 
and connected with a needle which 
records on photographic paper the 
movements of the runner, who 
carries a t his waist a light magne­
tized steel strip to induce a current 
into each coll as he passes It.

The resulting graph shows every 
minute deflection, even when the 
runner beats the gun by a fraction 
of a second which escapes the nak­
ed eye.

“•Drums.” Boyd proved himself 
with th a t first novel of Civil W ar 
and, like the title of his book, goes 
marching on.

THEIR C.VUSE A M ) CURE

Certain (Msease.s of the skin are 

caused by a mold that Is passed 
from one person to another, much 
the same way that germs are pass­
ed. Some of the worst cases were 
seen during the war In women who 
were constantly passing worsted 
pread  between the fingers while 
Knitting. In other Instances the 
eruption appeared between the 
thighs when tlght-flttlng woolen 
bathing suits were worn. The spaces 
between the toes were infected 
through the wearing of • woolen 
socks.

Infection has also been found In 
association with the use of leather 
goods. Including baseballs, gloves, 
driving reins, the handles of golf 
clubs, trusses, straps of wrist 
watches and shoes worn without 
stockings.

Among the most prolific sources 
of Infection were found to be athle­
tic ^clothes, which are worn while 

. the person perspires freely and 
which are not frequently washed. 
In one Instance a woman who was 
particular about her silk under­
wear kept It to be washed at home 
during a trip to Bermuda.^ It was 
^eft in the hamper for a period

weeks, and washed when brought 
home. Apparently the washing was 
not sufficient to destroy the organ­
ism. The woman developed a severe 
Infection with the mold.

It Is also generally believed that 
the floors of shower baths carry the 
Infection. Dr. C. J. White of Boston 
describes six cases seen among the 
boys In a boarding school and the 
infestation of 23 members of one 
golf club.

The condition usually appears as 
a red eruption between the thighs, 
between the toes, or between the 
fingers, sometimes scaling and 
sometimes with cracks and flssues. 
Occasionally there is mild itching 
and blistering.

In the prevention of the condi­
tion, Dr. White suggests that the 
patient be warned against contact 
with leather or woolen objects of 
dress, toilet and sport. He must 
be told not to wear wool or leather 
next to the skin. He must allow 
only bollable materials to touch 
him-

Articles which have come in 
contact with the Infection should 
be used only once and then boiled 
separately from the rest of the 
household linen, and finally hung 
Inslde-out In the sun for a whole 
day. Shower baths should not be 
taken, unless the affected feet are 
covered with cotton stockings. The 
use of paper towels, running water 
3*^5 liquid soap should be en­

couraged, and the Infected areas 
should be kept cool.

The treatment of the condition 
with drugs Involves the use of com- 
plleiited proscriptions, which are 
changed from time to time, accord­
ing to the state of the disease.
