FLOOD FIGURED
NEARLY 750,00

Death Toll Between 300 and|

350—Property Loss Is
Estimated at About $400,-
000,000.

Baton Rouge, May 23.—After
four weeks in active charge of re-
lief activities in the water blighted
Mississippf valley, Secretary of
Commerce Hoover has been' com-
missionad by President Coolidge to

gssume, in behalf of the national
. government, general supervision
and coordination of the $400,000,-
000 reconstruction program alrsady
organized in the several flood
staggered states.

After a hurried trip to Washing-
ton early next week to lay before
the chief executive a final report on
flood devastation, Secretary Hoo-
ver will return to the lower valley
for two or three weeks to maintain
day to day contact with the work of
rehabilitating between 17,000 and
20,000 square miles of ﬂoodeq ter-
ritory.

750,000 Are Homeless

A recapitulation today or Red
Cross relief work since mid-April
places at 500,000 the number of
refugees cared for in 64 concentra-
tion camps. From this figure, Red
Cross officials estimate that almost
750,000 persons were driven from
their homes during the six weeks
sweep of the flood waters through
tlie 700 miles of valley from South-
ern Illinois. About one-third, it is
estimated found refuge with rela-
tives or friends in dry sections.
Property losges, including estimates
for the last fifty mile stretch of
central Louisiana still to go under,
are estimated at $400,000,000. The
death toll stands today between
300 and 350. Less than 500 cases
of disease are reported.

Back To Baton Rouge

Returning to Baton Rouge today
after a three day swing around the
three hundred mile flood rimmed
circlesof central Louisiana, Secre-
tary Hoover devoted himself imme-
diately to the rehabilitation work
he was forced to drop ten days-ago
when the crumbling west bank
Mississipp! levees unleashed the
river over more than one-fifth of
Louisiana’s 40,000 square miles.

A rescue fleet of some 600 craft
is In readiness to carry refugees to
camp from the extreme southern
end of the state when the crest of
the inland sea now rolling over St.
Landry, St, Martin and Iberville
parishes rushes upon Iberia, As-
sumption, St. Mary and Terre
Bonne, bordering the Gulf of Mexi-
co, during the latter part of this
week. Morgan City, in St. Mary
parish and the most southerly city
In the path of the Atchafalaya basin
flood which has swept over two
million acres in southern Louisiana
during the past ten days, is to get
between eleven and thirteen feet of
water by the end of the week, ac-
cording to Sunday’'s forcast of the
New Orleans Weather Bureau.

For the first time In three weeks

mate limits of the flood had heen
defined.

“In the event additional precau-
tions become necessary the weathey
bureau will {issue warnings in
ample time."” was the encouraging
concluding line in the telegram.

Any one of these may be the
next spectacular air flight, it was
indicated today. Commander Rich-

ard E. Bryd was reported to be
considering the abandonment of
his plan to fly from New York to
Paris now that “Slim” Lind-
bergh has blazed the glorious trail
and. turn his attention to new
worlds to conquer by air.

Loses Interest

Bryd, who achieved undying
fame by flying over the North Pcle
has not officially announced any
change of the plans for the flight
of the three-motored monoplane
“America,” which had been tun-
ing up for the New York-to-Paris
flight, but Byrd was said to have
lost much of his desire to make the
Paris jump. The ‘“Amerfca” will
not fly for at least a week, it wts
stated at Roosevelt field.

“Lindbergh -accomplished many
of the things I hoped we might
accomplish,” said Byrd as he paid
high tribute to the youth of whom
the entire world is talking,

The first thought of the flier to-
day was for his plane and-as soon as
he had eaten a hurried breakfast at
the American embassy he motored
out to Le Bourget, the scene of the
triumphal finish of his flight.

A Big Field

“It's larger than I thought,” said
Lindbergh, where he had his first
glimpse of the field by daylight. “Is
there a ditch over there?” he in-
quired pointing to a spot near
where he landed. I thought there
was and I was afraid I would hit
it.” Lindbergh laughed’ when he
saw there was no ditch there.

Kissed By Guard.

Then Lindbergh made straight
for the hangar where his plane is
quartered. A French civilian guard-
ing the entrance to the hangar rec-
ognized the lad and stopped him.
Lindbergh was non-plussed and the
French guard reached up and took
Lindbergh's face in his-hands and
kissed him on both cheeks and then
permitted him to pass, while other
guards without shame wiped tears
of joy from their eyes. The Ameri-
can flier was blushing and embar-
 rassad; for Amerfean hangar attend-
ants and mechanic¢s had never treat-
ed him Hke this.

Almoest affectionately he patted
his plane as ho carefuliy examined
«t and pronounced it nof as badl-
damaged as he had expected, after
it had escapad from-the clutches of
the welcoming mobs. . )

Plans Indefinite. 1 .

Someone asked Lindbergl what
his plans were. ‘

“My immediate plans aren't def-
nits,” he said. ‘‘There is one thing
I particularly want to do. I wgnt to
fly over Paris as soon as the neces-
sary small repairs - can be made on
my plane.”

Stiil exulting in the condition of
his plane, it became necessary to
zlmost drag Lindbergh away from
the hangar in order that he might
keep his engagement with = Presi-
dent Doumergue.

After a rather embarrassing
few minutes with the President,
while accepting the high honor be-
stowed on him by France, Lind-
bergh strolled: through the Elyzee
gardens Bnd chafted with French
officials, When he left there was a
erowd of more than a thousand
waiting at the palace gates to give
him a reception,

“'m overcome with joy,” was all
that Lindbergh could say to his ad-
mirers.

To Call on Premier

The flier returned to the Ameri-
lunch and later
this afternoon will attend a recep-
tion to be given him by the Aero
Club of France. At six o'clock this
evening he will c¢all on Premier
Poincare.

Lindbergh has accepted Ambas-
sador Herrick's invitation to remain
his guest for seyeral days. He was
still wearing borrowed clothes to-
day, except for the shoes which he
wore across the Atlantic. He has ac-
cepted the offer of the Paris repre-
sentative of a St. Louis commercial
concern to outfit him entirely.

HONORS LINDBERGH

(Continued from Pags 1)

The sclentific value of Lind-

bergh’s flight is being closely
tudied here, and it is the general
pinion that he has dome much to
forge the way for greater and more
expansive alr communications. The
fller himself probably will write a
full and detailed report on the
fiight from the standpoint of an
aviator that will make an fmport-
ant chapter {n the history of avia-
tion,

The ceremonies at the Elysee
Palace wers held In one of the great
=alons of the palace, and Lindbergh
was flanked by Ambassador Her-
rick and Counsellor Whitehouse
when he stepped before the presi-
dent to have the ribbon of the Le-
glon of Honor pinned on his left
breast.

President's Speech

“This is a small token of French
esteem and a symbol of our admira-
tion for your brevery and achieve-
ment, and this {s an effort to re-
ward you,"” sald President Doumer-
gue,

“I want you to take a message to
vour mother for me. Tell her she
has a wonderful son, who has won
the hearts of all the French people.
Tell her their profound admiration
for his bravery.”

Lindbergh blushed, the blush of
a very badly embarrassed young
man. He stammered and his throat
seemed dry, and perhaps he was
even a llttle afraid of this which
was apparently more of an ordeal
to him than his ocean flight.

Murmurs Thanks

“Thank you very much, I'll be
glad to deliver the message,” gasp-
ed Lindbergh.

A smile full of youthful glee
spread over Lindbergh's face when
he saw his plane earlier in the day.
Hardly able to hide his concern, he
hastily went from one part of the
plane to another, examining each
part with the most minute serutiny.

“There i3 less damage than I
feared,” he said. with no attempt at
hiding his satisfaction.

The seals were left on his gaso-
line and oil tanks, as they were
placed there when he left New
York. The tanks will be opened of-
ficially later to determine just how
much gas was expended during the
flight.

The inevitable photographers
were there and Lindbergh posed for
numerous photographs beside the
plane.

Then the throngs of autograph
hunters swooped down. Good natur-
edly Lindbergh began scrawling his
name in every book and scrap of
paper offered him, until the crowd
became so great that he was forced
to resist and he was again virtual-
1y dragged from his admlirers.

HIS MOTHER CALM

Detroit, Mich., May 23.—Mrs.
Evangeline Lindbergh !s conduct-
ing her chemistry classes in Cass
Technical High school today as
calmly as if her son had never elec-
triied the world by his lone-eagle
dash from New York to Paris,

Her only regret is that he was
unable to hear her volce when he
radiophoned from Paris yesterday.
Captain Lindbergh was the first
person to talk between France and
the United States. Mrs. Lindbergh
heard her son's voice, but London
had to relay her congratulations.

“Lucky’'s’”” grand-uncle, acting
Mayor John C. Lodge, today will
send Captain Lindbergh a cable-
gram inviting him to be the guest
of honor for the city of Detroit as
soon as possible after his arrival
home by steamer, which is expected
to be soon.

Messages Received

A message from Myron Herrick,
American ambassador in Paris, de-
scribing briefly the glorious arrival
at Le Bourget aerodrome, convey-
ing his love to his mother, and
ending "“He is now sleeping peace-
fully under Uncle Sam's roof,"” was
one of the first messages received
Sunday by the mother In her
modest home.

There followed congratulatory
messages from President Calvin
Coolidge, E. W. Warner, assistant
of the Navy for air, F. Trubee
Davison, holding a similar post in
the War Department, and Comman-
der Richard E. Byrd, the Polar hero
who may soon be following the
trail to Paris blazed by her son,
and many others.

Thers were more than 100 mes-
sages from aviation associates of
young Lindbergh, from Chambers
of Commerce in the west and mid-
dle west, and from St. Louls syndi-
cate that backed his flight.

And the floral offerings fairly
staggered the modest little mother.
Many of them were from persons
she had never heard of. Sunday
they were all distributed to hospi-
tals after the accompanying cards
had been catalogued.

PRAISES MACHINE,

Paris, May 23.—~Captain Charles
Lindbergh is very certain that his
flight across the Aflantic was a
great achlevement—not for Lind-
bergh but for a mechanical, man-
made contrivance known as an air-
plane.

This is what one gathers from
conversation with the plucky youung
American airman who is today the
idol of all the world.

Lindbergh is inwardly just as
not

proud as can be of his feat,

proud of himself but proud of the
airplane and the instruments.which
brought him over.

Plane His Partner.

In all of his conversation of the
flight the youth continually speaks
of “we,” as though he regarded the
airplane as a partner, and oftimes
indicating that he believes the air~
plane and the instruments of navi-
gation were more than an equal
partner.

The fact that the rest of the
world regards the human element
in this filight as the greatest fea-
ture, doesn’'t seem to occur to Lind-
bergh. To him, apparently, the hu-
man factor was very small, One al-
most fmagines him explaining,
“Why, I didn't have to do anything
except sit there and watch the in-
struments and see that the engine
kept going.” To Lindbergh this
fiight was not & test of human cour-
age' and endurance, ‘but rather =&
test of man-made machinery, and
his joy of conquest is all in the
achievements of his machine, with
little or no thought for his own
glorification.

As he visited Le Bourget today
to view “The Spirit of St. Louis,"”
one could picture him as visiting a
friend who had completed a long
ana ardveous journey with him.

Experts' Opinion.

Scientists and aerial experts,
however, take a different viewpoint.
In the United Stetes it was the skill

and quick action of Lindbergh that|

carried the plane with its tremen-
dous load into the air. Throughout
the thousands of miles of flight It
was the active and alert mind of
Lindbergh that maneuvered the ma-
chine through fog, sleet and storm
and kept it straight on the course.
On landing fit was the very active
and tralned mind of a great pilot
that brought the plane down out
of the clouds, in the darkness, ham-
pered by con[using ground signals,
and landed it as safely as though
making an ordinary landing in fuil
daylight.

It was the quick wit of this
youth who had been awake and on
the alert for more than forty hours
that saved enthusiastic crowds from
death or injury as they rushed intc
the danger area of the whirling pro-
pellor of the giant plane. It was
Lindbergh who saw the danger of
his welcomers and switched off the
engine in the nick of time, abandon-
ing his desire to taxi up to the
hangars.

To Lindbergh the victory was
one for mechanies, but to the rest
of the world it was a victory for
Charles “Slim" Lindbergh—daring
American youth.

GETS GOLD MEDAL

Paris, May 23.—Captain Charles
Lindbergh is rapidly beidg weighed
down with deals, to support the
fine words that have been said
about his feat.

Late thls afternoon Lindbergh
was given a noisy and vociferous
reception at the French Aero club
and presented with the club's goid
medal. As Lindbergh received the
medal those present yelled in uni-
son, “Vive L'Aremique!”

Crowds outside insisted on see-
ing the fiyer, and blushing and fal-
tering, he was pushed out on a
balcony where he stood grinning
and bowing.

Today Lindbergh has received
the medal of the Leglon of Honor,
the French Aero Club gold medal
and has been notified that he will
receive the Swedish Aero Club gold
i plaque and a cup from the French
Aero Club,

Appearing on the balcony In re-
sponse to the insistent demands of
the crowd, Lindbergh seemed to be
at a loss for words.

“I can't find words fo express my
feelings,” he managed to say, *‘but
I would like to say I am confident
that \um,ewsex and Colf will be
found alive.’

SWEDEN ELATED

Stockholm, May 23.—The Swed-
ish Aero club has voted to bestow
its “Plaque” of Gold.”’—Its highest
award—upon Cartain Charles Lind-
liergh for his dar!ng flight to Parls,
and in honor of his Swedish des-
cendt.

The club has Invited Lindbergh
to visit Stockholm to deliver a lec-
ture on his flight.

Subscription 1lists have been
started throughout the country for
the purchase of a sultable gift for
the flier.

TO HONOR LINDBERGH

St. Louis, May £23.—The Con-
gressional Medal of Honor will be
sought for Captain Charles A,
Iindbergh by one of the Missouri
senators, U. 8. Senator Harry B.
Hawes declared today.

“I will see Ecnator Reed about
it,” the jualor senator said. "Bith-
er he or myself will introduce the
measure—there will be no fight
over that part of It, We cannot
do too much for that boy and he
deserves all the honora that can be
bestowed uwpon him.”

QUIT WORK

Paterson, N. J., May 23.—An im-
promptu parade in celebration of
Captain Charles Lindbergh's suc-
cossful flight was staged here today
by five hundred employes of the
Wright Aeronautical Company's
factories, in whilch was built the
motor used by Nindbergh on his
long flight.

ON WORD OF NEIGHBORS

Hospital Patient Refuses {o Be-
lieve Glass Eye Will Not
Cost Hundreds.

Mrs. Winnifred Lennon. of 178
Charter Oak street, mother of 12
children, ten of them married, is
going to lose the full sight of her
right eye because of an accident on
May 10. She was chopping sticks
for garden pegs when a 'chip flew
up and struck her in the eye.

For three days Mrs. Lennon did
not call a doctor and then for three
mere days she refused to heed his
edvise and go to the Memorial
hospital., During this time, compli-
cations developed and when she did
go to the hospital her case had be-
come serious. Last Thursday a
Hartford eye specialist was called
into consulation with the attending
pLysician.

The physicians agreed that the
eye could not be saved and that it
would have to be removed to pre-
vent sympathetic trouble with the
other eye. Mrs. Lennon. however,
still refuses to resort to this opera-
tion. The reason for her refusal, it
has developed, is that -neighbors
have sent her word through her
children that a glass eye would cost
two or three hundred dollars. As a
xsnatter of fact it would cost only

35.

The doctors have signed a decla-
ration to the effect that they will
take no responsibility in event the
eye is not removed.

The neighbors who have been
warning Mrs. Lennon that the “doc-
tors are trying to make a lot of
money'" ont of her overlsok the
fact that she has no physicians fees
to pay, being on '‘hospital service.”

The two men shot
the couple, Rodriguez said, and the
woman knelt beside the body in
tears.

“I saw one ship, but I don't|
know what time it was, otherwige 1
saw nothing but water.

Not Sleepy.

“I encountered more fog on the
trip than I expected. I wasn't sleepy,
but I was very thirsty.

“It was no strain, I wouldn't
hesitate to try it agaln, over the
same disiance. I had enough gas to
go five hundred miles more, and I
didn’t try to economize at all.

“I had a very good compass.
That was all I needed.

“I have no intention of flying
back.

"“Once over Ireland, it was noth-
ing to cross over the channel bu:
when I hit Cherbourg, I was some-
what nettled for a moment, Then I
took a chance and had no great dil-
ficulty In hitting the right course.

Saw Flares

“Daylight helped me until I was
within twenty minutes of Paris,
then I caught the flares at the field
—the lights of Paris somewhat
confused me and crossing the city
was not easy. I didn't intend to
make any mistakes at that stage of
the game, so I circled the city a
couple of times and {inally headed
stralght toward Le Bourget, which
by that time was as light as noon
with {flares and searchlight.

“I'was not really uncomfortable
for want of sleep during the flight.

“That's A" ,

“I can't say that flying {3 hard
work. One does not hold a plane
as one holds an automobile.

"That's all there is to my story.
My plans? I haven't any."”

A correspondent interjected: “I
suppose they'll open champagne
for you in St. Louis?”

An ideal hero is this Lindbergh.
Unknown, he came out of the west,

s full of silence and a singular, self-
contained modesty. Alone he
achleved, with an unimaginable ab-
sence of fuss, the great feat which
aviators had never even thought of
save in terms of pairs.

We have expressed recently some
{mpatience with such stunts as that
which Lindbergh accomplished. It
has seemed to us such a gratuitous.
unnecessary running of ghastly
risks, with no more to be gained in
the end than if some fellow were
able, unalded, to jump over a housa.
But it would be a cold-blooded indi-
vidual indeed, who could contem-
plate the miracle that thys boy has
achieved without a stirring of the
heart and a glow of pride that a
creatire of his own race—a human
being of any sort—has proven
himself so much master of the air
and of normal mortal fears.

FLOOD RELIEF APATHY.

One reason why the country as a
whole has been more or less apa-
thetic to the damage done by tha

Mississippi floods may be found in’

the fact that the economic losses
to the country as a whole will be
comparatively small.

Though 6,000,000 acres have
been inundated, though neariy
350,000 have been made homeless,
and though the property damage
may run as h'gh as $1,000,000,000
-~the net lass to the entire coun-
fry will be such that the average
citizen of the east or north or west
will scarcely feel it.

The cotton crop will bs reduced
six per cent, but last year there wns
an over-production of cotton. The
flood, therefore, If anything, has
helped the cotton growers as a
whole., Railroad property in the
valley khas been damaged, and rall-
road revenues for the present will
decline In this area, but the move-
ment of materials for reconstruc-
tion will bring the revenues up
again, so the rallroads lose Ilittle,
Livestock drowned {n the flood is
not of such quantity as to visibly
affect the national livestock mar-
kets,

The situation, therefore, resolves
itself into a matter of purely local
suffering, fn which the country as
a whole {s not visibly affected.

This view of the situation is not
made with any {dea of minimizing
the seriousness of the flood damage,
or the need of adequate flood re-
lef. It is an attempt to explain why
west, north and east have failed to
appreciate the losses of the Missis-
sippl valley folk.

CONFOUNDING OPPOSITION

There seems to he some differ-
ence of opinion as to the guality of
silence of Mr. Coolldge, but not
even those who point to his output
of addresses as branding ‘‘Silent
Cal" a misnomer guestion his taci-
turnity on the “third term' subject.

A few more months at the pres-
ent rate and the Democrats will be
as hopelessly involved in internal
warfare as they were at the height
of the disgraceful spectacle in Madi-
son Square Garden mearly thrae
years ago.

In the meantime, President Cool-
idge lives up to his reputation, and
the Republican party is constrained
to do likewlse, They have learned
that many a good cause has been
talked to death and that a weak one
cannot he improved by over-much
gonversation.

Late in 1818 there was a sou-
venir-hound in the Gondrecourt
area, He wag a captain—but no
names will be mentioned. His wo
record showed that he had bo
particularly active in the Pari
Tourls-Blois sector and had bseun
awarded crosses for conspicuous
gallantry in obtaining the billet
with the highest bed and the soft-
est pillows.

He expressed a particular fond-
ness for the shell-casings of the
French 75's, such a liking, In fact,
that be brought back to the
Gondrecourt area exactly 15 of
these brass rellcs of the great
guerre.

The “skipper” had two order-
lies, one of whom is now a maga-
zine writer in the United States.
He carefully instructed them just
how to ‘‘do up” his prizes. Each
shell casing had to be wrapped in
burlap-sacking and the whole was
sewed up securely' with heavy
twine.

It required almost a day for the
two buck private orderlies to com-
plete the project.

That overnight punch with
which he pole-axed Jimmy Mzloney
on Friday night has made of him
the greatest potential fighter of
them all, 2 new Corbett with some-
thing James never actually had, to
wit, the sock that lays them down.

Broadway's Question

““What do you think of him?"

That 1s the current Broadway
question today and you don't have
to specify who you are talking
about, either. I pot a quiet laugh,
when Floyd Fitzsimmons, the man
who will start promoting anything
or nothing without the slightest
provocation, said Sharkey reminded
him of Dempsey, the latter being
Floyd's notlon of a permanent
fdeal. The “yes, he's so different’

However, “Doc' Bagley, who
managed Tunney until the palr of
them were satisfled to become dis-
satisfied with each other, was an-
other matter.

The point {s that he has it now,
which as far as I am concerned
means that he has about every-
thing.

AUTO ACCIDENTS
INCREASE A THIRD

The first four months of this
year brought more than a third. as
many fatal motor vehicle accidents
in nine Connecticut munieipalities
a4g occurred within their boundar-
ies In all of last year. Thirty-sfx
of the eighty-five fatal accidents
reported to the state motor vehicle
department Janunary, February,
March and April happened in these
eight cities and one of the larger
towns, !

Danbury, Orange and Torring-
ton have already had more fatal
accidents in 1927 than they had in
the entlre past calendar year and
Stamford has had fully as many. It
is the fatality rate in' the smaller
cities that has sent up the state to-
tal for the first four months to a
figure seventeen in excess of the
total for the corresponding period
a year ago and equal to-the high
rate for the first third of 1925.

Up to the first of this month,
Bridgeport had had six fatal acef- "
dents; Danbury, 4; Hartfordq, 2:
New Haven, 3; Norwalk, 4; Orange
5; Stamford, 6; Torrington, ¢, and
Waterbury, 2. The records of the
same cities for all of last year was:
Bridgeport, 22; Danbury, 1: Hart-
ford 25; New Haven, 23; Norwalk,
6; Crange, 3; Stamford, €; Tor-
rington, 3, and Waterbury, 13.

The third of the yvear which has
passed is not by any means the
time of year when most accidents
occur, that being during the sum-
mer when the number of cars on
the highways reaches its maximumn.

The motor vehicle department
is concerned about the heavy acci-
dent rate in- the cities and iz urg-
ing greater precautions as the traf-
fiz hazards continue to increase
throughout the state. Unless m:a
becomes better educated to look
out for himself in the heavier traf-
fic, the accident rate will continue
