Captain Fleet is a Connecticut
product, born at Yalesville, August
31, 1900. He joined the United
States Army Air Corps, balloon ser-
vice in 1919, and was a member of
the first balloon company that went
1o the Philippine Islands. While
still onfHe islands, he passed the
examination for cadet service and
was transferred in 1922 to the Carl-
strom Flying Field, Florida.

His Training.

When the primary training field
for air service men was moved to
Brooks Field, San Antonio, Texas,
Tleet was a member of the unit. He
graduated from the primary class in
1923 after nineteen months train-
ing. He was a member of the ex-
perimental class on the record of
which as to safety and quality of
fiving service the length of time of
training of the following classes
was determined. From Brooks
Field he went to Xelley Field,
where he graduated February 1,
1924, receiving a commission in the
Army Reserve Air Corps. His com-
mission as Captain in the National
Guard was recognized by the Unit-
ed States Government June 24,
1927.

Strong objection was raised when
he returned home to his continuing
as a fiyer.

a strong unit in Hartford, he came
up tc investigate. He came, but
the 43rd Division ‘“saw and con-
juered”; and he became a membear
of that unit, July 3rd, 1924.

It is on one of the first
routes chosen for the air mail ex-
periment. It is under the manage-
ment of the first State Commission-
ar of Aviation. It is one of th
first flelds from which & regularly
constituted air freight service is
maintained. Because of the in-
sreasing air-minded-ness of the
city’s population, there has been
consistent increase in the use of
the air-mail service. Through the
influence of Brainard Field a con-
siderable industry in the fabrication
of alrplane parts and equipment has
been developed, the most important
of which is the famous Wasp motor.

His First Flight,

Captain Fleet says that the one
big day in his life was on February
13, 19283, when he took the controls
for his first solo flight.  After that
he flew a total of 500 hours without
a single accident.

On several occasions Captain
Fleet has faced situations which
contained every element of an acci-
dent. On one occasion, forced to
land in the dark because of a fail-
ing gasoline supply, he was fortu-
nate enough to come down between

40 MILE GALE
STOPS DUBLIN-
NEW YORK HOP

Capt. Maclntosh Forced to
ann Back When Over
Ocean—Lands Safely In
County Kerry.

Dublin, Sept. 17.—The sixth at-
tempt this year to span the Atlantic
ocean by air from .east to west has
met with failure.

Captain Robert H. Macintosh, of
the British Royal Air Force, who
started from here yesterday after-
noon for New York in the mono-

plane Princess Xenla, was forced ta
turn back last night when a forty-
mile an hour headwind ‘'made prog-
ress across the ocean impossible.
He brought his plane safely to
earth at 7:30 p. m. at Beale Strand,
near Ballbunnion, County Kerry,
Ireland, after deciding that further
attempts to brave adverse weather
conditions would be little less than
suicide. _
Previous Attempts.

On five previous occasions this
geason. European aviators have
made-attempts to bridge the Atlan-
tic from Europe to America. In two
cases, the efforts met with disaster.
The monoplane St. Raphael, flown
by Princess Lowenstein-Wertheim,
Captain Leslie Hamiltén and Lieut.
Col. F. F. Minchin, and the White
Bird of Captains Nungesser and
Coll, were lost with their crews in
tragic attempts to accomplish the
feat.

Three Othérs.

The three other attempts did not
meet with tragedy, but with utter
failure. Two Gernian planes, the
Europa and the Bremen, left Des-
sau for non-stop flights'to America
on August 14,.but were forced té
turn back because of. adverse
weather. Leon Givon and Plerre
Corbu, French aviators, left "Le
Bourgget September 2 in the Far-
man:Goliath: Bluebird, but encoun-
tered fog,two miles out and were
forced to return. The last attempt
prior to that of Captain MacIntosh
was made by Captain Frank T.
Courtney, in the Dornier-Napier fly-
ing boat Whale. He was’ forced
down gt Corunna, Spain, in a ter-
ritic storm. .

4 The Hop-off

Captain Maclntosh, accompanied
by Commandant James C. Fitz-
maurice of the Irish ~Free State
Air Force, hopped off from Dub-
lin at 1:36, Irish time, Friday af-
ternoon, in spite-of the warning of
weather forecasters,. who preadicted
they would encounter unfavorable
winds and storms over the Atlan-
tic.- The Princess -Xenia was
sighted at thiee points on the Irish
coast, and on each occasion the
plane’ was bucking terrific winds
and sgunally weather.

In explaining his decision to
turn back, Captain MacIntosh stat-
ed ‘that the Princess Xenia " had
been -between two and three hours
at sea when very heavy weather
was encountered. The visibility,
the flyer stated, was very DOOT,
and -at times it was necessary. {o
fly as low as thirty feet above the
water.

Thousands of Trucks Re-
lieve Paralysis Which Had
Threatened N. Y. City.

New York, Sept. 17.—The thou-
sands of trucks which move this
city's supply of fruit and vegetables
began to rumble through the streets
again last evening after the strike
of drivers had paralyzed distribu-
tion of foodstuffs a little more than
twenty-four hours, piling up in rail
yards hundreds of cars »f perishable
and rapidly wilting produce.

The strike, which was as much a
dispute between truck owners and
wholesale produce firms as between
truck owners and drivers, was defi-
nitely settled at 6:30 p. m. after a2
three houf conference between
representatives of the commission
merchants and the boss truckmen,

Offered Increase

Earlier in the day  Daniel Mec-
Donald, heading a committee of the
Market Truckmen’s Association, the
organization of truck owners, had
offered to the drivers, tentatively, a
wage increase of $5 a week against
the $7 increase they had demanded.
Michael Costello, business agent of
202 of the International Brother-
hood of Teamsters and Chauffeurs,
accepted the compromise.

The offer was conditional, how-
ever, on the point that the employ-
ing truckmen obtain concessions
from the merchants they serve.
Early {n the afternoon-about 1,000
wholesalers, members of the Fruit
and Produce Trade Association, the
United Fruit Dealers Trade Associa-
tion, had met in.the offices of the
Independent Fruit Auction Com-
pany, 66 Harrison street, and had
appointed a committee of six'to con-
fer with the boss truckmen.

While the result o' this confer-
ence was satisfactory enough to end
the strike, its. detailed tepms were
not made public. Previously, how-
ever, the employing truckmen had
revealed their chief grievances.

A desire to free the party from a
repetition of the disastrous 1924
fight, was advanced by McAdoo as
one of his chief reasons for retir-
ing. He said also that he-had earned
a respite, “an honorable discharge,"”
from the rigors of active political
life.

He warned the party that defeat
lay ahead in 1928 if the next con-
vention degenerated “into a mere
struggle of individuals for personal
preferment at the expense of prin-

ciples and progressive policles, for

The 1924 convention was broken
wide open by a Kian and anti-Klan
fight. It prevented any reconcili-
ation between the factions repre-
sented by the two leading candi-
dates, MeAdoo and Smith.

The underlying theme of his'let-
ter, which he expressed again and
again, was an admonition to party
leaders of all factions to avoid the
pitfalls of the last convention.

Doing His Share.

He felt he was doing his share in
this respect by getting out of the
race.

“Jf the Democratic situation
should again develop in such a way
as to cause a repetition of the in-
conclusive and disastrous fight in
the New York convention of 1824,
it would be calamitous and and the

|0DD RADIO NOISE

A MYSTERY HERE

Experts Trying to Find
Cause of “Roar”—May
Be Some Big Machine.

The so-called “shimmying-
house' on Spring street may have
been a temporary mystery but
there is another one in Manches-
ter which is really far mmore
puzzling. It has been so for fully
a year now and all attempts to
soive it have proven fruitless. The
new mystery is an interference
which completely spoils local
radio reception at certain homes,

It is a roaring, rushing noise
that obliterates everything else. It
has been occuring intermittently
for the past year. Usually it both-
ers only for five or ten minutes at
a time and then disappears en-
tirely. Investigators report that
the moise is not noticed in other
towns; that it only affects Man-
chester radio reception. And not
all parts of Manchester are sub-
jected to this radio menace.

While the exact cause remains
unsolved, it is said that the condi-
tion is caused by some kind of an
electrical disturbance. At first it
was believed that some powerful
electrical machine might be caus-
ing the interference, but this has
been disproved. The idea that it
might be caused in some way at
the Connecticut company's trolley
headquarters here, went into the
air with the barn removal.

Royal D. Webster, of the Man-
chester Electric company, admit-
ted today that he had been work-
ing on the matter for a long time
and that he had been unable to ar-
rive at any solution. He said he
had a few ideas in mind but did
not wish to reveal them until veri-
fied.

Mr. Webster said that as far as
he could learn, the interference
has not been as intense during the
past few weeks although it is still
occurring. At first, the noise was
so terrific that radios had to be
turned off, sometimes for the rest
of the ‘might. The disturbance
usnally occurs between 7 and 9
o'clock at night, but it has also
been reported in the afternoon as
well.

Homing pigeons are common.
Dogs which come back to their for-
mer homes after having been taken
to places many miles distant have
been chronicled. Even cats have
gone back to their old homes, some-
imes distances of hundreds of
miiles. But it remained for Prin-
cipal Thomas Bentley of the Eightn
Distriet school to produce chickens
with the homing instinet.

Mr. Bentley has a farm in Bol-
ton and on this farm he raises
chickens among other things. Last
year he had 24 of the birds and
when the school year was done and
he was about to go to summer
school, he decided to dispose of his
brood.

There were four black chickens
and the rest were red. Mr. Bent-
ley thought that the blacks would
be better eating so he saved one of
them to kill. The rest of the birds
he brought to the store of I. P.
Campbell on Depot Square where
they were weighed up and sold.

Mr. Bentley killed the chicken
and ate it. He went to summer
school and did not return until ten
weeks later. He was due for a
surprise for a Bolton neighbor told
him he had one of the 24 chickens
in his coop.

Impossible, thought Mr. Bentley,
He had taken all of the chickens to
Manchester and it was out of the
question. But the neighbor in-
sisted that he had one of the chick-
ens, and when Mr. Bentley saw the
chicken he was convinced that it
was one of his own. And the
chicken knew him, too, for it came
to him when he went into the coop.

This was not all. When Mr.
Bentley went to his own farm he
found another of the chickens
{there. He was at g loss to explain
it so he went to Mr. Campbell.

The latter told him that he had
taken the chickens to his farm near
the Rockville fair grounds and had
left them there. The two which
escaped had traveled the seven
miles from Bolton to Rockville and
had come back to the farm from
which they were taken.

The International Sunday
School Lesson for September 18
is, “The Kingdom Divided'—
I Kings 12:1-24,

—&

Here is a big old story as roman-
tic as any of the thrilling national
upheavals that shout from the
front pages of the day's newspap-
ers. It tells how and why Israel
split into two mnatioms. Also it
points the significance of the fore-
es that fix destiny. A flood of
light streams from these ancient
pages upon the present’s perplex-
ing problems. This is a Lesson
for leaders for patriots, for stud-
ents of the times. No plous lolly-
pop is this for the religious sweet
tooth of the mentally immature.
In stern reality, we find here set
forth some of the greatest con-
cerns of this year 1927.

Like life, the chapter that goes
before makes clear the chapter we
are reading. To understand the
World War, we have to know
European politics and policles of
the preceding decade; just as we
must look to the war, and the
forces it unloosed, for the real
meaning of the contemporary
world upheaval. Always yester-
day explains today. Our “Young-
er Generation” {flings blinding
question marks into the faces of
thelr elders; but they are ques-
tions created by the Older Gener-
ation. Churches are dismayed by
a sudden statistical revelation of
lack of growth and lack of life;
but the explanation les in the re-
cent past rather than in the pres-
ent. It s a law of life that Solo-
mon I8 the reason for Rehoboam.

Solomon's Big Blunder

We recount the glories of Solo-
mon and overlook the misery of
the plain people upon -which this
royal sumptuousness was bullt;
just as travelers admire the might
and mystery of the pyramids with
never a thought of the blood and
sweat af the slaves who reared
them. Not only the impoverish-
ment and enslavement of the peo-
ple resulted from Solomon’s mag-
nificence, but also the moral and
spiritual enervation of the king
himself.

Like most of the rest of us this
famous monarch could not with-
stand great wealth and luxury. He
began to think himself a priv-
ileged character, above the law.

So Solomon's first big blunder,
and consequent deterioration of
his moral fibre was his departure
from the Mosalc code with respect
to women. The chapter which
precedes our Lesson runs, ‘‘Now
King Solomon loved many foreign
women.....And his wives turned
away his heart.” What a long list
of names I could here set down—
for I have been musing upon
them—of living men known to me
who have wrecked their lives by
marrying the wrong sort of wom-
en! Every son and daughter
should be early and often admon-
ished, “Marry only within the
circle of your own faith, your own
race and your own kind.,” That
is the wisdom of the ages. Solo-
mon’s heathen wives created the
voluptuous and debilitating at-
mosphere of the oriental harem,
wherein the prince Rehoboam had
no fair chance at real manhood.
Sensuality destroys more charac-
ters than all wars; and it passes
its blight on to the next genera-
tion. Out of the bitterness and
tragedy of his personal experience,
Solomon wrote his proverbs con-
cerning ‘“‘the strange woman.”

As the sensuality of Solomon was
a greater factor in tLe splitting of
the nation than we commonly dJay,
so Rasputin symbolized a greater
force in the Russian revolution than
western historians have realized.
This latter truth was clear to all of
us who dwelt in Russia during those
dreadful red days.

The Rise of a Champion

Like a story-book fgure, there

arose during Solomon's reign a

fordeful personality, a friend of the
people, named Jeroboam. His in-
fluence became so great that he had
to fles to Egypt, that land of refuge
for political exiles, down to the
present time, whose own Jeroboam,
Zagloul Pasha, died s few weeks
agOo. ~

After the death of Solomon, news
reached Jeroboam—how swiftly
tales Tun on that old road which
extends from Dan to Beersheba, and
on down into Egypt!—that Prince
Rehoboam had gone to Shechem,
the modern Nablus, for his corona-
tion. It is easy to imagine the secret
conferences and intrigues and com-

binations that were under way all |

this while beneath Rehcboam's un-
seeing eyes. The people were wait-
ing only for the return of a strong
leader, like Jeroboam, to break
forth in protest.

Usually the forces of discontent
in a community or & nation are un-
derrated by the socially privileged.
“Impossible!” I heard dozens of
Russian aristocrats cry. concerning
the red revolution: many of them
soon paid for theis incredulity with
their lives, The world-wide uproar
over the Sacco-Vanzetti case was a
revelation of the extent of radical-
ism's propaganda. Although the
horizon may be filled with ominous
storm clouds, they are generally
undiscovered by those who have
mest reason to fear. them. Reho-
boam thought all was well in Israel,
and was interested only in the pomp
and pageantry and.pride of his
coronation, Jesus rebuked the lead-
ers of his own day with the biting
question, ““Can ye not discern the
signs of the times?” Every leader
or official or responsihle person
should g:ve himself to soul-search-
ing, and to study of social symp-
toms and to the prevention of injus-
tices.

A Collapse Of “Strong" Policy

Fairly, f{rankly, fearlessly, the
patient pcople of Israel took their
list of wrongs to the king-elect,
seeking redress, They first tried out
to the full the legal measures open
to them, These petitioners were not
unpatriotic. But they were human
beings, with rights more divine
than those of any king. There is a
point whereat opprecsion becomes
intolerable and unendurable.

I well recall one day in Hankow
watching an overseer beating with a
stick the naked back of a Chinese
coolie who was loading a freight
car. Suddenly, the coolie stopped
his work and turned on the boas a
look which said, ‘Any more of that
will be too much'. Ard the over-
seer desisted, That Iincident em-
bodies the case of modern China.
Also it represents the mood of
Israel, which had endured exploita-
tion and oppression until it would
endure no longer.

Flushed with pride and power,
Prince Rehoboam received, all un-
comprehending, the complaints of
the masses. He promised a reply in
three days. Then he scght the ad-
vice of the elder stctesmen who
councelled conciliation and amelio-
ration.

Next he turned to his own boon
companions and courtiers for coun-
sel, who spoke agreeably to his own
vanity and folly. Taking the advice
that pleased him best, the king an-
swered the people roaughly: “My
father made your yoke heavy, but I
vill add to your yoke: my father
chastised you with whips, but I will
chastise you with scorpions.”

Thus, like many another weak
ruler, Rehoboam adopted a ‘strong’
policy. Two thousand years later
there are a myriad officials, set over
dependent people, who follow the
same method. It iz the way of au-
tocracy and aristocracy everywhere,
the folly and futility of which the
world war made plrin. This ‘‘divine
right” idea of a prviileged class dles
hard. Countless persons still hold
to the notion that ornly an aristo-
cracy rules well—althouglf even

right; the dominion belongs to the
strong; trample on the bodies of
the slain and weak to victory; flec
into the desert before the super-

man; the teachings of the Semitic
Jesus are vislonary, effeminite, de-
bilitating; exalt self-will in the
highest; annihilate all who oppose.
This spirit s in the world today. It
was the spirit of Jereboam when
the people sald that they would
serve him if he would be gracious.

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WHY A TOWN PLAN

Town or city planning is one of
the most practical things in the
world.

All town and city activities are
planned to a greater or lesser de-
gree. Nothing can be done without
some planning. A man sometimes
says, “I built this house without a
plan,” He did no such thing., It
the plan existed nowhere else, It
was under the hat of the contractor
or carpenter or mason who did the
work. Nothing in the world can
be done without planning. The
town engineer, the chief of the fire
department, the bullding inspector,
the sanitary officer, the superin-
tendent of schools; all are plan-
ning, all the time.

When we speak of town plan-
. ning, we are not proposing some-
« thing which is new but only a dif-

ferent method of doing something

which is fn part, at least, being
* done already.
Many people think that town
= planning means, if not extrava-
. gance, at least, accelerated expendi-
ture of munlicipal funds. It means
no such thing. Town planning does
not determine the rate of expendi-
ture of municipal funds or the tax
;_; rete, or the amount of indebted-
ness which a city should assume. It
may and does furnish data from
which these things can be wisely
determined; but it leaves the de-
termination where it is now, a mat-
ter for the citizens themselves,
through their elected servants.
When they have once made the de-
termination, then-the town plan ad=
justs itself to the limitationg im-
posed. It does not ask for the privi-
lege of fixing the amount of the
budget, but it does take a hand
in proportioning the various ftems
in the budget.

The reason why a town planning
program should do this is perfect]!
apparent when we once consider
the essential features of the town
plan. It is not easy to describe in a
single sentence what that essential
feature is, but an illustration or twe
will lead up to it.

Suppose the town engineer I3
about to lay out new streets in a
certain area of a town. He must de-
termine the lines of these streets,
their widths, and the character of
the paving. He must know the topo-
graphy, the nature of the soil and
the probable occupancy of the re-
gion under consideration and also
the relation of the proposed new
strects to ex'sting thoroughfares,
particularly those which are trunk
lines. Thus he needs a variety of
data, the nature of which will sug-
gest itself.

A few months later the same
town decides to exact a zoning ordl-
nance; that is, to create building
districts and restrictions, It en-
gages a consulting engineer to ad-
vise It, He needs to kndéw for ths
district in guestion, as well as for
every other part of the town, the
topography, the nature of the soll,
the relations of present and pro-
posed streets to main thorough-
fares and other things; involving
the collection of just such data as
the town engineer has already had
to collect; and when he ge's
through he will have established,
on behalf of the town, and very ac-
curately, the prospective type of
occupency of each region for the
indefinite future. Obviously, the
consulting engineer non zoning
gshould be in a position to avall
himself of the studies already made
by the town engineer. As a matter
of fact, he often does not or can
not.

Later on, the gas company, con-
templating extensions of its meains,
will wish precisely similar informa-
tion. In a considerable majority of
cases the gas company's officials se-
cure it independently of other
sources, and so duplicates work al-
ready done. The telephone com-
pany,-the electric light company, a
private water supply ‘company (if
there is one), all do the same thing.

Thus there is a duplication of
work in the collection of funda-
mental data., The essential reason
why so much duplication is done is,
that no one knows what the other
man is doing. There is no co-ordi-
nating method,” One interest may
try & few times to get together

what itsneeds from other mt.ereats
which might be presumed to have
overlapped, but the overlapping i3
so incomplete, the daccuracy and
adequacy of data so uncertain, that
there is a tendency to disregard the
possibility of saving of time and
cost in these preliminary studies
and to go at the job from the begin-
ning.

The town planning methogq elimi-
nates this handicap. In the first
place, town planning is itself recog-
nized as a great co-ordinating
movement. It is always carried on
with the full knowledge and co-op-
eration of the town engineer, the
public service interests, commer-
cial organizations, and all others
likely to be involved in municipal
problems, All of these know of the
data accumulated by the planners.
Furthermore, the town planning
data must be comprehensive and
complete. No town planning pro-
gram is worth its salt which doeas
not Insist from the very beginning
on an absolutely inclusive scheme
of.observing, compiling, and record-
ing the physical features about the
town.

If the town planning work Is
well done no one will afterward
have to wonder whether or not cer-
tain data has been gathered togeth-
er. It will be known that the data
{s available. It will be known &l
that it is .reliable and complete -and
as accurate as expert knowledge
and speclalized profegsional experi-
ence can make it. Moreover, tha
nature of this data will be widely
known because of the great numberm
of those who will in one way or an-
other be involved In its prepara-
tion. The town engineer, without
a moment's hesitation, will go to
the town planning file for many of
the charts and maps needed as @
basis for his work; and so will the
other departments., They will look
upon comprehensive town planning
as a final source for all the data
they need, excepting such as from
its nature is considerably modified
by time; and even data of this
type, under proper planning, will be
kept up-to-date because automatic
methods for its recording will be
made available and will thus invite
supplementary entries.

It has been said that town plan-
ning does not mean more spending.
It is «"ﬂ:lte certain that it means
better spending. If there is any gen-
neral principle underlying munici-
pal expenditure at the moment it is
that of keeping down expenses but
yielding where the pressure is
greatest, The town planner should
pay no attention to pressure. With
the aid of the fundamental physi-
cal data it is possible to determine
where the need is greatest.

For each undertaking on the
municipal program the town plan-

lner estimates the probable benefit,

tangible or intangible, With suffi-
cient estimates of cost' always in
mind, it is then possible to - deter-
mine the relative importance of va-
rions projects to the community,
and the town will not spend money
for new street lights, merely be-
cause the proposal for such lights is
in tangible and concrete form,
when it needs sewers infinitely
more than it does llghts.'

Officials and organizations may
plan wisely, economically and
soundly. It is now proposed to plan
all along the line at once so as to
produce a symmectrical develop-
ment,

To run three nights in Great
Neck becomes as jmportant as (o
run five months in New York,

If you would see the greatest
variety of assorted tempers to be
found beneath the sky I invite you
to any one of these “try-out’ towns
on the eve of a performance. Actors
are almost speaking to each other
and to the managers, Authors are
furtively going about, dodging
comments on thelr efforts or are
heatedly searching out managers to
ralse a rumpus over some last
minute change that has been made.
Or viewing the scenery allowed his
play, the author is screeching to a
dumb heaven for an answer, beé-
wailing that his drama is utterly
and {irretrievably ruined.

And there are the wily “hangers-
on"” who hope to behold a flop and
get the scenery at a bargaln that
they may use it in another play. Or
the manager, realizing the ultimate
failure, is trying to figure out where
the scenery would fit in a future
production.

Washington, Sept. 17.—There
geems to be some confusion as to
just what was done’ to repair the
White House at publin expense of
$375,000. i

The fact iz tHat not only has the
White House been given a hand-
gsome new roof, but it also has ac-
quired a new floor. In other words,;
instead of being a two-story build-

ing as in the past, it is now a three-

story building. ,

Furthermore, the new roof is so
designed as to leave a large area on
which the president caa promenade
or entertain.

These are the principal changes
in the White House and it becomes
obvious that the facilities  and oc-
cupiable portions of the presidential
mansion have been greatly expand-
ed. \

Whether or not .this - expansion
was as important an alm. of the
“repair work' as any is a question,
but the roof structure and its sup-
porting wooden .trusses moré than
100 years old have been understood
to be' in poor condition for the last
50 years.

The new third floor of the White
House contains a number of com-
fortable bedrooms and bathrooms
which will now be avallable for an
overflow of guests, It also provides
rooms for servants, linen rooms and'
storage rooms.

All this, of course, and everything
including the celling of the second
floor and upwards is brand new.
That's where most of the $375,000
went,

The second floor provides the liv-
ing quarters for Mr. and Mrs. Coo-
lidge. Even while Mr. and Mrs,
Cuolidge are away, and all their
possessions and furniture are re-
moved, visitors are not permitted
above the first or main floors.

Indeed, only the most privileged
have been permitted within 100
yards of the White Hnuse this sum-
mer., It was suggested to the Coo-
lidges at Rapid City that thiz might
be a good time to allow some peo-
ple who were anxious about it to
inspect the second floor and the
roof, but word came from Rapid
City that this was not desirable.

The exclusiveness of the upper
White House iz officially explained
with the theory that the portion
above the main floor is not public
property and that it is the only
retreat the presidential families
have- from the glaring limelight
which always beats upon them.
Mrs. Coolidge, for similar reasons,
has objected also to photographs
of the little gardens off the south
portico in which she and the presi-

dent enjoy walking in intimate
privacy.

But Never Saw A Gun Fired

William Barclay, of Garden
Street, Was Too Busy
Working In the Black
Gang to Worry About
What Was Going on
Aboard Warship—How It
Feels to Work With the
Temperature at 140 "Way
Below Decks.

A sullen sky heralds the ap-
proaching storm. The wind has al-
ready whipped the surface of the
gea into mountainous white-capped

waves, greenish as they surge to
and fro, white as they break, with
a resounding crash over the deck.

The cruiser, a part of the squa-
dron on its manoeuvers, ploughs
through the rough sea, Now in &
trough, now riding on the crest of
a wave, its stern in the air, its
screws whirling around at terrific
speed.

Clouds of smoke belch from her
four stacks. Bosun's whistles pipe,
Deckhands and midshipmen scurry
to and fro across the decks, their
eyes peeled for the dreaded waves
which may break over the ship at
any time. The destrover, a low, long
craft, almost indistinguishable
against the choppy sea, labors hard.

Bells in the engine room tinkle.

“Full speed ahead.”

She plcks up speed and seems fo
go through the water like a hunted
thing. What cares the skipper for
steam. There is plenty more where
that comes from.

‘“The Black Gang"

The “Black Gang' is
hard and the ship keeps
breakneck speed.

Down below the waterline, where
the temperature is 140 degrees, the
Black Gang labors, stripped to the
walst, with nothing on but shoes,
trousers and a sweatcloth. The head
of the gang stands over them, now
and then cursing one, now telling
another to go to work in no uncer-
tain terms,

Full speed ahead has been called
for and the Black Gang, shoveling
coal into the flaming maws of the
furnaces, must keep up its unbrok-
en labor to replenish the steam
which the great triple-expansian
engines are shooting out through
their exhausts.

Four-Hour Shifts

Sweating through every pore,
their skin gleaming as the light of
the electric bulbs shines on them.
iheir muscles bunching under their
wet skin as they shovel one after
another load into the furnaces, they
work ceaselessly, After four hours
of this they will be allowed a rest
pf eight hours, during which they
niay do as they please.

The Black Gang never appears
on deck. But although it has never
feen seen in a review of the fleet,
it is the main cog in the machinery
of the biggest battleghip. It is the
gang of stokers and coal passers,
called the Engineer force, without
which every ship in the navy would
be just so much armor plate and
armameant.

First Hand Information

First hand information

this Black Gang was gained from |

William Barclay of Garden street,
who takes care of the two engines
of the South Manchester railroad
while they are in the roundhouse.
He knows about this gang for he
was a member of it for nine years
and a half.

He served two hitches and part
of another in the United States
Navy as a stoker, machinist's mate
and finally as a warrant machinist,
the latter rank the highest an en-
listed man can hold without a com-
mission. And he says that {f he
were to go back into the navy he
would go back into the Black Gang.

Battleships look beautiful during
a review by the admiral or the
president. Every bit of the ship is
shining, having been scoured and
cleaned by all hands before the re-
view. In immaculate white ducks
the crew lines up on the deck near
the rail, 6n the big guns which pro-
trude from the turrets, and the offi-
cerg occupy places of honor.

Everything is spick and span.
Every uniform is freshly laundered
and ironed. The funnels emit just
the right amount of black smoke,
which is wafted at right angles to
the ship. The prow is kicking up
just the right amount of white
spray which curls under and is
left behind. In the wake a gentle
awell rises.

Never Seen on Decks
But the principal part of the re-
view would not look well on the
deck.

“1 always liked machinery,” he
said. "And maybe that's why I went
into the Black Gang when I first
enlisted more than 17 yesfrs 2go.
And that’'s why I like to work In
this roundhouse, even though I
don’t know a great deal about loco-
motive engines or sfationary ma-
chinery.

Knows Marine Engines

“Marine engines -1 know quite
well. I can take one of them and
do anything in the world to it but
these machines are different. They
are of a different type all together,
and although I know more about
them than I did when I started
here, 1 don't know a great deal
about them at all.”

He went into the navy, a Ver-
mont farm boy, and enlisted in
Boston for his first hitch. He was
as green as any landlubber ever
could have been, and his shipmates
tonk many an advantage of this,

“First they sent me after a buck-
et of steam and I went all over the
ship for it. I found out later that
there wasn't any such thing, but
they kept rubbing it in.

“One day they sent me out to
get Davy Jones' Locker. I hadn't
ever heard of this, but I went all
over ‘the ship again and probably
would never have known what it
was had not an old sailmaker told
me that they were having some fun
at my expense."”

He worked into it, however, and
stuck out the work with the rest of
them. It was tough work and It
lasted four hours on a stretch.

“Oh, I keeled over with the rest
of them,” he admits. “That heat
down there would make anybody
but the strongest of men feel its
effects some times, and I have to
admit that it got me more than
once. A stiff touch of the fire hose,
however, and we were all right
again.

No Place For Weakling

“It was no place for a weakling.
A man had to be a man In every
gsense of the word to stand the ter-
rific strain on his body and his
mind. Coal passers worked hard,
Theirs was the job of keeping the
fireman well supplied with coal,
and when they had done this they
had to take the asheg out of the
' lower door of the furnace.’

Life on the battleships of today
are not 8o hard on the stokehold
as they were then, Mr. Barclay
avers, for many on the newly com-
missioned ships are oil burners.
Turbine engines have come to take

ruple expansion engines which pow-
ered the battleships of Commodore
Dewey and work below decks is
much easier. .

1t is still hot, in the engine room
and the dynamo room, but the work
isn't there, and & man can Wear
white clothes in any of the mechan-
ical departments of the ship at any
time now. In other days they wore
practically nothing,

Calls It Fun

Jast the same, it was a lot of fun
for BIill Barclay, He doesn't regret
that he spent two hitches below
decks, and he says that there isn’t
any other place on a battleship ‘he
would like so well.

Traveling all over the world gave
the local man a chance to see how
the other half lives. Hobnobbing
with sailors in almost every port
on the globe gave him a cosmopali-
Itan idea and made him a world
traveler in every way. Soon he
could feel ag much at home in Hong
Kong or Singapore as he would ‘in
Rutland or Boston.

“We had our shore leaves just as
the rest of the crew did and we
made the most of them. There was
a lot of fun poking into these quesr
cities of the earth, espetially in the
far east, and we enjoyed- it a’great
deal. o)

Lots of Trouble".

“0Of .course,” he apologizes, “we
got Into trouble, as all”sallormen
will do. We had our fights and our
fun, but the fights were the things
we had more of than eanything
else.”

‘English sailors, contrary to th=2
general idea, were not the chief ag-
gressors in ports where fleets of
three or four nations were gather-
ed. American sailors rather liked
the BEnglish for the reason that
they were the only men that spoke
the same language.. ., .

French and German sailors were
different.

“There was a big Irishman
named Kelly in our crowd and as
soon &s he saw what was up he
started. He ran to where the fright-
ened boy was standing with his
back against a wall, yanked the
boy behind him and began the bat-
tle. As soon as one German would
come up he would be bowled over
like a tenpin.

Help Came Quickly
“He didn't have to wait long for
help. The rest of the gang Was
there in no time and when we left,
those Germans were lying on the
ground, every one of them knocked
cold.

“Things like this got sailormen
angry, and when a bunch of
Yankees met a bunch of foreign
sailors the battle was on. We didn't
stop to count the cost, which usual-
ly was some time in the brig, loss
of pay or loss of liberty."

The reporter wanted to know
why the Americans call the Eng-
lish sailors “Limeys."

“Well, you see,” sald Mr. Bar-
clay, “English frigates used to
cruise around the world quite 2
good deal in bygone days. Stops at
ports wera few and far between and
in the meantime the crew had to
subsist on the bully beef and salt
pork, without any yegetables.

Feared Scurvy
“The body must have vegetable
matter of some kind or scurvy sets
in. This is a disease Wwhich weak-
eng the blood, with an attendant
weakening of the whole system.
accompanied by excruciating pain.
It was the bane of mariners in the
old sailing vessel days until the
British Admiralty devised a scheme

to counteract its ravages.

“phey ordered every ship to
 stock up with a quantity - of lime
Julice, which would be issued in ra-
tions with an lssue of grog to every
member of the ecrew. The juice
would supply the vegetable ele-
ments which were lacking and
would reduce scurvy to a minimum.
To this day the British Navy has
been issuing limejulce rations with
its grog.

“As the English wers the only
seamen who followed this practice,
they came to be known a8 ‘lime-
juicers.’ Later this was shortened
to ‘limey’ which has been the slang
term for an English sailor ever
gince."

Orange Juice Next

He mentioned a news dispatch in
one of the papers recently which
said that the admiralty had decided
to give the British navy an issue of
orange juice instead of lime,

“They may change their {ssue,
but they will never change the
name of an English sallor,” he said,
however.

Talking about fights with for-
eign sallors, Mr. Barclay sald that
they were the spice of shore leave.
But he also mentioned fights be-
tween different American crews.

“We fought among ourselves,
and against the English, but it any-
body else started in on some of our
opponents, we both turned on him
and cleaned him up,” he says.

Blood and nationality
thicker than water.

He was asked if a sallor had =&
sweetheart in every port.

Many Sweethearts

“Come to think of that, my wife
asked me that very same question
the other day,”" he answered. “And
I told her that it was true, only not
true enough. Sailors in some porta
have five or six sweethearts, or
girls who are willing to become hia
sweethearts.

“Sometimes we got off the ship
on shore leave and there would be
half a dozen girls hanging on to
each man, He had a hard time
shaking them off and sometimes he
had to take them all along with
him."”

Only at one period during a voy-
age was the Black Gang on equality
with the other members of the
erew. That was during coaling time,
when the ship was filling up her
bunkers for another cruise,

All Had to Help

“Ryverybody except the officers,
had to help coal the ship, and of
the lot the members of the Black
Gang were the most fortunate, For
they had dungarees and did not
wear thelr regular uniforms. Deck
men had no dungarees and their
white uniforms were usually darker
than their blues when the coaling
was done,

“All this time the band played

Tustily while the coal was being put
aboard. They had to, for if they
Hadn't been playing they would
have had to help coal with the rest
‘of us.
“And that coaling wag done in
‘the days when ships were painted
‘white and ‘the decks were holy-
atoned until they shone. We didn't
‘have to go over the decks, but left
that to the regular sailormen.”

hardly 40 years old. His arms
are unusually well developed and
he is possessed of broad shoulders
and a good physique. He says he
has never smoked a cigarette in
his life but he admits that he has
chewed almost a carload of tobac-
co.

Worked Way Upward

“I went to work and soon was
a petty officer. A course in the
navy school at Norfolk, Va., gave
me knowledge enough to apply for
my warrant officer’s papers, and If
I had stayed in the service for
another hitch I might have been
glven a commission."”

But he didn't stay in. The old
lady who had brought him up
wanted him to get out of the mavy
and come home, He did, after his
discharge in 1919 but if he stayed
until the end of this- hitch he
would have been retired on three-
ﬁlfxarten pay for the rest of his

e.

He had a taste of the war, on
transport and convoy duty, and his
ship sank one submarine. It was
in the North Sea and the cruliser,
convoying transports, fired several
shots =t it, the ship submerged
and a spot of oil made its appear-
ance on the surface. No wreck-
age ever was picked up but it was
assumed that the sub sank.

Did Not Sce Fight

“Did you see any of that
gagement?"

“Not on your life. I was busy
down in the stokehold, making
‘"fog.”” While some of the gang
were shoveling coal nto the fur-
naces to glve the ship all the speed
gshe could muster, the rest of us
were pouring tar and oil on the
fires as fast as we could,

“The result was a dense cloud
of thick, black smoke, which «b-
scured everything. The tar and
oil combination made it stick to
heaven and it blackened every-
thing on the ship. The deckmen
were sore, but what could they do?
It was wartime and we were doing
only what was necessary.”

He tells of the only ‘yellow”
sailor he ever met.

“One of the boys came up to me
and told me that there was a yel-
low streak in the next compart-
ment. I went in and found this
man, & big husky fellow, kneeling
on the floor with his hands clasped
%n prayer. He was shaking like a
eaf.

Feared Submarine

“1 kicked him a good one and
he got up. He said he was afraid
of the submarine. I told him that
praying wouldn’t do him any good
if the. sub hit us with a torpedo,
but that shoveling coal into the
furnaces might do a little bhetter
in getting us away from that vici-
nity. y

*"He shoveled coal.”

The worst Christmas present
Bill Barclay ever received was &
shipwrecking off the Barnegat
gshoals on the 24th day of Decem-
ber, 1918, a month or more after
the Armistice had been signed.

They -wanted a Navy tug
brought from Boston to Norfolk
and Barclay was one of the 16
men who were chosen for her
crew. The weather was bitterly
cold but the men in the stokehold
didn’t mind that. They Wwere
roasting down there mear the fur-
naces and the cold did not affect
them.

Rudder Falls Off

“But off Barnegat shoals the
rudder fell off. If she had been
a.twin-screw steamer we might

have steered by means of the two

propellors, but she was & single
gerew, and the wind was driving
us on the shoals.

“We struck and the capisin
gayve *the word for all hands on
deck and for themselves. Our
boat had carried away in the storm
and we were helpless. - Coast-
guardsmen’ from- the shoals house
tried to' shoot us & line by means
of thelr Lyle guns, but the wind
was blowing too hard and every
shot fell short.

Tinally they launched two of
their great surf boats but only one
of them reached us. They told us
to jump and we did so with alac-
rity. The deck men were all
right, for they were fully clothed.

President Constitution Anniversary Assoclation.
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Six Great Purposes of Govgrnr_nent‘ ‘Accurately
Set Forth in Constitution’s Statement
Of Its:Aims..

For the successful
ment of a desired project, it
is important to know as nearly as
possible what 1is to be achieved.
History records no finer illustra-
tion of a clear concept of the aims
sought and of the results desired
from an undertaking than this re-
markable pronouncement of the
purposes set forth in the preamble
to the Constitution of the United
States of America."

This preamble is a sublime, a
comprehensive, and an accurate
stetement of the purposes of gov-
ernment. Every proper govern-
mental activity can be clagsified
under one or more of the six great
purposes set forth in it.

Its Deeper Meaning

For some unaccountable reason
there has been a disposition-not to
attach to the preamble the signi-
ficance which it ‘possesses. It is
highly important, because the
Constitution was dedicated to the
six purposes set forth in the pre-
amble and to no other purposes.

It is proper to assume that, in
the making or interpreting or em-
forcing of laws, public officials
should ask themselves: Is this
law being made or interpreted or
enforced in accordance with one
or more of the six purposes set
forth in the preamble? Such a
test adhered to would greatly
improve the functioning of our
government.

Prior to the writing of this pre-
amble, there cannot be found a8
good, brief, clear comprehensive
statement though one may have ac-
cess to all that was sald by Soc-
rates, Plato, Aristotle, Confucius,
or Montesquieu and all that was
ever said by any {ndividual or
group of individuals in any coun-
try including our own," before that
time.

Influence for Peace

This fact is a striking illustra-
tion of what a vague gscience gov-
ernment had been before the Con-
stitution was written. Not even &
good statement of the purposes of
government had been made, to
say nothing of providing a good
plan for setting up a government.

Some very interesting questions
for contemplation are suggested
in this conmection.

To what extent
tion of our government to the
purposes set forth in the preamble
responsible for our having be-
come a peace-minded nation?

Would it tend to make other
nations peace-minded if they were
to dedicate their governmeénts to
the purposes set forth in the pre-
amble?

Chicago, Sept. 17.—Mr. Gene

Tunney may not be the greatest
heavyweight ever to massage &
hostile snout, but in many ways
he's a distinct curiosity even apart

from his literary and social touch-
es.

It Is the history of the ring that
a fighter — especially a heavy-
weight fighter—attains perfection
in fighting form only once, and,
having attained {t, begins to re-
cede by gradual or swift degrees,
depending on how he lives there-
after.

This, history shows, was true of
John L. It was true of James J.
Corbett, Bob Fitzsimmons, J. Jel-
fries, Jack Johnson, Jess Willard
and Jack Dempsey.

To date this phase of the craft
has been devoid even of the inev-
itable exception that proves the
rule.

True Corbett came back with a
great fight for 22 rounds agalnst
Jeffries eight years after he had
whipped Sullivan, only to be
knocked out in the twenty-third.

Willard came back after five
years to score a clean-cut knock-
out against Floyd Johnson when
that youngster looked as if he
might have the prospects of a
formidable fighter, but, in his
next start, Willard was flattened
by the lumbering Firpo.

Dempsey came back ten months
after his worst fight to score a
body-punching knockout over Jack
Sharkey, conceded by experts be-
fore the fight to be the best young
heavy In the trade.

But these performances were
not ‘“‘peak’ performances. Cor-
bett was far from the Corbett who
stopped Sullivan; Willard was well
conditioned, but slower than ever;
Dempsey had only his flaming
courage and punching power left.
Here and there were flashes of the
original fighting men—{flashes of
sufficient intensity to offset the
many flaws that passing time and
inactivity always breed.

Tunney was a ‘‘peak” fighter
the night he whipped Dempsey for
the title in the rain at Philadel-
phia. Never before had the
Greenwich villager soared to such
heights as boxer and battler. It
was his greatest fight and he was
mentally and spiritually keyed for
the ordeal as he had never been
before.

All this being trus, the boys are
saying that he can't possibly be as
| good when the squares off against
his boy friend here on the lake
front next Thursda; night. He has
known his ‘“‘peak,” they say, and
he'll never know it again, No
fighter ever has,

I am inclined to dissent. As I
say, Tunney is a ring curiosity. He
did not come into his own until he
was 28 years old—an age at which
most fighters are retiring to their
ostates or to institutions where the
practice of cutting out paper dolls
forms the chief routine of the day.

Today he is & year older, 2
brief twelve-month this side of
30. Instead of showing signs—
even minute signs of slipping—he
loaks bigger, better and strenger
than ever, As a matter of fact he
is. He is blgger across the should-
ers and chest where the hitting
power comes from and he is three
pounds heavier,

Irish athletes  characteristically
mature late in life, Tunney is eof
old Irish stock. He is atill filling
out. - The tape measure proves
that. He was a ‘“‘peak’ fighter 2
year ago., He will be a ‘‘peak”
tighter again this month, and he
will probably continue as a ‘“‘peek”
fighter for several iaars.

By this I mean he is going to
be just as good in every essential
respect until he is 81 or 32 years
of age as he was on the night he
won the championship. He is due
for a long “peak.”

Of immediate interest in this
connection is that Dempsey will
find Tunney just as much of a
fighting man—and possibly more
of a fighting man—than he did a
year ago' when the Man Mauler
lost no less than ten rounds out
of the first ten, and would have
baen stopped had the fight lasted
|agother round.
