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LEAGUE PAVES 
WAYFORCUT 

INAmMENT
Adjusts Differences Between 

Britain, France and Ger­
many— ^ToCalla Special 
Conference.

Geneva, Sept. 26.— The League 
of Nations’ Assembly by unanimous 
vote, today adjusted the outstand­
ing differences between Great Bri­
tain, France and Germany on the 
questions of disarmament and 
national security, and paved the 
way for resumption of the work 
toward international disarmament, 
which was virtually discontinued 
after the break-up of the tri-parltte 
naval armament limitation confer­
ence in June.

The Assembly unanimously adopt­
ed resolutions recommending pro­
gressive development of arbitration 
through particular and collective 
agreements, and recommended 
speeding up the work of the pre 
paratory disarmamant conference to 
permit the calling of a general dis­
armament conference before next 
September.

Special Committee 
Another resolution was adopted 

recommending the appointment of a 
special committee to study the 
question of security simultaneously 
with that of disarmament, thus 
meeting with the French demand 
that the two questions be jointly 
considered and discussed.

This resolution recommended that 
members of the League draft 
regional defense accords among 
themselves, and recommended that 
the council of the League require 
each member to make known the 
extent of military aid that would be 
forthcoming in any particular arm­
ed conflict.

The Assembly refused to accept 
the suggestion of Fridtjof Nansen, 
noted Norwegian explorer who has 
been administering the League’s 
welfare work in Armenia, that the 
League cease its work among the 
Armenian refugees because of in­
sufficient funds.

The Assembly voted a ^ ed it of 
$3,500,000 for the construction of 
a League of Nations palace at 
Geneva as a permanent home for 
the League. A committee of five was 
appointed to select plans for the 
structure.

Today, shortly after the child’s 
father and uncle had gone to work, 
Riarienia returned, picked up a 
shotgun in a corner of the room in 
which Angelina was sleeping, and 
emptied its contents into her body, 
police declared. He then dashed out 
of the building and escaped.

START OF RACE 
Lido, Venice, Sept. 26.— Wit­

nessed by the greatest throng that 
ever crowded its way into this an­
cient city of the Doges, the 
Schneider Cup racers took their 
seaplanes into the air at 2.30 
o ’clock today in competition for 
the Schneider Cup, emblematic of 
world seaplane speed supremacy.

The first to start was Lieuten­
ant Klnkead, British contestant.
His Gloster - Napier machine 
flashed across the starting line at 
exactly 2:30 o’clock, the time of­
ficially set for the start of the 
races. Kinkead’s time for the 
first lap over the thirty-mile tri­
angular course opposite Lido beach 
was 267 miles per hour.

The second racer to start was 
the Italian De Bernard!, winner of 
last year’s event at Norfolk, Va., 
when the Italians won their first 
leg on the cup. The Italian s Red 
Macchi racer roared past the 
judges’ stand, leaving a trail or 
black' smoke on the water.

The other contestants followed 
in rapid succession.

Bad Luck for Italians 
Bad luck immediately beset the 

Italian flyers. Lieutenant Ferrarm 
was unable to complete the first 
lap, and returned to the hangar.
De Bernard! made a forced land­
ing after completing the second 
lap, leaving a single Italian con­
testant in the race.

Then misfortune tagged the first 
of the British flyers, Lieut. S. M. 
Kinkead. He was forced down at 
the end of the sixth lap by en­
gine trouble, after having attained 
the greatest speed of any of the 
racers. Kinkead’s best time was 
an average of 2.90 miles per hour 
for one lap. The terrific speed 
caused the exhaust fumes to turn 
the fuselage of his plane complete­
ly black. , ,

Kinkead’s withdrawal left 
contestants still in the race 
British and one Italian.

Italy’s Hope 
Two nations competed In this 

year’s races. Great Britain, chal­
lenger, and Italy, defender. Italy s 
hope for retaining the trophy, 
which Major De Bernard! won last 
year at Norfolk, Va., "went gliiu- 
merlng early in the race when her 
two crack pilots, De Bernard! and 
Lieut. Ferrarin were forced out of 
the race by motor trouble. Ferrarin 
failed to complete the first lap, and 
De Bernard! made only two laps.

Lieut. S. M. Kinkead, considered 
Britain’s chief hope, was forced out 
after making six laps, and after es­
tablishing the phenomenal speed of 
291 miles per hour. T.ie terrific 
speed of his motor had painted the 
sides of his plane entirely black 
with the exhaust fumes.

Britons Faster
The British planes, conceded be 

fore the start of the race to he fast­
er than the Italian, consistently 
made better speed than the Italian 
machines.

Webster, considered an outsider 
at the start of the event, after he 
had barely managed to qualify on 
two starts, finished the 350 kilo­
metre course at a speed of 453 
kilometres per hour.

As he flashed across the finish 
line Webster dipped the nose of his 
plane in graceful tribute to the 
judge’s stand, and then whirled off 
to his hangar.

The greatest throng that ban 
ever jammed its way Into Venice 
saw Webster’s plane roar over the 
finish line to take the Schneider 
cup to England for the third time 
since it was donated in 1912 for 
seaplanes competition by M. 
Jacques Schneider, French sports­
man. Webster made a quick get­
away and did the first lap at a 
speed of 280 miles per hour. As his 
motor warmed up, he gradually in­
creased his speed until at the finish 
he was traveling 453 kilometres 
per hour, giving him an average of 
286.1 miles per hour for the race.

The fastest previous’ average 
speed for this event was 232.573 
miles per hour, established by 
Lieut. J. H. Doolittle in 1926 at 
Baltimore, Md.

England has twice previously 
won the Schneider cup, at Monaco 
in 1914, and at Naples in 1922.

ATTEMPT TO WRECK 
LEGIONNAIRE TRAIN
Radicals In France Try 

Twice to Derail Engine on 
Americans’ Train.

Nice, France, Sept. 26.— A huge 
sign, bearing the Inscription “ Vi- 
vent Sacco and Vanzetti,”  furnished 
the chief clue today in the police 
investigation into the attempted de­
railment of special trains bearing 
members of the American LegTon 
on their “ Good-Will Tour” of Eu­
rope.

The first attempt occurred near 
the Golfe Juan station on the Rivi­
era. Five minutes before the 
Paris express, carrying hundreds of 
legionnaires on the first leg of their 
tour of amity and friendship 
through many countries of Europe, 
was scheduled to pass the spot, a 
tremendous explosion ripped loose a 
two-foot section of the track and 
tore a deep hule in the roadbed.

The night express, however, was 
running fourteen minutes late, and 
the break was discovered in time to 
halt the train anVi route over a dif­
ferent line to Nlte.

Sticks <m Track.
Several hours after the explosion 

railroad employees found two great 
boulders and a pile of sticks and 
sand on the tracks at Cap Dali, on 
the main line between Nice and 
Monte Carlo. In this instance, the 
tracks were cleared before any dam­
age was done.

Military police despatehed to 
guard the line immediately after 
the first bombing, found the Sacco- 
Vanzetti sign near the spot where 
the explosion occurred. The po­
lice advanced the belief that the at­
tempted outrages were in the na­
ture of ■ a radical “ protest” against 
the reception accorded the legion­
naires in Paris. They are connect­
ed by the authorities with recent 
outrages, attributed to Anarchist or 
Communist plotters, which have 
shaken tljs Riviera country.

An extensive investigation was 
Immediately begun by the police, 
and efforts made to trace the perpe­
trators of the near outrage through 
the lettering on the sign.

All trains were re-routed over 
different lines following the discov­
ery of the plot, and the Legion 
visitors placed under a heavy 
guard. They were not molested, 
however, after their arrival in Nice, 
participating in a parade and other 
ceremonies with no outward dem­
onstration marring the proceedings.

Hockanum River again.
The adjouraed city meeting ap­

propriated $500 for a survey to be 
made and this was done by the 
Khight Company, which company 
cleared up the Passaic river in New 
Jersey and carried off the ill smell 
and filth of that river. It was found 
in the survey made 'in Rockville 
that the fall .was sufficient as the 
sewage reached its point of disposal 
within one hour of the time that it 
was let free and the quantity of wa­
ter, dye and lint were at the septic 
tank in one hour’s time.

The state board of health, acting 
with the state commission on polu- 
tion of stream and water fronts has 
been active for some time in laying 
out the work that must be followed 
and the Hockanum River was 
among the rivers in this state that 
needed the first attention. The po!- 
ution of the stream because of the 
mills along down the street 
through and the entrance of the 
South Manchester seAvage at a point 
of the river near the west line of 
the town of Manchester, left an e.x- 
ceptionally poor condition from 
there on until it empties into the 
Connecticut River and it is claimed 
that the sewage from the Hocka- 
mim river combined with that of 
the Hog River in Hartford and the 
sanitary sewage of Hartford is not 
cleared in the river until several 
mills below Glastonbury, and this 
refers to only the heavy part of the 
sewage.

Rockville being at the head of 
the stream is one that is to be given 
the first attention. "While Jt will 
cost them considerable money the 
city has saved by experiments made 
in other places as the South Man­
chester Sanitary & Sewer District 
has spent over $300,000 in experi­
mental work which has extended 
over a period of over ten years.

In addition to the Hockanum the 
Tankeroosan stream will have to be 
cared for. It starts in the town of 
Vernon and the old mills at Dob- 
sonville is on this stream as is the 
falcottville mill. 'They join in a 
place just west of the Vernon town 
line and then come to the Union 
Pond. The one feature that is held 
out in the sale of the Oakland 
branch of the American writing pa­
per at the head of the Union Pond 
is the water rights that they have 
and the control of the pond is now 
owned by Cheney Brother, which 
they will have to clear up in the 
general plan.

Just how satisfactory the new 
septic tanks instated in the Eighth 
School and Utilities District, which 
takes care of the section of'Man­
chester north of the turnpike and 
the beds of the South Manchester 
Sanitary & Sewer District, the sec­
tion south of the Middle Turnpike 
is also to be later considered by the 
state board of health and also the 
streams leading into it. This work 
is under consideration at this time.

To do the work w.hich the city is 
to be called upon to do will be 
brought before the annual city 
meeting in December. In the mean­
time the health committee of the 
city of Rockville will have to go 
further into the recommendations 
that have been made by the Knight 
Company and will have in confer­
ence with them the mayor and the 
committee on health and some oth­
er men who have had experience in 
the building of sewage disposal 
jilants and a general discussion Will 
be bad. There may be figures asked 
for and there is the assurance giv­
en that the state will do all that Is 
possible to assist, but at* the best it 
is now expected that the work will 
not be done for anything under 
$100,000 as the city is concerned, 
perhaps $150,000. _ .

Left Over Delt
The project would not have been 

so hard to meet had past govern­
ments of the city taken care of the 
thirty year bond issue of $54,000, 
which was to be paid by a sinking 
fund. It was found that there was 
only $15,000 in the sinking fund at 
the end of the thirty years and re 
funding bonds were asked for $40,- 
000 of the bonds were sold and $1,- 
000 was left for use in experimen 
tal work and the survey, leaving 
$40,000 still unpaid on the bond Is- 
sueued thirty years ago, which will 
bave to be paid in a serial bond is­
sue and with the additional bond 
issue that will have to be called for 
it will leave two issues to be paid 
for at once, which must be retard­

ed ejicli year In given amounts as 
it is no longer allowed by the state 
for the Issuance of bonds unless 
through a serial bond issue.

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BOUND TO DIE BY 
ROPE, HOLDS FEET

Hilliardvine Man Makes De­
termined Attempt at Sui 
cide Bnt Fails.

COLUMBIA SUNDAY SCHOOL P0PH5 
AT S. M. E. PROMOTED

Said to have been dispondent 
over his financial condition, John G. 
Anderson, aged 38, made a futile 
attempt to commit suicide shortly 
before noon yesterday by hanging 
himself with a piece of rope in the 
cellar of his little home on 42 
Adams street in Buckland. The at­
tempt was frustrated in the nick of 
time when he was found hanging 
from a cellar joist by his wife, who 
had been visiting her next door 
neighbor. Anderson was taken to 
the Memorial hospital, where last 
night his condition was regarded as 
very serious. Today however, he 
showed marked improvement.

The most gtriking feature of the 
nffair was the grim determination 
of Anderson to take his life in a 
cellar so shallow that he had to 
bend his legs under him in jack­
knife fashion to avoid standing on 
the ground. When he was found, 
unconscious and almost dead, his 
hands were locked in a “ death 
grip” about his ankles. He was cut 
down by neighbors. Two local 
physicians arrived in a few minutes.

Put In Strait Jacket
Anderson was then removed to 

the hospital where, upon regaining 
consciousness, he became very vio­
lent. It was necessary to put him in 
a strait jacket. Last night, it was 
feared that his chances lor recovery 
were no: bright, but during the 
night effects of strangulation large­
ly disappeared.

Anderson had been working as a 
spinner at the E. E. Hilliard Com­
pany plant off and on for about six 
years. About four or fi/e months 
ago, however, he was laid off with 
others. Since that time, he has been 
unable to find steady employment, 
but during the last three or four 
weeks has been working at the Hil­
liard plant again temporarily.

It is understood that this is not 
the first time Anderson has become 
despondent and tried to take his 
life.

Druggists, manufacturers, pllysi- 

cians a.̂ .d others in Connecticut 
having to do with .the legitimate, 
legal dispensing or industrial use of 
alcohol are protesting strenuously I 
against the caper cut by the prohi­
bition euforcement authorities in 
removing the permissive division of 
the enforcement bureau for this 
state from Hartford to Boston. 
They have good and sufficient 
grounds for their indignation.

The reason given for the trans­
fer is that it is in the interest of 
the suppression o f ,bootlegging and 
improper diversion. Inasmuch as all 
investigative work and checking up 
on commercial and industrial per- 

' mits for Connecticut are still to be 
performed in Hartford, the only 
possible result to be expected from 
the transfer of the permissive au­
thority to Boston Is delay, red 
tape, annoyance— with the added 
chance of making blunders that al­
ways accompanies superfluous med­
dling and handling of oSlcial mat­
ters of any kind.

It is rather a grisly joke, for 
that matter, to suggest that any­
thing whatever, connected with 
prohibition enforcement, will be 
better and more honestly done in 
Boston than in Connecticut, be­
cause if there is any one spot in 
this country where the enforcement 
of prohibition, in its every aspect, 
is reduced to the limits of burlesque 
it is the capital city of Majsachu- 
setts. There is not the slightest 
question that there is more moon- 
shining, more bootlegging and more 
sheer low down drunkenness per 

— thousand of population, in Boston, 
than in any other city or town or 
village in New England.

That the plan of putting Connec­
ticut druggists, manufacturers, 
physicians and other legal handlers 
of alcohol under the control of the 
Boston dry authorities will operate 
to^the advantage of real law en­
forcement is not for a moment to 
be believed. That there is any ex- 

f  pectation on the part of the prohi- 
$  bition administration that it will so 

operate is extremely improbable. 
V This is merely another of those ex- 

hibition gestures which come when- 
ever a new' head of the enforcement 
work appears on the job. It is done 

f 'f o r  the sake of doing  ̂something 
I  that will attract the attention so 

that the pebple will not get the 
-- impression that the enforcing units 

have given up all pretense of acti- 
vity.

We must say, however, that 
there is considerable consistency in 
this step. It is annoying, bother­
some, harrassing— a nuisance. It 
cannot in the slightest degree af­
fect the question of drunkenness 
or temperance in Connecticut. And 
since that is precisely the truth 
with relation to the whole under­
taking of Volstead'prohibition, the 
present maneuver is of a piece with 
the law under which it Is'imade.

It cq^ntemplates will become a 
reality— though we cannot help 
wondering what would happen to 
the tourist on such a route should 
he happen to get hungry pr find 
himself out of gas. But we should 
very much dislike to see all at­
tempts to rid the main traveled 
highways of some of their nuis­
ances deferred in the interest of the 
purely scenic dfevelopment.

Any such park-like arrangement 
as Mr., Butterick and Civic Com­
ment hope for is bound to be a 
matter of the rather far future; it 
is already costing Connecticut 
about all she can stand to build 
utility roads. And in the meantime, 
for a good long while to come, w'e 
shall have to live with the roads 
that we now have or shall certainly 
build in the next few years. And it 
is greatly to be hoped that the 
dreams of far-off beauties will not 
cause all the forces of decency to 
abandon every effort to improve 
conditions along the roads that are 
and are sure to be.

It -would appear as if there exist­
ed, under the billboard law passed 
by the last Legislature, plenty of 
authority for the suppression of one 
of the most objectionable scenic 
disfigurements now marring the 
vicinity of our main roads. We re­
fer, of course, to those pernicious 
advertising signs which compel the 
attention of the motorist because, 
at first glimpse, they appear to be 
official road direction signs. The 
similitude is, of course, intention­
al.

To permit the continuance of 
these si^ns is to put a premium on 
disregard, by motorists, of the 
w'hole system of safety signs v so 
painstakingly created by the High­
way Department; because no mo­
torist is going to long continue to 
heed highway signs when every sec­
ond, one turns out to be an adver-

signed from the navy during the 
year of his graduation, having re- 
c^ved hi| academy education at 
the expense of the nation.

PIRACY
Not too much of what goes on in 

the course of the war with liquor 
smugglers ever comes to the knowl­
edge of the American public. An in­
teresting development reaches the 
newspapers by way of the Bahama 
islands concerning a proceeding 
which many of us would like to 
know more about.

The incident in question is the 
arrest and impending trial for pi­
racy on the high seas of an Ameri­
can named Charles H. Nestle, -who 
is accused of taking part in the 
seizure by an American Coast 
Guard vessel of a rum smuggler, 
the seizure having taken place iu 
British waters. It appears that Nes­
tle is not a member of the Coast 
Guard, though he was aboard the 
cutter which made the seizure, and 
the British authorities charge that 
he obtained possession of some of 
the seized cargo of liquor— -was in 
possession of it, in fact, ■when he 
■v'as arrested.

The rum smuggler -was an Amer­
ican vessel, according to the 
sketchy item from the Bahamas, 
and doubtless for reasons of Inter­
national policy the authorities in 
the islands have avoided bringing 
charges of improper action against 
the Coast Guard ship. But the trial

Contrary to popular belief, traffic 
on the Mississippi river has doubled 
within the past 40 years.

By RODNEY BUTCHER
Washington, Sept. 26.— Mr. 

Simon Michelet, the indefatigable 
analyist of voting statistics, has 
found that the primary vote of the 
40 . states which have primaries is 
increasing about six times as 'fast 
as the general election vote.

From this, Mr. Michelet deduc­
es that the pririiaries are coming 
more and more to take the place 
of the election. In 13 states the 
primary vote exceeds the general 
election vote, in 13 others it ap­
pears to be the determining fac­
tor In the election and in six or 
eight of the other 14 primary 
states the issue is seldom in 
doubt after the primaries.

Mr. Michelet shows that the 
primary vote has increased 
from 8^456,159 in 1920 to 13,- 
829,215 in 1926, when the gen­
eral election vote for the 40 states 
was 17,167,3'l4. This was a gain 
of 60. per cent. The gain from 
1920 to 1924 was 50 per cent, 
■while there -were only 10 per cent 
more votes in the general elec­
tion in the entire 48 states. On 
the basis of these figures Michelet 
describes the primary growth as 
“the most conspicuous feature on 
the face of American politics.”

In this study, Mr. Michelet has 
dealt only with state-wide pri­
maries for nomination of state of­
ficial, and U. S. senators and con­
gressmen. Just such primaries, 
of course, as produced the lament­
able Vare and Smith scandals in 
Pennsylvania and Illinois and led 
such staunch friends of the people 
as Secretary Mellon, Senator Dave 
Reed and Vice President Daw'es 
to suggest that primaries were 
very bad things for the public’s 
morals. \

As soon as the important facts 
In the Michelet analysis begin 
to sink in on politicians and oth­
ers who are interested in such 
things, argument 'will begin as to 
what they mean and the pro-pri­
mary folks will use the figures to 
prove one thing and the anti-pri­
mary folks to prove another.

With admirable restraint, Mr. 
Michelet himself has kept propa­
ganda out of his analysis, but as 
he is the founder and guiding 
spirit of the National Get-Out-the- 
Vote Club it seems likely that he 
deplores the thought that many 
people are voting in the primaries 
and abstaining from the general 
election.

The significance of the figures, 
however, seems to attach to the 
fact that the primary system has 
given the voters themselves a 
chance to pick their candidates 
and has made it much more diffi­
cult for the professional politi­
cians and machine bosses to 
hand-pick them.

Anyone can run in a primary 
and give the public a chance to re­
ward him for his services; under 
the old system a candidate had to 
holt the party— as did Roosevelt 
in 1912— in case he wmsn’t satis­
factory to the big boys. Most of 
the presidential primary laws in 
effect today were adopted by vari­
ous states in order to give Roose­
velt a chance at the Republican 
nomination. Roosevelt was very 
successful in those primaries, but 
there weren’t enough of them to 
put him over.

The voter, realizing that his 
best chance to obtain a satis­
factory official lies in the primary, 
acts accordingly. If a man totally 
unsatisfactory to him wins the 
nomination, his party tells -him to 
vote the straight ticket, hut his 
common sense tells him to sup­
port the other party’s -man or to 
refrain from the election.

Figures aren’t available as to 
which course is most often chosen, 
but here seems to lie as logical an 
explanation of Mr. Michelet’s fig­
ures as any, for one often hears 
the plaint that election candidates 
are as alike as two peas and no 
choice is allowed the man who 
wants a different sort of emdi- 
date.

CARELESS DEBTORS

Pastor Declares Thing Badly 
Needed Is a Great Debt 
Paying Campaign.

Rev. Josep’h Cooper, pastor of 
the South Methodist church, 
asked by The Herald for an expres­
sion of his views on whatever sub­
ject he deemed to be most imme­
diately urgent for the welfare of 
the community, today declared in 
the following interview that the 
oyer employment of credit in the 
ordinary business of living is a

peril to the moral and material 
well being of the people. He as­
serted that one thing sorely needed 
is a great debt-paying campaign. 
Said the minister:

"All stripes of politicians must 
recognize the great and invaluable 
contribution the present Coolidge 
administration has made In mat­
ters of finance. The reduction of 
the debt was the major duty for 
the president and his administra­
tion to tackle and right nobly have 
they succeeded in their difficult 
task. Every dollar paid off the 
national debt means the lessening 
of taxation and, therefore, cheaper 
living.

R estriction  o f  L iberty
"Debt is always an incumbrance, 

a restriction of one’s liberty, a bad 
thing for both debtor and creditor.

"The way some folks go gayly 
into debt even when they know 
they can hardly ever pay shows 
how shallow is their thinking and 
how limited their moral sense.

Many tales of woe have been 
told me by tradesmen, even in

our goodly town if the debt- 
charges they have had to carry for 
their customers until they have 
broken down and gone to pieces fi­
nancially under the strain.

Food, clothing, rent, medicine 
are essentials and should receive 
our first consideration. No matter 
what a man’s Income is he should 
live within it. Every dollar spent 
outside of our Income is debt for 
which some one must pay or suf­
fer the consequence's.

"All 'of us need credit at times 
but we should not seek such cred­
it without having some well- 
founded assurance that it will be. 
met. Most of us could meet our 
bills if we were careful of our in­
come. We have turned so many 
luxuries into necessities that we 
cannot stretch our income over all 
these things. Cars, radios, mov­
ies, Bdlsons, vacations are all good 
things but not at the expense of 
the essentials of life.

HINTS ON HOW TO KEEP WELL 

by World Famed Authority

GIRLS WHO WORK INDOORS
FACE HEALTH PROBLEMS

Of the thousands of girls employ- 
'ed  in factories, offices and shops, 
few of them pay much attention to 

I their health. Fortunately for them 
,many great business organizations 
are beginning to Introduce inspec­
tion service and educational service 
that will be of great assistance In 
cutting down the amount of time 
lost by illness and In making these 
people appier.

The Industrial Hygiene Bulletin 
of the New York State Department 
of Labor has recently published a 
special bulletin of advice for work­
ing girls which emphasizes some of 
the important points. The rules for 
diet are simple:

Eat regularly, slowly and chew 
your food thoroughly. Eat a varied 
diet. Including plenty of fruit and 
vegetables, with meat only once a 
day. Drink two glasses of milk 
every day and very little tea or 

'coffee. Do not fiat many sweets. 
'Avoid fried, greasy and highly 
spiced foods. If you are more than 
10 pouiyis overweight, eat less of 

especially fats, sugar

To Improve Weight
If you are more than 10 pounds 

underweight, eat more at each 
meal, get more rest and learn to 
relax. Tf you feel worried or ner­
vous, eat less than usual. Drink six 
or eight glasses of water a day. 
Drink a glass on rising la the 
morning. Drink water with your 
meals, but do not use it to wash 
down food insufficiently chewed. 
Cool water Is better than ice water.

The advice relative to clothing 
seems to be useless, because wo­
men are notoriously governed more 
by the styles than by reasons of 
health in their choice of clothing. 
However, the bulletin emphasizes 
the inadvisability of dressing too 
warmly indoors, and the advisabili­
ty of wrapping up when going out­
doors.

Among some of the other sug­
gestions are the following:

Keep the window? open in your 
home all the year abound. The 
room temperature should be 68 F- 
in the daytime and 50 F. at night. 
Try to stay outdoors at least an 
hour and a half every day. Get out­
doors at the lunch hour and walk to 
and from work. Spend your day off 
outdoors as often as possible.

Air and Recreation
Vary your recreation with out­

door exercise, such as skating, ten­
nis, hiking. Dancing in healthful, if 
not overdone.' Do not so to the

movies too often, especially if your 
work is sedentary. Movies mean 
poor air, no exercise, late hours. 
Go to a gymnasium or swimming 
pool if there is one in your neigh­
borhood.

Constipation and eyestrain most 
frequently cause headache. Find 
out the cause and remove it per­
manently. Do not take head,ache 
powders or medicines of any kind.

Try to get fun out of your work 
and the satisfaction that comes 
with trying to do your work well. 
Few things contribute so much to 
good health and a sense of well­
being.

New Yoik, Sept. 26.— Regardless 
of whether Referee Davo Harry 
counted too much or too little or 
just enough or not at all, the fol­
lowing fact was a stand out In the 
Dempsey-Tunney situation today 
That Jack Dempsey probably would 
be the heavyweiglit champion of 
tlie world once more if the bout 
had been fought In New York In­
stead of Chicago. This Is not offered 
In a spirit of criticism of Chicago’s 
system or its integrity, both of 
which are beyond reproach.

Chicago’s system merely is dif­
ferent from that of New York, or at 
least it seems to be. Anyhow, the 
former appears to give the break to 
the man on the floor; the latter to 
the man on his feet.

As soon as a man goes down in 
a New York ring, the timekeeper 
arises and begins pounding the 
count on the canvas with a mallet. 
The referee, meanwhile, busies
himself with the matter of usher­
ing the other fighter to a neutral 
corner. This clone, he returns to the 
fallen man, picks up the count at 
what point it may bo and toll.? on to 
ten or to the point where the man 
decides to forsake the perpendicu­
lar.

In other words, only ten seconds 
can elapse between the actual
knockdown and the actual knock­
out, with this lone exception; that. 
In case the man scoring the Icnock- 
down leaves the neutral corner be 
fore the completion of the count, 
it is stopped Immediatel.v. When 
the man returns to the corner, the 
count is resumed at the point where 
it was stopped. ^

Same Rule
I-eo P. Flynn scab the rules In 

New York and Chicago on Knock- 
0 downs are almost identical. If that 

Is true, then Tunney was'eounted 
out and Dempsey should be counted 
In right now and Immediately How- 
over, I have listened to Mr. Flynn 
say things all my life and a dispas­
sionate check-up has shown that at 
least five times out of a hundred he 
Is right.

This, of course, may be an occa- 
slo.n that falls within the minority 
one-twentieth. Still I saw the Chica­
go system worked twice that night 
— once In the big fight and again 
in a "mugg” bout that followed.' In 
t’.ie latter Instance, the tlmekeepor 
h.ad. counted three when ho noted 
tliaf the referee was having trouble 
in making the other man go away 
from there. When everything had 
straightened out, they started the 
count all over again at "one,.”

But, as Flynn pointed out, the 
.system did not run one hundred per 
cent through the evening. When 
Tunney scored his knockdown In 
the eighth, Barry didn’t hesitate a 
second.

“ One,” he started almost while 
Dempsey was in midair. I guess the 
boy forgot his text book that time. 

Dempsey to Blame 
However, when you get right 

down to It, the loss of the fight 
must be laid at Dempsey’s door, 
not at the referee’s, nor the time­
keeper’s nor at Tunney’s least of 
all. ,
'  The latter was quite within his 
rights all the way. Ha was waiting 
for the referee to' say “ nine” and, 
when he did, Tunney got up. It 
didn’t make the slightest difference 
to him whether or not nine thous­
and seconds had elapsed, all told. 
Ho was waiting to hoar the nine- 
count.

In an early paragraph, the writer 
said that Dempsey “ probably”  
would be champion today if the

Inquiry at the cashier’s office of

The Board of Selectmen of 

Manchester, as quoted in The Man­
chester Herald of September 20, 
sav that they are opposed to Town 
PlLning but do not give reasoiis 
which seem sufficient and satisfac­
tory for their opposition.

The Town Plan Commission wm 
not add to the e^P®?ses of tbe 
town, because, first it 
necessary to have Duplicate plans would be entireljr 
superfluous and unnecessary, sec­
ond the chairman of the Board of 
Selectmen and the Town Engineer 
must serve ex officio on the Com 
mission: third, the General Sta­
tutes provide that the Town Plan 
Commission shall serve without 
pay and that only necessary ex­
penses shall he provided.

With these provisions I cannot 
comprehend how or why there 
should be any additional expenses 
to the town Involved in a Town 
Planning Commission.

I would also like to point out and 
remind the Board of Selectmen 
that in their meeting held on Feb­
ruary 23, 1927 they voted That 
the Board of Selectmen favors a 
ToAvn Plan Commission for tne 
Town of Manchester, hut recom­
mend that a Charter Revision 
Committee be appointed at a ru- 
ture town meeting to consider the 
advisability of revising the Charter 
of the Town of Manchester, whicn 
Comittee should at that time take 
into consideration planning, 
ing and any other changes which
seem advisable.”

After I had been advised by the 
clerk of the Board of Selectmen of 
the above vote, they were good 
enough and courteous enough to 
grant me a hearing and during the 
conversation I tried to draw out 
from them their reasons for rec­
ommending a Charter Revision 
Committee, hut Avas unable to ob­
tain from them any sufficient rea­
son for appointing such a com­
mission. They cited the fact that 
if a Town Plan Commission shouia 
be raised, it should also include 
the poAvers of zoning, but the Gen­
eral Assembly has passed a statute 
providing that any town can raise

a zoning cammission at any tifne 
they desire by vote of a Town 
meeting, and it will be absolutely 
un.n&ce&sary to Introduce a special 
charter revision in order to obtain

They also pointed out that our 
present charters had been revised 
sb often and were on the hwks in 
so many different places that it 
was hayd for them' to find exactly 
what the provisions of the Present 
charter were. They also specified 
that they thought some of bur 

1 present hy-lawis should he in the
.Acharter. . •

My answer to this Is that It Is 
imtirely within the pr9vince of the 
Loard of Selectmen, without even 
the vote of a town meeting, to 
ha\v« the present laws codified and 
I obtained Information for the 
Board of Selectmen that this could 
be done foi  ̂ about $50.00 Ijy a 
very competent lawyer. I also 
pointed out to the Board of Select­
men that if the by-laws of the town 
were sufficient, it gave the town 
much more flexibility in the 
handling of its business to have, 
certain provisions in the form of 
by-laws rather than in the form of 
a state charter which could not he 
changed without special act of the 
Le,gislature.

I most respectfully challenge 
ainy member of the Board of Se­
lectmen to point out to the public 
in the columns of The Manchester 
Herald, any just and sufficient 
reason for altering our charter at
this time.
