CAT GOES TO BOSTON
IN A SAMPLE CASE

The Board of Selectmen, at Its 
final meeting last night before an­
nual town election, -remained 
firm in its stand against the elec­
tion of a town planning commis­
sion as proposed by the Manchester 
Chamber of Commerce. President 
Austin Cheney of the Chamber met 

' with the Selectmen for a final dis­
cussion of the question before it is 
put to a vote in Monday’s town 
meeting. The board could not be 
convinced that town planning un­
der the general statute was advis­
able for Manchester and Mr. Che­
ney could not be turned from his 
belief that the legislation would be 
beneficial to the town.

Five Points
The Selectmen base their oppo­

sition to town planning as provid­
ed by the general statute on five 
specific points. First, as Manches­
ter 1s now governed under a special 
charter conflicts in authority are 
bound to arise should a town plan 
commission be raised with the 
duties given such a commission un­
der the state law. The new commis­
sion would be given much of the 
work now handled by the Board of 
Selectmen. A Town Planning com­
mission not working in harmony 
with the Board of Selectmen would 
cause no end of trouble to the de­
triment of both the commission’s 
plans and the Board .of Selectmen’s 
proposals. Several instances of pos­
sible conflict have been tabulated 
by the Selectmen and will be pre­
sented to the voters Monday night.

Secondly, the organization of a 
Town Planning commission here 
would spread Authority in the most 
Important of the town’s legislative 
matters. Taxpayers In Manchester 
look to the Selectmen for the 
proper conduct of town affairs. The 
Selectmen are held responsible for 
town’s finances, are expected to 
keep expenses down, nnd -jace con- 
sldered' a court of resort by-Yoterri 
and taxpayers seeking adjustment 
of town action they are elth?r dis­
pleased with or think could be bet­
ter done. By giving a considerable 
amount of authority now held by 
the Selectmen to the proposed town 
planning board this authority Is so 
spread that the average voter 
would not know which board to 
present his grievances to. He would 
naturally go to the Selectmen who 
might have to refer him to the 
Town Planning commission, if the 
work came under that board’s su­
pervision.

Mrs, 
Gundlach, sobbing as she told her 
story, accused Brewer, as the lead­
er of the raid, of shooting her hus­
band as he lay on the porch with 
bullet wounds In his body.

The three other agents, D. M. 

Jackley, R. S, Cornett and John T. 
Fisher, already are under bond. 
Fisher is in a hospital In Washing­
ton.

The case has been given preced­
ence on the calendar and probably 
will be reached within a week,

"Brewer's the man who fired n 
pistol right at my husband’s head 
after the firing was over.”

Brewer admitted firing the shots 
which killed Gundlach but said he 
shot in self-defense when Gundlach 
appeared on the po^ch and began 
firing at the agents with a shotgun 
and a pistol. The raiders did not 
have a warrant.

Yale plays the flrst football game 
of the 1927 season next Saturday 
afternoon.

New Buildings
While Yale opens, on Thursday, 

the new Harkness recitation and 
faculty office building at College 
and Wall streets, and a portion of 
the new Bingham dormitory at Col­
lege and Chapel streets, work has 
been resumed on the vast Sterling 
Memorial library. The work, start­
ed a year ago, was given up after 
a huge" hole had been dug in the 
Wall street block from York to 
High streets, to enable a change In 
plans. The new library Is announc­
ed as “ the outstanding structure 
In the Yale plant;”

The city of New Haven Is push­
ing a new million-dollar highway 
through the heart of the university 
via Grove street and York Square, 
to supplement the Elm street high­
way, a job that is expected to he 
linighed in time for the great rush 
of football traffic la mld-Octobex;.

Pittsburgh, Sept. 27.— The Senate 
will seat Senator-Elec'.

"It will depend upon develop­

ments in Washington whether we 
will oppose the ‘Jim’ Reed commit­
tee,” the Pennsylvania Senator 
said. "Regardless of that, I am con­
fident Vare will be seated and the 
Wilson contest dismissed by the 
Senate. Vare won his election to the 
Senate by so tremendous a majori­
ty, I can’t see how the Senate will 
ever deny him his legal seat.”

All the ballots cast at the 1926 
election were recently seized by 
orders of the three federal district 
courts in Pennsylvania. The ballots 
will be held under the jurisdiction 
of the courts until. December when 
the Senate will formally move to 
take charge of them for a recount 
in the Wilson contest against Vare.

It 
was alleged that several forgeries 
like the one with which he was 
specifically charged had been com­
mitted over a period of months 
amounting to sums variously esti­
mated from $3,000 to $10,000.

Pleads Guilty
At the local court hearing Gott­

schalk was bound over to the Su­
perior Court, The term' opened 
last 'Tuesday. He pleaded guilty 
and his attorney asked that sen­
tence. be delayed until today. Gott­
schalk "Will have served six months 
In jail when his term is ended.

St..Louis early 
bn the morning of Friday, Sep­
tember 16, after leaving a Broad­
way night club shortly before 
dawn.

Find Anto Deserted
One of the mo^t mysterious ele­

ments in the disappearance, it was 
learned, was the finding of Rey­
nold’s expensive yellow roadster 
overturned In a creek near Port 
Washington, Long Island, shortly 
before noon on the day he disap­
peared. No one was found near 
the car. and there was no evi­
dence to indicate what had hap­
pened to Its driver.

Reynolds, who Is president of the 
Reynolds Airways, Ltd., which ar­
ranged last month to purchase 
Curtiss Field, near Mlneola, Long 
Island, and establish there a 
freight and airplane service, came 
to New York from Winston-Salem 
on Sunday, September 11 to attend 
the opening of a musical comedy of 
which he was the backer. He divid­
ed the first four days of his stay 
here between Broadway and Long 
Beach, here he had rented a home. 
On September 15, he took up quar­
ters here at the Hotel White with 
John Graham, a friend,’ and Man­
uel H. Davis, an officer of the 
Plane Speaker Corporation, an air­
plane accessory concern.

Police Arrest Man Who Claims 
He Was Working at Time of 
the Crime.

Berkeley, Calif., Sept. 27.— "I 
am not glad I killed him, hut if 
I caught him abusing my mother 
again I’d shoot him!”

This was the statement made to­
day by twelve-year-old Jerome 
Frederick Cornell who yesterday 
shot and killed his stepfather, 
Charles D. Van Alderwelt, 35 who, 
according to the boy, was choking 
his mother when he fired the fatal 
shot.

The shooting, police said, came 
as the aftermath of a violent quar­
rel between Van Alderwelt, San 
Francisco manager of the Foreign 
Department of the American Ex­
press' Co., and his second wife, 
young Cornell’s mother.

The youth said he heard sounds 
of a violent quarrel yesterday 
morning, that he came down stairs 
In time to see his stepfather hurl 
a cigarette box at his mother and 
that he then ran upstairs and load­
ed his small calibre rifle.

“ When I came down again,” 
he said, “ my stepfather was chok­
ing my mother. He called me a 
dog and told me to get out.”

Then, according to the boy’s 
story told to police, he raised 'the 
rifle without taking definite aim, 
and fired.

Says Growing Conunmiity 
Must Be Ready For Fu­
ture Development

theiit when the need for the Im­
provement has actually demonstrat­
ed itself, the cost of carrying it out 
in the way it should ho carried out 
is so great that the town, in order 
to finance it at all, must do so in a 
fourth or fifth class manner.

There are many planning prob­
lems which we have shirked in the 
past that are stili with us, problems 
that we have tried to dodge, prob­
lems that we have refused to 
recognise, problems that we have 
done everything we could to evade 
but which still confront us.

Editor, The Herald:—
Manchester 1s growing. Prom 

1900 to 1920 our population in­
creased from 10,601 to 18,870.

To care for our growing popula­
tion some millions of dollars will 
probably be spent during the next 
twenty-five years upon new houses, 
new stores, new factories, new 
schoolhouses, new fire stations, new 
pavements, new sewers, and other 
kinds of construction in and around 
Manchester. That this money should 
be spent toward the permanent up­
building of our town goes without 

. saying. And yet. If we don’t have a 
comprehensive Town Plan to guide 
our development— a well thought 
out program to co-ordinate our pri­
vate* and public activities with 
reference to all the requirements of 

' the community— we won’t become 
the city we might be. And we shallt 
have to spend vastly more money 
in the end.

Town Planning Does Not mean 
that more money should be spent 
upon the development of Manches­
ter, than would be spent upon it in 
the absence of a plan.

The Board of Selectmen give as 
one of their reasons for opposing 
Town Planning, as quoted from the 

^ "Herald" of September 20th that 
the "cost of a Town Plan would be 
almost prohibitive at the present 
time, as almost immediately the ex­
pense of the engineering depart­
ment would be doubled” . This is 
absolutely false for with a Town 
Plan only one set of plans would be 
required and used by the several 
municipal departments and also by 
Independent public utility organi­
zations.

The law specifies that the Town 
Engineer and the Chairman of the 
Board of Selectmen shall be mem­
bers of the Town Planning Com­
mission, This we consider a very 
wise precaution as In Itself it will 
tend to prevent unnecessary ex­
penses and should in the long run, 
decrease rather than increase the 
expenses of the Engineering Depart­
ment because with the Town En­
gineer attending meetings of both 
the Selectmen and the Town Plan­
ning Commission, a comprehensive 

j plan will be made for the future and 
unnecessary work will not be done 

f  from year to year which would have 
been avoided had an Intelligent 

, plan been made.
A town plan does the same thing 

' for a town that a blue print does 
for a house— it lays down a plan to 

ij. coDBtrPQtiPh-. Wheu ,we build
k a plan of it be-
■9 rore we start 'to build'. We find that 

a plan enables us not only to build 
a better house but  ̂ more economi- 

, cal house than we could ever hope 
to build without a plan. This is so 
true that nobody would ever dream 

^ Q f building a house,without a plan. 
X ihdcbd'it is true not only of'a house 
" but of all kinds of buildings—  

stores, factories, offices, churches, 
schools. It is also true of almost 
anything else, whether a railroad, 
a ship, a machine, an airplane, or a 
watch. Only in the case of towns 
and cities do we build first and 
make the blue print plan after­
wards. Town and City Planning 

5 merely implies recognition of the 
 ̂ fact that what is true of everything 
else is also true of towns and cities; 
that as a matter of course, the 
planned town or city is healthier, 
more convenient, more efficient, 
more economical and more attrac­
tive than the unplanned Town or 
City,

A town plan merely lays down a 
program of development to guide 
the growth of the town, as, and 
when it requires the carrying out of 
different improvements, so that 
each improvement may be co-ordi­
nated with other needed improve- 

-,,ments;— that each improvement 
upon its completion will contribute 

■ to the permanent upbuilding of the 
town by filling into and rounding 
out a comprehensive plan of com- 

, munity development. Without a 
plan, the town builds for today—  
there is no attempt to foresee and 
provide for the needs of tomorrow. 
The usual result is that a town does 
not carry out an improvement until 
after It is due, until its lack has 
already resulted In great loss and 
inconvenience to the public. And

CHARTER REVISION
There seems to be no good rea­

son why the Selectmen’s request for 
authority to appoint a Manchester 
charter revision committee should 
not he unreservedly granted by the 
town meeting. On the contrary 

ythere is every reason why it should 
be granted.

Nothing eould be surer than that 
Manchester needs a new charter.
The instrument under Vhich she is 
now conducting her affairs is ad­
mirable in principle, as far as it 
goes. But it nevertheless has be­
come ;a thing of shreds and patches 
through frequent and fragmentary 
amendment, and the community 
jjjas outgrown it. What is most seri­
ously needed is a charter not only 
broader but simpler; not only en­
dowing the municipality with a 
large measure of home rule but at 
the same time less complicated.
We need a special form of charter 
which will give us the advantage of 
opportunity to manage our affairs 
as the affairs of a growing city 
should be managed, while retaining 
the peculiar virtues and economies 
that inhere in our special town 
charter.

We need a charter that will pro­
vide for the consolidation of our 
school control; that will -make it 
possible to inaugurate a system of 
town planning in which there will 
be neither conflict of authority nor 
vagueness of purpose; that will en­
able the community to protect it­
self by zoning regulations under 
legal sanctions strong enough to 
ei^ure for all time yet flexible 
enough to adjust themselves to the 
revolutionary changes wrought by 
the years; that will put an end to 
the sectional differentiations whicii 
make Manchester appear to out­
siders like several separate commu­
nities; that will consolidate our 
tax-laying and our tax collecting; 
that will bring the expenditures of 
|he single community into^a single 
budget; that will rid u4 of the 
waste and duplication of effort that 
arises from a district system of gov­
ernment better applicable to sever­
al widely separated villages of a 
half century ago than to a prosper­
ous city of 1927, and that will ot- 
ganize Manchester into a homo­
geneous community.

We need this "kind of a charter 
so very badly that it would be a 
serious blunder indeed to let an­
other session of the Legislature 
pass without being fully prepared, 
from every angle, to go before that 
body and demand it.

The preparation of the exactly 
right kind of a charter for Man­
chester is a job. It is a job for the 
best possible commission that can 
be raised. And approximately four­
teen months is none too long a time 
to allow for the work. It is ample 
but not excessive. If the town meet­
ing grants the authority that the 
Selectmen ask, and if the select 
men proceed at once to the careful 
selection of the commission’s per­
sonnel, it may be expected that that 
body, with reasonable diligence, 
will be able to examine every inch 
of the ground to be gone over, to 
arrive at considered conclusions on 
Bvery detail of the proposed charter 
and to formulate the best instru­
ment of its kind that could possibly 
be devised with reference to the 
needs of this town, perhaps a few 
weeks in advance of the session of 
the Legislature beginning in Janu­
ary 1928. In other words, this is the 
time to begin.

It should hardly be necessary to 
warn against any thoughtless at­
tempt on the floor of the town 
meeting to take the appointment 
of tl̂ e commission out of the hands 
of the Selectmen. This is not prop­
er subject for snap action. The 
membership of that commission 
must be very carefully chosen, for 
such a group will have a great deal 
of laborious work to do and there 
will be required of its membership 
not only level-headedness and a 
large amount of sheer ability but a 
willingness to stick to the job till 

% it is done. Needless to say that will 
call for very deliberate selection 
and is a task fof many days, not for 
the hair-trigger determination of a 
town meeting.

FASCIST ^ S T E R Y  
There would seem to be some­

thing of mystery in the proceedings 
of the Department of Labor direct­
ed against the growth of what is 
termed American Fascism. Some 
days ago Jesse M. Thomas, district 
director of naturalization at Balti­
more, refused to grant citizenship 
to 23 Italians on the ground that 
they were Fascist! and that the tak­
ing of the Fascist oath binds the 
oath taker to continuing allegiance 
to his mother country and makes it 
Impossible for him to become a loy­
al citizen of America,

On Saturday of last week Secre­
tary of Labor Davis, whose depart­
ment is charged with the adminis­
tration of the immigration and 
naturalization laws, and Raymond 
F. Crist, director ot the Naturaliza­
tion Bureau of the department, 
openly approved the action of Dis­
trict Director Thomas. “ Fascism 
has no place in the United States,” 
declared the secretary.

In the earlier phases of the af­
fair It was intimated in the news 
dispatches that steps might be tak­
en by the government to annul the 
citizenship of Italian born persons 
already naturalized, if it were 
shown that they were members of 
the Fascist!. There has been no 
further talk of such a step more re­
cently. *

Between the time of the original 
action by Director Thomas and his 
backing up by his superiors, the 
Fascist! League of America, 
through its president. Dr. F. Maca- 
luso of New York, addressed a letT 
ter to the press of the country, a 
copy of which has been received by 
the Herald.

This letter declares that the Fas- 
cistl Oath, which seems to be the 
bone of contention, is no thing of 
sinister significance, secret and 
threatening. In order to bring con­
viction of the oath’s innocence of 
treason to America, Dr. Macaluso 
includes it in his letter, as follows.

I swear upon my honor,
To serve with loyalty and dis­

cipline the Fascist Idea of So­
ciety based upon Religion, Na­
tion and Family, and to promote 
respect for Law, Order 
Hierarchy, and for the Tradition 
of the Race.

To love, serve, obey and exalt 
the United St îtes of America and 
to teach obedience to and respect 
for its Constitution and laws.

To keep alive the veneration 
for Italy as our country of origin 
and as the eternal light of civili­
zation and greatness.

To fight with all my strength 
the theories and ideas aiming to 
subvert, corrupt or disintegrate 
Religion, Love of Country, and 
Family.

To make all efforts to better 
my culture and myself, physical­
ly and morally, so as to deserve 
to belong to those who guide the 
Nations in the greatest moments.

To be disciplined to the hier­
archies of the Fascist! League 
of North America.
If this is the Fascist! Oath to

which the Department of Labor ob­
jects so strenuously it would seem 
as if Secretary Davis and his sub­
ordinates were rather unduly 
frightened. This oath is ornate, 
rhetorical, perhaps a little cryptic 
in spots, butnt appears to us to be 
theatrical rather than very deadly.

But are Dr. Macaluso and Secre­
tary Davis talking about the same 
oath? Possibly not. The good doc­
tor’s oath evidently is the oath 
taken by American Fascist! in this 
country. Perhaps Mr. Davis objects 
to an oath taken by Fascists in 
Italy before they come to America. 
And perhaps that is quite, a dif­
ferent sort of oath.

Certainly there can be no good 
reason why the Department of La­
bor should not shed some illumina­
tion on just what the offense is for 
which it is excluding Fascists who 
otherwise would come in under the 
quota. It would dear the atmos­
phere quite a de&I if Mr. Davis 
would let the public in on the na­
ture, even the phraseology, of the 
Fascist Oath to which he refers. 
Many Americans are curious to 
know what it was that these exclud­
ed Italians swore to do or not to 
do.

Yet that 
Is what his request can be inter­
preted as meaning.

LIECHTENSTEIN
The little principality of Liech­

tenstein, in Germany, which has 
just been visited by a disastrous 
flood and which figures prominent­
ly in the news today, is referred-to 
in the dispatches as “ the smallest 
independent state in Europe.”

It is not. It is larger than either 
San Marino, in Italy, or Monaco, in 
France. It is, however, a tiny coun­
try, lying south of the Lake of 
Constance and extending along the 
right bank of the Rhine opposite 
Swiss territority, for-about twelve 
miles. Its total area is about 65 
square miles, a great deal less than 
that of an ordinary Connecticut 
county. It has a population about 
half that of Manchester, or in the 
neighborhood of ten thousand per­
sons. The capital is Vaduz, which 
has a little more than a thousand 
inhabitants. The state has a legis­
lature or diet of twelve members 
and a lieutenant resident who rep­
resents the prince, who has ordi­
narily made his residence in Vien­
na.

Whatever may happen to the 
principality of Liechtenstein, in the 
way of a flood disaster, the tragedy 
can be worst but fractional in mag 
nitude compared to the visitation 
of horror which came to our own 
l^Iississippi valley.

Washington, Sept. 27.—^Accord 
ing to the most common method 
of determining whether a man had, 
a good vacation, Calvin Coolidge 
did not.

The president was away long 
enough to pick up a thick coat of 
tan on his manly features, but ap­
parently one is protected from 
the sun’s rays when he wears a 
cowboy hat and so the president 
has little to show for his trip.

There is some argument, as to 
whether Mr. Coolidge is fatter or 
thinner and as to whether he 
looks better or worse than when 
he went away, but the truth seems 
to be that he took off perhaps 
something like three pounds and 
that his waistline circumference is 
slightly shorter.

After looking the president 
over at his first press conference 
since his return, one also decides 
that he looks a little healthier if 
anything. The visit out west 
seems to have taken a little more 
Yankee twan.g out of the Coolidge 
speech. Not that he came back 
talking like a plainsman is sup 
posed to talk according to the 
movies, but the president doesn’t 1 
talk nearly so much like a rural 
actor as when he first came to 
Washington.

NAVY ROAV
Secretary Wilbur hit Admiral 

Magruder on the belt if not below 
It when he requested that critical 
officer to “ submit his plan for re­
organization of the Navy,” as the 
latest move in the teapot war be­
tween the head of the Navy Depart­
ment and the. outspoken sailor.

Admiral Magruder says that “ of 
course”  he has no plan and that he 
has so notified Mr. Wilbur. He 
points out that the formulation of 
a Navy reorganization plan would 
be a job for a number of officers 
that would cover a long period. In 
this he is, of course, entirely cor­
rect; but 'the probabilities are that 
Mr. Wilbur’s maneuvre will score 
heavily with a great many people 
who give the matter scant thought

As a matter of fact Admiral Ma­
gruder, in his published criticism 
of the navy organization, has al­
ready supplied much of the basic 
material necessary for the building 
of a reorganization. '

It would seem as if he had pret­
ty well done his bit by pointing out 
the extravagance of putting on of­
fice duty at Washington three times 
as many officers as were detailed to 
such work in 1916 and of creating

What impressed the corre­
spondents most of all, how­
ever, was the nifty suit in which 
the president blossomed out to 
greet them. It was a very light 
gray which looked as if it might 
have been borrowed from son 
John’s college wardrobe. Perhaps 
the cut was not quite as devellsh 
as that of some of John’s duds, 
but the outfit was in vivid con­
trast to the black or otherwise 
dark and funereal clothes in 
which Washington has been ac­
customed to seeing the president.

Some of the correspondents 
who were west with Mr. Coolidge 
claimed to have noted that he was 
much more talkative than he used 
to be in Washington. They say 
that on trips out of Rapid City, 
notably the Yellowstone trip, he 
burst into a series of extempora­
neous speeches from the rear 
platform and other vantage points 
which surprised everyone who 
knew him.

Of course the president isn t 
supposed to do any talking at the 
press conferences, but the un­
tanned gentleman in' the light 
gray' suit who spoke for him cer­
tainly was loquacious as compared 
with the popular idea of the presi­
dential silence. As a matter of 
fact, the “ Silent Gal” tradition has 
always' been something of a myth 
anyway. Often the president is 
taciturn, but on other occasions 
he talks and talks.

Want Charter Revision 
Fourth, the Selectmen believe 

that the most important and valu­
able phases of town planning from 
the Manchester standpoint can be 
accomplish through a revision of 
the present charter which is fifteen 
years old. The several objectives 
which the Chamber of Commerce 
believes Manchester should be pro­
vided with can bo embodied in a 
new charter and the less desirable 
parts of town planning and zoning 
can be left out. The Selectmen 
point out that special legislation is 
better than general statute provi­
sions. Manchester knows its own 
needs better than legislators .else­
where in Connecticut. Fpr-tbiiC^a- 
son the Selectmen propose to have a 
committee of Manchester men 
study all the needs of the town and 
revise the town charter so that the 
present form of government will re­
main witAi the more desirable fac­
tors of these new ideas In city de­
velopment. ''■(

Fifth, the 1925 General Assem­
bly passed a special act for Man­
chester giving this town the right to 
elect a town planning commission 
and define Its duties. All the at­
tractiveness of the general statute 
is contained in this special act and 
it remains with Manchester to de­
cide what it wants the proposed 
commission to do. This special act 
was sponsored by the Chamber of 
Commerce and hurried through the 
last Legislature and should suffice, 
the Selectmen believe.

Firmly Opposed

negroes In the United States, con­
stituting almost 10 per cent of the 
population. The death rates In gen­
eral are decreasing, but for a while 
were so much higher than those of 
the white race that the negro popu­
lation Is only one-half in proportion 
to the whites of what It was a cen­
tury ago.

At birth a negro child has 14 
years less expectancy of life than a 
White child; at 32 years, seven 
years less, and at 62 years, two 
years less. One of the reasons why 
negroes die faster than do whites 
1s a lessened physical strength and 
resistance.

It must be remembered that they 
are a transplanted people living' 
under conditions different from 
those under which the race grew. 
They have had, furthermore, less 
opportunity for education, less 
knomedge o f sanitation and disease 
^reventlo^.

Among the diseases which occur 
most frequently in the negro race 
are> tuberculosis and diseases of 
the kidneys and lungs-

The murder rate is six times that 
of the whites. The diseases which 
seem to affect the negroes less than 
the whites are nervous disturbances, 
eye troubles and skin diseases. 
Their suicide rate is, moreover, 
about one-third that of the white 
race.

Because of their Increased rate 
of mortality and their lessened life 
expectancy, they usually are forced 
to pay higher insurance rates than 
do white people.

Peach Bavarian Cream

Save 2 peaches to garnish mold.

Set 
bowl Into a pan of ice water and 
let stand until beginning to set. 
Beat about two minutes when mix­
ture is hot.

Add flavoring and cream whipped 
uhtil firm. Turn into q mold and 
let stand on ice several hours to 
chill and become firm. Serve with 
soft- custard made with yolks of 
eggs.

! which is maintained at the plant 
for the purpose of giving tuber­
culosis patients treatment in sani- 
toria. The drive is being started 
at this time because the fifnds of 
the organization have been deplet­
ed since the last campaign in 1925.

At that time $13,000 was real­
ized, Cheney Brothers giving one 
dollar for every dollar raised 
amone employees. The demands 
on the fund, however, have reached 
$140 per month and as it is a 
rule of the organization that when 
the funds have dropped to the lev­
el of $1,000 they must be replen­
ished, the drive is being started at 
this time.

The report of the Free Bed Fund 
for 1926 shows the work which 
has been done among tuberculosis 
patients in the plant and also 
among* dependants of employees 
who have contracted the disease.

Twelve in Sanitoria
It is revealed in the report 'that 

last year there were twelve pa­
tients in State sanitoria. Five are 
now under treatment, four have 
recovered and have resumed work, 
one was discharged as non-tuber- 
cular and two died.

In the period since the organiza­
tion of the fund in 1908, 80 pa­
tients have been treated. Of this 
number 53 have recovered, five 
are still under treatment and 22 
have died. The report shows that 
the fund has been of* great assist­
ance to patients who are unable to 
pay for their treatment In a sani- 
torium.

The weekly charge at a sanitor- 
ium is $18.50, but the patient who 
is unable to' pay that amount may 
he admitted on payment down to 
as low as $4 per week. Those who 
have been taken In charge by the 
fund have been unable to pay ev­
en the $4 change and this expense 
is borne bv the fund.

Robert L. Fryer, secretary of 
the fund since 1918, was a pa-
