Federals In Control in Mexi­
co— Rebels Fleeing— One 
Leader Executed; Another 
Shot In Battle.

Hard Working Mother 
Real Burden Bearer

' El Paso, Texas, Oct. 5.— General 
Gomez, one of the leaders of the 
Mexican rebels, Is reported .to have 
been captured at Fort Peroo, near 
Vera Cruz, while fleeing towards 
the coast.

General Agaoito Lastra is report­
ed to have been executed at Torreon 
and General Arturo Lassa is re­
ported to have been shot at Pachu- 
ca as he attempted to lead a revolt 
of his command.

Former Generals Alfredo Rodri- 
.guez and Norberto Olvera, who 
were recently deposed by President 
Calles, are also reported to have 
been killed in a clash with federal 
troops.

J. Lopez Partillo, secretary to 
Arnulfo Gomez, has been captured 
at Guadelajara and charged with 
attempting to incite the garrison 
(here to rebellion. He has been 
taken to Mexico City.

Leandro F. Rurt andDr. Miguel 
Hernandez, reported members of 
the anti-re-election party in Juarez, 
have been expelled across the bor­
der of El Paso.

Washington, Oct. 5.— Officials 
here were of the opinion today that 
I’re.sident Calles of Mexico is suc­
ceeding in suppressing the Gomez- 
Serrano revolt.

The State Department made pub­
lic an official statement from Mexi­
co City in which the Calles govern­
ment claimed victory in all of the 
centers of insurrection, including 
Mexico City, Vera Cruz and Tor­
reon.

G.''neral Gomez, presidential can­
didate and surviving leader of the 
revolt, is still sought. There are in­
dications he may depart for South 
America or Cuba within 48 hours.

It was said at the State Depart­
ment that the United Slates would 
maintain an absolutely neutral at­
titude in the present Mexican situa­
tion. Even though the insurrection 
breaks out again. There will be no 
lifting of the arms embargo, estab­
lished by President Coolidge on 
January 7, 1924, nor will this gov­
ernment permit the sale of any of 
Its own aitns to the Mexican gov­
ernment. .

Must Tell Her Story to Grand

Hammonton, N. J., Oct. 5.— Mrs. 
Margaret Lilliendahl, principal fig­
ure in New Jersey’s latest murder 
mystery, will be summoned before 
the Grand Jury tomorrow to tell the 
story of the slaying of her aged 
husband. Dr. William Lilliendahl, 
on an Isolated road near here five 
weeks ago.

The widow, who refused to re­
visit the soene of the murder and 
re-enact the tragedy, will be put 
through the ordeal of narrating in 
detail how her husband came to be 
found in his automobile on the lone­
ly road, shot to death.

Assistant Prosecutor Cameron 
Hinkle, of Atlantic county, said to­
day he would ask the Grand Jury 
for a murder Indictment. He did 
not say against whom his request 
would be directed.

Mrs. Lilliendahl contends her 
husband was shot to death by two 
men who attempted to attack her 
while she was driving with the 
physician.

No trace has been found of Wil­
lis Beach, poultry farmer and confi­
dant of Mrs. Lilliendahl, who .is 
wanted as a material witness in the 
case.

Wife Vanishes For Nine 
Years and Then Returns 
To Kill Husband.

Concord, N. H., Oct. 5.— ^Alien­
ists today began an exhaustive 
study , of the strange case of Mrs. 
Mary Rust Folsom. A series of 
examinations were under way.

Laboring-under the hallucina­
tion that her husband was keeping 
company with other woinen, when 
as a matter of fact he was spend­
ing all his time and inoney to try 
and restore her to mental health, 
Mrs. Folsom shot and Instantly 
killed him on June 30, 1914, while 
they were driving on a country 
road in Exeter, N. H.

Henry H. Folsom, the husband, 
was a well-known Boston lawyer 
and famous Dartmouth college 
football player in the early nine-

Wife Vanished '
On April 1, 1918, Mrs. Folsom 

vanished from the state hospital 
to which she had been committed. 
For nine years her whereabouts 
furnished an unsolved mystery.

Yesterday she returned to her 
guardian and was brought back to 
the hospital last evening.

The story she told amazed hos­
pital attendants. Leaving the hos­
pital back in 1918 she went to the 
local railroad station and found 
the money she had in her purse 
would purchase a ticket to Troy, 
N. Y. Arriving in that city she 
took her maiden namp, “ Mary 
Rust,” and secured employment as 
a domestic. She saved her weekly 
earnings, established a small and 
prosperous bakery and purchased 
a bungalow in the best residential 
section of Troy. Her only amuse­
ment was the radio.

But her' conscience bothered 
her, she said. A radio talk, she 
hinted, had Influenced her. She 
decided to let "Mary Rust” pass 
out of I her life. Without a word 
to her friends or customers, she 
came bjack to New Hampshire and 
ended the dual personality. Today 
she was happy with her conscience 
clear.

Paris Police Refuse to Allow 
Sister of Radical to Take 
Them Ashore.

Paris, Oct. 5.— L̂uLgla Vanzettl, 
sister of Bartolomeo Vanzettl, the 
Radical executed at Boston In 
August, Is in Paris today without 
the ashes of her brother’s body 
which accompanied her across the 
Atlantic on the liner Mauretania.

When the steamship reached 
Cherbourg, Miss Vanzettl was not 
permitted to take with her the 
urn containing the remains of her 
brother. Police officials told her 
the ashes would have to be shipped 
direct to Italy where they are to 
be buried.

The authorities decided to take 
no chances on possible demonstra­
tions in Paris and other cities 
which might lead to serious conse­
quences. Miss Vanzettl turned 
the ashes over to the police, who 
promised that they would be sent 
to Italy at once. Miss Vanzettl 
then came to Paris by motor car.

Albany, N. Y., Oct. 5.— Governor 
Smith and Attorney General Ot- 
tlnger were expected to confer to­
day on what action the state would 
take on the charges of maladminis­
tration of the $1,200,000 state cen­
sus fund made again,st Mrs. Flor­
ence E. S. Knapp, former secretary 
of state.

Allegations that Mrs. Knapp 
wasted the 1925 census fund were 
made by the cities’ census commit­
tee.

May Differ
Indications were that . Smith and 

Ottlnger would differ on what line 
of action to follow, it was reported 
at the capltol that Ottlnger was 
prepared to urge the governor to 
order a Moreland act investigation 
of the charges against Mrs. Hnapp. 
The governor, it was said, feels the 
Moreland Act dqes not apply to 
elective state officials.

Neither the governor nor the at­
torney general want to be placed 
in the role of prosecuting the only 
woman ever to be elected to high 
office in the state, according to re­
ports at the capitol.

Not Evidence
Ottlnger is said to have unoffi­

cially expressed the opinion that the 
charges made against Mrs. Knapp 
cannot be considered as evidence 
by his office. Under a Moreland Act 
Investigation, it was pointed out, all 
persons named in the charges could 
be subpoenaed and compelled to 
testify as to the amount Of money 
they received for their work in the 
taking of the census.

Although the census committee 
filed its charges against Mrs. 
Knapp with the attorney general, 
it also submitted a similar report 
to Governor Smith. Ottlnger is said 
to feel that It Is up to the governor 
to say what action. idhould be tak­
en.

The attorney general is prepared 
to take any action Gov. Smith de­
sires,” said a close friend of Ot- 
tinger today.

There Is usually a shqftage of 
milk at this time of the year, the 
dealer said, and in view of the fact 
that more milk is being used dur­
ing the early fall thia' year than 
In the similar period for many 
years, the shortage has become 
more or less acute.

Cows have been taken fro-m the 
pastures and will show a resultant 
decrease in production from now 
until spring. Hartford dealerd are 
said to he considering an Increase 
in their retail rates.

Shortage Acute
A prominent milk producer of 

Coventry said today that the 
shortage of )nllk Is becoming 
acute in that district. The short­
age Is attributed to the weather of 
the past few weeks, with warm 
days and cold nights, which have 
had an injurious effect On the 
production of the cows.

It was further said that the tu­
berculin test, which is required by 
the State Board of Health and the 
board of health of Manchester has 
been partly responsible for the 
shortage, because of the number of 
cows which have been condemned 
as tubercular.

"What with the tuberculosis 
test a^d the lack of pasturage In 
Winter, a cow will be a high priced 
proposition in a few years,” he 
said. .

Dealers have appealed to their 
producers for more milk but the 
producers find that they cannot 
supply the demand.

Washington, Oot. 5— The shadow 
of A1 Smith hung over the. Republi­
can national committee’s "open 
house” here today.

Republican chieftains, assembled 
In Washington at the invitation of 
Chairman William M. Butler, for 
the most part were agreed that New 
York’s popular governor looked to 
be the most likely Democratic presi­
dential nominee and non^of them 
was under-estimating hie strength 
an^ public appeal. On all sides It 
was admitted that with Smith mak­
ing the opposition campaign the Re­
publicans are in for a fight to con­
tinue control 9f the national ad­
ministration.

Drawing Powers
The drawing powers of such out­

standing figures as Vice-President 
Charles G, Dawes, Secretary of 
Commerce Herbert Hoover, former 
Governor Frank 0. Lowden of Illi­
nois, and former Secretary of State 
Charles E. Hughes wnre being 
weighed most carefully as-the na­
tional committeemen entered the 
third day of their "Informal meet­
ings.’ ’

And as the search continued for 
an expression of sentiment, suf­
ficiently soldifled to warrant the be­
lief that a man had been found who 
could defeat Governor Smith, a lit­
tle group of Republican elders 
opened up a whispering campaign 
that It would have to be "either 
Dawes or Coolldge.”

This note was being struck In 
hotel lobbies and upper-floor 
rooms in the face of an apparently 
Unanimous agreement that the 
president meant to eliminate him­
self finally when he said: "I do not 
choose."

The argument presented, on Its 
fact at least, sounded convincing. 
One man, long prominent in the 
business of naming Republican 
presidents, outlined the situation 
as follows:

Tlie Situation
"Lowden will go Into the first 

ballot with perhaps as many as 200 
votes. Hoover will have a block—  
not so many as his supporters now 
hope for. Dawes, who will not per­
mit his name to be used in advance 
of the convention, will have a few. 
The rest will be scattered among 
Such favorite sons as Senator Cur­
tis, of Kansas; Hughes, of New 
York, and Senator Watson, of In­
diana. There will be no majority. 
The convention will go through 
three or four ballots with some 
trading. Dawes will reach his maxi­
mum strength. If that is a majority, 
we will have our nominee.

"But if Dawes failed to reach 
that mark— or even any other man 
— within a comparatively few bal­
lots, the desire to draft President 
Coolldge can n-ot bo held back. It 
Is true that most of the party lead­
ers do not like the president per­
sonally, but they are practical men, 
looking for the biggest vote-getter. 
They want a man who can carry 
state, county and municipal tickets 
with him. They know Mr. Cool- 
Idge’s past record for bringing in a 
majority and they will fear ans'- 
thing even savoring of the disas­
trous deadlock the Democrats stag­
ed at New York in 1924.

Dawes or Coolldge
"It will be Dawes, or It must be 

Coolldge.”
This particular Republican lead­

er explained carefully that the 
President’s sincerity in wanting to 
withdraw was not doubted. He ad­
mitted that those who favored the 
draft were fearful lest something 
be done openly to further Mr. Cool- 
idge’s candidacy in such a way as 
to bring forth another statement 
from the White House.

"One more little shove,”  he said, 
"and we couldn’t nominate the 
President If we wanted. If anything 
is done publicly in his behalf, he 
will issue an amplification of his 
Rapid City statement and our 
chance will be lost. We will sit 
tight, say nothing and work for 
delegations either uninstructed or 
pledged to, favorite sons. If we can 
get a nominee In the early, ballots, 
well and good. It not, place a little 
bet on Calvin Coolldge."

The Republican leaders had 
bfeakfast at the White House this 
morning. Attaches said it was an in­
formal gathering and no political 
Significance Was attached to it.

POLICING AGAIN
In this matter of policing, to­

ward w’hich Manchester in town 
meeting has just manifested a sur­
prising if trifling generosity, It Is 
interesting to note that Commis­
sioner Warren of New York has 
just gone before the Board of Es­
timate of the metropolis asking for 
an addition of 970 patrolmen to 
the force of that city, which would 
bring the total strength of the De­
partment up to 17,000 men.

New York is a big town. Man­
chester relatively, is a little one. 
But after all New York has only 
about six million inhabitants, and 
17,000 policemen for that commu­
nity would mean something like 
one cop for every 3S0̂  persons in 
the whole works. Manchester, with 
somewhere near 23,000 people, 
with its dozen of regularly employ­
ed peace officers, has*one policeman 
for almost 2,000 persons.

In other words, the policing of 
the metropolis is on a basis of be­
tween five and six times as many 
officers, in proportion to the popu­
lation, as that of Manchester.

And even when Commissioner 
Warren gets his 9 70 extra men, as 
he probably will, there will still be 
plenty of complaint that the big 
city is under-policed.

WATERBURY ELECTION 
The hottest municipal campaign 

that has been carried on for some 
time in this state resulted yester­
day in the re-election of Mayor 
Francis P. Guilfoile of Waterbury 
by a decreased plurality. One of 
the issues in the campaign was the 
assertion made by Republican 
campaigners that the Tammany A1 
Smith forces of New York had In­
truded themselves into the situa­
tion in their anxiety to build up the 
strength of the Democratic party in 
this state. Now that Guilfoile hasj 
been elected again for the fourth 
time the New York Democracy may 
consider itself, as a result cff this 
assertion, more or less in a position 
to claim credit for the Guilfoile vic­
tory, thus finding a toehold for it­
self in Connecticut politics.

It might be as well, however, to 
recall that Mayor Guilfoile had a 
fairly narrow squeak of it thin 
time, his plurality being only 700 
in a total vote of more than 25,000. 
W’ hereas on other occasions he has 
been elected by 3,400. by 1,700 and 
by 1,300 pluralities respectively.

It b  probable enough that Guil­
foile [did have some Tammany back­
ing. But in the light of the history 
of his previous victories it did him 
mighty little good. It would appear, 
then, that instead of getting a lot 
of Connecticut prestige out of the 
Waterbury election, the. Smith 
backers in New York received 
something of a rebuke for interfer­
ence in Connecticut affairs.

JURIES
A novel written by John Her­

mann, a Connecticut resident— he 
lives in New Preston— published in 
France and imported into this coun­
try, has been seized by the federal 
authorities as obscene. Hermann’s 
legal attempt to rescue the edition 
from seizure was tried in a federal 
court at New York yesterday and 
the jury upheld the government 
contention as to the obscenity of the 
publication. Doubtless the fields of 
literature have not been greatly im­
poverished by the suppression of 
the hook and probably the air is 
the cleaner for such action.

Nevertheless two things are 
worth noting in connection with 
the case. Federal Judge Knox re 
fused to permit a number of pro­
fessional literary critics to testify 
for Hermann. And after the jury 
had returned its verdict he went 
out of the way to state that he had 
teen "on the point of ordering such

verdict.’ ’
If the case is taken up on appeal 

there may be considerable 'question 
as to whether the appellate court 
will take the view that the evidence 
of literary experts, as .to whether 
a book is or is not obscene, is in­
competent in a case of this sort. 
And, in any event, it would seem as 
if the time cannot be far off when 
the American people will demand 
a showdown on the extent of the 
authority of judges, federal or 
state, in ‘ ‘ordering’ ’ a jury to bring 
in any certain kind of verdict.

Nothing is clearer than that if a 
jury is permitted to become the 
mere megaphone of a presiding 
judge, away goes the jury system 
altogether; and the jury system is 
one of the most important guaran­
tees of liberty embodied in the 
United States constitution.

Since when has any other law but 
the law of custom, built up by the 
courts themselves, empowered any 
judge to “ order” a jury to register 
his own individual view of a legal 
cause?

Some days one of these gentry of 
the bench is going to command a 
jury to bring in a certain verdict, 
and that jury, being composed of 
individuals who know their rights 
a,nd are jealous of them, will not 
only refuse to do anything of the 
kind but will tell the occupant of 
the bench precisely where he gets 
off.

Whether a novel is obscene 
enough to make its suppression le­
gal is not only a matter of law, it 
is primarily a matter of fact. And 
in any question of fact either the 
jury is the determining factor or 
the jury system is a farce.

Americans, despite their habit of 
jeering at the Intelligence of juries, 
{have enough knowledge of history 
and enough shrewdness of percep­
tion to comprehend that, if the 
Jury system is to be displaced in 
£avor of one-man determinations, 
they might as well shut up shop as 
^ lelf-goverjiing peppie, ..

ROMANCE
At Buffalo, yesterday, Miss Anne 

E. Richardson of the Home Econ­
omic Association of Washington, 
told a Conference on Family Life 
in America that we must banish 
tales of romance if we are to have 
the right kind of family and home 
life.

Miss Richardson has some very 
excellent theories about such 
things. Where she got them we 
don’t know, but anyhow they. are 
obviously excellent, if drab. We 
ought to develop “ artisans of fam­
ily life,”  she says, and points out 
the way to do it— “ through guid­
ance and training, just as skilled 
workers in other fields are develop­
ed.”

As home making is the common 
art to be practised by most of our 
citizens, asserts this spinster ex­
pert, “ we must use the public 
schools for our channel of educa­
tion.”

Probably the world as a whele 
can listen to standardiaers like 
Miss Rictardson for quite a good 
while yet without arising in its 
wrath and blotting them out. But 
the strain is growing.

There isn’t the slightest doubt 
that if we could and should set up 
such a civilization as this poor soul 
would like to see w© should have 
something very orderly, very prop­
er, very efficient and very admirable 
from the point of view of the snug 
and the truly good. But who the 
devil would want to live in a world 
so ordered?

The Hughes-Hoover ticket story 
was inspired by ouie or all of sever­
al reasons. ’The secretary of com­
merce has strength in the west and 
south, especially in California 
where Hughes was beaten in 1916, 
and the Hughes crowd surely would 
like to corral this strength.

Furthermore, to make it appear 
that Hoover, would be satisfied with 
the vice presidency would weaken 
his strength everywhere, which 
would be fine for Hughes. Un­
doubtedly the Hughes hackers 
would he glad to have Hoover/take 
the second place, under their man, 
but the Idea suggests that of asking 
a gambler to sell a good chance at 
a million dollar prize for 15 cents.

But it is quite 
impossible to Imagine Mr. Morrow 
taking the position that Mr. Kel­
logg Is taking— that France shall 
readjust her tariff schedules with 
relation to the United States, not 
because it would be to her advan­
tage to do so but because it would 
be to ours. We should firmly ex­
pect to see Mr. Morrow make it al­
together clear to France that the 
United States is entitled to a most- 
favored-nation agreement— and al­
so to tincture the situation with a 
bit of give-and-take. That would be 
business. Mr. Kellogg’s method 
savors just the least mite of bully* 
ing.

Including 
illness of members of the family, 
accounted for 15 per cent, of loss 
of time of 2214 m-iivied working 
women.

The mill working day runs from 
9 to 11 hours, the report points out, 
making too long a day for the 
women to get caught up on their 
housework at night, so they occa­
sionally lay off a day to wash and 
iron and bake and scrub.

THEORY, PRACTICE

Night Courses and Trade 
School Aid Workers In 
Grasping Principles.

♦- EMERGENCY DOCTORS

Following is the first of a series | 
of six articles dealing with the varl- 
ous courses of study offered to eve-1 
nlng school students at the State 
Trade School here. Others will fol­
low daily.

The electrical department of the 
Manchester Trade School la prepar­
ing for the usual course which Is 
to be held Monday and Thursday 
evenings throughout the coming 
winter. The course will start Octo­
ber 17, and due to the large en­
rollment expected the school will 
be open evenings, Monday, Wed­
nesday and Friday,October 10, 12, 
14, to take care of questions, .give 
information and advice, as well as 
to enroll students In the course.

The course will endeavor to teach 
the student the fundamental prin­
ciples of electricity. 'J’he outline of 
study will start with elememtary 
electricity. Its nature, laws, units 
and measurements, and include, as 
time passes. Instruments, wiring 
circuits, direct and alternating cur­
rent motors and generatqrs, togeth­
er with motor and generator repair 
and for the more advanced student, 
armature winding. The latter part 
of the year will be devoted to house 
wiring, the “ underwriters rules” 
and armature winding of machines 
which have been -secured from 
manufacturing concerns for this 
practice.

Tests will be performed on mo­
tors and generators to determine 
their operating characteristic, such 
as efficiency, voltage, regulation, 
speed regulation and losses.

For Practical Workers
A considerable amount of time 

will be given to the transformer, its 
operation, characteristics, losses, 
efficiency and regulation, together 
with the methods of connection to 
the line.

The' subject matter selected is 
primarily for the man whose expe­
rience lias been . confined to the 
construction and shop or house 
wiring type of work and who wishes 
to improve himself and thus be pre­
pared for the position higher up. 
One of the best ways to advance 
is to incorporate some line of study 
in such a way that the journeyman 
has a full understanding of each job 
as it i.s completed. A thorough 
grounding in the fundamental prin­
ciples of electricity will give the 
journeyman this confidence.

As usual the class will be so di­
vided that each student spends

the class may clear the mind of .any 
possible question about one job be­
fore the next Is started.

The course is so outlined that It 
should be beneficial also to the 
young mdn who has had no expe­
rience but who wishes to make a 
start and Is Interested in the elec­
trical science.

The course does not include ra­
dio.

Regular attendance at every 
class will he necessary if the stud­
ent is to complete the course this 
year.
