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BUYERS' MARKET
SERIOUS THREAT

T0 SILK MAKERS

Forces Manufacturers Into
Jobbing Business; Econ-
omic Condition Causes
Problem—Chas. Cheney.

An economic condition resulling
from the prosperity boom of war
days has created an entirely new
business situation which is strain-
ing the silk industry to its very
roots, Charles Cheney told 300
members of the Get Together Club
of Cheney Brothers at a dinner in
Cheney Hall last evening. The sud-
den general wealth of people in
this country, the workers and the
middlemen, made this a silk world.
Muanufacturers, most of them, found
themselves forced to evolve laster
methods of production to meet the
overwhelming demands. Today
that speed of production continues
with the demand falling off. Com-
petition is not only keen, it is ter-
1ible, A buyers' market has been
created and the manufacturers face
problems unheard of before in their
field.

Problems in Silk,

Mr. (‘houm followed the general
topic of "The IPProblems of Indus-
try"” narrowing it down finally to
the problems facing the sllk indus-
try. He carefully reviewed social,
economic and political problems in
the agricultural age and showed
how they changed with the com-
ing of the age of industry and in-
vention, In reciting this sociologi-
cal review Mr. Cheney chose to de-
seribe the working conditions in
the northern part of the province
of Quebec where, to a very great
degree, the agricultural age still
exists, This Is a self contained dis-
trict. The people there can live in-
dependent of the rest of the world.

There in northern Quebec as
throughout the world during the
period preceding the industrial age
the soclal economic and political
life centered on agriculture. Wealth
was determined by the extent of
one's land holdings, The best brains
made tbe best barguins and gath-
ered together the most lands. The
feudal system was thus built up
and wealth was in the hands of a
few. These barons became oppres-
eive and the common' people sought
relief from the tyranny through re-
voit.

Age of Industry.

With feudalism defeated the
peaple felt they were free and that
their problems were solved. But
there came the age of industry. The
inventive mind again changed eco-
nomic conditions and the people
found a new source of wealth, With
the aze of industry came a realiZa-
tion that co-operation, united ac-
tion was an economic force. The
factory system resulted and with
it the problems of a new age. Pro-
duction problems of all kinds arose,
problems that affected waorkers
and employvers alike.

Not so many yvears ago it was
realized that the world was re-en-
acting a part of its own history.

Remus Weeps
Remus has sat stolidly in the
Hamilton county jail for
days, repeating the story of
hunt to death of his wife, with no
emotion hut hate in his stony eyes.
But today he wept unashamed as
he was told his first wife, the wom-
an he left to take with his victim
the trail that led to a palace, a fed-
eral penitentiary, and now a mur-
derer's cell,
sent it to Cincinnati to aid his de-
fense on the murder charge.

Romula Remus, daughter of Mrs.
Lillian Krause Remus, the first
wife,

Is Broke
“I have not a dime in the world,”
sald the former hootlegger. “This
sacrifice of the wife I deserted and
my wonderful dauglter will assist
me beyond helief.”
The Grand Jury which indicted
Remus today has heard eyewitness-
es of the shooting, relatives of the
slain woman and associates of Re-
mus, including George F. Connors,
who has been making an unsuccess-
ful search for $1,800,000 Remus
claims Mrs. Imogene Remus and
Franklin L. Dodge, Department of
Justice agent and her asserted par-
amour, hid in bank vaults.
Remus will plead not guilty, al-
leging that the slaying was homi-
cide justified by the acts of Mrs.
Remus and Dodge.

Vincent Lopez said
he had cabled the aviatrix an of-
fer of $10,000 a week to appear
in his new night club, Casa Lopez.

Miss
Elder won two beauty contests be-
fore she ever thought of becoming
the first woman ever to fly the At-
lantic.

PRAISE AND BLAME
FOR RUTH'S FLIGHT

Men Say It Was Great and
Women Declare It a Fool-

ish Undertaking.

New York. Oct. 14.—Praise and
criticism were expressed today In
the wake of the dramatic flight of
Miss Ruth Elder and her pilot,
George Haldeman, whercas leaders
in aviation were lauding the pretty
girl's courage, some members of

her own sex characterized her un-
dertaking as “foolhardy"” and “un-
necessary.”

“Tt was a remarkable flight at a
time of tne-year when the Atlantie
abounds with storms,” said Clar-
enca Chamberlain, who flew to Ger-
many with Charles A. Levine.
‘““Miss Elder haz real nerve and
Haldeman is a fine pilot.”

“A Mistake"

Dr. Xatherine B. Davis, a lead-
er in the field of sociology, termed
the flight a “mistake.” “There is no
woman alive today that I know of
who is equipped for such a flight.”
she said. *I cannot see where she
zecomplished anything new."”

A good typist {s of much more
service to humanity,” said Winifred
Sackvilla Stener, founder of the
League for Fostering Genius. “She
showed courage but what zood did
she do? Her only object was to he
the first woman to fly the Atiantic,
not to accomplish someéething for
science.”

Flight Tmporinnt

Gluseppe M. Bellanca, noted afr-
plane designer, said Miss Elder's
flight was more important than
those that followed the first trans-
Atlantic flight, because it was over
a4 course new to airplanes.

“It may turn out that it will pro-
vide important knowledge regzard-
ing flying condltions: over the
southern route,"” he said.

STATE’S APPLE CROP
IS NOT SUFFICIENT

—_———

its 320,887 Trees Furmish
But 16 Per Cent of the De-
mand For This Fruit,

New Huaven Conn., Oct. 14.—
Cennecticut has 320,887 apple trees
in its commercial orchards, with
New Haveun possessing 90,777,
Hartford county 72,872, Fairfield
county 53,407, Middlesex 26,761,
Litchrield 25,269; Windham 19,-
o84, New London 18,264 and Tol-
land 14,043, These trees yield 208,-
239 barre!s of apples a year, of
which 172,024 are put into com-
mercial use,

Such ave the conclusions of a
survey of the staie's apple industry
issued by the Connecticut Agricul-
tural Experiment station here,

Not Enough Fruit.

With 172,924 barrels of apples
to sell each year Connecticut's ap-
ple raisers are able to supply only
16.2 per cent. of the demand in
the state. New York furnishes 40.9
per cent. of the apples eaten in this
state while western apples care for
36.6 per cent. of the demand. Other
New Ergland states and the south
each supply about three per cent
of the demand.

Baldwins Lead.

The survey shows that Connec-
ticut uses just ove~ one million bar-
rels of apples a year. Ealdwins lead
in popularity both with the grow-
ers ofv apples and “with consumers
of apples in Connecticut. The Con-
necticut market brings far higher

‘ prices for Baldwins than either the

Boston or the New York market.
The survey shows that there are
98,604 Baldwin trees bearing in
the stale, ylelding: 87,439 barrels
per year, or nearly seven times as
mueh as the next most popular
variety, and a “considerable in-
crease’ In the demand is predicted
for the next ten years.

TO REACH AZORE’ TOMORROW

Ruth Elder May Make

Anrphne Barns Up From Overheated Engine When At-
tempt is Made to Salvage li—Flyers Not Yet Decided

Upon Where They Will Go

After Being Landed—Flew

Into Storm Wednesday Night and Battled Against It

For Hours—Failure of 0il

Supply and Break in Pipe

Forced Them to Descend When They Sighted Steamer.

Aboard S. S. Barendrecht, Bound

for the Azores, Oct. 14.—The res-
cue of Ruth Elder and Captain
George Haldeman was effected aft-
er two daring fiyers had battled for
hours against a terrific storm in the
skies.

The “‘Amgrican Girl” had excels
lent flying Tuesday night and Wed-
nesday night it hit a storm area
which caused both pilots to exert
their utmost energies to keep the
ship aloft,

Both Worried

Miss Elder states very frankly
that both were worried for fear
they would not be able to bring
their plane through the storm.

Yesterday morning the two fly-
ers, seeking to get out of the storm
area,veered southward and were
headed toward the coast of Spain
when their oik:iline failed.

Came Down

With their gauges showing a
failure in oil supply and their en-
gine heating rapidly, Miss Elder
and Haldeman knew they could not
keep the ship in the air long, and
a4s soon as they sighted the Baren-
drecht they came down.

The landing of the aeroplane up-
on the sea by the two flyers was
executed safely and was a fine bit
of aerial maneuvering, but when at-
tempts were made to salvage the

-aeroplane it exploded and burned

up. It is believed that the overheat-
ed englne causad the explosion.

_? Haldeman cama
dOWn after they had been In the air
for thirty-five hours and had flown
nearly 3.000 mfiles, according to the
best estimates they are able to
make.

WORLD AWAFiS NEWS

New York, Oct. 14.—The atten-
tion of two continents today was
centered upon a little tank steams=
er which was ploughing through
the troughs of the Atlantic ocean
towards the Azores.

On that steamer were Miss Ruth
Elder daring aviatrix and her co-
pilot, , Captain George Haldeman,
mirnculously saved from death in
the ocean wastes when their plane.
“The American Girl,” was forced
down in a flight that was to have
terminated at Paris.

The . steamer, the Barendrecht,
was expected to reach the Azores
tomorrow morning.

Meanwhile today, efforts were
being made to get in touch with
the small Duteh 0il Tanker by
wireless -and vessels were rushing
out to meet her in order to supple-
ment that meagre announcement
vesteérday that the fliers had been
rescued and the plane burned.

Small Wireless.

The Barendrecht carries only a
small wireless and was unable to
get 'in touch with shore stations;
the news had to be relayed by three
other vessels. The Barendrecht
was settirg a course to Baytown,
Texas, but after picking up Miss
Elder and Haldeman, changed her
course towards the Azores.

When it fell, the American Girl
was about 350 miles northeast of
the Azores. A broken oil line forced
it down when it -had flown approxi-
mately across the Atlantic.

Had Given Up Hope.

Crowds walting at Le Bourget
field to greet the winsome aviatrix
who was. going to show Paris what
e American girls wear, had about
glven up hope for the plans.

A message s’'aned by Miss Elder,
stating ‘‘Both Haldeman and I
Okay,” was supplemented by a ra-
dio from the ship's master, as fol-
lows: .

“Barendrecht saved crew of fly-
ing engine NX 1384 from New
York to Paris. Both well. Engine
destroyed by fire while saving. Try-
ing to land both at Azores. Pasi-
tion 43.34 North, 21.3) west."”

This was the first word from the
fliers after a foreboding silence of
38 hours.

A delayed radjo from the steam-
er American Banker had given the
world news of the American Girl
five hours after the take off, ‘when
passengers on the ship sighted the
plane approximately 450 miles out

to sea.

Although 256 other liners and 75
lesser.vessels dotted the ship lanes
over which- Haldeman had plotted
his course, "‘and passengers and
crews kept an alerf wateh for tha
American Girl, the plane was swal-
lowed in oblivion until Haldeman
get her dewn alongside the Baren-
drecht.

Womack sald he was acquainted
with Captain Haldeman, Miss El-
der's co-pilot and knew him to be
a fine man,

PRESS COMMENT

Paris, Oct. 14.—The French

Roosevelt the Leader:

Theodore Roosevelt stands out as
the champlion of the common people |
in this age. It was Roosevelt who |
cried out in warning against the
danger., Through his dynamic per-
sonality he forced the attention of
the world to the position in which
industry had placed the people of
the world. He did no one thing to
relieve it, but he, at least, made
the world think and study over its
new problem.

A
buyer demands a certain plece of
goods at his place of business to-
morrow—not the day after tomor-
row, and if he doesn't get it he
brands the company's service as
rotten. THis forces the manufac-
turers to.seek a larger working
capital sufficient to cover the huge
inventory that must be
when in this jobbing business.

AGENT HAS GROUNDE
FOR FURTHER PROBE|

Rockville Girl Tells Hartford! -
Official Story Concerning
An Alleged Suicide.

(Special to The Herald)
Rockville, Oct. 14 —"It is my
honest opinion,’” said Investigator

Williams of the Connecticut Hu-
mane Society, who was in the Rock-
ville police court this morning,
“that had a real investigation been
made and all the facts secured,
Jogseph Wanda and Mrs. Agnes
Czerwonka would have been found
to have more knowledge of the
death of Agnes's husband, Jos,
who was found dead in his home on
West Main street on last July, than
the police believe.”
Today's Part

In police court this morning
Joseph was charged with ecarnal
knowledge of a female under six-
teen years of age. One of Mrs.
Czerwonka’s daughters who was
only 14 years of age was named and
on another charge he Is accused of
adultery with the wife of the man
who was found dead in his kitchen
with a gas jet turned on. Both viola-
tions took place before the death of
the husband. On July 24 he was
found lying on a couch in the
kitchen at 4:30 in the morning by
his wife and a daughter who had
come down stairs, It was also in-
sinuated that Wanda weas also pres-
ent when the girl who had awaken-
ed came down the stairs and saw
her father dead.

The Mother's Charge

In the writs that were read today,
the mother, Agnes, is also charged
with adultery and also of having
abetted the relations of her four-
teen year old daughter with Wanda,
Both were arrested last night. In
court this morning, Town Clerk
John B, Thomeas, who has been their
advisor in many other matters ap-
peared and asked that the cases be
continued until he had had ample
opportunity to carry on a further
conversation with the man and
woman, The cases of both went over
until Saturday morning, Wanda was
held under $2,000 bonds and Agnes,
the wife of the dead man and the
mother of the daughter who is also
named in the writ, is being held un-
der & bond of $1,000.

Story of the Case

Agnes and Joseph Czerwonka
owned and llved in a three family
house located on West Main street.
They would visit Joseph Wanda
and his family in Parkervillage in
Manchester, the place they visited
being known as the Smith praoperty,
located just across the railroad
tracks from the paper mills in that
section. It iz claimed that Agnes
had a strong influence over .Joseph
Wanda and that as a result he with
his wife moved to Rockville, oe-
cupying one of the tenements in the
house owned jointly at that time by
Agnes and her husband, °

There was trouble soon ‘after the
family had moved in. It is claimed
that the actions of Wanda and
Agnes became such as to the talk
of the neighborhood. To cap the
climax early last spring Agnes and
Wanda went away and there was
trouble when Agnes returned home
about ten days later.

The relations of Wanda, who also
returned, were continued, Wanda
spending most of the time in
Agnes's home while her husband
was away at hls work.

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WET-DRY FIGHT
TO BE SLOW IN
THIS CONGRESS

Fo'rensic Sharpshooting With
Little Legislation Is Pres-
ent Qutlook.

Washington—The perennial con-
gressional wet and dry fight likely
will be confined to forensic sharp-
shooting on floors of both houses
and in the committee rooms this

year. Little new legislation is look-
ed for.

Drys aré well satisfled with the
present laws on the statute books
and have no extensive legislative
srogram to offer. Their only efforts
ire expected to be attempts to
‘ighten existing law to curb liquor
ymuggling and halt diversion of in-
justrial alcohol. They believe that
the Lowman-Doran prohibition or-
zanization should be given a chance
pefore any tinkering is done.

The wets, pressing hard to create
an issue out of prohibition for the
1928 elections, will again offer a
multitude of bills, ranging from re-
peal of the 18th amendment to
amendment of the Volstead act to

permit manufacture of beer and
wines ‘“‘not intoxicating In fact.”

Try To Soft Pedal

The heads of the Republican and
Democratic parties want to soft
pedal prohibition in the 1928 presi-
dential campaigns, The Republi-
cans probably will be able to do
it as they did in 1924, but the
Democrats may find a tartar, es-
pecially in the nominating conven-
tion where Governor Al Smith of
New York, the symbol of wetness
in the party, will be the leading
candidate, .

“I belleve the friends of prohibi-
tion are on the whole well satisfied
with Dr, Doran's administration as
prohibition commissioner,” says
Rep. Hudson (R) of Michigan, a
House dry leader. I belleve Con-
gress will back him up.

“There may be some slight
amendments sought to existing en-
forcement measures, but 1 doubt if

CONNECTICUT APPLEB

"An interesting and highly im-
portant bulletin on the Connecticut
Apple Industry has just been is-
sued by the Storrs Agricultural Ex-
periment Station. It is packed with
information of value to the present
or prospective grower of apples but
embodies, too, several sallent eco-
nomic points of more general in.
terest, One of these is that the ap-
ple industry in thisgatate-is-eapable
of almost unlimited expansion, An-
other is that while the native crop
finds its market: almosat exclugively
within the state, it does mot much
more than half supply that mar-
ket, since there are imported into
the state large guantities of New
York state and Western -apples. At
the same time the jobbers who
bring in the New York snd Western
fruit offer only & problematlical
market for any possible increase in
the state's product becauge. of the
superiority of the pack of the out-
side apples and-the-lack, in Con-
nectient, of any source of immedi-
ate angd large supply without hunt-
ing up-and-dealing with an undesir-
ably large number of growers,

Here, then, would seem to be &
pretty complete demonstration of
the neecssity of a co-operative mar-
keting system, -I1f the products of
Connecticut apple orchards were
better standardized as to grading
and packing, and if they were pool-

CANCER F!GL'B?}S-

A ‘deelaration by Dr. Frederick
L. Hoftman, consulting statistician
of the Prudential Life Insurance
Co., to the effect that deaths from
cancer are increasing and that
there is no value in any of the
methods of control now in use,
seems to us to need a little ampli-
fication, -

the impressive facts quoted being
that camcer deaths in 23 citles have
increased from 74.5 per 100,000
in 1906 to 114.5 per 100,000 in
1926.

But the very important guestion
arises: ‘HOwW far are the cancer sta-
tistics of 1806, to_be depended on?
How do we know that the 74.5 giv-
en as the proportion of deaths due
to this disease was correct, or any-
where near correct? Is it not true
that 20 years 880 a very consider-
able number of- deaths, attributed
to other causes, were in all proba-
pility the result of cancer? Is it not

v

& well known fact that until very
recent years physicians were im-
portuned by relatives of deceased
persons to hide the fact that cancer
was the cause of death—and that
they frequently complied?

Is it not also a fact that, 20 years
aZgo, many cases of cancer that
would now surely be identified es-
caped positive diagnosis altogeth-
er? b

It is possible, of course, that
deaths by cancer are on the in-
crease. On the other hand it Is al-
go entirely possible that the in-
crease {s merely apparent and the
result of knowing more about what
actually causes the death.

THIMBLERIGGING
It will surprise a good many per-
sons, who have been accustomed to
re|ad the “mugging” and finger-
printing of all sorts of sugpects who

fall into the hands of the police of

many states, that Mrs. Margaret
Lilljendahl and Willis H. Beach,
charged with the murder of the
woman's husband in New Jersey,
refused to allow a state trooper tc
‘take either their photographs or
their finger marks and that they
are acknowledged to be within
their legal rights in so doing.

Another question that is being
raised is whether or not an iden-
tification of Beach as a man seel
driving a car from the scene of the
murder will hold, doubt on this
point being raised by the fact that
the identifying witness saw the
driver through a glass and
claim that the courts of several
states have held such an identifica-
tion to be inadmissable.

We have the most sublime faith
that the day will sooner or later
come when the processes of law will
be stripped of such nonsensicalities
as these—when it will become the
business of a trial court to ascer-
tain the truth, the whole truth and
nothing but the truth, with none of
the entanglements and obstruc-
tions with which the administra-
tion of justice is at present sur-
rounded. But the time is not yet.

To the Grand Rapids- Railway
company the General Electric com-
pany has awarded a prize which it
has offered to the smaller city street
railroad making the greatest im-
provement in its condition.

The rehabilitation stunts which

BOY CRIMINALS

Lenlency toward the youthful
criminal ig an attribute of many
persons who have scant sympathy
with the crimes of adults. Thers is
almost always pressure for the re-
demption rather than the severe
punishment of boy offenders. No
doubt it is sometimes fruitful of
good. results, We have just had in
this state, however, a shocking
illustration of the effects of setting
at liberty a boy of pronounced
criminal tendencies in the case of
one who, after having been twice

carcerated and set free, murder-
ed a little girl, flendishly.

Now there has been convicted of
wife mufrder, in  Philadelphia, a
young man of 27. When he was fif-
teen in New York he shot and kill-
ed & boy companion. For that crime
it was deemed adequate to give him
a term in the House of Refuge,
though he had been arrested five
times before, the first occasion be-
ing when he was nine years old.

Here we have the working out of
gnother instance of tender consid-
eration for a juvenile criminal.
Coming on top of the Billadella
case that of Edward Lucy would
seem to provide food for thought
to those good people who are prone
to forget all about the good of so-
clety ‘when they think about the
good of childish criminals.

Dignity it has and quiet gaiety
and all about is a sente of individ-
aalistic social life, but physlcally
the city is majescic. And it Is a ma-
jesty that at first may escape, 2C-
cause of all that is colorful and pic?
turesque. Stand upn the Mant-
martre hill and look down, with the
snow white minaretg of the Sacre
Coeur in the foreground and you'll
see a majestic city.

Go to auy bridge that links the
rieht and left banks of the Seine
and yon'll see majesiic church
spires, majesiic Mnes of old Sothie
buildings, and majestic dwellings
that line the banks. The Champs
Elysees, the Louvre, the Luxem-
berg, the Rue de Vivoli, the gar-
dens, the walks, the boulevards—

How, then are you to rememkber
that just ahead rise the towers of
Notre Dame, or that the long, gay
reaches of the Tuileries lead to ma-
jestically sprawling old-edifices of
stone. How, then, can you think of
majesty when the world is playing
30 prettily in the front yard and
sort of thumbing its d@se at the
cold dignity of stone?

the day when she will be one of
our biggest export markets as a
result of increased buying power.

The candidates are former Presi-|

dent Alvaro Obregon and General
Gomez. Obregon is the man whose
force and diplomacy stopped the
post-Diaz series of revolutions and
who put the government on a com-
paratively sound basis before hand-
ing the reins to Calles. General Ser-
rano, who was regarded as a presi-
dential possibility, was slain in the
uprising in Mexico City the other
day.

The “no re-election” ery is di-
rected at Obregon, principally by
the followers of Gomez, These
point to the 1917 constitution
which stipulated that a president
should never (‘“nunca’) be Te-
elected, The Obregon folks say
that this only meant a president
couldn't succeed himself and that,
anyway, the last Congress formal-
ly interpreted the law to permit
non-successive re-election. The an-
swer of the opposition is that
Obregon’s election might mean 2
return of the old days of the Diaz
dictatorship, although Obregon
a liberal.

ence, Gives Interesting
Address to Improvement
Club.

Probably one of the most inter-
esting meetings that the Manches-
ter Improvement Club has yet held

this year was attended by a large

number of the members last even-

lcnlgbat the Manchester Community
ub.

Frank H. Anderson, manager of
the J. W. Hale Co., who has recent-
ly returned from a conference of
aviation officials and business |
heads of New England who are in-
terested in aviation of the future,
was the speaker of the evening:

Mr. Anderson stressed the im-
portance of aviation in the commer-
cial world in the not far distant
future. In bringing out this fact he
said that the Colonial Airwavs that
2 year ago was losing capital at an
alarming rate per month, yet today
is on the increase—in fact its
equipment for operation of the
lines is practically paid for. Com-
mercial aviation is more and more
coming to the fore, not that thé so-
called stunt flights attempted

. across the Atlantic add anything to
the annuls of science, but that
many concerns see the importance
and service of reaching their cus-
tomers in other parts of the coun-
try. It is a known fact today that
many concerns figure that in
handling their shipments the costs
are much more than in past years.
This is not because of the many-
times increased freight rates, but
because of the use of express and
parcels post.

Shipping By Air

Mr. Anderson emphasized as an
advance step in the progress of
commercial aviation the Royal
Typewriter Company a week or
two ago dropping six machines of
their own make by parachute at
Brainard Field as an experiment of
quick delivery. We may even local-
ize this in our own community
when the Carlyle, Johnson Co. used
aviation to send one of its clutches
to one of its far western customers
when parcels post or freight would
have delayed the much needed part
almost a week and cause the loss of
business and time in production.

In summarizing his remarks Mr.
Anderson said: “New England must
and is waking up to the facts of the
future and I believe that every
wide awake city and town are now
{urning their attention toward avia-
tion. Let us not sit by the side of
the road as did some of the citles
when the railroad was contemplat-
ed, and say, let them come to us.
You perhaps wonder why some
towns did get the rallroad, because
lhey went out and hustled to get it.
We can do the same thing.

Favors Airport Here

“Manchester is ideally located on'
the route of the air mail lines and
something should be done in ref-
erence to a landing field. I do not
mean that we should spend a lot of
money for an airport. We are not
yet ready for it, but I do say that
we should seriously consider, at
least, an emergency field, Connecti-
cut has always done her part in all
our state’s history, in fact Major
Ryan of the air forces sald that
Connecticut is well up in the front
ranks and In front of many larger
gtates in the promotion of avia-
tion.”

In closing Mr. Anderson said that
we should consider carefully the
location; of such an emergency field
as to accessability by truck and au-
tomobile traffic and that the land
should at least be eighty acres,
with the control of surround-
ing property for future needs. The
field might be privately owned for
a brief space of time with a proviso
that the town take over after a cer-
tain time period had elapsed.

Government Will Help

The government 1{s doing as
much to foster such fields through
lighting them up without charge to
the owners nntil such time as the
field is taken over Ly the town or
ity. “T could go on for two hours
or more giving vou data on this in-
toresting and vital subject, bhut
time will not allew,” said Mr An-
cerson in eonclusivn,

NEED OF BETTER
FLYING SCHOOLS

—

Waste of Money, He Says, to
Take Aviation Course In
i # |
‘Ten Hours.

Des Moines—Although Col. Chas.
A. Lindbergh entertains the fond
wish to see the skies dotted with
roaring, speeding airplanes, he does
not want this wish fulfilled at too

great a cost in human life. As & |’

precaution against unnecessary ac-
cidents he has issued a warning
against aviation schools where the
training is insufficient.

“You can find,”” Colonel Lind-
bergh stated, ‘‘many schools which
advertise that they will teach a
novice how to fly an airplane, Some
of them give the course for $100,
usually turning out the student as
a finished pilot after about ten;
hours in the air.

Practice Needed

“Ten hours of flying will not|
make anyone a pilot, and $100 will
not buy a very good course in train- |
ing. 1 really believe it is almost a
waste of money to take such a
course. The man or woman Wwho |
wishes to become a pilot should be
prepared to spend at least §500 for
the training, and some agreement|
should be reached whereby the use
of a plane for practice may bhe ob-
tained after the course has been
completed."

A great many aviation accidents
occur because of these men who are
turned out of cheap schools, firm
in the belief they are master pilots,
Lindbergh said, They are told they
can fly when in fact they have not |
even learned the rudiments of the |
game, he added.

Colonel Lindbergh also depiored
the fact that the average person, in
reading of aviation accidents, does
not take in consideration the dif-
ference between commercial flying
and stunt, test and pioneer fiying.

Stunt Accidents

“The idea that commereial avia-
tion is dangerous is erroroneous,”
Lindbergh asserted. “Over lines
where regular inspection is made
and reasonable care is taken few
accidents occur. In stunt flying, in
making tests and in pioneering hops
the story is different. There always
is danger in tests, and accidents |
will continue to occur,” but these [
mishaps should not be considered as I
proof that flying is dangerous. !
Someone must make the tests and
take the
endeavor.”

Lindbergh, believes it would be
fatal to the progress of aviation to[
attempt to halt long flights over
water or uncharted sections of the‘

risks, as In every other |

earth. He belleves, though, that
those backing such flights should
insist that every precaution to in-
sure success be taken. The tragic
results in the Dole flight wére
brought about, in his opinion, be-
cause the entrants started withont
sufficient preparations,

This is not only a saving of time,
but the Continental banks have
found, that owing to the speed with
which gold ean thus be transporied,
the saving in interest is enough to
pay for both the cost of transit and
