The Manchester Chamber of 
Commerce took the first step to­
ward a possible airport for Man­
chester last- night at its monthly 
meeting at the Rainbow Inn at Bol­
ton. .Following a talk by Captain 
Clarence M. Knox, state aviation 
commissioner, and a report of the 
recent New England Aviation con­
ference by' Frank H. Anderson, it 
was voted to raise a committee, ap­
pointed by the president, to go into 
the matter and to confer with the 
board of selectmen.

Captain Knox gave an interesting 
talk, tracing the progress of avia­
tion in Connecticut and saying that 
this state had always been a pion­
eer in the science and that Connec­
ticut is now the only state in the 
Union to have a separate aviation 
department under the control of an 
aviation commissioner.

Safer Than Bridges 
He pointed to the fact that Con 

necticut has had no fatalities what­
ever under regulated flying, but 
mentioned the Cline accident in 
East Willington. He explained this 
by saying that accidents will inva­
riably happen so long as airplanes 
keep to schedules despite weather 
conditions. He said that regulated 
flying is absolutely safe, and that 
airplanes are safer than some 
bridges in Connecticut which are 
used- by trains and traffic continu­
ally.

“ I can visualize enough air traf­
fic in Manchester so that an airport 
would be worth while,” he said. 
“ Manchester should at least be lab­
eled, so that aviators passing over 
the town will know where they are.

“ Regarding a landing field, a 
tract 2,000 feet square is sufficient, 
with an allowance of 4,000 feet in 
each direction for expansion. The 
field should be a municfbal affair 
and Hor'ifndef tlTe Sontfol ofTrf-' 
vate corporations or individuals, 
for the city gets the most benefit 
out of' the field in the end.

Pays For Itself
“ A field will cost a lot of money 

but will sell itself eventually,” Mr. 
Knox said.' “ Hartford’s aviation 
field involved a first cost of $2,000 
but the field has cost more than 
$250,000 in the five years of its 
e.xistence.

“ Manchester and Hartford are 
parallel in many ways and you will 
find that if an airport is establish­
ed here the ti’affic will come. Hart­
ford averages ten ‘foreign’ planes 
each day, exclusive of the number 
of landings that are made by Hart­
ford machines.”

Anderson’s Reimrt 
In his report of the New England 

conference Mry Anderson said that 
Manchester cannot afford to ignore 
the progress of aviation. He cited 
the e.vample of Hartford 
through whose aviation' field the 
I^ratt & Whitney Aircraft Corpora­
tion was induced to locate there. 
He said that values invariably fol­
low transportation, and that if 
Manchester had a landing field 
there might be more businesses 
here, not necessarily connected 
with aviation.

“ We must go about it thought­
fully and without haste," he ad­
monished the gathering. “ We will 
have opposition, but I hope this op­
position manifests itself soon so 
that we will have the fight  ̂ over 
with. We don’t want to be identi­
fied with Hartford, as a suburb, 
but as a separate community, with 
all the facilities for aircraft that 
Hartford or any other city has.” 

Opimsition to Chamber 
Austin Cheney, president of the 

Chamber, spoke at the beginning of 
the meeting on the opposition to 
llie Chamber projects. He said that 
the Chamber had not received a 
licking a1 the town meeting in re- 

.gard tc. town planning, tut had 
gained a real victory, worth the 
years of effort and work. He point­
ed to the charter revision commit­
tee and sajd that charter revision 
would eventually bring Manchester 
a town plan in some form or an­
other.

Entertainment was furnished at 
the meeting by Ernest Waddell ef 
Burnside, who led the singing, and 
did several monologues and imper­
sonations. Accompaniment for the 
singing was played by Stanley 
Dziadus, violinist.

I hope I will' come around to 
it when I get back to work.

“ I have been living in a -twipt^d 
world, a world of warm sympathies 
for men who were sufferers-with; 
me. It was a world of ioeny revela-- 
tions of fineness and .'trueness in 
men, who were what speiety had' 
stamped as unclean.’'’ ,.

Looks Well
Carroll wears a good coat of tan,, 

caused by his outdoor work on the 
prison farm. His weight was 158, 
pounds in New York., It dropped tô  
135 before he left Greenville, S 
G. where he was taken ill, and a few; 
days after he entered, the peniten 
tiary it was 127, but when he left- 
Thursday night his weight was 152 
pounds.

“ I feel all right physically,” he 
said, “ but I guess it’s sort of men­
tal sickness, so to speak. I hope I 
can throw off the pall of the prison.

One person was painfully injured 
and yiree others had a narrow es­
cape late yesterday afternoon when 
a truck in which they were return­
ing from work skidded while pass­
ing another automobile and turn­
ed completely over, pinning its oc­
cupants underneath.

Frank Plano of 119 Prospect 
street suffered a fractured rib and 
various bruises. It was necessary to 
give'him medical attention. The 
others, who escaped with minor 
bruises, were Andrew Ansaldi of 
Maple street, the driver of the 
Dodge truck, LoufS Gallone >of 
Sch(. ol street and Prank Nicoly of 
Oak street.

The men were returning from 
East Hartford, where they had 
been plastering a house. In the 
truck with them were tl-.ree bags 
of plaster. The accident occurred at 
the intersection of High and Pine 
streets at 4:40. The road was slip­
pery and when the truck undertook 
to pass a Ford car it skidded so vi­
olently ad̂  to turn completely over.

19. The two women wefe found 
beaten to death .in their home in 
Brooklyn, after Hansen had. walk­
ed into a police station and told de­
tectives:. “ I'm fin trouble again.” ;

He denied .killing the women, 
however, declaring he returned 
home late yesterday and found the 
women “ lying on the floor bleed­
ing.”

Heads Battered In
The women’s heads were batter­

ed in. Police believe the niurderer 
used a baseball bat or a piece of 
lead pipe, but they were uUable to 
find, the weapon. Physicians esti­
mated the women, had' been killed 
twelve hours before Hansen led De­
tectives to the house.

Police said Hansen told them he 
had been drinking all day and had 
quarreled with the.two^women.

Asked who -would have a motive

TO OPEN UP RECORDS 
FOR REMUS DEFENSE

Bootlegger’s Lawyer in Wash­
ington Looking Over Dept, of 
Justice Books.
Washington, Oct. 21.— The De­

partment of Justice was today oi'- 
dered by Attorney General John W. 
Sargent to open all the records of 
the Bureau of Investigation con­
cerning the activities of Franklin 
L. Dodge, Jr., their former ace, and 
Mrs. Imogens Remus, who was 
slain by her 'husband, George Re­
mus, in Cincinnati on October 6.

The contents of these records will 
be used by the formef “ King of 
Bootleggers” as a defense to escape 
the Ohio electric chair when tried 
next month.

Remus has contended that his 
life and liberty are in these govern­
ment records.

There is considerable speculation 
as to how valuable these • records 
will be to the Remus defense.

From Assistaht Attorney General 
O. P. Luhrlng, who .'has. charge of 
the Remus-Dodge reports. It was, 
learned that the departments had 
nothing more than mere reports of 
investigators Avho had followed uP 
tips and information. Luhring, in­
cidentally' is of the opinion that the 
departments will be of little value 
to Remus.

However, Attorney Charles El­
ston is of a different mind and will 
examine all valuable records.

Was Sure Shot
"Millich was known aŝ  a sure

Ward Jones, who met death 
when he attempted to^traih a pia- 
chine gun upon Millich, âiso was a 
Birger gangster. Though he sent a 
stream of lead past his intended 
victim, he missed and Millich shot 
him to death with an automatic pis­
tol. Millich testified that Jones had 
just taken a shot of dope and could 
not hold the machine gun steady.

Charlie Birger, under sentence 
of death for the murder of Mayor 
Joe Adams of West City, Ills., has 
no sympathy for Millich, he de­
clared in his cell -at Benton last 
night.

Asked by International News 
Service if he had a farewell mes­
sage for -his former hireling, he ret- 
plied emphatically:

“ Absolutely not. You might tell 
him I’ll see him in hell or some­
thing like that. That killing was un­
necessary, it was foolishness. If I 
had been there it never would have 
happened. I didn’t allow quarrels. I 
told them if there was ,any killing 
to be done, to get out and kill off a 
few members of the Shelton gang.”

ASKS WiUl DEPARTMOT 
TO SAVE RIVER WATER
Cwinecticut t Fears That Work 

In Bax State Will Hurt Navi­
gation.
Hartford,. Conu., Oct. 21.— The 

United States government has been 
asked to, aid Connecticut in pre­
serving' *the flow of water in the 
Connecticut river. Governor Trim- 
bull annqutujed this afternoon .that 
the-»Wai^ Department’s engineering 
division with headquarters at 
Providence is now iUvestigating to 
determine whether navigation in 
the Connecticut river will be affect­
ed when the waters of the Ware 
and Swift rivers, in Massachusetts, 
ar'b turned back from the Connecti­
cut river and impounded for use in 
supplying Boston with water.

Governor Trumbull asked the 
last Legislature for permission to 
use all possible means to preserve 
the river but the legislature passed 
a hiir that legal authorities declar­
ed failed ta increase his powers. 
Meanwhile work has been going 
steadily forward on thfe Massachu­
setts, diversion project, and the 
govemor'-found that Services of the 
War -Department were the only 
thing that couldrsave the river.

Benedict M. Holden,’ of Hart­
ford, was entrusted by Governor 
Trumbull with the business of con­
sulting with the War Department, 
and today reported to the governor 
that the War Department engineers 
are actually on the job-

.from tho earth. ;

Whether the distance; is consider-* 
ably more or less than 92,820,000 
miles is to be determined in a serios 
of observations in which the little 
planetoid, Eros, not over 20 miles 
in diameter, is to play a leading 
part. ' , ■But Bros, although tearing 
through space along with its mil­
lions of brothers and sisters, will 
not reach its closest position to the 
earth— a mere 13,500.000 miles—  
until ,1930.

Meanwhile, at Lick obsorvatory,. 
astronomers R. H. Tucker has just 
completed a careful determination 
of the exact positions of 419 stars 
which will also be used in the cal­
culations. The result of his work 
and p l^ s  for 1930 were made pub­
lic today at the Hotel California.

Curious Body ■
Discovered in 1838 by Witt,.a 

German astronomer, Eros proved tp 
be one of the most curious astral 
bodtea khonVn to science. When om 
the inner swing of its orbit, it ap-* 
proaches much "nearer to the earth 
than any other astral body nxcept 
the moon.1 When on the outer,swing, 
however, It passes through the orbit 
of Mars and 24,000,0ft0 milep be-

^°It has the additional peciilarity 
of being irregular in siiape, as^welt 
as extremely small in size, -f

The German astronomer gave tb 
the tiny planet the name of Eros, 
or Cupid, because- it is ‘ the best 
situated of any for measiiring the 
sun’s distance from the earth. Like 
the God of love of Greek mythology, 
it “ evolves order and ’aarmorty out 
of chaos by uniting the separatfed 
elements.”  ^

Flammarion, the famous French 
scientist, said that it required at 
least five minutes --jf cencentralion 
to obtain even a gllpamering of 
understanding of the means by- 
which the sun’s disfaoce from the 
earth is measured.

To give some conception ot the 
distance he pointed out that “ i?<we 
could throw a bridge irom here to 
the sun, this celestial bridge would 

-h^ composed; of 11,000 -arfehea-As 
-wide jas- t̂he earth.”  - - j

An automobile traveling at the 
constant speed of 37 miles an hour 
would require 266 y.*ar8 to bridge 
the celestial desert of space.

Speaking Rlstance 
Compared with such distances, 

that of 13,500,000 miles is practi­
cally speaking distance for the as­
tronomers at Lick observatory. i 

Knowing: the distt-nce .of the 
planetoid Eros, the distance of the 
sun can, be readily 'calculated, how­
ever. JOtT by Kepler’s J;hli’d law the 
relative distance of the different 
planets from-fhe sun are propor­
tional to their periods of revolution 
about the sun. ,

The earth is revolving about the 
sun describes an eclipse, whose 
greatest diameter is twice as long 
as the average 'distance of the earth 
from, the sun. This diameter, by 
means of observations taken at in­
tervals of six months from opposite 
sides of~the sun, Isused as a base 
line of triangle for computing the 
distance of stars geometrically.

Measures made in 1900, based 
on observations of Bros, gave the 
dlstsSce of the sun from the earth 
as 92,820,000 miles.

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BUSINESS IN STATE 
IMlta)VED,C.OFC. 
SURVEY DISCLOSES

Most Factories Operating 
Around 85 Per Cent; Sur­
veys to Be Monthly Fea­
ture in State,

Hartford, Oct. 21.— General 
business conditions in Connecticut 
during Beptember improved over 
the conditions of August and also 
over t'he conditions of September 
1926, according to a survey of 
the leading communities of the 
state prepared jointly by the local 
Chambers of Commerce and the 
Connecticut Chamber of Commerce.

Gas and electric consumption, 
savings deposits, retail business, 
and in many cases industrial out­
put, have gained. Health condi­
tions are excellent. Several of the 
surveys indicate the location of new 
factories and the bringing out of 
new products. In most cases, fac­
tories are found to be operatin.r: 
around 85 per cent of their capa­
city.

The State Chamber announces 
that arrangements have been com­
pleted whereby surveys similar to 
that which follows will hereafter 
be prepared each month jointly by 
the local chambers of commerce in 
the larger communities and the 
State Chamber. The chambers of 
commerce in Greenwich, ' Middle- 
town, Norwalk, Torrington and 
Willimantic were unable to pre­
pare data in time fo<r the following 
survey which covers September, but 
these chambers plan to prepare sur­
veys representing their communi­
ties for next month’s state-wide 
summary.

The Bristol, Hartford, Manches­
ter and Winsted surveys are print­
ed below for comparative purposes;

Bristol
Secretary Wheeler of the Bristol 

Chamber reports as follows; Con­
sumption of gas and electricity in 
September was about the same as in 
August. There was a slight increase 
in the use of gas. The larger retail 
merchants report business condi­
tions for September much better 
than August. There was a slight in­
crease in installation of new tele­
phones— not up to normal because 
of the increase in rates which went 
into effect October 1. Real Estate 
and Insurance business*was consid­
erably better than in August, but 
not to be compared with September

a year ago. Building permits issued 
in September amounted to $124,- 
644 against $221,000 for August. 

Two large apartment houses were 
constructed and a new theater about 
completed. Postal receipts for Sep­
tember were slightly less than Aug­
ust. Factories are runnihg about 
85 per cent with all indications for 
a good fall business.

I Hurtfoi'd
Executive Vice-President Corbin 

I of the Hartford Chamber of Com- 
i merce reports as follows; Condi­

tions in Hartford seem to be, fairly 
satisfactory along insurance, bank­
ing and mercantile lines. Both skill­
ed and unskilled labor is being em­
ployed on about a normal basis. 
The building permits have not been 
quite up to our recent normal, but 
is of no particular significance.

Mancliestor
Secretary Rix of the Manchester 

Chamber of Commerce reports as 
follows"; Building permits for Sep­
tember were $101,050, showing a 
slight decrease over 1926. Gas con­
sumption was 12,775,000 cubic feet, 
showing a 16 per cent increase over 
1926. Electric consumption was 
972,000 kilowatt hours— a 10 per 
cent increase over 1926. 4,405 tele­
phones are in use, showing only a 
slight increase in new phones. Real 
estate sales were slightly decreased 
over 1926. Post oflice receipts were 
$4 010.01. a slight increase. Health 
records are highly satisfactory. Ho­
tels report the largest transient 
business in their history. Retail 
business as a whole showed a 2 per 
cent increase over August and a 20 
per cent increase over 1926. Indus­
trial conditions seem to be about 
normal. A new concern, the Man­
chester Tool Company, began manu­
facturing small njachinists’ tools
recently.

' Winsted
Secretary Halsted of the Winsted 

Chamber of Commerce reports as 
follows; Several new cottages have 
been erected at Highland Lake, a 
number of new dwellings, have 
been built in the town and a new 
grammar school has been built. 
Housing situation is adequate. Bank 
clearings were normal with a slight 
increase in the savings depart­
ments. There was a slight increase 
in the number of telephones in­
stalled. Real estate sales showed a 
slight increase. Post oflice receipts 
were about normal. Hotels showed 
a decided increase, reporting pros­
perous conditions, but retail stores 
as a whole, reported but a slight in­
crease in business. Business condi­
tions as a whole w'ere very favor­
able during September. All fac­
tories were working full time. Two 
new local factories, the Mason Silk 
Company and the Winsted Enamel 
Wire Company, are rapidly expand­
ing. The Gilbert Clock Company 
has put out a new line of clocks.

The $1,200 
was given to Reizer as a deposit 
and the buyer assumed charge of 
the business. The demand for liquor 
from prospective customers, the lat­
ter charged, was enormous, and the 
grocery sales were not as large as 
they were represented by the owner 
of the store.

George H. Cohen, counsl for 
Sherman, asked a question concern­
ing the conviction of the defend­
ant on a violation of the liquor law, 
but the question was stricken out 
when it was learned that the al­
leged violation had taken place a 
year after the contract had been 
made.

Realizing this, and when the 
Navy accused Diehl of failure of 
duty in not standing by for still 
other useless hours, the public 
might reasonably have suspected 
that the civilian sailor was being 
unjustly criticized in other ways as 
well.

As far as I am concerned, noth­
ing bothers me as much as playing 
with an opponent who waggles In­
terminably when- addressing the 
ball. Professionals seldom if ever 
waggle.

The only possible help a waggle 
can be to a golfer is to help him 
hypnotize himself Into correct tlm- 
in g ^ f his stroke. It may irritate 
or bore his friends, and sometimes 
ruin their play by causing them un­
consciously to Imitate the waggle.

I dislike the word “ mental haz­
ard.”  It seems such a silly thing. 
The term in golf means a hill or a 
pit or any sort of difficult place 
created for the express purpose of 
taking the little hard white ball un­
awares as it rolls toward the 
green.

I know of nothing so typical of 
life as golf. Man goes out for pleas­
ures and what does he do to find 
pleasure? Sets up a series of diffi­
culties to overcome, new worlds to 
conquer, so to speak. But does he 
apply his philosophy to life?

No man, becomes a good golfer 
until he learns to minimize the 
troubles he will have on his- way 
around the course. If sand pits look 
like deserts, bunkers like moun­
tains, and waterways like oceans, 
he may as well stop to plan his 
shots and then forget the hazards 
are there. It takes normal courage 
to play golf.

I suppose the great complications 
in the great game of life are re­
sponsible for the mental hazards 
we develop. There is a simpler 
name called worry.

One plans a house, but the game 
of building it is marred by the per­
sistent determination of the builder 
to see nothing but the mistakes 
that are bound to  appear. A door 
may swing the wrong direction, or 
a chimney may be the wrong size, 
but why let a mistake or  two spoil 
one’s pleasure in the whole house.

We plan a party. Things don’t go 
just right. A different kind of des­
sert or a slight delay in serving; 
may give us a nervoiu lieadaclie

that spoils the entire day. Another 
mental hazard!

And so it goes. Mountains ouf of 
mole hills, haystacks out of straws! 
Housekeeping hazards, business 
hazards, school hazards, and every 
kind of hazard! Exaggeration that 
becomes habit, and as unnecessary 
as It is destructive!

Most mental hazards are a result 
of what other people think, yet we 
pride ourselves on our indepeiui- 
ence!

When Yale Bulldog Clashes With Army Mule

You have often heard of a team 
refusing to take a distance penalty 
for a foul committed by an op|on- 
6ntAccording to the rules, once a 
foul has been committed, the penal­
ty for said foul must be either in­
flicted or declined. Penalties for all 
fouls may be declined by the of­
fended side, in which place play will 
proceed exactly as if no foul had 
been committed.

If a penalty Includes a disquali­
fication, the distance penalty may 
be declined, but the disqualified 
player must leave the game. In a 
word, if an official orders a man 
off the field, the opposing captain 
has not the power to ask the officl- 
al to revoke kis decision, altkougn 
the captain may refuse the distance 
penalty.

This came up several years ago 
in a Harvard-Yale game where one 
player of each side was disqualified 
for slugging, and both captains 
wanted to call the matter off and 
allow the players to remain in the 
game, but, according to the rule, 
the official had no choice in the 
matter but to go through with his 
original disqualification.

But in many Instances not involv­
ing disqualification, it is a pity that 
some football captains do not exer­
cise their option for I have seen 
numerous cases where a team could 
gain an advantage had the captain 
known the rules well enough to 
know his rights and then decline 
the pealty.

A brilliant example of quick 
thinking in a bi,g game was brought 
forcibly to me in the Harvard-Dart- 
mouth game in 1923.

Dartmouth had third down, six 
yards to go. On the next play Dart­
mouth lost four yards and, at the 
same time, I called a foul for Char­
lie Buell, captain of the Harvard 
team, came running up to me and 
wanted to know where the foul was 
and the penalty. In Informing him, 
he Immediately stated that he de­
clined the penalty. This gave Dart­
mouth fourth down with ten yards 
to go. If Harvard had accepted the 
penalty It would have still been 
third down with eleven yards to 
go, Buell reasoning that an added 
down was worth more than a yard 
distance. He showed excellent judg­
ment in his refusal of the penalty.

I saw a very Important game be­
tween two big colleges lost simply 
because a captain did not under­
stand his position as regards re­
fusal of penalties. By declining the 
penalty he could have recovered the 
ball and saved the winning score, 
but ho allowed the penalty to be 
Inflicted, and, in the next play, his 
opponents won the game.

Proper reception of the ball and 
ability to get away to a quick start 
are vitally important to a back 
carrying the ball into the line of 
scrimmage.

The spinter’s start is best, feet 
comfortably close together, weight 
equally distributed on two feet and 
one hand, as shown in the illustra­
tion. The other hand should clasp 
the knee tightly, to give the back 
Impetus as he starts with a heavy 
downward and backward thrust of 
that hand.

As a rule, when a player hits 
the line head-on, he receives the 
ball from the field general Instead 
of a direct pass from center. How- 
ver, as he stars, he gives no thought 
to the hall, simply charging at the 
point to which his signal sends him.

Out of the corner of his eye he 
watches the ball in the center s 
hands. The moment It moves, in­
dicating the ball is a*iut to be pass­
ed, he charges full speed ahead. It 
is best to run as low as possible, 
taking small, short, quick stets. 
The body is low hut the head is up 
so player carrying the ball may 
see where he is going, rather than 
running blindly.

Moving forward, he makes a

A‘‘pocket” with his hands, foreairms 
and stomach. Into fhis pocket, the 
field general slips the ball without 
any effort on the part of the ball 
carrier to get it. Proper delivery 
is entirely up to the field general;

In making a line smash. In which 
the ball harier gets a direct pass 
from center, he should not take a 
position he takes when the Tunner 
is handed the ball by the field gen­
eral. In this position, on a direct 
pass from the center, with the 
weight supported by the arms, fre­
quently the hall comes so quickly 
when passed that the ball carrier 
hasn’t the time to form the pocket 
to receive it.

Both hands should be wrapped 
tightly around the hall in going 
through the line of. scrimmage un­
less one happens to be an unusually 
clever player, adept at handling the 
ball, who, on receiving it, can* shift 
it in a fiash under one arm* tfijrust- 
ing the other straight awayr;for,^nse 
like a flail in opening'  a %ay 
through the line.

It takes a star to do that, a play­
er not prone to fumble. As a rule, 
the safest way for the average play­
er is to hug the ball with both arms 
to the pit of the stomach until, 
through the line, then shift to one 
arm or the other. ,

And all 
at once I knew that I could not 
face them.

I heard someone say: ‘Is that poor 
devil on this train?’ A sort of panic

! No Food All Day
! “ I had not eaten for hours, per­

haps not all day. I didn’t know. I 
i only knew that I was weak and 
1 beaten down. I lay there, shut away

that I should take something to eat.

“ The call had gone out that the 
meal was served. I gathered my 
strength to arise, but a thought

The drug 
traffickers have discovered that 
this dope gets by so easily thej* 
have adopted the "dbp-dodger” 
cognomen for their wares.

All Youns Men I
The new* victims in the latest 

thing in drug-using, are practical 
ly all young men.

"These boys never took a drug 
cure before,” said Chief City .Mag- 
i.strate William McAdoo after con­
ducting an inyestigaiioii of the new 
evil. ' For that reason it is a doub­
ly dangerous thing. This innocent- 
Moking drug is more ilcacUy than 
heroin or opium.

"About 85 per cent;, of our d?Tlg, 
addicts take the drug herbipi.'Re­
cently, however, they tell me that 
the p^dlers from whom they have 
bought heroin, are offering them 
'cop-dodger* instead. The addicts 
say they qan get an equal effect 
from $6 worth of cop-dodger as 
against $15 to $25 for heroin.

"Cop-dodger is really morphine.
