Dark smears, streaked the shining
wings of the plane when it return-
ed, bore testimony that oil had fig-
ured in apother trans-Atlantic
llight failure.

A cylinder-head of the left-hand
Wright whirlwind mstor istbelieved
to have cracked under the strain.

“The Dawn,"” carrying Mrs., Gray-
son, Stultz and Brice Goldsbhorough, !
ravigator, headed gracefully at sea
at 6:13 a. m., yesterday. The take-
off was beautiful, and to observers
it seemed that the plane was at last
cn its way to Copenhagen.

Message From Flane

At about thres p. m., however,
wireless raports from the plane to
Cape Elizabeth .station told of the
abandonment of the flight. A mes-|
sage from the plane said: :

“We are on our way back to Old
Orchard.  Engine trouble and fog
too heavy to go through with heavy
load."”

At this time the plane was off
Sabie Island, off the coast of Nova
Scotia,

An earlier report had “The
Dawn' landing at sea in difficulty
and flashing an “S0S.”

At 4:10 p. m., “The Dawn’ was
back from where . it. had - started.
Mrs, Grayson explained that at the
point off 3able Island, Stultz notic-
ed white smoke pouring from the
motcr, and oil was streaking along
the side and wings of the plane.
The fog was alsq heavy and they
then decided to turn back.

Twe hundred ;and sixty gallons
of gasoline in the tanks were
dumped to lighten the load for the
trip back to Old Orchard.

HOPE IS ABANDONED
OF FINDING FLYERS

Plane Found But No Sign of De
Lesseps and His Mechanic:

Matane, Quebec, Oct. 24.—With
hope almost abzndoned, search was
conlinued today for Count De I.es-
seps and his  Pussian  mechanic,
Chinchincoff, who have Leen misa-
ing since they tock off frem Gaspe
BDasin in the seaplane Jupiter last
Tuesday.

Almost all of De Lessep’s plan=2
has been recovered from the Gulf
of St. Lawrence. the fuselage hav-
ing drifted ashere at 8% Telicita on
Saturday. The engine is the only
important part missing, this natur-
ally having sunk when the plane
crashed,

Apparently when De Lesseps and
his companion landed on the water
they had time to adjust life pre-
servers, as these were missing from
ithe machine. However, fog and pre-
vailing storms greatly reduced the
chance of the ayiators belng sight-
ed by passing ships, although there
still {is a possibility that some
fisherman. picked them up.

De Lesseps was a pioneer in av-
iation, having been a stunt flyer in
the pre-war days of Graham-White
and the Wrights. His wife is the
danghter of Sir Willlam Mackenzie
of Toronto.: :

KAISER WILL NOT
RETURN T0 BERLIN

Ex-Crown Prince Brands
Story In London Newspa-
pers as a Fake.

Berlin, Oct. 24.—The former
Crown Prince of Germany today
branded as a fake an interview
printed by the Sunday Chronicle, of
London, quoting him as predicting
that: the ex-Kaiser would return to
Berlin,

The former Crown Prince said he
did not expect his father to try to
return to Germgny or the early res-
toration of thé German monarchy:

The London Sunday Chronicle
had quoted William (the ex-Crown
Prince) as. forecasting that ‘his fa-
ther ‘““would soon return and ride
through Unter Den Linden to the
Potsdam palace.” Also that “Hin-
denburg would be satisfied to take
a place beside the restored‘throne.”

Quotes Crown Prince

The London paper had quoted
the former Crown Prince further as
saying:

sen (who led the German drive
through the Balkans) would be just
ag satisfied as Von Hindenburg.
Former Crown Prince Rurpprecht,
cf Bavaria, who commanded the
northern group of German armies
'on the western front, would become
King-of Bavaria. The German peo-
ple are longing for the return of
the ex-Kalser just as he is dream-
ing of the day when he will rule a
new German empire.”

Commenting upon the interview
the former Crown Prince zaid:

“It is a fake from beginning to
end. I never gave any such inter-
view, because it is exactly contrary
to my real views. I am a private
citizan of Cermony and I do not
‘glve’ political interviews.”

Charles A. Lindbergh today began
work on the voluminous report of
his observation, which will embody
his personal recommendations for
the advancement of America's air
development.

30 Millions Saw Him

More than 30,000,000 people
have gazed on “Lindy"” and his
famous plane since the start of the
tour.

“This tour demonstrates the re-
liability of aviation,” he said this
morning. ‘“It would-be impossible to
make any such tour by other means
than aviation, I found an adeguate
airport, or a movement under way
to provide one, in every-city I visit-
ed.”

The first fruits of his campaign
were noticeable in airplane postal
receipts today, which show sub-
stantial increases in cities visited by
the tireless ""We." .

Despite the 69 dinners and 150
speeches, Lindbergh landed at
Mitchell Field here ode hour earlier
than he had anticipated at the out-
set of the tour three months ago.

BATTLE ON TAX CUT
- NOW ON IN CONGRESS

Three Plans Which Call For Re-
ductions From $250,000,000
to $500,000,000.

Washington, Oct. 24.—The tax
reduction fight in the Seventieth
Congress, which promises to
gpectacular and bitterly contested,
got under way today with the as-

tax committee to consider the vari-
ous plans advanced.

There are three principal plans:

1. Sponsored by President Cool-
idge and Secretary of the Treasury
Mellon which would limit the total
cut to $250,000,000,

2. Sponsored by Senator Reed
Smoot, Republican of TUtah, chair-
man of the Senate finance commit-
tee, which would hold the reduction
to $350,000,000.

3. Backed by Rep. Garner, the
Democratic tax expert, and support-
ed by most Democrats, which would
push the reduction up to §400,-
000,000 or $500,000,000.

Rep. Garner declared Congress
will vnot follow the treasury's rec-
ommendations in tax slashing *‘be-
cause every businessman in the
country knows the treasury has
been lamentably inaccurate in esti-
mating treasury surpluses, and no
one has faith id treasury figures any
more,”

LEADING JOCKEY
COMMITS SUICIDE

Benny Marinelli Kills Self
- With Gas in- Room—Hurt
In Track Accident.

New York, Oect. 24.—Injuries
suffered in a fall at the Jamaica
track it was belleved today drove
Benny Marinellf, classed a few
years ago as the couniry’s leading
jockey, to end his life by gas.

Marinellf, who was 25, commit-

ted suicide in a furnished room in
Jamaica,’ He left a note which
hinted that he had Mot been on
good terms with his wife, who
nursed hinx through his long iliness
after .his fall. .Im it he demanded
that she be refused permission to
see his body and-réquested that ha
be burled in New Jersey.

Marinelli had come up from
Maryland where he rode his firat
winner since his accident, and was
prepared ‘'to take part in the Ja-
maica meeting, riding in the colors
of Mrs. A. Swenka.

In Training

He had been here for/'two weeks
and was training daily at the track,
working more than is customary
for a jockey of his reputation in
order to get back into trim.

He was known as the most reck-
less jockey of the present day. His
aceident occurred on May 9, 1925,
when ‘his horse, Upton, fell in the
first race, and Mark Fator, on
“Firearm,” rode him down. Fator
suffered minor injuries, while Mar-
inelll sustained =a fractured skull
and Internal injurles.

In 1921 Marinelli was the lead~
irg jockey of the United States.
Earl Sande that year was In sec-
ond place and L. Fator was third.
In that year Marinellli rode 118
winners, 101 “seconds and 85
thirds.

FUNERAL OF CARDINAL
TO TAKE PLACE FRIDAY

Last Act of Irish Prelate Was
To Perform a Marriage Cere-
mony.

RBelfast, Oct. 24.—The body of
Cardinal O'Donnell, who died on
Saturday after a fortnight's illness,
was taken to the Armagh Cathedral
today to le in state until Friday.

Government Counsel Proves
That Sinclair Paid Million
Dollars For Qut Clam
Deeds Which - Fall Knew
Were Invalid—Land Offi-
cials on Stand Today.

Washington, Oct. 24—The prose-
cution drove home another impor-
tant point in the Fall-Sinclair oil
conspiracy trial today when it de-
veloped that the oil magnate had

paid a million “dollars for gquit
claims on the Teapot Dome naval
reserve which former Secretary of
Interior Albert B. Fall already
knew were absolutely invalid.
The defense holds that these
claims were good and that Harry F.

could be no question as to the
legality of the lease he subseguent-
ly acquired om Teapot Dome.

Government Witness
However, Owen J. Roberts, gov-
ernment counsel, put two officials
of the General Land office—L. E.
Eddy and Roy Tallman—on the
stand, who produced reports which
had gone to Fall's office in advance
qf the Sinclair leasa and which
were to the effeet that all claims
on Teapot Dome were entirely with=
out merit and should be ignored.
One of the reporis recommended
an injunction be obtained fo force
the “‘squattérs” off the land.

It Is the government's contention
that Sinclajf beught the claims up
and gave the quit-claims to the gov-
ernment regardless, because he
didn't want to take any chances
that someone would raise an issue
after he had gotten his lease which
would bring out the manner in
which it was obtained.

WITHHOLD'S DECISION,
.. Washington, Oct. 24.—Declaring

sufficienf argument or evidence on
the essential particulars of the
point at issue, Justice Siddons, prz-
siding over the TFall-Sinelair - oil
conspiracy trial, today withheld de-
cision as to whether Harry F. Sin-
clair's testimony before a Senafe
committea in 1923 may be admitted
into evidence. :

Siddons held that admission of
the testimony rested on the ques-
tion, had Sinclair been actualiy
subpoenaed to appear before the
Walsh committee. He pointed out
that neither the presecution nor
the defense had made this clear.
He asked for more details.

The defense Is objecting to ths
réading of the Sinclair statement
to the jury on the grounds the oil
magnate is protecied by the statue
which forbids the use of any testi-
mony given before either House of

sequent eriminal action.

" The government holds that Sin-
clair failed to apply for immunity
under this statute at the time ba
appeared, and therefore can not
claim it now.

The judge indicated he would
base his ruling on a determination
whether Sinclair had been formally
subpoénged and was or was not a
witness. )

from the government. It is the
prosecution’s contention that this

Regarding the continued reports
which run to the effect that there
is as much booze being sold in this
country as there was in pre-prohi-
bition times, Mr. Hobson said that
it would take a vast army of boot-
leggers and an enormous number
of stills to produce and sell the
quantity of booze and beer that
distilleries and breweries put out
before the Volstead Act was pas-
sed. '

Not “Railroaded"

“Jt was not a railroading propo-
sition, this prohibition amend- |
ment,” Mr. Hobson told his hear-'
ers. “We did not put this over

some of our opponents say.
movement started more than
years ago and only reached
logical conclusion in 1918.”

Capt. Hobson cited statistics to
prove that prohibition is a success,
despite the so-called propaganda
which is put out by the wet inter-
ests. The death rate is lower all
over the country, he said, and pros-
perity has become & general thing.

“There are more than 46,000,000
bank accounts in the country to-
day,” he said. “This is an in-
crease of many hundred per cent
over the number hefore prohibi-
tion. The churches have added
more than five millions to their
membership and the American mna-
tion is 34 per cent. more effective
under the mew law."

Raps Newspapers

He rapped the newspapers for
what he described as their policy
of suppressing news favorable 1o
the prohibition cause. He made the
statement that readers will not
see prohibition news on the front
page, or on any other page for
that matter.

Those people who desire to
change the laws at will came in-for
a reprimand.

“They can't come in here
make a tattered rag out of
constitution,” he said.

Mr. Hobson went into the drug
question to some extent, telling of
the traffic as it exists now in this
country. He mentioned heroin,
commonly known as “snow,” and
said this drug is responsible for
the presence in New York City jails
of half the number of criminals
now serving sentences.

Alcohol Effective

He deseribed the effects of al-
cohol on the human body, sayving
that the drug effects the animals in
the highest scale most. He said
that alecoho!, even to a fraction of
one percent., taken into the sys-
tem, has an effect on the brain and
the muscles.

“It is something one cannot play
with,”” he said, “for it has its ef-
fects sooner or later.”” He compared
alcohol to deadly drugs which are
being traificked in all over this
country but he said confidently
that prohibition would mever be
taken off the statute books. ‘

“Foreign nations are watching
this country and in a few years
prohibition will be a major issue
in Europe. In fact, it will soon be
the permanent issue all over the
world.”

Hits Foreign Debtors

Foreign debtors were scored for
their attitude toward this country
as a result of the obligations in-
curred during the World War,

“We were biz hearted then, but
it seems that this generosity did
not count. Now they.call us Uncle
Shylock and the enemy of man-
kind. They say that we worship
a golden calf.”

Mr. Hobson distributed pledge
cards of the State Anti-Saloon and
Temperance League. His audience
was asked to sign the cards and
give money to the league, or pledge
a stated sum, to be paid in advance
every three months,

' FEDERAL SCHOOLS

The forces which are working
hardest for g national department
of education and the placing of
control of the schools of the coun-
try under federal authority are in
large measure those which have ob-
sessions which they crave fo force
upon all their tello&en. Some of
the advocates of “T@feralization of
the schools are fundamentalists,
some are historical didacticists,
some—and thess are many—are of
pronounced Ku Kilux tendencies,
some—and thess also are many—
are drys.

Give the latter the reins in edu-
cation and we should have the
schools teaching stich *“facts” as
this: “One glass of beer a day low-
ers human efficilency 2 per cent''—
a flat statement which we quote
from an organ of the drys. As
though, even were it undisputed
that aleohol is a poigon, it would be
possible to translate its effects into
any such absolute-terms as these!

But Dr. Charles A, L., Reed, for-
mer president of the American Med-
jcal Association and at least as
good an authority on physiology as
the editor-..0f any Anti-Saloon
League organ,:takes a somewhat
different view, In an address deliv-

_ered at Chicago the other day be-
fore the American Public Health
Associatipn, he made the assertion
that alcohol is a normal constituent
of the brain. :

“The 6ne fact that hits back at
the legislation on this subject,’” sald
Dr, Reed ,"is the fundamenta] phy-
siological law, as demonstrated by
physiological chemistry, that alco-
hol is a normal constituent of the
brain tissue. When this supply runs
low there is a natural demand for
alcohol as such. That is the plain
physiology underlying alcohol con-
sumption as practised by all peoples
of the lands."

It is not to be expected that this
expression of sclentifie belief wili
be accepted by the drys. If they so
much as give Dr. Reed credit for
being honestly mistaken it will he
as far as they can be expected to go,
for they are not, as a whole, open
to conviction. But the Inquiring
mind will be likely to conclude that
there is at least as good a chance
of this eminent physician and scien-
tist being right as there'is that the
unknown dry propagandist ig right
who solemnly weighs and measures
{he degree of “inefficlency" pro-
duced by a single glass of lager.

The especial point of all this is
that those most busily advocating

whale literally swallowed Jonah,
that every American colonist save
those enlisted in Tory battaliong
was a patriot eager to give at least
pne life for his country, and that
a glass of wine is a snare laid by a
personal devil for the destruction
of the bibber. If they should get
control of the schools as they have
of the liquor laws, it would be in-
evitable that the children of the
country would be loaded with su-
perstitious didacticisms all the way
from the kindergartens to high
school greduation, The 2 per cent
nonsensicalities would become part
of the legal Instructions of our
youth—and anything contrary
wonld be criminal.

THE WAY OF THE ROAD

A series of accidents involving
five vehicles and resulting in four
arrests for reckless driving, which
occurred on the Hartford-New
London Turnpike in the town of
Waterford recently, is worthy of
more than a passing thought, Ve-
hicle No. 1 was a horse drawn
truck. A motor milk truck came
along behind it and, because of hill

'and curve, crashed into the horse

drawn truck when the motor
truck's driver could not stop
quickly emough after sighting the
slow .noving vehicle, A state po-
Ilceman hurried up the hill to warn
other approaching motorists of the
wreck, Vehicle No. 3 was a pleasure
car containing four persons and
traveling fast. The driver failed to
heed the officer's signal and, when
he came In sight of the wreckage,
jammed on his brakes, His car slid
down hill sideways and smashed
into the milk truck, bringing up
finally against a tree. Vehicle No.
4 was a delivery truck with eight
persons in it, It, too, ignored the
cop's warning, piled on down hill,
left the road when the brakes were
suddenly applied, did weird stunts
on the right hand bank and finally
came back to the road, right side
up. Examination proved that its
brakes were faulty. Vehicle No. 5,
which was following .the delivery
truck, was going so fast that it
couldn't be stopped properly but
skidded all over the highway and
by luck stopped without hitting the
other cars.

- All of these drivers, excepting the
driver of the unoffending horss
Ltruck, were arrested, charged with
recklessness,

Now the interesting point isg that
if the horse drawn vehicle had not
been on the road at all every one
of these utterly reckless drivers
would have gotten by without acei-
| dent, without arrest,- without even
comment, Yet the driving of each
in that event would have been pre-
cisely as reckless and reprehensi-
‘hble as when it resulted in disaster.

Here were four motorists in =2
row, none of whom was driving
with any reasonable degree of pre-
caution, each a menace to every
other motorist on the road, without
a single careful driver making his
appearance to leaven the mass of
incompetence and irresponsibility.
The average is significant. One hun-
dred per cent reckless, And all ol
them secure enough from arrest or
even ecriticism—until something
happened,

Why is it necessary to wait till
the wild driver kills somiebody or
crashes into somebody before no-
ticing that he is a wild driver?

TREES

Charles Lathrop Pack, president
of the American Tree Association,
has sent out a call to the schools of
the country to employ, in any pro-
gram in celébration of the anniver-
sary of Theodore Roosevelt's birth-
day, Oct. 27, the following utter-
ance of the dead President: :

“A people without children would
face & hopeless future; a country
without trees is almost as hope-
less. Forests which are so used
that they cannot renew themselves
will soon vanish, and with them all
their benefits, When you help to
preserve our forests or plant new
ones you are acting the part of good
citizens.”

“Were T. R. still alive,” says Mr.
Pack, “he would be on top of the
Mississippi flood control problem
with both feet, It was a way he had
with him. In marking Roosevell's
birthday what finer thing could be
done than turning the thoughts of
the nation to tree planting in 'his
honor? There are millions of acres
of idle lapds that should be put ta
work growing trees, The burned
.over and cut over headwaters of
the =«treams and rivers of the Missis-
sippi Valley help to bring on de-
vastating flood conditions.”

It is a far cry from Connecticut
to the Mississippi Valley, though
there is as intimate a relationship
between the two as between a man’s
foot and his braln, just the same.
But it is as essential that Connec-
ticut children ghould be brought up
to a sincers realization of the vital
fmportance of trees as that the chil-
dren of Michigan and Towa should
be so trained.

SHORTAGE IN CLERGY
PROBLEM IN ENGLAND

LONDON.—There is a serious
shortage of candidates for the Min-
istry in Britain which is causing
especial anxiety to the Established
Church of England.

According to the reasons for
the shortage given by the fight-
ing shy of Church as a profession
because:

The sons of the clergy feel that
they can serve Church and State
equally well in some other profes-
sion;

Many of them are convinced that
they have no real vocation in the
Chuch;

p Modern education has
the faith of many of them;

From a financial point of view,
the Church is not attractive,

There are 5,000 fewer clergy in
the Established Church than there
were 20 years ago, despite an en-
ormously increased population. At
that time there used to be about
700 ordinations yearly. The larg-
est number ordained in any one
year since the yar was 463, while
last year it fell to 353. And it
seems that the number is not like-
ly to be increased for some years
to come.

Fundamentals

As Told by Famous Coaches
TO BILLY EVANS.

STIFF-ARMING

No football player can become &
great broken field runner unless he
has plenty of natural ability. A
coach cannot create ability but he
can improve it.

Contrary to the general bellef,
most coaches do not regard speed
as the most important asset, Agili-
ty, the ability to dodge and squirm
away from on-rushing tacklers,
comes first; then speed and last, but
not least, a change of pace.

“Red"” Grange had plenty ot
speed, yet it was his change of pace
that for years made him outstand-
ing among college halfbacks.
Grange could run al sharp angles
at full speed, then come almost to a
stop, change his course and be off
again back in high with little or no
loss of time,

5\

Change of pace is the ability to
outwit the opposition either by a
burst of speed at the opportune time
or by a slowing down when it is the
correct thing to do. It is the art of
decefving the tackler, who, after
timing the "speed of the man with
fhe ball and getting all set to make
a play on him, has all his dope
thrown out of gear when the ball
toter puts on an added burst of
speed or slows up just as he is
about to throw himself at him.

Change of pace Is considered by
most coaches a natural gift to the
player, which they can often im-
prove by suggestion. A keen eye and
good judgment in picking spots are
also very essential for open field
running.

A good straight arm is a great
help. The straight arm is a sharp
push: after it is delivered the arm
must be drawn away quickly, so as
to keep the tackler from getting
hold of it and pulling the runner
down. The favorite spot for the
straight arm is the face, there being
no restrictions as to how the runner
can employ it, other than the fact
that he cannot strike a blow. The
straight arm must be a push.

Handling of the ball is very im-
portant in open field running. One
point of the ball {8 held tight in the
arm-pit. The lower point is held in
the palm of the hand and pushed
tight against the arm-pit and body,
holding the elbow as claose to the
body as possible, The player also
must learn to shift the bzall from
one arm to the other while running
at full speed.

The ability to dodge is the crux
of open field, running, There are
three styles of dodg:=g; one is call-
ed the “jack-rabbit,” the second is
known as the pivot, the third type
is called the *'cross-over,”

In the “jack-rabbit,” the runner
angles off sharply from either foot,
with never a curve in his course. In
the pivot, the runner makes a com-
plete pivot away from the tackler
by spinnl;\g in a complete circle on
either foot. In the “cross-over,"” the
ball carrier plants solidly the foot
pposite the approaching tackler, in
front of the planted foot, then he is
on his way again,

Short, wiry players use the pivot
style of dodging best; long-legged,
rangy men, the ‘‘cross-over,’”” while
those in between, Ilike the "jack-
rabbit.”

Football Dope
Again Upset in

New York, Oct. 24.—Adversity's
heavy hand dealt some staggering
blows on the football gridirons of
the nation on Saturday with the
Army and Harvard suffering de-
cisive defeats at the hands of Yale
and Dartmouth, respectively, and
Cornell going down under a ter-
rific attack by Princeton.

Other results were the defeat of
Pennsylvania by Chicago in =a
game that in advance looked like
a triumph for the Quakers; La-
fayette's unexpected overthrow by
Washington and Jefferson for its
first defeat in two seasons;
Brown'’s humiliating setback at the
hands of Lebanon Valley; Col-
gate’s surrender to Wabash, an
unheralded and unsung conquer-
er from the middle west; North-
western's heartbreaking reversal
by Illinois by the margin of a
gingle point and perhaps more
astoundlnz than all others, Am-
herst's rout by the admittedly
weak Wesleyan eleven In the first
game of the *“'Little Three" series.
These were upsets of a surprising
sort and strictly in keeping with
the unforseen upheavals that have
already made the 1927 season
unjque in the annals of the game.

Expected Results

More in keeping with the accus-
tomed formalities were the victor-
ies of Penn State over Syracuse;
Pittsburgh over Carnegie though
Pittsburgh did have its goal line
sullied for the first time this sea-
son: Georgetown over West Vir-
ginia; New York University over
Rutgers; Columbia pver Willlams;
Michigan over Ohio State; Notre
Dame over Indiana and Stanford
over the Qregon Aggies,

Not so much did Yale astound
the 80,000 spectators in the bowl
by its actual victory over the Ar-
my as it did by the means whereby
it gained that victory. Not until
late In the game did the Amy get
'a chance to show its power of line
attack and then it was too late,
for Yale had taken the whip hand
early and driven up and down the
gridiron with enough might and
power to demonstrate d'ecisively
that it was the Amy's master.

Strong Line

Much has been said of the prow-
ess of Bruce Caldwell one of the
great Yale backs of all time, but
few suspected that Yale had in its
1927 line one of the staunchest
forward walls that has ever graced
an Eli eleven. Here was a line
that on attack lifted the exper-
jenced and powerful Army clear off
its feet and openel up wide gaps
through which Caldwell could
drive for endless yards and which
on-defense was an ever tightening
net around even such skillful backs
as Harry Wilson, Murrell and
Cagle.

Without Caldwell, Yale's attack
would still have been a machine of
power because of the strength of
the line. Caldwell and the Yale
line shared the honors, Caldwell
with his terrific line smashing
plunges his superb punting and
drop-kicking skill and his bril-
liant forward passing; the line by
its alertness, its cohesion and its
power.

Dartmouth's Victory

In triumphing over Harvard,
Dartmouth bids falr to equal its
record of 1925 when it went unde-
feated through the season to a
championship, although it must ov-
erthrow this wonderful Yale eleven
to achieve that end. The Green
smothered the Crimson with a
team that crashed through the
Harvard line and rode roughshod
over its flank in a remarkable
demonstration of power.

Cornell yielded to a wideawaks
Princeton eleven which uncovered
a new Tiger hero in Ed Wittmer.
The Tigers were scored on for the
first time this season but they
more than doubled Cornell's count
with an attack thaet surged through
the Cornell line and swept over it
with a bewildering assortment of
forward passes.

Pennsylvania's overthrow by
Chicago coupled with Colgate’s de-
feat by Wabhash gave the east & de-
cidedly bad afternoon in its bat-
tles with its western rivals. The
westerners not only withstood the
Red and Blue attack but hurled it
back to win in much more decisive
fashion than the score indicated.

New York University earned =a
place among the best teams of the
east by its victory over Rutgers
and gave promise of a stiff battle
when it faces Penn State.

Pittsburzh, too, continued to
exhibit great strength by its one-
sided victory over Carnegle Tech.

Navy resumed its winning ways
by beating the powerful Duke elev-
en while Georgia Tech, which faces
Notre Dame shortly, overthrew
North Carolina with ease. Buck-
nell, an unbeaten, unscored-on
eleven kept its slate clean by
whitewashing Gettysburg. Wil-
liams, however, fell from that class
by being -defeated by a fast and
resourcefn]l Columbla eleven which
at last seems to have found itself,
