USED TO SINK
BOOZE BOTTLES

Eastern Coast Covered With
Floating Whiskéy (Cases;
150 Cases Found Within
Radius of Mile.

Washington, Oct. 25.—There is
so much whiskey and alcohol float-
ing off the eastern coast that the
Coast Guard is Jinking it with ma-
chine gun fire from airplanes.

Official reports today showed
that a Coast Guard plane, operat-
ing off Cape Cod, swooped down on
100 cases of innocent whiskey,
bobbire up and down on the waves,
and with a heavy machine gun
barrage sent them to the bottom.

In another air reconnaissance
150 cases were sighted floating
within a radius of a mile. Some
of the liquor was dispatched by
machine gun fire from the plane.
Coast Guard patrol boats were
summoned ,by radiophone to dis-
pose of the remaingder.

Foreign Whiskey

Specimens picked up showed
that the wet goods were of foreign
origin, eventually intended for the
American bootleg market.

“If the whales get drunk enough
to attack trans-Atlantic liners, on-
1y the Coast Guard can be blamed,”
sald a treasury wasg.

“The ocean soonL will be of suf-
ficient alcoholic content to violate
the Volstead Act, in which case it
probably will Be padlocked.”

Much Booze Afloat

Enough ligquor is floating around
off the eastern coast to supply the
New York night clubs for some
time. Officials attr-buted the
condition chiefly to” the heavy
storm along the eastern seaboard.
Several rum schooners lurking out=
side the 12-mile limit are believed
to have gone down with loss .t
life.

A large quantity of liguor also
is heaved into the ocean by rum
running speed boats when pursued
by Coast Guard craft.

Most of the Iliguor destroyed
was floating in the fishing fields.
Several sailing boats and one oOT
two yachts had taken on a good
supply béfore the *gold mine' was
discovered by Coast Guard scouts.

A half dozen airplanes are scout-
ing along the coast thecking on
the presence of rum TunNmMers and
‘-seping navigation lanes clear of
vreckage. The Coast Guard planes
ars equipped with sending and re-
reiving radio-phones, able to es-
tablish two-way conversation up to
cight miles on short wave lengths.

Interrupts His Lawyers to -

Dr., George W. May, president of
the Manchester Medical Society
which i{g acting as hosts to the visit-
ors, officially welcomed the dele-
gates, There followed the read-
ing of the minutes of the last an-
nual meeting, reception of visiting

Medical department, They are Dr.
Charles' Weer Goff, a graduate of

SUSTAINS COMPENSATION
AWARD TO H. E. HOWE

Court Upholds $20 Payment
For 312 Weeks; Reserves
Decision in De Carli Appeal.

In the Hartford Superior Court
yesterday, Judge Newell Jennings
sustained a compensation award in
the case of Harold G. Howe, son of
Tax Collector and Mrs, George H.
Howe of 68 Wadsworth street, and
reserved decisiop in the case of
Mary De Carli whose husband, &
carpenter, was killed in 2 fall while
at work for the Manchester Public
Warehouse Company, an appeal
having been taken In both cases
against weekly awards of $20 and
$18 respectively for a period not
to exceed 312 weeks or six years.

In Howe's case he was awarded
an allowance of $20 weekly from
Watkin -Brothers' insurer, the
American Liability Insurance Com-
pany. Howe was employed as an
embalmer by Watkins Brothers.

While cleaning the engine of his
car on Sunday, April 29, 1926, he
injured his right index finger and
infection set in. He claimed that he
owned the car and used it to go’ on
the undertaking business of his em-
ployer at all times of the day and
night, and that the cleaning of the
car was to put it in commission for
this service, The insurer opposed
the claim on the theory that the in-
jury did not arise out of and in the
course of his employment.

As a result of his injury, Howe
was in a Hartford hospital for near-
ly thirty weeks. For a long time his
condition was critical and it was a
question whether or not he would
survive. His youth and his grim de-
termination, however, enabled him
to pull through, He is now re-
cuperating at the home of his sister,
Mrs, David Warnock on QOak street

The compensation commissioner
awarded Mr. Howe compensation of
$20 a week for a period not to ex-
ceed 312 weeks., The case came to
the superior court on appeal by the
employer and insurer who were
represented by S. Polk Waskowitz.
William S. Hyde was counsel for
Mr. Howe.

In the other case, the Manches-
ter Public Warehouse Company and
its insurer, the Maryland Casualty
Company, opposed by appeal the
award of $18 a week for 312 weeks
to Mary De Carli of Manchester,
widow of Angelo De Carli, a carpen-
ter, who was killed by a fall while
working for the warehouse com-
pany, March 9, 1927. He was killed
the first day he went to work. The
defense claimed that Mr. De Qarli
was not a regular employee, but a
casual employee, and therefore not
entitled to compensation. The claim-
ant contended the contrary:. Judge
Jennings reserved decision. William
S. Hyde represented the claimant.

The space alloted to the
kindergarten groups seem large but
kindergarten 'activities need large
floor space. The ' Hollister street
kindergarten could accommodate
more pupils but will doubtless be
filled to capacity within five years,

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BIG BILL

Honorable William Hale
*'3r-apson, mayor of Chicago, who
has just been forestalled by in-
junections in a mnovel and pictur-
esque scheme to burn in a public
bonfire every book in the Chicago
Public Library which has a good
word to say for Great Britain,
seems to us to be merely keeping
up with the fashion. He is right in
line with the rest of the regulators,
If hig methods are & trifle more
spectacular than those of the Ten-
pesgee fundamentalists or the Anti-.
Saloon League, that is probably be-
cause he is, for a bigot, a rather
breezy personality and a more than
usually lawless one.

William Hale Thompson owes his
unique patriotism, probably, to his
parentage and the circumstance of
his having been born in the ghad-
ow of Bunker Hill monument, As
might be suspected, his father was
a Boston person Wwho labeled his
con 100 per cent American by mid-
dle-naming him after the revered
Nathan, Coventry's revolutionary
martyr. In his infancy Big Bill par-
ticipated in-a family migration to
the Windy City and thereafter his
Massachusetts Ameriganism became
intertwined with the special type
of that quality bred by the common7
schools of the sprawling town of
stockyards and sjiyer dollar floor
mosaics. Big Bill go¥ @il his knowl
edge of literature in those schools,
for he mever bothered with the kind
of education absorbed by people of
the effect East, not even to the
extent of a high school conrse, I
stead he went to Wyoming and

ranched it for a while, in the days§

when cowboys were real hot stuff
and spent their wages on whiskey
and cartridges in fairly even divi-
“ sion: while the elder Thompson re-
mained in Chicago and cleaned up
on real estate.
~ At the opportune moment, Big
Bill, full of Wyoming ozone and
noise, came back from the range
and inherited the wgvﬂlth that his
parent had acqudfed. He might
have gone to schbol, even at that
latish day, for there were some
things that he had not learned
either in the Chicago primary
school or  in & Wyoming ranch
house, but instead he .went into
politics. '

Those were the days of Bath
House John and Hinkey Dink, of
negro ward votes deliverad en’ bloe,
of license and graft and filth and
political debauchery without paral-
lel in the history bf American mu-
nicipalities. And Big Bill, because,
he was noisy and lavish and with-
out restraining ethics, Tose 1o the
top of the dirty mess, Ignorant &s
one of the cattle with which he as-
sociated In Wypming, with no more
cultural or spiritual background
than any of his grafting associates,
he administered the affairs of the
city of Chicago precisely as such @&
man would be sure to administer
them,

And now, thyough one of those
unaccountable reversions to the
primitive that sometimes seize up-
on cities as well as individuals, Big
Bill is again mayor of the Windy
City. And, out of the profundity of
his learning, ‘acqul‘red in the slums
of a writhing conglomoration of a
town such as is ndwhere else In
America, he is threatening to burn
books—books that he can hardly
read, let alone understand.

Perhaps the courts can hold him
in leash, perhaps not. Big Blll at
least has the support of the fact
that what he is doing is the thing
‘of the hour—to oppress all honest
scholarship, to put a stop to all sin-
cere inquiry, to penalize liberalism
and to apotheosize bigotry, super-
stition, malice and ignorance,
Whatever else he is, Blg Bill is no
fool. He plays to the spirit of the
times.

IN NEVADA GOLD TOWN

Tuscarora, Nevada,—It is hard to
regltze that this now almost desert-
ed village was the metrppolis of
this battle-born state back.in 1880.

After a day of the Luuxre, the

Luxembourg and the - byways of

Montparnasse, you will agree with
me that art in Paris is as ‘reat a
commonplace as Fords in Main
street. Paris may not have bath
tubs; Paris may not have heat and
“jambon and oeufs' msay be a .bit
hard to get—but it has enough art
to fesd the souls of all the creative-
ly starved good folk of the world.
And Paris, or rather Parisians,
love to remiri you that they care
nothing for the creature comforts

of America. You are so commercial

—-go machine made. Ah, you have
not art! »

After a day in the art centers,
you stagger dizzily down the street,
your arms laden with catalogs,
hundreds of pages in thickness,
showing you not only the art of
these places, but the “guperior”
modernism of Vienna, Berlin, Mu-
nich and way points. -

‘Whereupon you may reach a con-
clusion such as struck me, that
thore is quite too much art in the
worldg that overdoses of art can
leave one as weary as overdoses of
crowds and moises In New York
and overdoses of Bahbitt conversa-
tion, Broadway playgoing, movies
and whatnot.

One is informed that the Louvre is
“something to do” om a rainy day
and since rain seems perpetual in
Paris..,.at least this peason—I
was surprised at the smi.llness of
the crowd. And, after one outward
glance at the Louvre, as it spreads
over several dogen blocks of great
open spaces you may hesitate about
entering at all, lest you find your-
gelf way round at the end of a
golid week of traveling. “You must
plunge boldly in, making up your
mind what you are going to look
for, and strike out,

By visiting every tenth room it is
possible to make about a third of
the trip through the Louvre in the
course of a hectic afternoon. Amnd
it you've rushed through the
Luxembourg in the morning, there's
still {ime to make the byways of
Montparnasse in the evening.

Now Montparnasge hangs its
paintings where it finds them, as a
Battery vagrant finds shelter. You
may see art hanging from the door-
ways; you may see it decorating the
exterior of a sidewalk cafe or the
interior of 2 bar. You may find it
in the cafe where you take dinner.
You will find it carefulls priced and
the veriest waiter can tell you what
it’s-all about and who executed it,

And, after being told night and
day that Americans have no art, you
will be amazed to find that a goodly
percentage of the'things you see
have been done by Americans, You
will be futher flabbergasted to find
that most of the young artists in
front of the cafes are young Ameri-
cans and when you wander through
the colonies at Honfleur and Caens,
outside of Nice, or trot over to Con-
carneau in Brittany, you'll see ‘“‘my
country ’'tis of thee” written all
over the members of the art
colonies.

“Ah,” the Frenchwian will tell
you, “But this is the influence of
Paris....of ¥France. You do not
have it yourselves, You must come
here...."”

And my advice is, never try to
argue with a Fenchman, particular-
ly when your French is limited to
counting up to ten.

Washington, Oct. 25,—Being An-
drew Mellon's son-in-law has cer-
tain drawbacks,

Mr. David K. E. Bruce took over
the job in the face of the jealousy
of goodness knows how many rivals
for the hand of Miss Melloa and
now he encounters the jealousy of
his comrades in the consular
branch of the foreign service,

Tp say how fully this present
jealcusy is justified might be un-
fair to Mr. Bruce, Somehow, every-
one zpeaks weil of Mr, Bruc: and
even the envious concede there is
pothing wrong with him. But the
copaular boys are peeved becanse
they believe he is being tavored by
their supsriors in the State Depart-
ment as a matter ¢f standing In
with Secretary Mellon, who is the
third richest man in the United
Btates. A

Although Mr. Bruce's ability
does not seem to be questioned,
they contend that he has not yet
demonstrated it in the service and
that in spite of that fact he is be-
ing favored over hundreds, of oth-
ers in his own classification.

After Mr. Bruce had spent a few
months in the foreign service
school, had woa the rank of a vice-
consul at a salary of something like
$2500 and had been married to
Miss Ailsa Mellon with great pomp
and with the entire Washington po-
lice force holding back the ecrowd,
he was appointed to a vice-consul's
post at Rome. That was in May,
1926.

Since that time, according to oth-
er consular men, Mr, Bruce has
been almost constantly “on leave”
until his recent return to Wash-
ington.

Mr. Bruce's friends explain that
his long absences from duty were
due solely to the poor health of
Mrs. Bruce, which gave him-and his
multi-millionairs father-in-law con-
siderable worry.

But the rub came when Mr,
Bruce resigned hig job. The depart-
ment, it appeared, didn’t want Mr,
Bruce to go. Somse of its higher of-
ficlals felt that if there was any
way to keep Mr, Mellon's son-in-
law, it ought to be done.

S0 a telegram was sent to Mr.
Bruce offering him another tem-
porary assignmeut and promls-
ing him that the department would
discuss his future with him when
the agsignment was over,

The assignment happened to be
a diplomatic job at the Internation-
al Radio-telegraph Conference now
in progress here. Mr. Bruce was

mede an assistant to William R..

Castle, the assistant secretary of
state who represents the depart-
ment as a delegate at the perform-
ance. It is a very nice temporary
assignment.

Now the other consuls here say
that Mr. Bruce, who was selected
in the first place from several who
wanted the Rome berth, has been
given a position here that might
well have gone to any one of num-
‘erous other men who have been
working hard and conscientlously
the last few years. They complain
that it {s bad for the morale of such
men to see this plum go to M.
Bruce.

They figure that almost anyone
¢lse who had resigned as Mr, Bruce
did, after such protracted leaves of
abgence, would have had his resig-
nation accepted forthwith.

Because of the fear in which
heart diseases is commonly held
by the public, the person who first
receives the announcement that his
heart is Inadequate, is likely to
spend many nights worrying over
the length of his life or the scope
of his possible activities,

In a recent consideration of the
subject before the Chicago Heart
Association, Dr. James B. Herrick
described five classes of persons
who require special consideration
in connection with this matter,

Many persons are seen who do
not have heart disease, but who
think they have. They pay too much
attention to every spell of palpita-
tion or breathlessness, they worry

Lover fatigue, and are disturbed by
every word of gossip concerning
gsome one who may have died recent-
ly of a heart condition.

Must Be Informed

Such a patient must, of course,
be thoroughly examined and told
truthfully that he has not an ac-
tual Hisease¢ of the heart and that
his wbrry and distress are unneces-
sary. 3

heart is discovered in & ps&ient who

usually excei)tionally careful in
breaking the news. If it is a child,
the parents only may be told, so

DON'T KNOW RULES

Billy Evans Gives Advice
About Value of Knowing
Fine Points of All Games.

By BILLY EVANS

It is really surprising how little
a great many of the leading stars
in varlous sports know about the
. playing rules. Every now a..nd
then, some outstanding major
league performer Wwill ask me &
fool baseball question, that, at
the moment, makes me think he is
merely trying to josh me, until it
{s apparent that he is really seek-
ing information.

As a rule, a majority of the
players have a smattering know-
ledge of the code that covers their®
respective sport and they go along
with that limited knowledge. They
do not give thought to the finer
points, the intricate technicalities.
In baseball, the player feels that
the captain or manager will take
care of this angle, while in foot-
ball the captain is expected to
have such g working knowledge of
the rule that he immediately
knows whether or not the officials
are making the correct interpre-
tation.:

Football coaches, in their var-
fous talks to the players, stress the
fundamentals as pertaining to
each position. They wise the play-
er up to the things that he can and
cannot do .under the rules. Most
teams have.one or two players not-
ed for their familjarity with the
rules, Every captdin makes an ef-
fort ‘to become thoroughly conver-
sant with the code so that he can
see that his team gets what is
coming to it. It the captain hap-
pens to be lax, some other player
is delggated by the coach to keep in
closa touch with the leader on dis-
puted points.

It iz emsy to understand why a
player who knows the rules, which
raturally deal with all the possi-
bilities ot football, is in a hetter
position to cash in on that know-
ledge than the player who has
only. & very limited acquaintance
with the playing code and often

pasées up a chance to pull a worth-
while play Dbecause he slmply
doesn't know what to do, how far
he can EoO.

The football legislators almost
annually have a change of mind on
certaln phases of play. If they
believe the game caiz be bettered
by making certain shifts in the
code, they do not hesitate to do s0.
For this, they are to be commend-
cd. However, the player to keep
up to date, must each fall grasp
the reforms that have been made.

Of the half-dozen changes in the
football rules for this year, the
one ‘that will' probably .cause the
viest confusion for ofticlals as well
Ls players, deals with the back-
ward pass.

In a desire to encourage greater
freedom in handling of the ball
thereby promoting more open play,
the rule has been 80 amended that
bhackward passes, except those
from the snapper-back will, it In-
completed, become dead and mno
further play can be made, except
under certain conditions. .

The feature of the play that will
ro doubt cause much argument be-
fore the close of the season deals
with whether or not the player ac-
twally had possession of the ball. A
constant source of trouble in base-
ball {8 whether, in handling a bgll
that is finally dropped, the player
had it momentarily, thereby com-
plating the out, regardless of the
fact that it later touched the
ground,

Relative to the backward pass, if
a man merely gets his hands on
the ball and loses it, then the ball
is dead. However, if in the opin-
ion of the referee, the man had
possession of the ball and then
. dropped it, it shall be ruled as &
. fumble and not declared dead un-
“ti1 recovered by a player of either
gide.

Judgment plays, in baseball or
football, make for argument and
1 have no doubt but that the ques-
tior. of whether the player mersly
got his hands on the ball or had
possession, will cause many a coach
to do a lot of raving et the ruling
of the nfficlals before the 1927
geason i3 aver.

play.
1t was decided that the best meth-
od of determining the space of time
during which players must stop
could be measured by the rapid
count of the numbers 1-2-3-4,
which is approximately one second,
Heretofore many coaches have
timed their shift so that the men
practically never came to a stop,
but now, in order that shifting men
\come within the law, it is necessary
that they come to an absolute stop
cfor one full second, and must vre-
main stationary, without movement
of the feet, or swaying of the body,
This same rule holds good when
teams come out of the so~called
“huddle.”

INTEREST GROWING
INREC CLASSES

Director Lloyd Has 50 Young
Men Enrolled Where Last
Year There Were But Six.

The untiring efforts of Director
Lewis Lloyd to stimulate more in-
terest in young men’s gymunastic
work at the School street Recrea-
tion Center, apparently has been
well rewarded and the prospects
for the future are even more prom-
ising.

Already a class of nearly fifty
young men has enrolled for the
hour-and-a-half period of instruc-
tion held from 8 o'clock until 9:30
each Monday and Thursday even-
ing. The percentage of this num-
ber attending the classes runs un-
usually high.

During the past few years, inter-
est in gymnastic work among the
men has fallen to a point where
something drastic had to be dona2.
It is with this realization in mind
that Director Lloyd has spent many
hours of work scheming ways and
means of stimulating more inter-
est in physical edncation.

Last mnight, there were thirty
young men in the class as com-
pared to six at this time a ¥year
ago. It is also apparent that Di-
rector Lloyd is well versed in this
line of work. His many years of
' experience in physical education
make him most capable, and, inci-
dentally, he is exceptionally popu-
{lar with the members of the class.

Director Lloyd believes that ev-
ery young man should take a. cer-
tain amount of exercise each day.
This is especially needed by those
who are not engaged in athletic ac-
tivities. The class is open to the
public and there is no charge to
Recreation Center members. Non-
members are charged one dollar for
the training.

Miss Ruth C. Calhoun, asgociate
director of the Recrealion Centers,
continues to do fine work with the
women's gym class which held
another hour session last might
previous to the men's class. There
are nearly a hundred registered in
the class and the percentage of at-
tendance is also high. However,
the interest in the women's gym-
nastic work has been most satis-
factory for a long time, it being the
men's class which needed atten-
tion.
