The Board of Pardons
neeting here this morning, refused
10 commute the men’s sentence to
Jife imprisonment. Gov. John H.
Trumbull refused to extend execu-
tive clemency.

The cases of the two Chinese,
who "had been sentenced to die a
week earlier and were reprieved un-
til the meeting today could act,
were among sixty-five presented to
the board, fifteen other applicants
withdrawing at the last moment.

Hugh M. Alcorn, state's attorney
for Hartlford county who prosecut-
ed the two Chiness and secured =a
first degree murdeyr verdict from &
jury, started the hearings today by
remarking that in the case of Soo
Hoo Wing and Ching Lung the
Supreme Court had decided that
the guilt of the two men had been
“abundantly established.”

Mrs, Clara A. R. Ricker, a
wealthy Newark, N. J., woman, who
does social work among the Chi-
nese was the first to ask clemency
for the men, “Nothing is to be gain-
cd by the death of these men, but
cevervthing is to be gained among
the Chinese in this country if their
lives are spared,” said Mrs. Ricker.
“The eyves of all Chinese in Ameri-
ca are on Connecticut today watch-
ing what you do,"”

JURY FIXING CASE
IN WORSE HUDDLE

Detective Burns Says Gov-
ernment Officials Talked
To Fall Jurymen.

Washington, Nov. T7.—The fed-
eral investization into jury-tam-
pering in the Fall-Sinclair con-
spiracy trial became involved this
afternoon in a series of charges,
counter-charges and denials.

William J. Burns, head of the
detective agency that furnished six-
teen operatives to trail members
of the jury on bhehalf of the de-
fenge, sprang a surprise today after
he was questioned by the Federal
Grand Jury. He turned the tables
on the government and announced
he had presented Justice Siddons,
the trial judge, with a complaint
and affidavit charging a govern-
ment official with having approach-
ed a member of the jury while the
case was in trial,

Justice Siddons denied that he
had recelved the Burns complaint,
but both Burns and his Washing-
ton manager, Charles G. Ruddy, as-
serted it had been filed.

The Complaint,

The defense's complaint was in
the form of an affidavit sworn to
by Willlam Long, one of Burns' op-
eratives. It set forth that Norman
Glasscock, one of the jurors, was
observed to have been approached
at a local flying field by a car
which investigation showed to have
been registered in the name of H.
R. Lamb, an assistant to the attor-
ney general.

Mark B. Thompson, Fall's attor-
ney, already has been before the
Grand Jury to answer questions
about a telephone call traced from
him to Dan Jackson, algo an assist-
ant to the attorney general. It
Is understood Thompson admitted
asking Jackson, an. old friend of
his, for Information about Lamb.
The latter also was ' tralled by
Burns men and there are a half
dozen reports on him in the files
seized in the government raid on
Burns' headquarters.

VERMONT WATERS

RECEDING TODAY

Two Rivers Drop Over 15
Feet—Red Cross Making
Survey of the Situation.

St. Albams, Vt., Nov. 7.—The
waters of the Lamollle and Mis-
sissiquol rivers had receded today
over fifteen feet in the past 24
‘hours leaving valleys strewn with

wreckage of all descriptions—de-
molished buildings, sections of
bridges, uprooted trees.

In some sections of northern
Vermont parts of villages were
wiped off the map, hundreds of
persons being left marooned on the
hillsides with practically no shelter
from the cold wesather that Is fast
sweeping down from the north.

3,000 HOMELESS
IN SPRINGFIELD

West Springfield Under Mar-
tial Law Today—Appeal
Sent Out For Clothing.

Sprlngnéldr Mass.,, Noyv. T.—

\Flood waters of the Connectleut be-

gan-receding today, relief work was
well organized and disease was be-
ing guarded against in Springfield,
West Springfield, Chicopee = and
Northampton,

Three thousand were homeless in
to-
day and all were being cared for

either at 'private homes or in publie
buildings.

Five thousand men and women
were out of work today in Spring-
field and West Springfield, most of
them being hit twice by the tem-
porary loss of their homes and the
temporary loss of their jobs.

Red Cross In Charge

The Red Cross was in charge of
relief’ work. ,Several hundred per-
scns, the Red Cross workers found,
had to leave thelr homes today be-
cause water had rulned their fuel
and the cold snap made the houses
impossible to live in,

Despite the cold and night of
snow many persons continued to
cling to their fireless homes today
on 519 edges of the flood area.

Appeal For Clothing

An appeal was issued today for
warm clothing for the flood refu-
gees as many had to flee from thelr
homes without securing proper
clothing.

West Springfleld was under mar-
tial law today. Members of the
104th Infantry, National Guard,
armed with rifies patrolled the river
banks and homes on the edge of the
flood areas, The National Guards-
men were quartered-in a church
parish house.

Public buildings in all the cities
and towns in the flood zone were
thrown open to refugees, including
the big state armory here and the
West Springfield Town Hall.

New Haven, Conn., Nov. 7.—The mighty Connecticut river
was going back to normal at the rate of two inches an hour this
afternoon as the brown mass of water rushed southward to
Long Island Sound, and towns along its banks within this state
were beginning to repair damage. :

The unprecedented November freshet has damaged two
thousangd homes along the Connecticut river in this state, prop-
erty damage will total about $1,500,000 of which $1,000,000 falls
on the Hartford district, where 1,500 homes were damaged, and

an unestimated amount of loss

suspension of industry in some sections near the river banks.

Middletown Hard Hit. :
Middletown, without electricity

for nearly twenty-four hours, had
its current partly restored this.
afternoon. As the water receded
from tiie shores, roads in that sec-
tlon were found to be not badly
damaged. Some of them are flood-
ed annually in the spring freshet.

The State Highway Department'
found that damage to highways,
imcluding lost bridges, will not ex-
ceed $60,000, and there will be no
need for special funds for repairs.
The State Health Department, fear-
ing a typhoid épidemic, has mobil-
ized all its forces- for work in the
stricken villages down the river.

Connecticut’s flood moved with
sufticient advance notice to pre-
vent any losé of life.

FIRE, NEW MENACE.
Boston, M#iss.,, Nov. 7. — Fire
lJoomed as a new menace in the
roidst of New England's flood hor-
ror today while pestilence and dis-
eage stalked near the receding
waters.

Word came through in a round-
about way that a serifous fire had
broken out in Ludlow, Vt., home of
Attorney-General John G. Sargent.

The fire was in a bakery and
meat market and a northeast wind
was said to- have saved the town
from destruction. Firemen of Lud-
Jow with the help of volunteers from
Springfield and Bellows Falls aided
by the wind kept the flames within
the bakery and meat market and'
an adjoining lumber yard. Water
had to be drawn from the Black
river,

Another Fire Scare,

Springfield Vt., tco had a fire
scared but the situation in the latter
town was quickly controlled. The
water supply, which failled with the
collapse of water mains, had been
turned on only half an hour in
Springfield. when the . first fire since
the flood was discovered and burned
down a residence.

Scores of communities in Ver-
mont were threatened by this new
menace of fire as water mains, un-
dermined by the flood, have cracked
and in other places dams of reser-
voirs have collapsed releasing the
reserve supplies of water. Roads,
too, in hundreds of places are im-
passable to fire apparatus even in
sections of some of the Vermont
cities.

Ludlow, a scene of the latest fire,
lies in the wvalley below Plymouth
Noteh mountain, the birthplace of
President Coolidge. It was one of
the beauty spots of the Green Moun-
tain state.

Typhoid fever, according to re-
ports filtering in, broke out today
in several Vermont towns. The
pestilence claimed its first victim
outside ‘Montpelier, Vt., and among
the flood sufferers of the valley of
the Winooski river far to the north,.

FLOODED THREE DAYS

Springfield, Vermont, Nov. 7.—
Springfield today is gradually re-
turning to normalcy after being
isolated for three days as. the re-
sult of the -most disastrous . flood
ever to strike this vicinity.

Lud-
low is completely carried away just
north cf the village and travel in
that direction is possible only by
narrow hill roads.

The electric supply, which failed
early Thursday night, was fixed up
temporarily by one of the mills in
town supplying power from a priv-
ate generator, last night. Prior to
that time power for the operation
of the local telephone offices was
supplied from the generator of an
automobile, which was kept run-
ning continuously for 72 hours.

Gasoline S8hortage

The commercial gas supply also
gave out following the flood but
was brought back into service to-
day.

The shortage of gasoline is acute
and is being ratiomed out to trucks
only.

Telephone and telegraph service
with outside towns is still limited,
it being necessary to carry on maost
of the Telegraph = communications
by telephone or messenger to Clare-
mont, N. H.

Your correspondent here has
been on the job almost continuous-
ly since.Thursday night and has
visited most of the =ections imme-
dlately surrounding this town, To-
day, he wiil attempt to get through
to Ludlow, 20 miles distant from
which nothing has besn heard here
since Thursday night.

Crest Nearing Here.

Boston Mass., Nov. 7. — The mad
floods of upper New England have
passed—but as they moved south-
ward and east to the sea today,
Connecticut, already lashed by ad-
vance freshets, was due to feel the
crest of the mighty wall of water
which has wreaked such havoc in
other New England states.

Behind the waters today is a
mounting list of dead, now esti-
mated at 25 and a hundred miliion
dollars in wreckage, snow has come
bringing new peril of the elements
to the northern valleys where man
power is being conscripted to re-
habilitate the devastated - regions
and to the hills where other count-
less thousands, unsheltered, seek
safety from the raging waters.

Tales of Heroism

At Cavendish, Vermont, an
itinerant peddler, known only as
Bloomfield, dared death and saved a
score of persons when the Black
river cutting away through the hill
on which the town set, undermined
a streteh two miles long.

Bloomfield coming into the town
as its Inhabitants slept was nearly
swept to death as the undermined
village began to cave in. His pleas
and shouts to the villagers were at
first scoffed at but finally the vil-
lagers fled just as a crash 200 yards
wide and as many feet deep opened
and swallowed every house in it

Bdward Keeley, 16, of Mont-
pelier, nearly died saving a family
whose home was swept into the
Winooski and held by the waters
against a dam. He went a hundred
yards, hand over along a telephone
wire to set a beeches buoy on the
roof of the house, The beeches buoy
saved four of the family and Kesley
going last was swept into the flood
when the rope broke. He was car-
ried with a rush against the dam
but managed to make his way to
safety.

COMPARISONS ON LABOR

Tells of Conditions in Other
Countries Some Years Ago
In Talk to Men’s League.

Charles Chene;” of Cheney
Brothers, in a talk before the Men’'s
League of the Center Congrega-
tional church yesterday, drew &
comparison between working condi-
ting in this country and in Europe
several years ago. Mr. Cheney de-
scribed conditions there as he saw
them and told his hearers that they
should consider themselves well off
under the conditions here.

Working conditions In France,
Italy, China and Japan were de-
scribed in detail, Mr. Cheney going
into the working hours, which were
from 12 to 15 hours a day, and the
unusuzlly small pay, which then
would not exceed 15 cents a day.

That happiness may be attained
despite hard work and small pay
was the opinion of Mr. Cheney,
who described the spirits of girls
in France and Italy who sang as
they worked their 15 hours for 15
cents.

He asked if Americans had as
yet learned to be happy. He told of
the short hours of labor, the good
pay, luxuries and everything that
makes for happiness, but he asked
his hearers to stop to think now
and then how the other half of the
world lives.

FLOOD CREST REACHED
BY RIVER AT HARTFORD

(Continued. from Page 1)

The coldest weather of the season,

accompanied by snow flurries,

made the situation all the worse.
Reaches 29 Fect

The Connecticnt river reached a
high peint of just under 29 feet
during the flood’s course. That was
at five a. m. Four hours later the
river had dropped to 28.3 feet and
was going down slowly but steadi-
ly, The gauge at Dutch Point,
where official readings have been
secured for years, showed that the
river did not quite reach the record
point of 29 feet, though unofficial
estimates - gave the river a new
high peint.

State police, who have been ac-
tive along the river from the point
where it enters the state on the
Massachusetts line to Saybrook,
where it flows into the Sound, re-
ported all well during the night,
Towns without electricity feared
trouble. But, according to the
police, not a single case of looting
occurred, there were no fires, aud
no loss of life.

Officials of the State Board of
Health today issued a warning to
beware of well water in any part
of the state where flood conditions
have prevailed during the past

week. The warning was issued in,

an effort to prevent an epidemic
of typhoid ‘which officials safd
might easily follow the flood. Dr.
Willard Knowleton, deputy com-
missioner of health, checked up on
the state’s supplies of anti-toxin
and found there was sufficient to
cope with any emergency that

| might arise. But he believed that

strict observance of the suggestion
to boil all water obtained from
wells for drinking purposes would
prevent trouble.

MIDDLETOWN'S PLIGHT

Middletown, Conn., Nov. 7.—
News that the Connecticut river
had passed the flood stage at Hart-
ford at five a. m,, today came as a
great relief to Middletown resi-
dents. The flood had practically
crippled the city. All electric light
and power was shut off, except for
trolley lines, the only highway
passable was the one to Durham,
five important manufacturing
plantis ‘had been flooded out, and
dozens of people were homeless.

Fifteen families containing some
76 persons were rescued by police
who worked in the glare of auto-
mobile headlights in the early
morning hours. Tenemerts In the
river bottom whose ground floors
were already floeded became dan-
gerous as the waters crept gradual-
lv upward and the police ordered a
ceneral exodus. In a few Iinstances
plank bridges were sufficient to get
the flood victims out, .but in most
cases rowboats were needed and the
rescue work became a delicate op-
eration.

Plants Flooded .

The plants that were flooded are
Omo Manufacturing Co., Colonjal
Lace Co., Portland Silk Co., I E.
Palmer Co. and Welker Hoops
Manufacturing Co. The group em-
ploys about one thousand hands.

Waters of the river entered the
electric light plant yesterday after-
noon in spite of frantic efforts of
laborers and by dark had penetrat-
ed transformers and cut off all light
and power. Anticipating what
might come, the company’s officials
had started emergency work and it
is believed Middletown will have its
electric service by tonight again
though it was feared that forty
hours would be reguired to restore
things to normal. -

River Rising

NMiddletown' woke today to find
the spreading rushing mass of wa-
ter of the Connecticut had risen
ten feet since at Saturday night,
and was 25 feet above normal. Mid-
dletown wolke to find that no unto-
ward incidents had occurred over-
night. The police force of thirty-one
men had furnished adequate patrol
service, the fire department had not
been called upon., Members of the
American Legion,
services to the mayor in case of em-
ergency, remained at home during
the night, ready for an inpgtant serv-
ice call which never came.

able boais had been carried down
the river by tne flond and probably
destroyed. The boats were the prop-
erty cf local sacht club members.

Only a small supply of wa-
ter remains in the reservoir.

Trolleys Bilocked

Trolley service between Middle-~
town and Hartford has been sus-
pended for fear of washouts along
ithe route. Observers traveling on
the last car through saw places that
seemed to have been 'undermined by
the river and until these are exam-
ined and repaired the trolley route
will be considered unsafe.

Every relief ageney in town is
aiding in caring for the flood suf-
ferers. The Salvation Army bar-
racks were thrown open to people
whose homes are under water, and
the Red Cross and other organiza-
tlons are finding food and clothing
for the people.

Money damage by the flood will
be large though no estimate was
avallable today. The flooded factor-
ies were among the largest loosers
though much stock was rescued.

Hoo Wing was not near the scene
of the crime at any time."”

Then Mr. Cummings declared
“4his case has been bedevilled from
the start. There syas a great public
agitation on at the time. The casc
was called a murder in a Tong war.
The Tong had nothing to do with
‘the murder.”

Mr. Cummings declared that the
murdered man belonged to the
same Tong as the two prisoners.

Not Enongh Evidence

Mr. Alcorn declared in conclud-
ing that as long as he held the
office of state's attorney he would
prosecute all violators of the state's
laws as “relentlessly, as ably and
as completely as I have prosecuted
these men.”

Mr. Cummings made a final ap-
peal, declaring the state had no
evidence that Soo Hoo Wing was
the emissary for any organization.

Story of the Crime.

The murder of Ong Jing Hem in
an Oak street laundry shop was one
of nine tong war killings which oc-
curred almost simultaneously in
several parts of the country early in
the morning of March 24, last.

Ong Jing was shot and instantly
killed in the presence of his cousin,
Sam Ong. The convicted slayers,
Ching Lung and Sco Hoo Wing,
came to Manchester from Hartford
in a taxicab. The car was parked
on Oak street in front of the J. W.
Hale store. Both men got out and
walked down the street together.
Soo Hoo Wing stopped and stood
in a doorway while Ching Lung
went on to carry out his mission.
The latter gained admittance 10
the laundry by knocking at the
door and a few moments later
fired three shots into Ong Jing
Hem'’s body from close range.

Then Ching Lung fled up the
street, his accomplice joining him
as he hurred back to the taxi. This
happened just as people were on
their way to work in the silk mills
and several persons saw the Chinese
run up the street and saw Sam Ong
come running out of his laundry
yelling that his partner had been
killed.

Mrs. Frank Cervini hurried to
a pay telephone station and notified
police headquarters. Patrolman
Albert Roberts was on desk duty
at the time and he flashed the news
to all police headquarters in the
state. As a result, the fleeing slay-
ers were traced to Meriden where
they changed taxi-cabs and were
captired before noon at New
Haven.

The arrest and speedy conviction
of the Chinese made this the only
killing in that tong war cleared up
in the country. In every other in-
stance the murderers escaped.

Ching Lung and Soo Hoo Wing
were arraigned in Manchester Po-
lice court and bound over to the Su-
perior court in Hartford by Judge
Raymond A. Johnson. There they
were found guilty and sentenced to
die November 1. At the request of
the counsel for the defense, Gov.
John H. Trumbull granted a re-
prieve until tonight in order that
the Board of Pardons might hear
the case today.

Now, all in a moment, we face

_the crushing knowledge that New

England, no more than any other
part of the world, is exempt from
physical laws. And it has cost this
seciion a great many millions of
dollars and more than a few lives
to learn that the hand of Nature
can be as rwthiess here as thou-
sands of miles from here,

In the destruction of Dbridges,
damage to power plants and wash-
out of railroads New England has
been hit a blow by a thirty-six hour
rain comparably as great as if
armies had fought over her ter-
raine, It will be weeks before busi-
ness in many sections regains its
normalcy, and all that loss to the
industries and to the peopls must
be added to the more direct physi-
cal ruin worked by the floods.

Nobody is to blame for all this.
He would be a poseur who would
pretend that he foresaw the .likeli-
hood of the disaster, We are all<dn
the same boat, We have all simply
predicated a large part of our ex-
istence on a false sense of immu-
nity simply because we have had no
warning. That we ought to have
known better makes no difference
—there are plenty of things we
should {foresee but don't because
we can’t.

But it will be our fault and we
will be seriously to blame if from
this ‘time on we of New England
do not turn very seriously to con-
sideration of the possibility of flood
disasters; if we 'do not hereafter
build our impounding systems with
some adequate sort of relationship
one to the other and to the natural
phenomena which we have every
right to anticipate as possibilities;
if we do not hereafter erect bridges
that cannot be destroyed by flood
waters of whatever, magnitude; If
we do not plan our railroad con-
struction so that it will stand the
besiegement of tumbling torrents;

if we do not cease hiving popula-|""

tions in the very shadow of catas-
trophe; and, especially,” if we do
not call a halt on the rape of our
forests,

Flood control ought forthwith to
become a very immediate concern
of the New England Council, and
of every state in New England.

its eficacy. The Anti-Saloon- league
and other over-zealous-advocates of
the-law began a bitter denunciation
ot anybody who took issue with
them. Lifelong devotion to the cause
of temperance did not save those
who were skeptical as to the wis-
dom of the step that had been tak-
en from being accusad of Dbeing
‘hirelings of the brewers and saloon-
keepers.” The man whayjintimated
that the law could not be enforced
was a ‘‘tool of the liguor Inter-
ests.”” One who believed -the law
too drastic was “after a drink of
rum.'"" To question its expediency
was equivalent fo an attempt to

YALE IS BUILDING
BIGGEST SCHOOL
ATHLETIC PLANT

Many New Centers For
Games Being Erected At
New Haven.

New Haven, Conn.—Yale Uni-
versity, engaged in the task of
building the most elaborate athle-
tic plant any educational institu-
tion possesses, has discovered that
what once was a quiet suburban
district has become possessed of a
roaring artery of traffic, and that
students now need protection when
they try to cross the road. After
experimenting with traffic police
hired for the gccasion Yale now is
to put down a subway so that her
teams may move freely from the
central Lapham Field to the athle-
tic fields.

Visitors to Yale Bowl, this fall,
have fought their way through a
tangle of bullding material where
new structures running over a mil-
lion dollars In cost are rising. The
most spectacular is the new Walter
Camp Memorial gateway to the
Bowl, with a long brick coping and
high marble pillars leading to a
broad paved way from Derby Ave-
nue to the Bowl.

Many New Fields

Closer to the Bowl the new Coxe
field gymnasium, costing $150,000,
is thrusting its steel work to the
sky, and across from the gateway,
new baseball stands running into
thousands of dollars are taking
form. The new Phipps polo field is
ready for use, and new soccer and
lacrosse fields are being worked
into shape.

Eventually the baseball and
track fields will regeive an orna-
mental entrance to conform to the
Bowl entrance, and in time the
Chapel street side of the Bowl is
to receive treatment., The Bowl
itself has some rough spois to be
smoothed off, even after thirteen
years. The work will be done as
funds come to hand.

In days not far distant  Yale
athletes walked out to “Yale Field”
for practice, while the average stu-
dent who wanted exercise had odds
and ends of tennis courts soattered
within range of the campus. Now
the institution maintains & belt line
of busses from campus to field and
at the fleld the student has many
tennis courts awaiting his pleasure.

Other Transportation

Busses carry the crews either
down to the harbor or out to the
Housatonic river at Derhy, busses
instead of trolley cars carry visit-
ing teams of all sorts, and bring
them back, and even the Yale band |
has its bus rides to and from foot-
ball games. Once upon a time all
athletes, both of Yale and of visit-
ing colleges, dressed close. to the
campus -and returned there after
various terriffic battles to regain
their street clothes., Now an ela-
borate field house cares for every-
one within the shadows of the grid-
iron, the diamond and- the track,
and even the casual student tennis
player finds dressing rooms and
baths aplenty. '

Jazzy Tunes Popul‘ar But

Chlcago——Dance orchestras Jgn the
United States-like to play hot snap-
py and fast time music but cannot
because the dancers themselves
won't let them. .

That was the concensus o! opin-
fom expreaaed here hy a dozen or-

30-called “hot” and fast ca-
dence dance ‘music produces in
couples .a degree of intoxication
which - if prolonged exerts an in-
fluente detrimental “‘to the best in-
terests of dance 'hall or cabarets,”
according to the opinions of orches-
tra leaders.

Reasons Given

Cope Harvey, leader of one of
the best dance orchestras in Chica-
go, explains the condition as fol-
lows:

Car Wrecked in Glastonbury
As Man Drops Wheel: At

The efforts of a father to save
his five-year-old son from falling

out of an automobile when the door ; marooned In the sea of automo-

suddenly sprang open resulted in a
serivus accident yesterday which
sent four members of the family to
Manchester Memorial hospital and
may <uost the lives of both the
father and mother,

The accident occurred on the
New London Turnpike about a miie
east of Station 35 at Glastonbury.
In the car, which was oper-
ated by Harold Gustafson, 37, of
41 Raymond street, New London,
were his wife, 23, his two small
children and his mother, Mrs, Ida
Gustafson, 58, of Uncasville,

According to the story told by
Gustalson, despite very serious in-
juries, the party were riding along
the turnpike when ihe door sud-
denly sprang open. Gustafson let
go of the steerirz wheel to seize
Harold Jr., his five-year-old son who
was falling out. He succeeded in
pulling the child back but as he
was shutting the door, the car
swerved off the road and crashed
Lead-on into a tree.

The in.pact broke the tree and
the heavy trunk smashed through
the top of the car. Mr. Gustafson's
mother was jammed against the
top of the car and a fork of the
tree with such force that it was
feared for a time that her neck
was broken. At the hospital, how-
ever, this fear proved unfounded

and her condition is not regarded ;
| as serious.

CGustafson was jammed against
the steering wheel, which broke,
and was badly hurt.

ONLY ONE INJURED AS
