New Britain, Conn., Nov. 14 
— One man is under arrest here, 
charged with burglary, highway 
robbery and theft of an automo­
bile, and local police are assisting 
Edward J. Hickey, county detective, 
and constables of Southington in an 
intensive search of the hilly dis­
tricts around Southington for other 
members of a bandit gang that has 
been terrorir.ing towns from here 
down to the northern outskirts of 
New Haven for two weeks.

, Frank Todzia, 27, of 14 Nash 
street. New Britain, is the one al­
leged member of the garug police 
say they have in custody at pres­
ent, hut they believe the other can­
not' escape. With the arrest of 
Todzia, according to police, a 
eheck-up on other gangsters was 
easy. Certain admissions by Tod­
zia aided tlie police to confirm be­
liefs they held previously.

iiast Week's Raids.
The bandit gang, last week, stole 

a New York car and raided as far 
south as Hamden, where they broke 
into a gasoline station, filled up the 
car's tank and returned to Chesh­
ire. There they held up a store 
and were driven off by a youth 
armed with a wrench. They tried 
to shoot him but the revolver 
failed to explode. Later they held 
up some New Britain men near 
IMilldale and took $50.

Cliascd by Police.
On this raid the bandits tried to 

get into New Britain and were 
blocked but they escaped after be­
ing chased three miles by local po­
lice. They were traced into the 
hills where the trail was lost.

For a week reports of minor 
hold-ups along the college highway 
below this city came pouring in. 
Always the same descriptions of 
the bandits were ,given.

The bandits raided Southington 
last night, getting a car in Water- 
town. and stealing markers in 
Southington. They crashed into a 
horse-drawn vehicle, killing the 
horse. They were forced to aban­
don their car which the police re­
covered, and again escaped into 
the hills. During the hunt for the 
bandits a Southington youth, Her­
bert Kabisch, was shot and dan­
gerously wounded by a Southing­
ton constable. "While this chase 
was on word came of several at­
tempts by the bandits to steal cars 
or hold up motorists. The bandits 
found roadside parkers easy vic­
tims, police say.

Following a well-defined clue, 
the local police picked up Todzia. 
Before the morning was far ad­
vanced a search party, armed with 
sawed-off shotguns, was working 
in Southington. They expected 
the bandits would make resistance 
and were not to take any chances 
in the hunt.

“ My prayers were answered,.” 
said Rev. Dascomb Forbush.

The Forbushs spent last night 
and early today in their summer 
camp at Canaan, the cottage where 
they spent their honeynv)on ten 
years ago- Dr. Forbush had kept a 
beacon light burning in the window 
of the cottage every night since the, 
search for his wife began here.

Mrs. Forbush was said by her 
'^nsband to be suffering from an 
“ inferiorty complex.” “ My husband 
is a saint and doesn’t deserve to 
have anybody like me,” she sobbed 
after being found.

Washington, Nov. 14.— The 
Washington Herald today published ! 
a number of secret documents se- | 
cured from the archives of the Mex- j 
lean foreign office, disclosing that 
the recent liberal revolution in Nic­
aragua was directly financed by the 
Calles government of Mexico.

Publication of the documents 
created a sensation in government 
circles, where Mexico’s connectio.n 
with the turmoil in Nicaragua has 
long been suspected. The Herald 
states that there is no question of 
the authenticity of the documents, 
and that others will be published 
from day to day until the complete 
story of Mexico’s “ meddling” in 
Nicaragua is laid bare.

The documents published today 
are six in number, and consist of 
presidential orders upoa the Mexi­
can treasury for the payments of 
sums aggregating more than $200,- 
000 to the promoters of the Nicara­
guan revolution. Some of this 
money, the orders show, was for the 
purchase of arms and ammunition, 
while other sums went for the ex­
penses of “ secret and confidential” 
missions sent into Nicaragua by or­
der of President Calles.

The Herald states that the docu­
ments were brought out of Mexico 
by former officials of the Calles ad­
ministration who were “ opposed to 
the Bolshevistic tendency” of the 
Calles regime.

An “ Open Secret.”
Mexico’s encouragement and sup­

port of the liberal revolution in 
.Nicaragua, which resulted in Amer­
ican intervention there, has long 
been an open secret in Washington. 
The State Department is in posse.s- 
sion of evidence showing the clear­
ance of arms and ammunition from 
Mexican ports. Rifles and cart­
ridges used by the revolutionists 
bore the imprint of the Mexican 
government, and there were Mexi-

Eighteen Men and a Woman 
Have Lunch At White 
House— To Honor Lindy.

Court House, Cincinnati, Ohio, 
Nov. 14.— The curtain rose on the 
second act of an American tragedy 
today when George Remus, one­
time millionaire “ king of the boot­
leggers,” went on trial in criminal
court for the murder of his wife, 
Imogene, whom he shot and killed 
in Eden Park, Cincinnati, on 
October sixth last.

Judge Chester R- Shook, tall and 
dignified, ascended-the bench at 
precisely ten a. m., rapped for 
order, and the case of the “  Soate 
Versus Remus” had begun.

Remus, principal actor in the 
drama about to' be unfolded, calm- 
'ly took his seat In court, prepared 
to assume the dual role of defen- 

ant to the charge of first degree 
murder and co-counsel for himself. 
Remus was a Chicago criminal 
lawyer before he quit his profes­
sion to become the ouslness genius 
of a $100,000,000 liquor organiza­
tion.

Immaculately dressed in a dark 
blue suit and freshly shaved, 
Remus sat at his counsel table, 
alert, interested hut rather non­
chalant.

Defense Plans
Remus and his co-counsel, 

Charles H. Elston, plan to iiaint the 
defendant as a harassed man who 
was driven to kill the woman he 
claims "double-crossed” him for 
another man, a former prohibition 
agent.

The three attorneys for the state, 
led by Charles P. Taft, son of Wil­
liam Howard Taft, sat at a small 
table to the left of the jury box. 
Taft declared he will demand the 
death penalty— the electric chair—  
for Remus. Taft is aided by two as­
sistant county prosecutors, Carl B. 
Bassler, and Walter K. SIbbald. 

Prosecutor Taft told newspaper-

Cinclnjnatl, Ohio, Nov. 14.— < 
George Remus, one-time millionaire 
“ King of the Bootleggers,” who 
goes on trial today for the murder 
of his wife, Imogene, whom he shot
and killed In Cincinnati, on October 
sixth, will plead “ transitory mania­
cal insanity,” he told the writer in 
his cell on the sixth floor of the 
county building this morndng as he 
prepared to go into court.

“ Remus’ brain exploded when he 
shot her,” said, Remus. “ He was 
momentarily out of his mind.” 
Remus always refers to himself as 
“ Remus,”  seldom using the first 
person pronoun. It is not “ my tri­
al,” it is “ Remus” trial.” A former 
Chicago criminal lawyer, Remus 
Will act as his own attorney, being 
assisted by his co-counsel, Charles 
H. Elston. Remus said he would 
make the opening defence plea to 
the jury himself and that he plan­
ned to take part in the cross exam­
ination of witnesses.

' Selecting Jury
Seventy-fivd- veniremen, from 

whom the jury will be selected, 
have been summoned to appear this 
morning in Judge Chester R. 
Shooks Criminal Court where the 
trial will be held.

Arrayed against the defense will 
be three attorneys for the state led 
by Charles P. Taft, son of William 
Howard Taft. Taft said he would 
demand the death penalty and the 

electric chair for Remus. '
In his cell in the sixth floor of 

the county building Remus graci­
ously received the International 
News Service correspondent. He is 
excessively polite and his speech is 
sprinkled with legal phraseology, 
such remarks as “ the said whis­
key,” or “ the defendant Remus,” 
giving his conversation a fantastic 
twist. ;

He ushered the reporter into his 
“ office,” a room assigned to him 
close to his cell. He used this office

The shot that struck Kabisch was 
one of two fired by G. R. Thomp­
son, a constable, and Christopher 
■yilly, police commissioner, who 
were seeking the bandits. Kabisch 
was an innocent bystander.

AIRPLANE SIGHTED 
FAR OVER ATLANTIC

Aviation Experts Puzzled as 
They Know of No Trans- 
Ocean Attempts.
New • York, Nov. 14 —  The 

liner He de France reported to the 
Radio Corporation of America this 
afternoon that at 10.45 this morn­
ing, New York time, the ship’s 
look-out had sighted an airplane, 
flying very high in a west north­
westerly direction. The He de 
France gave her position as‘ 42.22 
north, 61.05 west, which is south­
east of Sable Island.

No trans-Atlantic flight attempts 
have been reported here from any 
source, and aviation authorities 
questioned were at a loss to account 
for the presence of a plane at the 
position eiven bv the He de France,

SITUATION DANGEROUS

Two Bombs Explode But Mexi­
can General is Not Hurt; 
Bombers Arrested.
Mexico City, Nov. 14.— ^Drastic 

action was promised by police to­
day against the perpertrators of the 
attempt to assassinate General Al­
varo Obregon, presidential candi­
date. The general was slightly in­
jured.

Several persons were arrested 
after two bombs had been thrown 
at Obregon’s automobile and many 
pistol shots fired at the occupants.

Although the occupants of the 
automobile escaped unscathed ex­
cept for a few minor cuts from fly­
ing glass, two persons 'were killed 
when the bombs exploded, one is 
dying and three were seriously In­
jured by pieces of flying metal.

Obregon was driving through the 
streets with three companions yes- 
’terday afternoon^ when a closed car 
drew alongside.

Two bombs were tossed. One 
hit the side of Obregon’s car and 
bounced back to the center of the 
street where it exploded. The 
driver stopped Obregon’s car and 
the second bomb exploded in front 
of it.Gen. Obregon was not severely 
shaken by the ’'attempt on his life 
and, after the bombers' had been 
pursued' and caught, he continued 
on his way to a bullfight.

There was a staggering list of 

Injured. A survey of the largest 
hospitals showed that 136 injured 
persons had been treateu up to 
noon. Police said probably as many 
more were taken to their homes or 
were rushed to other hospitals.

A huge natural gas, storage tan 
exploded at 8:43 a. m., but officials 
of the gas company were at a loss 
to explain what caused the blast.

There was not a building in the 
downtown area but what was shak­
en by the terrific concussion, and a 
shower of window glass endangered 
the lives of pedestrians In the 
streets.

Telejihones Cut Off.
Telephone communications was 

paralyzed by the thousands of calls 
from relatives and friends of per­
sons in the vicinity when the blast 
occurred. There was far too few 
ambulances and physicians. Trucks, 
taxicabs, police patrols and all types 
of vehicles were pressed Into service 
to carry the injured to hospitals.

The huge tank was of 5,000,000 
cubic feet capacity and was one of 
three in the Reedsdale street plant.
The other tanks were not affected.

One theory that the police inves­
tigated as the possible cause of the 
explosion was that workmen - re­
pairing the tank, ignited the gas 
with an acetelyne torch, believing 
that the tank was empty.

Witnesses Stories.
Witnesses said the large tank, 

which stood 75 feet above the 
ground, rose high in the air and ex­
ploded. There was a puff of 
smoke, then the sky was illuminat­
ed by a big ball of fire and the rem­
nants of the tank crashed to the 
ground.

The city’s asphalt plant across 
the street was demolished and ten 
of the fifteen workmen lost their 
lives, according to reports. Six 
buildings of the Union Paint Com­
pany were crushed like egg shells. 
The walls were blown in, imprison­
ing workmen.

Every piece of fire equipment in 
the downtown district was rushed 
to the gas plant, but firemen soon 
turned their attention from the 
smouldering ruins to aid in caring 
for the victims who lay prostrate in 
the street or buried beneath tons 
of debris. ' ,

While City Stunned.
For five minutes after the explo­

sion the population of Pittsburgh 
was stunned. '  Everywhere in the 
downtown district there were vic­
tims of shattered windows.

Then came a general fire alarm 
and wilA appeals for help. Per­
sons living in the vicinity of the 
blast were stunned at first. Then 
they ran through the streets terri­
fied, not knowing when a second ex­
plosion might occurr.

From beneath crumbled walls 
and shattered buildings came cries 
of victims pinned beneath the 
wreckas^* The task of rescuing 
them was so great that the compa­
ratively small number of physicians 
and rescue workers scarcely knew 
where to begin.

Children in the Manchester dis­
trict on their way to school were 
in the direct path of the blast and 
were showered with glash and bits 
of steel. Many -were Injured. 
Mothers of these children soon 
swarmed into the streets and their 
calls added to the general terror. 

•News Spreads Quickly.
An hour after the explosion the 

news had spread to all parts of the

EARLY BULLETINS
Pittsburgh, Pa., Nov. 14.— Hun- 

dreds of persons were injured and 
many probably were killed when a 
huge gas tank exploded in the plant 
of the Equitable Gas Company on 
the north side here at 8:43 a. m.

A deafening roar, a burst ol 
flames and a cloud of smoke rose 
from the scene when' the tank ex­
ploded.

First wild reports circulated held 
that hundreds were dead or dying 
as the entire lower north side was 
wrecked by the blast, which spread 
death and destruction for miles.

Ambulances a’nd fire apparatus 
fought their way through the 
crowds with .great difficulty. A gen­
eral call was sent out to-every hos­
pital in the city to rush all availa­
ble physicians and ambulances.

Few Details Yet 
It will be h6urs before anything 

like a reliable casualty list can be 
comuiled, pQ],iqe said, because of the 
great extent of the . explosion and 
resultant turmoil throughout the 
entire downtown district.*

Buildings were leveled for two 
blocks. There was a mass of brok­
en glass from the windows of office 
buildings in all downtown streets 
within miles of the gas company
plant. , ,

Two street cars were lifted from 
the rails and turned completely 
around. The cars were loaded witn 
passengers on their way to work.

Residents in Panic 
North side residents were panic- 

stricken by what police described as 
probably the worst disaster in the 
city’s history, Terrified men, wom­
en and children deserted their 
homes in fear, running through the 
streets as though ma^ _

Hospitals on the north side were 
soon filled with victims and it was 
necessary to commandeer all sorts 
of automobiles to rush the injured 
to hospitals in outlying districts.

A man on the second story of a 
livery stable two blocks from the 
explosion was catapulted through a 
window to the street. His scalp was 
cut and his hands bruised.  ̂ ,

Telephone and electric light and 
power service on the north side 
went out simultaneously as the 
main wires, running near the plant, 
were blown to hits.

No Estimate of Dead 
Coroner 'WiUiam J. McGregor 

said half an hour after the blast 
that he was unable even to estimate 
the number of dead.

Nothing but a gaping hole was 
left on the site of the-tank that ex­
ploded. Small buildings in the im­
mediate vicinity were brushed like
eggshells. , ,

ERDIN IS FINED 
M  BAD CHECKS

Made Them Good After Ar­
rest; Four Others In Court 
Today.

The continued case of Robert 
Erdin, charged with fraud, was 
tried in the Manchester police court 
this morning. Erdin was represent­
ed by Attorney Leonard 0.‘ Ryan 
of Middletown. Attorney Ryan re­
minded Judge Johnson that he had 
some litigation with Erdin about 
three years ago which might dis­
qualify him from hearing the case. 
Judge Johnson, rather than have 
any question, immediately retired 
and the case was tried before Dep­
uty Judge Thomas Ferguson.

Erdin gave Henry Gruessiier two 
checks, one dated July 23, and an­
other July 30. Both were of .10 
value as there were no funds to 
the credit of Erdin’s account in 
the bank.

Prosecuting Attorney Hathaway 
proved conclusively that Erdin 
knew he had no money when he 
wrote the checks. In fact, 
record of his account at the Man­
chester Trust Company was brought 
in as evidence and showed the man 

. had but 90 cents in the bank on 
July 23 and made no deposits since 
that time. The effort of Attorney 
Ryan was to show that there was 
no intention to defraud and he 
brought out the fact that both 
checks had been made good. How­
ever, it was shown by the prosecu­
ting attorney that the checks were 
made good only after Erdin had 
been placed under arrest.

Henry F. Gruessner and Russell 
B. Hathaway were the principal 
witnesses in the case. The former 
recognized the checks as the ones 
given to him, and Mr. Hathaway as 
assistant treasurer of the Manches­
ter Trust Company had the bank 
record which showed there were 
no funds other than as stated above 
when the checks were received at 
the bank. The deputy judge found 
Erdin guilty and in imposing a 
sentence took into consideration 
the fact that the young man had 
spent two days in the lockup and 
then had made the checks good. 
He believed he had learned a les­
son and consequently imposed a 
line of ?25 and costs on each of the 
two counts.

New Haven, Conn., Nov. 14—  
The New Haven Railroad carried 
20,554 passengers out of the ter­
minal here between 4.30 and 7 p.

of one train every three and one- 
half minutes and handling 137 pas­
sengers per minute in loading the 
trains. Twenty-six trains left the 
terminal between 5.30 and 6.10 p.

If the advocates of a legally re­
stricted Sunday TĴ ĵ fve that the 
practice of the Christian church in 
observing Sunday as .^^religious 
day, sacred to the worsMy of God, 
should he made binding on all the 
peopl^ ĵbecause it is a holy day to a 
majority, then they certainly have 
every moral right to work for that 
kind of observance of Sunday. But 
they ought to predicate their argu­
ment on the theory that the minor­
ity should be legally compelled to 
bow to the will of the majority.
They ought not to attempt to ter­
rorize the timid and the badly in­
formed by tellftig them that, in fail­
ing to keep Sunday holy, they are 
violating the Commandments.

Sunday, is a religious day in 
America, not by Divine ordinance 
hut" merely in the following of a 
man-made custom established many 
hundreds of years after the crystal- 
ization of the Decalogue. Whether 
it" is desirable and just to enforce 
general observance of it is one 
proposition susceptible to honest 
debate. That it is a holy day estab­
lished by the law of God is not true, 
and in our belief the proponents 
of a sacredly observed Sunday do 
their cause infinitely more harm 
than good by quoting, as referring 
to Sunday, divine law which had 
reference to the seventh day of the 
week, and not the first day.

We have no quarrel whatever 
with those persons who, in the sin­
cerity of their belief, hold for as 
strict an observance of the weekly 
Christian religious festival as they 
can bring about. What we do object 
to is their accomplishing their pur­
pose Xy the trick of making people 
believe that they are defying God’s 
law by using Sunday for any pur­
pose but that of worship.

The Commandment laid certain 
definite inhibitions'*-iipon seqular 
life on Saturday. If the Christian 
peoples, for reeisons of their own, 
have seen fit to ignore those inhi­
bitions that is a matter between 
them and their religious con­
sciences.

During the same time these per­
sons were subjected to tests for the 
presence of diphtheria germs in the 
nose and throat and also to blood 
tests for the presence of typhoid 
fever.

Since all the tests were negative 
these two forms of examination 
have been discontinued. Neverthe­
less the presence of diphtheria and 
of typhoid carriers among people is 
well known, and it will probably be 
necessary to eliminate infected 
food handlers with these diseases 
through the report of recent infec 
tlon 'vdth either of the two diseases 
concerned, or by  the far more 
wasteful method of making ex 
aminations after disease begins to 
appear among the people served.

The Cloverleaves demonstrated 

yesterday that it is possible for 
them to play clean football despite 
reports to the contrary. With com­
petent officials calling penalties 
right and left, the town champs 
escaped, with only one fifteen-yard 
setback and held the strong New 
Britain Pawnees to a scoreless tie. 
However, whether or not they will 
do so in their crucial test against 
the Cubs next Sunday, remains to 
be proved.

The Cloverleaves’, players took 
the field yesterday after listening 
to a severe warning by Coabh 
George Moonan that if anyone was 
put out of the game that player 
•2 :ould not be in the starting lineup 
against the Cubs. Throughout the 
somewhat uninteresting game that 
followed, there was not the least 
sign of illegal play that would call 
for such drastic action.

Strict Officiating 
The game was in charge of 

Referee Jake Moske of Manches­
ter, Umpire Charlie Holm of Hart­
ford and Head-linesman Bill Thom­
son of Hartford. Eleven penalties 
were called. New Britain being 
charged sixty yards with Manches­
ter paying but thirty-five. The 
visitors were set back fifteen yards 
for illegal use of the hands on three 
different occasions. The game was 
hard-fought, yet cleanly played- 

It was very evident from the 
early part of the game, that Coach 
Moonan would be satisfied with a 
tie score. He kept his first string 
lineup on the bench for 'a major 
part of the game, not caring to take 
a chance on injuries. In the closing 
minutes of the game with Manches­
ter in a scoring position, Coach 
Moonan took a chance for which he 
may be sorry later.

With three minutes to play and 
the ball in Manchester’s possession 
on the twenty yard line, the 
blanket was thrown off Captain 
Brunig Moske w'ho had injured his 
ankle in the first quarter, and he 
took his regular post at right half 
back. Twice "he carried the ball in 
succession but on the third play he 
wms limping badly. His left ankle 
had been again injured. Although 
it is not believed to be serious, oft 
times it is impossible to tell the ex- 
teut of an injury for a day or two. 
However, his hurt is not believed 
to be anything serious and Moske 
^ill no doubt be okay for Sunday. 
His loss would be even harder to 
the Cloverleaves then was Cald­
well’s to Yale.

See-Saw Game
For the most part of the game 

the ball see-sawed back and forth 
between the thirty yard lines. Once 
or twice, Manchester got inside the 
25 yard line, but the visitors quick­
ly repulsed the attack. Once in the 
first quarter, the Cloverleaves 
secured the ball on New Britain’s 
twenty yard line when the Hard­
ware City fullback fumbled a poor 
pass as he was about to punt. It 
availed them nothing for three line 
bucks were fruitless and a five yard 
penalty for offside didn’t help any.

New York, Nov. 14.— Eastern 
prestige, which is someThlng one 
usually kicks first and examines 
afterward, if at all, came into its 
own with a rush in consequence of 
Saturday's football returns, which 
showed the Army and Pittsburgh 
the winners in the two big in ter sec­
tional games of the month and per­
haps the season, Pitt won from 
Nebraska, representative team pf 
the Missouri vall/^ conference, and 
the Army scored with surprising 
ease over Notre Dame, supposedly 
the greatest outfit in the middle 
west, if not the entire country.

As a result, eastern football looks 
rather good through the central 
sections of the country this morn­
ing and it wouldn’t look so bad in 
the south either, provided Prince­
ton beat Yale.

But it seems that Princeton 
didn’t because it spent the last 
eight minutes in helping to beat it­
self. The Tiger was in front with 
eight minutes to play and, always 
a sap for the overhead game, it 
was taken in when, Yale decided to 
try one of those shots in the dark 
that sometimes click. This one call­
ed for a pass from midfield on the 
fourth down with 12 yards to gain.
It produced the winning touch­
down.

However, you don’t give Yale a 
100 per cent break unless you 
grant it due recognition for the 
fightpg spark that could and did 
carry it through, after the loss of 
Caldwell and an early Princeton 
touchdowp, had made matters look 
like thirty days on the rock pile. 

Unbeaten Teams
The defeats of Princeton and 

Notre Dame reduced the lists of 
unbeaten teams by two, the others 
managing to stay with the pace for 
at least another week, although a 
pair of them wer% tied. One of 
these was Tennessee, which got a 
seven to seven stand-off with Van- 
tferbilt and something of a setback 
in its plans for the acquisition of 
the southern title. Georgia, also un­
beaten and the only team to “ take” 
Yale, ca,me through as, usual 
against Clemson, leaving the crack­
ers with an average score of 31 1-3 
points against all opponents except 
Yale. The latter crossed Georgia’s 
goal line for the only time this 
season.

Pittsburgh was another unde­
feated team to survive the day and 
Washington & Jefferson, winner 
over Bucknell, was a third. New 
York University, getting a very 
meritorious 13 to 13 tie with Penn 
State, completes the ranks of un­
beaten elevens in the east.

Those of the middle west, Illi­
nois and Minnesota, arch-riVals for 
the Big Ten title, won rather 
handily. The Illini almost clinched 
the title by beating Chicago while 
the Gophers scored easily over 
Drake, using their second string 

Lewis, through the last two periods.
Out where the west or the sun 

or something begins. Southern 
California proceeded right ahead 
with its non-stop scoring, Colorado 
being the victim this time. The 
Trojans also are unbeaten and ap­
parently have no idea of letting 
anything happen that might alter 
that situation.

Of upsets there were not many 
in number but they were cataclys­
mic in character. Who expected the 
Army to beat Notre Dame by three 
touchdowns? The silente seems to 
be absolutely deafening. All right 
then, who expected Santa Clara to 
outscore Stanford? Not Glenn 
Warner, at any rate,, for he took 
himself and his California team to 
remain in the running with Stan­
ford and U. S- C. for the coast con­
ference championship. It may be 
assumed, therefore, that Stanford 
was too confident.

As, for Notre Dame, it was too 
flat-footed to have a chance with 
an Army team that was fast, shifty, 
smart and altogether at the peak of 
its game. Rated now with Yale, 
Pitt and W. & J. as an eastern 
leader, the Army gave its passers, 
runners and kickers splendid pro­
tection andTDn the defense, it rush­
ed into the Notre Dame backfield 
to' break up its plays before' they 
could be developed. All of which is 
saying a lot for the Army and not 
enough about the character of the 
Notre Dame tackling.
, As far as their work in this de­
partment was concerned, the Irish 
simply were Chinamen. on Satur­
day. ’ ~

Nebraska blew l£s second game 
in which it outrushed an opponent 
In first downs but failed to outscore 
it tin ..points.

Provost Erskine Hall of Aber­
deen Cathedral' Speaks to 
Large Audience Here.

The history of the Episcopal 
Church in America and its begin­
nings In the Episcopal Church of 
Scotland were traced by Very Rev. 
Erskine Hall, Provost of Aberdeen 
Cathedral, Aberdeen, Scotland, be­
fore a large-audience in St. Mary’s 
Church yesterday afternoon.

Rev. Hall Is Ih this country to 
conduct a campaign for 11,000,000 ■ 
which will he used to rebuild the 
cathedral in Abesdeen-. Pdrt o f 
this money, he said, would be used 
to restore the facade of the cathe­
dral, and when completed' the 
facade will bear bas-relief figures 
of the consecration of Bishop Sam­
uel Seabury, and also an American 
fiag.

In his talk Rev. Hall gave the 
reasons for Seabury’s consecration 
In Scotland. He said that at that 
time, 1784, Bishop Seabury, re-> 
■fusing to take the oath of allegi­
ance to the king of England, went 
to Scotland, where the Stuart fac­
tions wet^ still stpong. He was 
hot required to swear allegiance to 
England In his consecration there.

He brought up this connection 
in his appeal for funds, and de­
scribed historical Incidents in the 
history of the churches here and in 
Scotland. The Church of Scot­
land, it was said, was the direct re­
sult of the mission of St. Columha, 
a native of Derry, Jre., to the 
island of Iona many hundreds of 
years ago.
- Rev. Hall’s sermon was rich in 
historical value and was unusually 
Interesting. Unlike historical sub- ' 
jects as given by many other 
clergymen, the’- talk wa$ not dry, 
but kept the congregation interest- - 
ed from the start. Clan McLean, 
O. S. C„ and Helen Davidson Ipdge, 
Daughters of Scotia, attended in a 
body on. the invitation of Rev. 
James Stuart Neill.

This morning’ Rev, Hall and Rev. 
Neill motored to Woodbury to ob­
serve the 143d anniversary of the 
election of Samuel Seabury as 
Bishop of America. The old house 
in which the election took pUce 
has been restored to Its orlglual 
condition and Is Just as It was on 
November 14,178:4. Rev. Neill will 
take moving-pictures of the exer­
cises and will show them here later.
