Boston, Mass., Nov. 29.—Bos-
ton’s crowded South ¥nd was in
a turmoil for five- hours early to-
day_ as‘nearly a hundred uniformed
policemen bearing all. descriptions
of firearms battled with a party of
men and women, who barricaded
themselves In a Wellington strent
lodging house and defled the wholo
police department.

Keeping the house covered with
a rain-of bullets, officers with tear
bombs and a sledge hammer finally
stormed the besieged place and.fen

Turkish Diplomat Gnarded;
Gerard Says He Was Re-

sponsible For Massacres.

Washington, Nov, 29.—A Turk-

Extraordinary precautions were
tdken to insure the safety of the

new Turkish envoy, Ahmed Moukh-
tar Bey, because of the furore that
his coming to America has caused.

Moukhtar Bey has been charged
with responsibility in the killing of
more than 30,000 Armenians In
1920, he having been hig country's
envoy to Moscow when the sacking
of Armenian villages was carried
out by agreement with the Rus-
sians,

Met By Sleuths

Secret service men met the new
ambassador when he debarked in
New York and accompanied him to
the capital early this morning.
Other secret service operatives were
at the station to meet him here, and
later guards were placed over his
suite at a prominent hotel.

James W. Gerard, former ambas-
sador to Germany, is one of the
cliief accusers of the new Turkish
ambassador. Gerard declared in a
public statement that Moukhtar
Bey's presence in the United States
as an accredited Turkish diplomat
was ‘‘an intolerable insult to the
American people.” Gerard is.promli-
nent in the association formed to
oppose the Lausanne treaty, which
has not yet been confirmed by the
Senate. g

Official View

The State Department, however,
takes no official: cognizance of the
accusations against the new ambas-
sador. Secretary of State Kellogg
denied that there i{s anything “flle-
gal” about receiving the Turkish
representative, as Gerard charges.

" An “Electric Chair Verdict”—Troopers, Doctors and -

Nurses Testify That There Were No Bruises on Woman
On Day of Murder—Her Story of Being Attacked By
Negroes Riddled By the Witnesses.

Court House, Mays Landing, \N.
J., Nov. 29.—While an almost
voiceless defense counsel repeated-
Iy scored, ity rights of cross-exami-
naffen,“the prosgcution in the Lil-
Hendahl murder case today con-
tinued its swiftly moving array of
witnesses, who, in rapid succession,

mounted the stand and contributed
their bit to the atate’s effort to un-
dermine the story of Mrs, Margaret
Lilliendahl. .

Meanwhile, Assistant Prosecutor
8. Cameron Hinkle announced that
contrary to yesterday’s indications,
the state would demand the death
penalty for Mrs. Lilllendahl and
her alleged clandestine lover, Wil-
lis Beach, accused of plotting the
death of Dr. William Lilllendahl,

When the state failed to object
to prospective jurors opposed to
the death sentence, it was presumed
that it had abandoned its plan of
seeking the supreme penalty, but
Hinkle was emphatic today in his
assertion that the state would be’
satisfled with nothing less than an
“‘electric chair verdiet.”

Troopers, doctors, a police ma-
tron, nurses and others have pass-
ed rapidly before tha state’s ques-
tioners, each a link in the tighten-
ing chain of circumstantial evi-
dence by which the prosecution
hopes to prove that Mrs. Lilliendahl
and her co-defendant and reputed
clandestine lover, Willis Beach,
conspired to murder the woman's
aged husband.

Was Not Bruised

Attacking the woman's story
that two' negro thugs killed Dr.
William Lilliendahl an i, attacked
her, the state’s witnesses sought to
show that her body bore no bruises
to substantiate her account of the
alleged attack, and that she had
told many conflicting stories of the
crime.

But the state's .tar witnesses
have yet to come, those vho Assis-
tant Prosecutor A, Cameron Hinkle
asserts will prove Beach and the
widow ‘were partiea to an {llicit
romance, and they actually conspir-
ed and carried out the aged doc-
to''s murder and that Beach later
confessed to a friend that he had
committed the crime and needed
money for his delense. 13

Army of Witnesses |

Meanwhile, the army of per-
functory witnesses marched in re-
view as the prosecution lald its
foundation for the ‘“fireworks,”
which it promises will be set off in;
due time.

As the hour of the noon recess
approached today, the prosecution
began to get its “heavy artillery"
in action with the appearance on
the stand of Frank J. Harrold,
chief of the Atlantic county detec-
tives, who directed .he murder in-
vestigation.

The defense ‘‘came to life” im-
mediately, and hardly had the
opening examination of routine de-
tail got under way than Attorney
McCarter for the defense, noted
Hall-Mills counsel, was on his feet
with ‘objections and cross exgmina-
tion,” McCarter brought out that
when first detaine..

Exquisite modulations charact-
erized the rendering of “Arab
Song" by Clokey and again the per-
fect balance of the voices showed
the long, hard training that must
have been devoted to it.

“Calm as the Night,)' Bohm-

as well placed caviar—to a Man-
chester audlence at least—to
“Shenandoah,” a rollicking old
chantey as capersome as melodious
and difficult.

If Vare and Smith are bar-
red, and two Democrats vote with
the Republicans the latter will re-
tain control even without the vote
of the Farmer-Laborite. If Blease
alone v})tes Republican, the Repub-
licans can organize with the help of
Vice President Dawes, even if the
Farmer-Laborite votes with the
Demnecrats.

He
is a masterly technician and & ma-
gician in tome-craft. A Russian
whose boyhood was passed in the
most tragic period of his country’s
history, one does not find fn his
product the melaacholy which de-
presses 8o many of Hurope's mu-
sicians. He plays bravely, out of
a seemingly unbeatable heart. And
yet with a finesse and delicacy of
shading that promise to bring him
recognition along with the very
topmost masters of his art. Man-
chester listened to a great violinist
in this mere boy of 24.

Berezowski played a single
group of three numbers, with one
encore. His first was ‘‘Souvenir
de Moscou,"” Wieniawski, than
which few compositions for
the violin demand more in the way
of technique and his rendition of
which was a delight. It is a
whole little symphony by itself. In
complete contrast was ‘‘Poeme"” by
Fibrich, the slow waltz moviement
of which under Berezowskl's magic
t{ouch, throbbed and weaved its
way into the inner heart of the
hearer.

Then came a composition of his
own, a simple, utterly charming
little gavotte, merry as sunlight
on & brook and charmingly played.
In ylelding to a strenuous encore
demand Berezowski played an un-
announced composition in two
movements, the first in cello tones.

OCharming Contralto

Adelaide De Loca is young and
dark and slim and very charming
in personality.

He attributed the glowing health
of the average California boy and
girl in a large measure to the fact
that they are able to remain out of
doors to a much greater extent
than is practicable in most states,
thus exposing themselves to the
vlira-violet rays for much longer
periods each day.

Prof. Willlam Ellery Leonard of
the University of Wisconsin is the

places and face all manner of avoid-
able perils.

Walpole's hero and the Wiscon-
sin professor stand at nearly oppo-
gite poles in this problem of fear.
The one with almost godlike de-
termination beat his obsessions. in-
to the-ground, The other, it seems
to us, caters and panders to his
curse ofyterror as if it were a fine
and prideful thing.

There are plenty of us who have
our private individual bogles—
horror of heights, fear of open
spaces, ete. But usually we do not
brag of them nor analyze &nd ple-
ture theil ad interesting charscter:
istics that we find ourselves possess-
jed of. We ‘are darn. well' ashamed
of them—and we take the liberty
of thinking that Prof. Leonard
ghould be more ashamed than any-
body else, for he is a very king of

1861 and at the-age of 21 was the.
