BIG BLIZZARD
HITS MIDWEST;
MUCH DAMAGE

Cold Wave Extends From
Canada to Texas and From,

Rockies to the Ohio Val-
ley.

Cold weather with zero tem-
peratures swept practically the
entire middlewest, northwest
and southwest today, leaving
in its wake a toll of twelve
lives.

Sub-zero temperatures were
reported in Wyoming, the Da-
kotas. Minnesota, Iowa, Kan-
sas and other western states.
Hope for relicf rested with re-
ports from northwestern cities
that a break in the zero wave
hafl been observed.

Light snowfalls nvcompan-
ied the frigid biast. Heavy
snow was reported T Minne- |
sota and Kapsas. |

A majority of the deaths
wore caused indirect:y by the
storm, actual exposure cansing
only three.

Chicago, Dec. S.—Following A
day: of  spring-like temperatuvres, |
Chicagoans went to work this morn-
ing in a biting northwest blizzard;
that shot the mercury down to near
zZero. |

The cold wave is general over
the middlewest, temperatures in
some sections being reported as low
as thirty-two degrees below zero.
Widespread suffering and damage;
caused Dby the tornado-like winds
are reported over the affected
Areas,

Telephone and telegraph wires
snapped under their burden of ice
and snow, disrupting communica-
tion. Trafiic tie-ups and accidents
have followed in the wake of the
blizzard.

The cold wave swept into Chicago
last night in the teeth of snow-lad-
en northwest gale. |

Mervcury Drops

At two o'clock yesterday after-
noon Chicago was enjoying thes
‘mild temperature of fifty-one de-
grees. Four hours later the mercury
had tumbled to below freezing and
at six o'clock this morning it regis-
tered five above zero.

It was predicted that the mercury
would touch zero and below here
bhefore the climax of the cold wave
was reached.

Much property damage in subur-
ban sections of the city resulted
from the high winds, which reached
a velocity of fifty miles an hour. A
cornice on the roof of a large down-
town hotel was blown loose and
four men risked their lives while

the blizzard raged at its height, to’
fasten it down.
Sleet and Snow |

Rain that was falling when the
blizzard started, was suddenly
changed to sleet and snow.

The loss of several lives in traf-
fic accidents was attributed to the
blizzard, One man was killed in
Chicago and several injured. Police
and fire stations sheltered many
homeless and unemployed men cl»ur-|
ing the night. |

The section in the grip of tae
record cold wave extends from Can-
ada to Texas and from the Rocky
mountains to the Ohio valley. Bis-
mark N. D., reported a temperature
of 12 below zero. The same mark
was reached in Denver and Cheyr-
enne. Havre, Mont., recorded an
nflicial 32 below. At Moorehead,
Minn., it was 14 below zero.

ON TAX RE

DUCTION

House Committee Says
Treasury Will Face Deficit
If More Is Added.

PR

Washington, Dec.

the Treasury will face the danger
of a deficit if tax reduction goes
beyond $232,735,000.

Reporting the. bill -to Congress,
the committee declared it had ‘gone
-as far in tax reduction as it is
justified in the face of future pros-
pects.

Although the bill carries actual-
ly a $235,515,000 cut in taxes,
some tax increases were voted,
which makes the net reduction
$232,735,000. This vevised figure
brings the committee near the
recommendation of Secretary of
the Treasury Mellon, who placed
reduction limit at $225,000,000.

Rep. Green, Republican of Iowa,
chairman, reported the bill for the
entire committee, but Democratic
members refuse to agree to many
declarations made in it and are
prepared to wage a fight for a
greater tax cut on the floor.

«Phe estimated surplus for 1929
is $274,000,000,” said the report.
“It is apparent then, that the com-
mittee has gone fully as far in tax
reduction as ordinary prudence will
justify.

Beat Him to Death With Ham-
~ mer—Then Went to a Bridge

Painesville, Ohio, Dec. 8.—A
murder, which for a time, threat-
ened to develop into one of the
most baffling mysterles confront-
ing lake county authorities in
vears, today had been solved, ac-
cording to Sheriff Ed Rasmussen,
through the confesston of Mrs. Vel-
ma West, who, he said, {inaliy
broke down and admitted, after
four hours of continuous grilling
last night, that she killed her hus-
band Thomas E. West, 26, during
a fight in their little cotzage on the

Mrs. West, a girlish woman of 21
years, told Sheriff Rasmussen that
she beat her husband to deati svith
a haminer, he said. Mrs. West said
she commitied the act in an insane
rage Tuesday night about §:30. ac-
cording to Rasmussen, and that fol-
lowing the murder, she took ner
husband’s automobile and drove to
her parents’ home in East Cleve-
land, where she was arrested Wed-
nesday aftermoon by Deputy Sher-
iffs . H. Lamos and C. R. Czerrf of
Lake County.

Following a quarrel that had
been brewing all day Tuesday, sae
smashed her husband's head with
a claw-hammer and a table leg,
Rasmussen said she told him, thea
bound him hand and foot, left his
body lying in a pool of blood and
drove to Clevelana to attend a
bridge party.

- OFFLOOD CONTROL

| President Submits Plan to
- Congress—To  Abandon
- “Levees Only” Policy.

| + Washington, Dee. 8.—President
| Coolidge today transmitted to Con-
i gress a comprehensive Mississippl
river flood control plan, which calls
for
$296,400,000, and dermitely aban-
dons the ‘‘levees only” policy fol-
lowed by the Army enzineers for
fifty years.

The project, upon which the War
Department has been =z work since
the disastrous deluge of last spring,
provides for a system of floodways,
spillways and improved navigation
channels, as well as for stréngthen-
ing-of the present -levees - and the
| breaking up of ‘‘bottie necks" at
! congested points. in the river.

Reservoirs to impuuzu flood wa-
ters &t their source were found
“too costly,” and rerorestation was
recognized as having only ‘‘supple-
mentary value."

Jadwin's Report

Major General Eagar Jadwin,
chief of army engineers, stated in
the report that he believes it will
take care.of maximum predicted
floods and will proviae for future
expansion to meet cazxzging condi-

tions. The project, he declared, “can
lbe advantageously executed in ap-
proximately ten years.”

Jadwin recommended “a distri-
bution of costs by whicn the cost of
flood control works in general is
borne eighty per cenme py the fed-
eral government and 20 per cent by
the valley states, ana che entire
cost of channel stabilization is
borne by the United States.” That
swould accord with the fiscal pol-
icy of the President and the prece-
dents established by Congress.”

Reorganization of tne Mississippi
river commission, federal control
over all structures with the natural
floodways and a comprehensive
mapping—to cost $1,000,000—of
the alluvial valley, = were likewise
recommended.

RUM RUNNERS FLEE
BEFORE COAST GUARD

Use Former Sub Chaser and
Collide With Schooner in
Their Flight.

New York, Dec. 8.—With the

Boatswain T. A. Sande, of the
Coast Guard, who sighted the rum
craft in Raritan harbor, said that
while his cannon was booming
blanks in' the hope of frightening
the fugitives into stopping, the lat-
ter were busy' racing about their
decks tossing liquor - kegs over-
board.

| PEACE LETTER
IS PRESENTED

128,770 British Citizens Say
They Will Not Fight in Case
of War.

London, Dec. 8.—A “Peace
Letter” pledging 128,770 Brit-
ish citizens above the age of
sixteen to refuse to render mil-
itary service in the event of
war' was presented to Premier
Stanley Baldwin today by Ar-
thur A. Ponsonby, Laborite

“We, the unders:gned, being
convinced that air disputes be-
tween nations are capable of
gsettlement either through dip-
lomatie negotiation or interna-
tional arbitration, nereby sol-
emnly declare thar we refuse
to support or render war serv-
jee to any government which
resorts to arms.’

Ponsonby, in an explanatory
letter, declared that many of
the signatures are those of dis-
tinguished soldiers, who know
that war nowadays is not a he-
roic adventure but ““wholesale
mechanical massacre.”

At2:30 Today Jury Was
Still Unable to Agree In

Jersey’s Famous Murder

Trial—At That Hour Had
Been Qut More Than 20
Hours.

Court House, Mays Landing, M.
J., Dec. 8.—After more than twen-
ty hours of deliberation, the jury
of five women and seven men [ry-_
ing Mrs. Margaret Lilliendahl and
her alleged paramour, Willis Beach,

for the murder of the woman’s aged
husband, Dr. William Lilliendahl,
was still deadlocked at 2:30 p. m.
today. The jury retired at 5:30 p.
m., yesterday. Called into the court
room by Justice Campbell who had
given them 23 hours to reach o
verdict, the forewoman, Mrs. Carrie
Calkins announced this morninz
that they had been unable to agree.

“It looks like they are not going
to let us go,”” were the first words
of the nervous widow as she heard
the jury report, '

With the exception of juror No.
6, Mrs, Ella M. Dietrich, who ap-
peared to have been crying, th2
jurymen and women gave no ou!-
ward indication of their feelings. It

Cold Wave Extends From
Canada to Texas and From
Rockies to the Ohio Val-
ley.

Cold weather with zero tem-
peratures swept practically the
entire middlewest, northwest
and southwest today, leaving
in its wake a toll of twelve
lives.

Sub-zero temperatures were
veported in Wyoming, the Da-
kotas. Minnesota, Iowa, Kan-
sas and other western states.
Hope for relief rested with re-
ports from northwestern cities
that a break in the zero wave
hasl been observed.

Light snowfalls zccompan-
ied the frigid biast. Heavy
snow was reported i Minne-
sota and Kansas,

A majority of the deaths
were caused Indirvect:y “hy the
storm, actual exposure cansing
v« only three,

Chicago, Dee. 8.—Following
day: of spring-like temperatures,
Chicagoans went to work this morn-
ing in a biting northwest blizzard
that shot the mercury down to nearv
ZOT0,

The cold wave is general over
the middlewest, {emperatures in
some sections being reported as low
as thirty-two degrees below zero.
Widespread suffering and damage
caused by the tornado-like winds
are reported over the affected
Areas,

Tolephone and telegraph wires
snapped under their burden of Ice
and snow, disrupting communica-
tion. Traffic tie-ups and accidents
have followed in the wake of the
bhlizzard,

The cold wave swept into Chicago
last night in the teeth of snow-lad-
en northwest gale.

Mercury Drops

At two o'clock yesterday after-
noon Chicago was enjoying ths
,wild temperature of fifty-one de-
zrees. Four hours later the mercury
had tumbled to below freezing and
it six o'clock this morning It regis-
tered tive above zero.

It was predicted that the mercury
would touch zero and below here
before the climax of the cold wave
was reached.

Much property damage in subur-
ban sections of the city resulted
from the high winds, which reached
a velocity of fifty miles an hour. A
cornice on the roof of a large down-
town hotel was blown loose and
four men risked their lives whila
the blizzard raged at its height, o
fasten it down.

Sleet and Snow

Rain that was falling when
blizzard started, was suddenly
changed to sleet and snow.

The loss of several lives in traf-
fic accidents was attributed to the
blizzard, One man was Kkilled in
Chicago and several injured. Police
and fire stations sheltered many

homeless and unemployed men dm'-‘

ing the night.

The section in the grip of the
record cold wave extends from Can-
ada to Texas and from the Rocky
mountains to the Ohio valley. Bis-
mark N. D., reported a temperature
of 12 helow zero. The same mark
was reached in Denver and Cheyr-
enne. Havre, Mont., recorded an
official 32 below. At Moorehead,
Minn., it was 14 below zero.

of a deficit If tax reduction goes
beyond $232,735,000.

Reporting the. bill to Congress,
the committee declared it had gone
-as far in tax reduction as it is
justified in the face of future pros-
pects,

Although the bill carries actual-
ly a $2385,515,000 cut in taxes,
some tax increases were voted,
which makes the net reduction
$232,735,000. This revised figure
brings the committee near the
recommendation of Secretary of
the Treasury Mellon, who placed
reduction limit at $225,000,000.

Rep. Green, Republican of Iowa,
chairman, reported the bill for the
entire committee, but Democratic
members refuse to agree to many
declarations made in it and are
prepared to wage & fight for a
greater tax cut on the floor.

“The estimated surplus for 1929
is $274,000,000,” said the report.
“It is apparent then, that the com-
mittee has gone fully as far in tax
reduction as ordinary prudence will
justify.

Washington, Dec. 8.—President
ECoolidge today transmttted to Con-
gress a comprehensive Mississippl
river flood control plan, which callsi
for a minimum expenditure of),
$296,400,000, and dermitely aban-
dons the “levees only” policy fol-
lowed by the Army engineers for
fifty years.

The project, upon which the War
Departiment has beeu =z work since
the disastrous deluge of last spring,
provides for a system of floodways,
spillways and improved navigation
channels, as well as for stréngthen-
ing-of the prescent. ~levees - and the
breaking up of ‘“‘botrie necks" at
congested points in the river.

Reservoirs to impouna flood wa-
ters &t their source were found
*too costly,”” and rerorestation was
recognized as having only “supple-
mentary value,” ‘

Jadwin's Keport

Major General Eagar Jadwin,
chief of army engineers, stated in
the report that he believes it will
take care.of maximum: predicted
floods and will proviae for future
expansion to meet cnaaging condi-
tions. The project, he declared, “can
be advantageously executed in ap-
proximately ten years.”

Jadwin recommended “a distri-
bution of costs by whicn the cost of
flood control works in general is
|borne eighty per ceur oy the fed-

eral government and 20 per cent by

the valley states, ane the entire
cost of channel stabilization is
borne by the United States.” That
swould accord with the fiscal pol-
fcy of the President and the prece-
dents established by Congress.”

Reorganization of tne Mississippi
river commission, federal control
over all structures with the natural
floodways and a comprehensive
mapping—to cost $1,000,000—of
the alluvial valley, were likewise
recommended.

PEACE LETTER
IS PRESENTED

128,770 British Citizens Say
They Will Not Fight in Case
of War.

The Town Players had that most
to be desired stimulus of the actor,
a full house, when they presented
“Minick” at the Circle theater last
night.

And this is to be sald in spiie
of the fact that the play itself is
rather lacking in plot and. is han-
dicapped by a third act that is dis-
appointing and lacking In drama-
tic quality—which, In fact, fades
away into very little Indeed.

This, however, is nothing that
the cast or anybody but the auth-
ors of “Minick' can be held respon-
sible for. And the piece has plenty
of redeeming quallrres tn the clev-
erness of the dialogue, the develop-
ment of a central idea and its utter
cleanliness of thought.

Like Professionals

As for the work or the cast, it
can truthfully be said rnat at many
points in the action no professionzl
company could have swung along
with greater promptitude or great-
er freedom from marks of amateur-
jsm—which is saying = lot but not
too much.

The characters in the play had
their lines letter perfect and not a
cue was missed durfng the entire
performance.

PLANE SERVICE
OVER ATLANTIC
BY NEXT YEAR

British Air Experts Are
Startled By Statement Of
Director General. |

London—The first regular Atlan-
tic air service may be in operation
next summer under the auspices of
the British Government.

"This announcement, which has
startled air experts here, was made
by Air Vice Marshal Sir Sefton
Brancker, director general of the
English civil-aviation, and himself
a noted airman, during an address
here, in-which he revealed that two
airships, each capable of carrying
one hundred passengers, would be
ready “‘probably for some sort of
service to Canada’’ next summer.

The service, according to Sir

experiment for the purpose of
gathering data for the proposed
airship route from England to Aus-
tralia.
Route Selected

In order to secure the assistance
of trade winds, their route will
probably be via Bathurst, on the
West African coast, and the Azores.
It is hoped that the airships will
have craising specd of seventy
knots,

Sir Sefton devoted a good part
of his address to an appeal for
heavier subsidies for the building

ship was pregnant with great possi-
bilities.

He painted a picture of a time
when distant continents would be-
come as neighbors, and. declared
that the airship would be the main
nedium through which this would
be brought about.

Within the next ten years, and
possibly within the next five, ac-

airships will be able to reduce the
fiving time from London to Aus-
tralia from 17 days to seven and
a half days. Similarly a journey
to Cape Town, now mapped out
to take ten days, would be done
in four and a half days.

Giving his reasons for this re-
duction in flying time, he said that
as aircraft improved and ground
organization became less and less
necessary, the air routes would be-
come more and more direct, until
they got to a pomt when flying-
boats would fly from the west coast
of Iréland to Newfoundland on a
direct compass course.

Plans in Future

Britain’s plans for the future, he
said, were concentrated on three
cbjectives: A thorough connection
between London, Melbourne and
India: a branch service through
Cairo, with some flying polnts in
the Mediterranean, through Central
Africa to Cape Town; an alrship
service in some direction, probably
to Canada.

Speaking of the advances in avi-
ation, Sir Sefton produced figures
showing that the world total of
miles flown was 1,170,000 in 1919
and 16,920,000 in 1926. “There
will come a day,” he forecasted,
“when air transport will pay or

naarly pay. Once we get to that
point there will he a tremendous
boom in aviation throughout the

.world.”

-~ A mew one will be found in the
next telephone book, however, This
is the newly organized Anti-Mono-
poly League, which proposes to
lighten the burden on the family
pockethook and upon business in

The league tends more and more
to ‘be a league principally of BEu-
roymin states dealing with Europ-
ean' matters. Also it tends more
and more to be & debating society.

“Opens Covenants"

But that is not all. When Presi-
dent Wilson was battling for the
principle of the League of Natlons
and & n'ew diplomacy, he spoke of
“oppn covenants openly arrived
at.” That meant full publicity,
dealing in the open in fronl of wil-
posses who represented press end
pa.blie.

No longer were a few old men,
eitting ‘n secret scesion, to decide
faote of natlons. The League of
Nations, in solemn conclave as-
sembled, was tb prevent wars. The
league by its massed opinion and
its massed power, was to force na-
tions to keep th'e peace.

Well, the plain truth is that the
league is bold where small nations
are concerned and timorous where
the big ones are the principals.
More and more the tendency is to
Leep away from the league some

Instead of these being discussed
in the open by the League of Na-
jons they are discussed ir secret by
the ministers for foreign affairs
of the big four—England, France,
Italy and Germany. These min-
jsters attend the meetings of the
League of Natlons, .ut their mosc
jmportant work is done outside
the league. It's the old diplomacy
all over again.

Albania vs. Jugoslavia

Take the recent dispute between
the little state of Albania and the
bigger state of Jugeslavia, Albania
never would have dared ‘make.faces
at Jugoslavia if big brother Italy
was not at. her back. And be-
cause Italy was there, the matter
wag not broken by the League of
Nalions.

Hippocrates' Types

Even Hippocrates, the father of
modern medicine, classified human
beings according to their types and
with the idea that certain forms of
constitution were more likely than
others to have certaln diseases.

Physicians of the Univeusity of

_Minnescta measured 1633 students
and determined ths function of
their bodies in relation to their
size. Among the students examined
279 were Scandinavian descent and
113 were of German desceut.
