lieve ,is that toxin-anti-toxin is in
little children a harmless preven~!
tive against dphtheria. Here in New |
York City some time ago we gave |
each of two thousand infants, when
three days old, a full man's dose
without the sglightest harm. The
younger the child, the greater the
need and  the less the reaction.
Don't wait until the child reaches
school age. The great mortality is
in the little children of the first,
second and third years of age.

“In a campaign we are very apt
to start with the schools. Why? Be-
cause we can gather the children
together. We give each child a little
circular of information for the
parents for each child has to get
the consent of its parents. In this
way, we educate the parents of the
community.

“It must be through education of
the parents by the school children,
the public health authorities, the
great Insurance companies or by
any other means that we can get
the mothers to bring their young
children to the "public health sta-
tions, or to have their private
physicians give the injections.

“If, as in the case of smallpox,
we can educate the community so
that all parents’ will ask their
family physicians for these injec-
tions, or take their children to the
public health stations, then, and
only then we will eradicate diph-
Lh five years.'’ -

“The following statistics from
various cities show the decline in
diphtheria following an intensive
program of immunization by toxin-
anti-toxin and “schicking.”

“In New York City the death rate
from diphtheria per 100,000 popu-
lation drgpped from 18.4 to 11.9
.in 1924, This reduction of over one-
third coincides with the immuniza-
L{on of about 350,000 children
since 1920. The deaths from diph-
theria dropped from 1,289 in 1919
to 714 in 1924, and the reported
cases from 14,000 to 9,700.

“New Haven, Conn., the death
rate from diphtheria in 1924 was
1.7 per 100,000 population as com-
pared with a rate of 11.2 for the
State of Connecticut. The remark-
able decline in the diphtheria death
rate.in New Haven followed an in-
tensive campaign of several years
duration for the immunization of
school children and children of pre-
school age by means of toxin-anti-
Foxin. There was no corresponding .
intensive campaign in the State of
Connecticut as a whole.

“In Auburn, New York, there has
been but one death from diphtheria
from July, 1923, to the present
time (January 1, 1926). Auburn
is a city of 37,000 population and
a large porportion of the children
pnder 14 years of age have been
immunized. The single death from
diphtheria occurred in a non-im-
munized child. In 1920 the diph-
theria death rate was 48.9 per
100,000 population.

“In Hamilton, Ontario, -during
the 5 year period from 1915-1919
there were 1,001 cases of diph-
theria with 116 deaths. For the 5
Year period from 1920-1924 the
number of cases rose, with the rise
in population, to 2,833 with 1756

Admiral Wrote Novel in 1902

Berlin; Dec. 16.—That Grand
Admiral Von Tirpitz, creator of the
German navy and instigator of re-
lentless submarine warfare, wrote
a novel in 1902 for.casting Ger-
many's defeat in a war with Eng-
land and predicting that America
would become the world's supreme
economic power, was revealed today
by Vice Admiral Hollweg. It was
written under an assumed name
but never published, owing to ob-
pections from the foreign office.
Von Tirpitz's novel was intended to
iwake the German people to the
perils of a war with England, for
the writer was convinced that the
British fleet could never bz defeat-
_ed by Germany. Von Tirpitz fore-
casted a naval engagement in which
the German fleet would be destroy-

37 KNOWN DEAD
IN QUEBEC FIRE

That Many Bodies Recovered
But Police Believe Total
Will Be 42.

Quebec, Que., Dec. 16.—Official :
searchers for the bodies of children
in the ruins of the Hospice St.

Charles convent, which was de-
stroyed by fire here early yesterday,
announced early today that thirty-
seven bhodies had been recovered,
thirty-six of these were little chil-
dren and one an adult, Anna
Gaudreault, 17, heroine qf the fire,
who made three successful trips
alone into the burning building but
met death herself on the fourth.

According to police, who spent
the greater part of the mnight in
combing the city for missing chil-
dren who had been given shelter in
strange homes, the children were so
unnerved that they were unable to
give an account of themselves. Less
than ten of the inmates of the
building are now unaccounted for.

Death Toll 42

The death roll total, police he-
lieve, wlil stand at forty-two or
forty-three when the search is over.
This 'figure is lower than Thurs-
day's, which nervousness exaggeral-
ed. Also many rescued children had
been given sanctuary in strange
homes in all parts of Quebec, and
were lost track of.

Says He Never Saw Miguel

Newspapers—Many Wii-
nesses at Teday's Senate
Hearing,

Washington, Dec. 16 —Ofiicial
telegrams passing between MeXxico
City and the Mexican Consulate in
New York were under subpoena by
the Senate today as the special
Reed committee continued its ia-
vestigation cf the startling series
of documents recently printed in the
Hearst newspapers, which set forth
numerous anti-American activities
by the Calles government.
Bank records revealing the Mexi-
can government's financial transac-
tions in this country may also coma
under the scruitny of the committee
in its efférts to ‘‘get to the bottom"
of the sensationa’ charges that the
Calles regime appropriated large
sums of money from the Mexican
treasury ostensibly for distribution
in the United States.
All of the United States Senators
named in the documents as the in-
tended recipients of sums runningz
from $15,000 to $500,000 stood ab-
solved today from having received
any money, or even knowledge that
their names were being used.
All Deny Charges

In rapid succession, - Senators
Boreh, Republican of Idaho, La
Follette, Republican of Wisconsin,
Norris, Repu®lican of Nebraska,
and Heflin, Democrat of Alabama,
denied ever having been approached
by the Mexican government, or any-
one connected with it, and the
Senate investigating commitiece ex-
pressed complete confidence in their
fnnocence and lack of knowledge
of the entire affair.

Executives of the Fearst news-
papers, including Willlam Randolph

{ Hearst, the publisher, joined with

the investigating committee, In
stating their disbelief that any of
the money alleged to have been ap-
propriated from the Mexican treas-
ury ever reached any members of
the United States Senate.
President Agrees

Mr. Hearst said he reached the
same conclusion that President
Coolidge was sald to have expressed
when the matter was brought to
his attention—that the- Senators’
names were used by unscrupuious
Mexican officials as “a blind” to
cover the distribution of the money
among Mexican officials themselves.
In other words, the belief was ex-
pressed by several witnesses that
the money was “milked’t from the
Mexican treasury and went' to en-
rich Mexican officialdom, the Sena-
tors being th= innocent and unwit-
ting victims of a scheme by Mexi-
cans to rob their own treasury.

A direct gquestion of veracily as
to the authenticity of the docu-
menis was raised between Arturo
Elias, Mexican consul and fiscal
agent in New York, and Miguel
Avila, an American-born Mexican,
who secured the documents and
turned them over to the Hearst
newspapers.
Avila swore that he saw part of
the documents taken from the
secret files of the Mexican govern-
ment in Mexico City, and that he
saw still others taken from the
office files of Elias in New York.
These two sets of documentis, one
obtained in Mexico City and the
other in New York, were shown by
Hearst executives to dove-tail with
each other.

Elins' Statement
Elias swore that all of the charg-
es were false and that the docn-
ments purported to have come from
his office were forgeries, He express-
ed the belief that the other docu-
meifts from Mexico Cily also were
false.
It was in an effort to throw mo~e
light on this conflict _hat the Senate
committee decided to subpoena the
records of telegraph companies and
possibly later the bank records re-
lating to the business of the Mexi-
can Consulate in New York.

Until nearly midnight last night,
the investigating committee con-
tinued to delve into the intricacies
of the sensational case,

Their comet, which his been
named ‘1927 I" is the ninth comet
to be discovered this year, accord-

ing to the professors. They
declare it extremely probable that
at ledast a part of these comets and-
the new star in Orion are the re-
sult of an immeasureably viclent ex-
plosion, shattering a section of the
universe estimated to be as large
as our solar system.

Incomprehensibly vast thqugh
this cosmic explosion was, residents
of this earth need feel no alarm,
For according to the calculations of
the German astronomers, it hap-
pened so far away that despite the
speed of 186,200 miles a second at
which light travels, the rays which
just struck the photographic plates
of the Hamburg observatory
started on their way long before
mankind or any living creature
came to life on our terrestrial
globe.

Business men in downtown dis-
tricts of several large cities are
planning to finance huge storage
and service garages to accommo-
| date shoppers, theater goers and
office workers who wish to leave
their cars while in the congested
area.

Curb space is available for only
6 per cent. of the cars that enter
busines districts of the 17 largest
cities in the United States, a re-
cent survey shows. This meaas
that of the 1,500,000 cars esti-
mated to enter the busy sections,
only 90,000 can find parking space
on the street.

To remedy this situation, it is
planned to construct great garages
capable of holding from 200 to
1,000 cars. These structures will
be conveniently located and easily
accessible. They will be con-
structed so as to allow entrance or
exit of a large number of cars in
a short time.

By means of inclined driveways
or ramps connecting floors, - the
driver himself parks the car and
gets it when he wants it. A 200~
car garage may be emptied in eight
minutes by the ramp system.

ISBESTOF ALL -
INSIST LEADERS

American Lilting Tunes
- Wil Live.

St. Louls, Mo.—Jazz—rythmie,
throbbing jazz—is the folk music
of America.

Thus do Paul Whiteman and Jan
Garber, kings of rythmland, refute
the oft repeated platitude that Am-

‘erica has no folk music and prob- |

ably never will have.
Whiteman with his giant jazz-i
symphony organization played here |

‘ at one theater waile youthful, col-

legiate Jan Garber whipped out the
hot tuncs of the southland at an-
other.

Whiteman overflowed a chair in
his dressing room.

“So America has no folk musie,”
he smiled. “Amer has the best
folk music in the world. We have
lilting, plaintive tunes by the score
that everyone sing-, tunes, that
never aie; and the songs that en-
dure are the ones that are folk mu-
sic. And we have music that is
above the so-calied pex~ant or folk
music.

“Those who say we have no folk
music are as a rule conductors of
the larger symphony orchestras
who have grown to like the folk
music of other nations and ours
doesn’t appeal 1o them. Much of
their folk music doesn't appeal to
us, but we don’t say that it isn't
good.

-Jazz Is Not Good Name
¢“Teaders of many of the larger
orchestras say there is something
in what they call the ‘Whiteman
music’ and I don’t hesitate to say
that there is a lot in the Oberhof-
fer music, the Stokowski music and I

the mudc-phw/sd by .all the con-
ductors of their type.

“Why don't I play some of -the
heavier: mugic? The principal rea-
gson is that I have heard it played
in Vienna,
places where iaey play their own
music better 'than anyone else ever
could. By the same token we play
America’s music better than they
do or can.

“*Jazz' 'is an unjust name for
our music. That name may have
applied 'just after the war; that
was when first the metamorphesis
set it. The result was, to say the
least, disturbing. But our rhythm
music fast is growing softer, and
smoother and more tuneful.

- HINTS ON HOW TO KEEP WELL
by World Famed Authority
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GET RID OF CATARACT

BY DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

-

A cataract is a clouding of the lens
al the eve or of its capsule, or of
both structures. When this cloud-
ing occurs, the action is similar to
the frosting of glass.

It is impossible to see through
i{he lens and the result is a_ vary-
ing amount of blindness. There are
all sorts of classifications of cata-
racts, depending on their nature or
their state of progress or perhaps
on their possible causes.

It has been suggested that such
discases as chronic infections,
¢hzonic  constitutional disorders
and eyestrain may have somelhing
‘0 do with (he oncoming of cata-
ract, These things, however, have
aot been definitely proved and it is
not possible to say certainly just
why a cataract develops in any
given case.

One Eye or Both

A person may have a cataract in
ane eye or in both. It is rather com-
nfon to have cataracis in both eyes,
sither developing at the same time

jor successively.

. The fact that a cataract may
secur in one eye and not in the
sther would seem to indicate that
wcal causes may be largely re-

o
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sponsible, rather than systemic
conditions or factors affecting the
eye that come through the blood.

Because of the psychological
factors associated with . vision, it
has been possible for all sorts of
quacks to offer special treatment
for cataract that did not involve
surgical operation. The desire to
see better is so great that the in-
dividual'is willing to admit he sees
better following any sort of medi-
cal treatment.

Proper Operation

More recently methods of treat-
ment have been developed that in-
volve immunological reactions;
that is to say, substances are in-
jected into the body which scem
to create other substances antago-
nistic to the things that cause
cataract.

The one certain relief for cata-
ract is a proper operation. Along
the roadside . in India trained
operators remove cataracts from
aged Hindus' eyes successfully.

The methods that have been
used for centuries are duplicated
in good hospitals by competent
surgeons under much safer condi-
tions and with the aid of mouern
anesthesia. 5 ,

When the cataract is removed,
the result is like defrosting a win-
dow or letting up the shades, the
light comes through and the indi-
vidual is able to see.

This twen-
ty payment life plan looks easy, but
in a few vears we will find our-
selves paying approximately $40,-
300 annually in interest .charges,
and that will be a burden we will
have to carry for twenty years, and
the man who works for days
wages and pays rent will pay a
good share of it, the property own-
er does not, he is as good a buck
passer as the coal men. Dope it out
for yourself. If we do not buy it,
someone is liable to build a garage
there,

Someone built a garage next to
the Odd Fellows Block and no one
has eomplained, the Masons did not
hesitate to build a fine building
within stone's throw of it. A ga-
rage has been built at the extreme
norih end of Main street, right in
a residential section, but no one
complained, it has rather improved
the appearances of that section. A
neat brick garage with plate glass
windows, colored lights and a pie-
ture in the window of a girl with
an oil can, {flashlight or steering
wheel in her hand does not look so
bad.

Some manufacturer is liable to
build a factory on the site. Manu-
facturers are not coming to Man-
chester, no one extends to them the
right hand of fellowship; and if
they did come, the Center is proba-
bly the last place they would locate
in. The factories on our principle
streets are not a detriment to the
looks of the town.

Someone is liable to erect an ob-
noxious building there. We have
them all the way from Love Lane
to Nigger Hill; one or two more
would not matter.

1f we buy the lot it will make a

good entrance to the park. It will,
it you install a chute. If we persist

1in turning our Spring Pond into'a

‘moss covered murch hole each sum-
mer, there will not be any eall for
entrances. It can be used as a site
for a town hall. 3

‘When the Hall of Records Wwas
built, it was announced that provi-
sion had been made that if we ever
wanted a town hall, we could build
on to the rear of that building, on
land that we already own.

It would make a good site for. a
public library. We have & publie li-
brary at present at each end of the
town, both easy of access; the vis-
ion of people from Highland Park,
Taylorville, Fairfield street and De-
pot Square to going to the Center
after library books is hard fo visu-

ze.

It might be used as the site of a
police station in the future. When
our police force realize that the
rgmshakle joint, which they now
occupy, is no longer fit for human
habitation, there is no doubt but
what a new and comfortable home
will be provided for them, they
certainly deserve it.

There is no doubt but that there
is public sentiment and law enough
in our town to prevent any objec-
tionable use of the car barn prop-
erty, and $27,600 could be used to
good advantage in other parts of
the town.

Today our town is spending mon-
ey faster than it earms it, and is
calling for more; in the last few
years we have seen taxes double,
and we will soon see the spectacle
of our town debt going in a few
years from comparitively nothing
to the million mark. That does not
look like first class advertising
matter for a five to one Republican
town, and the worst of it is that we
cannot blame the Democrats for it,
for in this town the only right a
Democrat has is the right to stand
up and be shot at.
