Los Angeles, Calif., Dec. 30—  
More revelations in the Marion Par­
ker kidnaping and murder case 
were promised today as district at­
torney Asa Keyes ordered a sweep­
ing Grand Jury investigation of the 
astounding confessions of William 
Edward Hickman, nineteen-year- 
old confessed kidnaper, killer and 
bandit.

While the hew grand jury in­
quiry was called for the primary | 
purpose of investigating the murder I 
of C. Ivy Toms, Los Angeles drug­
gist, killed in a holdup of his Rose 
Hill pharmacy, Keyes indicated that 
the investigation would attempt to 
clear up many of the unsolved 
phases of the abduction and murder 
of Marion Parker.

The Grand Jury investigation 
was ordered following the dual con­
fessions of Hickman and Welby 
Hunt, 16-year-old Kansas City 
youth, that the two boys planned 
and executed the holdup of the 
Rose Hill pharmacy which ended in 
the fatal shooting of Toms on 
Christmas Eve, a year ago.

Fox Fired Shot |
Hickman admitted firing the 

fatal shot. Hunt confessed to his 
participation in the robbery, but 
denied responsibility for the kill­
ing.

The possibility that another mur- 
d'er would be brought to light was 
strongly intimated at the district 
attorney’s office when Keyes indi­
cated that the Grand Jury proba­
bly would also investigate the mys­
terious death of Abner Driskell, 
60-year-old grandfather of Hunt, 
with whom Hickman and Hunt 
made their home during a part of 
the time the boys were embarked 
on their career as bandits.

Driskell, a well-to-do drygoods 
merchant of Alhambra, was found 

, dead on May 2S  ̂ last, 
high'dfttnnjfTW'TfByo'Sico bridge" 
near Pasadena.

Police reported his death as a 
suicide.

No Money Found
Their investigati- i ex.led that 

on the same day Driskell had gone 
to the Los Angeles bank where 
Hickman and Hunt worked as mes­
sengers and had withdrawn a large 
sum of money. No money was 
found on his body.

A “ suicide” note found Li one of 
his pockets was turned over to his 
widow without any attempt on the 
part of police to identify the hand­
writing. There was no inquest.

Mrs. Carrie M. Driskell, 42-year- 
Dld widow of the aged merchant 
and the step-grandmother of Hunt, 
reported Driskell as missing at ten 
o’clock in the morning. His body 
was found under the world-famed 
“ suicide bridge” later on the same 
day.

Woman Questioned
Following the confessions of 

Hickman and Hunt, Mrs. Driskell 
was questioned by the sheriff’s 
office but was released when she 
denied any knowledge of the Rose 
Hill pharmacy holdup and said she 
was unaware of the boys’ criminal 
activities.

Both boys, in their confessions, 
said they had concealed their 
crimes from Mrs. Driskell, but that 
the grandfather “ surmised” there 
was something wrong.

The finding handed down by 
Probate Judge William Lueders is 
the sequel to the killing by Remus 
of his wife, Augusta. Imogene 
Holmes Remus, whom he accused 
of carrying on a love affair with 
Franklin Dodge, federal prohl^ion 
agent.

Following a trial of five weeks, a 
jury of fen men and two women, 
after deliberating nineteen minutes 
brought in a verdict of “ not guilty 
on the soie ground of insanity,”  the 
only “ not guilty” verdict allowed In 
the charges of the ‘ Trial Judge 
Chester Shook.;

LEAPS BEFORE TRAIN 
TO COMMIT SUICIDE

Worcester Woman, In 111 
< Health, Kills Herself in New 

York City.
New York, Dec. 30.— Mrs. Eva L. 

riackett, 25, of Worcester, Mass., 
was instantly killed today when she 
leaped from the platform of the 
Hoyt avenue elevated station, in 
front of a three car work train of 
the Interborough Rapid Transit 
Company, according to police.

Mrs. Hackett jumped as the train 
sped through the r -tioii and two 
cars passed over her body, mangling 
it horribly, before Motorman Fred 
Daubnek could bring the train to a 
stop. Scores of persons were on the 
platform at the time and two wom­
en fainted. Traffic was tied up for 
the greater part of an hour and the 
second car of the train had to be 
jacked up before the body could be 
extricated.

The body was identified by a sis­
ter of Mrs. Racket, Miss Aura Ben­
nett, She told f  - police that her 
sister had come to Long Island City 
about a month ago on a visit. She 
had been dn ill health Miss Bennett 
said, since the birth of her baby 
boy six months ago. The baby is in 
Worcester being cared for by Mrs. 
Hackett’s husbac i Ernest and ybis 
ciother.

Says He Abhors Purpose of 
Organization But Gives 
Them Fair Deal.

Albany, N. Y., Dec. 30.— Politi­
cal leaders at the capital today 
were wondering .what effect Gov. 
Smith’s blunt denunciation of the 
Ku Klux Klan will have on his 
chances of winning the Democratic 
presidential nomination next year.

For the first time in his career, 
the governor today had publicly 
denounced the Klan. He declared 
that he abhorred thb purposes of 
the Klan but that he would accord 
its members even-handed justice.

The governor’s stand on the Klan 
was made known in a letter he 
wrote to Paul M. Winter, of 
Jamaica, Long Island, who com­
plained to the executive that police 
had interfered with Klan parades.

In replying to Winter’s letter, 
the governor pointed to a recent 
court decision, which said:

“ American liberty extends the 
protection of the law even to those 
who are false to its principles.”

His Answer 
The governor added:
“ I subscribe unreservedly to that 

declaration of principle. I regard 
the purposes of your organization 
with abhorrence and I consider 
them subversive to the fundamen­
tals of American democracy. Never­
theless, insofar as it lies within my 
power undet the law, I would ac­
cord to you exactly the same even- 
handed justice that I would give 
to anybody else.”

Winter had requested the gover­
nor to order an investigation of 
police interference with Klan 
parades on Long Island, and to 
have the state’s attorney-general 
decide whether such parades are 
lawful. The governor told Winter 
he had no authority to order such 
an investigation or make such a re­
quest of the attorney-general.

New York, Dec. 30— Police- in­
vestigating the death of Mrs. Mary 
Harrington, 29, vaudeville actress 
found dead in her apartment here 
yesterday, were undecided today 
whether she was shot or beaten to 
death.

The walls of the room were spat­
tered with blood and indications 
were that a terrific struggle had 
taken place. Discovery that Mrs. 
Harrington’s jewels were missing 
gave rise to a theory that she had. 
been robbed.

Inspector Carey of the Homicide 
Bureau expressed the belief that 
a most brutal murder had been 
committed.

Had Been Beaten
A wound above the actress’s eye 

was at first believed to have re­
sulted in her death. Later, how­
ever, several gashes were found 
under her heavy mop of hair, in­
dicating that she had been beaten 
with a sharp instrument.

Inspector Carey said Mrs. Har­
rington apparently had been killed 
last Friday.

Mrs. Harrington’s divorced hus­
band, Guy Harrington, is an actor, 
now playing in a stock company in 
Wilkes-Barre, Pa. His engagement

■ Washington, Dec. 30.— With the 
new tax reduction bill definitely 
"pigeon-holed” in the Senate for 
three months at least. Senator Reed 
Smoot, Republican of Utah, chair­
man of the Senate finance commit­
tee, today revived talk for adoption 
of a national sales, tax as a substi­
tute for all other federal taxes.

The present un::rtainty over how 
much revenue will be raised next 
year by existing tai^s was cited by 
Smoot as an argument In favor of 
the sales tax. The ^iispute between 
the House, which decided that a 
$290,000,000 slash in taxes could 
be allowed, and the Treasury De­
partment, which held that only a 
$225,000,000 reduction could be al­
lowed, presented another reason, 
said Smoot.'

The Smiate’s financial leader pre­
dicted that the sales tax would be 
adopted ultimately because of its 
simplicity and equality of applica­
tion gnd "probably within the next 
decade.”  He estimated that -a one 
pOr cent sales t4x, applicable on the 
jiltim(|te consumer, would produce 
ah annual'revenue" of at lieast $l,r 
600,000,000, ■with all other taxes-^ 
ei(cept the tariff——r^ealed. If;
would apply to each indWdual, said 
Smoot, In proportion to his pucr 
chssVng power, thds scattering the 
federal tax burden lightly upon tbb 
poor and heavily on the rich.

Husband’s Charge

Harrington said that his wife, 
who recently brought suit for di­
vorce and won an uncontested ac­
tion for 51(5,000, although the final 
decree has not been granted, had 
received attentions from other men.

The attractive young woman’s 
death, was, according to the police, 
similar to the baffling murders of 
“ Dot" King and Ivouise Lawson.

Mrs. Harrington’s dressing gown 
was bloodstained and there was 
blood on the floor. No weapon was 
visible, however. Search , of the 
apartment indicated that her dia­
mond ring and other jewelry were 
missing. She had advertised to 
sub-let her apartment while she 
paid a visit to her mother in Joplin,

TODAY’S PROBE

Was Welby Hunt, named as a ban­
dit killer' in the latest confession of 
William Edward Hickman, connect­
ed in any way with the kidnaping 
and murder of 12-year-old Marion 
Parker?

Investigation along this line was 
being conducted today, according to 
Harold L. Davis, chief deputy dis­
trict attorney. Davlj said the facts 
In the second murder case against 
young Hickman, who involved his 
former pal. Hunt, will be placed be­
fore the county Grand Jury prompt­
ly.

This is the killing of C. Ivy Toms, 
Los Angeles druggist, in a holdup 
on Christmas Eve, 1926. Hickman 
early yesterday confessed to par­
ticipating in the holdup that result­
ed in the murder, and named Hunt 
as his accomplice. The latter Is only 
sixteen years old.

The Grand Jury investigation will 
begin next Tuesday, the day on 
which Hickman is scheduled to en­
ter his t lea to the charge of kidnap­
ing and murdering the Parker girl.

Was Hunt Accom ^ce 
'Besides investigating the Toms 

murder and several others the 
Grand Jury will att;i*.pt to find 
whether Hunt had any connection 
with the Parker case. They will also 
inquire into several murders com­
mitted in and near Chicago during 
the period last fall when Hickman 
was in that city.

It Is believed that the Grand Jury 
investigation also will include ques­
tioning of Mrs. Martha M. Driskell, 
Hunt's stepgrandmot’ -er, concern­
ing the suicide of A. F. Driskell, 
Hunt’s grandfather, last liay. Hick­
man and Hunt lived for some time 
with Mrs. Driskell.

Young Hunt was questioned for 
hours in the district attorney’s of­
fice concerning his relations witli 
Hickman. It was understood that he 
stood by his confession, made short­
ly after his arrest, in which lie ad­
mitted taking part with Hickman In 
the Toms holdup and several other 
robberies, but he absolutely'denied 
.any connection with the Parker 
cake.

Given Time Extension
When arraigned late yesterday 

before Superior Judge Carlos Hardy, 
Hickman was granted an extension 
of time to answer the kidnaping and 
murder indictments, on petition of 
his attorney, Jerome K. Walsh of 
Kansas City, who told the court he 
had just arrived in town and would 
like several days in which to 
familiarize himself with the case.

Hickman’s court appearance last­
ed less than ten minutes. His ar­
raignment, already once postponed, 
had been set for two p. m. A few 
minutes earlier, he was taken into 
the court of Municipal Judge Myron 
W estover, where the coioplaint

He handed the 
liquor to some acquaintance of his 
to deliver and understood that it 
had been delivered. He learned lat­
er that this person aad turned the 
liquor over to the authorities.
V Extraneous blatters

He had given the prescription in 
good faith, he said when questioned 
by members of the board, but had 
done a foolish thing in giving the 
liquor to someone else.

Dr. Moran was questioned on sev­
eral matters by the board, mattes 
which had nothing to do with the 
prescription affair, but things that 
they wanted to find out for their 
own information. Attorney General 
Healey said that he was only con­
cerned with the liquor end of the 
case.

Hospital Suspension 
Dr. Moran was questioned on his 

suspension from the courtesy staff 
of the Memorial hospital here. He 
defended himself through Mr. Har- 
ney who said that Dr. Moran in that 
affair had not had a chance to de­
fend himself. As to the charges 
brought by the hospital, Mr. Harney 
said that he had asked for a hear­
ing but the hearing had not been 
granted.

The presentment contained a 
count of general conspiracy to ob­
struct justice and then defined' the 
methods by which the alleged 
conspiracy was carried out.

Editor of The Herald:,

The directors would not;'care 
to hold any Manchester cltlzep. to 
a contract if a college desiied him 
as coach and could pay dbuhle vtiiat 
any recreation group in town cpuld 
pay. If working without contract, 
with weekly or monthly compensa­
tion, constitutes temporary ; .em­
ployment, then three-fourths of the 
workers of Manchester are tempor­
ary employees, including the writer 
of the article objected to.

A further published statement in 
the article was that the recent Com­
munity club financial drive fell, so 
far below the $6,00:o:̂  quota that At 
caused difficulty in securing the di­
rector. This is not so. The fact is, 
the returns from the drive 
only a little under $4,000.

Surrendering what had promised 

to be i  useful and' profitable 'trade, 
a Hartford near-beer manufactory 
has given up business because It 
could not stand being harrassed by 
the snooping and interference of 
federal dry agents .There seems to 
be a d,isposItion on the owners of 
the breVery to blame the dry ad­
ministration for the destruction of 
their enterprise aud the probable 
loss of their large investment.

While it may be that for some 
especial reason the particular brew­
ery in question was subjected to un­
reasonable surveillance and annoy­
ance, it Isn’t easy to see how there 
can be any real attempt at enforc­
ing the Volstead act without pretty 
much the same sort of monitorship 
over such establishments. Near-beer 
Is real beer with the Illegal alcohol­
ic content boiled out. The oppor­
tunity for marketing the illegal, in 
complete product is great. There is 
not the slightest question that a 
great deal of such undenatured 
product iff. marJceted ,frhm. many 
near-beer breweries throughout the 
country.

Without knowing anything what­
ever of the nature of the relations 
between the Hartford concern and 
the dry administration, it. would 
seem as though the kind of inter 
ference complained of was Inevi­
table, The trouble is, basically, 
not with the dry enforcement 
agencies , but with the law. This Is 
only one of a hundred ways ’ in 
which the Volstead act Is unreason 
able, tyrannical, utterly out of 
place in a country which pretends 
to be the home of freedom. It is a

; Now this sort of attitude on tho 
part of a good many persons toward 
the newly-rich Indians of Oklahoma 
strikes us as being a little ill natur- 
ed and not altogether sporting. The 
Osages didn’t go to Oklahoma of 
their own volition. They lived origi­
nally Ijrthe region'between the-Mi»- 
sourl and the Arkansas rivers, and 
undoubtedly would have liked.to 
stay there. But the white man 
coveted their country and finally 
booted them out of it, giving them 
in exchange a piece of what is now 
Oklahoma, which no white man 
whatever coveted in those days. 
And when the oil spouted there 
wasn’t any wa:̂  on earth of keeping 
the Indians from getting their bit', 
since it was in ground that h^d 
been wished to them— hard and 
fast.

If the Osages get $14,000 a year 
apiece— and they probably do, 
every man, woman and child of 
them— we are glad of it. And if 
they chose to spend it in their own 
way that is nobody’s business. For 
that matter, if the-chief sees fit to 
blow in $250 on a Christmas din­
ner of bison meat he can afford to 
do it, no doubt, much better than 
some New England families can af­
ford to spend $10 on turkey and 
fixings. And much better th^^^ome. 
New York/broker’s wife can afford 
to spend a thousand dollars on a 
coming out party for her.̂  daughter 
the week before hubby goes into 
bankruptcy.

If some of the Osages are foolish 
with their money they h'avfe noth­
ing on some of their white neigh­
bors. It smacks of envy to be con­
stantly ridiculing these people—  
and envy is always highly undigni­
fied as well as bad for the liver.

New York, Dec. 30,— America 
has developed a consuming power 
beyond estimate, and for that rea­
son the business experience of this 
year has been more gratifying than 
the signs by which we have been 
accustomed to estimate business led 
us to expect.
, In making this statement for In­
ternational News Service today, 
James Simpson, head of Marshall 
Field &' Co., emphasized the fact 
that business fundamentals ^t the 
year-end are sound; credit Is abun­
dant; stocks of goods are low, and 
well-managed in the hands of 
manufacturers, wholesalers and re­
tailers: universal conservatism Is 
being observed in all departments 
of business.

Simpson, is not apprehensive of 
the unprecedented expansion of 
bank credits In stock speculation, 
though he believes that stock mar­
ket loans, and the security specula­
tion growing out of them, should 
be reduced as far as possible with­
out harmful depreciation of securi­
ty and commodity values. As a cure 
for this top-heavy speculative loan­
ing of bank fund.s, Simpson sug­
gests the gradual transfer through 
purchase, of new securities to the 
hands of permanent Investors.

Presidential Election
“ There is less fear of the presi­

dential election as a detriment to 
business than is usual at the be­
ginning of a campaign,” 'Simpson 
declared, reviewing that Important 
aspect of the situation. Business 
men, he said, are confident that 
whoever is elected may be expected 
to administer the office conserva­
tively. Presidential elections in his 
opinion have been harmful to busi­
ness only when great economic 
questions'were national issues.

Simpson finds an encouraging 
change in the foreign situation, 
where steady Improvement is on 
the cards. Every major country of 
Europe has made distinct progress 
in the last year., This country, 
thinks the head of Marshall Field 
& Co., should consume more of for­
eign goods and sell more goods 
abroad, in 1928, than in the year 
just passed.

Simpson summarized the domes­
tic business situation as follows: 
"There is plenty of money for com­
merce and industry at reasonable 
rates. There are indications of in­
dustrial acceleration, Increased em­
ployment and improvement iri busi­
ness earnings. Prospects never look­
ed better for the automobile busi­
ness. The building industry promis

London, Dec. 30.— Normal cross 
channel shipping and air service 
was expected to be resumed today 
as the seven-day gale that has whip­
ped the costs of England and 
France showed signs of diminish­
ing.

Zero weather, however, was still 
prevalent throughout England and 
dozens of villages were still isolated 
as ice and snow blocked many 
roads.

Investigators in the University 
of Minnesota have claimed that 
vegetables, such as celery and to­
matoes, when subjected to a suffi­
cient concentration of ethylene 
can be ripened as well as colored.

Obviously, ripening Involves 
many factors such as chemical 
changes in the tissue of the food 
and the development of vitamins 
which may not be affected by 
changes in the coloring-of the cov­
ering.

What Are Other Changes?
The experimenters have not yet 

carried the experiments sufficient­
ly far to show all of the changes 
that may take place in food sub­
stances under sucL artificial con­
ditions.

If some means can be devised 
whereby complete ripening of 
fruits and vegetables may be se­
cured more rapidly than by the 
methods of nature, the ultimate 
egects oil the food supply will be 
beneficial In the lowering of 
prices and in the provision of 
'more completely developed food

No western entry In the Tourna­
ment of Roses game has been able 
to win since 1923. The Southern 
California trimmed a Penn State 
eleven by a 14-3 count.

Since then the only thing the 
westerners have had to cheer about 
the night after the game has been 
a coupl® of very unsatisfactory ties. 
The Navy tied 'Washington in 1924 
and Alabama tied Stanford last 
New Year’s Day.

In between her last victory and 
this year, the Pacific coast entry 
has suffered two defeats that were 
quite stunning.

Notre Dame’s Four Horsemen 
gave the Cardinals a healthy wal­
loping in 1925, and Alabama un­
corked a spectacular one-quarter­
scoring drive that sent the Washing­
ton Huskies down in defeat in 1926.

Knowing all this well, Mr. “ Glb- 
by” Welch and his Pittsburgh play­
mates feel as If nothing less than a 
victory will be due any raucous 
cheers the night of Jan. 2. And, 
of course, it must be remembered 
that Pittsburgh made a' claim for 
national grid honors which would 
not be diminished In the least by 
a decisive victory over Pop War­
ner’s brigade.

And after a proper amount of 
serious reflection, it dawned on Mr. 
Welch that Jan. 2 would be a good 
day to inscribe his name In big red 
leters among those greats Not 
that he isn’t a great, mind yon, for 
he was chosen almost unanimously 
for All-America this year, but mere­
ly because— well, because.

Permanent Director 
Owing to misunderstanding, a 

few have received the impression 
that the engagement was not to be 
permanent. This view is incorrect, 
as the new director is to be the per­
manent director of the Community 
club, and'when engaged the matter 
of an all-year-round program of ac­
tivities was discussed, with summer 
sports as well as winter pastimes 
provided for.

As in the case of the previous di­
rector, no contract was required, as 
this arrangement was considered 
mutually satisfactory all around. 
For instance, if an eastern or west­
ern college saw fit to make Mr. 
Fay an offer for the position of 
coach within the year hence, guar­
anteeing a salary much higher than 
the club could consider giving, it 
was felt that to hold a director to 
a contract under such conditions 
would not be conducive to the best 
results.

tries often fall a prey to trafficers 
who are sometimes associated with 
the managers of places of amuse­
ments,”  the report says. Their 
contracts are often misleading, 
their wages are Inadequate, and not 
Infrequently their real business is 
to secure clients for the establish-, 
ment,

“ The worst cases of all are those 
of the innocent girls with whom a 
contract of marriage, pretended or 
real, is made. This type of girl 
usually comes from poor surround­
ings of ignorant parents who are 
easily deceived. It is only when 
separated from her parents by long 
distances that the unhappy victim 
learns what is expected of her.

Investigation Aroused 
T-h© report has aroused consid- 

erable indignation in Europe, ac­
cording to Major Bascom Johnson, 
who was in active charge of the 
three year’s investigation okcondl- 
tions on lour continents. He said 
that far-reaching changes s-r© al­
most certain to take place within
the next five years.

"The main route foi internation­
al traffic in women so far as we 
have been able to examine it, is 
from Europe to countries in Central 
and South America,” the report as­
serts. "There is also a route from 
Europe to Egypt and tô  other 
places in Northern Africa.

The United States is touched upon 
very lightly in the report. It is 
known, however, that United States 
Attorney Charles H, Tuttle of New 
York has interested himself in the 
report, having been informed un­
officially that charges had been 
made that women and girls were 
sent to Latin American countries 
from this city through fake thea­
trical agencies.

IN OLD ENGUSH TOWN
Stoke-on-Trent, Eng.— In this 

very English district, made doubly 
famous by the early novels of Ar­
nold Bennett and Its own inimitable 
pottery, a little French colony is 
trying to settle down and 1s finding 
the transfer from Montparnasse to 
a typical British countryplace but 
little to its liking.

The colony at present numbers 
only 800 men and women, but there 
are fresh arrivals almost every 
week. They represent. the advance 
guard of an army of 5,000 workers, 
almost all French, who are to take

employment in the Michelin tire' 
factory now being erected here.

Many of the new residents have 
never been in England before, for 
although it is less than twenty-five 
miles from Dover to Calais, thou­
sands of French people have never 
left their native soil to see what 
their neighbor on the other side of 
the English Channel is like.

Two things the residents of this 
new Arcady dislike. One is the 
weather, and the other the fact that 
English saloons— or pubs, as they 
are better known— are strictly su­
pervised by law, and are open only 
at certain hours of the day.

Few of the residents speak Eng­
lish at all, and they have found dif­
ficulty in establishing pleasant re­
lations with the native population 
of the village.

The greatest difficulty that the 
colonists encounter is that of find­
ing amusement. A number of the

newsdealers and booksellers In the WSXj{SjXX3{J«StX563C»W3^^
village haye stocked their shelves 
with French novels and newspapers.

Fortunately, Hollywood speaks a 
universal lan'guage, and the French 
colony is always well represented 
at the movies in town. The factory 
is expected to be in operation in a 
few months.

The first newspaper was pub­
lished in England in 1588.
