I King urged the American people 
^to “study the costs of militarism 
in the United States. In the current 
year, he said, the “costs of the 
military and naval establishmfittts ’ 
will total $760,000,000 aside from 
all construction costs. The total 
was only $40,000,000 in 1880, 
$128,000,000 in 1900 and $231,- 
000,000 in 1910. In the last seven 
“peace years,'’ he added, America 
has spent $2,261,000,000 on its 
Navy alone— more than a third of 
its cost for the preceding thirty-six 
years, which inc’uded the Spanish- 
American and World Wars.

The “American Navy will cost 
the American people $10,000,000,- 
000 to $15,000,000,000 in the next 
twenty years if we indulge in this 
new program,” said King. “This 
program will be regarded through­
out the world as a.declaration that 
the United States is entering on a 
competitive naval race.

Emily Stevens Dies From 
Overdose of Drujs In New 
York Home. j

The Major

Famous World Traveler 
To Relate

New York, Jan. 3.— "With only 
nine days to live, Ruth Snyder and 
her former lover, Henry Judd Gray, 
are today awaiting their approach­
ing doom with the fortitude of 
fatalists. In the dreary death house 
at Sing Sing prison, only a few cells 
apart, they are living their last 
bleak hours In heartrending soli­
tude.  ̂•

Hope of escaping that sinister 
contraption known as the electric 
chair still burns faintly in the 
breast of Mrs. Snyder. She believes 
^Governor Alfred E. Smith may be 
prevailed upon to commute her 
sentence to life Imprisoniflent.

Gray seems resigned to his fate. 
He rarely talks these last, fateful 
days. He reads incessantly. His 
favorite book is the Bible.

Conference Thursday 
The governor will hold a clemen­

cy hearing in Albany on Thursday. 
It will he the condemned couple’s 
last chance to avoid paying the 
extreme penalty for the sashweight 
murder of the woman’s husband, 
Albert Snyder, the home-loving art 
editor. >

Mrs. Snyder displayed interest 
this moriiing in the news that Jus­
tice Townsend Scudder, who pre­
sided at their trial, had made a 
written recommendation to Gov. 
^mith. The judge refused, however, 
to reveal the substance of his 
recommendation but he is known 
to advocate the abolition of capital 
punishment.

The governor’s secretary had 
written to Justice Scudder and to 
District Attorney Richard S. New- 
combe, who conducted the prosecu­
tion, asking their views on the 
question of clemency.

Lawyers To Attend 
The hearing on Thursday will be 

attended by all the lawyers involv­
ed in the case. Within the next 24 
hours, Gray’s attorneys are to visit

Washington, Jan. 3— The Nayy^  
Department was requested today to 
take extraordinary precauUons to 
preserve the last records of the vic­
tims of the S-4 submarine tragedy.

Rep. McClintic, Democrat of Ok­

his country and his fellowmen as 
he gradually succumbed,” wrote 
McClintic. “A copy of this remark­
able record is on file at the Con­
gressional Library.

Save the Records 
With the. thought that the six 

men who werO.:;known to be alive in 
the. S-4 for several days after it 
rested on the floor- of- the ocean 
would if possible, chronicle their 
sensations, giving to their loved 
ones a farewell message before 
their life ebbed away, I respectfully 
request that you advise those in 
charge of the rescue that If possible 
the watertight compartments he not 
opened until such precautions are 
taken as will make it possible to 
protect any such records made.” 

McClintic also urged that the 
bodies he. not disturbed, if possible, 
until after the ship is raised.

“The object or̂  objects they may 
hold in their hands and the register 
of various guages and meters would 
be extraordinarily valuable,” he

SCIENCE PREPARES 
. TO HARNESS SUN

New Mineral Discovered 
Which Gets Its Energy 
From Heavenly Bodies.

PRINCE CAROL’S TRIBUTE.
Paris, Jan. 3.— “She was far too 

young In, mind and spirit to die so 
soon.

"My country’s debt to her will 
not be forgotten— ”

These sentiments for Loie Fuller,, 
dancer who died yesterday, were 
expressed to-day by Prince Carol of 
Rumania in a special tribute writ­
ten to the International News Serv­
ice.

Prince Carol was in the midst of 
celebrating the New Year with 
friends at his country chateau when 
he was Informed by the Interna-  ̂
tional News Service of the dancer’s 
death. His statement follows:

“I am shocked and deepljr sad­
dened. 1 passed Loie’s^hotel on 
Saturday although I was not al­
lowed to see her, her secretary In-j 
formed me that Loie was better.

■Washington; Jan. 3.— Science is 
preparing to harness the energy of 
the sun, moon and stars to create 
electrical power.

An exhaustive research into the 
properties of a mineral called 
molybdenite, which has the prop­
erty of transforming long wave 
light rays into electrical energy, 
were described today by Dr. W. W. 
Cobleiitz, astronomer, at the U. S. 
Bureau of Standards,

By exposure of molybdenite to 
the rays of the heavenly bodies, Dr. 
Coblentz,has succeeded in generat­
ing approximately 4-10,000 of an 
ampere o f  electricity, creating a 
force sufficient to throw a galvan­
ometer deflector off scale,

“Of course that force is not com­
mercially valuable,” Coblentz ex­
plained. “But i f  in the study of the 
chemical composition of molybden­
ite, science discovers methods of 
producing this metal in a large slhb, 
sufficient, say to generate two volts, 
then the commercial value becomes 
apparent.” * __

Could Charge Battery 
Such a generation of power would 

make possible the charging of a 
storage battery, or even, if properly 
controlled, the operation of radio re' 
celvlng' set directly from the cur­
rent drawit from the sun. ,

Speculative scientists already are 
considering the probability of radio 
tube sets functioning without A. B. 
or C. batteries, with only the energy 
furnished by the sun, moon or stars 
to produce the motive power and 
heat the tubes.

He pulls the switch when the 
signal is given and his fee is $150 
for each execution.

Ruth and Judd will have to walk 
— or b© propelled— only a/short 
distance, so close are their cells to 
the death chamber. It will takie the 
attendants less than a minute to 
strap them to the chair. Each will 
be given about 1,900 volts.

It 
was 2 above zero at Northfield, Vt., 
and several degrees below zero in 
up-state New Yora aud Chicago, the 
eldest temperature yet reported is 
thirty-four below zero at Bismarck, 
North Dakota.

The icy. weather has Indirectly 
been the cause of train wrecas,, fires 
and tranisportation delays. The fires 
were especially numerous in west­
ern and northern New ; oTk.

Despite a temperature of six bel­
low at Atlantic City, N. J., two 
hardy swimmers at the resort 
plunged into the bro. kers for their 
daily dip.

Hundreds of homeless and hun­
gry were sheltered, clothed and fed 
by charitable organizations in New 
York city.

IN MID-WEST
Chicago, Jan. 3.— With thirty fa­

talities in its wake, the backbone 
of Chicago’s zero cold wave has 
been broken and today will see a 
slight rise in temperature. This, was 
the cheering news that cam.e from 
the Weather Bureau this morning.
' Moderation will be gradual, it 
was announced, with today’s mini­
mum temperature predicted at five 
above zero and the maximum 14 
above. A  steady rise to normal is 
predietdS for- fbe next two days.

The fronti^of the frigid wave trav­
elled southeast, many sections in 
the "Sunny South” having experi­
enced their lowest temperature in 
several decades. The zero line ex­
tended well into the Oarollnas and 
Tennessee, and' freezing tempera­
tures were reported half way down 
the length of Florida.

Heavy damage to citrus crops in 
the latter state is feared. Growers 
were warned to light up their 
smudge pots.

Similar conditions obtained all 
along the gulf coast and into the 
Rio Grande ■valley of Texas. Only 
the southern part of California 
seemed to have escaj .su. Los Ange­
les enjoyed a temperature of 72t

DIES FROM LIQUOR

Washington, Jan. 3.— ^Reinforce­
ments 'were ordered today to be 
rushed to the U. S. Marines in 
Nicaragua, who have sustained se- . 
vere losses daring the last week In 
battle with General Sandino’s Reb­
els. ®

Two fresh battalions of marines, 
of 500 rifles each, wbre ordered mo­
bilized at once and dispatched to 
Nicaragua as soon as they can ba 
made ready. One battalion will fofm 
at Quantico, "Va., and one at San
Diego. . .

In addition to these reinforce­
ments, orders also have been issued 
{or the realignment of American 
military and naval forces in Nicara­
guan waters, which will permit 
more rifles to be sent against the 
Rebels.

Bluejackets from the squadron 
of naval vessels now on duty there 
will be sent ashore to relieve those 
marines who have been doing guard 
duty in peaceful sectors, and the 
marines thus relieved will be sent 
to reinforce those in the active 
zones.

Secretary of the Navy Wilbur de­
clared that in his opinion the ma­
rine forces now in Nicaragua were 
“sufficient to meet the situation,” 
but that the additional forces would 
be sent as an extra measure of pre­
caution.

The request .by the beleaguered 
marine force at Qualili for rein­
forcements and hospital supplies, 
Wilbur said, was intended to appl.v 
to troops and supplies already in 
Nicaragua, at the Mangua base. 
They will be dispatched at once by 
airplane, he said.

President Silent.
President Coolidge declined to 

discuss the Nicaraguan situation 
to-day, except, to say that all in­
formation in the hands of the gov­
ernment,has been made public.
■ But while the navy was rushing 

reinforcements to the marines in 
the field, and the Wl\ite House 
was observing strict silence, mem­
bers of Congress were becoming 
vocal over the American losses in 
killed and wounded.

Speaker Nicholas Longwortli de-. 
dared that the situation in Nicara-^ 
gua should “be cleaned up without 
delay.” Enough aid should be 
given the marines, he declared, to 
stop Sandino, and particularly stop 
the steady sniping and ambushing 
that have combined to roll up more 
American casualties than have been 
suffered in any conflict since the' 
World War.

“This is In pursuance of the 
United States’ policy to protect 
American lives and property,” W il­
bur said of the order for additional, 
armed forces. He said troops 
would leave “as soon as possible.” 

Managua, Jan. 3.— Although re­
ports from the marine forces, which 
are attacking General Sandino’s 
rebels, are-meagre it is understood 
that the marines, aided by Nicara­
guan -constabulary, are today re- 
connoiterihg for an attack upon • 
General Sandino’s stronghold at El 
Chipotea.

Although contact has been es­
tablished Detween the force thnt 
went into battle on Dec. 30 with the 
loss of five men and the reinforcing 
body that lost one man and five 
wounded in a skirmish on Sunday*, 
it is believed here that the general 
offensive on the Sandino forces may 
await -the coming of another col­
umn, which is reported moving to 
the support of the marines.

Lack of Details
The lack of details Is due to the, 

failure of the field radio set to semi = 
complete messages and most of the 
reports received have been pickeii 
up by marine aviators signally with i 
the troops on the ground.

The work of sending reinforce­
ments through is made difficult by 
the fact that Sandino’s. forces com­
mand heights overlooking narrow 
passes through which the forces 
must file, and the casualties thus 
fpr have been inflicted in skirmish­
es in these passes, with the marines 
in the depths and the rebels firing 
upon them from above.

Bombing Raids
Marine aviators have carried on 

constant bombing raids against the 
rebels and believe they have inflict­
ed heavy casualties, but Gen.. San­
dino’s forces were heavily entrench­
ed and many of his.men are using 
deserted mines for refuge, so that 
it is difficult for the aviators to car­
ry out fully effective raids.

Although, orders have, been is­
sued for the marines to pursue the 
battle until the issue has been' won 
against Gen. Sandino, it may take r 
some time and perhaps hea^vyilbsses \

Washington, Jan. 3.— Eacecl with 

the necessity of conducting a major 
military operation in Nicaragua, or 
engaging in an indefinite guerilla 
warfare, the administration ap­
peared today to be at the cross­
roads of its Nicaraguan policy.

Seven American marines have 
been killed and thirty-odd have been 
wounded, six of them seriously, in 
the last week’s engagements in Nic­
aragua, and General Sandino,  ̂ the 
rebel leader who defied Presideat 
Coolidge’s pacification policy, is 
still at large, leading a formidable 
force of well-armed rebels.

Administration oflicials have 
been stunned by the reverses suffer­
ed by the marines during the past 
week. They, came at a ' time when 
officials here had been congratulat­
ing themselves oii; the pacification 
of Nicaragua under what amounts 
to an American protectorate.
. Last Friday’s battle cost the lives 
of six marines and the injury of 2S 
others. In Sunday’s battle Sergeant 
Thomas C. Bruce, of Philadelphia 
was killed and Lieut. Merton A. 
Richal of Wisconsin was seriously 
wounded. Four other marines also 
were hurt.

3Iinor Reinforcements 
Minor reinforcements and fresh 

Supplies are being mobilized for im­
mediate shipment to Nicaragua, bUi. 
?in view of the increasing serious­
ness of the situation there, as re­
flected in reports, it is a question 
whether present plans may not have 
to be reconsidered, and American 
forces strengthened materially.

Sandino is credited with being an 
extraordinarily able leader. Marine 
officers compared him favorably 
with Pancho Villa. He is fighting 
now, they say, the kind of warfare 
that he knows best— in his native 
mountains, where tlje inhabitants 
are friendly and where he knows 
the country as an admiral knov/s 
his own quarterdeck.

Official Reports 
Official reports to the Navy De­

partment from Rear Admiral Sell­

None will say so publicly, how­
ever, because of the extraordinary 
efforts being made to better Mexi- 
can-American relations, as reflected 
in Ambassador Morrow’s activities 
in Mexico City, and in Col. Lind­
bergh’s flight to Mexico.

The Nicaraguan flare-up comes at 
a time peculiarly embarrassing to 
the Coolidge administration. It 
comes on the eve of the Pan-Amei- 
Ican Congress in Ha'^ana, which 
President Coolidge will address on 
Jan. 16, and it is well-known that 
American intervention in Nicaragua 
has been the cause of widespread 
resentment against the United 
States throughout Latin-America. _ 

Administration officials had hoped 
to be able to cite the beneficial ef­
forts of American intervention at 
the Havana Congress, and point to 
the pacification of the country as 
one of the fruits of this military 
occupation^ The pacification theory 
has been largely exploded by the de­
velopments of the past week.

It is probable, too, that oppo­
nents of the administration in Con­
gress will take cognizance of the 
events of the last week.

Surface Spoiled By Stones 
Thrown During ThaW; More 
Water Would Clear Ice.

Managua, Jan. 3.— United States 

Marines continued their offensive 
against rebel forces by land and air 
today as reinforcements were rush­
ed to the battle lines.

Meanwhile, one more marine. 
Sergeant Thomas Bruce of Philadel 
phia, was killed and five others 
were wounded in another skirmish 
with the forces under General San­
dino. The skirmish occurred when a 
large patrol of marines were pro­
ceeding from TelApaxeca to rein­
force the marine contingent at 
Quilali, which had been attacked 
S&turd&y

At marine headquarters it was 
stated that orders have been issued 
to follow General Sandino until he 
is either captured or forced to flee 
the country. „

Marine aircraft, assisting the 
ground forces during Saturday’s 
fighting, are reported to have been 
fired oh by anti-aircraft artillery 
manned by Sandino’s men, who dis­
played excellent gunnery. No air­
craft casualties were reported, how­
ever.

The American forces at present 
are preparing for a drive against El 
Chipotea, which lies on a crest 
about twenty miles from Quilali 
and is declared to be .well fortified.

Although the ice at the Center 
Springs pond is thick enough to 
bear a large number of skaters at 
one time, the surface of the pond, 
and several skaters, have suffered 
from the presence of many pebbles 
and stones which are firmly embed­
ded in the ice.

This part of the pond, however, 
does not have the-benefit of the 
floodlights that the western end 
does, and the fact that the east end 
is open in places makes it some­
what risky, not so much because of 
the danger of drowning, for the wa­
ter is not deep there, but a ducking 
at this time of the year is not 
pleasant.

Skaters suggest that the surface 
of the pond be flooded now so that 
the ice which forms will be free 
from stones and sand. The level of 
the pond is still four feet below 
high water mark and might be 
raised.

Washington, Jan. 3.— The Su­
preme Court today decided that the 
amended Jones Act does not com­
pel foreign steamship owners to pay 
seamen one-half wages due upon ar­
rival in American ports regardless 
of advances made before they join­
ed the ship.

The ruling was made in affirm­
ing the Second Circuit Court after 
six British seamen had libelled the 
stfeamship "Archmides,”  owned by 
the Lamport & Holt Line, Ltd.

Counsel for the seamen had as­
serted that Congress Intended to 
protect foreign seamen by striking 
a blow at the practice of making ad­
vances before ships sailed, which 
had the alleged effect of putting the 
seamen In virtual bondage.

The British Embassy was allowed 
to appear in the case with an attor­
ney, who declared that an adverse 
decision would be a blow to British 
shipping. The court’s decision sus­
tains the British view.

THE WAGE CUT 
There is no blinking the fact that 

.Manchester is in the process of 
swallowing a rather bitter pill in the 
^announcement of what amounts to 
■a. ten per emit cut in the wages of 
ithe workers in the ^reat Cheney 
■mills, backbone of the town’s indus- 
■tries. The moral as well as the eco­
nomic effect of the wage reduction 
Is bound to be considerable; it is 
a blow to the pride of the commu­
nity as well as to the pockets of the 
iinlll workers. It was a step to have 
heen avoided at every sustainable 
cost. And, coming at a time of the 
■year when the tide of financial con- 
fildence is about at its lowest ebb, 
anyhow, it is inevitable .that the re- 
.ifiuction will be depressing to gen­
eral business here, and to the spirit 
o f the community.

There is, however, a reverse side 
to the situation. If the wage cut 
enables Cheney Brothers to meet 
more successfully the harshly com­
petitive condition of the silk goods 
market, and therefore to maintain 
.j^roduction at the point of . normal 
Capacity or close to it, the result 
should be fuller employment during 
the coming year, perhaps with a 
%et gain in the condition of the em 
ployes over that in the year just 
.closed. And certainly the chances 
■Of such full employment ought to 
lie very importaptl;;; enhanced by 
'the reduction in^production costs 
yepresent^d by a. ten per cent labor 
!put.

Moreover it is doubtful if there is 
p  single employe pf.the*' Cheney 
Itnills who has not, ’  for rnany 
months, been living in a state of 
heater or less Incertitude over 
the health of the business in which 
he was gaining his livelihood. With 
shut-downs and heavy wage cuts re­
ported almost daily throughout the 
IJew England textile areas, and 
iwith the silk business as a whole 
obviously sailing in sorely troubled 
seas, it has been Impossible for 
•Manchester’s silk workers to avoid 
the feeling of impending change, 
Now that the stroke has fallen, and 
Is found to take no worse fotm than 
a ten per cent cut, with the prob­
ability of a stabilized situation and 
at least reasonably steady work, 
certainly some and probably most 
of the mill folks will experience a 
sense of relief, combined with 
feeling of being on a surer footing, 
even if the footing be on a trifle 
lower level,
• Yet again, the situation of Man 

Chester’s mill workers has always 
been at the top of the heap in the 
textile world. And it is still at the 
top. Even with the forthcoming 
wage cut their earnings will con­
tinue to be substantially greater 
than those of any other textile oper­
atives in this country or any other.

The Herald is under no constraint 
as to its expression of opinion. If it 
suspected that the wage reduction in 
the silk mills was being instituted 
for the purpose of gouging profits

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BOSTON HOTELS’  
HOWL ON BEEF 

STIRS STOCKMEN
Denver.— Western stockmen and 

cattle raisers were up in arms to­
day over reports from Boston that 
the Hotelraen’s association of that 
city are advising their guests to re­
frain from ordering beef products 
in the dining rooms.

And a war of retaliation is in 
prospect.

“ If Boston is goin to Boycott 
our beef, why shouldn’t we answer 
‘Shoe prides are too high, so we 
are going to quit buying shoes?’ ” 
ask the stockmen. “ Why shouldn’t 
we say, ‘Woolen goods made in 
eastern mills are too high, so we 
are going to cut down on our pur­
chases until you reduce your 
prices?’ ’ ’

The reported attempt of the Bos- stockmen 
ton hotelraen to boycott the beef 
industry is seriously handicapping 
rehabilitation of one of the West’s 
chief industries— that of raising 
and fattening cattle for market—  
according to charges made by the 
Denver chamber of commerce in 
communications to the Boston and 
United States chambers of com­
merce.

.'Many Protests.
Stockmen’s associations, civic or­

ganizations, ranchers and western- 
bankers, are voicing protests 
against the Boston Hotelmen s As­
sociation reported action in print­
ing on their menu cards ^  urge 
that their guests cease ordering 
l:eof products until prices are lower 
and quality is returned to normal.

In an effort to remedy the situa­
tion amicably and., without pos­
sible disruption of general equilib- 
riuni so far as the beef industry Is 
concerned, the Denver chamber of 
commerce forwarded the following 
message to the Boston chamber of 
commerce: •

“ We appeal to you to use your in­
fluence with the Boston Hotelmen’s 
Association to cease their move- 

 ̂ ment to discourage use of beef by 
patrons and to enlist interest of 
hotel managers in other ciUes. The 
success of such a boycott will re­
sult in great injury to .one of the 
most important industries— that of 
growing and fattening cattle. Un­
questionably, Hotelmen are work­
ing under a mistaken idea of pres­
ent cost of producing meat animals.

‘ We are confident that, they do

not wish to harm this industry and 
incidentally reduce the power of 
producers to purchase shoes, wool­
en goods, etc., from your territory. 
Your assistance will be greatly ap­
preciated.’’

Beef Prices High.

The people of the west are not 
complaining of the high prlco of 
beef because they realize beef pro­
ducers are in a precarious condi­
tions, and that such prices are a 
necessity to the recovery of the in­
dustry. ^According to government statis­
tics, wages are 133 per cent, higher 
than in June, 1914, ond as beef 
prices are only 45 per cent, higher, 
stockmen believe the nation is 
easily able to pay the increase in 
beef prices.Cattlemen of Colorado say:

“ The union must be bound by so­
cial sanction and a policy similar 
to that of Russia rnay be adopted, 
which consi.-.s a couple going be­
fore an official and declaring their 
intentions of living together.

“ Marriage must be monogamous. 
Tliese basic factors can never 
change or . serious results will fol­
low.”

Dr. Holmes scoffed at. the idea of 
companionate marriages as being 
an innovation. Such marriages have 
taken place for years, he contended, 
but no particular name had hereto­
fore-been given them,

“ It is ,.only something that has 
been practiced for years, by the ma­
jority of Jntelligent people,” he 
said.

The bodies of men and women 
differ not only in the external 
characteristics and in their inte> 
nal organs that are s.- ocific for each 
sex, but also in the general reac­
tions of the body to various condi­
tions. ,

Physiologists in the University of 
Michigan have made a special study 
of differences In the heart action of 
the two sexes. The term here used 
refers to the physical powers of the 
heart and not to the emotional re­
actions, which constitute an entire­
ly" different story.

The sexes were compared by 
studying the reaction o f the heart 
whilw men and women were standr 
ing. Bitting anad lying down.

Apparently the heart of the wO‘ 
man beats just as vigorously as that 
of a man. Indeed, the period o f con­
traction is longer in the heart o f  
woman, a.pparently because v“ ® 
heart of the woman has more blood 
to pump relative to the size o f the 
body than does that of a man.

Probably also the contraction is 
longer because the hearts o f women 
are smaller in proportion to the 
size of the body.

is about 10 per cent more than that 
of a women of equal body weight. 
Apparently, this is due to the fact 
that men have always had a great­
er a p iou n t'p h yC iciil actl'i^ty.

These figures all seem to be due 
to the same factors; namely, the 
fact that the heart o f the woman is 
smaller and that it pumps a great­
er volume 01 blood in relationship 
to the size of the body.

New York, Jan. 3.— ^Alsono
Stagg, grandfather of middle west­
ern athletics, and. Walter Christie, 
who produced three intercollegiate 
championships teams at the Uni­
versity of California, will not be 

» members of the American coaching 
staff during the Olympic games at 
Amsterdam. This much the writer 
was able to learn to-day, although 
he cannot say wether or not Stagg 
and Christie declined an appoint­
ment.

It perhaps would be nearer the 
truth to say that no appointment 
has been offered to them or any 
other auxiliary coach at this early 
date. The only appointee known 
up to the moment is Lawson 
Robertson, of the University of 
Pennsylvania, who was head coach 
of the winning Olympic team at 
Paris In 1924.

One, b y  the way, has to go all 
the way back to those particular 
games, tô  get to the origin of (ithe 
present situation. Discord arose 
between the coaches while the 
Affierlcan team was in training at 
Colomhes and, while open dissen- 
slon was avoided. The declaration 
that some members of the board 
were pulling in separtee directions 
has not been denied.

The argument as the main rea­
son America was able to win only 
one of the flat races at Paris an<d 
the Olympic Committee is said to 
be determined, that the same situa­
tion shall not arise agaim :

Robertson once ' more has been 
placed in charge of the team’s 
training but this time no halfway 
measures have been attempted. He 
will be in absolute command, 
whereas, in 1924, the committee 
najned, Robertson to shoulder this 
responsibility and then took away 
some of his power by placing 
Christie in charge of the field 
events and advising Robertson that 
he merely was to be overseer of the 
runners.

He, however, was in a spot to 
take the complete “ slap”  in the 
event, of a team failure and so he 
found his position almost unten­
able. Christie,' of course, had his 
own ideas about the training of 
jumpers and weight men and they 
must have been goodNjnes, since it 

 ̂ was-with men of this type that he 
\won three college championships. 
./Y et the need of an absolute head, 
V.both responsible for and account­

able to the American public for the 
success of its team, was obvious.

To be truthful, it would appear 
that Robertson and Christie pulled 
well but probably not together.

As for .Stagg; it^s understood 
that he went serenely on, doing 
things as pleased his fancy. I am 
not in a position to say that they 

[pleased anyone else. As a matter 
of fact, many in the middle west 
considered that Stagg wasn’t en­
titled to the 1924 apointment in 

I the first place. 'They thought the 
I honor should have gone to Harry 
iGill, who had turned out and is 
still turning out championship 
teams at Illinois about as many 

les as a reasonable man could 
Ixpect.

J o t  course, this does not consti- 
f tute any specific objection to Stagg 
in the eyes of the committee. All 
I can learn is tha  ̂ somebody thinks 

I he is a little too set in his ways.
Anyhow, he probably will turn 

i up absent at Amsterdam. Assum- 
] Ing that he wanted to go in the 
[ first place, which I don’t, ’Christie, 

much younger manV possibly 
vould prove more receptive to 

rovertures. But, as I said before, 
[l think there will be none in either 
case.

The committee is determinjed 
ipon harmony this time, even if it 
las to fire a couple of very reliable 
altos.

Sheffield, Eng.— This city, one of 
the foremost centers of steel man̂  
ufacture in the -world, has given to 
-science a n,ew invention which is 
expected to play an important part 
in the making of high quality steel.

It is a high frequency electrical 
furnace, the chief characteristic of 
which is that it melts steel by wire­
less.

The process, steel men declare, 
eliminates a good deal of heavy 
manual labor, and in one operation 
produces a greater tonnage at a 
lower cost than existing methods.

London.— All British art treas-j 
ures will not go to America in fu­
ture if the National Art Oollection 
Fund has its way.

The Fund aims at bizying na­
tional art treasures, especially pic­
tures which may come into the 
market, and preserving them for 
the use of British museums and 
art galleries. Its, membership is 
6,700 and its actual income is de­
rived from yearly subscriptions, 

i which amount to one guinea— $5.25 
— per member. Despite this rela­
tively small amount, the Fund has 
saved many masterpieses from go­
ing abroad by astute buying, and 
frequently, v/hen a particularly 
celebrated masterpiece is for sale, 
it is able to find the amount for 
purchase by private subscription.

The Committee of the Fund now 
estimates that 600 art treasures 
have thus been saved for Britain, 
since its Inception in, 1903, and 
great efforts are now being made 
to extend its scope.

Among its triumphs are the pur­
chase of the -world-famed "Rokehy 
■Venus”  of Velasquez; Holhern’s 
“ Duchess of Milan”— for which the 
Fund raised $300,000 especially iji 
one month— Breughel’s “ Adoration 
of the Shepherds”  and Masaccio’s 
“ Madonna”— all of which are now 
treasured possessions of the British 
nation in the National gallery.

Allen and Company. Dr. C. H. 
Desch, Professor of Metallurgy at 
Sheffield University, explained the 
advantages of the invention in an 
interview with International News 
Service.

“ It provides,” he said, “ a means 
of making high-class steel under 
very sttrictly controlled conditions, 
without the slightest danger of con­
tamination by foreign gases or 
anything of that nature. I believe 
that it has a decided future, and 
will prove an implement of the 
greatest value to the steelmaker.”

The process is embodied in a 
high frequency crutible furnace. 
The furnace is contained in a 
wooden box, and the actual melt­
ing process is controlled by wire­
less. Between the container of the 
furnace and the wooden covering 
there is a water-cooled coil, from 
which electrical heat is conveyed 
by wireless to the metal charge.

"There is no direct contact be­
tween th© coil and the charge, the 
principle of high frequency induc­
tion being employed. Thus, with­
out appreciably heating the con­
tainer, the current renders the 
metal in the crucible to a molten 
state in less than an hour.
