Mexico City, Jan. 13—A peon
named Juan Lopez, who confessed
that he had murdered Mrs. Paul
Winter, a beautiful German woman,
at her home in Coyoacan for five
pesos, was shot to death early to-
day.

Immediately after the cohfession
the police administered “Ley Fuga''
The prisoner
was turned loose and was shot down
as he tried to fiee.

The killing of Lopez did away
with the necessity for a trial.

Mrs. Winter was found at the
threshold of her home Monday with
her body horribly muulatedr The
autopsy revealed 23 knife wounds.
The Winters were having a new
dwelling built .nd the police sus-
pected that some of the peons work-
ing on the building were guilty.
Twenty-filve men were arrested, but
most of them were released after
questioning.

Paul Winter, the husband, is one
of the most prominent members of
the big German Colony at Coyvacan.

Coolidge is solidly behind the
Navy's huge proposed building pro-
gram, Assistant Secretary Robinson
told the House military affairs com-
mittee today.

He emphatically denied that the

department is creating a great ‘“‘pa-
per navy" to “bluff the world.”

Under questioning he admitted
that Mr. Coolidge has caused the
department:to remove a definite
time limit for completion of the
ships of its so-called $740,000,000
five-year project.

During a heated discussion mem-
bérs of the committee arraigned the
department for leaving out a defl-
nite time limit, declaring that more
than once a great building program
has heen started only to be stopped
by presidential obJection.

“We had a confiict with the Presi-
dent last year over three cruisers,”
said Butler, *and if these mean an-
other conflict I am ready to aban-
don efforts to enlarge this navy.”

Then the mayor issued an order
for police to arrest all violators of
the quarantine orders.

Adults were inoculated at the
rate of 1,000 persons a day, with
o special clinic held for that pur-
pose. All school children except
thirty, have now been vaccinated
and the thirty were excluded from
the public schools. Seven of the
children came from homes of anti-
vaceinationists, according to the
authorities.

BRANFORD UNWILLING
TO PAY-TOWN SHARE

Railroad Wants to Pay Part of
Cost to Eliminate Dangerous
Underpass-

Hartford, Conn., Jan. 13.—Tl_1e
underpass of the New Haven rail-
road's Shore Line division at
Plant's Corner, Branford, was the
subject of a hearing before the
Public Utilities Commission here
today at which the Town of Bran-
ford through its selectmen an-
nounced its unwillingness to spend
a cent on eliminating the danger-
ous highway condition there, and
the railroad officials announced
they would pay a part of the cos
of changing the underpass but
wouldn’t * pay ior mnew highway
work that will be requirec there.

The State Highway Department
would have the underpass widened
from its present 27 feet to 45 feet
to handle the immense volume of
automobile trafic on the shore
highway. The underpass is to cost
$90,000 and the- highway change
$29,000. Railroad officials were
willing to pay 32 per cent of the
actual underpass cost while the
state is to pay 60 per cent of the
whole thing. Branford -Seélectmen
are satisfled with the. present state
of affairs.

The Navy Department has flatly
rejected proposals made by Great
Britain at that conference for lim-
itation of naval building, by recom-
mepding that the United States
build 10,000 ton cruisers. Great
Britain fought to bringh the ton-
nage limitation down to 7,500 and
6,000 tons,

While the immediate fight will
center around a five-year building
program costing $740,000,000, ac-
cording to revised navy estimates,
the “Big Navy" forces will seek to
pledge Congress to the carrying out
of the 20-year program, the exact
estimated cost of which is $2,580,~
000,000, the greatest peacetime
budget in the navy's history.

Wilbur, who at first announced
the cost of the program at $168,-
600,000 a year, today notified the
committes that he should have giv-
en the annual cost as $129,000,000.

Everyone may be
expected to gumshoe about most
of the important national issues.
If anyone . steps out and says
anything exciting it probably will
be the Democratic candidate, much
as he will hate to. The burden of
proof 1is almost always with the
outs instead of the ins. The Demo-
crats are the minority party and
the minority’s job 1 to do the

| howling. The reason no candidate

likes to say apything is that he
doesn’'t want to take any chances.

It doesn't appear that either
arty will nominats a hard-hit-
ting, liberal, broad-visioned lead-
er. Even now, there isn't an out-
and-out progressive among the
aspirants of the two parties. That
is, there {8 no strong popular can-
dldate who could summion the in-
dependent. progresgive ‘ votes, of
which there are several millions,
by proving unquestionahbly his
right to be called a progressive.

There was Bryan in 1928, Roose-
velt fn 1912, Wilson in 19186, Hi
Johnson in 1920 and—well, in
1924, La Follette ran away with
that end of the show on an inde-
pendent ticket which can hardly
find any counterpart in 1928,

The Dawes record is that of a
reactionary; Lowden makes little
impression, Curtis {s a stand-patter
and Willis is remembered as the
defender of Harry Daugherty.
Among the Democrats, Reed has
fought certain brands of corruption
without becoming progressive,
toes and no ‘“‘dry progressive” is
stepping to the fore.

Smith’'s worst enemies admit his
remarkable record as New York's
governor, Like Hoover, he is a
great executive and has surround-
ed himself with capable advisers
and assistants. He has sponsored
extremely progressive and humani-
tarian state legislation, Wwhereas
Hoover seems skeptical of legisla~
tive remedies.

‘pON'T' IS DANGEROUS WHEN
ITS USE IS TOO COMMON

BY DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

Editor Journal of the American
Medical Association and of Hygels,
the Health Magazine
_ The human being is something
more than an ordinary mechanism,
writes a well known eastern physi-
clan, and it might be' well to stop
the recognition and prevention of

madness,

Preventive medicine is the watch-
word of the hour, he reminds us,
and innumerable schemes are being
developed for putting intoc effect
the knowledge of disease and comn-
trol that is now available and pro-
longing human life. But—

“We are obsessed,” he asserts,
with an insane desire to prohibit,
to forbid the ownership of private
property, the'teaching of evolution,
the right to be sane and temperate,
or be considerate of the opinions
the actions of other people. This
obsession is distorting our mental
life as individuals and as a nation.”

The suggestion that our hygiene
in the past has been a moral rather
than a scientific hygiene is not new.
A survey of the books' used in the
schools for the last 15 or 20 years
reveals them as a constant series
of don'ts in relation to the taking
of tea, coffee, alcohol, tobacco—in
fact almost anything that might

!start hirivg a building force and

afford a modicum of stimulation or
pleasure. >

The warnings have been given,
moreover, with little reference to
the scientific evidence available or
to the pharmacology of the sub-
stances concerned or to their actual
effects in producing pathologic
ctanges in the human body.

The doctor believes that the only
way out of our present trend to-
ward madness is a systematic study
of the human personality and of its
disorders, involving the special bio-
logic difficulties in adjusting life
that are formally designated as ner-
vous and mental disorders.

“The time has come,’”’ he says,
“for physicians to lay before the
public & constructive program for
living that will appeal to the imagi-
nation and the higher emotions of
struggling humanity more than do
statistical reminders of success in
preventing "disease and prolonging
life. !

“Physlcians should let it Dbe
known that they wish to assist in
finding out what the conditions are
that are necessary to produce great
men and great socleties, and then
see what can be gccomplished to
make real progress in the direc-
tion of race improvement.”
