Senator 'Wal:sh Wanls to
Know Where Three Mil-
Tion Dollars Went.

Washington, Jan. 26.—A long
and devious trail, lined with mil-
lion-dollar deals but paced by men

with sealed lips, today confronted
Senator Thomas J. Walsh, the Sen-
ate’s “oil prosecutor,” in his search
for a §2,000,000 Liberty Bond
fund of the defunct Continental
Trading Company, of Canada.

The inquiry, directed toward
learning whether any public -offi-
cials shared in the Continental
company's largess during the days
when the nation’s great.oil reserves
were being leased, ran into a se-
ries of pitfalls. The five men who
organized the company, and who, in
all probability could tell about
these bonds, have sealed their lips
while four of them have fled the
country. The fifth, Harry F. Sin-
clair, faced trial on a charge of con-
spiring to defraud the government,
while those who went away were
Robert BE. Stewart, H. H. Blackmer,
James E. O’'Neil, _all oil men and
Henry Smith Osler, a Canadian at-
torney.

What Probe Revealed

The new . inquiry revealed that
Sinclair himself - handled $8,198.-
638 in Liberty bondg in the hectic
oil days of 1922 and 1923. These

honds were purchased by -his per-
sonal Hyva Corporation and-while
the books showed none were dis-
posed of during those years, the ac-
tual bonds were in Sinclair’s pos-
session. < The Senate public lands
committee, backing Walsh, will
seelkk to trace those bonds to and
from the hands of Sinelair.

“This is a war or behalf of thc
constitutionall rights of the state,’
he added, “and one battle néver did
conclude a war.”

Great stress is laid by some/on sav-
ing the eyeg by fitting glasses: This
need is true only to a small degree.
Glasses will not save the eyes from
the ravages of digease in an un-
“healthy body. Thus eyes should be
. examined only by one familiar with
the signs of disease in the eyes and
in the body as & whole, in other
words by am eye-physician, trained
not only in: disease of the eye and
the fitting of glasses but also in
medical science.

“What are some of the common
systematic causes of eye trouble?
First of all come focal infection. By
.this we mean infections and germs
located in- the teeth, tonsils, pros-
trate gland in the male, cervix in
the female;, appendix, gall bladder,
efc, Dispase of any of these organs
commonly  causes serious
trouble. Particularly are the teeth
and tonsils ‘so related to the eyes.
In diseases of the eyes, we always
investigate these organs and treat
any disease present. Syphilis and
tuberculosis are also frequently the
causes of eye disturbances. Kidney
diseases, diabetes, high blood pres-

are many times-the source of dif-

eases~of the nervous system and
plain everyday nervousness-produce
certain characteristic. changes: in
the eyes.

“Inasmuch as all these things can
affect the eyes, it is therefors true
that very often we can detect the
presence of these.systematic dis-
orders when we examine the eyes.

The patient may be conscious
only. of eye symptoms, but when
the eyes are properly examined, a
dlagnosis of these other conditions
can be made. Serlous trouble later
on can thus be prevented. One
can readily see, then, that the ex-
amination of the eyes is a really
serious business which can only be
properly 'handled- by the medical
specialist, -

" Causes From Without'

““Besides disorders from L'lthin
the body, the eyes are-also affected
by the causes from without. Such
sources of trouble consist chiefly
from dnjury and infection, By in-
jury we& mean such things as
foreign bodies and accldental blows.
Foreigh bodies may include dirt,
bits of glass or metal, etc. Blows
may be caused by sharp sticks,
fingernalls, etc. Such accidents do
mechanical damage to the eye
which, if not attended to, may re-
sult in permanent visual damage.
Infection from without the bhody
follows- often. asg. the. result of un-
properly cared for csinjuries from
forelgn bodles or blows or may also
be carried into the eyes from con-
tamination from external sources,
such as the fingers,, towels, hand-
kerchiefs and other infected arti-
cles. Certain eye disemses, such as

ophthalmia, are caused by the in-
fectlon being carried to the eyes by
contact with infected material or
persons,

“It is obvious that one should
be careful to see that his eyes are
protected from such things. Pre-
vention may consist principally in
ovdinary cleanliness and personal
hyglene. Fortundtely the “day of
th'e publlic tawel is past. Gonorrheal
aphthalmif in infants is now al-
most unheard of due-to Lthe univer-
sal care of the yes of new born
children. Such care is denianded of
the attending physician by law and
it'is indeed criminal to neglect it.

Home Treatments,

“When it is imposasible to get in
touch with a physician, certain eye
ailments can often be handled by
simple procedures at home, Forelgn
material lodged on the surface of
itfie eyeball can he carefully wiped

Therefore non-medical person fit-
ting glasses often say that the use
of drops ‘is' unnecessary or harm-
ful. They say this in order to ex«
plain why they do not use them. In
all of the thousands of cases ex-
amined by the use.of dvops here in
this ctinic there have beeh no harm-
ful effects., The ideal of the medi-
cal profession is to use glasses only
when they are needed. Physicians
use medicine in the eyes whenever
its need is indicated, whether in the
fittlng of glasses or in the treat-
ment of other disorders.
