HIGH COST OF DYING

It Costs $493 In Newark, N. J.,
Most Expensive of all the
Cities.

New York, Feb. 1.—'Too many
undertakers'” is the conclusion of
the advisory commitiee on burial
survey in expldining the high cost
of dying in this country, The com-
mittee has just issued a report after
making a two-year investigation of
the entire burial industry.

It costs on the average $210 more
to be buried in New York state than
in North Carolina and it costs $80
more to be buried in New Jersey
than in New York, the report re-
vealed. Newark, N. J., is the most
expensive city in which to die. There
the average cost of burial is $493.

The report was based on the.ex-
amination of 15,100 funeral bills.

‘It is apparent,” the committee's
report said, “that funeral prices can
never be greatly lowered until the
volume of business, which is fixed
br the death rate, is concentrated in
fewer hands.”

Carlson said the board of direce
tors of the Sinclair company had
never heard of the Continental but
signed the guarantee because Hal=
ry F. Sinclair and Robert W, Stews
art had approved it. This testimony
definitely linked Sinclair and Stew-
art to Continental,

The purpose of the Senate’s in-
vestigation is to learn what became
of a $3,080,000 Liberty bond fund
once held by the Continental,

Senator Walsh, Democrat of Mon-
tana, conducted the examination of
witnesses, He referred first to the
deal by which the Binclair Crude Oil
Company and the Prairie Oil & Gas
Company contracted to buy 33,333,~
333 barrels of oil from the Contie
nental .Company at $1.75 a barrel
while the Continental was buying
it at 3$1.50 from A. BE. Humphreys
of Texes, The Sinclair company
guaranteed the Continental’s con-
tract with Humphreys,

iCE AT CENTER SPRINGS

WON"T HOLD HORSES

Spoils Ice.

Attempts today by the park de-
partment to.clear the blanket of
snow from the surface of the Center
Springs pond were given up almost
before they were started because
the owner of the horses which
would have been used in scraping
the snow would not trust his horses
on the ice.

The horses might have been able
to have walked on the inner sur-
face of the pond with safety, it was
said, but there was no place on the
edge where the. ice was thick
enough to support the animals so
that they could reach the thick ice.
Several attempts were made to get
the horses on but they were given
up when the thin ice broke under
them.

But one possibility remains. That
is the hope that the ice will not
break up when the pond is raised to
its normal level. The gates at tne
dam were closed this morningz after
the attempt to clean the pond failed
and by tomorrow the pond will have
resched almost its high water mark.

Superintendent John Y. Keur
said today that he hopes the thin
fce at the edges of the pond will
break first and that the blanket
of snow covering the rest of the
fce will act as a weight to bear the
ice down so that it will not break
up when it is raised. If this pos-
sibility does not materalize the only
thing for skaters to do is walt for
‘a heavy rain which will take the
snow off.

Some skaters who have been dis-
satisfied with the pond this year
ha\e suggested that the gates be
closed. Mr. Keur replies that this
will only have the effect of raising
the ice up, as it is lighter than
water and will float on the surface.
Similar methods were tried last
year and were found to be of little
use.

He detided, however, that if the
pond could not be cleared off by
means of horses and plows, he
would close the gates and allow the
pond to fill. He is doing this so
ithat the peoprle who think that
flooding the pond will improve it
will be convineced one way or the
other,

The ice is useless, anyway, be-
cause of its thick covering of snow,
‘and this coverirgz cannot be taken
off now. Freezing will be only slight
because of the snow, and if the ice
is raised up and broken by the in-
flow of water, nothing will be lest,

One way or the other, the ice was |
gpoiled and it will be necess‘ry to
wait for rain before the pond may
be used again.

WON'T HOLD HORSES

Will Be Raised, Even-If It
Spoils Ice.

Attempts today by the park de-
partment to, clear the blanket of
snow from the surface of the Center
Springs pond were given up almost
before they were started because
the owner of the horses which
would have been used in scraping
the snow would not trust his horses
on the ice.

The horses might have been able
to have walked on the inner sur-
face of the pond with safety, it was
sald, but there was no place on the
edge where the ice was (hick
enough to support the animals so
that they could reach the thick ice.

the horses on but they were given
up when the thin ice broke under
them.

But one possibility remains, That
is the hope that the ice wiH not
break up when the pond is ralsed to
its normal level. The gates at tne
dam were closed this morning after
the attempt to clean the pond failed
and by tomorrow the pond will have
reached almost its high water mark.

Superintendent John Y. Keur

said today that he hopes the thin
jce at the edges of the pond will
break first and that the blanket
of snow covering the rest of the
ice will act as a weight to bear the
ice down so that it will not break
lup when it is raised. If thils pos-
sibility does not materalize the only
thing for skaters to do is wait for
la heavy rain which will take the
snow oOff.

Some skaters who have been dis-
satisfied with the pond this year
have suggested that the gates be
closed. Mr. Keur replies that this
will only have the efiect of raising
the ice up, as it is lighter than
water and will float on the surface.
Similar methods were tried
vear and were found to be of little
use,

He decided, however, that if the
pond could not be cleared off by
means of horses and plows, he
would close the gates and allow the
pond to fill. He is doing this so
‘that the peoprle who think that
flooding the pond will improve it
will be convinced one way or the
other.

The ice 18 useless, anyway, be-
cause of its thick covering of gnow,
and this coverinmgz cannot he taken
off now. Freezing will be only slight
because of the snow, and if the ice
is raised up and hroken by the in-

LAST MONTH'S WEATHER.

New Haven, Conn., Feb. 1.—
Though but two inches of snow fell
durinz the month of January, re-
cords,of T.eomard M. Tarr, federal
weather bureau head here, show
no nevw record established. Four
other Januaries in the last fifteen
years had even less snow, the mini-
mum coming in 1919 with four-
tenths of an inch.

The snow record for the entire
season to February 1, this year, is
but four Jnches, a minimum beat-
en onJy in 1878 and 1919. The
winter of 1819 saw but seven
inches of snow in all while that of
1878 had eleven inches. Weather
conditions to-day were such that
Mr. Tarr predicated that the pres-
ent had no chance of making a new
minimum snowfall record.

He bought the ligquor for as low
as $12 a case in the Bahama Is-
lands, sold it for 390 a case in Sa-
vannah and shipped it elsewhere
for much higher prices—at one
time getting from $110 to $130 a
case in New York City. He used
to re-ship the booze from Savan-
nah to New York City as oil, load-
ed into large tanks. He also ship-
ped the liquor as furniture and
carted thousands of cases into the
interior of the country in special-
lly constructed Packard roadsters,
He had big distributing depot at
Columbus, Ga.

His Packard roadsters were one
of the innovations of the rum-run-
ning business Each automobile
was equipped to carry sixty cases
of liguor. The trucks he used had
gpecially-built sprinzs that averted

through towns from Savannah en-
route to Washington, Cincinnati,
Detroit, New York City and other
points where -the demand was
heavy. .

Haar's trucks were also equipped
with auxiliary gas tanks so that
they could travel long distances
without a stop. His Packard road-
sters usually carried a small boy or
girl to alleviate suspicion. He per-
sonally supervised the operation of
this farflung Dbusiness, making
trips on the trucks and also mak-
ing quick dashes to the Bahamas in
his speed boats.

Willie grew up in.the liguor busi-
ness. His father was a wholesa‘le
lignor dealer in Savannah in pre-
prohibition days. He has an . hon-
est looking face, . charming smile
and a winning personality, He has
made a legion of friends.

DESTROYED

Protesting against the continued
oceupation of the Rhiheland by
France, Foreign Minister Strese-
mann in the German Reichstag
said, with great bitterness:

“In France much talked of
formulae for obtaining security,
hut I-have never yet seen a formula
whicl; assures peace between 1two
neighboring countries more efiica-
ciously than the Locarno zgreement
assures it between Germany and
France, Both nations obligate
themselves through this agresment
10 forego all aggressive action
Jgzainst each other, Whosoever asks
for more security than that doubts
the pledged word and the signed
treaty, If we do not trust that the
treaties now concluded will he kept,
then it is of no use to conclude
p’eaties." .

And right there Minister Strese-
mann, apparently quite uncon-
sciously, put his finger on the seem-
ingly incurable eancer that has re-
culted from World war injury. Ger-
many's lust for power, the philoso-
hy of German obligation to impose
Lier eunlture -on the werld, her in-
prdinate militarism, the violence of
Lier attack in 1914, her introduction
of ernel and desperate measures
hiitherto unlieard of into the con-
duct of warfare—all these things
tonded to create hatred. But defeat
might have wiped out the memory
of them, and the war be now well
on its way toward heing forgotten,
if there had been any faith left in
lier pledge to sin no more.

It was the callous, uttgrf¢ cynical
violation of the neutrality’of Bel-
gium, to which Germany had stood
formally pledged for seventy-five
vears, and which violation she com-
wpitted with a sneer and a laugh,
that speiled the end of all depend-
¢nce on treaties where she was cou-
cerned.

Perhaps Germany has forgotten
the moral shock ta the whole world
that came the day her grey hordes
crossed the Belgian frontier and
tlaughtered the Belgians for stand-
jng by their own sworn word. Per-
haps Stresemann has forgotten. But

;’:rance_ has not forgotten, She

is

of that treschery., And the rest of
the world has not forgotten.

If Stresemann and his German
compatriots can conceive of some
way in which that stain can be
wiped out, or some way in which
the world can be assured that never
again will Germany violate her sa-
cred promise, then she can well
come to the court of the nations
and demand that her oath be re-

devised of re-establishing that con-
fidence in a German pledge which
vanished when on Sept. 4, 1914, the
Belgian neutrality compact became
a scrap of waste paper. Of all the
wreck left behind by\the war, the
ruin of that faith seems the most
utter—it is the one thing that scem-
ingly cannot be rebuilt.

NICARAGUA SEALS

We could have wished that the
TPost Office Department hadn't tak-
en the course of barring from the
\ mails letters hearing the seals that
read “Protest Against Marine Rule
in Nicaragua.” Not but what we
think the seals are entirely silly;
we do. We can't see ilhie slightest
sense in this sort of a campaizgn
against the conduct of Nicaraguan
affairs, though we like the idea of
the Marines being there very lettle
indeed.

But the Post Office Department,
in order to prevent the use of the
seals, stretches the law a tremen-
dously long way. It has arbitrarily
put this silly sticker in the class of

the mailing of which is illegal.

Now very certainly the seals are
not scurrilous, not indecent; we
don’t see how even an extraordinar-
ily sensitive mind can consider them
abusive. We wouldn't be a particle
surprised if the courts should fail
to sustain the Post Office Depart-
ment, in case the matter is tried
out.

The performance seems to us to
smack more than a little of bully-
ing. The efiect of straining the law
so far ig more likely to be harmful
than the seals themselves, What
possible effect could tlie seals have
on anyhbody’s opinion, anyhow? Be-
sides, if a lot of people are inter-
ested adversely in the Nicaraguan
matter it wouldn't be a bad idea for
the administration to find it out,
and this would provide an easy
way.,

BAD IFOR FOUR-DAY LINE

The Jones Shipping bill, which
passed the Senate yesterday through
the alliance of Democrats and West-
ern Republicans—inciuding, it may
he noted, that Presidential aspirant
Mr. Willis—would, if it should like-
wise pass the House, spell the end
of all chance of obtaining for Con-
necticut the proposed four-day line
from New London to European
ports.

There however, small likeli-
hood that the Jones bill will be ac-
cepted by the House, either in its
present form or with modifications.
This Congress is not at all apt to
commit itself to perpetual govern-
ment operation of a merchant ma-
rine. It is far more likely to con-
clude that, no matter how attractive
government ownership of ships may
sound, ten vears of ineffectual oper-
ation a stfficiently long trial
period.

But the exasperating feature of
the controversy is that the piebald
Senate majority, if denied its will
in this matter, will almost surely
refuse to sanction the proposition to
lend to the four-day line—on am-
ple security—the mninety-odd mll-
liong necessary for the construction
of its ships. That the proposition is
an excellent one from the govern-
ment standpoint, and that it would
mark an immense stride in the up-
building of an American merchant
marine, is not likely to appeal to
the Senate when it has been denied
its own way.

Chicago, I11.,,—OId John Dunn.[
78, shuffled on his twisted old feet
into the *‘reception room' of Oak
Hall, a home for down-and-outers
run by the Volunteers of America,
to tell me what a man thinks who
has spent more than a third of his
life in jails and reformatories and
pententiaries—ten of them.

“No'm, it's just nine,” corrected
0Old John, counting on his fingers,
“That is, just nine real pens. I
stopped countin' the reformatorics
and county jails a long time back.”

A week or so ago, the Illinois
parole board examined Old John's
record and told the warden at Jol-
iet to put him out—'that man's
done enough time.”

A Tountain of Youth.

And what has a man learned and
what does a man think of life who
has spent it in an alternate run-
ring from and to the law and the
places where tlie so-called “crim-
inal' are kept?

“Well, look at me!" said 0Old
John proudly. "“Of course, my feet
ig kinda rhenmaticky but do I look
my 787 That's what too much
prison does for a man; it keeps him
voung. He dou't have to worry
about his three sguares and where
he's going to find a flop house. The
state does that for him.

“Yes'm, worry's what makes
folks old and kil's em off, and a
iellow that's spent 25 to 30 years
of his life locked up don't have that
kind of a worry.” !

But in case you might think Old |
John glories in his life, he adds:

“But I've been an old chump and
an old fool to keep well and probh-
ably live to be a hundred that way.
It don't pay. You tell all folks it
gon't pay. I might just as well be
dead as alive—nobody wants me
since my mother died [five Years
ago. She was the only one who
stuck by me—came to see me in
every one of the ning pens. I've got
a sister. But she don't come—I
don't blame her—she's 2ot a family
to think cf. But living zets mighty
lenesoume."”

I asked Old John, who has prob-
ably sezn mwore prison life than any
other living person, what was
wrony: with our penal system; what
e huad learned about prisons;
what. as a prisoner himself, he
sould advise. .

Old Jobn seratched his  white
thateh and sent his blue Ivish eycs
eut into the past. Then he slapped
his knee. He knew—

“I'hey make it too hard for yuh
to zet our!™ Old John said.

*“I gnly zot away once. That was
from Irankfort, down i Kentuexky.
just my secend pen. I was in fur
seven years., When I'd served live |
months they contracted me out for |
some road work. The contractor |
hud to leave $300 for me, I ran|
awayv. The pen could’'ve got me!
but they wanted the $300 worser'n !
they wanted me.

Got Caught Again.

“Then like a biz chump I weni
at my safe-blowin’ azain and rever
made no rood use of bein' out. Yes
sir, mum, 1'm just a big chumj.
Got $20,000 in a safe-blowin’ jol
oné time and zot took when I -zot
on the train—all because I worked
with another fellow.

“I've learned this in and out cf
pens—if you wanta be successiul’
in this life vou gotla zo it alone.
That was the only time I ever puli-
" job with another fellow, and if
1’d done it alone I'd ahad all thal
boodle, the mnst I ever took, and
woulda gone straight.

“Qure, that's what kept me at it.
! had to keep agoin', didn't 1, and
It ain't so easy for a striped-suit to
ret a job. Yes, that's why I ke
zoin' in and goin’ out of prisons ail
over the country, I had to keep,
agoin’'.

“But you was askin’ me, lady,
what's the matter with prisons.
Well, one of the main things be-;
cjdes makin’ it so hard for you to
get away, you don't have real zood
beds or food. Course a man
shouldn't complain who's gettin’
nis free board, but if I was a jailer
I'd give 'em tastier food and softer
beds. i

0ld John's record began “when!
I was in just the first grade, 1!
zuess—you see I didn't have muchi
bringing up and they let me rTun
wild,” but he was 18 before he
started number one on his list of
“Pens I have Known." .

Two years in Joliet for burglary |
that time, but he lost a month of
it. Then Frankfort, Kentucky, the
one pen from which he escaped.

“Stillwater and Waupan come in
somewhere around this time,” Old
John went on, “but I don't know if
they are next, er if it was ' 1
Nebraska. Served more'n five
vears of my seven years' sentence
that time."

“They keep you in teoo long and it
zives you too much chance to learn
how to be just that much more or-
All I ever
iearned about safe-blowin’ I learn-
I was just a babe
when I started goin' the rounds,
but it wasn't long before T knew all
the deviltry there was to know.”

Happy now? Old John doesn't
quite know.

“It's great to haves good food and
a clean bed and all these books to
read,” he says, “but 1 guess I've
iived long enough. I'm no good to
anybody and I'm sorta afraid—I
ain't so old yet but what I might
start gzoin' ecrooked again. You
gotta keep agoin’.”

Ruth Suckow, an exceedingly
capable young writer transplanted
from Iowa to Mauhattan, at last
has given us a logical and earnest
explanation of why you're not go-
ing to keep them down on the farm.

It isn't Dbecause they've seen
Broadway; nor is it so much the
widely advertised lure of the city or

the equally well advertised desola-|are

tion of the back country. Youth,
Miss Suckow shows us, goes from
the country to the city largely be-
cause of an urge as natural as a
bird breaking out of its shell. It's
a phase of growth that appears
when the limitations of one's par-
ticular background and environ-
ment are reached.

Miss Suckow in all probability

did not intend this to be the keyl

purpose of her new novel, *“The
Bonney Family” (Knopf). She has
made the eventual departure of her
heroine, Sarah, a logical and in-
evitable result of family circums-
stances. The Bonneys, and parti-
cularly the staid old clergyman who
heads the house, have been her
chief interest. It was the mother
who held the household together
and, with her death, there seemed
no particular reason for keeping it
intact. So the children began to
scatter.

What interests us most in Miss
Suckow's work, outside her sym-
pathetic and honest characteriza-
tion, is her ability to take our old
friend “grim realism'" out of mid-
west country town tales. Her peo-
ple and her countryside are not
grim nor drab, even though they
are very real. The actions of the
children are in no sense the usual
“revolt” theme, so prevalent in
many books, but rather the in-
evitable separation of one genera-
tion from another, when growth
is in the air.

Until Miss Suckow decides to
inject greater portions of drama
into her writings, she will never
draw to her a large audience.
Which is too bad. For she really is
one of our very important writ-
ers. She has the capacity of pro-
jecting tastes and smells and such |
things that go to build reality.

Wars have a habit of seeming’

terribly far away and impossible
until they come leaping out of no-
where upon a perplexed world. Of

course, there have been individuals |

and groups who knew it all aloug
and moved the grim chessmen.

Because of these behind-the-
scene moves, Lieut-Com. KXKen-
worthy's book ‘‘Peace or War?”
(Boni-Liveright) is particularly
disturbing. The author, a present
member of the British parliament
and on the Admiralty War Staff
during the late war, is in a position
to have data quite unknown to
most folk and, hence, reliable and
important,

When he visions a possible war
between Great Britain and Ameri-
ca, one stirs uncomfortably in
one's chair and, with another elec-
tion approaclLing, begins to won-
der about the statecraft of future
presidents, I{ must be taken into
consideration that, as a parliamen-
tarian, the wrviter has been at-
tacking the actions ol the British
Conservatives and charging them
with blundering into snother war.
He has been a frank liberal and
a pro-laborite and has let his
hopes for peace rest .with them. His
book puts great stress on trade
rivalry—particularly 1in oil and
rubber. He has little more than
contempt for the League of Na-
tions and feels that security lies
only in outlawing war.

Unless war is outlawed, “I be-
lieve =& terrible conflict directly
involving Great Britcin, American
and Japan will break out during
the next twenty years.” Among
other suggestions is a Nordic union
of England, America, Holland,
Switzerland and the Scandinavian
states,

‘‘American, Britaln, Hoiland and
Switzerland control the finances
of the world,” he points out. “No
mation breaking the peace could
hope for any financial help against
their combined boycott.”

Indianapolis.—The farm-labor
movement which once ruled t(he
Northwest now is revealing
strength in Indiana with political
-action probable by the united group
during the 1928 Slatc\and national
election campalzns,

Already the representatives of
the Indiana Farm Bureau l'edera-
tion and the Indiana Federation of
Labor with its allied transportation
unions have met and adopied a
common platformt of legislation,
which the orgenizations have asked
be supported by Indiana United
State senators and congressmen.

The platform, which was adopted
unanimously by 50 members of the
boards of directors of the farm and
labor organizations, contains three
planks:

They are:

1. Enactment of Federal legis-
iations restricting equity courts in
issuance of injunctions in Industrial
disputes,

2. Passage of the McNary-Hau-
gen farm relief measure,

3. Opposition to repeal of the
TI"ederal estate tax.

Injunction Plank.

The injunction plank charged | "
that “government by injunction’ is
taking away the rights of ‘he work-
er and substituting for constitution-
al and statutory law the will of the
court of equity.

“Public opinfon demands the en-
actment of legislation for control
of agricultural surpluses and to en-
able co-operative associations o
handle all forms of crop surpluses
as a servics not only to members
but to non-members, with the cost
of such service spread over all the
marketed units of a ecrop through
the equilization fee as provided hy
the MeNary-Haugen bill,” the sec-
ond plank said in part.

“If cangidates. unfriendly lo the
tiolicies of our joint group are
nominated, we will prepare a slate
of our own,"” said William H. Set-
tle, Farm Bureau's president.

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MISSOURI GIRL
CENTER OF 0DD
MURDER PUZZLE

Marshall, Missouri.—This stately
little city, situated in the heart of
the rich Missourl riven valley, and
said to be the wealthiest town of its
size in the United States, is sched-
uled for the setting of what proba-
bly will be the most enigmatic trial
in its history, when the circuit
court opens in January. The story
of a pretty 21-year-o:u girl, who is
alleged to have doubted her youth-
ful fiance's fidelity, and in a quan-
dry, assigned him to the task of

burning her parents’ home in order

to test his devotion, is expected to
be unfolded during the trial.

Conrad Stark, 22, the sweetheart
accomplished the task, but his
younger brother, Elmer, 19, was
burned to death while Conrad's
body was permanently disfigured.

The girl, Miss Vel.aa Copas, will
face a jury cha-ged with arson,
while her lover has announced he
will appear as state’s witness to des-
cribe the alleged plot.

Mr, and Mrs. G. ¥. Copas, the
girl's parents, will be tried at the
same time, on similar charges grow-
ing out of the belief the family may
have designed the destruction of its
home in order to collect insurance
moneys.

Explosion at Night

Late last June, 1in tue still of the
night, Sedalia was startled by a ter-
rific explosion, which could be felt
for miles around. Many persons
rushed from their homes into the
streets, believing the shock to be an
earth tremor. An invertigation re-
vealed a mass of debris which for-
merly had been the Copas home.

Authoritins ...er discovered the
charred body of Elmer Stark, 19,
vounger brother of Conrad, who ap-
parently had gone to the house with
his brother without knowledge of
the plot. Two liquid containers of
five gallon size were found in the
wreckage, and pieces gf furniture
bore evidence of having been satu-
ated with gasoline,

Neighbors testified they had seen
several men running from the house
immediately after it was destroyed.

The Copas family had driven
from the city the day before the
concussion, having announced they
were going to spend a few days
with friends in another town.

The bhlast remained a mystery for
some time, The Stark family could
assign no reason for their younger
son being in the house, and Conrad
had disappeared.

A youth admitted to a Kansas
City hospital the morning after the
Sedalia explosion, suffering severe
burns over most of his body. He
soon lapsed into unconsciousness
and physicians held little or no hope
for his recovery, for more than
three-fourths of his body had been
fired.

“Death Bed" Confession

Regaining consciousness the pa-
tient disclaimed-any knowledge ol
the Sedalia incident, and declared
he had received his i juries when
his automobile burned up on a
highway near Kansas City.

Finally, when it was believed he
had only a few minutes in which to
live, through charred lips he re-
vealed his identity, and disclosed
the alleged love plot, elaiming the
entire responsibility for his broth-
er's death and the wrecking of the
liome,

Later it was annotinced the boy
would live, but would be perma-
nently blind. To this he received the
following message irom his sweet-
heart, Velma:

“Don't worry, Conrad. If that
fire h'as made you blind, T will work
all the rest of my !ife taking care of
you‘-v

Conrad regained his sight, but re-
mains badly scarred. He left the
hospital with protestations of love
for Velma, and was steadfast in as-
suming the blame for the tragedy.
Vélma attempted to shield him by
declaring a third person, was re-

sponsible for the blast. This mystery : §

person has never been located.

See Gilbert As “Second Bismark”
Completely Remaking German Reich

By O. D, TOLISCHUS

Berlin—Seymour Parker Gilbert,
the young American citizen who as
reparatiof™#gaint general is often
called the “financial kaiser of

Germany,” bids fair to become 2
second Bismarck by forcing a com-
plete reorganization of the German
Reich.

He is accomplishing this not by
a policy of ‘“‘blood and iren,"”” by
which Bismarck forged the German
empire, but by the gentle pressure
of public criticism of governmen-
tal extravagance.

This criticism, reaching the ears
of the world and especially those
of Germany's impetus to the latent
movement for unification and cen-
tralization—the concentration of all

governmental functions in the na- |

tional government and-the abolition
of all or most of the tiny states
which were created for the conven-
jence of dynasties now swept away,
but which still sport the luxury of
complete state governments, with
presidents, prime ministers, cabi-
nets, parliments and éven ambas-
sadors, though some of them have
not enough inhabitants to fill a
good-sized town.
Take First Steps

The first concrete step in this di-
rection has been taken by the for-
mation of a non-partisan "League
for the Reorganization of the
Reich,” headed by Dr. Hans Luther,
former German chancellor, and in-
cluding most of the prominent po-
litical, intellectual and business
leaders of Germany, ranging from
monarchists to Socialists. 1

The purposes of the league are
to study how far such a centrali-
zation can be carried, and how it is
to be brought about. Its motto,
remarkable in consideration of the
fact that there is no such thing as
a German citizen, but only citizens
of Prussia, Bavaria or other states
of the German' federation reads:

“I have only one fatherland, and
that is Germany."

The present movement is a do-~
mestic counterpart to the “Larger
Germany Movement” that aims at
the union of Germany and Austria
which all political observers believe
is ultimately inevitable. And the
two movements together mark the
final culmination of a century-long
process of unification of the Ger-
man tribes whose division and in-
ternal dissention’ has Dbeen large-
ly responsible for their own miser-
fes and those of most of Europe.

Unify Principalities

Durinz the middle ages, follow-
ing the break-up of the empire of
harlemagne, there were literally
hundreds of such tiny German
principalities, and long after
France and England had become
unified and ordered states these
German principalities werde slill
fighting against one another and
inviting -forelgn. aid. against their
A6 estTe Toe%s  ""N¥poleon EWept
away a lot of them; also Bismarck,
who reduced their number to 23.
The revolution of 1918, which
abolished the dynasties, also abol-
ished a few of the smallest states,
and a few more zave up their ex-

thirds of the area and the popu-

@lation of the whole Reich.

‘Three of the states are free cities
and there are eight states ranging
in population from 700,000 down to
a mere 50,000. But these eight
states support 23 ministers with a
mighty bureaucratic apparatus and
each has its own diet. Most of
them cannot live from their own
means and must be supported by
the national government.

The expenditures of these num-
erous states, together with those of
|the municipalities, have been ob-
|jects of Gilbert's severest criticism.
| In times of stress, like those of
11923, when Bavaria almost seceded
| fgom the Reich, these states are,
y MOTEovVer a positive danger to the
| existence of the 'Reich.
| Bavaria Is Obstacle

Bavaria, whose political leaders
are monarchists to the core and
would like to restore the Wittels-
bach dynasty with “King'" Rup-
precht at the head, remains the
chief obstacle to such unification.
Prussia and most of the other
states are willing enough to abdi-
cate thelr sovereignty, but Bavaria
fears that once it is an integral
part of a centralized Germany, the
chances of the Wittelsbachs will
have gone forever.

Nevertheless, the realization that
something must be done had been
reached by many Germans before
Gilbert's criticism, Otto Braun,
Prussian premier, said early last
year.

“A totally impoverished Germany
which moreover is oppressed by
heavy war burdens cannof peria-
ently afford the luxury of such an
expensive and impractical organiza-
tion." '

But other pressing problems,
tradition and the stragth of es-
tablished institutions kenl
realization from gaining ground
till Gilbert's criticism, especially
that of his famous October memo-
randum, forced action. The Ger-
mans. however, would be the first
to deny that Gilbert influenced
them.

PHILADELPHIA
EXPECTS TO BE

Philadelphia.—Tests to deter-
mine the amount of sunshine in
Philadelphia are being conducted

here under the auspices of the
School of Medicine of Temple Uni-
versity and the National Conference
Board of Sanitation. The experi-
ments are expected to result in a
realization of the dream of health
enthusiasts—a smokeless city.

The researchgs are being mads by
Dr. Frank Hammond Krusen, As-
gociate Dean of the Temple School
of Medicine. An intricate electrical
device. designed to keep an accu-
rate record of the city’s sunlight,
has been installed upon the roof
of the medicat sghool building in
the central part of the city while a
similar instrument has been placed
atop the Abington Memorial Hos-
pital on the outskirts of the city.

At the Abington institution the
machine is expected to prove con-
clusively that suburban dwellers
derive the full healthful benefit of
the actinic rays of the sunlight,
because in the outlying sections the
rays are not filtered by smoke
clouds.

Light and Health

These devices, Dr. Krusen point-
ed out, undoubtedly will add valu-
able contributions to the scientific
knowledge of the relationship be-
tween sunlight -and health, When
this data has been compiled, he
said, it will be submitted to the
city health authorities, and it is
probable that out of the investiga-
tions will emerge an offlcial com-
mittee of medical men and engi-
neers who wil] make practical ree-
ommendations for the absolute eli-
mination of the smoke nuisance.
Dr. Krusen is also director of pub-
lic health of Philadelphia.

Dr. Krusen said, “abundance of
light prevents eyesirain, promotes
cleanliness, increases production
and prevents industrial accidents.

BLACK PRINCE'S
CARGO OF GOLD

Balaklava, Crimea,—Efforts to
salvage $15,000,070 in 'gold from

the British Cruiser ‘Black Prince,”
which sank off Balaklava during
the Crimean war, have failed again.
The turbulent Black sea still clings
to its mysterious treasure horde
which has tantalized gold seekers
for more than a half century.

Five pleces of gold represent all
the luck that Japanese divers have
had in four months of laborious ef-
fort before they abandoned the joh
as hopeless,

They scooped away 2,000 tons of
sand and rocks so as to effect an en-
trance to the vessel. They spent
nearkty $100,000 and all they got
was the five unigque souvenirs.

Four of the gold coins are Brit-
ish and bear the inscriptions of!
George IV and the dates 1821 anull
1823. The fifth is a Turkish piece,’
valued at about 3100, The issue
value of all the c¢dins was one
pound.

Famous War Cry

and Jennings, as their fiery mana-?

ger, came in for an era of great ex-
nloitation. He delivered pennant
winners at Detroit in 1807, 1408
and 1909 but was nott able to win a
single World's Series, beéing beaten
by the famoug Chicago Cubs of
Chance's day the {first two years
and by the Pittsburgh Pirates in
18089.

Jennings remained a colorlul,
though not successful manager fer
eleyen vears thereafter, being fioanl-
ly succeeded by his greatest =tdr,
the only Ty Cobb. However, Iugn-
ey had the satisfaction of manag-
ing & resplendent host of stars dur-
ing his days at Detroit, the list, in
gn to Cobb, . including Sam
'ord, Donie Bush, George Mo-
riarty, present manager of the club;
Bob veach, the late Bill Donovan,
Charley O'Leary, Bobby Lows, Mat-
ty McIntyre, Davy Jones, Harry
Heilmann, George Mullin, “Hack"”
Schmidt, Oscar Stanage and ‘manv
others.

Was a Shortstop

In his days on the playing field,
Jennings attained almost as much
fame a&s he did as & manager. He

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more Orioles, of Ned Hanlon, the
cluob that featured John McGraw,
Wilbert Robinson, Brodie, Joe Kel-
ley, Dahlen, Willie Keeler, McGann
and others. Subsequently, Jennings
“lost” hisarm and putina few
years at first base, one of them with
the Phillies and several more with
Brooklyn, then the National League
champion.

When Bill Armour was dropped
at Detroit, Jennings stepped into
the breach, He remained for some
fourteen yearg and, after belng su-
perceded by Cobb, he got a job as
‘coach of the Giants under the au-
spices of his old friend, McGraw.
That wae in the spring of 1921, He
lasted until the end of the 1925
season when tuberculosis claimed
him and he was forced to retire to a
sanitorium at Asheville, N, C.

He returned in greatly improved
health during the 1926 season but
did not resume his connection witi
baseball.

Jennings was a graduate of Cor-
nell University and practiced law in
his home town of Scranton, Pa., un-
iil his health failed. He was born in
the mining villaze of Moolie, Pa.,
on April 2, 1871,

Following extensvie experiments
at its laboratory in Portland and
actual tests in pavement construc-
tion during the past year, the Con-
necticut Highway Department has
invepted a new formula for mixing
concrete which will greatly speed
the construction of new pavements,
and one which in all probability will
be adopted by many other state de-
partments. The new concrete
formula, recently reported to the
U. S. Department of Public Roads
by Commissioner John A. Mac-
donald, together with its results in
testing and actual use is described
by Frank G. Flood, Chemist and
Testing Engineer of the Connecti-
cut department, in the current
issue of '‘Concrete.”

“Until the beginning of the 1927
construction season,” Mr. Flood

FIND CANNIBALS LIVED
IN VALLEY OF DANUBE
OVER 4500 YEARS AGO

Vienna. —Epicurean cannibals
lived near Vienna in the velley of
the Danube 4500 years ago, accord-
fng to Professor J. Bayer, director
of the Vienna Natural History Mu-
seum, who has discovered the habi-
tation of the maneating Austrians
near the village of Ossarn in the
vieinity of Herzogenburg.

Professor Bayer discovered a
number of special utensils used for |
roasting, boiling, frying and other-l
wise rendering into appetizing fare
the unfortunate prisoners who fell
into their hands. Chief among these
utensils was an immense frying pan
with huge pegs on the inside. It
still contained the bones of a youth.

The Danube cannibals lived in
primitive loghouses, used furniture
of stone blocks, and tools of stone,
clay and wood, and yreapons of pol-
ished bone and stone.

FAMINE VICTIMS
'IN CHINA AREA

Peking.—A million dollar cam-
paign is being conducted by the
China International Famine Relief
Commission for relief of te 4,000,-

0 famine stricken inhabitants of
Shantung and southern Chihli, The
Chief Engineer of the Commission
is an American.

The latest reports indicate that
70 distriets of these two northern
provinces are affected by ‘the
drought and locust visitations.
Hundreds of thousands are said to
be wandering about the countryside
seeking food and livelihood. ‘Soup
kitchens have been opened but they
are inadequate to care for the hun-
Ery masses. i

Forelgn missionaries in the stric-
ken area report that the victims are
reduced to eating cottonseed and
even the less appetizing chaff,
leaves and weeds mixed with a lit-
tle grain, Some sections have suf-
fered for three successive years
through famine with the result that
the present disaster comes upon the
population when there is absolutely
no reserve with which to fight, Th2
worst districts are said to have the
most complete failure of crogs re-
corded in twenty-five years.

A Shantung missionary in ap-
pealing to the China Famine Re-
lief Commission states, “Twenty-
two of the forty-two districts are
barren of people. Even old mothers
and fathers have left for Manchu-
ria. The very poorest cannot go be-
cause they have no feood or travei
money. What c¢an vyou do for
them?"

Grain prices in the stricken area
have risen to the high point of the
great 1921 famine and it is feared
that matters will grow steadily
worse as the winter progresses,
Land is oifered for sale at ridicu-
lously low prices but there are no
buyers. Houses are being torn down |
in order to sell the materials and
buy food. y

Girls are sold for a few dollars a
head and charitable institutions ar=
filled to overflowing and can do no
more. The Relief Commission pre-
diets that unless their call is an-
swered, thousands will starve to
death in the next few months.
