-"He went to New
York on pressing business and left
the case in charge of his associate
in the operation, Dr. S. D. Zaph.,”

Doctor’'s Explanation

According "to Dr. Zaph, severe
pains developed in Miss Holland's
legs and he applied heat treat-
ments, The operation had consist-
ed of sawing through the tibias of
each leg, a few inches above the
ankle, to straighten the bones which
were slightly bowed.

When she failed to show improve-
ment, Dr. Zaph declared, Miss Hol-
land's brother called in the family
physician, Dr. Willlam VanDoren,
who sald he detected signs of gang-

mitting a seven-cent fare pending
lﬁnal determination of legal ques-
tions involved.

To Block Move

Mayor James J. Walker declares
that the Board of Estimate, by re-
fusing to approve the increase, can
and will block the move. A federal
injunction, however, would over-
ride the city's powers. Mayor
Walker contends that the present
|contract between the city and the
Tnterborough Co., fixing five cents
as the rate of fare, is inviolable.

The Interborough contends that
the five-cent fare is inadequate, con-
fiscatory and unconstitutional. The
I. R. T. on three previous occasions
made unsuccessful attempts to abol-
ish the nickel fare.

Air Pilot Can Drop
Passengers At Will

New Invention Makes For
Greater Safety—Invented
By a Young ' Utah Engi-
neer.

Washington, Feb. 2.—Youth has
again stepped forward with a ma-
jor contribution to aeronautics.

Acclaiming the invention as the
most promising device yet offered to
insure the safety of airplane pas-
gsengers, civil and military, autho:i-

ties today took under consideration
the designs of Peter A. Beck, 25-
year-old Ogden, Utah, airman, for
equipment which automatically dis-
charges all persons from distressed
or disabled machines.

Beck, a civil engineer employed
by the Union Pacitic Railroad ,has
broughit his device to perfection
without gutside financial assistance.

The Inventicn

His invention consists of an or-
dinary airplane seat swung on a
horizontal axis above a trap door in
the bottom of the fuselage. When
a pilot, perceiving danger, wishes
to eject his human cargo, he has
simply to pull a lever releasing the
trap. The release of the doors tilts
the seat, dropping the occupant
with his parachute clear of the ma-
chine. The ripcord, which releases
the folds of the parachute, is fas-
tened to the plane, thus eliminating
an demand for thought or action an
the part of the p-csenger. When a
parachute is torn away from the
cord, a self-winding cylinder draws
it back into the fuselage. The trap
doors, which open-esually from the
center of the plane rrovidé addi-
tional wing arza for air grip if the
pilot remains at his controls in an
effort to pull his craft out of a spin.

- Military Advantage

The principal military advantage,
according to army experts, is that
it would enable a pilot to discharge
a woundeu junner or observer in
frienaly territory without landing.
Or a mechanic migtt drop his un-
conscious pilot, take command of
the controls and thus save all oth-

Washington, Postofices for sale?
If there were gny such, one might
suppose that the Postoffice Depart-

ment would be advertising them.
But there was nothing in the an-
nual report of the postmaster gen-
eral to indicate that any were for
sale or that any postmaster jobs
had been sold during the year. Prob-
ably the omission was a correct
one, because the proceeds from
sale of postmasterships go into the
pockets of politicians instead of
into the department’'s receipts.

1t remained for the Civil Service
Commission, & non-partisan govern-
mental eslablishment\ o assert in
its annual report that:\"in certaln
states appointment to local posi-
tions, such as postmasters, have
been made by virtual purchase of
the office through the guise of
poljtical contributions,” The com-
mission points out that there is a
fine and imprisonment penalty for
such offenses,

Certain members of the Republic-
an pational committee in the suoth,
gsome of them negroes, have been
accused of participating in the
trafic in postmasterships.

Then the coq:mlusion goes on to
talk about women government
workers, as follows:

“Women in the government ser-
vices are increasing both in num-
bers and the importance of their
duties. Thelr advance is especially
noticeable in the biological, eco-
nomic and physical science branch-
es, and in law. .

“There are nearly 80,000 women
employes in the executive civil ser-
vice. Women probably fill more
than half the poeitions for which
men .and women are equally suit-
able. Positions of letter carrier,
railway postal clerk and mechanic
. . . are illustrations of positions
not suitable to women."

Since 1883 the commission has
disclaimed any discrimination
against women,

officials learned that most of their
agents had flunked the written men-
tal examination, the commission
presented a full explanation of the
test by L. J. O'Rourke, its director
of personnel research, in which it
appears that experienced agents
were actually given credit in rat-
ings over those applicants who
hadn’t served in the prohibition ser-
vice.

“All the material used ip the
examination was closely
related to prohibition work,” says
O'Rourke. *The commission pre-
pared a special examination in
which the subject matter dealt en-
tirely with prohibition work, and
this test was used in preference to
the tests of general adaptability al-
ready in use in other examinations.
By trial tests, it was also proved
that this test actually did measure
general adaptability.

“Case items were designed to test
the extent of the applicant's judg-
ment in solving problems such as
arise in prolhibition work. The
practicability of a test whic
measures reasoning ability is ap-
parent when it is realized that a
prohibition officer in the field must
often rely upon his own judgment
in handling important situations.

“Items designed to measure the
applicant’s ability to interpret
orders ons rulings were included,
because the prohibition officer must
base his action on his interpreta-
tion of orders and rulings issued
by headquarters,

“Vocabulary items were included
to test knowledge of the meaning
of the words used in rules and
regulathons.

London.—Bootlegging and moon-
shining—two of the ills from which
the United States is suffering,
thanks to our prohibition laws—
are on the increase in boose-drink-
ing Britain.

It's irony that the country, which
has been making millions out of
sellinig Scotelh whiskey to our own
bootleggers, has been unable to pro-
tect itself from bootleggers who run
their stuff in from IFrance.

d the British bootlegger is far
more enterprising than his Ameri-
can brother. The American cona
cerns himself only with whisky and
champagne. The Briton runs in
booze, tobacco—and silk!

Don't laugh! Silk, which used to
beé only a side line, is now the main
source of the British bootlegger's
income.

Given a Better Name

Bootlegging 1isn't called s0 in
this politer land. It is called smug-
gling. And smuggling is an old in-
dustry in England. One hundred
and fifty years ago it almost
amounted to a trade. Tnen it almost
died out, owing to the increased vi-
gilance, of ithe British customs au-
thorities, and the uecreased taxes
Lon the articles smuggled. There
was no point in smuggling goods
when the internal revenue tax was
little or nothing.

But all this has changed sinece the
war. Good French brandy sells for
about five dollars a bottle in Eng-
land. About two-thirds of this is
revenue tax. About a year ago silk
was ghot into the picture.

To protect the growing artificial
| silk industry of Britain, Parliament
| lald a heavy tax on all silk imports.
The result is that one-third of what
a woman's silk dress or a man's
silk ghirt costs, is represented hy
the tax it has paid. A silk dress that
sells in the fashionable shops of
London for £30 has paid £10 taxes,
To save that £10 is the object of the
smugglers.

| New England happens to have &

land also happens to be a great
fish-eating country. Every day hun-
dreds of steam, sall and gasoline
motor boats put out into the Eng-
lish Channel and Atlantic ocean to
cateh fish for the next day's break-
fast table of England.

@were 1000, Well, in 1921 there wero

land, so the British bootleggers
have their agents in France, The
I'reneh headquarters town is Bou-
logne. It's easy for British fishing
smacks to put in at some coast har-
bor near Boulogne and load up
with contraband.

The south coast of England |Is
full of sea coast towns where many
Londoners go for the week ends,
even in winter, to get a breath of
bracing sea air and play golf. Many
of those men drive down in thelr
own cars. It's also easy for them
some night to “‘check out' of their
hotel, stop at some little cove, take
aboard their big car a bunch of in-
nocent looking packages, and speed
away to London,

The packages may just contain
brandy. DBut these days they ars
more apt to contain dozens of silk
dresses each of which has escaped a
tax ranging from $40 to $60.

Traffic in Potheen

Then there's moonshining, In
the old wet days in America the
Kentucky mountaineers used to
make moonshine whiskey. Thay
were also at war with our govern-
ment, never being able to under-
stand why they could not take part
of the product and sell the rest to
friends.

Moonshining probably goes ¢n
now at an increased pace. Over
here in Britain, they give moon-
ghine the old Irish name of “po-
theen.” The other day the head ot
a big Belfast whisky dizullery, ad-
dressing his shareholders, sald the
potheen traffic had now spread
from Ireland all over Britain, He
¢aid it had never been in a more
[lourishing condition,

The reason is easy. The ordin-
rary bottle of whiskey, which nsed
te sell in Britain for four shillings
before the war, is now hesvily wa-
tered and sells at twelve shillings
und six pence, Eight shillings of
this price—approximately two dol-
lars—goes to the gnvernimnent in
tax.

Seeking Treaties

That Greece is trying to mend
hoth her fences, however, is shown
by reports that as a counterpart to
the proposed treaty with Jugo-
slavia she is also in touch with
Rome for a similar treaty.

For Greece has a special and
hereditary enemy of her own—Tur-
key. The mere name of Turkey
makes a Greek's eyes blaze in fury
and the National Museum in At-
hens is filed almost exclusively
with the trophies and reminders of
Greco-Turkish wars.

London—Before the war the pub-
lic interest in areonautics hardly
existed in Europe, now interest is
proportionately greater than the
development of aeronautics itself.
