Haven's first large air terminal may
be constructed on the extreme easi-
ern edge of the town,
Lighthouse Point Park and extend-
ing into the town of East Haven if
the Board of Aldermen ratify an op-
tion taken by the New Haven_Air
Board on 225 acres of land at a cost
of $10,000. The land is to cost $65,-

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ROCEVILLE MATING

The yellow newspapers have seiz-
ed on the decision of a Rockville
white girl to marry a Negro as con-
stituting the kind of material best
suited to the making of a yellow
newspaper sensation, The girl is
loudly touted as of Mayflower de-
scent and kin of General Lyons of
Civil War fame, The only way in
which the Negro counts is in being
a Negro.

It is not against the laws of the
state of Connecticut for a white
Eirl to marry a Negro, There are a
good many people who think it
ought to be, but the fact remains
that it isn't. If a Rockville girl

) wantg to marry a Negro, or a girl

. from aeny other town in any state
where the thing is not forbidden
by statute wants to marry a Negro,
that is her affair and the Negro's.
One may have an opinion concern-
ing the wisdom of such a marriage
—eaven of its potentiasl effects on
society. But he has no God-given
right to thrust that opinion upon
either ;party to the arrangement.

Nor, ag far as we can see, does it
cut the slightest figure whether the
white bride of a Negro is descend-
ed from Mayflower ancestors or not,
or whether & distant relative was a
general in the war of the Rebel-
Yan. It may be safely assumed that

zenerals of the Rebellion have
poschumoncly acquired relatives, by
th'ea 1im=, who are fools. Some of
the Mavfower passengers had had
plenty of such descendants long
{-ago. It it.1s a foolish-—6ven, to some
folks, a repugnant thing, for a
‘white woman~to marry a Negro, it
g certainly no more foolish because
her forebears have lived in Ameri-
ca for six or seven generations than
if they had remained in England or
Sweden until a few years ago.

So long as the law permits mixed
marriages we fail to see this Rock-
ville culmination as Dbeing of
more than minor interest of & not
particularly pleasant kind. But it
has served to produce screaming
headlines.in some of the yellows—
and to show how very little it takes
to set a tabloid to yelling.

MISPLACED

How far afield onpr government
organigation sometimes strays in the
allocation of duties’ to its various
departments is illustrated by the
fact that the War Department is an
important factor in the Ware and
Swift rivers affair. When the state
of Massachusetts proposed to seize
the waters of these two tributaries
of the Connecticut, in entire indif-
ference to the effect of such opera-
tion on the well being of this neigh-
bor state, the matter, obviously be-
came a proper subject for federal
intervention, the issue being
between two member states of
the Union. But how and wherein
the problem falls within the scope
of the War Department is a puzzling
one to the average citizen, when we
have both an Interior Department
and a Department of Commerce,

Once upon & time, because the
War Department had little to do,

the country fell within the purview
of military strategists, the rivers
then being in many cases principal
arteries of . transportation, contro!l
of such navigable inland -waters
was turned ovaer to that department.
From that position of regarding the
rivers as possible avenues for the
movement of troops, we have come
by gradual steps to the point where
the War Department has the right
to grant or withhold permits to take
water of streams that are not navi-
gable at all, for purflosés that have
no more to do with military opera-
tions than with farming on the
other side of the moon.

No stretch of imagination can
make a.military authority tlie prop-
er one to declde whether or not Bos-
ton shall rob Connecticut of the
Ware and Swift river flowage. It is
a problem of public health and eco-
nomics and has nothing in the world

Qne good result of the squahbble
could be the transfer of these inland
water problems to
better equipped to handle them.

All main
railroad lines, with one exception,
are functioning with normal effi-
ciency, and I am informed that
within a few days this exception will
be removed. In short, a week or ten
days at most will see majh railroad
transportation completely restored.

“By spring or early summer those
visiting Vermont will find safe and
comfortable traveling to every part
of the state. IHotels, camps and pri-
vate houses are already prepared to
entertain them, * * * Highways
have been restored so far as to
permit access to every point in Ver-
mont and there are no more isolat-
ed communities for lack of trans-
portation.”

If tourists bring prosperity—and
they undoubtedly do to some ex-
tent—then Vermont ought to thrive
this summer. It is one of the mogst
delightful touring countries on
earth anyhow, and doubtless thou-
sands of New Englanders will be
disposed, this summer, to visit the
geenes of so much heroism, so much
conrageously born suffering.

Today, the state penitentiary,
holds Bowsher here without legal
right.

Originally sentenced to a state
industrial school, the Buckeye
youth caused officials of the school
go much trouble that he was trans-
ferred to the state reformatory.

From the latter institution, he
was brought to the penitentiary
here, without even the formality jof"
a sentence. This move was fol-
lowed by a sanity hearing, at which
Bowsher was declared insane, thus

iving the state legal right to eon-

pe him in the insanity ward of the
penitentiary.
Pronounced Sane

Recently, however, the state sanl-
ty board called Bowsher before it,
and after a careful examination,
the youth was pronounced perfect-
ly sane.

Now, Bowsher, eighteen years of
age, is too old to be sent back to
the Industrial School, and is being
held in the penitentiary here with-
out sentence .and thus illegally.
The matter has heen placed before
the state board of admifistration.

MNSNSSSSAAYS
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HUMAN FLIGHT
‘IS CLAIMED FOR
RUSS INVENTOR

London.—Captain Victor Dibov-
sky, formerly an aviator in the Im-
perial Russian Service and the in-
ventor of many airplane devices,
believes that he has accomplished
the “impossible”’—human flight.

He declares he has designed a
fiylng machine which embodies the
soaring principles of flight of birds
like the albatross, and that it will
enabla men to fly without any mo-
tive power save that generated by
the aviator’'s own physical strength.

The machine, whi¢h has not yet
been built, is designed to have a
body length oftwelve feet, a span
of 25 feet and a weight of 150
pounds.

“My machine," Captain Dibvosky
declared in an interview with In-

terngtional News Service, “will en- |

able a man to fly by himself, and
be independent of the engine,
petrol, oil and all elements con-
nected with the present principles
of flving. The man himself will be
master of the air. He will rely only
on the machine and his own power.
He can remain in the alr as long
as he likes according to his desire
, or to his physical faculties.”

Keeps Secret

Captain Dibovsky has chosen fto
keep secret many of the details of
his purposted invention, but if his
claims are true, he will haye ac-
complished something which inven-
tors from the time of Daedalus and
Icarus have been trying unsuccess-
fully to do.

The inventor explains that in the
construction of his machine he has
followed closely all the elements
of the simple and wonderful prin-
ciples of flying disclosed by nature
in the albatross. The position of
a man on his machine is horizontal,
the most suitable position for an
economical use of his powers,

The organs of steering are con-
centrated im his hands, anl the or-
gans of flapping in his leggs. The
body of the machine will have a
special form with a minimum of
resistance to the air, and will have
on its surfage a certain area of de-
pression which will give automa-
tic propulsion power. Such an.area
of depression in the body the
albatross makes it able to moye
forward against strong currents(of
ain. “h

The only other detail of his ma-
chine which Captain Dibovsky will
descloss at this stage is that the
plane will be flexible in all direc-
tions and horizontally moving
pedals will be connected with flexi-
ble wings. He declares that by
pushing the machine forward on an
inclined * smooth surface for 100
vards in calm weather if can rise
from the ground and fily without
difficulty, attaining an altitude of
3,000 feet.

“In calm weather,” Captain Di-
bovsky said, “‘my machine could
reach a speed of between 15 and
25 miles an hour.”

BRITAIN TO GET
AIRSHIP SYSTEM
BY YEAR 1930

London.—Inauguration ¢f a com-
plex system: of airship transporta-
tion throughout the British Empire
has been brought a step nearer
with the presentation of a report
prepared by a special mission

which, under the leadership of Cap-
tain P. F. M. Fellowes, Director of
British Airship Development, has|

If the recommendationg and
suggestions contained in the report
are substantially adopteli; Britain
by 1930 will have the first and fin-
est system of airship transport in
the world.

The first definite steps towards
the establisbment of the proposed
service will, be made toward the
end of next vear, when it is intend-
ed to carry out demonstration
flights to prove the capabilities of
the alrships to be used on the
routes before embarking on the
more ambitious scheme of linking
up the whole of the British Empire
by alir.

Find Airship Sites,

The report declares that sites for
airship stations have been found in
South Africa, Australia, Tasmania,
Cerlon, India and New Zeland. In-
termediate refueling sites have
been surveyed in the Cocos Islands

and on the African East and West
coasts. The main routes have been
plottedfi, and the Dominfon Govern-

v

ments have been sd;ised of the
necessary constructional and me-
tereological work.

At the moment the project has
been prepared only in broad out-
line, everything depending upon the
support which the business  com-
munities in the Colonies and Do-
minions are prepared to give the
scheme,

According to the report, there is
still much to be learned as to the
behavior of lighter-than-air craft
in tropical, sub-tropical and tem-
perate conditions. This will neces-
sitate a considerable amount of ex-
tended experimental work, and un-
til this is completed the more am-
bitious trips to New Zealand and
Austrialia will not be attempted.

The first long-distance flights of
the two luxurious alrships now be-
ing built for the service, the R-100
and R-101, will probably bs to
Canada and South Africa. Thera is
seme possibility aleo of one of the
vessels attemnpting the transg-Atlaa-
tie trip to New ¥orh and return,
but of necessity plans are at pres-
ent vague and uncertain.

Because the Versailles Treaty
limited Germany's:-armed forces to
100,000 men, the ‘'Black Reiohs-
wehr' had to be kept secret. Any
German even mentioning the name
of the organization was put in jail
as a traitor. The penalty hanging
over the members of the organiza-
tion for betrayal was swift and cer-
tain death. Death penalties were im-
posed by a secret, self-constituted
court, based * upon the mediaeval
“Vehmgerichte" except that the ac-
cused never knew of the charges
against him until it was too late.
