MONKEY GLANDS

Are Shown to Doctors

Vienna.

Vienna, Feb., 9.—The first
two Viennese *“rejuvenated”
by the famous gland operations
of Dr. Voronoff, have been pre-
sented for examination at a
meeting of the Vienna Medical
Society. Their identity was hid-
den behind face masks.

Dr. Emmanual Schleyer,
who performed the operations,
followed the rules laid down by
Dr. Voronoff, originator of that
class of operations. He said
that the ape from which the
glands had been taken were
gent to him by Dr. Voronoff
himself, The baboon and the
patients were operated upon
simultaneously with local
anesthetics and narcosis re-
spectively.

The ape’s glands were cut in
thin slices and four of them
were sewed upon the patient's
' _glands. The glands of one ba-
boon sufficed to rejuvenate
three human beings.

The United States marshal at
New York City was asked to serve
the subpoena on the so-called “‘rich-
est man in the world.”

,JRockefeller will be called to tell
what he knows about the Contineén-
tal Trading Company's mysterious
$50,000,000 oil deal and its even
more mysterious $3,080,000 Liberty
Band “slush fund.” Rockefeller Is
not expected to divulge any new in-
formation but the committee Was

convinced that he ought to be pnt,

on the witness stand to prove that
the largest-stockholders in the oil
company involved knew little .or
nothing about the mysterious deals.
Chairman of Board

Rockefeller came into the picture
because he is chairman of the board
of trustees of the Rockefeller Foun-
dation, which virtually owns the
Standard Oil Company of Indiana.
The latter concern in turn owned
half of the Sinclair Crude Oil Co.,
which bought fifty per cent of the
oil from the Continental at $1.75 a
barrel which bought it the same
day for $1.50 a barrel from A. E.
Humphreys, Texas oil manmn. The
Continental made $3,080,000 on the
deal.

Two motives prompted the Senate
public lands committee to summon
Rockefeller as a witness. First,
some Senators wanted him called
to prove that the committee was
“playing no favorites.” Second,
other Senators felt he should take
the witness stand to show that
Rockefeller did not approve of the
action of Robert W. Stewart, chair-
man of the Standard of Indlana,
when the latter defled the commit-
fee.

Rockefeller's Letters

Correspondence hetween Rocke-
feller and Senator Thomas J. Walsh,
Democrat of Montana, the Senate's
oil prosecutor,"” demonstrated this
fact but some committee members
wanted Rockefeller to give the
same testimony under oath.

Last week
the Bowery Mission fed 7,202 men,
the Rev. John R. Henry. superin-
tendent, informed International
News Service today. Other welfare
organizations are similarly active
and some of the social workers in-
sist that a “'crisis’ is at hand. If
severe weather sets in, suffering will
be intense.

Poor Liquor.

“If the saloon has gone and the
=reat body of men no longer spend
a large part of thelr wages on
liquor, it is only too clear thal
what they drink now 1is of such
deleterious characier as to result in
no advantage to their health.

“There has been a constant risc
in the death rate from alcoholism,
and from the associated condition of
cirrhosis of the liver. Both of
these diseases were at a minimum
in 1920. They are now at a point
almost as high as in  the decade
prior to prohibition. The rate is
now more than three times as high
as It was only six yvears ago.”

Warningz that his conclusions
must not be interpreted as an en-
dorsement of prohibtiion as now
enforced, Dr. Dublin concluded:

“The effect of the prohibition
gitnetion on the public has prob-
ably been good where there has
been prohibition to an appreclable
degree; and the situation has been
unsatisfactory to the degree in
which there has _been, in fact, no
prohibitiod.”

KANSAS CITY PROVES

Washington, Feb. 9.—Kansas
City apparently satisfled the Re-
publican national committee today
that it has ample facllities for tak-
ing care of the Republican na-
tional convention next June.

SCIENCE TO MEASURE
AGE OF POTTERY BY
MAGNETIC COMPASS

* M. Raymond Chavallier, scien-
tist of the College of France, is
working on a theory that the exact
date of the baking of any piece of
pottery may be determined by com-
paring Hs magnetic properties with
the variation of the location of the
magnetic pole, as shown by the
compasgs. l
Other scientists have proved that |
potteries and lava flows maintain
forever the magnetic properties and
characteristics peculiar to a par-|
tienlar position of the magnetic
pole, M. Chevallier is trying suc-
cessfully to graph the position of
the magnetic pole, or the resultant
inclination and declination of the
magnetic compass, back through
the ages. The graph is fairly com-
plete for the last four centuries.
Data for the graph of thé mag-
netic pole is being compiled through
examination of lava from volcanic
eruptions of known dates. These
eruptions of known dates are con-
fined to Sicily, Japan and Iceland.
At the same time while studying
lava erupted by Mount BEtna M.
Chevallier discovered that an erup-
tion usually credited to the year
1169 really oceurred in 812.

MYSTERY OF ASTHMA NEAR
CASTOR OIL MILL SOLVED

BY DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN
Editor Journal of the American
Medical Association and of Hygeia,
the Health Magazine

In the eastern part of Toledo,
Ohio, is a section which has
been for years kpown to Toledo
physicians as an asthma colony.
Most of the asthmatic patdents as-
gerted that their attacks coingided
with periods when the odor of lin-
seed oil was blown from the neigh-
borhood of a linseed oil mill.

Investigators in the Toledo
health department discovered that
the mill not only manufactured
linseed oil but also squeezed cas-
ar oil out of castor beans, the
«eidue being used as an ingredi-
ent of 7 fertilizer.

Linzeed Oil Exonerated
ne  Investigators were able to
‘he Mpseoo ofl at once of any
sugpicicn as o its relation to the
.asthmacic attacks. In the first
place, eve:n the residue from the
linseed oil had sufficient oil in it
to prevent its being blown about.
However, 2 considerable amount
of castor bean dust, which is odor-
less, would circulate. ,

health commissioner., Thirty-two
of them were given careful 'study
and - examination.

The men afflicted who work at
g distance from their homes bhad
attacks only at night, whereas the
women and children who would
not leave the vicinity were likely
to have attacks either day or
night.

Tests With Patients

Tests were made by the modern
method of determining sensitivity,
the skin of the patients being
scratched and inoculated with ex-
tracts of castor bean dust and
flaxseed dust. The investigators
concluded with certainity that the
asthma in these patients was due
to inhaling the flnely powered
castor bean dust blown through
the neighborhood.

There are four other castor oil
mills in the United States. These
are located in Edgewater, Jersey
City and Bayonne. New Jersey,
and Bridgeport, Connecticut. It s
the belief of the investigations in
Toledo that there may be cases of
asthma due to castor bean dust in

(Continued from Page 1.)

unnavigable streams are entitled, i
the absence of limitation on their
rights, to have the stream on whos:
water-shed they are located, flow
as it {8 wont to do by nature with-
out material diminution or altera-
tion.

By custom so ancient that its
origin can not be traced, and by
law, tne right to the natural flow
of a stream is incident to the wa
ter-shed. Likewise, a river which
flows in interstate is common pron-
erty. ‘Water runs naturally and
should be permitted so to runm, 30
that it may be enjoyed by thosa
whose ]land it passes.’

‘“As Mr. Caleb Saville, Superin-
tendent -of the Hartford Water
Works, points out, the right ia
flowing water, whether sovereign or
proprietory is merely de usufruct,
and is not ownership of a property.
The title of the State to its water
courses is not proprietary but s
limited to a holding in trust in a
common property for the benefit of
its citizens, Clearly the State of
Connecticut, apart from the juris-
diction of the War Department, has
a right to the natural flowage of
the Connecticut River without ma-
terial diminution. In the case of the
Connecticut River, material diminu-
tion means any perceptible diminu-
tion of the mnatural flow. 1 believe
that it is incumbent upon the War
Department in considering this mat-
ter to take into account the fact
that a 12 foot channel really means
a ten foot six inch channel; and
further, that even a 12 foot chan-
nel does not meet the needs of the
ghipping publ<i

wWater Difference Small

“In a river in which the differ-
ence in depth amounts only to two
inches between the ability to floatl
small barges and inability to flout
such barges, any diminution of flow
is serious, and those who are re-
sponsible for contemplated diminu-
tion should be held accountable and
should be restrained by the War De-
partment and by the courts, For
neither a riparian proprietor or
those holding land by sovereign
rights, have no right to divert the
water of a stream into a reservolr
for purpose of supplying others
with water where the diversion
amounts to a substantial diminution
of the water." This principle is
clearly set “forth in Belfast Paper
Works vs. Boyd (Ir.L.R..21 En
580). And again, ‘One State cannot
authorize changes in a river whieh
will injure oproperty in another
State, (Holyoke Water Power Com-
pany yvs. Connecticut River, Conn,
52—0onn. 570). An upper State
cannot divert water to the injury
of property or destruction of navi-
gation lower down, and attempts co
do so will be restrained by courts
having' jurisdiction.’

“Many of these men are from
outside the city. Many are from the
coal fields of Pennsylvania where
the bituminous miners are on strike
and a large minority have come
from New England where unssattled
conditions prevail in some indus-
tries.”

Fully 1,000 men were lined up
in the vicinity of the mfssion when
the writer called to see the Rev.
Henry. Shivering in dilapldated
overcoats and some with no over-
coats at all, they stood in line four
deep for a full block. There the line
turned and hundreds more lined
up, shuffling slowly toward the mis-
sion where coffee, meat, soup and
bread were doled out without cost.
Several policemen were necessary
to keep the long lines of hungry
men in order.

Mild Winter a God Send

“The mild winter has been a God-
send to these poor men, in one
sense"”, said the Rev. Henry. “Some
of them would freeze to death if we
were to suddenly get a seige of
zero weather. In another way the
mild weather has been a blow to
them. We have had practically no
snow. When there is a snowstorm
the Bowery is depopulized of these
men. They get back of shovels and
make enough money to keep them-
selves in food for a while. )

“The situation is becoming over-
whelming. We can hardly take care
of them all. The other welfare or-
ganizations on the Bowery—the
Holy Name, the Hadley Rescue Mis-
sion, the All Night Mission, the
Midnight Rescue Mission and Jerry
Mchuley's—are just as hard press-
ed.

“Why, our mission alone will
fepd upwards of 150,000 men this
winter, And the men are of a pretty
decent type, too. We notice that
comparatively few of them now-
adays show evidence of hooe. They
used to drift in smelling like a
brewery. Now they are mostly un-
skilled men, some too old to obtain
employment Mand others crowded

out of their old jobs by up-to-date
machinery.”
