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MUSIC LESSONS 
OVER THE AIR 

STARTTOTODAY
Children in Little Country 

School Houses All Over
i

Country Heard Noted Con­
ductor.

New York, Feb. 10— Pupils in 
hundreds of the “ little red school 
houses” of the country today— for 
the first time— were given a music 
lesson over the air.

The “ professor” was the silver- 
haired Walter Damrosch, for years 
conductor of the New York Sym­
phony Orchestra. He stood before 
the orchestra in a big room on the 
thirteenth fioor of the National 
Broadcastice Company's build-ing 
and gave his enthralled students 
their first lesson, the purpose of 
which was to aid in the develop­
ment of musical appreciation. For 
Damrosch’s dream is that America 
eventually will have a “ musical 
university,” the teachers of which 
will be radio broadcasters.

“ Professor” Damrosch not only 
had his wonderful orchestra play 
for the pupils today but Ive sub­
mitted questions to them— and then 
gave the answers. This idea will 
be developed so that the teachers 
in the schools will cooperate in the 
broadening of the pupils’ musical 
education.

Big Hook-Up
Twenty-one radio stations co­

operated in the hook-up. Pupils 
received their music lesson in 
schools as far west as Omaha, as 
far south as Atlanta and Fort 
■Worth and as far north as Portland, 
Me. “ Professor” Damrosch’s les­
son today was for grammar school 
pupils. Next Friday he will instruct 
students in high schools and col­
leges.

“ Teaching music by radio will, 
in my opinion, be a regular thing 
by next fall,” Damrosch told Inter­
national News Service. “ Next win­
ter I plan to give twelve concerts 
during regular school hours for 
grammar grade pupils and to follow 
wTth a dozen or more for high 
.school and college studepta>--h ‘ i-.

HINCHCLIFFE SEEKS 
AIRPLANE RECORDS

To Poilus Who Fought the Gcibd Fight

Famous British Flyer to Use 
American Machine In His 
Attempts.

PHONE CONNECTED 
WITH BERLIN NOW

London,' Feb. 10.— Piloting an 
American Stinson-Detroiter mono­
plane Captain W. G. R. Hinch- 
cliffe, famous British commercial 
air pilot will shortly attempt to 
beat two e.visting world's records:

1. The non-stop long distance 
record held by the Americans, Clar­
ence D. Chamberlin and Charles A. 
Levine.

2. The sustained endurance 
record held in Germany.

According to present plans. Cap­
tain Hinchcliffe will attempt to fly 
from England to India, continuing 
towards Burma until his gasoline 
is exhausted. As now arranged 
this flight will take place early in 
the summer, probably in June.

“ I shall use an American ma­
chine because it. is cheaper,” Cap­
tain Hinchcliffe told International 
News Service. “ During my recent 
visit to the United States I was 
favorably Impressed by the Stinson- 
Detroiter and am of the opinion 
that, although cheaper, it is equally 
as good as the costlier British ma­
chines.’” *

Experienced Flyer.
Hinchcliffe is one of the most ex­

perienced and skilled civilian flyers 
in the world. He has covered 
more than D,000 miles in the air 
since he began flying.

“ The necessary preparations In 
fitting out the machine will require 
some time,” continued Hinchcliffe. 
“ The uncertainty of the weather 
over Europe makes it impossible 

to set a ' definite staTfihg 
date so early as this.”

Capt.. Hinchcliffe, who was 
Levine's pilot during the latter 
part of his European visit, thinks 
he will be able to break both 
records if weather conditions are 
favorable. He is absolutely con­
fident of the powers of his ma­
chine.

The plane will be driven by a 
Wright “ whirlwind” motor such 
as used In the Spirit of St. Louis, 
the Columbia and the America.

New York, Feb. 10.— “ Hello, 
Berlin.”

Major Frank Mason, general 
•manager of International News 
Service talking-

“ Hello, New York,” replied. Dr. 
Philipp Goldschmied, general di­
rector of the Lokal 'Anzeiger, in 
Berlin.

Among the first three com­
mercial calls, inaugurating wire­
less telephone service between 
Germany and New York, Major 
Mason and Dr. Goldschmied con­
versed today througT 4,000 miles 
of ether as if it weie around the 
corner.

Ludwig Klitzsch, president of the 
Scherl News Service, and president 
of the German Film Corporation, 
U. F. A. also conversed with Major 
Mason. Herr Klitzsch conveyed 
greetings to the American people 
through International News Ser­
vice.

The voices from Berlin came 
through clear as bells.

“ Your voice sounds as natural 
as when I last talked with you in 
Berlin,” sjkid Major Mason. “ May 
•we hope that this establishment of 
telephone communication between 
the United States and Germany 
will bring our two countries closer 
together and strengthen the bonds 
of friendship.”

BERLIN END
Berlin, Feb. 10.— The German- 

American wireless telephone was 
placed in operation this afternoon. 
Chancellor Marx, minister of Com­
munications Schatzel and U. S. 
Ambassador Jacob Gould Schur- 
man being the first to hold tele­
phone conversations with the Unit­
ed States, They made successful 
calls to 'Washington, talking with 
Acting Secretary of State Olds and 
Berman Ambassador "Vfon Prittwitz- 
Baffron. Transmission was excel­
lent, every word being perfectly 
Understood.

Long Beach, Calif., Feb. 10.— 
One man was perhaps fatally in­
jured and damage of almost $1,- 
000,000 resulted at Long Beach 
early today when the 'Signal Gaso­
line Company's refining plant ex­
ploded with a terrific roar which 
rocked the surrounding country for 
miles around.

Roy Thompson, 22, of Belle- 
flower, an engineer in the refining 
plant Is expected to die as the re­
sult of burns and injuries received 
when he was hurled through the 
building.

Four oil •wells valued at more 
than $400,000 were destroyed and 
five others were damaged by the 
fire which followed the explosion. 
The fire covered an entire city 
block and required all of the Signal 
Hill and Long Beach fire appar­
atus to keep It from -vviping out the 
entire Los Cerritos oil fields.

Fire department officials, and J. 
P. O’Donnell, owner of the de­
stroyed refining plant, were un­
able to determine the cause of the 
explosion. The explosion occurred 
at 3:43 o’clock this morning. It 
was precedded by an explosion of 
less violence.

Tlien the cfficers opened fire 
which was returned by shadowy fig­
ures on the deck.

'This unnerved the others and five 
of the crew put up their hands and 
surrendered. They were herded into 
one cabin and then the officers tried 
to save the man in the water.

Battering down the door of a pet­
ty officer’s cabin, the officers found 
a seventh man, some ammunition 
and sixteen bags containing 250 
boTtles of liquor. Two thousand bot­
tles of whiskey, brandy cognac, 
champagne and various cordials 
were found in other parts of the 
ship. The total haul was estimated

Discussion Over BiD Starts 
the Political Pot Boiling at 
the Capital.

Washington, Feb. 10.— The, Re­
publican presidential pot was kept 
boiling in the Senate today as a 
Democratic - Insurgent * coalition 
fought for adoption of the La Pol- 
lette resolution, declaring in favor 
of the,anti-third term tradition.

A ■vojie was expected this after- 
ntJOfi-en'the resolution, which wo'ul^ 
place the Senate bn recod’d as favor­
ing a limit of eight vears:’ for any 
occupant of the White House. Its 
adoption was conceded although ad­
ministration leaders sought to elim­
inate a section, paying a doubtful 
compliment to President Coolidge 
by commending him for observance 
of the tradition.

President’s Reason
There was a possibility that this 

section might be eliminated if ad­
ministration- leaders endorsed the 
statement of Senator Fess (R) of 
Ohio, that the President did not 
have the third term tradition in 
mind when issuing his famous “ I 
do not choose to run” statement in 
the Black Hills last summer. Fess 
said the President retired from the 
presidential race because the duties 
were burdensome, because he felt 
this was not a “ one-man country” 
and because he felt there were many 
other good men to succeed him. “ I 
don’t believe the third term tradi­
tion ever entered his mind,” Fess 
added.

Some of these, police say, the 
man tore up after his arrest. The 
pieces were secured and pasted to­
gether.

Frenchman’s Story
Boutaud told the police he was 

a secret service agent working on a 
great rum running scheme. Police 
communicated-with Washington and 
received word that Boutaud was not 
known there. Investigators are on 
the way here.

IS ON THE INCREASE
Cotton Leads Exports-Bet- 

ter Conditions in Europe 
Helps America. *

Washington, Feb. IQ.— American 
foreign trade thia year is expected 
by commerce department officials  ̂to 
surpass considerably the total‘ of 
9,049,000,000 in 1927. It probably 
will reach $10,000,000,000, a rec­
ord for peace-time years.

Lawrence B. Mann, head of the 
department statistical division, said 
today that price levels on export 
and Impoi-t commodities are unlike­
ly to fall bejow those of last year 
and that with the expected volume 
of quantity increase the valuations 
will be much' higher. ’

1927 Imports
Imports in 1927 were over 5 per 

cent lower in value than In 1926. 
despite a small Increase In the vol­
ume of the trade. The quantity of 
exports sent abroad was ten per 
cent ahead of the preceding year, 
but the value was only one per cent 
higher.

Reports from- Europe, Latin 
America and other big outlets for 
surplus American products indicate 
that these markets are In material­
ly better commercial position than 
at the beginning of 19^7, ' with 
greater buying power, and higher 
standards of living, an almost cer­
tain assurance'Of a greater demand 
for goods manufactured in this 
country. > .• ;

THEIR ISTHANNIVffiSARY PROGRAM
JE!$t!ab}ish(ld;‘in 1910, Order 

>Hfes 800,000; Scdu(s -> t6 At­
tend Church Sunday.

Among February’s notable an-' 
niversaries is that of the Boy 
Scout's of America. On Feb.8, 
1910, the Boy Scouts were Incor­
porated under the laws of the Dis­
trict of Columbia, and In 1916 they 
were granted a federal charter by 
act of Congress, a distinction shar­
ed by only four other organiza­
tions. Since this movement for 
boys was started the growih of the 
Organization has been amazing and 
to-day there are more than 800,000 
scouts and leaders enrolled.

William D. Boyce, a Chicago pub­
lisher, while travelling In London, 
got confused In directions while re­
turning home in a heavy fog. An 
English Boy Scout directed the pub­
lisher to his home and then re­
fused to accept pay for his services, 
explaining that he was one of Sir 
Robert Baden-Powell’s Scouts. 
Being sq well Impressed by the boys 
reply Mr. Boyce made himself well 
acquainted with the fundamentals 
of scouting.

It was soon after this that the 
Boy Scouts of America were In­
corporated, with President Taft the 
first honorary president of the or­
ganization and Theodore Roosevelt' 
honorary vice-president and Chief 
Scout Citizen. The men who are 
at the head of scouting at present 
are: Calvin Coolldge, honorary 
president, Walter W, Head of Oma­
ha, national president, Daniel Car­
ter. Beard, national scout commis­
sioner; James E. West, chief scout 
executive.

In 1920 the Boy Scouts of Ameri­
ca, in one year, enrolled more new 
scouts than the Scout organizations 
of the rest of the world.

During the past year four great 
disasters occured and in each one 
the Scouts took an active part in 
giving their services to the author­
ities. Their work in the New Eng­
land and Mississippi floods, the St. 
Louis tornado and the Pittsburgh 
explosion has been widely praised.

The, Boy Scout organization, of 
Manchester Las just passetl through 
one of its best years. , There are 
ISO scouts, representing eight dif­
ferent troops; parrying oqt the 
scout pi^cgraih; ‘ The standard of 
the local organization has brought 
praise from the leaders of the Hart­
ford Connell, and much credit is 
due to the scoutmasters and their 
assistants.

On Sunday, in observance of the 
12th scout law, “ A Scout Is rever­
ent,” scouts of Manchester Ond 
throughout the nation will attend 
church in uniform, and special ser­
mons will be preached by pastors 
of the clfurches.

Washington.— After phenomenal 
marks established by business. In
1926, when record after record was 
shattered in America’s whirlwind 
rush for prosperity, the situation in 
1927 does not appear so Imposing, 
although it is apparent that condi­
tions are setting down to more 
nearly the rate of the growth of 
the country.

P’or 1928 there is hopeful specu­
lation. Despite the fact that it Is 
campaign year, frequently marked 
by quiet and unusual caution In 
commercial transactions, as busi­
ness awaits the policies of the In­
coming administration, governmen­
tal authorities, headed by President 
Coolidge have expressed confidence 
in maintenance of conditions gen­
erally as satisfactory as 1927, with 
improvements anticipated among 
those industries which have suf­
fered recessions.

As the old year slips fnto history, 
Henry Ford casts his new automo­
bile into the business picture, with 
a promise of gigantic production 
in 1928. The motor Industry draws 
heavily for its materials on others 
and proves a great stimulator.

Queer situations.
The year in business presents 

many queer situations, judging 
from the statistics compiled by the 
Treasury, the Federal Reserve 
Board and the Commerce Depart­
ment. National banks attainted the 
greatest resources on record, while 
savings accounts gained heavily. 
Foreign loans went to a record 
peak. Domestic floatations were 
-heavy. Stock prices and dividend 
and Interest payments were above 
last year. Foreign trade is in­
creasing with a large favorable 
balance in prospect December 31. 
A federal tax cut of at least $225,- 
000,000 is a certainty. Money Is 
easy and credit available. Adver­
tising is onl}' slightly less than last 
year, and unemployment is not 
widespread.

President Promises Cut
President Coolidge said in his 

budget messaga to congress:
“ I am counting on continued, 

prosper!t.y of the nation in recom­
mending a $225,000,000 tax reduc­
tion.’ ’

The farm situation, according to 
Secretary Jardine, is somewhat 
improved with an increase in farm 
commodity prices. Much yet re­
mains to place farm produtes pur­
chasing power on a parity with 
non-agricultural commodities . For 
the year ending June 30, the Bur­
eau of Economics of the Agricul­
tural Department, found a decline 
of 20 per cent, in net agricultural 
income, with the value of farm 
property January 1, $58,000,000,- 
000 as compared to $79,000,000,- 
000 in 1920. Its value fell $1,500.- 
000.000 in 1926, according to this 
bureau.

Of real importance to both busi­
ness and agricultural has been the 
improvement and indications of 
further progress in foreign mar­
kets. On the whole the economic 
and financial status of the Impor­
tant nations abroad, big customers 
of United States, Is better than a 
year ago. Legal stabilization of 
currencies on a gold basis was 
achieved by seven countries in the 
year, and others are approaching 
this status.

Contributing greatly to foreign 
business recovery and demonstrat­
ing the strong position of United 
States as the world’s foremost na­
tion. has been the extension of 
credit and shipments of cash or Its 
equivalent to the extent of about 
$'7,000,000,000 to nations abroad In
1927.

Foreign Ti'ade..
Foreign loans and investments, 

publicly floated and privately 
placed, for the year will amount to 
approximately $2,000,000,000.
Tourist expenditures and immi­
grant remittances gave foreign, na­
tions another $1,000,000,000 in 
American cash. This country, In 
foreign markets, purchased- com­
modities valued at $4,200,000,000.

Exports to foreign countries 
probably will exceed $4,800,000,000 
fbr the year, with a noteworthy 
gain in the shipments of manufac­
tured products.

One of the'important statistical 
records showing the American eco­
nomic position is the increase to 
$27,213,824,000 in the resources of 
National Banks, as of October 10. 
Bank resources gained $1,529,000,- 
000 since last December. Loans 
and discounts were $14,366,926,000 
as of that date, a jump of $793,- 
651,000 since December. Savings 
and time deposits were $7,590,000,- 
000 or $1,057,000,000 greater.

Business Failnres.
Bank failures up to the first of 

October mumber 562, with deposits 
of $197,000,000, according to the 
Federal Reserve Board, a decrease 
of 13 per cent, from last year.

Average Cost Per Patient Is

.Rates lat the Memorial hospital 
have been slightly increased, acr 
cording to Superintendent Miss 
Hanna Malmgren. Miss Malmgren 
stated today that some time ago 
the Board of Trustees decided that 

1 it was necessary to increase the 
.rates enough to help overcome the 
big deficit v'hich arises annually 
through free service and failure of 
patients to pay their bills. Rates at 
several other similar institutions 
were taken into consideration be­
fore the changes were made.

Under tbe scale of prices now in 
existence, semiprivate room pa­
tients ai;e charged between $.50 and 
$1 more per day according to the 
location of the rooms. This scale 
ranges from $21 to $28 per week. 
Private room instead of $5 or an 
$6 per day instead of $5 or an 
increase per week of seven dollars.I There is one room with a b*ath that 
has been increased two dollars 
per day.

The fee for private maternity 
wards remains unchanged at $25 
per "week. The same holds for ser­
vice patients in the maternity ward 
which is $17.50. Ward patients 
have been increased $1.75. The 
present scale of rates is much more 
reasonable than other hospitals in 
the vicinity. Miss Malmgren claims. 
Most hospitals charge considerably 
higher fees which makes it possible 
for them to operate without a de­
ficit. In Manchester, the low rates 
and slow payments by patients 
makes it obligatory for the Memor­
ial hospital to raise money annual­
ly by puJjlic supscription. The aver­
age cost per capita for patients 
each day at the local hospital- is 
$5.43. Many of the patients are 
charged a much reduced fee, be­
cause of their financial circum­
stances. Ward patients ordinarily 
pay but $2.25 per day.

The jury filed up the same stair­
way which Hickman had used in 
entering and lea'vlng the court.

At 3:30 o’clock the jurors re­
turned to the courtroom and took 
their place in the jury box.

The court spoke: “ Ladies and 
gentlemen, have you reached a ver­
dict?” Almost as one voice the 
jurors answered: “ We have, Your 
Honor.”

The written verdict was handed 
to the judge who read it and hand­
ed it to the clerk of the court to 
be read aloud. Hickman watched 
the clerk with an Impersonal stare.

The Verdict
Facing the jury box, the clerk 

said:
“ . ..and we find the defendant, 

William Edward Hickman, was 
sane.”

This covered the indictment of 
kidnaping. Again the verdict was 
repeated, this time for the killing 
of Marion Parker.

Alfred Hickman slumped down 
in his chair. But William Edward 
Hickman maintained his Immobile 
attitude. His glance swerved from 
the clerk to the judge, who thank­
ed the jurors, dismissed them and 
announced he would pass sentence 

’ Saturday.
“ What did you think of the ver­

dict?” Hickman was asked.
“ The state won— by a neck,” he 

grinned.
Hickman’s arraignment for sen­

tence is scheduled for 9:30 a. m., 
Saturday.

On the basis of the jury verdict, 
one of two sentences may be pro­
nounced: death by hanging or life 
imprisonment.

Indications were that the state of 
California will exact the extreme 
penalty for Hickman’s crime.

IS GIVEN HER DIVORCE

Former Elsie Moore, of Green­
wich is Also Given Custody 
Of Three Children*

Bridgeport, Conn., Feb. 10.—  
Elsie Moore, Duchess of Torlonla, 
was today granted a divorce from 
her noble husband who is a resi­
dent of Italy. Judge John R. Booth, 
of Danbury, signed the decree 
which was Issued here today and 
which beside granting the divorce 
gl’ves Elsie Moore the custody of 
thjee children. The ground for the 
divorce was misconduct. . '

Trial of the Torlonia divorce ac­
tion during the fall was a sensa­
tional affair by reason of testimony 
introduced by the duchess through 
witnesses who came here from Italy 
and through depositions secured by 
the United States Counsel at Rome. 
The duke contested the action on 
the ground that the Duchess of 
Torlonia was subject only to the 
laws of Italy. The duke’s attorneys 
attempted to show that the duchess 
was in the United State Illegally, 
that she was not a citizen of the 
United States, and that she was 
without standing in'the courts here.

YOUNG O’NEIL FIjEES

IN NEW DEVICES
Washlngton.-r-Remarkable pro­

gress is being made through scien­
tific research in the development of 
new safety dev'ces for airplanes, 
according to Dr. Joseph S. Ames, 
chairman of the National Advisory 
Committee for Aeronautics.

Achievements of the past year 
have exceeded the committee’s 
hopes and there is likelihood of 
fresh discoveries in the near future, 
he declared in a report to Con­
gress.

Among the Important develop­
ments listed by. Ames are:

The slotted wing developed by 
Handley-Page, the British Inventor, 
which American scientists are seek­
ing to Improve.

Discovery of the cause of “ flat 
spins” and changes in airplane de­
signs which will eliminate this 
cause of many disasters.

Invention of a new aluminum al­
loy, called “ Alclad,” which may be 
used on a new all-metal dirigible 
for the Navy.

New Designs
Research in the field of seaplane 

pontoons, which may lead to the 
design of a new and much lighter 
pontoon.

Proving feasibility of building 
top airplane wing in two pieces, to 
greatly increase the visibility of the 
aviator and Increase safety factors.

Already American experts have 
made experiments which lead them 
to believe that, the Handley-Page 
slot will be perfected to a point 

iWhere it .will prevent many plane 
'*aeeid€nt8,''Dr.'' Ames said.

This slot, which consists of a 
mgtal cap fitting over the leading 
edge of an airplane wing, is push­
ed away to change the force of air 
currents and greatly Increase the 
lifting power of planes. Experi­
ments are now being conducted at 
Langley Field, 'Va. to achieve bet­
ter results by putting holes in the 
wing Itself.

After long experiments, he said, 
experts found that “ flat spins” 
could be prevented by the simple 
device of staggering the wings of 
biplanes. Many aviators have lost 
their lives because their planes, in 
a dive or near the ground would 
simply go into a verticle whirl and 
crash. The experiments also show­
ed, Dr. Ames said, that a mono-: 
plane is much less liable to go into 
a pin.

The new metal which may be 
used on the Navy’s proposed all- 
metal dirigible was developed after 
difficulties were encountered in the 
use of duralumin, which was found 
subject to corrosion. The new metal 
is made by dipping duralumin into 
pure aluminum and rolling it. A 
thin skin of pure aluminum is left 
on the outside, Dr. Ames explains.

The frequently suggested meth­
ods Of' f&Wiit^', airp’lanei “ fool 
proof” are of little interest to the 
government scientists. They are the 
landing of an. airplane by parachute 
and the helicopter, to make possi­
ble verticle ascent and descent.

■While the parachute scheme has 
been proved possible, it is not prac­
tical, Dr. Ames said. The parachute 
required is so heavy that it des­
troys and greatly limits the load an 
airplane can carry, he said.

Stating that the tendency of air­
plane engineering Is in' the direc-. 
tion of quick rising and quick stop­
ping planes. Dr. Ames said that 
that one American corporation Is 
experimenting with the helicopter 
and has great hopes of success. The 
helicopje^, , h  ̂ ,sal,d,, may replace 
the captive balloon in future war­
fare.

The national committee, he said, 
is continuing its investigations in­
to the possibilities of developing an 
oil-burning airplane engine. The 
chief difficulty, he said, is the in­
jection of oil into the cylinders.

ON MEXICAN REPORT
Mexico City, Feb. 10.— DwiglU 

W. Morrow, the United States am­
bassador, today refused to confirm 
or deny that he is acting or has 
agreed to act as mediator in the dis­
pute between the state and tho 
Catholic church over the new na­
tional religious laws.

It was reported in Catholic cir- ' 
cles that AmbassadiOr Morrow had 
used his influence with president 
Callee to have the latter receive in 
audience the Rev. Father John Jv 
Burke, of Washington, as van emis­
sary from the 'Vatican to try and ar-’ 
range a compromise.

It is persistently reported , that 
the initiative to have Rev. Father 
Burke come here originated with 
Charles B. Warren and John 13. 
Payne, who represented the United 
States in the "amity conterence'’ 
held here five years ago.

It was stated that the Vatican 
would agree to an order for re­
sumption of church ser'vic‘'3 
throughout Mexico if th,e Mexican 
government will modify the presi­
dential decree of July 2, 1925, mak­
ing it say that only priests in charge 
of church edifices must regist.ir 
with the municipal authorities be­
fore they may conduct services.

Mrs, 'Snyder was 
deeded to her on Dec 3, 1927, and 
also that she was named the sole 
beneficiary of her daughter’s two 
insurance policies, one Tor $1,000 
and the second for $2,000.

Snyder’s 11-year-old daughter, Lor­
raine- This is to be used at the dis­
cretion of the child’s lawyer to pro­
vide an education for her.

Chlcag'o.— All Ben Deb, who was 
a sheik— and a real one— long be­
fore the American movies and slang 
popularized the Arab, Is dying here.

From the hot sands of the Al­
gerian deserts All Ben Deb came 
to this country In 1861 and for 
^uany. years was a featured rider 
with Barnum and Bailey’s circus 
and later Rlngling Brothers’ circus. 
He amazed audiences by his fiery 
escapaTies of horsemanship hereto­
fore never seen In America. He 
was the “ Lindbergh of the Sawdust 
Circle.”

At the height of his career the 
sheik married La Belle Fatima, a 
vlreus dattcer of famd. The couple 
lad one son who served valiantly In 
:hp. World War, receiving several 
riiatlons for bravery, and who af­
terwards died in America as the 
icsult of injuries and illness re- 
ct.ivecl in the battles.

.Stuck to Saddle
. î li Be« Deb stuck to his saddle 

ibrougbout the advancing years. 
Veteran circus men shook their 
licad̂ s and urged the white bearded 
.\lberian to forsake the tanbark 
laurels for a more easy going exist­
ence. But All Ben Deb refused.

At an age when many men en­
joyed an occasional nine-hole game 
OL' golf, All Ben Deb mounted his 
wild horse and tore around the cir­
cus tent with all the vigor of youth. 
He was then 60 years old.

La Belle Fatima, whose limbs 
had long since lost their agility, ac­
companied him to,.-the circus tents 
cve^y night. The old sheik once 
confided to an acrobat that with­
out La Belle Fatima he could never 
carjy on. Then came a damp Fall in 
1913 with pneumonia weather. La 
Belle Fatima fell ill and died be- 
;ore the Christmas holidays.

Spring came and All Ben Deb re­
ported for duty at the circus. Some­
thing was gone from his fiery 
tnakeup. Managers told him he had 
better quit the game but Ali Ben 
Deb" was adamant.

Waits h .Spring
The brass band flared into the 

slieik's motif end Ali Ben Deb leap­
ed into the eaddle. Half way round 
the ring he fell. Ali Ben Deb has 
not ridden a horse since.

Up to a few weeks ago he eked 
out a living— a bare existence— by 
keeping a rooming house for show 
people -u Wabash Avenue, Chicago. 
He was surrounded by those who 
loved the circus like he did and who 
knew' his La Bel  ̂ Fatima.

A few weeks ago Ali Ben Deb, 
now 82 years old, became ill. He 
was taken to the County Hospital. 
His physician, Dr. William Bradley, 
holds little hope for the recovery 
of £he .aged sheiK.. But Ali Ben Deb 
tolil Dr. Bradley he had only one 
more w ish-^o live until Spring­
time— untir tlrfe circus comes bac.-c 
to town— to see thj wild riders and 
liear the brass band and smell the 
sawdust once before he dies.

SEEK HOOKEY FRANCHISE 
Hockey enthusiasts in Cleveland,

hockey franchise for their city .

London.— Frederick R. Burrow, 
who presides over the Wimbledon 
championships, and is regarded as 
the chief of referees and handlcap- 
pera In England, has been compiling 
a ranking list of British players.

He bases it on the general play 
of 1927, on grass, hard and covered 
courts; and both tournament and 
match play are taken Into account.

Until the British Lawn Tennis 
Association chooses to compile a 
ranking list of its own, that of Mr.- 
Burrow can be taken as authorita­
tive and practically official.

He gives the list of the first ten 
men as:

J. C. Gregory.
H. W. Austin.

Many Are Young
Of these, Higgs, Greig, Gregory, 

Austin, Kingsley, Lester and 
Sharpe are all very young; Austin 
and Leater are barely twenty, and 
Gregory and Kingsley are scarce­
ly older.

The extraordinary fact about 
Higgs being placed at the head of 
the list is that, last year, he was 
ranked by Mr. Burrow as seven­
teenth! But there is no doubt he 
justifies his present position. At 
Wimbledon last year, he only went 
down to Borotra of France in a 
five set match. He beat Francis T. 
Hunter, Colonel H. G. Mayes of 
Canada and H. George of France, 
and, in Davis cup matches he beat

garell and Worm, of Sweden, and 
almstrom of Denmark. After 
the first month of the season he 

was not beaten by any home player. 
Hope For Good Showing 

Greig remains, as last year, 
rightly second on the list. Busi­
ness prevented him playing a great 
deal, and Gregory, the third man, 
was almost entirely absorbed by 
medical studies. Kingsley, who 
drops from third to sixth place, was

handicap throughout by sickness. 
Austin will never be strong enough 
for high-class competitive play, al­
though he has, probably, finer ten­
nis ability than any player England 
has thrown up in the past twenty 
years.

Consequently, in the near future, 
England must look to Higgs, Greig, 
Gregory, Kahgsley and Sharpe. 
Tennis fans believe this quintet 
will make a better showing for 
England in 1928 than has been 
made since the war.

Washington.— Visions of a modi­
fied sort of Canadian empire on 
this hemisphere have recently 
arisen among governmental leaders 
of the Dominion, according to au- 
thorative Informatim reaching 
here. A well-defined plan to extend 
Canadian Influence in North Ameri­
ca, and particularly in the Carib­
bean region. Is being worked out 
and the first steps In that direction 
have already been taken.

Officials of the United States 
Government are “ interested” al­
though they see In the Canadian 
scheme no suggestion of a threat 
to the hegemony of this country 
with respect to Latin America. 
Nevertheless the United States 
would not be overly pleased to have 
Canada to win over a considerable 
proportion of Latin American trade, 
which appears to be the ultimate 
objective of the Dominion plan.

Steamship Lines
As an opener the Ottawa Govern­

ment has established a steamship 
line that is now operating between 
Halifax, N. S., and West Indian and 
Central American ports. This line 
is government-controlled, if not 
government-owned.

Later, officials of the Canadian 
National Railways discussed with 
members of the Calles Administra­
tion in Mexico plans for rehabilita­
ting and expanding the railway 
system of that country. The Cana­
dians, it is understood here, offer­
ed to lend expert advice and assis­
tance in this project.

Topping off these preliminary 
moves, F. C. T. O’Hara, undersec­
retary of commerce in the Ottawa 
Cabinet, made an extended tour of 
Caribbean region this autumn, 
gathering .trade statistics and dis­
cussing with government officials 
the prospects of stimulating Cana­
dian commerce in that area. O’Hara 
visited all the countries in the 
Caribbean and in Central America 
as well as Colombia and Venezuela.

England Pleased
He passed through Mexico on his 

homeward journey and there talked 
over the idea of extending the 
service of the Halifax-Caribbean 
steamship line to Mexican ports. 
He also proposed a similar line to 
run between Western Canada and 
Mexican Pacific ports.

In line with this trade develop­
ment Canada hopes to establish 
closer governmental relations with 
British possessions on this hemis­
phere. The Mackenzie-King Gov­
ernment has proposed that British 
Honduras in Central America be 
placed under the direct guidance of 
Ottawa instead of being adminis­
tered from England as at present. 
This' liaison would in time be ex­
tended to other crown colonies. 
London, it is reported, is in Hull 
harmony with this plan.

OUT OF ‘RACKET’ 

INTO POLITICS
Chicago.— "Scarface Al” Capone, 

as picturesque a character as ever 
graced the pages of a dime thriller, 
wants to quit his $750,000,000 a 
year booze, vice and gambling
racket to become a politician.

“ Scarface” made known his latest 
desires during a recent interview 
here In which he discussed, as do 
all prominent persons given to dis­
cussing, the prohibition question, 
the foreign policy, presidential can­
didates, and Colonel Charles A. 
Lindbergh’s latest hop. •

" I ’m tired of the racket," Capone 
said tersely. “ It’s too much work. 
I like money and, in fact, I need 
money. I think, therefore, I shall 
become a politician.”

No Reflection
Asked if his statement reflected 

upon the honesty and integrity of 
city officials, "Scarface” was vol­
uble in his denials.

"Not at all, not at all. A city 
official may be honest, to be sure, 
but whether they are or not is an­
other question.”

“ In the first place, continued the 
famous Chicago gang leader, “ I 
have a reputation. It’s not so good, 
of course, but I’m well known by 
lots of people and I think my repu­
tation is no worse than some guys 
[ can name who nowv have city 
titles.

Has A Following
“ Then, too, confidentially, I have 

a pretty good following. They all 
make votes for me. I’m reformed, 
get me? I ain’t the bad man any 
more. There’s too many suckers in 
this world, I’ve learned, to be a 
bad man. A guy can be good, honest 
and up right and still make the 
bucks.

“ I have made arrangements to 
throw over the racket and place it 
In the hands of my subordinates. 
iVow I’m going to turn over a new 
leaf for the New Year and quit the

gang but still keep a friendly In­
terest for them.”

Capone was reticent as to what 
branch of politics he contemplated 
entering.

"That’ll all come out in the 
wash,”  he said. “ I’ve got guys pull­
ing for me already. I’m going to 
show the world that a reformed 
man can make the grade and be a 
public official. Yep, I’ve got a slush 
fund if it’s needed.

HARVARD MEN STUDY 
DESERTED MINES IN 

U. S. AND MEXICO
Cambridge, Mass.— Harvard men 

will explore some of the oldest and 
deepest mines of the new hemis­
phere during the coming summer 
in the interests of science.

Professor D- H. McLaughlin, ac­
companied by two students from 
the Department of Geology, will 
leave here at the close of classes in 
June and set out for the Sierra Ma- 
dre Mountains in Mexico. The trip 

I will occupy three months time.
! It Is the plan of Professor Mc- 
I Laughlin to explore the depths of 
I several of the ancient gold and sil­
ver mines.

He expects to confine his explo- 
I rations to the Sinoloa region, which 
is near Durango. Little geologic 
work has ever been done in this 
region because of the great diver­
sity of relief which makes the 
mountains practically inaccessible.

The last exploring expedition to 
this region was started over fifty 
years ago.'

The mines in the Durango region 
have been standing idle for decades, 
many of them flooded.

It is the hope of Professor Mc­
Laughlin that a result of the ex­
pedition will be the re-opening of 
the mines as a profitable' venture, 
aided by the scientific knowledge 
acquired by the party.

More than 65 per cent of the 
passengers who cross the Atlantic 
to see Europe are women, many 
of them elderly.

ROYAL FAMILY 
PAYSAPROFIT 

INTO TREASURY
London.— The British Monarchy 

has' been put upon a paying basis. 
Although costing more than three 
million dollars a year, it Is earning 
its way, besides rendering a profit 
to the Treasury of something over 
a million dollars annually.

This has come to pass through 
the surrender to Parliament of 
hereditary lands owned by the 
Crown, such national acquisitions 
having now become so extensive 
that the revenues derived from 
them have become more than suf­
ficient to provide for the personal 
needs of the Royal Family and to 
support the ^dignity of the Crown 
arfti the Royal Household without 
calling for any contributions from 
the taxpayers. It is stated that 
there is no parallel for this in any 
country in the world.

The surrender of the Crown 
lands started with George III, and 
it was partly due to the large mili­
tary and naval expenditures con­
sequent to the American Revolu­
tion that Parliament undertook to

regularize the hitherto haphazard 
methods by which provision was 
made for the support of the Sover­
eignty and the spending powers of 
the Crown were limited.

Gave Up Lands
The King gave up his hertitary 

lands and in return was granted a 
fixed sum for his expenses and to 
maintain his household. At that 
time the Crown land revenues were 
not sufficient to cover the Civil 
List, as the Royal allowance is call­
ed, but subsequent additions to the 
lands and increasing values through 
the years have now made it possi­
ble for the Government to derive 
more revenue from them than is 
needed for the support of the Royal 
Family.

At the beginning of the century 
the annual income from the Crown 
lands was $2,250,000. In the last 
financial year it had increased to 
$4,750,000, and after all expenses 
Of administration and maintenance 
had been paid, nearly five million 
dollars remained to meet the Civil 
List, which in that year was a 
little over three million dollars. 
The balance goes into the Treasury 
to the profit of the nation, and as 
the revenues from the Crown Lands 
are expected to keep on increasing 
year by year, it may .'be assumed 

\ that the financial future of the 
I British Monarchy is well assured 
I without dipping into the Exchequer 
I as was the custom of' former days.
1 At the present time, the King’s

Privy Purse-^tKat Is,' .tKe'aum^he' 
receives for his personal uses, 
amounts to ,$550,000 a year. In ad­
dition to this be receives $629,000 
for the salaries of members and 
servants of the Royal Household: 
$963,000 for household expenses, 
divided between Buckingham Pal­
ace, Windsor Castle, Balmoral 
Castle and York Cottage at Sand­
ringham; $100,'»00 for woiks and 
repairs to various reside $66.- 
000 for alms and bounties: and a 
sum of $40,003 for v;hich no direct 
appropriation is made.

The Prince of W. l̂es is separate­
ly provided for, receiving the 
revenues of. the Duchy of Cornwall, 
amounting to about. ''.333,000 n 
year. If and when the Heir Appar­
ent marries, the Princess of Wales 
will receive $50,000 a year, which 
would be increased to $150,00.0 in 
the event that she survived the 
Prince.

Other m e m b e rs .r  of the Royal 
Family receiving annuities from the 
Civil List include; the Duke of 
York, $125,000: the Duke of Con­
naught, $125,000; Prince Henry, 
$50,000; Prince George, $50,000; 
Princess Mary, Viscountess Las- 

I  celles, $30,000; Princess Beatrice, 
$30,000; Princess Louise, $30,000.

Nearly all members of the Royal 
Family have some private means, 
these being merely the amounts 
they are granted by Parliament. •

NEW RATE WAR DUE 
IN ATLANTIC SHIPPING

Liverpool, Eng.— Possibility of 
a new rate war between the North 
Atlantic steamship lines is being 
discussed here following the action 
of the Canadian Pacific Steamship 
Company in giying notice of their 
intention to withdraw from the 
North Atlantic Passenger Confer­
ence, which fixes rates on a com­
mon basis.

During the r^te war of twenty 
years ago, which- led to the forma­
tion of the Atlantic Conference, 
passengers travelled to the United 
States for $6.

Fifty-three per cent of the Cana­
dian traffic, it is estimated, is held 
by the Canadian Pacific Company, 
and the provision of third class 
tourist cabin vessels_by the White 
Star' and Cunard companies has 
intensified the competition.

HICKiMAX VERDICT
The California jury, that sat In 

Judgment on the question of Edward 
Hickman, atrocious murderer of a 
little girl, placed a worthy valua­
tion on the testimony of the psy­
chiatric quacks who, by the making 
of phrases and the employment of 
mumbo-jumbo terms, sought to con­
fuse the minds of the men and 
women of the jury as to the respon­
sibility of the cruelest killer the 
Pacific coast has ever known.

It would have been a great and 
terrible crime against society , to 
have permitted this unspeakable 
young scoundrel to have escaped the 
penalty of his deeds through the 
avenue of a more or less brief stay 
in an asylum for the insane; but 
so many other murderers have been 

, permitted to laugh at the law 
through the agency of these same 
quack alienists that there would 
have been infinitely less of surprise 
than of chagrin on the part of the 
pubic had this latest attempt suc­
ceeded.

That Hickman is a monster no­
body will deny. But it is in default 
of any other protection against 
monsters that the law provides for 
their elimination by the rope or the 
electric chair, or by their imprison­
ment forever. Irresponsible lunacy 
will always, no doubt, be an ade­
quate defense for killers. Probably 
not one person in ten thousand 
would liave it otherwise. But in the 
Hickman case a stout bow has been 
struck at the pleading of extraordi­
narily wicked propensities as the 
reason why the criminal should not 
be punished. ^

The California jury, at least, has 
shown that it^wail*m'ltde"^p of pfei>’ 
sons of sound mind. Which is more 
than can be said for some other 
juries in strikingly similar cases.

should be asserted that to demand 
an "adequate”  navy while disavow­
ing any thought of a "competitive” 
navy Is like talking about an empty 
bottle of champagne, brightly-light­
ed (darkness, or any' other utterly 
contradictory impossibility.

How can a navy be "adequate” if 
it is not the result of competition 
with the next navy in strength? 
What yardstick exists for adequacy 
if it is not provided by some other 
navy? Are we to njeasure the use­
fulness of a'navy, by comparing it 
with some other nation’s /supply of 
confetti or the number of automo­
bile’s on that nation’s highways? 
Navy measures against navy as in­
fallibly as the lifting power of a 
crane measures against the load, or 
the speed of a racehorse against the 
speed of Other racehorses.

If the American people want to 
build a niavy capable of wiping the 
British navy from the seas, and pay 
for its building and its maintenance, 
theu'we are perfectly free to agree 
that there’ is no moral law to keep 
them from doing so. But we have 
insisted from the beginning of this 
discussion that it is unfair to trick 
them into it by phrase-making and 
by an extremely dubious denial that 
competition is competitive. And we 
still so insist.

When a nation builds a great 
navy it is not true that war is un­
thinkable, The navy is built be­
cause the nation is thinking about 
war and for no other reason on 
earth.

BEYOND THE STARS

LOST CUSTOMERS
In casting about for the causes 

of the easing down of general busi­
ness which has resulted in some in­
crease in the amount of unemploy­
ment in the last six months, it is 
probable that too little attention is 
given to the situation of the people 
in the immense region affected by 
the Mississippi River floods, ;

The number of actual refugees in 
that greatest of peace-time castas- 
trophes was given at the time as 
some seven hundred thousand, six 
hundred thousand of whom had to 
be given immediate assistance.

Not only were these seven hun­
dred thousand persons withdrawn 
temporarily from the position of 
purchasers of a^^ything but the 
barest necessities of life, but their 
impoverishment necessarily must 
have reacted seriously to the detri­
ment of general business in all the 
affected states. The whole of the 
lower Mississippi Valley was, to a 
very considerable degree, impover­
ished by the floods. The loss of half 
a million bales of cotton out of the 
annual crop of the region, to say 
nothing of the impossibility of get­
ting crops of other kinds, alone 
cuts a not unimportant figure in the 
financial stress of the territory.

In other words, several millions 
of persons in the Mississippi Valley 
have been out of the market for 
manufactured goods except of such 
sorts as were Imperatively needed 
In the rehabilitation. That such a 
number of the country’s customers 
can be lost for an entire year with­
out being missed it isn’t reasonable 
to suppose.

It is not our theory that the 
Mississippi floods account for all 
the slackening in commodity de­
mand that has taken place, but they 
probably do account for a good 
deal more of it than is generally 
realized.

TREATIES
An American of a sporting turn, 

or even a Wall street trader, would 
not be likely to be greatly impressed 
by the language of the Francor 
American atbltfatfon treaty signed 
at Washington Monday and made 
public on Wednesday, Such a per­
son would be likely to get the im­
pression that it was a pretty cagey 
document, more useful as a gesture 
than as a contract.

We have tried to think of some 
imaginable dispute between the 
United States and France which 
could be gotten into arbitrament 
under this treaty if either party 
sought an excuse, under the treaty 
itself, for declining to arbitrate; 
and so far no such dispute has sug­
gested Itself,

Treaties can be too smart. Al­
most all of them are. They will be­
come a better contribution to the 
peace of the world when they take 
no more of the quality of the sale of 
a thousand shares of stock at a post 
on a stock exchange, or of the mak­
ing of a bet at a race track— by the 
holding up of a finger or the nod of 
a head, boldly involving the honor 
of l^e |^ade|jOr the^ambler, ^^d 
freed o f  all the tripe of too-clever

The kind of diplomacy that prides 
itself on drawing a bomb proof 
treaty, in which each side copper- 
fastens and triple-nails its own ad­
vantages, isn’t the kind of diplo­
macy that will ever make an end of 
wars. If we do, some time, reach a 
stage where disputes wdll be set­
tled w'ithout recourse to arms it 
will be when national courage of a 
sporting kind has displaced the 
cowardice of the traditional treaty 
maker.

SWEDENBORG, famouB Swedlah myatlc, .^ho believed that provi­
dence had opened to him the 4iecrets of life, death, heaven and 

hell, was "perfectly sane,” according to a New York psychologist.
The psychologist was given 81.000 to study Swedenborg’s writings 

for ,a year and answer the question, "Was he crasy?” His study com­
pleted, he answers that he can find no indication that Swedenborg was 
anything but rational. \

But probably some people will remain tmgpnvlnced. The border­
land between genius and insanity is tfiiadowy, at best; and when a man 
tells us that all the prizes of this world have been shown to Min, in :i 
vision, as mere tinsel frippery, and that the only realities are the un­
seen forces of the land beyond the stars, we are apt to brand him as 
insane and ignore him.

That is the falft of seers and mystics.
Swedenborg, who was born in Stockholm late in the 17th century, 

grew up as a matter-of-fact scientist— an extremely level-headed and 
advanced scientist, for that day. He was a civil engineer, an Inventor, 
a mathematician; until he reached middle life there was nothing to in­
dicate he would be anythipg else.

But as he drew near to old age he began to see visions. As a 
biographer put it, "Heaven was opened unto him;” like John on 
PatmoB, he believed that he saw skies rolled up as a scroll, and 
discerned the hidden secrets of the universe. So he turned to 
writing. Without exactly Intending to, he founded a new sect, almost 
a new religion; and, 160 years after his death, a psychologist was paid 
$1,000 to see if he had not, after all, been just crazy.

And that— to be considered insane— is the fate of all dreamers. We 
place a high value on conformity. We are so everlastingly convinced 
that we have at last reduced the universe to the harness of our shiny 
machinery, that we suspect the sanity of anyone who doubts us. ,Hav­
ing dissipated the more 'extravagant fears and superstitions of our 
fathers, we conclude that we know all there is to know. We have 
measured and charted creation; and woe to anyond who dares dis­
pute us.

But we fall to convince the dre amer. He must forever be dissatis­
fied with our "progress,”  “ prosperity”  and "enlightenment” ; he must 
forever refuse to accept our valuations, but must' pry up the edges of 
the world and look behind, seeking something fairer and more mean­
ingful in the background.

Today— in this year of progress 1928— we need such dreamers more 
than ever. We have built so many factories and banks and skyscrap­
ers and railroads that we have lost sight of life. Our sky is so black 
with smoke that we cannot see the sunrise or the stars. We are so 
hoarse ^yith Shouting that we cannot sing.

So we ’tfeed a dreamer— a seer, in the old language; one who will 
tell us that life is still a mystery, shrouded in everlasting darkness, 
but penetrated by gleams of radiance from another world, and made 
comfortable, now and then, by echoes of distant laughter and far-off 
trumpet calls from the bugles of the ever-marching army of the sons 
ofU ght.;

the American newspaper world, 
who died recently full of years and 
honors, left an estate of $£,000.

There is even a “ home for stray 
dogs and cats’" where, if the own­
er falls to appear, new homes are 
found. Each year wandering purps 
and kittens to the number of sev­
eral thousand are given homes.

With gas filling stations 
cluttering up every other corner in 
the interest of the passing automo­
bile, some were inclined to forget 
that horses get thirsty now and 
then and that hot New York days 
ate a bit hard on the old plodders.

Wood screws manufactured by Connecticut factories during 
1925 were valued at $(5,225,155. or 39.3% of the total for all, 
states, which amounted to $15,835,610. During 1914 Connec­
ticut’s output was valued at $2,842,798. or 45,7% of the total 
for all United States factories. More than 2.000 wage earners 
were employed by wood screw plants during 1925, Their wages 
amounted to $2,049,358.

Ohio and Pennsylvania outranked Connecticut in the value of 
metalrworking machinery produced during 1925. Ohio’s out­
put was worth $42,329,449 and Pennsylvania’s $18,370,513. 
Connecticut’s product in this Industry was valued at $16,447,- 
819, and Massachusetts’ at $16,469,359, New York state was 
fifth with a product valued at, $14,796,208.

The instruction season will soon 
be at hand. Thqre will he primaries 
which, history shows, have yet to 
decide a nomination, and there will 
be state conventions, which will be 
considerably more important.

In both of them, it appears, the 
politicians will be working the old 
favorite son and uninstructed dele­
gation game as hard as ever. This 
applies to both parties  ̂ but at:f the 
moment one is forced to suspect 
that that method will provide more 
nourishment for the politicians who 
hope to stop Hoover than for those 
who want to stop Smith. The situa­
tion also holds considerably more 
comfort for those who have Vice 
President Dawes on their minds 
than for those Democrats who 
would pass the ball to Reed or 
Woolen or someone else like Owen 
Young.

As far as tho Republicans are- 
concerned, Massachusetts is up in 
the air.

London. —  Lieutenant General 
Wilhelm Groener, a soldier by long 
career and training, has been made 
G€rmffii Minister of Defense. And 
all the political parties of the RigLt 
who seemfngly ou|Cht to rejoice that 
a Junker is td. direct the Reichs* 
wehr, are sore, while the parties 
ot the Left, who seemingly ought 
to be sore, are rejoicing.

It’s all part of the mad political 
hodge-podge that is Germany *oday, 
slowly struggling to become a firm­
ly established republic, mehacel 
more by enemies within than witn- 
out.

A Vital Job
In a efountry like , the Unite I 

State it is not considered a mat­
ter of vital Importance who is nam­
ed Secretary of War. But it is of 
the highest Importance to Germany. 
That nation under the Treaty of 
Versailles is allowed a national 
army of only lOO,ODO men— che 
Reichswehr. As the only armea 
force, it is of vital moment w hethf 
it be given a twist towards the 
Right, favorable to restoration of 
the monarchy, or a twict to the 
Left, favoring maintaining the Re­
public.

Eight years ago Otto Gessler was 
named Minister of Defense. He was 
credited with being a Democrat. He 
was a civilian. He promised great 
things to soothe a Germany still ex­
cited over the abortive Kapp 
‘ putsch,”  wETch sought to over­
throw the lepublic. he spoke of a 
democratic army whose leaders 
would stand oy the constitution.

Say -xe Forgot
But the republicans of Germany 

charge that Gessler fulfilled none 
of his fair promises. He held on un­
der all kinds of governments, and 
was said to be a sort of fair-haired 
boy with the 1'onarchicts and Jun- 
Icers. He often was under attack. 
Finally he resigned.

At once a ^sjiendous Intrigue 
was started aajio who should fill 
the vacant place. The Nationalists, 
who are militarists to the core, sud­
denly discovered an objection to a 
professional soldier being Minister 
of Defense when that soldier hap­
pened to be Groener. While Chan­
cellor Marx was still wobbling, grini 
old President Hindenourg suddenly 
injected himself into the situation. 
He has this right under the consti­
tution.

Hindenjburg insisted that Groo- 
ner be n^Sed without further ado. 
It was one more case where the 
old German hero disappointed the 
trouble makers, and acted for all 
the German people instead of play­
ing the monarchist C'.me .

Hope Great Thing.s
The Democrats, towards whom 

Groener is said to lean, are satisi- 
lied. The powerful Socialist party 
also praised the appointment. It is 
not too much to say that all the 
friends of the republic are hopin';

In a recently issued bulletin, it 
is said that the caloric value of the 
pineapple is not high, that the 
fruit sugar present is not fattenihg 
and that the pineapple therefore Is 
a valuable substance in a reducing 
diet. In contrast with these state­
ments, the reader may consider the

advertising involves the use of free 
newspaper apace obtained by astute 
publicity agents for what is pre­
sumably educational or news mat­
ter, instead of the purchase of ad­
vertising space for what is actually 
promotional material.

An organization in New York 
City sends regularly to newspaper 
editors some bulletins about pine­
apple, with the idea that the ma­
terial will be printed to educate 
the housewife.

It usually contains statements 
as to the value of pineapple as a 
food, some other information as 
to the availability of pineapple, and 
a few recipes.

If such publicity material were 
invariably accurate, there could be 
little quarrel with it even though 
it is actually planned for salesman­
ship purposes. However, accuracy 
does not seem to be a prime object 
jpf the jgemoter.a;^ - ‘ ' s» ♦ ■A?

ing the pineapple.
Eight and two-tenths ounces of 

pineapple supply 3.7 calories in 
protein, 6.3 in fat, 90 in carbohy­
drates It compares therefore with 
dried currants, apples, raisins and 
oranges. Pineapple juice is rich In 
vitamin C to the amount of 70 as 
compared with 100 for oranges. 
Fresh pineapple requires 232 
grams to furnish 100 calories; can­
ned pineapple, 65 grams to furnish 
100 calories.

Thus fresh pineapple compares 
closely with oranges, peaches and 
similar fruits. The canned pine­
apple is comparable to sweet pota­
toes and various meats in caloric 
value. The pineapple supplies the 
same amount of iron as lemons and 
onions, about the same amount of 
calcium as peaches and oranges, 
the same amount of phosphorus as

RUBBER REPLACES
SPRINGS ON AUTO

London, Feb. 10.— A pleasure 
trip over the roughest country 
road, chuck holes at every six feet, 
miniature mountains and valleys 
and nai-y a bounce or Jolt, In an 
auto without springs!

The latest Invention of W. Law- 
so.n Adams, British «ngineer, a set 
o f two steel discs enclosing a rub­
ber cushion, It Is claimed will make 
such a trip possible.

This device has one steel disc 
mounted on the frame of the auto­
mobile. Another disc similar to the 
first is connected to the end of 
the axle by a heavy steel arm. Both 
discs are toothed, the teeth mesh­
ing into similar teeth on a soft 
rubber cushion which fits in be­
tween the two discs when they are 
bolted together.

GOES TO SMITHSONIAN

GAS BUGGIES— No News Is Good News— Amy

Washington.— The “ San Francis­
co,’ ’ veteran amphibian aeroplane 
of 40,000 miles all-weather flying, 
which visited as part of the United 
States’ “ Good Will’ ’ expedition to 
South America every country in the 
Western hemisphere, has been pre­
sented to the Smithsonian Institu­
tion. The plane was given into the 
custody of the institute by the War 
Department just one year after i t  
began its historic fliglit? 
south.

The “ San Francisco,’ ’ represent­
ing the first .successful amphibian 
plane constructed; will "take its 
place in aristocratic company in the 
Smithsonian. Orville Wright’s his­
toric plane is there, and many oth­
ers which h^ve -made aeronautical 
history. In time this chamber of im­
mortality will come the “ Spirit of 
St. Louis,’ ’ which carried Colonel 
Charles Lindbergh from New York 
to Paris.

Major Herbert A. Dargue, leader 
of thp South American air expedi­
tion, turned the plane over to the 
Smithsonian. He described the “ Saq 
Francisco'^ as a plane with a his­
tory, recounting its narrow escape 
from destrueijon oft the coast of 
Uruguay;‘-wtien i pilot succeeded 
in starting a,, balky motor ju stj 
time to prevent Its being ‘ 
on the rocks. ‘

“ We shall treasure this plane 
among the many others which we 
preserve,” acting Secretary Charles 
G. Abbott of the o.mlthsonian said 
in accepting the “ San Francisco.”

“ I am mindful of the excellent 
mission of good will to our neigh­
bor republics of Latin American in 
which this plane led the -yyay. May 
that good will, so gallantly promot­
ed, ever continue and grow strong­
er.”

I MAKES NEW AUTO 

TO R U N B YFA N

A REAL PLEASURE

MRS. YOUNG WIFE: Jack, wjll 
you meet mother at the station-and;

Pittaburgh—Here folks is the fu­
ture automobile; it travels 300 
mllefl on a gallon o f  gasoline. It has 
no,gear shift.

It derives the major portion of 
its power from an “ atmospheric” 
motor.

These are the claims made by 
the car’s inventor, Lee Barton Wil­
liams, of this city, who says he 
has spent 21 years and $180,000 
perfecting his model.

Williams’ car, which he calls the 
“ dual system,” is equipped with a 
motorcycle motor, a huge fan, a 
motor-generator, an electric motor 
and storage batteries.

It operates much like the old 
type “ electrics” in vogue years 
ago, and later adopted by many 
women, as their town cars.

The car is started with the two 
cylinder motorcycle motor. When 
it attains a speed of some ten miles 
or more per hour, the fan erected In 
the front end is generating suf­
ficient electricity to enable the 
driver to shut off his motor and 
travel on electric energy alone.

Model Is Crude
In this manner, the faster the 

car is driven, the more power is 
generated, and it will take Jillls 

'Hlle -according to-WtiJiams.
Of course, the present model is a 

crude job— a hatchet and saw job 
as the inventor terms it— but it has 
worked satisfactorily up. and down 
the Allegheny mountain foothills 
near here, and Williams has ap­
plied for a patent.

The “ dual system” has been a 
long time in the progress of perfec­
tion. At first it was almost im­
possible to make the fan generate 
electricity. Years were spent In an 
effort to construct a fan that would 
revolve when the car created a 
pressure against It while traveling.

Williams said a car traveling 40 
miles per hour creates a pressure 
of 10 pounds per square inch of 
surface. Using this as a basis, he 
proceeded to work on a model of a 
fan,j.that would revolve when sub- 
-jeeVeS to the atmospheric pressure. 
4 jAfter . consulting numerous en- 

Wiliiams devised a fan 
that 'v^uld turn In proportion to 
the speed of the car. His next 
problem 4ras to find a means of dis­
posing of the air after It had been 
utilized by the fan. It was found 
necessary to have a fly-wheel to 
supplement the fan.

Use Both Victors
Under the terms of his patent 

applicatl&n. Williams is required to 
use 'both his combustion motor and 
his' electric motor while operating 
his car, but the Invento.r claims he 
will soon turn out a new model 
that can be started by means of a 
small motor, but will operate after 
once set in motion without any 
gasoline.

The new model Williams has In 
mind will have a six or, eight-blade 
fan, Instead of three as at present, 
and two flywheels Instead of one. 
Each contact point will-be encased 
in bearings that will provide the 
least amount of resistance.

Williams, believes he will be able 
‘4(0-' generate^more electricity with 
.the new ib o^ l than he can with 
the present Invention, and 1̂*® sub-

Directly behind the fan will ue 
the motor-generator placed in such 
manner as to be air cooled by the 
rush of atmosphere from the pro­
peller blades.

Ungainly Affair
The steering wheel will be the 

same as that on other cars, only 
a control system similar to that 
used by the street car motorman 
will replace the gasoline and spark 
adjustments on the steering gear.

Under the seats of the car will 
bo storage batteries instead of gas­
oline tanks, and an electric motor 
will be attached to a universal joint 
Immediately In front of the rear 
axle.

There will be a brake drum simU 
lar to that of other automobiles.

Williams is undecided whether 
to install two motors, one in front 
and the other in the rear to operate 
his car. He states that installatkn 
of the two motors would enable 
him to reverse his car easier, 'n 
the present model, he is unable to 
reserve his machine, but Is com­
pelled to push it around by manual 
power.

The car as Williams has now is 
an ungainly looking affair. It has 
been made of crudepleces of lum­
ber and metal, supported on a set 
of Ford axles and wheels. The 
wheels are held together by large 
pieces of timber.

But it works, and Williams says 
now he only needs to start produc­
tion before the car will sell like hot 
cakes.

NEW POLICE METHOD

New Haven, Conn., Feb. 10.— To 
provide quick action in cases in­
volving automobiles, every police 
department in the state is to be 
provided with a complete duplicate 
set of the records kept by the state 
motor vehicle department in Hart­
ford.
