For a time it was feared that the
flames would spread fo the plant
of the New England Gas Company
nearby and to rows of ‘tenement
houses in the district.

Stories of heroism and thought-
fulness were told on every hand to-
day.

IN OLD COIN FIND

Hebron, I'eb, 11.—A large cop-
per cent, 1841, has aroused some
discussion. This coin was found
some years ago by Miss Helen Gil-
bert when an excavation for a
building foundation was going on
in the yard of her Hebron home.
The coin is now in posses-
slon of Mrs. Anne C. Gilbert. The
coin has the usual head of Liberty,
and the mbtto “E pluribus unum,”
on one side. On the other side
appears the slogan, “Millions {for
defense, not one cent for tribute.”
Whether the coin was one actually
used in circulation or was a sort of
memorial coin struck off in cele-
bration of some past event {s a
matter for conjeclure.

The words “One Cent” appear In
the middle of the coin in the usual
place, while the word “not” is
placed in smaller lettering just
above, The rest of the motto,
Millions For Defense' - is written
around the edge of the coin. It
will be recalled that the phrase re-
ferred to came into use in the ad-
ministration of Adams, the second
president of the United States, in
reference fo the celebrated “X, Y.
Z,” papers when demands were
made by the French that this coun-
try should pay tribute to Franee in
reparation for Jay's treaty which
the French considered unfair to
their government, This incident
occurred in 1797. Any enlight-
ment as {o the significance of the
coin would be appreciated by the

POLAND-LITHUANIA
DISPUTE STARTS ANEW

Premier Pilsudski Says That
His Patience is Almost Ex-
hausted Now.

Warsaw, Feb. 11.—Trouble be-
tween Poland and Lithuania over
territorial rights, which seemed on
the way to a settlement at the last
League of Nations meeting at
Geneva, threatened today to break
out anew.

Poland has sent a note to Lithu-
ania through the Riga government
curtly demanding to know whether
Premier Valdejas “intends to fulfill
the promise made at Geneva to
negotiate a settlement of Polish-
Lithuanian differences."

Premier Pilsudski, of Poland, is
reported to have stated in private
conversations that ‘“his patience
with Lithuania is almost exhaust-
ed.”

It is said that adherents of Pre-
mier Pilsudski believes that “fur-
ther procrastinations on the part of
Lithuania would justify military
measures by Poland.”

BRITISH BIRTHS DROP
40,000 IN 4 YEARS;
DEATH RATE IS UP

London.—Births in London and
surrounding industrial center have
dropped over 40,000 within four
years.

This amazniz revelation is given
in the figures of the Registrar-Gen-
eral for 1927, which shows that the
number of births in each quarter
of the past year were conslderably
lower than in 1926, However, the
population in London increased by
4,000, while in the prinecipal cities
it increased mnearly one hundred
thousand.

Both in London and the Great
Cities there has been a steady de-
crease in the birth-rate since 1924,
In that year the figure was 464,
195, while last yvear the number of
birth was only 415,281, The death-
rate in London alone increased by
1,612 in 1927 over the preceding
year. This increase was also no-
ticeable in the Iindustrial cities,
where the figures for last year
we;g. 239,831 against 225,327 in
19 .

It is & singular fact that there has
never been any sympathy between
either the Connecticut Company or
most of its predecessors in the trol-
ley buysiness in thig state and the
people who have ridden on their
cars, It would be a mistake to as-
sume that the lack of good feeling
is an evitable feature of the rela-
tions between any public and any
service. corporation. It iz well re-
membered, for instance, when -the
New Haven railroad was the apple
of their eyes to Connecticut folks.
They were proud of it and loved it,
even when they owned no dollar of
stock in it. And there has been far
more of good will than of i1l will
toward the Southern New England
Telephone Company, ever gince its
inception. But the trolley roads of
old, and their present helr, the Con-
necticut Company,’and the people
have mever loved each other. And
there has heen a reason,

The trolley roads werg born at
a period when it was about the
height of the average promoter's
ambition to gyp the public as clev-
erly, as promptly and as merciless-
ly as possible, They came into be-
ing at a time when there was almost
po such a thing as morality in so-
called ‘“‘big business.” Their origl-
nators seemed to feel it obligatory
pn them to “out-smart’ all creation.
Bo, with a few highly conspicuous
pxceptions, they built their trolley
lines on wind and water, paying for
construction and equipment with
inflated bonds, depending on soak-
Ing the traveling public for income
enough to “take cars of everything”
and pay dividends on bales of free
gtock besides. And from such =&
basis, more or less, without radical
reform, has the trolley business
grown up.

In an age of mechanical develop-
ment greater than ever before
known the trolley, 8o far as physical
Improvement goes, has stood almost
stock still for forty years. It has
permitted the automobile to come
plong from behind, creep up, pass
It and leave it far in the rear; be-
cause there never was any original
papital in the business to amount to
anything and the tfolley business
was engaged in a perpetual scram-
hle to meet {nfiated carrying charges
and occasional dividends on imagin-
ary investments. No money for in-
vention, new equipment, moderni-
zation, to keep a step or two ahead
of the motor vehicle. Always de-
pendence on monopolistic echarter
gights, aid of the law, over-crowding
of worn-out cars, higher fares,

Is there anybody who can doubt
that with the inestimable advantage
of exclusive traction rights amount-
ing to enormous public endowment,
the trolley company of this state
and of the country could not be to-
day in a commanding position if
they had run their business even
as the steam railroads have run
theirs—better roadbeds, better,
more comfortable cars, better sched-
nleg, fairer rates?

Instead of which they have tried
to herd their passengers into dirty,
unattragetive cars belonging to a
past generation, have permitted
their trackage to fall into neglect,
have gouged on fares, have been
prazenly indifferent f{o comfort and
decency in their handling of their
patrons, and-have throughout adopt-
ed by turns a bullying and a whin-
ing attitude toward the publie,

Perhaps the (Connecticut Com-
pany is not an especially great of-
fender. But it is just a trolley com-
peny and suffers from the hgbits
and poing of view of the trolley busi-
ness generally.

Is it any wonder that there is no
great sympathy ‘when the Supreme
Court tells it to pay its debt to

Hartford?

TROUBLED WATERS

If the state of Massachusetts pro-
ceeds any further with {ts scheme
of dlverting the waters of the Ware
and Swift rivers for the Boston
Metropolitan Water Supply, after
the hearing of Friday at Spring-
fleld, it is extremely likely to find
itself in the position, later, of hav-
ing spent a great deal of money on
nething and without redress in any
quarter, 2

As the Springfield Union explains
the situation very succinctly, “the
actual question involved in the is-
sue between Massachusetts and Con-
necticut ig whether the War De-
partment, acting under authority of
Congress, shall grant a permit for
plans on which the Metropolitan
Water Supply Commission, with the
sanction of the Governor, Attorney
General and the Legislature has
proceeded without any permit- &t
all.

“Acting on the petition of the
Metropolitan Commission the Legis-
latuyre in 1926 empowered that
body to divert the waters of the
Ware river in excess of a flow of
85,000,000 gallons a day, and in
1927 by another act the commis-
sion was empowered to divert wa-
ters of the Swift river in excess of
a flow of 20,000,000 gallons.
Though ‘the state itself couyld' give
no right for sueh diversion, it pro-
ceeded as if it could do so and un-
der the two legislative acts appro-
priating $64,000,000, the commis-
slon has begun work on the plan
even to the extent of acquiring lands
in the Swift River Valley.

““Massachusetts which thus be-
came the sponsor - and financial
backer of the Metropolitan Commis-
sion i{s now asking rights to do what
it hes already authorized and has
in part done without rights that can
only be secured from the Federal
government.”

There is no doubt whatever that
tha War Department possesses com-
plete authority in the premises
through powers delegated to it by

famous Chicago Drainage canal case
even the War Department has no
right to grant such a permit as
Massachusetts seeks save for a lim-
ited time as well as for a limited
volume.

And the outstanding result of
Friday's hearing was the announce-
ment by=Colonel Barden, division
engineer of the War Department,
that he had recommended against
the granting of a permit for Swift
River diversion. That, and the ad-
mission by the attorney-general of
Massachusetts that he regarded the
Ware and Swift river projects as
inseparable,

It begins to look very much as
it the high-handed proceedings of
the Massachusetts authorities were
blocked. With the War Department
frowning on the water steal and
the United States Supreme Court
yet to be heard concerning it, the
Bay State.people will scarcely be so
reckless with their taxpayers' money
as to keep on with the work, facing
the practical certainty that the
scores of milllons’ of dollars worth
of water works would never carry
any water,

KRAEATOA

The World's greatest hell-hole s
giving signs of going on a bat again,
and if, on some of these fine nights
we are all awakened by rumblings
and bumpings that seem to come
all the way through the center of
the earth, likely enough things will
be just ag they seem.

From Manila comes the report
that passing steamers' passengers
tell of seeing Krakatoa in eruption.
And when Krakatoa goes on & ram-
page anything can happen,

Krakatoa is an island, or what
is left of an Island, which prehis-
torie volceniec eruption built up in
the Stralt of Sunda, between the
great island of Java and Sumatra.
In 1877 It began to tremble with
earthquakes after a couple of hun-
dred years of mapping. The shakes
continued intermittently until, o
the 26th of August, 1883, the island
blew up with the awfullest bang
that has been known since men he-
gan keeping records of anything.
The most frightful, world-shaking
explosions went on for three days;
and {f this was not literally the
shot heard round the world it came
close enough to it to satisfy any-
body. It is a sclientific fact that the
sounds of the eruptions were heard
more than 3,000 mileg away.

The whole northern part of the
island was not only blown to noth-
ing but in its plece iz a hole im the
sea a thousand feet deep. Forests
on suzrounding islands were buried
under masses df stones and volcanic
matter. An enormous cloud of ash-
es turned day into night at Batavia,
100 miles away and at Bandong,
150 miles away. The column of
stones, ashes and dust from the
volcano has been computed to have
been 17 miles high.

The volcanic dust masses hung
in the air for months and were car-
ried all over the world. Thdse whose
memories go back so far recall the
famous “red days’™ of the fall of
1883. It was Krakatoa dust that
caused them, There were extraor-
dinary tides almost all over the
world, resulting from the gigantic

disturbance. In the east they carried

death and devastation with them.
Though Krakatoa was never {inhab-
ited, the enormous tidal waves that
swashed about a quarter of the

world for days destroyed no less|.

than 36,000 human lives and did in-
caleulable damage to property.

And now Krakatoa is declaring
himself again. But he will find
America ready for anything he can
deliver. A nation which can stand
a death rate of fifteen or twenty
thousand a year from automobiles
alone needn't particularly be afraid
of a noisy volcanic island whicn
only kills 36,000 once in two cen-
turies or even once in forty-odd
Years.

Besides, Krikatoa is a long way
off.

', no more eloguent than a piece of
vranite and bronze? Has ne,
hrough 50 vears, watched anches-
ter with an eyc shat secs, or has e |
heen merely something to look at, a
symhol, a memorial to the Boys in |
Blue?

Possibly he has thougius, 1'osst-
Lly he thinks and goes over in s
mind many matters. I it were so,
what would they be?

Has Seen Much

“These 50 years have [ stood
here, in rain, sunshine and show.”
vne fancies him as saying. “I have
watched this town and its townspen
ple grow up. I have sern e jovs
and the gorrovs of its inhwabitants
for who i8 in a better position o
see them than 1.

“If I could talk T might starae
gsonie of you. 1 might discover to
vou secrets that are hu ied deep in
sour inmost -hearts and have loin
there untouched for many vears. |
might. I eould tell you of blastad
romances, hroken up in my shadow,

“I could trace for you the lives
nf some of our prominent nen,
un the other hand, I could tell you
ol the fates of some of cur most
promiging youn men and ‘sowmnen,
whaose travels have ended fnr the
time in the big police station nn
right,

“But + am afraid that I would uLe
too much for you. I have founit
through 50 yewrs of experience 'liat
a closed mouth hurts neither fts
owner nor those about V' m."

He has seen plenty, this monu-
ment of ours, and Il he could talk
he would be able to tell an inter-
esting story. Aside from hils sym-
bolism, the personificatlon of a
typical soldier of Old Abe, he has
become a landmark.

When people want to specify
certain places in the park they lo-
cate them by the monument.

Men who are considered quite-old
will remember the time when Lthe
monument was unveiled but there
are few who can give the exact
date.

Flagpole sitters, men who might

He says he
leard some days ago about the
Statute of Liberty getting a bath
for the first time since it was plac-
ed on Bedloe's Island in New York
harbor. It gave him a laugh.

“We helpea to keep the Union
together and to show each part of
the country that although it was :

“This Forum is almmost like that
one, save for the fact that there
isn't a great deal of oratory. They
talk in ordinary tones and their
discussions concern everything. I
have heard some of the most famous
murder cases in the world settled
right here before the murderers
were ever brouzht to court and it
would surprise you if I told you
the verdicts that these old Dboys
reached.

“On warm sumnier days they
would congregate, Len or twelve of
them on the benches and discuss
everything.

Chess
is the favorite revolutionary game,
as is shown by the fact that one of
the divisions of the National Ath-
letic council is working exclusive-
ly for the promotion of the “'sport.”

Abraham Lincoln

Washington.—If the young man
of the housa spends .some. of his
evening at the bowling alleys, don't
discourage him. He is merely fol-
lowing in one or two of the foot-
steps of Abraham Lincoln. 1
Those were the days when Lin«
coln was only a congressman., He
served in the House from 1847 to
1849 and apparently wanted to con-
tinue. but there was no overwhekni-
ing demand for him in his Illinois
district. , ! :
While in Washington for'those
two years, however, he took keen
delight in hurling the old cannon
ball down the alley and he_ was
fairly good at it, judging from the
meager accounts of his prowess
now avallable.

He bowled match games - with
other members of Congress at the
alley in James Caspari's hotel,
known as the Congress Hall Refec-
torv, on Capitol Square, opposite
the House of Representatives. The
hote! has long ago disappeared and
its site 1s now & part of the Captlol
grounds.

Always Watched by Crowds.

“He played the game with great
gusto,”” according to the only ac-
count nf Congressman Lincoln's
sporting activities here that this
writer ean locate. “Whether he
won or lost it was all the same
to him. His gaunt figure added to
the bystanders’ entertainment.
When he played a crowd gathered,
especially to hear his jokes; some
of which were reduced to the ap-
preciation of a mere man."

The records don't seem to dis-
close whether Lincoln learned to
bowl here or at the Ilinois state
capital while a legislator. Linecoln
had prodigious strength and in his
early Illinois days was fond of
physical recreation of the simpler
gsort such as wrestling.

“In sports , requiring either
mueele or skill, he took no little
interest,' wrote Herndon, his law
partner and biographer.: “He in-
dulzed in all the games of the day,
even to a horse race or a cock
fight."

Had Faith in His Decisions.

Lincoln’'s reputation for fairness
and ability to enforce his decisions
caused him to be selected as um-
pire when there was argument
about the outcome of a cock fight,
according to Herndon. Townsmen

weighing

as 0 COngressman,

of New Salem looked up to him for
his prodigious feats of strenglh.
Once “by arrangement of TOpes
and straps, harnessed about his
hips, he was enabled one day at the
mill to astonish a crowd of village
dalebrities by lifing a box of stones
nearly a thousand
pounds.”

“There is no fiction either,"” adds
Herndon, “in the story that he
once lifted a barrel of whiskey
from ‘the ground and drank
from the bung; but in performing
this latter almost incredible feat
he did not stand erect and elevate
the barrel, but squatted down and
lifted it to his knee."”

At his first stump speech, In
Pappsville, near Springfield, 111,
a free-for-all fight broke out and
when Lincoln noticed one of his
friends getting the worst of it, he
stepped down and threw the as-
sailant some 12 feet.

Lincoln was a popular congress-
man here. but he was not regarded
as -presidential timber. In the
thirtieth Congress, through which
he served, there were such sena-
torial giants as Daniel Webster of
Massachusetts, John C. Calhoun of

South Carolina, Jefferson Davis of

Mississippi and Stephen A. Douglas
of 1llinois. Among his colleagues
in the House were Alexander
Stephens of Georgla and Andrew
Johnson of Tennessee.

Bill Never ReacHed Floor.

Legisjatively, Linclon's two main
distinctions were his bills to abol-
ish slavery in the District of Col-
umbia and his opposition to the
Mexican war. However, the bill
conldn’t beiorced onto the floor. -

The Lincoln's lived at a boarding
liouse very near the Capitol, glong
with several other congressmen,
Dr. Samuel C. Busey, who sat
nearly opposite Lincoln at the
table, wrote:

“I spon learned to know and ad-
mire him for his simple and un-
ostentations manners, kindhearted-
ness and amusing jokes, anecdotes
and witticisms. When about to
tell an anecdote during a meal he
would lay down his knife and fork,
place his elbows on the table, rest
his face between his hands and be-
gin with the words, ‘that reminds
me.' Everybody prepared for Lhe
explosions to follow." I recall with
vivid pleasure the scene of merri-
ment at the dinner after his speech

No Military Aspirations.

Allen C. Clark, a Washington
lawyer who has studied Lincoln's
life here, supposes that Busey
meant the speech Lincoln delivered
fn July, 1848, against the presi-
dential aspirations of General Cass.

‘In this speech, during which he
ridiculed the general's pretensions
to a valiant military record, Lin-
coln expressed the hope that if the
opposition Democratic party ever
made him a presidential candidate,
they would “not make fun of me,
ag they have of Genernl Cass, by
attempting to write me into a mili-
tary hero.” Probably no one, in-
cluding Lincoln, had the slightest
idea that he would ever run for
presidency.

SHRINE TO LINCOLN, THE BOY, AND HIS MO’

o

Evansville, Ind., Feb, 11.—The old Tom Lincoln farm, over
in Spencer county, is about to undergo some extensive improve-

ments.

A prominent architect and a landscape artist have

heen there to look over the place and surveyors have been busy

squinting through their transits.

When estimates are men-

tioned they often run into six or seven figures.

Of course it was Abraham

Hanks, who furnished the motive for all this activity.

Lincoln, son of Tom and Nancy
Abra-

ham spent 14 years of his boyhood in Spencer county, left when
he was 21, finally turned up in the White House and has been
hailed ever since as perhaps the greatest of United States’ pres-

idents.

But it was the Evansville Press, The Herald and hundreds
of other newspapers throughout the country that actually put,

the movement under way to build a great shrine in Indi?_ma to
the memory of Abraham Lincoln and his mother, who died on

the Spencer county farm.
Many Kinds of Tributes
No one in all history has had so

many tributes paid to his memory
as has the '""Great Emancipator.”
They take all shapes and forms.
Parks, colleges, libraries, paintings,
verse and biography, all serve to
perpstuate his name. Washington,
D. C., has a $3,000,000 memorial
temple and a bronze statue. At his
birthplace in Kentucky is another
bronze and a shrine covering the
log cabin in which he was born.
Springfield and Ch’'cago have im-
posing monuments. A copy of one
of St. Gaudens' Lincolns stands in
the shadow of Westminster Abbey.
Edinburgh, Scotland, where Lincoln
never set foot, has a magnificent
bronze.

The list could scarcely be made
complete. Almost every large city.
and many a small one, has its

Ystatue or memorial building. No
great eveit of Lincoln's life—
with one exception—is without a
commemorative memorial.

The one exception, and a nota-
ble one, is Indiana, where Lincoln
spent 14 years of his life. A little
stone marker and an ornate iron
fence have been put up in memory
of his mother, Another marker that
looks like a tombstone shows the
location of the cabin where the
family lived.

His Formative Years

So for =z long time those hills
and woods and fields of Spencer
county, all sacred to the boyhood
dreams of Lincoln, went without a
shrine. Nobody. gave much thought
to the place where he gained his
glant strength, began his own
education, first knew joy and sor-
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_ swung into line, but national sup-
) port was needed. "

So The Press appealed to NEA
Service, world's largest newspaper
feature pgrganization. NEA sent the
story to The Herald and hundreds
of newspapers in other cities, As a
result, some Hearld readers were
among the thousands of Lincoln
admirers who sent petitions to the
governor of Indiana. A commission
finally was named by the legisla-
ture, architects called in, and the
plan but under way.

Thomas Hibben, famed New York
City architect, has designed the
shrine to Lincoln and his mother.
In line and mass, the building will
i convey all the beauty and dignity
. of Lincoln's character that stately

| architecture can convey.

“It had to have simple and pure
truth of structure,” says Hibben.
“It had to have such grandeur of
scale as was the character of Lin-
coln. In no way could any material
or form be warped from its natural
use, and the entire ' structural
function of all parts had to be im-
mediately apparent and sound.

“The building will take the form
of .. serles of quadrangular courts
surrounding the main structure,
from which will rise a carillon
tower. The courts are to be bound-
ed by open cloisters, which will
connect through the aerial pylons.
Within each court will be a pool

Plans contemplate
raising the sum of A §1,265,000,
which will provide for any addi-
tional land, the lacdscaping, de-
sign and erection of the memorial
building, necessary roads and also
the moving of a rallroad, which
now almost bisects the land which
is to be parked.

Frederick Law Olmstead of

Brookline, Mass., nationaily known
landscape artist who has beenl
chosen to shape the grounds, says:

“The maln area; the sanctuary
v hich includes he’site of Lincoln's
cabin and ‘“his mother's grave,
should be freed of every petty, dis-
tracting, alien object.

MONEY ALL GONE
GIVES UP TITLE

Tokyo,—One of the greatest
names in the history of modern Jap-
an will disappear from the lists of
the mighty and fade into the mists
of memory when the Bureau of
Peerage agrees to the request of
Prince Iwao Matsukata that he be

allowed to relinquish his title. A

wealthy and powerful family will
have relapsed into the obscurity
from which it rose only a genera-
tion ago.

Prince Iwao Matsukata is the
eldest son of the late Prince Ma-
sayoshi Matsukata, one of the fam-
ous band of Genro which guided

" the Emperor Meiji during the dif-

ficult time when Japan was em-
erging from feudalism and becom-

_ ing a weorld.. power. The ounder |
of the

family rose from the hum-
bler walks of life to a position of
immense wealth and influence. He
jied four years ago and in that brief
period the family fortune has been
dissipated, the family prestige
lost and now even the title is to
iisappear from the lists of "the
peerage.
Tragedy of Panic
The tragedy of . the Matsukaia

* family is linked with the financial

sanic that arose in Japan last April
and the period of financial strin-
gency that ensued and still exists,

Prince Iwao Matsukata, who suc-
seeded his father as head of the
‘amily, became the head of Jugo
Jinko, or the Fifteentl Bank, which
was one of the largest financial
houses to go down in the money
crisis. Another brother, Kojiro, is
lhead of the Kawasaki Dockyards,
which also failed, its finances be-
ing closely linked with those
Juga Ginko.

With the failure of the bank,
Prince Matsukata turned over al-
most all of his vast personal
wealth to help pay the banks cre-
ditors. Large tracts of rich land
given his father by Emperor Meiji
as a reward for services to the
state, palatial mansions and villas
and other valuable property passeid
out of the family hands almost over
night, leaving the Prince and his
geveral brothers almost penniless.

SCIENCE STUDIES MILK
OF GOATS AND COWS

BY DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN
Editor Journal of the American
Medical Association and of Hygeia,

the Health Magazine

For many years it has been con-
tended that the milk of the
goat Is superior to cow’'s milk as
an infant’s food. Some of the
proponents have argued that the
goat is less subject to tuberculosis
than is the cow and that, for this
reason, its milk would be safer.

,On the other hand, there seems
to be no essential chemical differ-
ence between the goat’s milk and
that of the cow, =although the
caseln of goat’s milk forms a
more compact mass than does
that of cow’s milk. In proportion
to its body weight, the goat pro-
duces about twice as much milk
as does the cow.

Vitamin Content

In more recent years investiga-
tors of milk have concluded a
study of the vitamin content as
well as of the chemical factors.
Some German investigators have
found that raw milk from a goat
fed with green food was almost
entirely without vitamins, The
goat tended to keep away from
the sunlight and did not get good

This was the first
Flag | with stripes indicating a
union of colonies. In England it
was referred to as ‘“Rebellious
Stripes.”

The authentic histéry of our
Flag began on June 14, 1777 when
the American Congress adopted a
resolution authorizing the Betsy
Ross Flag of thirteen stripes alter-
nating red and white and thirteen
stars, white upon a blue field, in
1791 is was changed to fourteen
stars and fourteen stripes and in
1792 Kentucky entered the union
and necessitated an additional
change. .

In May, 1795, Congress passed
an act—that the Flag of the United
States be fifteen stripes and that
the union be fifteen gtars. In this
IFlag the stars were arranged in
three parallel rows of five each, |
with the blue field resting upon the|
fifth red stripe. This was the
National Flag for twenty-three
years.

This Flag was carried in the war
of 1812. This Flag inspired Fran-
cis Scott Key to write ““The Star
Spangled Banner''—being a prison-
er on a British ship at Baltime. A
battle waged during the night but
when morning came he saw our
Flag still waving and he wrote
““The Star Spangled Banner.” Y

When Tennessee, Ohio, Louisi-
ana and Indiana joined the union,
Congress decided to go back to the
original thirteen stripes, and on
April 4th, 1818, passed a bill that
the United Statas Flag be thirteen

LOBSTERS SOON
EXTINCT UNLESS
SAVED BY LAW

Cleveland, O.-—His majesiy, the
“king of seafoods, soon will become
extinet unless more rigid laws are
scon made to protect this crusta-
cean, Dr. Frank H. Herrick, gradu-
ate professor of the Western Re-
serve University, believed to be the
world's best authority on lobsters,
made this startling disclosure to
International News Service,

The Wor: . Crime

“Our most helnous crime against
the lobster,"” Dr. Herrick 'angrily
emphasized, “is taking of egg-bear-

as chickens do; instead of being
fairly certain that there will be a
lobster for each egg laid, thousands
of eggs have to be laid for every
lobster,

‘It has been proved that it takes
20,000 eggs to produce two lob-
sters, to have lobsters in abundance
we must have millions of eggs. Iun
apite of this the law sanctions the
killing of the great source of eggs
—the larger adult animals.”

The larger the lobster the more
eggs they will lay, Dr. Herrick dis-
covered after months of study. Tha
nine-inch lobster will hatch 7,902
eggs while the 17 inch will average

after the eggs are laid before they

hatch. During that time, Dr. Her-

rick explained the egg 18 attached

to the female simmerets and are

exposed to the dangers of the ocean.
A Big Industry

Despite the fact that the large
lcbsters are not good to eat, Dr.
Herrick declared, they are the kind
the fisherman, pald by the pound,
are eager to catch and sell.

London.—A year ago England
was far behind the other Great
Powers In the design and perform-
ance of her aviation.

Today England leads the rest of
the world in the quality and speed
of her aireraft.

Within the space of little more
than a year, Britain has perfected
four world record-breaking planes.
Within this time her ploneers have
galned an unrivalled, extensive
knowledge of the alr routes
throughout Europe. At the present
time her foremost “ace,” Sir Alan
Cobham, is cireling Africa with the
intention of fnaugurating the
“British Alr Route Through Af-
rieca.”

Under construction at the British
naval bases are two giant airships
—almost as large as the Atlantic
liner Olympic—a number of Haw-
ker Rolls-Royce bombing sero-
planes; a ‘““wonder' biplane, spec-
ially equipped for maintaining its
power when In the thin atmosphere
of great heights; and just recently
an elght-seater De Havilland ma-
chine made a successful test flight
in a temperature of from 12 to 15
degrees below zero.
= Fuature Plans. "

Future plans are concentrated on
three main objectives: :

1. The attainment of quality in
alreraft;

2. Superiority in the develop-
ment of commercial aviation;

3. Extensive efforts to increase
public interest in air travel.

The only weak spot in Britain's
air service is in the number of ma-
chines. But the British Alr Min-
try, fully aware that quantity can
be easily obtained if quality is pos-
sessed, has gone out for the lat-
ter, and has attained it in the form
of high-speed machines, which are
nothing more than “flying-buliets,"”
to twelve-tonn seaworthy flying
boats.

During the past year the four
planes, constructed and designed in
England, which achieved fame as
“record-breakers” were

1. Submarine-Napler S35; win-
ner of the Schneider Cup Trophy,
and the last word in high-speed
seaplane desizgn;

2. Gloster-Napier IV; broke all
records for biplanes;

3. Crusader—fastest
with an air-cooled engine;
4, Tiger-Moth—attained a new
speed record for light aeroplanes.
Another Tiger-Moth plane, piloted
by a woman aviator, also made a
struction of new Hawker Rolls-

new high record for light amero-
planes-last October.

Receiving the finishing touches
at the Royal Aircraft Establish-
ment, Farnborough, is a Bristol
biplane with unusually large wings,
and an air-cooled “Jupiter” eugine,
specially equipped for exploration
flights in the upper air.

For Altitude Record.

This machine wiil shortly at-
tempt to reach altitudes greater
than man has ever reached before.
A government test pilot, attired in
a special “altitude airsuit,” with' a
helmet similar to that of a diver,
will take this plane up to study the
speed and trend of winds in hither-
to uncharted regions of the upper
air. A theory to be tested is that
at 10 or 12 miles above the earth’s
surface there are currents of air
moving at the enormous speed of
200 miles an hour or so.

The Air Ministry is spending ap-
proximately $2,500,000 on the con~
Royce daylight bombing =aero-
plans., These machines are of a
newly designed type and will be
added to the Air Home Defense
Forces.

An eight-seater De Haviland ma-
chine, with a top speed of 126
miles an hour, and a landing speed
of only 46, has just been epmplet-
ed, It is estimated that this plane
can cruise easily at a height of 15,«
000 feet, and Captain De Haviland,
the designer, sitting in the open
cock of it, flew it in a temperaturé
of from 12 to 15 degrees below
Zero.
