The evidence submitted to a 
coroner’s mry probing the death 
of Miss May Robsley, 60, 
brought out the fact that she 
had drunk a pint of commer­
cial vinegar daily for 30 years.

Even in case of illness, when 
she could not eat, she still in­
sisted on having her pint of 
vinegar, according to witnesses.

Eugen Amlaw, 50, of Provi­

The battle with the five insane 
men took place in one of i ie corri­
dors and the shouts of many of the 
1)60 otner patients, who had been 
aroused by the roise , could be 
heard above the din of the five be­
ing captured.

The leader of tlu attempted d.i- 
livery of insane patients at the 
state hospital escaped from his 
room by climbing to a trapsoia 
above the door of his room.

Had Leg of Bed
The man evidently had been in a 

great rage before he got out of the 
loom because he had torn the fiu- 
nitufe apart and carried with him 
the leg of a bed .

Crawling stealthily down a cor- 
jidor outsid of his room the man 
I'ounced upon Amlaw, who was in 
charge of the night watch and cai- 
ried the keys to the hospital.

As Amlaw turned, the insane 
man dealth him a stunning blow 
with the weapon that he carried in 
liis hands.

The ^risone; delivered a second 
blow, killing Amlaw.

Joined  by Others
Snatching the k;ys from Amlaw, 

the insane man hurried along the 
corridor opening the doors of 
rooms occupied by four other p.̂  ■ 
tients..

The five liberated prisoners ran 
at Gerrior, who was hurrying up 
he heard the booy of Amlaw fall.

Another guard heard the com­
motion and sounded the alanr.

FEAR SPUT TODAY 
AT HAVANA PARLEY

Berlin, Feb. 13. —  Whether 
Mme, Anastasia Von Tschaikowsky, 
the mystery woman whose arrival 
in the United States last week 
created a social sensation, is really 
the Grand Duchess Anastasia, the 
only surviving child of the last 
Czar of Russia, or only an imposter, 
will be legally determined at a ,trial 
opening before the courts here to­
day.

The trial is a result of a libel 
suit by the Nachtausgabe, a Ger­
man newspaper, against the Taeg- 
liche Rundschau, another news­
paper which is often referred to 
as the organ of Foreign Minister 
Stresemann.

The Nachtausgabe had published 
what purported to be a diary of 
Anastasia’s escape from the mas­
sacre that wiped out the Russian 
imperial family and her later ex­
periences as compiled by Anas­
tasia’s nurse from disconnected 
sayings that Anastasia uttered fn. 
her conscious as well as, delirious 
moments of her illness.

Is An Impostor
At the same time, the Nachtaus­

gabe undertook to investigate the 
Identity of the mystery woman 
through a staff of detectives and 
published another series of articles 
to prove that Anastasia was not 
the Grand Duchess Anastasia at all, 
but Francisca Schanzkowsky daugh­
ter of a Polish farmer living In 
Lativa. These findings were accept­
ed as conclusive by the general 
public opinion of Europe.

Thereupon, the Taegliche Rund­
schau published a new series of 
articles by the same nurse, purport­
ing to give new proofs of Anas­
tasia’s identity with the Czar’s 
daughter. In these articles the 
nurse charged that the Nachtaus­
gabe had been bribed with $5,000 
by the German Grand Duke of 
Hessen .brother of the late Czarine, 
the mother of the Grand - Duchess 
Anastasia, to publish the denial of 
her identity.

Havana. Feb. IS.— With the final 
step.s in the reorganiaation of the 
Pan-American Union due to be tak­
en today by the Sixth 'Pan-American 
Conference, a wide open split be­
tween the Argentine government and 
Dr. Honorario Peyrredon, chief of 
the Argentine delegation, loomed 
as the sensation of the conference.

The split was forecast when it 
became known that the home gov­
ernment had instructed the Argen­
tine delegation to accept the project 
for the reorganiutton of the Union 
without insisting on the declaration 
against ••economic barriers.”

Dr. Peyrredon, Argentine ambas­
sador at Washington, has been firm­
ly in favor of a delegation against 
••economic barriers”  from the be­
ginning of the conference’s delibera­
tions. After the news from Buenos 
Ayres, it was reported that Dr. 
Peyrredon would decline to affi.x 
his signature to the Union project 
unless his declaration was' contain­
ed.

Ambassador’s viewpoint
The Argentine ambassador’s 

stand was authoritatively declared 
to be based on his conviction that 
from the standpoint of the Argen­
tine people, such a declaration is 
essential for the cause of Pan- 
Americanism. On the other hand, 
from the standpoint of the United 
States the declaration would be re­
garded as obvious criticism of the 
American tariff policy, which is 
viewed as purely a domestic issue.

Dr. Peyrredon’s reported deter­
mination to stand pat puts the issue 
up to the Argentine government, 
which can either attempt to force 
his hand or wait and declare its of­
ficial acceptance of the conference 
project , after general approval is 
given here.

. 'Thfi l̂Bfipr; dated April 16, 1865, 

was written by James S. Knox 
Princeton '60, to his father. It 
described the events of the tragic 
evening and tells how the writer 
and a Colonel J. B. Stewart, Wash­
ington attorney, sprang to the stage 
and made a futile effort to catch 
the assassin.

The Letter
“ Dear father,” young Knox 

wrote. “ It is with sad feeling that 
I address you. Last Friday night at 
10 o’clock I witnessed the saddest 
tragedy .ever to be enacted in this 
country. Notwithstanding my 
pi’omise to you not to visit the 
theatre, I could not resist the temp­
tation to see General Grant and the 
President, and when the curtain 
rose on ‘Our American Cousin’ at 
Ford’s theatre my roommate and I 
were seated in the second row just 
beneath the President’s box.

“ The President entered the 
theatre at 8 ^  o’clock amid deaf­
ening cheers and the rising of all. 
Everything was cheerful and never' 
was our magistrate more enthus­
iastically welcomed. Many pleas­
ant allusions were made to him in 
the play.^while Mr. Lincoln laughed 
heartily and bowed frequently to 
the gratified people.

Hears Pistol Shot
“ Just after the third act, and 

before the scenes were shifted, a 
mnffied p i ^ l  shot was heard, and 
a man sprang wildly from the na­
tional box, partially tearing down 
the flag. Then, shouting ‘Sic Sem­
per 'Tyrannis, The Youth is Aveng­
ed’ , and with braniahed dagger, he 
rushed across the stage and disap­
peared. The whole theatre was 
paralized.

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FEAR SPLIT TODAY 
AT HAVANA PARLEY

Argentine Criticizes Tariff 
PoGcy of the United States 
At Conference.

Havana, Feb. 13.— With the final 
steps in the reorganization of the 
Pan-American Union due to be tak­
en today by the Sixth ̂ Pan-American 
Conference, a wide open split be­
tween the Argentine government and 
Dr. Honorario Peyrredon, chief of 
the Argentine delegation, loomed 
as the sensation of the conference.

The split was forecast when it 
became known that the home gov­
ernment had instructed the Argen­
tine delegation to accept the project 
for the reorganization of the Union 
without Insisting on the declaration 
against “ economic barriers.’ ’

Dr. Peyrredon, Argentine ambas­
sador at Washington, has been firm­
ly in favor of a delegation against 
“ economic barriers’ ’ from the be­
ginning of the conference’s delibera­
tions. After the news from Buenos 
Ayres, it was reported that Dr. 
Peyrredon would decline to affix 
his signature to the Union project 
unless his declaration was' contain­
ed.

Ambassador’s Viewpoint
The Argentine ambassador’s 

stand was authoritatively declared 
to be based on his conviction that 
from the standpoint of the Argen­
tine people, such a declaration is 
essential for the cause of Pan- 
Americanism. On the other hand, 
from the standpoint of the United 
States the declaration would be re­
garded as obvious criticism of the 
American tariff policy, which is 
viewed as purely a domestic issue.

Dr. Peyrredon’s reported detet- 
mlnation to stand pat puts the issue 
up to the Argentine government, 
which can either attempt to force 
his hand or wait and declare its of­
ficial acceptance of the conference 
project after general approval Is 
given here.

Friends of the Union here declar­
ed the situation might even involve 
the' question of Argentina’s mem- 
bers'hip in the Pan-American Union.

Many pleas­
ant allusions were made" to him in 
the play.^while Mr. Lincoln laughed 
heartily and bowed frequently to 
the gratified people.

Hears Pistol Shot
“ Just after the third act, and

The Mohave went ashore on the 
ledge under a starlit sky with the 
sea smooth while returning to Bos­
ton Navy Yard from Provincetown, 
the scene of salvage operations over 
the grave of the submarine S-4. 
The three missing men had put off 
from the wrecked tug Jn a small 
craft. Six others were hauled from 
the icy waters when their dinghy 
sprang a leak as they rowed shore­
ward. These men are: Charles 
Thompson, Clifford Alexander, 
Francis H. Sliney, Edgar Townsend, 
Richard Connolly and James- Col­
bert.

Heard Cries For Help
The rescued men said they saw 

the “ lost” trio leave the side of 
the stricken Mohave and that a 
short time later they heard the cry 
of “ help.”

Through the dark hours of morn 
ing rescue craft raced tip and down 
the bay with searchlights guIdlM 
their paths but no trace of the miss­
ing men was found. As the sun 
rose Lieut. Reginald D. Thomas 
left east Boston airport In a sea­
plane to comb the sea by air for the 
punt and the three missing sailors.

The six men who nearly lost thrfr 
lives were in the, naval ammunition 
station at Hingham. All were suf­
fering from exposure. They w ^  
interviewed by naval authoritfis 
this forenoon.

Mistake Signals
The Mohave, according to mem­

bers of her crew, was making nine 
knots coming from Provincetown 
in the evening. She had towed two 
pontoons to Cape Cod and was re-' 
turnin,? to the Navy Yard, it was 
the opinion of navy men here that 
the navigator mistook a shore light 
for a signal of distress and put in 
near the dangerous ledge.

The naval craft went high on the 
rocks. Her boiler room and engine 
room were flooded.

Fighting their way to shore in 
small boats, twelve men of the Mo­
have were rescued by the United 
States destroyer Maury. Others 
were taken from the stranded craft.

The story of how they battled in 
the sea in the leaking dinghy \fras 
told by the six survivors at the 
Metropolitan police station at Nan- 
tasket. Two live outside this dis­
trict, Clifford Alexander of St. Paul, 
seaman, first class; and James Col­
bert, ol Middletown, Conn. The 
first thing they knew, they said, the 
tug crashed on the rocks and im­
mediately began to fill with water. 
Alexander and his mates said they 
lifted the dinghy from her cradle on 
the deck and put her in the water. 
Toward the shore, they said, they 
saw a punt with three men, tossing 
about on the waves. They heard 
a shriek «nd though the punt cap­
sized struggling Iff^ rd  the spot, 
the six were unable to find any trace 
of the punt.

All said they were convinced that 
the three men in the punt were 
drowned as no man could have 
lived in the icy water. The motor 
on the dinghy refused to start and 
for nearly ah hour and a half the 
men drifted. Unable to again reach 
the side of the Mohave, they were 
forced to make for the shore. 
Finally, they reached the Beach. 
Connelly, one of the six, collapsed. 
Connelly’s home is in Winthrop, 
Mass.

Liberty Bond ‘slush fund.”

The world’s so-called “ richest 
man”  promised the Senate commit­
tee to order every Jyuslness enter­
prise, in which he is interested, to 
search its files for trace o^ the 
bonds. These enterprises will In 
elude a hundred'or more banks, 
trust companies, oil concerns, and 
industrial corporations. A Hst of 
the bonds, known to have been pur­
chased originally by the Continental 
will be forwarded Rockefeller today 
or tomorrow by the Senate commit­
tee.

To Assist in 'Work.
itockefeller was prompted to 

throw his tremendous organization 
into this search in an effort to dis­
pel what he termed the “ cloud of 
suspicion” that has enveloped the 
whole business world ever since'the 
oil scandals first burst into public 
print.

Special agents in the Senate com­
mittee meanwhile continued check­
ing the list of $75,000 in Liberty 
Bonds traced from the hands of 
Harry F. Sinclair into the coffers 
of the Republican national commit­
tee. Senator Nye, Republican of 
North Dakota, youthful chairman 
of the committee, announced that 
the whole gift was found to have 
been Liberty Bonds originally issued 
to the Continental Trading Co. The 
gift was made late in 1923.

In this connection, the commit­
tee has Issued subpoenaes for offi­
cers of the brokerage firm of Potter 
& Co., of New York city. It was 
this firm which sold the Slnclaiii 
bonds in November, 1923, for T. 
Coleman Dupont, no'W senator from 
Delaware, who used the proceeds 
to pay a debt of the Republican‘na­
tional committee, owing to the Em­
pire Trust Co., of New York.

CONGRESS TO RUSH 
LEGISLATIVE WORK

■Washington, Feb. 13.— With the 
national conventions drawing un­
comfortably near and many legis­
lative problems unsolved, Congres­
sional leaders today Inaugurated a 
speeding up process designed to 
bring about adjournment of Con­
gress by June 1.

Word from the White House that 
President Coolidge fears a legisla­
tive jam which would necessitate a 
continuance of the session after the 
June conventions is said to have 
bestirred leaders to action.

A keen desire to escape the “do 
nothing” label which has been tack­
ed on the present session also ap- 
parently/,has resulted In a marked 
increase in l^lslatlve activity.

Flood control, farm relief, radio 
control, railroad consolidation and 
naval expansion all have been push­
ed to the forfront of the grist of 
thousands of bills which now a'wait 
disposition.

Tax reduction, shelved in the 
Senate until after March , and ship 
ping'legislation, temporarily burled 
in a House committee, are expected 
to take front rank on the calendars 
when the closing rush begins.

The Senate may take the lead in 
the farm relief fight with a favor­
able report on the McNary-Haugen 
hill this week. Senator McNaty 
Republican of Oregon, chairman of 
the agriculture committee, announc­
ed that he had dispensed with open 
hearings in an effort to reach an 
early report.

San Diego, Cal.— Lions roared 
with rage, tigers and leopards 
csnarled and parrots and monkeys 
screamed and dashed themselves 
against iron bars in anger when a_ 
jazz band played In front of the 
cages at the zoo here.

The occasion was a test conduct­
ed by the zoo management for the 
purpose of compiling data to be 
used in prescribing treatment for 
the sick confined in the animal hos­
pital which was recently construct­
ed on an isolated hill In the grounds 
at a cost of $150,000.

The machine, invented by Dr. G. 
W. Pickard, electrical engineer, has

|there of the sunspot cycle, a phe­
nomenon which is expected to reach 
its peak in size and number during 
February.

In addition to recording the va­
riations effected in radio reception 
during a lunspot cycle, the new ap* 
paratuB ‘will assist the laboratory in 
beeping a record of the sdnspot ob­
servations. And in connection with 
both studies, a apeclally - designed 
photographic' apparatus constructed.

ck^e the position and s i^  ot ths 
spots. ^

Stories of rare heroism are told 
by the few survivors. John Kru- 
sack, veteran of the Bulgarian 
army, saved a band of five at the 
600 foot level when he broke an 
air line and, bending its pressure 
against the fire, fought back the 
poison gas. LizzI, an Ita,Jian, and 
Kurnan, a Rumanian, saved sever­
al lives by crawling to the search­
ing party and leading them back. 
Two Cornlshmen, veterans of the 
British Army, cheered their com -/ 
rades with merry songs throughout 
the night at the 550-foot level 
where the fire originated.

Timmons Stunned.
Timmons today is stunned as the 

extent of the tragedy is realized. A 
date for an Inquest is to be set to­
day.

I believe, also that we will 
be able to fly and land in practic­
ally every kind of weather condi­
tion when radio instruments, 
radio beacons and other means of 
combating weather conditions have 
been fully developed.”

"That is, except fog,” interposed 
Rep. Griffin, Democrat of N. Y.

"I believe we will eventually be 
able to combat fog,” he replied. 
"At the present time we can fly 
through it indefinitely, with aid of 
radio beacons.”

Passenger Service.
He told the committee that he 

believes regular passenger airplane 
service will be started in the 
United States next spring, but did 
not indicate that he would be con­
nected to it. He urged complete 
backine of the commerce depart­
ment’s air plans.

The young flier declined to accept 
a bit of good natured flattery from 
Rep. Griffin, the record revealed. 
After Col. Lindbergh had stressed 
the need of emergency landing 
fields, Griffin remarked:

"I have no doubt they are ne­
cessary for some flyers, but I al­
ways thought that when you start­
ed out you reached your destina­
tion without any interruption.” 

“ Well, in our air-mail service 
there are as yet certain conditions 
which we cannot overcome,” he 
replied. “ For Instance, we cannot 
as yet fly through and land in a 
dense fog, nor can we fly through 
sleet. When we strike those con­
ditions, we must either turn 
around and go back, or drop down 
to an emergency field.”

“ You encountered sleet on your 
trip across the Atlantic ocean, and 
fog also did you not?” asked Grif­
fin.

“ Yes, sir, but it Is very rare to 
find an area of sleet or fog of 
greater than 1,000 miles dlameter,’ 
he answered. “ When I struck that 
area on the way across, I still had 
sufficient gasoline for over 2,000 
miles, and after getting through 
that area I was practically sure of 
finding good weather before my 
fuel supply gave out.”

The air mail flights, he explain­
ed are much shorter and an avia­
tor can not easily run out of the 
fog.

Their captain will be Godfrey 
Baxter, a young actor with a pas­
sion for the sea.

“ Our boat,” says Baxter, “ is 34 
feet long with 9 feet 6 Inches beam. 
The registered tonnage In only 3 %. 
It is a two-masted schooner, and 
we have a spare sail for running 
before the wind. We realize we 
shall have the northeast trade 
winds blowing us straight along our 
course. We shall take two tonsjsf 
provisions with us.

“ We’ve christened our boat“ Yel- 
low Sands” . It has two cabins— a 
main one ten fqet long and a small­
er fos’cle cabin.

“ We shall head first for Vigo 
and then make for the Canaries. 
After that we shall start on the 
Gî eat Aijventure— the journey of 
2,600 miles to the West Indies, se­
lecting Jamacia for our first port 
of call on the other side.

“ I estimate that, with luck, we 
shall do the voyage in three months 
— possibly less. From the West 
Indies we shall set out on a course 
through the Carribbean Sea, and 
after that our curse will depend 
on the weather.”

S. S. Frlefidshtp 
are cleared for a happy cruise to­
morrow night through the realms 
of good fellowship. Fathers and 
sons from every section of Man­
chester and many from out of town 
will feast together, tomorrow night

The principal speaker will be 
Bishop William P. Anderson of 
Boston and then there will be three 
entertainment acts.

Vienna— Fresh light is thrown 
on the famous Mayerling tragedy, 
in which the Crown Prince Rudolph 
of Austria is supposed to have mur­
dered Baroness Marie Vetsera, an 
Austrian girl, and then committed 
suicide, in the third volume of the 
memoirs of Herr Penizek, which 
has just been publlshe.. here.

Herr Penizek wa;. fo.' many years 
parliamentary correspondent for 
the Czech newspaper “ Narodni Lis- 
ty” . The writer sta.e. that the 
truth of the Mayerling affair is that 
Prince Rudolpl did not commit 
suicide, as is generally supposed, 
but that he was murd,-' 'd by Baron 
Baltazzi, Marie’s g ircian. Profes­
sor Albert, the court physician.

The general idea of the Mayer­
ling tragedy is that Prince Rudolph 
left Vienna on January 28, 1889' 
with the Baroness, who was only 
17 years old, after a violent quar­
rel with his father, the Emperor 
Francis Joseph. They drove in a 
private facre through tho Vienna 
woods to the hunting lodge of Ma- 
verling.

The next morning*, the pair were 
found dead logv-ther. It was as­
sumed the Prince had murdered 
tl > girl and then shot himself.

Herr Penizek’s story is that Pro­
fessor Albert came .o him the same 
day, saying: “ I have committed the 
greatest crime possible for a doc­
tor. I have allowed myself to be 
persuaded to sign a false death 
certificate; stating that Prince Ru­
dolph committed suicide.

Penizek’s version states that 
Baron Baltazzi followed Prince 
Rudolph and hij ward to Mayerling 
and accused the Prince of betraying 
the Young Baroness. After a heat­
ed- argument, P nizek states, the 
Baron shot the Princt with a 
double-barreled shotgun taken 
from the wall of the -.nting 
lodge, and that the Baroness then 
committed suicide to escape the 
shame of a public airing of the af- 
f{ilr. • - . i

Peking, Feb. 13.— After a severe 
battle, a Japanese gunboat and a 
destrx)yer today captured a Chinese 
pirate ship flying a Japanese flag, 
v/hich had attacked a Japanese 
merchant vessel near Halchow.

During the attack, one member 
cf the merchantman’s crew was 
killed and the captain wounded.

China.

That the whole nation is tired 
of the pointless civil war is un­
necessary to point out. However, 
the movement toward peace is 
crystallizing now that the nation­
alists have cast off the Russians 
With that obstacle of pea.ee' remov­
ed the articulate Chinese groups 
are beginning to make themselves 
heard.

Merchants Suffering.
Probably no other group suffers 

from this constant fighting as does 
the merchant class which has just 
ed taxes.

Costing 
one dollar and seventy-five cents at 
the mine, a ton qf coal at Tientsin 
retails for sixteen dollars after a 
haul by railway of less than one 
day. So many levies are made by 
military officials that the mer­
chants find it difficult to earn a 
profit even at such a difference be­
tween the pit head and selling 
price of the coal.

Shops Are Closed.
According to the local chamber 

of commerce, twelve hundred Pek­
ing shops have closed their doors in 
the past twelve months due to the 
killing of trade through various 
contrivances of taxation, interrup­
tion of the railways and military 
interferene.

-Since such a large portion of the 
Chinese people have no way of 
'voicing their appeal for peace, the 
burden must fall upon the articu­
late groups such as the chambei'S 
of commerce and it is the universal 
hope that they will follow up their 
resolution and force at least a con­
ference to discuss peace.

NOW, NOW, NOW!
For a long'time tliis newspaper 

did what It could to apply the soft 
pedal to the badly over-played idea 
of a “ prosperity”  that had neither 
limits In degree or boundaries as to 
time.' It has never had any sym­
pathy with a kind of propaganda 
which had for its foolish end noth­
ing more than the creation of the 
idea that the people of this country 
were sitting on the top of the world, 
with little to do but casually over­
see the operations of machinery for 
a few hours a day, draw down amaz­
ing pay envelopes and go riding in 
automobiles by day“'And listen to 
radio entertainment at night. We 
have conceived this kind of hokum 
to be misleading and'destructive of 
Industry, thrift and all sense of re­
sponsibility— a certain breedef of 
extravagance and of a serious reac­
tion at the time o f inevitable dis- 
allusionment.

Many times we have expressed 
ourselves on this subject, only to be 
told tWt we were “ pessimistic.”  We 
were nothing of the kind. There 
was fiothing to be pessimistic about. 
On the contrary there has been 
nothing In the economic situation to 
Justify anything but optimism—  
save the one serious blunder of 
everlastingly preaching the vain 
gospel of the “ millionaire •working­
man.”

Now there Is a sudden swing of 
the pendulum in the opposite direc­
tion. The same extremists who were 
dra^ng idjotBias >.pf a people all 
i -̂gr&, andT^thgSlcl’&ieces-dripping 
fro m over-llUed pockets have all at 
dnee discovered that there Is a good 
deal of unemployrEent, that wages 
are being cut in many spots, that 
business Is not up to the jov-ride 
mark. And. they straightway begin 
to tdut foKp.anie Just as they previ­
ously touted for laziness and over-- 
confidence.

And again the Herald Joins the 
soft pedal party.

There is not going to be any 
panic, financial, industrial or other­
wise;!̂  ̂We are not going to witness a 
money stringency like that of 1907 
nor a collapse of industry like that 
of 1893. We may have, possibly, a 
period of slackness somewhat com­
parable to that of 192). We may 
have to have a considerable read­
justment of wages, prices and val­
ues. But if we do it will not be any­
thing, in all human probability, 
that will hurt an'./body seriously—  
and we may be lucky enough to get 
through with so comparatively 
slight a general business depression 
that we shall not even be incon­
venienced by it.

We do not subscribe to that 
school of thought which conceives a 
state- of mind to be the whole of 
either prosperity or depression. But 
we do believe that the mental atti­
tude of the people has a marked in­
fluence in the stimulation or depres­
sion of business as measured in 
epochs. And an artificially created 
state of gloom is Just as unneces­
sarily bad for the country as an arti­
ficially created states of over-confi­
dence. So we say to our readers that 
In our sincere belief the play-up of 
unemployment oyght to be treated 
with the same good natdred skepti­
cism that should have greeted the 
nonsensically over - emphasized 
“ prosperity” ballyhoo.

This is a fundamentally rich 
country. It is entirely capable of 
supporting its people on a plane 
higher than that of any other coun­
try. It will always do so as lo.ng as 
they are willing to work, to live 
within reason and to face the facts 
of life like sensible men and wom­
en.

It will not support a hundred mil­
lion millionaires, nor a hundred 
million people ^pending six months 
of each year at motor touring, nor 
a butisdred million white collar Job 
holdara, nor a hundred million boot- 
leggo^ nor yet a hundred million 
bootlfggers’ customers.

All'^that we need to make pros­
perity permanent in America is a

HOOVER
Mr. Hoover’s announcement of 

bis candidacy in the Ohio Hepubll- 
can primary contest presents the 

secretary of commerce to the coun­
try in a formal v^ay as a contestant 
for the highest honor in the gift of 
the people. There are a number of 
reasons why his choice as the 
party’s Presidential candidate would, 
seem to be the wisest possible one.

In the first place, unless the Re­
publican party is willing to invite 
disaster, not In 1928 but in 1932, I f  
w'lll look farther ahead than next 
November in the choice of its can­
didate. To elect a Republican Presi­
dent this year is no great stunt. 
There are literally dozens of men 
in the party who could, in all hu­
man probability, obtain a majority 
of the electoral vote next fall over 
any Democrat, though only a hand­
ful of them are regarded as even 
remote possibilities. The country 
isn’t at all ready to turn the gov­
ernment over to a party which has 
no isolatable issue save reduction 
of the tariff rates spotted with free 
trade. But 1932 may easily he an­
other matter.

It Is only the bass-drum thump­
ers who do not realize that in the 
next four years this country has 
got to get down to brass tacks. We 
have been having a sort of Jubilee 
parade ever since the war and some 
of us are finding our shoes about 
worn out. We have got to stop yell­
ing about having attained prosper­
ity and, as soldiers say, get to 
work to consolidate our position. 
We shali need, if the next admlrfts- 
tration Is to be successful, a first 
class business man and economist 
at the head of it. We shall need a 
Herbert Hoover or a Dwigbt Morrow 
or some one of the very few men of 
their type and size. Mr. Hoover is 
the only one of that stamp, appar-/ 
ently, with a ghost of a chance of 
being nominated by either party. 
It is going-to be a choice between 
Hoover and-a professional politi­
cian. If the party should make the 
serious error of picking the mere 
politician it could, no doubt, elect 
him. But what of 1932?

Whatever party is in power for 
the next four years is sure to face 
a period of very general disillusion­
ment. It will have to satisfy a public 
which has been falsely taught that 
what Is really a very sound nation­
al prosperity was to be regarded as 

.^..period of universal personal en­
richment' without great effort or 
thrift. And that is a job which will 
call for the biggest and wisest sort 
of leadership. If Herbert Hoover, 
solver of gigantic problems, is not 
capable of that sort of leadership 
we doubt if there is anyone in the 
country -who Ts.’’ An4 failure to 
achieve it would be certain to in­
volve in utterruin in 1932 the poli­
tical party responsible for the ad­
ministration'.

There is another highly import­
ant reason why Herbert Hoover is 
the Republican party’s ace at this 
time. That reason lies in our foreign 
relations— not the formal relations 
between foreign offices but the rela­
tionship between the people of 
America and the people of otUfer na­
tions— which in the end must deter­
mine the formal relations. The name 
of Herbert Hoover is known in half 
a dozen foreign lands as that of a 
savior, an almost supep-human bene- 
factor. No other American has a 
tithe of the respect among foreign 
peoples which he enjoys as the 
“ man who fed Europe.”  His eleva­
tion to the Presidency would in­
evitably wipe out at one stroke a 
tremendous burden of ill-feeling 
against America and Americans. 
And for the sake of business if for 
no loftier reason the wiping out of 
that prejudjee'is an urgent neces­
sity.

For 1928 the Republicans’ candi­
date might well be almost anybody, 
so far as merely winning the elec­
tion Is concerned. For 1928 plus 
1932 Hoover stands alone.

AMERICAN AID SOCIETY 
SENDS 241 PERSONS

BACK HOME IN 1027

Paris— The annual report of. the 
American Aid Society in Paris 
shows that a total of 241 persons 
were sent back to their native land 
during 1927 and 146 were sent to 
seaports and to'' friends. A total 
number of G93 asked*for transpor­
tation. One hundred and twenty- 
five stranded students were helped 
and 63 stranded seamen.- T^eae 
two classes are usually the one who 
ask most for aid. Cables were sent 
to families and friends in 57 cases; 
care in hospitals was arran,ged for 
49; 208 beds were given and 601 
meals purchased; Twelve positions 
were secured.

The number of cases totalled 1,- 
390 and the Society spent 398,892 
francs during the year. ,

Tlie Address
Dr. Gilbert’s address follows:
“ Eight years ago the United 

States entered upon the greatest 
social experiment of its history. By 
the free and deliberate choice of 
its people, and in full accord with 
the legally established procedure, 
our national charter was so amend­
ed as to prohibit the manufacture, 
sale or transportation of intoxcati- 
Ing beverages.

“ By that action the nation out­
lawed a traffic which has existed 
among men almost from the be­
ginning of commercial intercourse 
— a traffic which had attained stag­
gering proportions— a traffic which 
in our own country represented 
the investment of billions of . dol­
lars and yielded annually many 
millions in profits.

“ Moreover, that traffic ivas inti­
mately related with the personal 
taste and habits of a very large 
proportion of our population.

“ The action which placed this 
enormous business under the ban 
of the law was, as we know, the 
result of no hysterical impulse. It 
did not come out of any sudden 
upheaval of public sentiment. It 
was the culmination of long years 
of study and thought and observa­
tion— a carefully reasoned and 
well deliberated conviction that 
traffic in intoxicants was deteri- 
mental to our national well-being. 
That conviction was registered first 
in laws and ordinances which were 
merely local in their application. 
Then, one after another, the states, 
by legislative enactment or consti­
tutional provision, established 
state-wide prohibition. At the 
time when the Federal amendment 
was ratified twirty-two of our 
forty-eight states had outlawed in­
toxicants, and several-, others had 
local prohibitory laws; with the re­
sult that ninety-five per cent, of 
our territory, and fully sixty-five 
per cent, of our population had 
already come under the restriction 
which the Eighteenth Amendment 
imposed.

“ It is not an easy matter to 
amend the Constitution of the U. S. 
Since that constitution was adopted 
one hundred and thirty-eight years 
ag-o,''more than three thousand pro­
posals have been made to change 
it. Out of all these only nineteen 
have been adopted, and none of 
these have ever come as the rbsult 
of sentimental hysteria or political 
propaganda. And it is well to re­
member that the Eighteenth 
Amendment received a larger num­
ber of votes in Congress, was rati­
fied by a larger number of states 
and by larger vote of the legisla­
tures of those states than any other 
Constitutional amendment in our 
history.

“ It must be evident to anyone 
ivho will deal justly with, the facts 
that trafllc in intoxicants was out­
lawed by the carefully deliberated

munity— those who, by reason of 
their position and their responsibili­
ties, ought to be the first to recog­
nize that under our form of govern­
ment laws duly enacted .by the ma­
jority become binding upon all. It 
is not for the individual citizen to 
elect which laws he will respect, and 
encourage others to respect; and 
which laws he will ignore, and per­
suade others to ignore. It cannot be 
too clearly emphasized that the citi­
zen who refuses to obey— and the 
public official who declines to en­
force— any law which does not hap­
pen to meet with their aproval, link 
themselves with the forces which 
make for anarchy and destruction.

“ We do well to be anxious for 
the future of our country, and we 
do well to take thought of the influ­
ence of organized religion, when 
men raise the issue of ‘personal lib­
erty’ as a justification for nullify­
ing the laws which they do hot like. 
All law is an abridgement of per­
sonal liberty. All law is a restraint. 
As an eminent jurist has said: ‘All 
government is dependent for its 
very existence upon those social 
qualities which persuade men to 
forego a portion of their personal 
liberty for the benefit of the com- 
munRy of which'•they are a part. 
Governmental institutions must rest 
for their final security upon the self- 
restraint of those who love liberty 
too much.to destroy the foundations 
upon which it rests.’

“ It is here, I believe, that we find 
ourselves confronted with one of 
the most elemental principles of the 
Christian Gospel. It may not be sin, 
in itself, to drink intoxicating ^q- 
uor. There are those, perhaps, who 
can indulge their taste with mod­
eration without serious physical or 
moral detriment. But It is of the es­
sence of Christian teaching that God 
has made us members one of an­
other. It was something more than 
sound social philosophy which St. 
Paul enunciated when he declared 
that none of us liveth unto himself
__that none of us can keep faith
with our God if we put the occasion 
I of stumbling in the way of our 
brother. There are certain unes- 
capable,implications here which, to 
my mind, our churches have not 
emphasized as bravely or vigorous­
ly as the situation before us would 
seem to demand.

“ I am not here to deal with the 
political or legal aspects of the Pro­
hibition problem, In a Christian 
church, and before a. gathering of 
Christian people, I feel that there 
is a higher appeal that ought to be 
made. I would base that appeal up­
on the assumption that we who are 
here aspire to be fellow-laborers 
with God in fulfilling His designs 
and purposes for the world in which 
we live.

“ This involves a further assump­
tion: first, that God has some de­
sign and purpose for our world, 
and, in the second place, that He 
has the right to expect from us 
some contribution toward the ful­
fillment of that purpose.

“ Well, now, one cannot read very 
far into the record of our Lord’s 
life and teaching without recogniz­
ing that the supreme purpose of 
His mission among men was pri­
marily one of revelation, rather 
than one of salvation as we com­
monly construe''that te,.ih. We are 
told that He came td̂ : show men the 
Father. He came to show men the 
meaning and dignity and destiny of 
life. He came to show men the de­
vastating consequences of the re­
pudiation of those values which 
God atlacheq^/Hbiima^ The
Cross on C an^y is ’prh-eminently 
the sign and proof of the saving, 
redeeming, .reclaiming design and 
purpose of God for, ..Ote, humanity 
He had created. It WTiî  :the"Measure 
of God’s valuation of-hunian life.

“ If that be true, then the essential 
thing for us, if we would share in 
the'fulfillment of the divlhe pur­
pose for our world, is to recognize 
what a supremely sac.-at. and in­
finitely precious thing human life 
is. God has endowed it with marve­
lous capacities and capabilities for 
high and holy attainments. He made 
it a thing which shall continue for­
ever. He placed it in a q,atural en­
vironment which was designed to 
minister to its health and enrich­
ment, its wholesomeness and its 
happiness. As we dravr more and 
more skilfully upon the wealth of 
that environment, ;*v we reach out 
to new conquests Of-earth and sea 
and air, as we enlarge our use of all 
the amazing resources Which God 
has placed at our disposal, the 
value of^all our discoveries and at­
tainments is measured’ in terms of 
the benefits which they .shestow 
upon human lifeT

“ Moreover, that thing which we 
call the “ Kingdom of God”  has for 
its sole purpose the conservation 
and enrichment of human life. If 
there is virtue in righteousness, in 
honor, in moral Integrity—-if there 
is value in prayer or worship or 
fellowship with God— it 1s because 
these things make human life the 
fine and beautiful and sacred thing 
which God intended it

ing influence in our political life, a 
disrupting and demoralizing and 
industrial and community life. Un­
der any construct'on of that funda 
mental social principle of "the 
greatest good to the greatest 1 uiu 
ber” the liquor traffic has alwa>s 
stood condemned. It has never had 
any possible justification apart 
from the claims of oelfish -nrl 
heedless men to Indulge their ow.i 
tastes in accordance irith thoir own 
clerires.

“ No, I believe that every Chris­
tian .should rejoice and thank Goc 
that this whole wretched business 
is now outlawed by the fundamen­
tal law of the land. I believe the 
Eighteenth Amendment will re­
main as long as ,jur Constitution 
endures, to place the ban of the oa- 
tional conscience upon a thing 
\7hich, in the ĥ j.nQS of selflth men, 
has wrought nothing b it evil in 
cur national life, aui nothing but 
defeat fort God's own benevolent 
purposes for men. And it is not 
only love of country ana respect 
for its laws, it it not only common 
legard for social welfare, it is loy­
alty to our God ana filelity to Hi.i 
designs which enjoin upon all of 
us the duty to uphold the Eigh­
teenth Amendment and honesty 
to fulfill its requirements.

“ We may not ignore the practi­
cal difficulties that are aneounter- 
ed in securing the enforcemen of 
the provisions of that amendment. 
All laws are difficult of onforo- 
ment. So long as the death penalty 
fails to deter men from ignoring 
the law against murder there will 
be those who will evade cna dc'y 
the law against the manufactuio 
and sale of intoxicants.

“ But at least thr Eighteenth 
Amendment has driven this bucl- 
ness under cover. it no longe- 
flaunts itself as a legitimate traf­
fic from which the government it­
self thought it no disgrace to exa:., 
ils cone lesion. The more or less 
cleverly concealed “ speak easy” is 
belter than j;he glittering saloon. 
The bootlegger and his patrons 
present a sad enough spectacle, but 
at least this sneaking, furtive, un 
derground traffic is preferable to 
the open bar and .hn h gh v.es 
sure salesmanship which publicly 
sought neW and larger patronage 
for the produ;t o f  the breweries 
and distilleries. At least, the busi­
ness no longer beats the s,anctlon 
of'the 1. V . And I believe the up­
standing, right-minded young feo- 
yel of future genenatlons will be 
quick t-' recognize that a tiling 
which must hide itself from the 
l-w  has little to contribute to their 
success or . to their oecency ana 
self-resp. ot.

“ The Eighteenth Amendment Is. 
in itself, a most important and con­
spicuous r.nd imj n  ssive lei son oii 
the dangers of intoxicants. But 
that lesson will reod 10 be supple­
mented by-far more diligent efforts 
on the part of al'. the torces which 
make for social well-being and 
I ublic order. The situation before 
us presents a special challenge to 
organized religion.

“ We are told that the Churches 
were largely responsible for natioh- 
al'prohibltlon. If that be true, the 
time has now come for the Churches 
to vindicate their faith In that 
cause, not in the spirit of fantlcism, 
not with any desire to' f^ten our 
own moral standards upon those 
who prefer other standards; but by 
brave and wise and patient and 
constructive leadership, by the 
moulding of -public sentiment, by 
the quickening of the public con­
science, by honest practice and con­
sistent example.

“ Prohibition has become a poli­
tical question. If thgt is a mis­
fortune, it is politics which must 
bear the consequences. For the 
Christian and for the, Christian 
Church it is primarily and essential­
ly a social and spiritual question—  
social, because it Involves the wel­
fare of our fellowmen and whole­
someness of our community life; 
spiritual, because it involves our 
obligation as fellow-labprers with 
God in the conservation of human 
life.,- Lef us seek to interpret the 
task before us in these terms, and 
the forces of righteousness within 
the Church and without, will rally 
to the support of this mighty ad­
venture upon which our nation Is 
entering, and the outcome will b? 
left in no uncertainty.

“ We are meeting on the anniver­
sary day’of one reverently and af­
fectionately known throughout the 
world as the Great Emancipator. I 
can think of no more fitting words 
with which to conclude the appeal I 
have endeavored to present than the 
words of Abraham Limioln—-words 
which are at once a challenge and 
a prophecy: .

i ‘ ?Turn now,” he said, “to the 
temperance revolution. In it we 
shall find a stronger bondage,, a 
viler slavery ended, a greater tyrant 
deposed; in 'it, more of -want sup­
plied,* more disease healed, more 
sorrow assuaged.’’  3y it no orphan 
starving, no widows weeping, by. it 
none wounded in feelings, hbne.ia' 
jured in interests; even the draifi> 
maker and dram-seller Will have 
glided Into other occunations so 
gradually as never to.have felt the 
chanj|:e.

FEAR OF UFE CALLED 
CHIEF CAUSE OF ALL 

MENTAL DISORDERS
London— Mental disorders are 

brought about in man by the fear 
of life almost more than anything 
else.

When man gives up his life’s 
work without lea'dng enough In­
terests to give a real meaning to 
life, be runs a great risk of mental 
breakdown.

This is the substanae of a report 
issued by the National Council of 
Mental Hygiene, who have recent­
ly finished a several years study 
of the causes which bring about 
mental disorders.

Unmarried men are more apt to 
lose their mind thah those who have 
taken on all the responsibilities of*  ̂
life, while many mental break­
downs occur when the prospect of 
marriage is imminent, adds the re­
port.

Denying that heridity has a 
great deal to do with the general 
caus§ of mental disorders, the re­
port continues:

“ Established mental disorder Is 
only the result qf a long series of 
morbid changes;' initiated perhaps 
in childhood or youth, a series in 
which many of the stages are miss­
ing and the origin of v/hich may bo 
altogether hidden. '

“ The sudden flaring up of acute 
mental disorder is o,£tcn only the 
terminal manifestation of a long 
process of slow combustion, smoul­
dering during a period of years.

“ Periodic examinations^ of dis­
turbances from an early' age are 
essential, especial attention being 
directed to the teeth and the state 
of the digestive organs. The public 
must learn to regard mental dis­
turbances as something to be han­
dled frankly and without prejudice 
-r-lust liko physical disuse,”  ,

Rochester, N. Y;— Evidences of a 
culture far antedating the Seneca 
Indians and others of the Six Na­
tions, precursors of the paleface, 
have been brought to Light by an 
expedition of the Rochester Muni­
cipal Museum to Lake Lamoka, N.
Y.

More than 5,000 specimens, in­
cluding 1,200 antler and bone im­
plements, many of rare and unique 
form, have been shipped here by 
excavators working under the di­
rection of Dr. Arthur C. Parker, di­
rector of the Rochester Municipal 
Museum and former state achaeolo- 
gist, who discovered the site in

Notable among the rarer objects 
are implements of antler painted 
with red stripes, now faded a light 
pink. So far as research has gone 
these painted bone implements are 
the only specimens ever found in 
America outside of certain Pueblo 
communities in the.Southwest.

The Lake Lamoka discoveries set
the site aS that of a prehistoric j routes.
fishing camp, immense numbers of 
finely made fish hooks and net 
sinkers being found. Little pottery 
was discovered indicating that the 
site was pre-ceramic. What was 
found was the characteristic inland 
Algonkian type of the early second 
period. .

Dr. Parker cited the finds and the 
expedition as by far the most im­
portant in the state for many years

London,— Crippled by the war, 
Germany has mhdfl miraculous use 
of the resoufces at its command, 
and has made more progress in the 
development of commercial avia­
tion than any other nation of the 
world.

With the help of the $15,638,500 
handed'it as governmental subsidy 
since "1924, the Lufthansa has es­
tablished a system of air-line such 
as exist nowhere else in the world. 
The entire nation is a cris-cross 
of air routes, and there is a* regu­
lar service operating between Ber­
lin and Moscow which someday will 
be extended across Russia to the 
Padfl.c coast.

Covers Republic
A glanci  ̂ at the Lufthansa’s air- 

I line map would express better than 
words the completeness with which 
this organization haO covered the 
Republic. Practically every large 
city is served by airplanes that op­
erate'with the regiilarity of 'rail- 
r6'ad ti'Afns, with moH' thdn ' twice 
the speed.

There are how approximately 350 
airplanes operated hy the Luft­
hansa, covering almost 25,000 miles 
daily. More than 60,000 passen 
gers were carried in the year just 
ended, representing a total passen­
ger mileage of almost 7,000,000 
miles.’

The Lufthansa has extended Us 
lines outside of '- Germany, to Scan­
dinavia, Morocco, Egypt, Austria, 
Switzerland, Czecho-Slovakla and 
Poland.

The German government has 
realised the full advantages of com­
mercial aviation, and has demon­
strated its faith in the potentialities 
of the airplane by ready cash. 
As in the case of England, the air 
lines of Germany have been trans 
formed from a scattered, strag­
gling, struggling mixture, to a well- 
ordered, regular, dependable means 
of transportation.

The Lufthansa also carries mails, 
but no country has proved so ef 
ficient in this direction as the 
United States. The Lufthansa has 
occupied itself more with the trans­
portation of passengers and mer­
chandise that demands speedy de­
livery, and has been astoundingly
eii ̂ poctaî ii 1

The policy of the French govern 
ment in regard to civil aviation has 
been not dissimilar to that of Ger­
many. The appropriation in 192b 
was aproximately 60,'000,0 00 
francs, and. during this period 
French' airplanes flew well in ex­
cess of 3,000,000 miles on regular

Protective Service feel like saying 
many times, when someone comes 
in and says, “I have been reading 
your articles ever since they start­
ed”— and then proceeds to tell you 
how they have signed a contract 
without reading it, given a deposit 
to a salesman they never saw be­
fore and haven’t seen since, or 
bought some stock certificates 
which were only good to paper the 
hen house; then we are tempted to 
say. What’s the use! It is all a 
^yaste of time and are these articles 
really doing any good?

Just now when the results of our 
three year’s work is beginning to 
be of value and our files of inform­
ation are becoming more and 
more complete and information 
can be given much more quickly 
and readily, it does seem a pity 
that people will persist in getting 
themselves into trouble and then 
come asking to be saved from their 
own foolishness when they might 
have kept out of trouble by simply 
asking a question. Only in one 
case out of ten can redress and res­
titution be obtained after a con­
tract. has been signed or money 
paid, while practically 100 per 
cent, protecdoh can be guaranteed 
if people would only appeal to the 
Chamber of Commerce before they 
sign contracts or pay money, as it 
is always possible to obtain facts.-

In spite of this, however, book 
salesmen, advertising solicitors, 
charity collections, puzzle contests, 
salesmep j fqr every,, known com- 

. moiety-.demanding w before
the' receipt of the " goods, tipster 
sheets T»h -stqc^s ahd investments, 
smuggled goods salesmen, jewelry 
auctions, and mail solicitations for 
fake merchandise, continue to get 
their stuff across and reap a rich 
harvest, simply because they are 
able to talk convincingly, often 
without regard for the truth. In 
other words they use their heads, 
and talk fast .so that the victim, 
otherwise known as the prospect, 
is either hypnotized or worn out 
and signs on the dotted line with- 
but resistance.

The foregoing remarks are nof 
intended to- discourage anyone 
from appealing to the Chamber^of, 
Commerce after they"ha've'>made a 
mistake. It-is important to report 
one’s losses and unpleasant e.vperi- 
ences in order that others may be 
warned and the activities of the 
swindlers suppressed.

There seems to be a deep seated 
aye^ion on the part of. the ayer-̂  

p^son towaW.'-'dsSe'ftfng; 
personal rights where" the house to 
house canvasser is concerned. Many 
times people say, “Oh, we find it 
so hard to be discourteous when 
people call at our doors." It is a 
question whether this dislike of be­
ing discourteous to a trespasser in 
your home is not a camouflage for 
plain weakness and lack of tiack- 
bonei These people come to your 
door on business of their own. A 
housewife is under no obligation to 
do business with them if she does 
not want to and if they refuse to 
accept her statement that she does 
not wish to do business with them, 
then they forfiet all claim to her 
courtesy or consideration, and be­
come just plain trespassers.

The Chamber finds that the 
practice of giving to salesmen lists 
of friends as prospects is still very 
common and constitutes both a 
menace and a nuisance, as the 
salesmao uses.-this as a means of 
galnfcg entrance to" homes where it 
would , | 5il^erwise be' impossible. 
This practice is an Imposition on 
your friends and should be stopped. 
As a. inatter of fact, anyone who 
does this should be ashamed to 
meet their friends.

Souse to house sales are known 
to cost more than sales over the 
counter. There is nothing that is 
offered at yo'ir ^oor but what can 
be obtained, for as little or less 
through a local merchant.

Chicago.— "Scarface AT’ Capone 
paced up and down his cell. He 
had been picked up in Joliejt, III., 
upon his return to Chicago ■ from 
Los Angeles and c -.dned to a cell 
upon the charge of carrying con­
cealed weapons.

“I’m mad!" he shouted in such a 
loud tone that jailers came run­
ning with shotguns. Capone turned 
to them and sneered:

“Law and order! Protectors of 
the common people! 'The great pt  ̂
lice! Law and order—hell'. They are 
hounding me to death. I’m through 
with all police. They can go to hell 
and be damned!"

Capone resumed his pacing while 
his interviewer waited until the 
great gang chieftain’s rage subsid­
ed. ^Finally he sank to (he. hard 
oaken bench—bench and bed—-and 
sighed.

“I’m going back to Chicago. It’s 
my home. I pay taxes there. My 
friends are there. I’ve done noth­
ing—nothing at all—that should 
make me leave Chicago. I’ve lived 
there for ten years. It’s ‘hom"e’ to 
me.” Capone said.

Afraid of Police'
They call me a great gang chief­

tain—A gang leader. I’m not. Why 
do I carry guns—why do I have 
a bodyguard—why do I have ma­
chine guns? In fear of gang assas­
sination? Hell, no. Because of the 
police.

“They drag me into jail on every 
excuse. They tell the world I’m a 
killer, a bad man, the terror of the 
world. Naturally 1 get a reputation. 
They arrest me if a man Is murder­
ed. ‘Capone gangsters did It’ they 
tell everybody. Then when they 
have nothing on me, they book me 
for disorderly conducts and the 
judge discharges me for lack of 
evidence.

“A man gets tir-̂ d of that in the 
nnd. It’s the end for me now. I’m 
mad and I’m going to fight these 
protectors of law and order.”

Two scars, one on the forehead, 
the other on the left cheek, became, 
crimson as blood rushed into his 
face. He rose from the bench and 
resumed his pacing of the nhrrow 
cell.

Capone is short of stature. He is 
about 34 years old but looks 45.

Here Tm-Years
Ten years ago Capone was a dif­

ferent man. He. dressed like a la­
borer and, in fact, was a laborer, an 
immigrant from the Shores of Sicily. 
He came to Chicago and worked 
first in saloons and vice bouses. 
Patterning his dress after the gaudy 
regalia of his only companions, 
panderers, he was known as the 
“sheik" type.

When national prohibition came 
it opened up a new field to the 
managers of vice, resorts. Bootleg­
ging came in the Held. Capofiq had 
worked industriously for his bosses. 
He never “ musoled-In’’ on the oth­
er man’s field. In time he became a 
close associate of Johnny Torrio, 
now reported in hiding in New 
York. ■

Capone was soon promoted to 
first lieutenant of Torrio who own­
ed a vast syndicate in Chicago. Tor­
rio, ran afoul of the prohibition law 
and was sentenced to serve a nine 
months sentence in a jail at Wauke­
gan.

Capone headed the syndicate In 
Torrio’s absence and when the'Tat­
ters term was up, Capone politely 
said: “Get out.” Torrio, much wis­
er than many gangsters, now dead, 
got out. That’s why he’s alive to­
day.

Capone moved into Clcera, out­
lying town in the western bounda­
ries of Chicago and set up his fort 
at the Hawthorne Inn.

Gangsters came and challenged 
Capone’s supremacy. Some of. them 
were Earl “Hymie” Weiss, Dion 
O’Bannion, Big Pal Moran, the 
many O’Donnel brothets, and count­
less others. Ouly the coroner’s  office 
now has the details of theiT demise.

Things got too hot for “Scar- 
face” in Cicero. When a machine 
gun battalion drew abreast of the 
Hawthorne Inn a .d'klddlisil it  with

bullets, Capone knew the town was 
getting too hot. Hethen moved to 
the Metropole Hotel, in the heart of 
the former “Red-light” district in 
Twenty-second street in Chicago.

That’s where he now lives. He is 
reported to have two floors, a pri­
vate elevator, private barber and 
his lieutenants swarm the hotel. 
When Capone “goes to market” 
with him goes two car-loads of 
friends. When Capone visits the 
City Hall or the Congress Hotel, so 
do twelve "companions.”

When Capone recently visited 
Los Angeles, so did two trusty lieu­
tenants. But Capone got off the 
train in Joliet and police frisked 
him and found weapons. With his 
companions and two car-loads of 
men awaiting him, Capone was 
lodged in jail.

Sacramento, Cal. — California 
may soon blaze the trail for the na­
tion in a new field—the business of 
government by air.

Creation of a powerful state gov­
ernment radio broadcasting station 
the first stM in the new venture, 
has been pimposedi it was learne«l 
today by International News Serv­
ice, with a member of Govern ">r 
Young’s official cabinet as sponsor 
of the plan.

The government super-station, ac 
proposed to the governor and bis 
advisors, would be owned and oper­
ated by the state to bring govern­
ment closer to the people and cany 
California’s message of welcome to 
the four-corners of the earth.

Station In Capitol
In event the plan receives state 

approval, the great broadcasting 
station would be located on the top 
floor of the new Capitol-annex 
building here, according to backers 
of the project, and it is probable 
the state would secure its place on 
the. dial by taking over KPBK, the 
present Sacramento station.

Market reports, released by fed­
eral and state cooperative agencies, 
together with crop forecasts, educa­
tional bulletins, news of contem­
plated highway projects and all 
government activilies affecting a 
large number of people would be 
broadcast nightly over the state- 
controlled super-station.

The station would also be utilized 
to broadcast California’s attractions 
to the nation and acquaint prospec­
tive settlers and industrial groups 
with the state’s advantages.

This would be supplemented. It 
is planned, by musical programs 
and other entertainment features.

To remove the only objectionable 
leature .of. the ..proposed enterprise, 
the station would be cond'ucted on 
a purely non-partisan basis, with 
politics being the one subject ban­
ned in the entertainment program.

No political addresses, or talks on 
controversial governmental Issues, 
would be permitted.

Lunch to Cabinet
The first proposal* it became 

known today, was made at a lunch­
eon of the gubernatdrial cabinet by 
G. H. Hecke, directors of the Stale 
Department of .^riculture, who de­
clared that the'^state could be made 
of great value to farmers of the 
state In carrying marketing ant? 
crop reporting news now sent o':t 
by telegraph.

After the initial expenditure in 
seburiug the broadcasting equip­
ment, the station,' could be main­
tained at-low cost, Hecke advised, 
as an ideal location is available ia 
the new Capitol building.

More and more as the value of 
the vitamins In the diet of human 
beings Is being realized, new 
sources of these valuable elements 
are being sought.

Experiments made some years 
ago indicated that watercress is an 
excellent source of vitamin A. The 
animal body can store both vitamin 
A and vitamin D.

If the supply of these vitamins 
is stopped the animal continues 
to grow and thrive until its reserve 
of these vitamins is exhausted. 
Then It must be fed additional vita­
min or it will cease growth and
die-Vitamin D is found largely In 
cod liver * oil and its place may be 
taken by rays of ultraviolet. Vita­
min A Is found in butter and in 
Bod liver oil. '

Summer watercress is a remark­
ably rich source of vitamin A and 
contains a goodly amount of vita­
min D.

Vitamin C is the anti-scurvy vita­
min. When animals fail to receive 
adequate amounts of vitamin C they 
develop symptoms of scurvy in from 
12 to 16 days. ’The British investi­
gators found that a feeding of wa­
tercress shoots would successfully 
protect the animals against the on­
set of scurvy.

Thus the watercress, which is 
considered by restaurateurs and 
by most of their patrons as merely 
a sort of handsome decorative sub­
stance to be served as a garnish on 
orders of meat, is found to be ex­
ceedingly valuable because of its 
content of vitamins.

While 
Connecticut will probably continue 
for some time to be a large egg 
importing state the Department de- 
lieves that these Imports can be 
materially checked through careful 
marketing of the native fresh pro­
duct.
