Washington, Feb. 28.— A new 
strike of 350,000 union miners in 
twelve states is threatened April 
1, United Mine Workers officials 
reported today to the special Sen­
ate coal committee.

After nearly a week’s investiga­
tion in Pennsylvania fields, the 
committee, headed by Senator 
Gooding, Republican of Idaho, re­
turned to Washington today to 
lirepare a report for the Inter­
state Commerce Committee.

The committee collected about 
200 pages of testimony on its trip. 
Instead of a written report, the 
5ub-commitete will relae orally to 
the full committee its experiences 
in the mins camps. A meeting was 
called for Thursday. The general 
investigation by the full committee 
probably will get under way next 
week.

Legislative Remedy.
In the committe’s opinion some 

legislative remedy must be found 
to relieve the present strike con- 
nitions or unrest will spread to 
other industries, including the 
railroads, and effect thousands ot 
persons. No program has been 
mapped out but a bill calling for 
federal supervision of the coal in­
dustry will be presented by one or 
two of the committee members. 
Senator W’ heeler, Democrat of 
Montana, already has introduced a 
bill to nationalize the taiines.

The greatest ill of the industry, 
the committee believes, ts over­
production and an oversupply of 
miners.

Was 62 Years Old.

Boston, Feb. 28.— An investiga­
tion was to be started today to ex­
amine all government settlements 
with veterans In this district as a 
result of the arrest of two Depart- 
mient of Justice attaches. Dr. Isa­
dora Green and Arthur Williams on 
charges of extortion in two counts 
each.

Arraigned before United States 
Commissioner Jenney, the men 
pleaded not guilty and were held 
for a hearing Friday. Bail was set 
at $1,500 in the case of Dr. Green, 
and Williams was held in the sum 
of $2,500,

Dr. Green, 29, had been employ­
ed by the Veterans’ Bureau as a 
nerve specialist since 1924, while 
Williams was a typist-stenographer 
since 1922. Both are veterans.

The Charges
The physician was specifically 

charged with extortion of $100 from 
Dr. Julius Grossman on Jan. 1, this 
year, and $400 from Cornelius De­
laney of Somerville on Jan. 20, 
last.

Williams was charged with ex­
tortion of $100 from Rev- C. Kelle 
of Amesbury on Jan. 12 and $350 
from David Templeton of Cohasset 
on Dec. 6, 1927.

It was claimed that partially or 
totally disabled veterans were re­
quired to give up. substantial parts 
of compensation due them to per­
sons, who, it was alleged, approach­
ed them with the information that 
their checks were held tip, but they 
would be paid promptly if the prop­
er influence was brought to bear.

Ne'..' Haven, Conn., Feb. 28.—  
Major Louis M- Ullman, one of the 
local Republican political leaders, 
died at his home here today after j 
being ii^ failing health for more 
than a year. He was 62 years old.

Born in New Haven, Major Ull- 
luan was for many years connected 
with the Strouse-Adler Corset Com­
pany here, having been production 
manager at the time of his death, 
as well as a large stockholder. He 
entered the plant as a boy.

Mr. Ullman was appointed to the l 
staff of Governor George E. Louns- 
bury in 1900 with rank of major, 
and was later appointed to the staff 
ot Governor George L. Lilley, serv­
ing also under Governor Frank B. 
Weeks. Major Ullman was also 
campaign manager for Congress­
man John Q. Tilson, from 1908 to 
1922. He was also for many years 
member of the Republican state 
central committee and a factor in 
state politics.

Major Ullman was a director of 
St. Francis orphan asylum here, 
having aided in founding it. He 
was also a founder and director of 
the Jewish orphans home, and of 
the New Haven Community Chest, 
He was a member of Congregation 
Mishkan Israel-

Major Ullman is survived by his 
wife, two daughters, tv;o grand­
children, and two brothers. Col. 
Isaac M. Ullman and Joseph F. 
Ullman.

PLANES TO LINK UP 
ALL ATLANTIC COAST

To Construct Fields From 
Maine to Florida; Bridgeport 
One of the Stations.

COAST GUARD KEEPLNG 
UP WATCH FOR BROOKS

New York, Feb. 28.— The Unk­
ing up of the entire Atlantic coast
line from ____.e to Florida by a
system of high grade locally bacii 
ed airports is to be undertaken bv 
the National Airways Terminals, 
Inc., it was learned with the an­
nouncement of the organization's 
plans for the first of the series of 
fields, to he built at Portland, Me.

Twenty-four hour passenger 
flights service, instruction and 
demonstrations-' will be provided at 
each airport. The Portland, field, 
which will be ready to be put into 
operation with the advent of good 
weather, will be provided with 
three runways of 3,200 feet each, 
a ten :,pl.ane hangar, and full 
equipment of beacon and approach 
lights.

The seco-a field of  ̂ series 
will be constructed at Bridgeport, 
Conn., and the third at Wilming­
ton, Del. The organization hack­
ing the project is headed by Wil­
liam E. Arthur, president of the 
airport construction company bear­
ing his name, and C, S. "Casey” 
Jones, vice-president of the Curtiss 
flying service.

Coma, in turn, told Mulvey he had 
not approached Currie but that 
Currie had approached him with 
offers of the same sort Mulvey's 
own opinion was that Day had won 
the fight but that actually Currie 
made no attempt “ to hand it to 
him.”  Currie’s right hand was in­
jured during* the training period 
before the bout and that this han­
dicapped him during the fight. The 
referee’s decision was. a draw.

Next Witness.
Robert Wilson, sports editor of 

the New Haven Times-Union, was 
the next witness. His testimony 
followed that of Mulvey closely, 
except that Wilson declared'that he 
was still unconvinced that Currie 
had “ not laid down.” Wilson 
said he saw Coma and Currie in 
conversation two days ̂ before the 
fight but he had no inj^i^ation re­
garding the conversatiofi to show 
there had been any “ fixing” except 
that Coma had told Currie that he 
would >- .t\on Day.

Wilson then said thift. Coma ask­
ed Currie if there would be any 
hard feelings if he did bet on Day.

 ̂ - Matchmaker Talks.
The matchmaker testified that 

Coma complained to him, several 
days after the fight, that Currie 
had not carried-.'Out ah "agreement 
regarding laying down in the fight. 
He said that Currie had asked 
Coma to lay eight or ten bets on 
Day.

JudgeV Eugene Farley, of New 
Haven, who represented Currie, 
said he was satisfied that the testi- 
many showed no evidence of at­
tempt to fix or actual fixing of the 
fight. Neither Currie nor Coma, 
who were present, were called upon 
to testify.

Joseph H. Lawlor, of Waterbury, 
deputy athletic commissioner, also 
sat in on the hearing. Judge Ray­
mond A. Johnson, of the attorney 
general’s office, represented the 
state. Decision was reserved, but 
Judge Johnson aeclared that the 
comnjissioner had jurisdiction only 
over Currie and only so far as 
Currie’s license as a fighter is con­
cerned. If any action or investi­
gation regarding any alleged crime 
growing out of any alleged attempt 
to fix the fight must come from the 
New Haven local authorities.

BISHOP TALBOT DIES 
AFTER LONG ILLNESS

Melbourne, Fla., Feb. 28.— Fish­
ermen and Coast Guard vessels for 
miles along the east coast of Flori­
da kept a close watch today for the 
body of Harry Brooks, chief test 
pilot for the Ford Motor Company, 
whose plane crashed in the sea near 
here Saturday night.

The beacon on the beach here 
was kept burning all night, while 
a motorcycle patrol kept running 
up and down the sandy course in 
hopes that the body will be washed 
ashore- This watch was being main­
tained as far south as Miami.

A preliminary examination of the 
motor of the wrecked plane, found 
on the beach near Sebastian yes­
terday morning, revealed a tiny 
wooden plug in the air bole of the 
tap o f' one of the gas tanks. The 
stopper, no larger than a match, 
created a vacuum- and shut off the 
fiow of gas to the motor.

The theory was that Brooks him­
self Inserted the wooden plug to 
protect the tank from sand and 
rain while awaiting repairs to the 
plane at Titusville, and forgot to 
remove It when „  > e  resumed his

RUSS PRINCE LOSES 
SUIT FOR PROPERH

Exiled Royalty May Say Good­
bye to Former Riches After 

- Court Ruling.

Moscow, Feb. 28— Russian prin­
ces living in exile while hoping for 
the overthrow of the Soviets and 
their triumphal return to their na­
tive land, are taking legal steps to 
retain title to their vast estates.

However, Judging from the out­
come of the action taken by Prince 
Peter P. Volkonsky the exiled prin­
ces may say a definite goodbye to 
their former riches.

Under the Czarlst laws, ten years 
absence from the country automat­
ically voided a title to property un­
less the owner made application to 
the codtrary. •

Following the advice of counsel, 
Prince Volkonsky, once one of the 
wealthiest of the. land nobility, 
gave notice that his “ temporary 
residence”  in Paris must not be re­
garded as a- renunciation of his 
claims to a 3,000 acre estate of rich 
farm land near Riazan, in Central 
Russia.

Was Oldest Bishop in Episco 
pal Church— A Pioneer in 
Missionary Work.

Tuckahoe, N. Y., Feb. 28.—  
Episcopalians throughout the 
country today mourned the death 
of Bishop Ethelhert Talbot, the 
oldest bishop in the Episcopal 
church. He died at the age of 79 
last night at the Tuckahoe home of 
his daughter, Mrs. Franklin Don­
aldson.

Bishop Talbot, who retired from 
active duty last October 1 because 
of illness, formerly was presiding 
bishop of the Episcopal church' 
Previously he was head of the 
Episcopal Diocese.of Bethlehem, 
Pa., for thirty years. He suffered 
a stroke in Boston recently and 
had been failing in health since.

Bishop Talbot was born In Fay­
ette, Mo., October 8, 1848. When 
the missionary district of Wyoming 
and Idaho was created, he was 
elected its first missionary bishop. 
In 1924 Bishop Talbot became pre­
siding bishop of the church In 
which office he continued to serve 
until 1925.

Bishop Talbot was one of the 
group of missionary pioneers who 
played a conspicuous part In the 
winning of the west.

That such a motor or generator 
can be used to drive airplanes was 
regarded as extremely doubtful by 
Dr. Paul F. Heyl, inventor of the 
earth inductor compass that guided 
Lindbergh to France, and Dr. H. D. 
Hubbard, who has visualized such 
apparent impossibilities as a camera 
which focuses automatically as does 
the human eye, and Interplanetary 
transportation.

“ You can’t get something for 
nothing,”  declared Dr. Heyl, whose 
inductor compass operates on a 
principle somewhat’ to that of the

DETAILED CHARTERS
Of interest to Manchester at 

this time  ̂ when charter building is 
an activity of immediate concern 
to the people of the to'wn, is the 
crisis in the affairs of the city of 
New Loudon just reached and tak­
ing the form of the resignation of 
the city manager because authority 
vested in him by the charter is de­
nied to him by the city council.

New London adopted a new char­
ter in 1921, after many months of 
labor on the part of a commission. 
It was adopted by the people in a 
special election, under the most ex­
traordinary circumstances; it was 
probably the first and only time that 
an American community was ever 
called on to go to the polls and 
adopt or reject a charter which they 
had had no opportunity of reading; 
for no oflicial publicatio,;^9f the in­
strument was ever made and the 
one draft of it which was printed In 
a newspaper was not the final one 
as it came from the Legislature. It 
has been authoritatively stated in 
New London that there was not a 
single copy of the charter In the 
city on the day of the election.

Nor have the authorities who 
have operated the charter ever 
seemed to have a much clearer idea 
of its purport than the electors who 
adopted it. There has always been 
an ineradicable Impression that 
somehow or other the council, as 
created by the new charter, inherit­
ed certain powers from the former 
aldermanic body that had existet 
under the old and repealed charter 
There has been constant Interpreta­
tion of the new charter in the light 
of the old one, to which the coun­
cil has repeatedly looked for its 
authority when in conflict with that 
of the city manager, overriding the 
letter of the new charter at will.

All this comes from verbosity. 
The council-manager charter con­
tains so many words, slops over so 
often into the field of ordinance­
making, that it fails In the clear 
definition of constitutional rights 
and powers.

The New London charter is one 
of the best possible examples of 
what not to do. It emphasises the 
necessity of drawing such an Instru- 
uent sharply on the lines of funda­
mentals and-leaving every possible 
Retail to a properly emp^qwered leg-

and unheard-of conditions for man­
kind. And he tells how Sir Walter 
Raleigh “ sailed to find a city of 
gold, and no man doubted it was 
there.” He likens the hopefulness 
and tremendous expectations of that 
age to the hopefulness and expecta­
tions of this “ new age” which now 
confronts us. For the moment he 
seems to forget the bitter disillu­
sionment of those over-convinced 
optimists of the Elizabethan age—- 
that similar disillusionment is be­
ing courted now.

“ Our prophets are not our Menc­
kens but our Fords,” . says Mr. 
Catton in a burst of enthusiasm. *

In our humble belief our true 
prophets are neither our Menckens 
nor our Fords— neither those who 
see this fair old world trailing down 
into a mucky morass of hopeless, 
conscienceless oppression, lies, ig­
norance and folly, nor those who 
visualize mankind as an aggrega­
tion of happy idiots dancing about 
like midges in the sun in an ever­
lasting fancy dress carnival of 
leisure and served by robot machin­
ery.

We believe that if there are any 
prophets at all— which we doubt—  
the true ones are those who foresee 
a happy and rational medium of 
continued progress in material, 
mental and moral growth— such as 
has been going on with a consider­
able degree of steadiness ever since 
the beginnings of history.

We believe it serious disservice to 
tell the people of America or of the 
world that Raleigh’s city of gOld is 
just around the corner and that the 
next turn of the steering wheel is 
going ta bring us to it. We believe 
it is bad medicine to tell, them that 
the next turn, whichever road we 
take, is going to land us in the dis­
mal swamp. When the truth of the 
matter is that any branch of the 
road will just lead us back to the 
thing that humanity has always 
known— tasks to be done, lives to 
be lived, happiness to be found in 
rational, reasonably unselfish living, 
self-restraint to be exercised, beauty 
to be seen, with a fair chance at all 
of them for those who are neither 
deluded by false promises nor 
blighted by needless despair.

If there ever was a time whenL 
we needed some middle-of-the-road 
prophets, it would seem to be right 
now. Mr, Catton would make one of 
the best if he did not listen so often 
to the tuning fork of the profes­
sional inspirationists.

And, Just 
as this feat is achieved, a sudden' 
crush of clerks, stenographers and 
stock gamblers carries one with 
the human tide.

Pittsburgh, Pa., Feb. 28— Lester 
J. Hendershot, West Elizabeth in­
ventor who startled the motor In­
dustry with the announcement of 
his electro-magnetic engine, really 
started out to divlse a new type of 
compass, D. Barr Peet, his partner, 
told International News Service to­
day.

Hen.deTshot discovered by cut'.lng 
the magnetic lines of force he could 
.develop a rotary motion of a, pre­
magnetized core. This motion, could 
be stabilized in the manner the 
motor was built, thus constructing 
an engine with a predetermined 
number , of revolutions per minute.
‘ Constant Spfeed

“ A constant speed motor Is one 
of the greatest needs of aviation,” 
said Peet. “ This motor can be 
built to any speed desired, and will 
last indednitely. The motor Hen- 
was constructed to turn over 1,800 
revolutions per minute, and devel­
oped forty-five horsepower on a 
block test,

Peet was emphatic in hi# denial 
that there was any radio phenomena 
connected with the motor.- It gen­
erates no heat, he explained, and 
could only be utilized as electrical 
current if attached to a motor gen­
erator.

The partner explained that Hen­
dershot originally was seeking to 
devise a compass that would be 
more reliable than-the present ones 
used by avjators. He was trying 
to improve upon the magnetic in­
duction compass that indicates the 
true north;

First Experiments 
“ Hendershot found that with a 

pre-magnetized core, he could- set 
up a magnetized .field that would 
indicate the true north, but after 
he found this, he could find no way 
of utilizing it in the compass he 
had set out to devise,” said Peet.

“ In continuing his experlmeiris, 
Hendershot learned that by cutting 
the eame line of magnetic force 
from north and south, he had an 
indicator o f the true north. By 
cutting the magnetic field east and 
west be found he could develop a 
rotary miitlon.

“Hendershot now has a motor 
similar to an enlarged magneto, as 
the revolving armature passes the 
magnetic poles of the magnet, cur­
rent enters the end of the armature

Bleedinf from the nose Is a fair­
ly frequent condition. It occurs 
not only as the result of a direct 
blow, but also from a variety of 
causes associated with Its struc­
ture.

Sometimes inflammation may at­
tack the vessels, sometimes there 
may be varicose veins In the nose 
that will burst, sometimes a little 
uloeration develops a crust and 
a Tlelet blowing or picking at the 
crust results In hemorrhage.

IHieaae or Local Oaaae.
Not Infrequently bleeding from 

the aoM la associated with such 
dleuei as Inflamatlon of the kld- 
neya, hardening of the arteries, or 
tumora la the aoae. If the coadl- 
tioa la due to aoma local eauae 
auoh aa aa ulcer or a acratch, the 
bleedlag will probably atop ot Iteelf 
aftar It la taaiporarlly eoatrolled.

The almpleat meaaure to aid the 
stopplag of the bleedlag la the 
placlag of the paUeat la a recum­
bent poaltlon, preferably with the 
face down. The application of Ice 
water or ot hot water to tha aoae 
sr the

nose with sterilized clean gauze 
will help.

Any superstitious measure, such 
as Ice applied to the back of the 
neck, a cold key hung down the 
back, the Inhaling of smoke, or 
similar procedures are likely mere­
ly to be a nuisance without giving 
any help.

Examining the Blood.
If the person bleeds continuously 

an examination of the blood should 
be made to find out If there is a 
delayed coagulation time. An In­
vestigation may also be made to 
find out whether the person hap­
pens to belong to one of the faror 
Hies known as bleeders, In which 
coagulation ot the blood occurs 
only with great difficulty.

There Is no way to strengthen 
the blood vessels so as to prevent 
hemoi^rhages. but a competent nose 
and throat speoialist will be able 
to look Into the nose and to find 
out whether a cauterization of the 
vessel, a strengthening of the step- 
turn, or some similar procedure Is 
necessary to control an anatomical 
detect.

Sauces are useful at this time of 
the year when food begins to taste 
all alike and ond longs for some­
thing different.

Grape Fruit Pie.
One cup sugar, 1-2 cup water, 

1 cup grape fruit juice, -few grains 
salt, 4 tablespoons cornstarch, 1 
tablespoon butter, 2 eggs, 6 table­
spoons powdered sugar.

Mix thoroughly sugar, salt and 
cornstarch. Add water and fruit 
juice and stir until smooth. Cook 
over a low fire stirring constantly 
until thick and smooth. Let mix­
ture boil five minutes, stirring, 
and remove from lire. Stir in 
yolks of eggs slight!/ beaten. Beat 
mixture well and let stand until 
cool. Turn into a baked pie shell. 
Beat whites of eggs until stiff, and 
dry,. gradually beating in sugar. 
Add 2 teaspoons grape fruit juice 
and pile over cornstarch mixture 
in pie shell. Bake ten minutes 
in a moderate oven.
