A tell-tale
receiving set was placed several
miles from WTIC's transmitter and
connected to it by balanced tele-
phone circuits, enabling the stntlion
to adjust its transmitting circuit to
avoid the howl.

Following this attempt WTIC re-
quested the Bureau of Standards to
recalibrate the crystals of both sta-
tions and to synchronize them, The
Federal Commission expressed its
interest in the experiment and as a
result the Bureau of Standards will
exactly match the two crystals so
that the stations will not wander off
their assigned chaunnels,

In carryving out the experiment
WTIC has made adjustments every
fifteen minutes during the time it
was on the air. It has also compiled
a daily log of heterodynes, based
upon observations made every five
minutes while the station was on
the air, for the Radio Commission,

“TORCH” SUSPECT
WRITES TO PAPER

Dr. Clements Says He Is In
New York But Knows
Nothing of Crime.

New York, March-5.—The doors
of police headquarters were ajar to-
day in the expectancy that Dr,
Louis €lement, mysterious inven-
tor, would drop in and submit to
questioning in connection with the

the Brown murder, Clement said
that he would have surrendered to
police only that he was ‘“broke"
and therefore unable to retaln
counsel to protect his interests, Po-
lice believe the signature to the
letter is authentic.

Appeal to “Doctor"

Although detectives today were

checking up through the post office
through which the letter was mall-
ed, police admitted the ‘“‘doctor” is
elusive as the weird inventions with
which he is credited. Thege include
a fire fluid “able to destroy a town
in the twinkling of an eye." Police
appealed to Clement today to visit
them and promised him a square
deal.
" The letter said that Clement had
left his wife because he was un-
able to support her, Pretty Thercse
Flower, violinist, also is seeking
Clement in the belief that he is
her husband who disappeared,

Clement, in the letter, declared
that he could furnish an alibi which
would show he had no connection
with the New Jersey crime. He
reviewed his colorful career and at-
tributed the linking of his name
with the murder as another move
in a campaign of “‘persecution” by
an attorney ‘‘possessed by the idea

Miss Gladys Sherwood, principal
of the Roger Ludlow junior high
school, opposite Fiteh school, dis-
covered the blaze when she happen-
ed to glancg from & window jn her
school. Shi@telephoned Miss Edith
Crossman, princinal of the Fitch
school, and Miss Crossman turned
in the fire drill signal. The puplls
responded smartly and were out-
doors with their possesslions before
firemen had reached the place.

George W. Borgardus, chlef of
the fire department, told school
authorities after the( fire had been
subdued he would not permit the
school to be used again until an
absolutely fireproof roof was in-
stalled. State school officials have
been long urging the eity to erect
a brand-new building and raze the
old one.

EX-KAISER IS GENTLE
OLD MAN IN EXILE

New York, March 5.—The for-
mer German Kaiser, now in exile in
Holland, is a kindly and philosophi-
cal old man, harboring no resent-
wments, nursing no ambitions.

This was the appraisal of the
once powerful war lord made today
by Colunt Johann von Bentinick, ar-
riving on the North German Lloyd
liner Dresden, for a ten days pleas-
ure visit in America. The Count
Johann is the son of Count God-
dard von Bentinick of whose Amer-
ongen castle the Kaiser fled in his
hour of defeat,

“Always He hag seemed llke o
gentle old man, just a little weary,
perhaps, but resigned to his fate,”
the young count said of Wilhelm
Hohenzollern. I never have heard
him speak resentfully of his con-
querors, He gives one the impres-
slon of one who has played a big
game for big stakes and lost grace-
fully.”

Mrs. Lawrence, who has posed as
Chisholm’s wife, was exonerated
completely in the man's confession,
but is being held for further ques-
tioning.

and not at all, we are convinced,
from the so-called “dry” South, The
antagonism of the Southern Demo-
crats to Smith is religions. The
South is not genuinely dry. It is dry
for the Negro and wet for the white
man, It doesti't care a hoot about
Smith's wetness. Its opposition to
him is berause he is a Catholic.
Well, so is Walsh. And while the
South might be willing to swallow
the Catholielsm of Smith because of
his political stréngth in New York
and two or three other doubtful
states of the Norteast, it - would
have no such reason to swallow the
Catholicism of Walsh, who couldn't
carry a single state of the Northeast
or come anywhere near it. As an ex-
pedient the South might accept
Smith. It will give no conventioh
votes to Walsh.

Thomas J. Walsh is as dour as a
thunderstorm, as cold as an iceberg,
and as a statesman he i{s a very re-
markable district attorney. As &
contender in the Democratic nation-
al convention he is, as we hdve re-
marked, a complication.

AUXILIARY NAVY

Admiral Magruder is the latest
important backer of the policy of
“getting the government out of the
ghipping business."” Also he is an
open advocate of suéh government-
al assistance to privately owhed
"steamship lines as the four-day or-
ganization which proposes making
its terminal at New London. He
points out that such vessels as it is
proposed to put on the New Lohdon-
Buropean line can fill every, func-
tion of one of the proposed ten
thousand ton cruisers in time of
war and, even if assisted by the
government with mail contracts or
otherwise, they can be kept afioat
and practically in readiness for na-
val service &t a minute fraction
of the cost fo the government of
the upkeep of a cruiser.

In this matter of “getting the
government out of the shipping
business’” we occupy a position
somewhat different from most per-
#6ns and most newspapers. It is our
view that the government ought to
bé in the shipping business—as a
matter of principle and theory, But
it is a theory thdt has no powerful
backing in any quarter. The United
States shipping board was created
ag 5 meré stop-gap and with a con-
féssidon that its originators did not

expect it to be a permanent thing.

In othet Words, government own-

ership and operation of a merchant
marine came into being repudiated
by its authors. “This is a measure,”
they said in effect, “which we don't
believe in, don’'t like and wouldn't
suggest if it weren’t absolutely nec-
essary. As soon as we can prove that
it won't work permanently we shall
do so, and we shall, by that time, be
able to get rid of it by bribing pri-
vate capital to run the ships.”

This being the situation, and it
being obvious that there will not, at
least for many yedrs, be any hon-
est effort to succeed in the govern-
ment operation of merchant ships,
the sooner the make-believe under-
taking is scrapped the better,

The police are continually
outwitted by crookd whose sole pur-
poses in life are to be crooked, Lo
impose ‘on their fellow men. The
ordinary housewife or the average
pusiness or professional man is not
constantly on gunard against every
stranzer that approaches him. For
the Chamber of Commerce in ad-
vocate unreasoning suspicion of
every stranger would be provinecial
and unpopular.

Since dentists have begun care-
ful research as to the cause of
tooth decay, it is beginning to be
realized that in this as in other
portions of the body prevention is
far better than cure.

It was found. for instance, that
the diets of 25 children with good
teeth had included vegetables,
fruit, meat and_eggs, whereas the
dicts of 25 children with poor teeth
were largely lacking in these sub-
stances.

Carbohvdrates or sugars predom-
inated in the diets of three chil-
dren with good teeth, but of 1%
children with bad teeth. Dr. L. O.
Kappes, who invesiigated these
cases, lound also that vegetables,
fruit and milk predominated in the
diets of more mothers of children
with good teeth than of those with
poor teeth,

It is an interesting observation
of many physicians that heredity
also plays some part in the type
of teeth and their resistance to de-
cay. When the teeth are slow in
appearing in the child, it will be
found that either one or both of
the parents also had difficult den-
tition.

Tne heridity factor is difficult to
evaluate because, of course, the
same diets are usually followed by

'_l‘hus far, enough scientific evidence
is  not available toc say exactly
what part is played hy heredity
and what part by diet.

The general resistance of chil-
dren with bad teeth is not so good
as children with good teeth. The
children with poor teeth are more
likely to suffer with such condi-
tions as rheumatismm and respira-
tory infections than are those
whose teeth are well developed.

This is apparently not due to any
definite relationship between the
teeth and the infection, but is to
he taken as an indlcation of the
fact that good teeth are associated
with good health.

But the situation
facing them has become a breeder
of radicalism and bolshevism which
might well spread and become a
national menace.

Most of the sirikebreakers are
colored men. They aren't of the
best class. The employers take in
anyone who says lie is a coal miner
and then treat their men like dogs.
Thus they have a great many inex-
perienced men, and that is a dan-
gerous situation in a coal mine.

We had women before us who had
been beaten or criminally assaulted
by coal and iron police. I can't be-
lieve the operators encourage this
sort of thing, but it happens. The
police hired by the companies are
big bruisers. They are not ail bad,
but some shocking things have vc-
curred.

Can't Get Relief

Many of the atrocities on miners
and their families have taken place
on public highways, The people
seem to be helpless and unable to
get relief,

The story of all this brutality
and these many overt acts against
peaceful citizens was a one-sided
affair., The committee gave the
operators every chance to excuse
themselves, but they made virtual-
ly no attempt to do so.
