"Washington, March 6.— The 
Norris-White resolution for a con­
stitutional amendment abolishing 
“ lame duck” sessions of Congress 
and changing the date of presiden­
tial Inaugurationc reached the 
floor of the House today after a 
five-year struggle by its backers.

Congress since 1923, House leaders 
have refused to permit Its consid­
eration on the floor until this ses­
sion.

Ratification by the states 
would make it the Twentieth con­
stitutional amendment.

WAR CLOUDS GATHER 
IN THE NEAR EAST

Half Million Tribesmen Mobi­
lizing For Action Against the 
British.

Bridgeport. Conn.. March 6.—

■While the League of Nations 
delegates in Geneva were debating 
plans for disarrnament and peace 
today, the threat of war between 
the British and desert tribesmen Jn 
the Near East grew more menacing.

Ibn Saud, king of the Wahabi 
tribesmen, is reported to have turn­
ed against the British, offering to 
support a “ Holy War” by the Mo­
hammedan Arabs against the Brit­
ish forces in Iraq and Trans-Jor- 
danla. It is believed that close to 
500,000 tribesmen are being mob­
ilized.

If large scale hostilities break 
out the British will rely almost 
wholly upon airplanes. They have 
massed 57 military planes, armored 
cars and tanks in Iraq. A report 
was printed in London that rein­
forcements of planes and flyers are 
being held by the British in India, 
Egypt and Palestine.

A small war fleet has been assem­
bled by the British in the Persian 
Gulf off Koweit.

All the small countries Involved 
in’ the •war threat against the Brit­
ish were formerly part of the old 
Turkish empire. British petroleum 
companies have, extensive Interests 
in Iraa and adlacent territory.

Then a coal official showed us a 
"sample home.” Here we found 
good furniture, an electric wash­
ing machine and modern conven­
iences. It was a fine little home. 
The woman in the house said her 
husband made $5.35 a day in the 
mines, that it was plenty and that 
she was happy and satisfied.

Quesrioning by the committee, 
however, developed the fact that 
this was not her home, but that of 
the company physician. She was 
his housekeeper.

The committee was especially 
surprised by the attitude of oper- 
a.tors, superintendents, coal and 
iron policemen and even of the 
Judge who granted the anti-singing 
injunction. The employers became 
indignant when we ventured to of­
fer criticisms.

Officers of the coal and Iron po­
lice seemed not to know where 
their authority began or where it 
ended. They seemed to think it 
was limitless. According to union 
men and their wives, they had put 
this theory into practice.

Caused Death.
One town constable told us that 

whenever he went on mine com­
pany property to serve a warrant 
cr to investigate a disturbance he 
was driven off by these private po­
lice. His wife told us that the 
company police had invaded her 
homeT broken a staircase and caus­
ed so great a disturbance as to 
cause the death of her aged father.

From Joe Lubreski, an old min­
er, we heard the story of a death 
alleged by the miners to have been 
caused by coal company eviction 
policies. His wife died of pneu­
monia after they had been forced 
from sickbeds in mid-December and 
ordered to vacate their company 
liouse. Both sick, they had to 
move their meager furniture and 
enter union barracks without heat 
or food.

ma West, confessed hammer slayer, 
may escape the electric chair with­
out even having to undergo the or­
deal of a trial.

The 21-year-old blonde, who 
three months ago today rainfil 
blow after blow with a hammer on 
the head of her husband, T. Ed­
ward West, in their honeymoon 
bungalow at Perry, Ohio, left him 
dying on the bedroom floor dashed 
away in her chummy roadster to 
Cleveland to attend a bridge party, 
may be allowed to plead “ guilty of 
murder in the second degree.” She 
is under indictment oh the charge 
of first degree murder.

In about ten years she may gain 
her freedom through the instru­
mentality of the state board of par­
dons.

Lawyers Confer
This amazing development loein- 

ed as a strong possibility following 
a series of conferences between the 
lawyers for the state and the de­
fense and Judge Jr~D. Barnes, who 
is to preside at the trial, if there is 
a-trial. The issue, which has sud­
denly overshadowed new and start­
ling evidence in the case, was ex­
pected to be definitely settled to­
day.

The penalty for murder in the 
second degree is life imprisonment 
with the possibility of parole. In 
the state of Ohio the average length 
of time served by persons convict­
ed of second degree murder is said 
to be from seven to ten years.

“ I have under consideration the 
acceptance of reducing the degree 
of murder against Mrs. West,” Seth 
Paulin, I.ake county prosecutor, ad­
mitted. He was at a loss Just what 
to do. This is his biggest case.

Defense Statement
Defense attorneys including the 

young defendant’s chief counsel, 
Francis W. Paulson, frankly de­
clared that there was every indica­
tion that the’ case would not go to 
trial by Jury. They indicated that 
an agreement had been reached to 
mote out the lesser punishment to 
Velma.

The greatest secrecy surrounded 
the reasons hack of this unexjiedted 
development. Among the many ex­
planations advanced was a widely 
circulated report that certain per­

sons of influence in the community 
believe that the character of testi­
mony that may be brought out at 
thu trial would deal a black eye to 
Painesville and Lake county. If 
Velma were allowed to plead guilty 
to .second degree murder, the Judge 
could sentence the fair defendant 
without hearing certain evidence 
that the state now has in its pos­
session.

This evidence Includes a signed 
statement made by Miss Mabel 
Young, of Cleveland, a stenogra­
pher, that Velma West was greatly 
attached to her, had taken her mo­
toring and had written her affec­
tionate letters. One day the slain 
man intercepted a letter from Mias 
Young to Velma and immediately 
Velma appealed to Sheriff Edward 
Rasnnissen to order her husband to 
leave her letters alone.

Reason for Quarrel 
i It was to Mabel's home that Vel­
ma went immediately after the 
crime was committed. It is the con­
tention of the state that the violent 
quarrel between Velma and her 
husband that immediately preced­
ed the slaying resulted from the 
friendship of the two girls.

Velma affected mannish clothes 
at the time she was so frequently 
seen in the company of Mabel. She 
wore knickers, trousers, overalls 
and broad shoes.

Attorneys for the defense Con­
tended in arguing for reduction of 
the degree of the murder charge 
against Velma that it the case was 
to come to trial and certain testi­
mony brought out, it would impair 
the health of Velma’s mother, Mrs. 
Catherine^ Van Woert, kud possi­
bly cause her death. She is now in 
a weakened physical condition.

The influential West family ab­
hors the publicity the case is get­
ting and, according to attorneys, 
are not fighting to send Velma to 
the electric chair. They are repre­
sented as being satisfied if she is 
given a long penitentiary sentence.

Velma was in excellent spirits 
when she learned there was a pos­
sibility that she would beat the 
chair. She spent several hours lis­
tening to the radio in her cell.

“ I will be satisfied If there la no 
trial,” she said. “ What’s the use of 
bringing all this scandal out?”

Henry Keeney believed the 
town should settle the question and 
pay for the costs.

Other Speakers.
William H. Schieldge took e.xcep- 

tion to The Herald’s editorials on 
the Birch stredt widening and said 
that he believed the project should 
be undertaken. William Egan said 
that there was no argument to of­
fer as regarded traffic saying that 
Birch street was seldom used by 
fire apparatus. Mortimer Moriar- 
ty said he believed the town should 
widen Main street from the Center 
north first.

Paul Correnti who owns property 
and conducts a meat market on 
Birch St. maintained that the street 
was not now wide enough. Albert 
■T. Dewey questioned whether or 
not the question would reach a 
town meeting again, and was in­
formed that the meeting then in 
session would be final. Mr. Dewey 
also stated that there was no as­
surance that Birch street would not 
be one-way even if 40 feet wide. 
He said that he believed one-way 
streets were safer than two-way 
highways.

Town Should Pay More
John H. "Wright, interested in 

property on Birch street, agreed 
that the street would be better 
widened but thought the property 
owners should not have to give 
land, lose fine trees and pay money, 
too. He thought the town should 
pay a bigger sum towards the ex­
pense. Judge William S. Hyde ex­
plained that whatever was done at 
this meeting would be final. He 
believed the time was at hand for 
widening and said that if it was 
put off further the street would per­
haps never be widened.

Mrs. Forrest Buckland said that 
the question was one of need. She 
maintained that if the town needed 
a wider Birch street it was up to 
the meeting to vote it. She also 
stated that the coat of widening 
would go greater as time passed. 
Willard B. Rogers said he didn’t 
favor increasing the cost of oper­
ating the town more than necessary 
but he did believe that it was an 
apportune time to do the job.

PACT WITH BRITAIN 
ALLOWS SHIP SEARCH

Washington, March 6.— Under 
the treaty of Great Britain, and ac­
cording to international practice for 
the past 100 years, the United 
States Coast Guard destroyer Cas­
ein was within its rights in bring­
ing on the British vessel Isle of 
June off Miami harbor, if the skip­
per of the British ship refused to 
stop on orders from the destroyer. 
Admiral F. C. Billard, commandant 
of the Coast Guard said today.

Billard explained that under the 
British treaty the coast guard may 
stop and demand the papers of all 
ships within one hour’s sailing dis­
tance of the United States coast.

Searles Light, supervisor
I rural schools of the state.
I Mr. Light began his talk by say-
i ing that his subject was too delicate
I a one to risk a prediction. There
1 are people in Connecticut who be­
lieve that what the rural school did 
a hundred years ago it can do now 
as well as in the future. In treat­
ing the subject he said he was go­
ing to deal entirely with facts. He 
said the rural schools were the con­
cern of the whole state, not merely 
the sparsely settled parts of it. Mr. 
Light recently visited Oklahoma 
where he made a study of the sys­
tem that obtains in that state. He 
regretted to say that the school sys­
tem there is entirely governed by 
politics. The high officials are sel­
ected by the people, not appointed.

The greatest trouble was the fin­
ancing of the rural schools. In one 
district in Oklahoma some of the 
rural schools were closed because of 
lack of funds. In one instance 
where such, procedure had taken 
place within a quarter of a mile was 
another school with more funds 
than it knew what to do with. 
This was because of an oil pipe line 
that went through the section, pay­
ing taxes to the town in question. 
They had a surplus of $70,000 and 
the school a quarter of a mile away 
had to close for want of support. 
This is not true of Connecticut, al­
though there are some towns where 
the schools cannot be kept up to 
standard because of lack of funds.

In farming communities ready 
money is scarce, taxes are high and 
the property owners find it hard 
to pay them. In some of these 
rural schools the students are large­
ly Italian, Polish or Lithuanian 
children. It is the duty of the state 
in such schools not only to teach 
the English language and the three 
“ R’s’’ but they must teach the 
ideals of American citizenship. The 
state pays a certain proportion of 
the support of the schools in these 
isolated places, in some instances 
as high as 75 per cent of the sal­
aries of the teachers.

In Connecticut from 1908-- to 
1926, Mr. Eight said, the rural 
schools had diminished , 40 per i 
cent.

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TOWN MEETINGS
One hundred and twenty persons 

out of the 6,500 voters of Manches­
ter, the remainder of whom with 
tbe exception of 69 manifested no 
interest in either street widths or 
tax rates, determined the attitude 
of the town in the matter of the 
widening of Birch street last night. 
The meeting itself provided a seri­
ous commentary on the theory of 
mass government by voting an im­
provement without any real knowl­
edge of how much it will cost the 
community as a whole, within an 
hour or so after having dodged a 
half mill of immediate taxation by 
levying a rate which is as good as 
certain to result in a deficit. It pro­
vided a curious example of a desire 
to defer the evil hour of settlement 
of inevitable charges hitched double 
with a gay disregard for the size of 
the tax bills to be submitted next 
year.

However, the matter involved 
was not one of prime importance. 
The amount at issue was not large 
enough, in any event, to make or 
break the town. And it is disposed 
of— which is worth something. The 
Herald has no criticism to make of 
the selectmen for submitting the 
question to the voters nor of the 
majority of those present who mani­
festly believed that the widening of 
this particular cross street was a 
matter concerning their well being 
and their happiness. It does, how­
ever, feel that here is one more 
demonstration that the town meet­
ing, when it is attended by a hun­
dred or a couple of hundred per­
sons, provides a rather inadequate 
method of determining the popular 
will on any municipal issue.

In theory the town meeting is 
the finest and most democratic pos­
sible basis for municipal govern­
ment. It is an Institution dear to 
the heart of Connecticut. None of 
us would like to see it abolished. 
But in view of the fact that we 
have in hand the building of a new 
charter, it is not untimely, perhaps, 
to suggest that there are other and 
perhaps better ways of obtaining 
the people’s expression of opinion 
than through town meetings attend­
ed by one-fortieth of the voters, 
and those almost invariably having 
a personal interest in the business 
in hand, whatever it may be.

It is entirely possible to hold 
town meetings that are really repre­
sentative of all the people— but not 
by calling on them to come all at 
the same time to some hall which 
could not possibly hold a fifth of 
them. The device by which they 
might be gathered together is one 
of special representation— the cre­
ation of a body of electors, chosen 
by the people of the various neigh­
borhoods of town— call them wards 
or districts or precincts or what you 
will— one town meeting elector to 
so many voters and constituting al­
together a large but not unwieldly 
body whose only function would be 
to act as the direct representation 
of the electorate in town meeting.

If we are not mistaken it is some 
such system as this which has given 
Brookline, Mass., a special form of 
town government so excellent that 
the city of Boston, which practically | 
surrounds it, has long ago given up 
all hope of ever succeeding in 
bringing about annexation.

Under it, at least, we should not 
have a hundred and twenty persons, 
largely in direct interest, deciding 
for twenty-odd thousand inhabi­
tants questions involving expendi­
tures of public money and so of tax­
ation.

FEMINISTS TO THE RESCUE!
There is one spot on this earth 

where the ultra-feminist ought to be 
supremely happy. That country is 
Tibet— the one country among all 
the countries of the world "Where 
women are not only the bosses of 
the whole works but openly ac­
knowledged to be so. We have often 
wondered why there has not been a 
great deal of emigration to Tibet 
on the part of those angry and mili­
tant ladies who are forever insisting 
on a greater and still greater exten­
sion of the infiuence of their sex in 
such countries as America and Eng­
land.

In fact it would seem as if the in­
terest of the feminist movement of 
the world demanded some such re­
inforcement of the women of Tibet 
right now because they, after a 
great many hundred years of bully­
ing and knocking of their male 
slaves, seem to be in some danger 
of losing their grip. The downtrod­
den men, tired" of being members 
of he-harems which two. or three or 
four husbands have to work like 
the old Nick to support, usually 
for the behoof of a single favorite 
husband who works not at all, and 
sick of having to turn over their 
pay envelopes to the mutual wife 
without getting so much as a brass 
cash to spend themselves, have or­
ganized a union of husbands and 
are going to See what can be done 
about it.

The history of the women’s rights 
movement in America ought to 
serve as a warning that the long 
suffering and down beaten males of 
Tibet may not altogether fail in 
their revolt. They may succeed in 
putting over the idea that they 
ought to have a chance to pick their 
own wives instead of having some 
woman they don’t like come along 
and tag them— four or five brothers 
at a lick, many times— and then 
send them out to work, with an 
iron clad mortgage on their wages.

Triumphant feminism in Tibet, in 
the saddle for a couple of thousand 
years, seems to be in some small 
measure of peril. Cannot the Na­
tional Women’s Party of the United 
States hear its cry— and will it not 
send some of its best and bravest to 
the rescue? The more the better.

COST $4,335,820

The Lam b H as Becom e a R oaring Lion

Annual Figures Show Mainten­
ance and Reconstruction A l­
most Even— Net Expenses 
$10,962,310-

Maintenance of Connecticut’s 
highway system during the fiscal 
year ending June 30, 1927 cost the 
State $4,335,820, according to 
figures announced today by High­
way Commissioner John A. Mac­
donald. This item Included the 
overhead, equipment and materials 
of the maintenance division used in 
keeping highways in good state of 
repair. In this item also is in­
cluded a considerable amount of ex­
traordinary work, that is work not 
generally included under general 
maintenance and repairs. This in­
volves extensions and enlarging of 
water-courses and bituminous re­
surfacing. The net disbursements 
of the department for the year were 
$10,962,310.

Included in the department's dis­
bursements for the year were 
$497,723 for the construction of 
State Aid roads and $1,575,821 for 
the construction of trunk line roads. 
These amounts included 14.78 miles 
of state aid road and 2.36 miles of 
trunk line roads completed and ac­
cepted and also a considerable 
mileage of roads of both types in 
various stages of operation. For 
reconstruction the State expended 
$4,232,070, which included 91.79 
miles of trunk line and 11.36 miles 
of state aid road; but the gross ex­
penditure also represents money 
paid to contractors on roads in 
process of construction. This latter 
amount also includes expenditures 
of the State Highway Tree warden, 
land damages and the operation of 
the -Bouhdary Line Division.

Bridges built during the year 
cost $774,976, while maintenance 
of State Aid bridges cost $15,659 
and of trunk line bridges cost $47,- 
618. Maintenance of draw bridges 
cost the state $90,440, while the 
"Warehouse Point bridge cost $2,- 
410. Operation of Connecticut 
River ferries totaled $20,852.

The department’s overhead for 
the year was $562,616.92. Cost of 
the Guilford Sluice. Federal Aid 
Construction, dangerous trunk line 
eliminations, and administration 
brought total expenditures of the 
highway department to $12,783,- 
981. Refunds from street railways. 
Federal Aid, cement sacks, and 
towns and other sources, aggregat­
ed $1,821,671, making the net dis­
bursements for the fiscal year 
$10,962,310.

Daily Health Service
HINTS ON HOW TO KEEP WELL  

by World Famed Authority

NORMAL BABIES WEIGH
ABOUT SEVEN POUNDS.

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN. 
Editor Journal of the American 
Medical Association and of Hygela, 

the Health Magazine,

The normal baby -when born 
weighs about seven pounds. Some 
babies when born, even after ful­
filling the usual term before 
birth, weigh as llttls as three or 
four pounds. These babies are not 
premature but immature.

A baby weighing less than five 
and a half pounds and less than 
20 inches in length at birth is an 
immature baby. Such babies seem 
to have disproportionately large 
heads.

It is an interesting observation 
that following a great war more 
boys are born than girls. This 
was true In Germany, Austria and 
Hungary after the last great war.

Premature Births.
Dr. Aaron Capper found more 

girls than boys among Immature 
Infants, which constitute 190 per 
cent, of all births. It Is an inter­
esting fact that 10 per cent of all 
births are premature, that is be­
fore the expected time. From one- 
fifth to one-third of the imma­
ture infants are twins.

In Germany there is one twin 
birth for every 77; in the United 
States, 1.1 per cent of births are 
twins. In the United States, in 
1923, there was one set ^JdfilAtlL

for every 10,014 children born, 
and in 1924 one for every 8,543 
children.

Apparently premature babies 
born after six and a half to seven 
months may live, even though 
they weigh as little as 1200 grams 
or 2% pounds.

A case Is recorded in which five 
babies were born at one time, one 
of which weighed only 320 grams 
or about 11 ounces. It moved its 
extremities at birth, but lived only 
a few minutes.

A case Is reported of an infant 
which weighed only 650 grams or 
24 ounces and lived only a month. 
In one case a child measured 15 
inches or 38 centimeters in length 
and weighed 22 ounces. It doubled 
its weight at the end of one month 
and lived.

It is much more difficult for a 
premature or an immature infant 
to survive the first year of life 
than for one born at the regular 
time and fully developed.

Forty per cent, if Immature in­
fants who weigh less than four 
pounds at birth die within the 
first twenty-four hours. Of those 
weighing more than five and a 
half pounds only about 1% per 
cent die during the first twenty- 
four hours.

A child born so greatly under­
weight demands special nursing 
care, careful regulation of the heat 
of its atmosphere, proper feeding 
and special care to prevent infec­
tion.

The Johnson-Coughlin match last 
night was easily the best of the en­
tire tournament to date, and that’s 
saying something when one stops 
to consider the Earl Rogers-Sam 
Houston first round clash which 
ended 100 to 97 for Rogers. A gal­
lery of more than a hundred spec­
tators watched the hectic struggle 
and was well rewarded for its pa­
tience. At the completion of the 
match, both players were given a 
hearty applause.

The match was a tough one for 
Coughlin to lose, but for that mat­
ter, it would have been just as 
tough for Johnson inasmuch as he 
led all the way to the next to last 
rack. However, one could not help 
but sympathize with Coughlin. lie 
really shot a wonderful game. Pit­
ted against a player of Johnson’s 
caliber, Coughlin was far from a 
favorite to win although many 
tfiolignt ire would give Jarle warm 
opposition.

HAYMAKERS OF STATE 
PLAN TO COME HERE

Postmaster Oliver F. Toop of the 
South Manchester Post Office today 
requested The Herald to publish an 
appeal to fraternal organizations In 
Manchester and such persons as 
carry on a correspondence with 
them-, to make clear in addresses 
and return directions the name of 
the official of each such organiza­
tion who should receive its mail.

According to Mr. Toop, many par­
cels of mall come into the office ad­
dressed to clubs, lodges and other 
organizations. Often they are ad­
dressed to the president, the secre­
tary or the treasurer of such and 
such an organization, without the 
official’s name appearing. The rê  
suit is that postal authorities are 
seriously handicapped. Often the 
mail is not delivered for two or 
three days, pending opportunity to 
search out the proper recipient, and 
sometimes even longer.

Asks For Names
The postmaster points out that 

this condition could he easily 
remedied. He requests every organi­
zation to send in the name and ad-, 
dress of its president, secretary and j 
treasurer. Persons sending mail to 
these organizations are also re­
quested to employ the name of the 
person for whom it is intended, not 
his office in the organization, in 
writing the address.

Postmaster Toop also said that 
the habit of addressing parcels on 
more than one side should be dis­
couraged. It is the practice of some 
mailers to place name and address 
of the addressee, together with the 
sender’s return card, on two or 

I more sides of a parcel. The practice 
1 does far more harm than good,
(since it-results in confusion and de­
lay in ascertaining whether proper 
postage has been prepaid, a parcel 
sometimes being rated as with post­
age due before it is discovered that 
the stamps are affixed to some othei 
side.Furthermore, when parcels hear­
ing an address on more than one 
side are sent as “special handling, 
special delivery, insured, or C. O. D. 
mail, the indorsements showing that 
such special services are to be ac­
corded can be placed only on one 
.side, so that the indorsements are | 
liable to he overlooked if the ad-1 
dress appear.s elsewhere in whic.i, 
case the parcel will not receive the 
service paid for. !
