LINDY IS SECLUDED 
IN CAPITAL HOTEL

Not "In”  to Even Cabinet 
Members; May Uo to Hos­
pital For Rest Treatment.
Washii'i'?tun. March 7— Colonel 

Charles A. Lindbergh's plane is still 
in its hangar at Bolling Feld this 
morning, and Col. Lindbergh him­
self was secluded in the Racquet 
Club, neither confirming nor deny- 
in.g reports from Baltim-6re that he 
i.s planning to enter Johns Hopkins 
liospital for a rest.

The capital has seen nothing of 
the trans-Atlantic flyer ^nce he 
.swooped out of the misty dawn yes­
terday morning completing the 
fastest aerial round-trip to Scott 
Field, near St. Ix)uis, on record. 
When he arrived at the field, after 
flying all night. Lindbergh said he 
was tired and wanted a rest. He 
Avas taken to the club, and there he 
has remained secluded in his room.

Various Rumors
His associates are as uncommun­

icative as the colonel himself con­
cerning future planB. Some of them 
said they had heard the reports 
from Baltimore that he was con­
templating entering the hospital for 
a rest and medical examination and 
<onsidered them "probably authen­
tic.” Others denied that the flying 
colonel had any such intentions.

Col. I,lndbergh has secured the-, 
seclusion and quiet he wants on the 
occasion of this visit to Washington. 
He left instructions that his tele- 
plione was not to be rung and that 
no messages were to be delivered to 
him. Cabinet officers trying to get 
in touch with the young flyer hAd 
no more success than newspaper 
reporters.

“ Col. Lindbergh is not In to any­
one,” was the message given ope 
Cabinet olBcer trying to get in com­
munication with him.

The flying colonel’s next public 
engagement is scheduled for March 
19 when he goes to New York to 
receive the 'Woonirow "WllBon foun­
dation peace prize, amounting to 
$25,000. Two days later he will 
return to the capital to be decor­
ated ■with the Congressional medal 
of honor by President Coolidge.

Senator Marconi is certain that it 
will not be many 3̂ r s  before it is 
possible to talk around the world.

“ The possibilities in radio are 
greater imw than ever before,” said 
Senator Marconi. “ From the de­
velopments under way and contem­
plated we may look upon a changed 
world in the next three or four 
years. I do not think it will be 
very long until Great Britain will 
be able to hold wireless telephone 
conversations with her dominions 
over the world. In a month or two 
wireless telephone communication 
will be established between London 
and Canada.”

Vera Cruz, Mexico, March 7.— 
Federal troops were scouring the 
dense brush country today into 
which eight bandits fled after kill­
ing four meu and a woman in the 
holdup of a huge passenger bus 
near Jalapa.

Thirty passengers in the bus 
were panic-stricken when the ban­
dits suddenly appeared upon the 
highway and opened fire upon the 
bus without warning.

The first volley killed four pas­
sengers, one a woman. Ten other 
persons were wounded by the bul­
lets which crashed through the 
glass windows.

Driver Killed
Pedro Maldonado, the driver of 

the bus, tried to escape the gauntlet 
of bullets by speeding up his motor 
but as the machine lurched forward, 
the bandits fired another volley, one 
bullet entering Maldonado’s head, 
killing him instantly.

Unguided, the bus crashed into 
a ditch. The bandits then ordered 
the terrified passengers who “sur­
vived to line up while one of their 
number searched them. The dead 
and wounded were also stripped of 
their valuables.

Passing motorists brought the 
•wounded to Jalapa after the ban­
dits left.

CONTRACT LET FOR 
NEW STORE BLOCK

London, March 7.—^With ■war 
clouds hovering over the Near East. 
Great Britain has sent a new ulti­
matum to the Egyptian govern- 
m'ent, according to a Central News 
dispatch from Cairo today.

The new note is reported to state 
that Gri^t Britain will not tolerate 
the introduction of any laws calcu­
lated to hamper the British admin­
istration in Egypt or so worded as 
to hinder British officials in their 
duty to protect foreigners. The 
note further insists upon the main­
tenance of British control in tlm 
Egyptian army by the presence of 
British troops.

Meanwhile, the Egyptian govern­
ment in acknowledging the British 
note, states that it cannot deal wL.“ 
its contents because of the fact that 
the Egyptian ministry has resigned, 
according to an Exchange dispatch 
from Cairo.

Much Anxiety
Much anxiety is being felt here

Rev. George S- Brookes to Give 
“ Englishman's Tribute to 
America”  at North End 
Church.

Rev. George S. Brookes of the 
Union Congregational church of 
Rockville will tell the remarkable 
story of his life, when he gives his 
address, “ An Englishman’s Tribute 
to America’’ at the Second Congre­
gational church tomorrow evening. 
Those who hear it for the first 
time will gain a new appreciation 
of what America means and what 
wonderful opportunities are afford­
ed to ambitious young men and 
women to achieve an education and 
a career here in this country, im­
possible to only those of unlimited 
wealth abroad.

This lecture is one that has an 
unusual appeal to both young and 
old* and it is hoped that a very 
large number of Second Congrrega- 
tional folks will avail themselves of 
the opportunity to hear it tomorrow 
evening. It will he the outstanding 
feature of the March “ church 
night’ ’ program.

The supper will be served in the 
church school room at 6:30. There 
will be chorus singing of popular 
songs and solo numbers by Mrs. 
Jennie Clemson Tracy, soprano, 
and a former member of the church 
choir, also Rev. Frederick C. Al­
len, pastor of the church, baritone. 
Mrs. Allen will act as accompanist 
for the singers. The joint chair­
men for the evening are Mr. and 
Mrs. E. A. Lettney.

Although most of the state roads 
Manchester and vicinity have 

stood up remarkably well this win­
ter, Main street from the Center 
north to the trolley terminus has 
become even worse than ever. It is 
doubtful if there is another stretch 
of trolley track anywhere in the 
state that is maintained by the 
Connecticut company where condi­
tions are worse than right here on 
Main street.

In some places along the track 
the cars ride on the concrete in­
stead of the iron rails. Conditions 
exist here that would not be toler­
ated anywhere else. The Herald 
has repeatedly called the attention 
of local authorities as well as the 
officials of the Connecticut company 
to the matter. The Selectmen 
have conferred-with the State High­
way department and they in turn 
have discussed the condition of the 
frolley roadbed with the Connecti­
cut company.

Because of the dangerous condi­
tion of the tracks there have been 
numerou.s serious accidents. The 
Connecticut company officials have 

I been aware of these accidents yet 
nothin,g has been done to improve 
matters.

The Connecticut company will 
doubtless be forced to alter the 
existing conditions on Main street 
after one or more fatal accidents 
have occurred.

The Herald believes the company 
should be forced to rebuild its trol­
ley roadbed from the Center to De­
pot Square or else discontinue run­
ning cars. The company has the 
alternative of using busses. The 
argument that busses could not 
handle the trafiic during rush hours 
is absolutely asinine. If the Con­
necticut company is not able to 
handle the business here with 
busses there are at least a half 
dozen concerns who would be glad 
to get the franchise.

It was unfortunate for Manches­
ter that the Connecticut company 
decided to move the car barns to 
-Hartford for the reason that it re­
moved the local contact that the 
company had with the people here. 
When the company had a local 
manager here in the person of the 
late Henry Nettleton, he not only 
looked out for the Interests of his 
company that he served so well but 
also the people of Manchester. Since 
his death the trolley service given 
here has retarded rather than pro­
gressed. If Mr. Nettleton was alive 
today conditions on Main street 
would not be as they are at present.

Machines which record on dials 
the cause and nature of a mishap 
and where 'it occurred are being 
installed on the London Under­
ground Railway.

The F. W. Woolworth company 
will occupy the building now being 
erected at the corner of Main and 
Birch streets by the Manchester 
Construction company, according to 
a lease filed with the Town Clerk 
today. Construction, held up during 
the pendency of Birch street wid- 
Miing decision, has been resumed.

Abraham Gerwltz, president of 
the F. and W. Leasing Corporation 
and also of the Aktien Trading 
Company, both of New York, Is 
signer of the lease with an official 
of the Woolworth company.

Rental $7,600 Plus 
According to the document, the 

Woolworth Company will have full 
right to the premises from April 1, 
1928, until April 1, 1949, at a year­
ly rental of $7,500. The tenants will 
pay all taxes, fire insurance and 
other charges. In the event that any 
part of the building is seized for 
any public or quasi-public purpose, 
however, the tenant has the option 
of either terminating the lease at 
once or remaining on the premises 
at a reduced rental.

The paper was drawn up on Oc­
tober 21, 1927, and among the 
clauses is one which saysNthat the 
lease is dependent on the Aktein 
Trading Company’s securing title to 
the property before January 1, 
1928. Since the lease is now on rec­
ord, it is assumed that the F. and 
W. Leasing Corporation has trans­
ferred the property to the Aktien 
Company, although no warrantee 
deed to that effect has been filed.

In the event that the Aktien 
Company could not secure a good 
and marketable title before Janu­
ary 1 the lease was to have become 
null and void. The present lessor 
was to have bought the land at a 
price ranging from $45,000 to $47,- 
000.

Clears ITp Doubts 
This lease settles much specula­

tion concerning the tenants of the 
building. From the initials of the 
corporation which purchased the 
land from the Dewey & Richman 
Company it was assumed by many 
that the F. W. Woolworth Com­
pany would occupy the place, but 
this was not certain.

The construction of the building 
lagged,for some time while the 
Manchester Construction company 
awaited the decision of a town 
meeting on the proposed widening 
of Birch street, a project which 
would take seven feet or more from 
the land on the corner.

Although this matter was still 
hanging fire the local concern did 
some work on the foundations, 
keeping within the bounds of the 
proposed new building line.

Rules That Justices, Sitting as 
Juvenile Courts, Are Merely 
Civil Inquisitors.

Judge Raymond A. Johnson of 
.this town, first assistant attorney 
■general o f Connecticut, registered 
another Important public opinion 
yesterday when he wrote to State 
Police Commissioner Robert T. 
Hurley that justices of the peace in 
juvenile court are not legally em­
powered to impose fines in juvenile 
cases.

Judge Johnson holds that the 
juvenile court act of 1921 intend­
ed to create a court not for crimin­
a l. i)rosecution but to conduct a 
civil inquiry to determine whether, 
in a greater or lesser degree, some 
child should be taken under the 
direct cars of the state to safeguard 
and foster its adolescent life.

In consequence, fines cannot be 
imposed since the court is not con­
ducting a criminal prosecution.

The opinion was given in answer 
to a letter from Commissioner Hur­
ley to Attorney General Benjamin 
Ailing. Inquiries had been coming 
in from justices of the peace, said 
CummissLoner Hurley, as to the 
powers which a justice had under 
the act of 1927 conferring o-n them 
the power to conduct juvenile 
courts in towns where there is no 
city, police, borough or town court.

WASHINGTON LETTER

J.\P IXFLUENZ.4
Unwelcome enough is the news 

that an overwhelming epidemic of 
infiuenza is sweeping over part of 
Japan, that half a million of Toklo’s 
two million persons have been 
stricken and that the deaths have 
reached two thousand and are con- 

■ tinuing at the rate of more than 50 
a day. That the imperial family has 
not escaped is an interesting though 
not especially significant detail. It 
is the general quality of the infec­
tion and the seriousness of the cases 
that make the outbreak of world­
wide concern.

Acute catarrhal affections of the 
respiratory tract, loosely termed 
grip or infiuenza, are common 

, . enough, goodness knows. But twice 
j  in recent times has the disease be- 
’’ (Some so widespread and so fatal as 

to cause veritable reigns of terror. 
In 1890, on the first occasion, it 

' Was believed to have started in 
Russia and in a few months had 
swept over pretty much the whole 
Of the civilized world. In 1918 its 
first appearance was in the Allied 
armies, and presently it was taking 

i ' a terrible toll not only in the 
camps but throughout a major por­
tion of the globe. It came In three 
waves, the. first arising suddenly In 

. May and running throughout June, 
the second making its appearance in 

1 late September and early October 
and continuing till December, the 
third starting in February of 1919 
and taking its toll of life until ban­
ished apparently by the warm airs 
of spring.

N(>body knows why these pan­
demics of grip come, and nobody 
knows Just how to combat them. 
But the doctors are well agreed on 
one thing— that the grip patients 
who go to bed at the first seizure, 
and stay there, almost always re­
cover without complications, while 
those who try to ‘ ‘fight it Off,” es­
pecially during /these virulent epi­
demic manifestations, are extreme­
ly liable to pneumonia and other 
dangerous toxic conditions for 
which there is go sure or even fre­
quent cure.

Let hs hohe that the Japanese 
outbreak does\ not mean another 
world wave ofi influenza, with the 
usual train of fatal secondary con­
sequences. But if it should, then let 
us have the moral courage to beat 
it by the strategy of a masterly in­
activity.

As we have observed 
before, and very recently, it is to be 
hoped that it is an aspect of town 
government that will be Seriously

For feats of agility and in con­

tests calling for the putting forth 
of the utmost oi physical effort for 
a brief time, a man of twenty-five 
is probably, under ordinary circum­
stances, pretty nearly at his best. 
For tests of long continued endur­
ance, for the exhibition of stamina 
and ability to withstand wear and 
tear on the nervous system, he is 
probably, at that age, almost if not 
quite a decade short of his beat de­
velopment.

Charles A. Lindbergh, the world’s 
premier flier, is not yet twenty-sev­
en years old. Strong, tireless as he 
has seemed, the probabilities are 
that any expert biologist would de­
clare him to have been far short 
of his physical prime when he made 
his astonishing flight to Paris. He 
was a high-strung boy.

From that time to this he has un­
dergone a terrific ordeal. He has 
been in daily conflict ivith his every 
native instinct, conquering an al­
most shrinking diffidence, compelled 
to talk and make speeches, to meet 
millions of strangers, to pose and 
attend banquets and listen to gush 
and twaddle and bunk, to sacrifice 
every particle of the privacy which 
his nature so earnestly demanded.

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CHAMPION FAKIR 
GETS INTO JAIL 

fo r  BIG FRAUDS

|TW0 MORE FEATURES 
ON CIRCLE PROGRAM

Two Today and Two Tomor­
row—Vaudeville Tomorrow 
Night.

London.— Comparable in many 
respects to Dr. Cook and de Rouge- 
mont, among famous hoaxers. 
Hunter C. Rogers, self-proclaimed 
champion hoaxer of England, will 
spend the rest of 1928 behind pris­
on bars as the result of his craving 
for notoriety and unsuccessfully at­
tempting to mix fraud with the bus­
iness of practical joking.

Described by prosecuting attor­
ney as the most successful impos­
ter of the century, Rogers was sen­
tenced to twelve months’ imprison­
ment for the forgery of relics of 
famous men and selling them to a 
Shakespearean expert for $8,000 at 
the Aylesbury, Buckinghamshire 
Asizes. In passing sentence, the 
judge accepted defending counsel’s 
submission that Rogers had been 
actuated by a desire for notoriety 
and had no real criminal inten:.

Vsed Famous Names 
Rogers’ downfall was brought 

about when he suddenly discovered 
and attempted to sell alleged relics 
of Milton, Shakespeare, and Wil­
liam Penn, the founder of Pennsyl­
vania. The fact that for the past 
ten years he hai systematically 
been unearthing relics of one kind 
or another to inquiries being made, 
and Rogers, under pressure, admit­
ted at last that the relics were fak­
ed, as were others which he had 
sold or presented to various public 
and private authorities.

Rogers was born in London of 
fairly wealthy ^larents and for the 
first twenty-two years of his life 
spent a roving existence, traveling 
to New Zealand, Canada and the 
United States, but remaining in no 
place for any length of time.

By the beginning of the war he 
had developed an ‘almost insensate’ 
craving for notoriety and a desire 
to be in the limelight, and, follow­
ing several minor claims of having 
unearthed important relics, he 
launched his first big claim In 1921, 
when, while being befriended by a 
James Pratt, he announced that an 
aunt in Cornwall had left him a 
legacy, included “ valuable pictures 
by a world-famous artists.”

Pratt subsequently bought the 
pictures for nearly $6,000 immedi­
ately after which Rogers left the 
district and the pictures were found 
to be faked and worthless. Pratt, 
who had lost his life's savings, was 
heart-broken and died within a 
few months, and the pictures real­
ized only $15 at a public auction of 
his effects.

An Aladdin's Cavo 
Rogers, according to evidence 

martialled by the police at his trial 
at Aylesbury, then appeared in the 
Slough district, where, after a brief 
space of time, bought a villa, which 
if all that Rogers claimed for it 
had been true, was a veritable 
Shakespearean Aladdin’s cave.

It was stocked with alleged relics 
of the bard, marriage cerlif'cafe, 
bird’s bath inscribed with Shakes­
peare's name, and even cl mks raid 
to have been worn by Shakespeare 
for his theatrical performances.

Shakespearean relics, however, 
were not all that wore dug up by 
this remarkable man. At one time 
he claimed to have been the person 
who “ planted” the prehistoric relics 
at Glozel, France, the finding of 
which have evoked considerable 
controversy in Europe. He also 
“ found” what ho modestly asserted 
might be 300 pages of Sir Thomas 
Moore’s plays and a chart of one 
John Harvard, founder of Harvard 
University.

It was only recently that the po­
lice were able to definitely prove 
him guilty of fraud.

FIND JULES VERNE,
NEVER TRAVELED; 

CALLED “HOME BODY’

I'E.IR LONDON POLICE
ARE TOO POLITE P'OR

HIGHEST EFFICIENCY

Paris.— Jules Verne, author of 
the celebrated "Around the World 
in 80 Days” whose centenary is 
now being commemorated In 
France, did no travelling to speak 
of. Like many other Frenchmen, he 
was a breat home-body and pre­
ferred his little old tovn of Amiens 
to any place he ever wrote about.

Up at five every morning, Verne 
wrote his mysterious tales until ten. 
then strolled along the Boulevards 
talking with friends until midday.

His afternoons were consecrated 
to reading and music which he 
adored. He took great interest in 
the national School of Music which 
was just then beginning at Amiens 
and attended every concert, good, 
bad or indifferent that was given 
In the place.

Good luck came to him with 
Around the World in 80 Days” 

and “ MLoliel StrogoCf” which held 
the board for long seasons at the 
Chatelet theater in Paris. Each 
representation netted him 600 
francs, about $100 in those days 
and a very large sum. But in spite 
of his change in fortune, he did not 
change his habits and went on liv­
ing in his economical manner.

His one luxury was his subscrip­
tion to the theater of Amiens, and 
he left it regularly nt ten o ’clock, 
no matter if it was in the very mid­
dle of the act, for his habit of early 
rising was adamant.

Delightful entertainer of children 
he was always actively interested in 
their education and was a most 
helpful member of the Amiens 
school board for many years. Dur­
ing the last yearl of his life, Verne 
became almost blind and could only 
manage to find his way around by 
means of his cane.

London.— The London police­
man is famed for being the most 
courteous public servant In the 
world, and fears are now arising 
among the authorities that his 
politeness may be detracting from 
the proper exercise of his duties.

NEW PLANS OFFERED 
FOR FLOOD CONTROL

Kansas City, Mo.— If Con,gross 
falls to find a suitable plan for con­
trol of the devastating Mississippi 
■Valley floods among those now un­
der consideration, it might be well 
to turaijft t^ . Missouri Association 
of High?w^ ifcgineer^^At a recent 
meeting of the organization here, 
many unique ideas for control of 
excess waters in the stream were 
presented. They had been submitt­
ed to E. A. Hadle» chief engineer 
of the Missouri Pacific railroad, who 
read them before the association.

One of the plans provided for an 
elaborate system of steam pipes, to 
be laid In the bed of the Mississ­
ippi throughout the danger zone. 
These, the originator believes could 
be employed during flood times to 
boil and evaporate the water, pass­
ing it off into harmless clouds of 
steam. Another suggestion included 
the installation of gigantic pumps 
along the river front, and a mam­
moth pipe line extending to the 
Gulf of Mexico. The pumps would 
be utilized to force surplus waters 
from the "Valley Into the Gulf.

One of the most novel plans 
urged that large ocean steamers be 
anchored in. the middle of the Miss­
issippi, and their propellers set at 
full speed to set up currents to ex- 
pedlate the flow of congested 
waters.

AVERAGE AMERICAN 
FAIR MINDED, SAYS 
RODD, HOME FROM U.S.

ANNUAL FLOWER SHOW TO 
DRAW CROWD TO LOUISVILLE

Louisville, Ky.^The Ninth Na­
tional Flower and Garden show 
will be held at the Kentucky State 
Fairground here, March 10 to 18. 
Flowers of every - conceivable na­
ture, representing every specimen 
known to the North American Con­
tinent and many from the Tropics 
will be exhibited.

Louisville will be caHed on to 
entertain one of the largest and one 
of the most distinguished delega­
tions in its history when America’s 
florists and flower lovers gather 
here for this event. The annual 
convention of the Society, held 
during the convention, alone will 
attract three thousand members to 
Louisville.

John Young of New York, secre­
tary of the society, has temporarily 
moved his offices to the Louisville 
Flower Show headquarters where 
all business of the Society will be 
transacted until after the show. 
George Asmus, of Chicago, chair­
man of the National Flower Shov; 
Committee, Is assisting workers i;i 
preparing the Show .

London.— “ The average Ameri­
can is an extremely fair-minded 
man,” Sir Rennell Rodd, British 
delegftte to the League ,pf Nations 
ln^i9'5l and 1923, declared in a re­
cent address before the English 
Speaking Union here.

Sir Rennell, who also was one of 
the British representatives at the 
recent naval disarmament confer­
ence In Geneva, recently returned 
from a visit to America.

“ The American is apt to think 
out questions for himself,” Sir Ren­
nell continued. “ His mentality is 
simple and direct, but he is often 
very ill-informed on questions 
which interest Great Britain pro­
foundly.

“ I have found in talking about 
the recent navaJ conference that our 
position and attitude were pretty 
generally misapprehended. Men did 
not seem to understand that the 
aims of naval power might be quite 
different for a country differently 
conditioned'geographically and eco­
nomically from their own.

“ But one has only to explain our 
position for them very readily to 
understand it. There is one point, 
however, on which we ought to not 
delude oureelvea.

"The American people feel them­
selves Justly entitled to arrive at 
their own conclusions and their own 
judgments, quite > independently of 
old usages and conventions and 
customs to which they never pledg­
ed themselves.”

DENVER OLD TIMERŜ  
RECALL EDDIE FOY’S 

EARLY DAY ACTING
Denver,— An old prospector sat 

in a theater seat, head bowed and 
tears running down his cheeks. 
Songs filled the air. It was a melo­
dious tune that portrayed the ro­
mance of Denver as It was then, a 
prosperous mining town. Suddenly 
the singing stopped and Eddie Foy, 
famous stage comedian who died In 
Kansas City recently, still “ In har­
ness,” made his bow to his en­
thralled audience.

That is a simple picture from the 
Palace Theater on Blake street 
here, sometime between 1878 and 
1884. Never was the sign “ stand­
ing room only” taken down from 
the door while Eddie and Jimmy 
Thompson, his partner, were per­
forming.

“■Eddie Fey was one of those men 
that do not disappoint God with an 
empty life,” said one old-timer here 
when he learned of Foy’s sudden 
death in Kansas City. “ He always 
had a dollar for the down-ahd-outer 
and was kind to everyone, especial­
ly children. He knew how to cry, 
and he, knew how to laugh.”

Foy’l  aud Thompson’s popularity- 
permeated the entire region In those 
dull, pioneer days. They were bill­
ed for the opening performance of 
the Grand Theater in Leadville, 
Colo., in 1879. The receipts for the 
first night were $37,500.

In those days when Denver had 
a population of only 36,000, a vol­
unteer fire department was main­
tained. Thompson, because of his 
ability as a foot racer, belonged to 
the Bates Volunteer Fire Depart­
ment. Often he would be called 
from the stage of the Palace to 
race as much as three miles to a 
fire. At one time he won a foot 
race on which there was $100,000 
wagered.

As an example of Foy’s ability to 
entertain, he was once called up­
on to umpire a baseball game be* 
tween two local teams. He an­
nounced to the crowd that when­
ever a hit was made, everyone was 
to take a drink of beer. The game 
was far from hitless, and before it 
was over, thirty-two kegs of beer 
had been consumed.

As it is now, the public SOmetitnes 
has to pay too inueh tor Coal be­
cause the railroads are getting it 
below dost. The railroads should 
he willlhg td pay a fair, price.

It may be' best to eietnpt the 
mines from provisions of the Sher­
man act. Thai Will, have, te be de­
termined. We senators are put 
down here to be helpful and we 
must regulate these establish­
ments and industries, that need 
to be regulated for the public In­
terest.

W’ould P rot^t Labor
This country is not going to be 

saved by the captains of industry. 
History shows that selfishness and 
greed have destroyed one govern­
ment after another.

We can’t afford to have organ­
ized labor broken . In Pennslyvania 
or elsewhere. Organized labor Is 
essential to society. If it Is de­
stroyed, destructive forces In our 
country will organize into a force 
which will be likfely to destroy 
government Itself. ’There would 
be little left if that force were al­
lowed to Russianize America—  it 
threatens womanh'ood, mother­
hood, Christianity and our free In­
stitutions.

The chief value of laughter In 
health is to afford relaxation of 
mind and body, lessening the nerve 
tension, which modern physicians 
believe has much to do with the 
shortening of our existence. The 
person who can laugh things off 
easily Is less likely to suffer with 
depression.

While ih is true that laughter 
will exercise the spaces of the 
lungs that are not usually venti­
lated, it is hoped that no one will 
make a health fiad out of hearty 
laughter. There are other ways of 
ventilating the lungs.

Doctor Walsh carefully consid­
ers the effects of laughter on every 
portion o f the human body, some­
times stressing a point to educate 
his readers in the hygiene o f the 
various organs. He is Inclined to 
think that laughter was designed 
primarily to exedse the diaphragm 
and the internal organs, and that it 
therefore represents a function im­
portant for life.

He recommende that laughter 
continue throughout life, but not in 
excess. Just as people may eat too 
much or' too little, so they may 
also laugh too much or too little.

Since good ball players are much 
desired, acting as the agent for 
Cleveland, I got into the hunt for 
Caldwell’s services and had made 
arrangements for him to come to 
Cleveland and talk over the possi­
bility of the Indians signing him

vent him from playing on the Yale 
varsity.

The ukase has temporarily ended 
the activities of the major league 
clubs In quest of his services.

Joe ’Wood, now head baseball 
coach at Yale, former big leaguer 
as a member of the Boston Red 
Sox and Cleveland Indians, has this 
to say about Caldwell:

“ Bruce can do the most impor­
tant thing In baseball and do it 
well, hit the ball. He is one of the 
most natural batters I have ever 
seen. He gets great power in his 
drive and hits seven out of every 
ten balls hard. If he makes up his 
mind to try^Hiig league ball, I am 
certain he will not be lacking at the 
bat.

“ At Yale, Caldwell has played 
mostly at second base. It is possible 
he might find some other position 
more .advantageous. He has a 
rather peculiar throw that keeps 
him from getting the ball away 
quickly. That might handicap him 
as a big league second baseman, 
where fa.st double plays are so very 
Important. He might go better at 
first or in th.e c-utficld. He is one of 
those natural hall players who can 
easily adapt himself to any posi­
tion.”

In the one game I was fortunate 
enough to see Caldwell play, he did 
nothing at the bat, but heimpressed 
me as a good hitter even In fail­
ure. He is not fast and has a 
peculiar style of throwing.

It is just possible Caldwell will 
be one of the highest priced col­
legians ever to enter the majors, if 
the present competition for his ser­
vices continues.

For 
example, John McGraw, if inter­
viewed directly after 1913 and 
since 1924, would have admitted 
that he had had intervals of mod- 
eijate success, first with three con­
secutive pennant winners amd then 
with four. But on each occasion 
success ceased to succeed with him 
rather abrupt!^, at that.

Frank Chance could have told 
you the same thing any time dur­
ing the season of 1911 and, for the 
asking or quite without it, Mr. 
Mack will so tell you to-day.

Mack’s pennant winners of 1910, 
1911, 1913 and 1914 never were 
repeated and neither was Chance 
able to come back with another 
winner after his Cubs of 1906, 
lp07, 1908 and 1910 were no more.

Shining Examples.
So with these shining examples 

before him, it is apparent today 
that Miller Hugginp, manager of a 
club that just has reeled off five 
victories in 1921, 1922, 1923, 1926 
and 1927, wants no part of the 
same mistake. His is an outfit 
that won the American League pen­
nant last season by a small matter 
of nineteen games and is a com­
parative youthful on(S, with possi­
bly some of Its best years before it.

Both Lazerri and Koenig are 
young men, just coming to their 
best.
