New Haven men are under treat-1 
inent in hospitals today following' 
a head-on collision at Branford 
early today between an automobile 
driven by Edward t .  Donahue, of 
New Haven, and a Connecticut 
Company trolley of which Daniel 
J. Johnson was motorman.

The victims most seriously hurt 
are Edmund O'Keefe, member of 
the New Haven fire department, and 
Fred Lane, both in New Haven 
hospital in serious condition with 
fractured skulls, and George Kelly, 
in Grace hospital with probably 
fractured skull and also in a seri­
ous condition.

Driver Little Hurt
Johnson, the motorman, received 

cuts from flying glass but was not 
seriously hurt. Donahue, driver of 
the auto, and John Pfannenbecker, 
who was among those in the auto, 
also were cut and bruised but were 
able to go home.

The accident occurred on an in­
cline at the Blackstone Memorial 
library in the center of Branford, 
with the auto climbing the hill at 
high speed on the trolley track. 
The trolley car was going east, 
down the hill. The body of the auto 
was sheared off and tossed aside 
while the vestibule of the trolley 
was smashed.

Both Donahue and Johnson were 
arrested and released on their own 
recognaisance pending a call from 
the local court.

IK’ashington, March 8.—The

movement for federal regulation of 
the coal industry gained strength 
iu Congress today as a result of the 
Senate interstate commerce com­
mittee's investigation of the coal 
strike.

Senator Gooding, (R) of Idaho, 
chairman of the sub-committee 
which inspected the coal fields, de­
clared that the industry, like agri­
culture, needed regulatory legisla­
tion to stimulate it. He suggested 
creation of a coal commission pat­
terned after the , interstate com­
merce commission.

John L. Lewis, president of. the 
United Mine Wooers, recommend­
ed that legislation be enacted to 
permit coal companies to consoli­
date to wipe out “useless and high 
cost mines.” Both miners and oper­
ators have agreed that the Industry 
has too many mines and too many 
inincra.

One of the operators attending 
the hearing suggested that a com­
mission of three mine owners, three 
union officials and seven congress­
men, representing the public, be ap­
pointed to fix the back wage scale. 
This proposal is being studied by 
operators and may be presented 
formally to the committee.

ANOTHER FAIRFIELD COUNTY 
AUTO KILLING CASE NOLLED

Washington, March S—Justice 
Oliver Wendell Holmes of the 
United States Supreme Court today 
greeted the advent of his S?th birth­
day with no hint of retirement.

The day dawned brightly for the 
venerable soldier, lawyer, writer 
and jurist, for it brought to his 
door messages from ail parts of the 
world, all breathing respect for his 
distinguished services of the past 
and good wishes for the future.

A worker throughout ills long 
and active career, he labored today 
as usual with the stilted verbiage 
of the briefs o>f hopeful lawyers and 
delved into the musty precedents 
which are the guideposts of the 
nation’s highest court.

Kept Indoors
In one respect, perhaps, the day 

was not as pleasant as others. For 
during the past week a cautious 
family physician had kept him in­
doors to shake off a slight cold 
which descended on the crest of a 
raw, March wind.

Even a physician’s orders, how­
ever, have not kept him idle. In 
the office he maintains in an old- 
fashioned red brick house a few 
doors removed from the noise of a 
busy street, he has kept up with 
his work. One of the two opinions 
read only four days ago from the 
bench of the court in the Capitol 
was prepared by him.

“Mine is just an old story told 
eighty-six times and this year for 
the eighty-seventh time” was the 
massage sent by Justice Holmes to 
one who appeared more, concerned 
than he over his birthday.

Ccyigress provided that justices 
could retire at seventy, on two- 
thirds pay. Justice Holmes Is said 
to have told a friend that “I should 
die if I quit work.” No suggestion 
that he retire has ever come from 
his associates on the bench. It is 
said, because he is one of the court’s 
hardest workers, as well as one of 
its most brilliant minds.

Wounded In War
Often referred to as a great liber­

al, Justice Holmes has been noted 
for his humane interpretations of 
the constitution and the law.

Born in Boston, Mass., March 
8, 1841, the son of the famous New 
England poet. Justice Holmes grad­
uated from Harvard at 20. Twice 
wounded, he reached the grade of 
captain in the civil war. He was 
named to his present post on Dec­
ember 8, 1902, by president Roose­
velt.

Sixty Billion Dollar Robbery
In ‘Cheap’ Dollar, Says Fisher

Boston, March 8.—The story of<& Prof. Fisher explained that ris-
a “sixty billion' dollar robbery 
was told to Boston business men at 
a Chamber of Commerce luncheon 
today by Professbr Irving Fisher, 
famous economist, of Yale Univer­
sity.

“Sixty billions of dollars had 
been taken from the pockets of the 
people because of the fall of the 
buying power of the dollar over a 
period of only six years and it was 
so subtly accomplished that It was 
not generally recognized when it 
happened and it is not to this day," 
said Prof. Fisher.

Pointing out that the dollar of 
today as compared to the dollar of 
1913 is worth only about seventy 
pre-war cents. Prof. Fisher said;

"Before 1896, Hetty. Green had 
made a fortune by loaning at com­
pound interest. Had she tried this 
during the period between 1896 and 
1920 she would have had her labor 
for her pains, much worry and lit­
tle or no profit. At the end of that 
time she would have been poorer 
than at the beglnnins."

ing prices stimulate business and 
falling prices depress it. When 
producers get higher prices, they do 
not at first have to pay correspond­
ingly higher. wages and salaries; 
much less do the interest and rent 
they pay rise. This lagging behind 
of these imiportant elements, wages, 
rent and Interest usually involves 
a lagging of total expenses behind 
total receipts, consequently profits.

To stabilize the purchasing pow­
er of money has long been a hope 
of economists, said Prof. Fisher: At 
several International conferences 
following.the “World War the ques­
tion of stabilizing the pi^chaslng 
power of money had been dis­
cussed.

That the price of gold never va­
ries in a gold standard country, 
Vras often cited by superficial peo­
ple, Prof, Fisher said. Gold has re­
mained fixeijl at a price of $20.67 
an ounce since 1837, he said, but 
gold Itself is not constant In pur­
chasing power, it is merely that 
“gold is constant in gold.”

Washington, March 8—The ques­
tion of whether Herbert Hoover 
will enter the Indiana primary, op­
posing the favorite son candidacy 
of Senator James E. Watson, was 
put squarely up to his chief advis­
ers in Indiana today.

Hoover has consented to enter 
the fight—and it probably will be a 
savage one—if his advisers and 
supporters, after a'careful (^nvas 
of the situation in Indianapolis to­
day, believe that such a course is 
wise. The decision has been left 
to them, it was stated at the secre­
tary’s office here this morning.

The time for filing in Indiana 
expires at midpight tonight.

It is anticipated here that the 
Hoover managers in the state will 
be guided largely by what they 
can learn of the intentions of the 
Lowden camp. The Hoover people 
would relish an out-and-out con­
test with Senator Watson, himself, 
despite his control of the state or­
ganization, but there is a feeling 
that the Lowden managers may 
also jump into the fight as soon as 
Hoover’s papers are filed.

Lowden Sentiment
There is admittedly a good deal 

*of Lowden sentiment in the state, 
and Senator Watson, although him­
self a candidate, is known to lean 
more strongly to Lowden and 
Dawes than to the secretary of 
commerce. Hence the apprehension 
on the part of the Hoover mana­
gers that if they file too far in ad­
vance of the closing of the lists at 
midnight, Watson may extend an 
eleventh-hour invitation to Lowden 
and other candidates to come into 
the state for an old-fashioned free- 
fo'r-all.

Against Watson alone, the Hoov­
er people are confident; against 
Lowden and Watson they are not 
BO confident, for Indiana Is an agri­
cultural state with a considerable 
peeve over the way things have 
been going for the farmers under 
the Coolidge administration. Both 
Indiana senators supported the Mc- 
Nary-Haugen bill, which Lowden 
also endorsed, and which Secretary 
Hoover has opposed.

Would Be Late
If Hoover's name is entered In 

the lists, it was said today to be 
quite probable that the action will 
be taken very late tonight. There 
may even be the spectacle of the 
two camps—rHoover. and Lowden—

Hartford, March S— Superior 
Court grand jury headed by James 
E. Cannon, of Windsor Locks was 
today asked to hand down two first 
degree murder indictments.

Guilfoyle, a federal veterinarian, 
for the killing of Mrs. Max J.

John F. Gaynor, of Southin,e:ton, for 
the slaying of his son, Matthew, 
from ambush after a quarrel.

The jury of eighteen men was 
unable to start its deliberations 
until after noon. A long confer­
ence between Judge L. Waldo Mar­
vin, who is presiding over the court 
session, Mr. Gideon and Samuel 
Rosenthal, who is Guilfoyle’s coun­
sel, occupied the attention of the 
court during the greater part of the 
morning.

Guilfoyle Not to Testify
When the grand jury was finally 

ready for business, Mr. Rosenthal 
presented a motion askintg that 
Guilfoyle be ordered to appear be­
fore the grand jury. Mr. Gideon 
objected and Judge Marvin denied 
the motion on three grounds: 
Guilfoyle’s present physical condi­
tion, the fact that his presence was 
not necessary, and the fact that he 
has not formally been placed under 
arrest.

Among the witnesses summoned 
in the Guilfoyle case were Mr. 
and Mrs. A'lgernon S. Way. who 
were guests at the Guilfoyle house 
at the time Mrs. Gaudet was shot. 
The Ways contend they did not see 
the shooting. The wife of Guil­
foyle did not appear in the court 
room today. The assistant state’s 
attorney presented as portion of his 
evidence an automatic revolver 
which he contends was the weapon 
with which Mrs. Gaudet was shot.

For the case of Gaynor the state 
had most of the Southington police 
department on hand. After young 
Gaynor was shot from ambush by a 
double-barrelled shotgun, accord­
ing to the police, the father was 
pulled from a hiding place beneath 
the outside stairs of a nearby build­
ing. The state contends that the 
Gaynors had 'quarrelled and that 
the father went outside with a shot­
gun and deliberately waited until 
his son appeared.

Gaynor has been locked up in 
the Hartford County Jail here ever 
since he was arrested. Guilfoyle, 
on the other hand, Is-stip^ln Hart­
ford hospital where h^was taken 
immediately after the shooting of 
Mrs. Gaudet and himself in .Janu­
ary.

TRUE BILL FOR GAYNOR
Hartford, March. 8—A true bill 

charging murder in the first degree 
was handed down by a Superior 
Court jury here this afternoon in 
the case of John F. Gaynor, of 
Southington, who it is changed, 
shot and killed his son Matthew last 
month.

MANUFACTURER JAILED 
FOR BIG THEFT OF GAS

Bridgeport Smelter Used Un­
metered Fuel For Oven at 
One of Two Plants.
Bridgeport, March 8.—William 

Olderman, a prominent local manu­
facturer, today started a thirty day 
Jail term which must be followed 
by payment of a fine of $50 and 
costs of $58 more. Olderman, ar­
rested last summer on a charge of 
using unmetered gas, pleaded nolo 
contendere in city court and was, 
fined $50 and costs and given a 
suspended jail sentence of thirty 
days. He appealed and' Judge Sam­
uel C. Shaw, of Common Pleas 
Court, yesterday ordered Olderman 
to Jail.

Olderman is president and 
treasurer of the Eastern Smelting 
and Refining Co., and the William 
Olderman Co. An oven in his plant 
was burning gas which the Bridge­
port Gas Light Company alleged 
did not pass through its meters. 
Olderman was arreated on a charge 
of defrauding the gaslight com­
pany. •

SOVIETS BAR GAS 
Moscow, March 8.—The Soviet 

central executive committee has 
ratified the 1925 League of Nations 
convention barring the use ,of 
poison gas in warfare, it waa an­
nounced today.

Jacob Shepiskey, of 66 Gard­
ner street, who was committed 
to the Norwich State Hospital 
on Wednesday, Feb. 29 after 
Dr. T. H. Weldon and Dr. D. C.
Y. Moore had pronounced'him 
demented, had a $4,000 nest 
egg he didn't know about.

Charity Superintendent Geo.
H- Waddell, in protecting Shep- 
iskey’s interests when he was 
comrnitted to the retreat, asked 
him if lie had any personal be­
longings he wanted saved. 
Shepiskey told Mr. Waddell he 
had a bank book and a few dol­
lars at his home, and he turned 
over the key to his house to the 
charity superintendent.

Find Bank Book
In order that Shepiskey would 

lose nothing Mr. Waddell, accom­
panied by Chief of Police Samuel 
Gordon went v,. the Gardner street 
house this morning to investigate 
and try to find the bank book. They 
ransacked the place high and low, 
carefsiifr'xplacing one side every­
thing that might be of value to 
Shepiskey. They located the bank 
book and it showed that the owner 
had $200 in the Savings Bank of 
■Manchester deposited in 1926.

In one of the three rooms they 
came across a trunk covered with 
dirt and dust. They opened it and 
among a raft of articles they found 
an old tobacco can. They opened 
this and found stuffed into it two 
lumps of old underwear that seemr 
ed to be sewed together in places. 
They tore the cloth balls open and 
out fell rolls of bills. The money 
had been tightly rolled together, 
sewed into the old underwear and 
jammed into the box.

Over .<̂ 4,000 in It
Mr. Waddell and Chief Gordon 

took the money to a table and 
counted it. The two rolls totaled 
$4,070. This with the money noted . 
in the bank book gave Shepiskey 
$4,270. Shepiskey evidently had 
not opened the trunk for months. 
The bills smelled musty and were 
dirty—but they are good as gold.
, Mr. Waddell realized immediate­

ly that Shepiskey had forgotten 
about his savings and this morning 
applied to Judge of Probate Hyde 
to have a conservator appointed 
for Shepiskey. The money was tak­
en to the bank today and deposited 
in Shepiskey’s account. The bills 
were done up at the bank and im­
mediately shipped to Boston where 
they will be redeemed. They will 
never be in circulation again. ,

No More There.
■Shepiskey lived in a three-roouf' 

tenement. His wife died a little 
over a year ago suffering' with the 
same social disease that has affect­
ed Shepiskey’s mind. They had no 
children. Previously the man had 
been employed at Case Brothers, 
but as stated above he had been 
out of work and kicking about it. 
Mr. Waddell and Chief Gordon 
searched the Sliepisky home thor­
oughly, and are satisfied that no 
more money is hidden in the place. 
They found many indications that 
Shepiskey was a pervert, bearing 
out the ex~mlning doctor’s beliefs.

Shepiskey's money will be kept 
In his name as long as he lives. He 
may recover and return to find he 
is fairly well fixed financially. If 
he does not recover the money re­
verts to the Town of Manchester.

Credit for Waddell.
Charity Superintendent Waddell 

is most particular, in protecting the 
interests of such unfortunates. Hd 
always make a thorough examina­
tion at the home of the person who 
has been committed and saves all 
belongings that may have value, or 
may have some sentimental con­
nection. Each year he never fails 
to visit each one of the institutions 
where local persons are confined. 
He visits with them, chats about 
their work at the institution, and 
when no officials of the institution 
are present asks them if they are 
receiving good treatment. If they 
have any fault to find he immed­
iately takes action to have the con­
dition corrected.

Had it not been for Mr. Wad­
dell’s personal interest Ifi prote^- 
ing Shepiskey’s property the $ V  
070 might never have been found, 
or it might have reached persona 
not rightfully entitled to it.

STATE’S MEMORIAL 
IN FRANCE UNFIT

Gives Warning of New Inter­
est Charge on Unpaid Taxes; 
Due on April 1.

In another column of today’s 
Herald will be found the notice of 
the town tax collector The rate of 
13% mills is the same as last year. 
The tax is due April 1 and taxpay­
ers will have the entire month of 
April to pay. Collector Howe will 
be in his office in the municipal 
building every week day during the 
month. His hours will be from 9 
a. m. to 4 p. m. On the four Tues­
days in April, and on Tuesday, May 
1, the hour-8 will be from 9 a. m. 
until 9 p. m.

The personal taxes are due on 
April 1. The collector has all the 
personal tax bills for both men and 
women ready to send out and will 
begin work on the property tax 
bills at once.

The new law passed by the last 
legislature increases materially th® 
interest charge on all unpaid taxes. 
Hereafter the rate will be 9 per 
cent for the first six months and 
10 per cent for the balance bf the 
year. After liens have been filed 
the interest rate will be 12 per 
cent. The old law provided for a 
rate of- 9 per cent for the first year 
and 7 per cent thereafter.

It will be readily seen that in 
the future it will be cheaper to bor­
row money and pay the taxes than 
allow liens to be filed.

* The town collector is at present 
preparing to send out bills to about 
200 taxpayers who have neglected 
to pay last year’s tax. These de­
linquents will have until April 1 
to pay up. The collector must file 
his liens after that date.

G- O. P. Contributor Says He 
Swapped $25,000 Cash For 
$25,000 in Liberties.

Washington, March 8.— A tor­
turous trail, followed by the Sen­
ate public lands committee today 
revealed that bonds of the mysteri­
ous Continental Trading Company 
were given Will H. Hays by Harry 
F. Sinclair and subsequently distri­
buted in Chicago in return for cash 
contributions to the Republican na­
tional committee.

This was proven when James A. 
Patten, Chicago wheat king, testi­
fied he was given $25,000 in Liber­
ty bonds by Fred W. Upham, Re­
publican treasurer in return for a 
$25,000 cash contribution to the 
Republican deficit of the 1920 cam­
paign.

Bonds ̂ Tdeidified 
Twenty of the t'^enty-five thous­

and dollar bonds given Patten by 
Upham, were identified as bonds 
originally sold to the Continental 
Trading Company.

Hays, national chairman of the 
1920 campaign, previously told the 
committee of getting $160,000 in 
bonds from Sinclair. He told -of 
sending $60,000 of the bonds to 
Upham and it was these bonds that 
the committee traced today.

After Patten told of getting $25,- 
000 in bonds from Upham in return 
for his cash, the committee obtain­
ed from him a list of the numbers 
of the bonds.

Miss Imogene Howell, secretary 
of Senator Thomas J. Walsh, (D) 
of Montana, took the stand a little 
later and testified that twenty of 
the Patten bonds, all of one thous­
and dollar denomination, were con­
tained in a list of bonds sold the 
Continental Trading Company on 
May 21, 1923, by the Dominion
Bank of Canada. This check reveal­
ed that the Republican party had 
taken bonds from Sinclair, which 
he had obtained in the Continental 
deal, and traded them off to Chica- 
gofins who were willing to make 
cash contributions. Fatten, himself 
told the committee that after he 
had made the exchange he was 
“ much mystified’’ at the action of 
the Republicans.

Hartford, March 8.— The state 
memorial drinking fountain in the 
village of Seicheprey, France, "is 
entirely Inadequate, as to size, de­
sign, and ntility, to serve as the 
only memorial to Connecticut’s 
soldier dead buried in France,” Bays a report handed to Governor 
Trumbull here today by the state 
commission on a memorial in 
France.

The commission, made up of W. 
S. Alexander, of Meriden, chair­
man; Dr. W. S. Barnes, of New Ha­
ven, and Philo C. Calhoun, of 
Bridgeport, recommends that an 
adequate memorial be provided 
and expresses doubt of the advia 
ability of locating it in Seicheprey. 
The commission asks that the new 
memorial be placed in “ Toul, or 
some other large town,” as Seiche 
prey is too small to care for the 
fountain, the grounds of which are 
unkempt.

Of the American cemeteries in 
France the commission reports that 
superintendents and assistants are 
very efficient and that conditions 
are in every way satisfactory. “ The 
American cemeteries in France are 
the best in Europe,” the commis­
sion says.

There are 598 Connecticut sol­
diers buried In France, the commis­
sion says, and announces that ■ a 
total of 1,294 died In the war.

Connecticut soldier graves in 
France are reported by the com­
mission as follows; Bony 8, Flan­
ders Field 4, Bellau Wood 56, 
Osie-Aisne 94, Meuse-Argonne 
304, St. Mihiel 107, and Suresnes 
25.

New Jersey Woman Opens Fire 
On Filling Station Stickups, 
Drives Them Off.

Wildwood, N. J., March 8.—  
Standing beside her husband's body 
after he had been shot down by two 
masked bandits, Mrs. Iver Russell, 
wife of a filling station proprietor, 
today fired two shots at the out­
laws and drove them away.

Russell is In the Atlantic city 
hospital where it was stated this 
afternoon that he is expected to re­
cover.

Mrs. Russell was asleep when 
two negroes wearing black i^sks 
and hoods falling to their shoul­
ders entered the filling station. 
When they ordered Russell to put 
up his hands he resisted and was 
shot in the chest. The shots awak­
ened Mrs. Russell, who grabbed a 
gun and hurried to the rescue. As 
she opened fire the bandits fled.

Democrat of Montana, 
Lewis declared that R. B. Mellon, 
brother of Secretary of the Treas­
ury Mellon, was a director of the 
Pittsburgh compau:.

“ Mr. A. W. Mellon was a member 
until he became secretary of the 
treasury,” added Lewis.

“ Didn’t the company constantly 
consult Secretary Mellon when the 
Jacksonville scale was being nego­
tiated?” asked Wheeler.

“ It is our understanding that the 
company took no steps without con­
sulting . the secretary,” replied 
Lewis. “ The Mellon Bank for years 
has been the fiscal agent of the 
co-mpany.”

Law Taking Away Option 
From Local Boards.

Hartford, March 8.— Passage of 
£L state law compelling every child 
attending public school to be vac­
cinated against smallpox Is urged 
in a special repo’ll made to Gover­
nor Trumbull todai by Dr. Stanley 
H. Osborn, state health commis­
sioner. Dr. Osborn contends that 
the present law, which gives local 
boards of education the option as 
to compelling vaccination or ad­
mitting children without vaccina­
tion, has failed to give the state 
adequate protection against an 
epidenic.

The report covers the recent 
smallpox epidemic which started in 
Cromwell and then spreau through­
out Middlesex county and in Ham­
den, New Haven, and West Haven.

Dr. Osborn calls attention to the 
way in which a large section of the 
state suffered by reason of the fact 
that Cromwell’s board of education 
did not compel vaccination- Then 
the doctor commends citizens of 
Middletown and New Haven for be­
ing vaccinated as a precaution 
without being compelled by law to 
take such a step.

Everybody has taken a belt at 

• Egypt. The person who could ofE- 
hand set down on a blackboard, 
any degree of accuracy, the num­
ber of wars in which that unfor­
tunate country has been engaged 
since the daw'n of history would 
perform a prodigeous feat of mem­
ory and use up a lot of chalk on 
the blackboard. The Persians over­
ran Egypt. Alexander the Great 
paid it one of his expensive visits. 
The Romans bossed it. When Is- 

; lamism came to the world and 
hoped to sweep it, one of the first 
areas to be forcibly converted was 
that ancient strip of valley and 
sand. The French mixed it with 
the Turks over Egypt and Great 
Britain has had a finger in the 
Egyptian pie, off and on. ever 
since the beginning of the last cen­
tury. Since the celebrated bom­
bardment of Alexandria in the 
early eighties the “ temporary oc­
cupation’’ in protection of the in­
terest of British bondholders has 

■ never actually terminated— a par­
ticularly striking example of what 
may grow out of matters like our 
presence in Nicaragua.

Oddly enough, the Egyptian peo­
ple, being the remnants of the best 
known if not the oldest of the old 
civilizations, have persisted in a 
notion that they have a right to 
rule themselves without the inter­
position of new peoples. They 
have never been very successful in 
getting rid of any yoke, however, 
except to exchange it for another. 
4.nd now Britain has served notice 
on them that if they have any idea 
of getting clear out from under the 
»ntrol of British political and 
financial infiuences they have fin- 
other guess coming.

It looks like a mess. Particu­
larly with Ibn Saud filling the 
near-east with the passion for a 
holy war.'TThe Wahabis of Arabia 
and the Fallaheen of Egypt have 
extremely little in common, as a 
general thing. They used to be the 
most violent of enemies. But Just 
now they have the common cause 
of hatred of the western European. 
And when they get going the mere 
idea of death is rather unimport­
ant to either. There are more im­
probable things than a very nasty 
row on England’s hands.

IBN SADD
Sultan Ibn Saud, who became 

ruler of the Arabian Hedjaz a year 
or BO ago by booting out the for­
mer ruler and who has set up the 
blue laws of his fanatical Wahabi 
sect over the holy -cities of Medina 
and Mecca, where he has made life 
Intolerable for the average Mo­
hammedan by the narrowness and 
austerity of his regulations, is sus­
pected of planning to develop a 
holy war for the creation of a pan- 
Islamic empire.

He is probably the most holy 
chieftain in the world. Where he 
rules they have prohibition that 
prohibits. Tobacco is taboo. So is 
the wearing of silk garments. Bob­
bed haired women lose their heads 
as well as the hair. The Musselman 
who misses one of his five prayers 
toward Mecca on even one day be­
comes a police court case. He does 
not selfishly permit himself to be 
holy alone, he pi eposes that every­
body shall be holy along with him 
— either holy or dead. His piety is 
only equaled by his ruthlessness. 
Being firmly convinced that the 
presence on earth of anybody but 
Wahabis is an offense to Allah he 
has done much to make everybody 
Wahabi by burying those who are 
not. He is now said to be trying to 
buy armored cars in Europe with 
a view to carrying his evangel into 
Syria and making Damascus the 
capital of his spiritual and physical 
empire.

After he has succeeded in start­
ing his holy war and in compelling 
France and Great Britain to unite 
in blowing his Wahabi warriors off 
the face of the earth there may 
still be a job for him, if he can 
manage to skip and get to this 
country.

(85) 40 Fairs Attract 200,000.
The degree of perfection to which Connecticut farm products 

can be grown is demonstrated yearly at fairs and expositions held 
by more than 40 agricultural societies. These fairs attracting 
more than 200.000 visitors are held in almost every aection of 
the state. These events are regarded as a "pageant of pro­
gress” showing the growth and development In agricultural pro­
ducts, the improvement in methods and machinery, and serve as 
a school for those who attend.

Only one of the agricultural society fairs lasts an entire week, 
the others being one to four-day events. The fair lasting six 
days is the state fair at Hartford which has a total attendance 
of close to 50,000 persons.

Approximately |30,000, of which $14,000 goes to the Connec­
ticut State Agricultural Society, sponsor of the state fair, is 
appropriated annually by the state to the agricultural societies 
to aia them In their work. Revenue of these societies from 
other sources, mostly in connection with their fairs, amounts to 
approximately $250,000 annually. More than $100,000 of this 
amount goes for premiums and awards for prize-winning exhib­
its.

Real estate owned by the societies is valued at more than 
$400,000. The real estate of the Connecticut State Agricultural 
Society is valued at $262,000, and the personal property at $21,- 
943.

One of the five most important features of many of the fairs 
is the junior achievement department through which boys and 
girls exhibit agricultural and band-craft products.

It would be an ideal condition if 
a candidate for a major party nom­
ination for the Presidency could 
ls7 all his cards on the table and 
glv« expression to his beliefs with­
out equivocation or evasion. But as 
a matter of fact no such person 
would stand a ghost of a chance of 
being nominated. And by the pro­
cess of elimination every person fit 
to be a candidate would be .elimi­
nated, leaving the conventions to 
chuck up pennies and nominate no­
bodies.

A good enough example of this is 
the case of Dr. Nicholas Murray 
Butler, president of Columbia Uni­
versity. Dr. Butler is an extremely 
able man, of the first grade of 
Presidential timber, and an im­
portant member of the dominant 
political party. But there Isn’t a 
Republican member of the Man 
theater Board of Selectmen who 
hasn’t a better chance of being 
nominated for the Pfeslddncy than 
this brilliant scholar and public 
man— simply because he Is abso­
lutely outspoken.

Mr. Hoover frankly straddled the 
Prohibition question in his reply to 
Borah’s cheeky quizzing.

PERIL TO MANY
There is a tendency on the part 

of most of the skeptics to laugh at 
the project of Robert Condit, 
rocket aviator or interstellar navi­
gator or whatever he terms him­
self, to have himself shot all the 
way to the planet Venus in a gigan­
tic and mechanically elaborate rock­
et, We are not particularly familiar 
with the details of Mr. Condit’s 
plan but he seems to have intelli­
gence and engineering ability 
enough to make himself good and 
dangerous, and his enterprise may 
not prove such a joke as it is as­
sumed to be, provided he carries it 
out to the point of the.^rocket’s dis­
charge.

Nowadays people seldom concern 
themselves with preventing fool­
hardy adventurers from killing 
themselves, and perhaps if Condit 
is eager to give his life to what he 
would call science he has a right to 
do so. But does anybody know how 
far this contraption of his is likely 
to travel before it tumbles back to 
earth? Or whereabouts It Is likely 
to land? True, the probabilities 
would appear to be that, starting 
from Ormond Beach, Fla., it would 
promptly plump into the ocean and 
do no harm to anybody but its 
rider. But on the other hand there 
are ships on the sea and it is con­
ceivable that the rocket might land 
in the vicinity— suppose the infer­
nal device were to take an erratic 
course and fall upon some of them.

By all means let Mr. Condit 
start for the neighbor planet If he 
wants to, and if his flight does not 
imperil others. But it would seem 
as though some first class expert 
on ballistics should pass upon the 
undertaking in advance lest he kill 
a lot of persons besides himself.

Farm Bureau Arranges Tour

Hartford County Farm Bureau, J- 
B. Lewis, Southington, chairman, 
has arranged a greenhouse tour 
for vegetable growers in Hartford 
county, Friday, March 16, starting 
at the farm of David N. Larson, 
Southington, at 1:30, thence to the I 
farms of Fay Curtis, Plantsville, | 
Louis Zwick, Plantsville, James R. 
Wooter, Plantsville, J. E. Lewis, 
Southington and ending up with a 
dinner at the Bradley House and 
a meeting at which Albert E. Wil­
kinson Specialist, will discuss new 
developments in vegetable growing 
and answer questions.

This tour affords a splendid op­
portunity for greenhouse men in 
Hartford county to get crut and see 
what the other fellow is doing.

Mr. Larson has a 18 by 48 green­
house which he heats with stoves. 
He raises about 50,000 lettuce, 
beet, celery, tomato an i pepper 
plants each year and is considered 
quite a successful greenhouse man.

Mr. Curtis has three, 100 by 30 
houses, two, 100 by 18 houses and 
one, 40 by 25 house all steam heat­
ed. One of the interesting things 
about Mr. Curtis’ plant is that he 
raises flowers through the winter 
and then raises a large number of 
vegetable plants for which he has 
built up quite a reputation. Mr. 
Curtis raised approximately 300,- 
000 potted tomato plants last year, 

Mr. Zwick is doing still another 
type of greenhouse work in that 
he is raising lettuce commercially 
under glass. Mr. Zwick started de-

the market May 31st last year. He 
has one, 24 by 100 house, one 18 
by 30 house and 3()0' col'd frame 
sashes. He produces about Ô'.OOO 
plants a year.

Mr. Wooter has one 22 by 75 
house, one 18 by 75 house: and one 
12 by 50 house. Mr. Wooter is 
raising about 250,000 vegetable 
and flower, plants- His houses are 
all hot water heated and he is fac­
ed at present with the problem of 
increasing his heating facilities.

Mr. Lewis has one sash house 20 
by 60 and one home made sash bar 
house, 17 by 60 hot water heated. 
Mr. Lewis raises 100,000 early cab­
bage, beat and early tomato plants 
each >ear.

Greenhouse men will be par­
ticularly interested in some special 
equipment that Mr. Lewis has for 
making flats and a special device he 
has for setting is plants.

“ The Hartford County Farm 
Bureau conducted a - greenhouse 
tour last year under the auspices i 
of the vegetable committee which j 
was largely attended and we feel” , 
says Chas. D. Lewis, county agri­
cultural agent, “ that an even larg­
er number of vegetable producers j 
will go on the tour this year be- | 
cause we are visiting a new section j 
and a new group of houses and are 
arranging a dinner and meeting in 
the evening when the men can get 
better acquainted and discuss their 
problems.”

POR1928 MOST 
^  EVER

Commissioner Macdonald 
Expects to Bring Total to 
150 M fles-48 Miles 
Completed in Seven 
Weeks.

Connecticut’s highway .program 
for its fiscal year ending June 30, 
192 8 is the most expansive ever 
undertaken in one year in the his­
tory of the state, according to fig­
ures ,^nnounced today by Highway 
Comniissioner John A. Macdonald. 
At the present time, the department 
has completed or has under con­
tract the building of 12S.2 miles of 
road and plans another large let­
ting during the month of March. 
This latter letting is expects to 
aggregate close to 20 miles of road 
work which will bring the total 
highway program for the fiscal year 
to practically 150 miles.

In addition to a record program 
for the year of 1927-1928, the high- 

..way department established another 
unique record during the first seven 
weeks of the current calendar year. 
During this brief space of time, it 
accepted and' made final payments 
upon 48.2 miles of roads and upon 
two dangerous trunk line elimina­
tions and two bridge building pro­
jects.

■ During the first six months of 
the fiscal year, beginning last July 
3, and ending December 31, 1927, 
the department accepted and made 
final payments to contractors upon 
66.4 miles of highway and complet­
ed 18 bridges and one dangerous 
trunk line elimination.

At the present time, there are 
38.3 ipiles of construction and re­
construction work and 13 bridge 
construction jobs still to be com­
pleted on unfinished contracts, while 
contracts awarded in November, 
December and January include the 
construction and reconstruction of 
34 sections of highway totalling 
89.9 miles and the building of four 
bridges and one bulkhead. Recap­
itulated the total work under con­
tract at present is 128.2 lies of 
highway construction and recon­
struction and the building of 17 
bridges.

In addition to engaging in the 
most extensive road programs ever 
entered into by the state of Con­
necticut, the highway department 
during the current fiscal year has 
also expanded the scope of its work 
in otherjAfttvities. The highway 
year ae-aĤ a&l&ikt'fessing rapidly. Ex­
tensive work has been undertaken 
in clearing dead brush from the 
highway shoulders with a view of 
preventing the outbreak of forest 
fires. 4.1ong chemical lings, the de- ̂ 
partifie'nt''t’hmugff’ its laboratory' at 
Portland has discovered and will 
put into use this spring a new 
formula for mixing concrete which 
will greatly increase the time of 
hardening and will permit the open­
ing of new pEvements much sooner 
than formerly. Ferry service across 
the Connecticut River has been im­
proved by the launching of two 
new boats. The program of State 
Aid construction is one of the most 
ambitious the state has even seen, 
all but seven towns in the state 
making application to the depart­
ment for appropriations and many 
of them taking advantage of Com­
missioner Macdonald’s offer of 
assistance in engineering and in 
chlnery.

time of the year when fresh fruits 
arc not ae plentiful is very accep 
table.

Two cups fltrar, 4 teaspoons bak­
ing powder, 1-2 teaspoon salt, 1-2 
cup butter, 1-2 cup sugar, 1-2 tea­
spoon cinnamon, 1-2 cup milk, 1 
egg. 1 cup orange marmalade.

Mix and sift flour, baking pow­
der, salt, sugar and cinnamon. 
Work in butter. Beat egg until 
light with milk and add to dry 
Ingredients. Mix to a soft dough, 
Divide into two equal parts and 
roll on a lightly floured board to 
fit a round cake pan. Put one 
piece of dough in an oiled and 
floured pan, spread with marma­
lade and cover with remaining 
dough. Bake forty, minutes in a 
moderate oven and serve cold 
with whipped cream.

The lower layer of dough
______  be pushed high at the
edges, making the center slightly 
hollow. Brush the edges with 
water before fitting on the top 
layer and press edges firmly to­
gether. This prevents the marma­
lade from running out of the cake 
while baking.

ABDOMINAL PAINS CfALL
FOR QUICK DL\GNOSIS.

Nbthing Is quite so alarming or 
disturbing to the average person 
as sudden, severe pain in the ab­
domen. Unlike a wound of the 
skin, the source of the pain is not 
visible.

To the physician the diagonsis of 
the cause of such a pain Is one of 
the most delicate of tasks and at 
the same time most interesting.

Some Causes Serious.
There are numerous causes, 

some of which are serious, de­
manding an Immediate surgical 
procedure. There are other causes, 
wholly functional, !n which the 
treatment is not directed at all to 
the abdominal cavity, and there 
are m^ny Instances In which medi­
cal treatment without surgery 
'yields a satisfactory result.

One of the most frequent errors 
is for patients with painful abdo­
mens to take sedative drugs which 
disguise the source of the pain and 
make the diagnosis much more dif­
ficult. Another serious error is to

take some strong cathartic, and 
thus to inflame or irritate the in­
testinal tract, which may already 
'^e the source of some serious con- 
dUlon.
■ Overeating.
'• It Is, of course, possible to have 

Chile or a griping pain from over­
eating or from eating foods that 
may be particularly Irritating. In 
such cases there is seldom fever, 
jHft all the symptoms point direct­
ly to the overloading of the stom­
ach as the cause of the pain.

It is possible for an inflamma­
tion of the lungs to reflect pain to 
the abdomen, in whicli case the 
physician must locate the spot In 
the lung to avoid aiming the 
treatment at the abdomen rather 
than at the chest cavity.

In the early stages pneumonia 
and pleurisy in children are more 
liable to be mistaken for some ab­
dominal conditions than almost 
any other possible Infection.

The Appendix.
Of course, the common cause of 

severe pain at a localized spot in 
the abdomen is Inflammation of 
the appendix. Tn a grown person, 
the gallbladder may be primarily 
Involved, and it is quite possible 
for any of the organs in the ab­
domen to become twisted in such 
a manner that the natient responds

with great pain.
In addition to these causes, se­

vere pains result from the attempt­
ed passing of stones from the gall­
bladder or from the kidney down 
the tubes that carry away the se­
cretions.

It will be apparent to anyiine 
that the diagnosis of the condition- 
is tlic important factor in re­
lieving the pain anci in saving the 
life of the person concerned.

An offleial of the Manchester Skat­
ing Club was inclined to place the 
blame on Park Superintendent 

i John Y. Keur, but the latter gave 
u lU D u L  i Herald a statement today

! which clears the matter. It follows: 
“ The spotlights at the pond in 

Center Springs Park are owned, 
regulated and operated by the Man­
chester Electric Company. They are 
not turned on and off each night 
by some individual but are regulat­
ed by a time-switch which makes 
them go on at the same time as the 
street lights. This clock mechanism 
is wound once a week and has been 
wound again today, last night be­
ing the time when the mechanism 
ran down.

“ The Park Commission has noth­
ing to do with the turning on of 
the lights. In case of unsafe ice the 
policy has been to request the Man­
chester Electric Company to turn 
off the lights for a night. This prac­
tice has been discontinued how­
ever, due to public opposition, 
claiming that there should be 
lights at all times.

“ The Park Superintendent has 
no authority whatever to regulate 
the lights, he has no key to unlock 
the box containing the mechanism. 
In case the lights are not lit for 
some reason or other the emergency 
department of the Manchester 
Electric Co., should be requested to 
locate the trouble.

“ Ed Montie ha.s been kind 
enough to come down to the pond 
at any hour of the night to repair 
any damage or other troubles and 
the Park Department has paid for 
all expenses Involved.”
