Washington, March 9-^Barring 
unforseen action by Congress with­
in three weeks, the United States 
will undertake for the first time in 
world history to fix by law the in­
gredients of the national blood 
stream.

The ultimate aim of the new 
policy, "as defined in the existing 
immigration act, will be to re­
establish the same proportions of 
foreign stock as were found in the 
country at the first census, in 1790.

The new policy will be proclaim­
ed by President Coolidge April 1 
unless Congress again authorizes 
postponement.

Never before in history, accord­
ing to State department ethnolo­
gists, has a people undertaken to 
determine by law the content of the 
blood of future generations.

Effective July 1
Admittedly the experiment is of 

profound biological and social 
potentialities. It will become ef­
fective July 1 if Congress does not 
repeal the clause.

Opponents of the plan in both 
Houses are still pressing for repeal 
but there appears little likelihood of 
their succeeding.

The new quotas will limit im­
migration to 153*685 persons an­
nually, against the present maxi­
mum of 164,000. The principal ef­
fect of the new formula, however, 
will he a violent shifting of the 
quotas of the various countries of 
Europe— with a view to preserving 
the dominance of the English strain 
in the same ratio as existed in the 
American colonies at the adoption 
of the Federal Constitution in 1789.

The new quotas based on these 
studies reveal that the melting pot 
brew henceforth must always 
contain at least 45 per cent British 
stock.

JUDGE UNDSEY WINS 
COMPANIONATE DEBATE

Washington Audience Votes 
Him - Victor in Argument 
With Rabbi.

Washington, March 9.-—Com­
panionate marriage is all right as 
far as the public of Washington is 
concerned if a vote awarding Judge 
Ben Lindsey the victory in a de­
bate with Rabbi Simon means any­
thing.

Lindsey, noted children’s court 
judge, and leading exponent of the 
companionate marriage idea, up­
held the affirmative of ‘ ‘Resolved, 
that companionate marriage should 
he legalized,” hero last night before 
an audience in which the -women 
outnumbered the men. The vote 
•nas 794 to 595.

Simon, Rabbi of the Washington 
Hebrew Congregation, declared 
that the term was misleading; -that 
birth control has been practiced 
since man had been civilized. Fur­
ther extension of knowledge by 
laws, he said, would make the 
situation worse rather than cure it.

Judge Lindsey defined com­
panionate marriage as . modern in­
stitution legalizing certain ancient 
customs. He came out in favor of 
legalized birth control; divorce by 
mutual consent, and the enactment 
of alimony laws making the econo­
mic situation of both parties the 
basis for the amount to be paid. 
He also favored instruction by the 
state in schools of the ‘ ‘laws of 
love.”-

Ansonia, March 9.— State and lo­
cal police combined with county of­
ficials today to solve the mystery 
of a man who w-as found shot to 
death on Division street, on the 
boundary line between Ansonia and 
Derby late last night.

Ansonia police had their first 
inkling of the tragedy when they

Two policemen went 
down and found the body of the 
man, who had been shot t-vvice. 
Near him lay a sawed-off shotgun. 
In his clothing w-as a loaded .32 
caliber revolver.

Police found a number of pa­
pers on the man’T body which are 
expected to furnish a clue as to 
his doings, but early this afternoon 
investigators were still uncertain 
as to whether he lived in Water- 
bury or Bridgeport.

While Coroner Eli Mix came here 
to study the case during the morn­
ing, state police from the Westport 
barracks in command of Sergeant 
Frank Virelli were engaged in seek­
ing clues. The state police believed, 
this afternoon, that Santone’s home 
was in Waterbury. A hunting li­
cense issued In that city to Santone 
in 1927 was discovered among pa­
pers in his clothes.

Suspect Rum Plot
Sergeant Virelli, late today, lo­

cated one Patsy Santone, in Bridge­
port. This Santone, supposed to be 
a brother of the slain man, was on 
his way to Ansonia this afternoon 
to view the body.

As police slowly gathered to­
gether the various bits of possible 
evidence in the case, they -were in­
clined to link the killing with other 
cases of recent occufrence, and to 
believe Santone knew of activities 
in liquor traffic. Police thought 
he had been lured to a rendezvous 
and there shot before he had time 
to draw his revolver.

The S-4 was sunk about 1,800 
yards off the point of Cape Cod in 
the late afternoon of December 17, .

Adjoining the smoking room is 
the day compartment, some ot the 
furniture is trimmed in silk rep, 
provided by the desire of the 
Queen, v̂ he remainder is trimmed 
in Imitation Jacobean tapestry.

Leading from the day compart­
ment is the King’s bedroom, which 
contains his silver-plated bed and 
satinwood dressing table. Further 
on is the bathroom.

The Queen’s salon has a color 
scheme of blue, her favorite color, 
The compartment has two of each 
pieces of furniture, as Queen Alex­
andra, for whom it was designed, 
nearly always had Princess Victo­
ria as a traveling companion.

In the Royal Suite Salon, behind 
the dining car, travel the Equerries 
and other members of the King’s 
suite.

Telephones are fitted throughout 
the train, and there are means of 
connecting up with the telegraph 
wires along the railway, so that 
should the train break down or be 
held up for any length of time 
communication can be est?.hushed 
with the nearest signal box.

Rome, Mar. 9.— Mussolini, dicta­
tor of Italy, has put his iron hand 
down on speeding motorists.

So drastic are the speed laws 
laid down by the “ Duce,” that to 
disobey one of them would be to 
commit an offense parallel with 
bank robbery in this country.

In the first place, the speed 
limit in inhabited zones is 1-5 
kilometers, or a little over 9 miles 
an hour. For exceeding this limit, 
a minimum fine of 550 or a year’s 
imprisonment is fixed. The maxi­

mum fine is 5500 or to years’ im­
prisonment.

Then Mussolini makes the law 
sure of enforcement. Ten per cent 
of a fine levied for a motor of­
fense goes into the jeans of the 
policeman making the arrest. And 
his word goes! No matter what 
evidence the motorist has that he 
wasn’ t speeding when caught, he 
Is not allowed to present It to the 
court.

Another provision made is that 
in all accidents, no matter how 
jerious, the motorist is at fault un­
less he can present absolute evi­
dence to the contrary.

Over 200 Owners of Little 
‘T u tt” Boats in This Vicini­
ty Says Rathbun.

Washington, March 9.— You have 
to die to be appreciated. At least 
that’s the way with cattle, hogs and 
sheep.

As the population of these Im­
portant food animals decreases and 
the human population grows, we 
are beginning to appreciate them 
more.

There are still more of them 
than us, but there are many more 
of us than there were in 1890, 
whereas there are some 16,000,- 
000 fewer of our edible four-foot­
ed friends.

An outboard motor club is about 
to be formed In Hartford as the 
direct outgrowth of Interest that 
has been stimulated by the appear­
ance In Hartford waters of rapidly 
increasing numbers of outboard

motors, acoordlnig to Charles E. 
Rathbun, Jr., who Is a member of 
the national executive committee of 
the American Outboard Association. 
Mr. Rathbun states that there are 
some 200 owner, of outboard 
motors in Hartford and vicinity and 
this season will see the number pro­
bably doubled.

There was a time in the eighties 
when the pigs outnumbered us by 
several millions and on into the 
nineties the cattle did, although the 
sheep have only barely caught up 
with us once or twice and little 
good It did them.

The fewer food critters there 
are the more valuable they are. 
When they are plentiful the price 
goes down and people don’t raise 
so many. Then, when they are 
scarce, the price goes up and peo­
ple raise more again, unless, per­
chance, you and I happen to get 
tired of that sort of meat and go 
in heavily for vegetables.

When the urge strikes you to go 
out and grab an animal, better aim 
tor a hog, as you are more likely 
to find one. That is, unless a dairy 
cow will do as well, as a beet ani­
mal. There are in captivity in this 
country some 34,500,000 dairy cat­
tle, 23,500,000 beef cattle and 58,- 
000,000 cattle in all. but there are 
something lil^ 43,000,000 sheep 
and 55,000,000 swine. In other 
words, some 155,000,000 of them 
in case the worst suddenly comes 
to the worst, compared with nearly 
120,000,(U)0 of us.

This table shows, however, what 
an excellent showing we’ve made 
as regards increase;

1890
Dairy ca tt le .................  25,900,000
Beef cattle .................  39,800,000
Sheep .......................... 47,000,000
Swine .......................... 59,100,000
Their total .................  171,800,000
Humans ........................ 60,000,000

In other words, we’ve nearly 
doubled while they’ve dropped off 
nearly 10 per cent. Both political 
parties probably will claim credit.

Among other facts of this deadly 
war between those who eat and 
those who are eaten is that the U. 
S. meat production dropped 375,- 
000,000 pounds in 1927, from 17,- 
245 millions to 16,872 millions. 
There were 352 millions more 
pounds of pork produced but 632 
million fewer pounds of beef. Lamb 
and mutton remained about the 
same, but the per capita consump­
tion of all meats dropped from 
142.8 pounds in 1926 to 139.3 
pounds in 1927.

We ate more pork than beef, per 
capita consumption for 1927 be­
ing divided thus: Beef 58 pounds,

' veal 7.4, lamb and mutton 5.4 and 
pork (including ham and bacon, of 
course) 68.5.

Our meat exports, more than a 
billion pounds In 19 23, were but 
352,000,000 last year, while the 
imports of 114 million doubled 
those of 1926. The Bureau of Ani­
mal Industry of the Agricultural 
Department will supply further 
facts to anyone who may be inter­
ested.

DARK HORSES
The tradition of the dark horse 

has taken undue possession of the 
practical politicians of this coun­
try, In the contemplation of Presi­
dential nomination possibilities 
there is the constantly recurrent 
thought; “If we can give our man 
a solid delegation from his own 
state, though he be an unknown 
quantity to the rest of the country, 
and if we can hold that delegation 
for him by advance pledges through 
a long: succession of ballots, who 
knows but what, in case of dead­
lock, the lightning may strike 
him?

Followed to its logical conclusion 
this system of electing delegates 
would send every state’s delegation 
to the convention pledged to a 
“ favorite son” and result In every 
delegation sticking to its own fel­
low through such an endless num­
ber of ballots that nomination of 
a candidate would become simply 
a matter of endurance and of poli­
tical deals of the most sordid and 
Injurious kind.

As a matter of fact. In the |;reat 
majority of cases  ̂ the “ favorite 
son”  is no favorite of the people ot 
his state, but of a well built and 
well oiled machine, not always free 
from a considerable taint of cor­
ruption, and the person thus ad­
vanced for the Presidency of the 
United States very far removed 
from being of Presidential timber. 
It is not often that the expert or­
ganiser of a practical political ma­
chine, in any state, the kind of 
man who ought to sit in the White 
House and become the pilot of this 
great nation, perhaps in some trag­
ic emergency.

Older readers will remember the 
days when Russell Alger, in sever­
al successive national conventions, 
was Michigan’s “ favorite son’’ can­
didate for the Presidency. Those 
were days in which such enter­
prises were less likely to succeed 
than In the present, Bnt there are 
very few Republicans, probably, 
who are not pretty thankful that 
the aspirations of that gentleman 
never came to fruition. He was all 
right In Michigan. But old timers 
v.'ill not forget the lamentable 
management of the Spanlsh-Amer- 
ican war while he was bead of the 
War department, ndr will they 
cease to be thankful that his Presi­
dential aspirations were never grat­
ified.

The determination of Herbert 
Hoover to. fight Senator Watson In 
the Indiana primaries is well tak­
en. The capture of even a handful 
of delegates in such states as In­
diana and Ohio, breaking the com­
plete control of such managers as 
Watson and Willis and thus elimi­
nating those misfit aspirants for 
the nomination as President, would 
be a victory worth risking some­
thing for.

detective is a worker in a .special 
field. The less his activities are or­
ganized and controlled by anyone 
but his immed^te superior and 
confidant, the state attorney, the 
better.

In 
default of its presentation the gen­
eral belief, as we learn it, is that 
the couiiiky detective system, as is, 
needs no Interfering with.

COUNTY DETECTIVES
Just why there should be at this 

time renewed agitation to require 
county detectives in this state, who 
are the especial confidants and co- 
workers with the state attorneys, to 
become mqmbers of the State Po­
lice force, isn’ t made clear. Neither, 
to our mind, has it ever been made 
altogether clear why there should 
have been such a movement in the 
first place.

It is no disparagement of the 
capacity or intelligence or industry 

 ̂ of the State Police to assert that 
 ̂ in a considerable number of in­

stances in the past county detec­
tives, working independently of the 
state organization, have accom­
plished results that would probab­
ly never have been reached had 
they been operating under orders, 
either general or specific, from 
that body.

The State Follce constitute a 
highly necessary and in many ways 
efficient group. They do a work 
that could not be as well perform­
ed by any other agency. As Investi­
gators of obscure and difficult prob­
lems, however, it is entirely pos- 

A Bible that they do not stand quite 
at the head of the detective talent 
of the country. Nor is it necessary 
that they should. In order to ade­
quately fulfill their functions.

GERMAN MARKS
This is a great time and this a 

great country for optimists. Their 
smiling faces are on every hand. 
They add to the joy of life and to 
the hope for the future. And of 
all them all the greatest Is one 
Louis Clapier, a New York dealer 
in foreign money, who is Inviting 
holders of German marks, old 
style, to join with him in an effort 
to get the Reich to buy those 
marks at somewhat better price in 
new style marks than it Is now 
giving.

After Germany had paid off all 
Its Internal debt in old style marks, 
which it was printing as fast as 
the presses could turn theiji out, 
and had loaded up all Its German 
nationals in other countries with 
them— had In fact put them to 
every conceivable use that they 
could be put to— It suddenly 
“ stabilized” Its currency to creat­
ing the new renten mark at 24 
cents in gold and made It equal to 
an even billion of the old style 
marks. Which was not exactly re­
pudiation but would have been If 
It had made the old mark worth 
nothing instead of one forty-mil­
lionth of a cent. A difference 
which can be detected with dny 
high power microscope.

Forty-million supposedly 24- 
cent marks for one cent are fairly 
cheap marks. Yet that Is the pres­
ent value of the m.xrks which Ger­
many Issued between 1910 and 
1924. A good many of them repre­
sented each a half or a third of 
a day’s work, but whether they 
represented that or a thousandth 
part of that, like later ones, or a 
millionth, like the last of them, 
they w-ere made good for nothing 
tangible by the “ stabilization” 
process.

There never was a more sordid 
place of business than the post-war 
inflation of the mark, followed by 
its repudiation. How on eatth any­
body can expect that a government 
which would so callously rob its 
people by a cheap and wretched 
trick, if it could, make any effort 
to rectify the l^ustlce, we can’t 
see. And, added to that, Germany 
couldn’t redeem those old marks, 
the untold billions of them that 
were issued, at any worthwhile 
price, if she wanted to ever so 
badly.

When it first began to be realized 
how important were the functions 
of such tissues as the thyroid, the 
hypophysis, the parathyroid, the 
l)ancrea.s, the adrenals and other 
glandular organs, philosopher phy­
sicians began to develop all sorts 
of queer notions regarding the im­
portance of these tissues to the 
human body.

Facts Follow Fancies
After the first flights of fancy 

passed, hotv'ever, research workers 
ig laboratories began to study sim­
ple problems and to accumulate 
real facts of importance in under­
standing these mysteries glands.

For instance, the glands known 
as the adrenals, which lie just 
above the kidneys, are sometimes 
destroyed by serious disease. When, 
this occurs, the person is ifkely to

develop a condition known as Ad- 
RE^Ti Tf AC'TS OX GLANDS iNdison’s disease, in which there is

us^ually great weakness, dizziness.
shortness of breath, loss of weight, 
soreness of the joints, and gradual 
breaking down of the human body.

Usually the skin becomes pig­
mented and turns 'to a sort of 
bronze color. In the absence of the 
secretion of the adrenal glands, 
the person is likely to die.

The hypophysis is a small gland 
lying near thel'^^rain. Its over­
growth may be ^sociated with pe­
culiar changes In structure of 
the body. Giantism and dwarfism 
are not infrequent in relation to 
changes In this gland.

Diabetes
The pancreas secrets the sub­

stance that is Important in the 
handling of sugar by the body. De­
struction of portions of the cells of 
the pancreas results in diabetes.

The thyroid gland is associated 
with goiter. Changes in the sejx 
glands result in anomalies being 
developed which are of great in­
terest, .

The extracts of these glands 1 
seem to have- important effects on 
the body in some cases. Unfortu­
nately, the American market is 
flooded with preparations of glands 
and extracts that are worthless.

' “ It is one of the most amazing 
cases in the history of medical 
science,”  Dr. V, N. Marsh, the at­
tending physician, said today. “ She 
is in no immediate danger of death. 
She can go on living in this uncon­
scious state indefinitely— even as 
long as a year, perhaps five years. 
As far as I know the case has set 
a record for the length of tirne a 

, pqrson has remained unconscious.”
At the girl’s bedside sits her 

mother, Mrs. Emma Buschmann.
When the girl, who was a stu­

dent at the Lake Brie College here, 
was struck by the bus her skull 
was fractured and Dr. Claude Beck 
o.f Cleveland, one of the country’s 
leading surgeons, was called into 
the case. He successfully removed 
a piece of bone that has been press­
ing down on the brain. The girl 
failed to revive, however.

"Her brain cells are scattered," 
Dr. Marsh said. "The shock of. the 
blow shattered and separated- the 
multitude o f tiny connections.that 
make up the brain cells The en­
tire surface of the brain was in­
jured. It is just as if the wires 
in a complicated witchhoard had 
been suddenly ripped apart. It Is 
a question as to how soon, if ever 
the damage can be repaired.

“ This remarkable case has 
brought up the moral problem of 
whether or not It would be right to 
keep her alive,”  said Dr. Marsh, 
"But it is inconceivable that any­
thing would be done other than 
what we are. doing— keeping her 
alive and hoping for a favorable 
turn and a readjustment of her 
scrambled brain.”

KWEICHOW ROAD

Nebraska has- nearly 12,500,000 
chickens on its farms.

Peking.— Probably one -o f the 
greatest if not the greatest present 
day e.xample of mass labor is that 
witnessed in the province of Kwei- 
chew by an American Engineer, O. 
J. Todd. On his return here where 
be is connected with the Interna­
tional Famine Relief Commission. 
Todd told of the 100,000 work­
men who were building a two hun­
dred mile motor road in the heart 
of southern China.

These men were laborers, farm­
ers and town people put to work 
by the governor. Merchants v/ere 
allowed to furnish substitutes.

For Small Pay
The people work for little more 

than food money since everyone 
will benefit from the completed 
road.

It Is planned to surface the wTiOTB̂  
two hundred miles with macadam 
and as soon as one portion was 
completed, the Governor had an 
American motor car brought to this 
isolated highway from the coast. 
The car was shipped from Canton 
by junk and overland trail, a fifty 
day journey. Much of the time it 
was carried in phrts on bamboo lit­
ters or on the backs o f coolies. Now 
the stretches of the completed road.

Steel 
uAills',-'developed with the aid of 
American engineers, are not work­
ing to capacity because of the 
shortage of iron. The Makeyesky 
foundry in the Don Basin, for which 
the credit is intended, is the larg­
est of its kind in the Soviet Union 
though it produces only 200,000 
tons of pig iron a year.

To Rebuild Smelter
Rebuilt, enlarged and equipped 

with modern German and Ameri­
can machinery, as is the intention, 
the smeltery will turn out nearly a 
million tons of iron.

The Makeyesky foundry is sit­
uated near the Krivoy-rog (crooked 
horn) quartzite deposits ■which have 

; an iron content of from 30 to 35 
per cent and are easily mined. The 
fi.eid has been estimated to contain 
fifteen billion tons of quartzite and 
iive billion tons of iron. There is 
no danger of a raw material short­
age in such close proximity to the 

" smeltery that the ore can be moved 
by bucket chains.

The Soviet government agrees to 
■ invest $25,000,000 In the foundry 

as against $40,000,000 of foreign 
capital. The financing is one of the 
most involved in the history of So- 
■viet concessions.

Aided By Germans
It is understood that American 

bankers refused to accept only So­
viet security for the credits. Per- 
cival Parquhar, New York pro- 

. moter who negotiated the deal, then 
obtained a German intermediary, 

;tbe Otto Wolff Steel company of 
, Duesseldorf, Germany, which puts 

up 75 per cent security for the 
.loans and in turn gets about 75 to 
.80. per cent of the orders for ma­
chinery for Makeyesky.

The Soviet government will pay 
nine per cent interest from the 
time parts of the credit are de­
posited in German banks. The 
banks will pay out sums to Otto 
Wolff in payment for goods furnish­
ed to the foundry and from then 
on. the Soviets will pay six per 
cent interest on the money witli 
which machinery was bought. The 
government puts: up the entire 
Makeyesky plant as Security ■with 
the understanding that if the loans 
are not repaid in six years the 
Wolff company and American in­
terests take over the foundry as a 
concession with full rights to op­
erate it.

MEN OUTNUMBER 
E m i E  WOMEN  ̂

IN CALIFORNIA
Sacramento.— Founded by rug­

ged “ he-men,” bent on search for 
precious metal and adventure, Cali­
fornia still remains overwhelming­
ly “ a man’s country.”

For the girl of “ matrimonial In­
tent,” however, California offers 
great Inducements. In this outpost 
of the West, be it known, a maid 
can still be “ choosey” in the busi­
ness 'Of selecting her man. The 
market is glutted with ’em.

But for the man seeking a mate, 
the oulook is not so good. Cali­
fornia girls are at a premium and 
even Hollywood has failed to bal­
ance up supply and demand for the 
state as a whole.

Men In Majority.
In the “ marriageable group,” ac­

cording to a population analysis 
just completed by L. E. Ross, state 
statistician, there are nearly 250,- 
000 more eligible single men than 
girls.

The slogan of state boost organ­
izations, in their hunt for new set­
tlers, should not be “ send us men,” 
but rather “ send us women,” ac­
cording to Ross, and yet each train 
continues to bring men in great 
numbers and only a scattering of 
wives, sweethearts and daughters.

Ross’ check, based on latest cen­
sus returns, reports 289,19j8 single 
girls in the state of 15 y^ars and 
over.

The same analysis, however, di.s- 
closes 535,419 single men in the 
same age group.

The greatest number of single 
girls are in the 15 to 19 age group, 
with a total of 104,456. But they 
soon go to the altars, as the next 
<',ge classificaiion— 20 to 24—-finds 
the total reduced to 60,778.

Many Young Men.
Among men, the largest single 

group is between 25. and 34 years, 
with a total of 130,779, compared 
with 31,467 single women of the 
same age.

If a man is content with a wife 
who has had “ previous experience” 
in the martial experiment, how­
ever, he will find a large field to 
choose from.

For instance, California boasts 
162,871 windows and only 67,626 
widowers.

Again, there are 23,105 divorces 
in the state, but only 21,568 di­
vorced men.

But in mar^ini^ classes general­
ly, the elegiblfe men fat outnumber 
the girls, Ross reports, the ana ra­
tio remains fairly constant vith. the 
population increase.

Birmingham, Eng.— A plea that 
death on the battlefield should be 
deemed sufficient to expiate any 
previous criminal offenses, was 
made here by Sir Henry MaddocV.s. 
K. C., the Recorder of Birming­
ham, when he charged the gran.vx 
jury at the quarter sessions.

“ It IS purely a matter of senti­
ment,” Sir Henry declared. “ It ap­
peals to me because I think it is 
only a matter of justice that tho^e 
who give their lives in the se-'v- 
ice of the country suould be able 
to expect from us that their trar.s- 
gressio s should, so far as human- 
1> possible, be blotted out.”

Sir Henry said he believed an 
Act of Parliament could be passed 
expiating all crime, convicted by 
soldiers who died in battle, so that 
tiieir relatives would then find 
nothing to discredit on record.

COLD CHEATS DEATH

Chicago.— Keeping body and 
soul together seemed too much of 
a struggle' to Matt Klich, so he 
jumped into the Chicago river. 
Then Matt changed his mind. He 
climbed a handy floe and was res­
cued by means of ^ life preserver 
tossed to him by a policeman. 
“ That water was too cold and 
dirty,” he explained while thawing 
out in nearby hospital.

Chicago.— “ In the cities people 
are not doing enough and are hur­
rying too much about doing it.”

Sir Wilfred T. Grenfell, philoso­
pher, explorer, surgeon and build­
er of a civilization, guest of Chica­
go recently, declared the custom of 
hurry was one of the greatest dis­
advantages of the human race.

Sir Wilfred in 1892 journeyed to 
Labrador, found a barren almost 
unhabitable waste, and set about 
making it the vast-site of a fishing 
industry it is today .

Sir Wilfred added to his original 
declaration and said he found cities 
possessed of “ unlimited possibilities 
and of politics that constitute an 
inexplicable anachronism.” 

i Other Men Talk
“ I believe men who go down to 

the sea in ships are men who real­
ly do things while the other men 
talk. Why should I not have gone 
down to Labrador when Labrador 
was without a surgeoi^?” he asked.

“ It is a mission we have in La­
brador. Five thousand fishermen 
have no preachers. I believe that 
Christ called not for intellectual 
submission but for the actual force 
of good will. Young folks do not 
like to have doctrines shoved dojvn 
their throats and my fishermen are 
like young folks in many ways. 
They keep the basic ideas of youth 
and then like Holmes’ famous car-| 
riage, go to pieces quietly at ripe i 
old ages.

"Youth today is the most chival­
rous that ever existed,” continued 
Sir Wilfred, who is short of stature 
and has snow-white hair. “ Ask a 
young person today to do anything 
worth doing. He'll do it.”

Speaking of Labrador he said; 
“We have five large hospitals, co­
operative marketing and buying 
societies, schools and two large or­
phanages,” Sir Wilfred was shy, 
though, in admitting it was the In­
ternational Grenfall Association of 
New York which had brought about 
the changed conditions.

Have No Church
! He explained Labrador had no 
church affiliations because men of 
the sea are men of science.

“ I see back of the wonder of the 
world’s ordered beauty a divine 
mind. But it takes no preaching 
for that. We have only missions 
in Labrador because we bring en­
lightenment. Nowadays we know 
that we can’t be sure of much in 

I the realm of thought. So we are 
I hesitant about preaching doc- 
I trines.”

Sir Wilfred said that in the 
fisheries land when the fishing of 
the summer is over and the thou­
sands of men sail away, a few jStay 
in Labrador in the ice to trap. Fjfty 
of the mission staff remain with 
them.

Sir Wilfred is making a tour of 
the United States— to learn new 
things, he said, which he means to 
take back with him to Labrador to 
help the fishermen.

Brooklyn Woman Killed By

their search for the slayer of Mrs. 
Sadie Brumer, 53, who was found 
dead in her Brooklyn home last 
night by a nephew, Leon Gottleib. 
Her head had been crushed by a 
soda bottle which w’as found near 
her body. The slayer robbed her of 
jewelry valued at $1,100.

Gottleib and the wom'an’s hus­
band, Herman Brumer, were ques­
tioned. Detectives also sought two 
men who boarded at the house. • 

Mrs. Brumer’s fox terrier dog 
“ Tootsie” was beaten by the slay­
er. The dog, which apparently had 
attacked its mistress’s assailant, 
was found locked in the bathroom.

PROHIBITION NO 
LONGER A JOKE 
AMONG GEMANS

FIRST PRISON S E N T E ^  
GIVEN IN COW FRAUDS

Springfield, Mass., March 9.— 
first verdict of guilty out of twelve 
indictments in Hampden county in 
connection with the so-called “ cat­
tle frauds” was handed down by a 
superior court jury today after 
eight hours deliberation.

George H. Campbell, Agawam 
cattleman was found guilty of lar­
ceny of $100 from the common­
wealth, the money representing al­
leged Indemnity received from 
supposed tubercular cattle.

IN OTHER TOWNS FOLLOW 

NEW IOWA CLUB PLAN

Dunlap, Iowa.— Interest in the 
“ Lonely Men and Women” club of 
this town has picked up with th.-? 
first indication of the success of 
the organization, and according to 
Mrs. Ethel Chamber, its. promoter, 
letters seeking details of the clu'o 
are being received from other 
towns and cities in Iowa.

The first “ success” reported is 
the announcement by Mrs. Cham­
ber that two of the club’s members 
Mrs. Cora Gosnell, a widow, and P. 
A. Hall, have become engaged to be 
miarrfed. The club was formed for 
the purpose of bringing together 
men and women with a trip to the 
altar the ultimate goal, ’lliere art.- 
many me.u and women in cities and 
towns who live lonely live ,̂ Mrs 
Chamber says, simply because they 
meet people and make social ac­
quaintances.

Berlin.— For years prohibltlOB 
has been a standing joke in Ger­
many but today, at one strojee. It 
has become a serious movement and 
this nation of beer and wine lovers 
is up in arms for fear that the fate 
which overtook lAmerica may deso­
late its vineyards and hop fields.

The sudden change has come 
about through the entry’ of the Ger­
man League of Municipalities on 
the side of the drys. Every city of 
any importance In the country be­
longs to the League, and Its de­
cision to support “ abstinence”  Is the 
most important accession to dry 
strength since the question was ori­
ginally propounded In Germany.

Like a bonadu from the blue came 
the proclamation of the League of 
Municipalities calling upon Its 
members to work for the Increase 
of the taxes on alcoholic beverages 
in order to discourage their con­
sumption.

League Repudiated
Indignant repudiation of the 

League’s alms came immediately 
from the Union of Economic Asso­
ciations and from the cities which, 
like Munich and Cologne, are*4arge- 
ly dependent upon the beer or wine 
industry. To these attacks the 
League replied with a counter at­
tack which clearly indicates its in-' 
tentlon to continue its efforts de­
spite the unpopularity it thereby 
brings upon its head.

The similarity between the be­
ginning of the prohibition move­
ment in Germany and the way in 
which it began in America is strik­
ing. Both in program and in method 
the League of Municipalities has 
evidently taken as a model the 
American Anti-Saloon League.

For the present, full, prohibition 
is not on the program of the Ger­
man drys. Their efforts are now 
confined to two measures. They 
wish the Reichstag to revise up­
ward the taxes on wine, beer and 
spirituous liquors. And they are 
backing a bill to introduce “ local 
option control” of beer hall licenses, 
permitting individual municipal­
ities to refuse permission to open 
new drinking places.

In method the League of Muni­
cipalities has fully Americanized 
its apparatus. It furnishes prohi­
bition articles ready to print in 
newspapers, lecturers for the plat­
form, or ample material from which 
any local orator can easily work 
up an effective speech.

Economic Damages
The League is focusing its argu­

ments on the economic damage 
done by alcoholism. In an answer 
to the attack of the Union of Eco­
nomic Associations, Dr. Mulert, 
president of the League of Muni­
cipalities, declares there has been 
an increase of alcoholism through­
out Germany since the war, with 
economically disastrous effects.

“ We can no longer stand Idly by 
and witness the heavy social and 
financial burdens which the abuse 
of alcohol throws upon the shoul­
ders of the public,” he exclaims. 
“ The number of drunkards and 
lunatics, the number of lunatic asy­
lums, the state’s expenditures on 
medical aid to alcoholics and on 
measures to check the rise of crim­
inality, have all increased.

“ Since it is neither practical nor 
desirable to institute at this time 
prohibition, and since experience 
shows that instruction concerning 
the HI effects of the abuse of al­
cohol has small effect, there re­
mains but one way to reduce the 
consumption and that is by fh- 
creaslng the price.”

Birch St. Widening Changes 

Plan For Two Story Block 
On Comer.

Building Inspector Edward El­
liott Jr., has issued a permit to the 
Manchester Construction Company 
for the erection of the store build­
ing at the corner of Main and Birch 
streets for the F. and W. Leasing 
Corporation.

KALININ’S WIFE IS 
DISMISSED AS HEAD

TURKISH COURT PUTS
OF CHILDREN’S HOME  ̂ OFF TEACHERS’ TRIAL

Moscow.— Alexandra D. Kalinin, 
wife of the President of the Soviet 
Union Michael Kalinin, narrowly 
escaped trial by a disciplinary court 
for alleged negligence in the ad- 
ninistration of homeless childrens’ 
asylums in the State of Russia.

The State Soviet which ordered 
(he legal proceedings, rescinded the 
decree and contented itself with 
discharging Mrae. Kalinin as di­
rector general of the State Homes 
for Incorrigible Children.

Soviet law respects no personal­
ities. Yet the action against Mme. 
Kalinin, an extremely active and 
capable feminist, has ^enerall;- 
been decrfttd-’^a# hasty. 'She-wSs 
charged with having refused to 
hear complaints about deplorable 
conditions in a number of chil­
dren’s homes. After a riot in the 
asylum which bore her name, the 
State Soviet ordered an investiga­
tion which disclosed that 300 rag­
amuffins had revolted and escaped 
because of ■ “ intolerably unsanitary 
and Immoral conditions.” The 
home was plundered. Furniture 
that couldn’t be carted away by the 
young savages was smashed to 
pieces. The estimated expense of 
reestablishing the place was so 
great that the home was ordered 
closed.

Mme. Kalinin has done much 
removing thousands of beggar 
waifs from the streets, but the lack 
of funds and proper teachers has 
hampered the training of the 
youngsters. She has been seperated 
from her husband for some time, 
and is living in a modest apartment 
a mile from Kremlin.

Case Against Miss Sanderson 
and Others Postponed LTntil 
April.

0\ ER BOUND ARY DISPUTE.

Constantinople, March 8— There 
were indications today that the case 
against Miss Edith Sanderson, of 
Berkeley, Cal., ana other instruc­
tors in the American School at 
Broussa, charged with converting 
Moslem students to Christianity, is 
breaking down.

The trial, which opened on Itlon- 
day in the' Broussa court, has been 
postponed until April 2 .

I\Iiss Sanderson and her fellow. 
'AeScS'ei'S-^Miss Lucile Day and''Mffes 
Jennie Jilson— denied all the al­
legations. despite the fact that sev­
eral students testified they were 
forced to accept Cliri.stianity as 
part of the school curriculum.

The American School at Broussa, 
which was ordered shut by the 
Turkish authorities, following the 
filing of the charges, remains clos­
ed.

Jerusalem.— New trouble Is

TO D A H  STORM NEAR 
BLIZZARD ANNIVERSARY

Forty Years Ago Sunday Fa­
mous Snow of ’88 Started; 
Warning From N. Y. Bureau
Today’s snowstorm brought rem­

iniscences of the famous blizzard 
of 1888 because it comes almost on 
the eve of the fortieth anniversary 
of that big storm.

The blizzard of ’ 88 started on a 
Sunday evening about eight o’clock, 
March 11, 1888 and lasted until 
near noon the following Wednes­
day. Many lives were lost as a re­
sult and traveling was impossible 
for several days. Many faced 
starvation.

'Whipple, superintendent of 
the famous observatory at Kew, 
when asked by International News 
Service for his views. *

“ The amount of electricity in the 
air as a result of broadcasting from 
a high-powered station is insignifi­
cant when compared with that e.x- 
pended by nature in a storm, so 
that it obvious that radio can have 
little or no effect on the elements.’!

“ Absurd,” was the terse comment 
of Dr. L. J. Comrie, of the Nautical 
Almanack Office at Greenwich Ob­
servatory, which forecasts the 
weather for shipping purposes. \“ No 
man of science wOtild- make or .sup­
port such a contention,” he added.

Officials of the ’'leterologlcal Of­
fice hold similarly pronounced 
views. “ Wireless has no influence 
on the weather,” they declared! “ It 
would be more correct to say that 
the .weather interferes with wire­
less.

Dr. Brown reviews the relation­
ship of the gacoline and automotive 
industries, and ‘ -'ides this into 
three perioc.:.

Up to 1916, says Dr. Brown, 
gasoline was merely a by-product 
of the petroleum industry, and rep­
resented that part of the crude oil 
that wa too volatile for kerosene, 
which was more sorely needed. But 
it was fine for automotive engines.

During the war, the next period, 
gasoline came into so great a de­
mand for the fighting forces that 
it became the major petroleum pro­
duct and its volatility declined. The 
result was that automotive engin­
eers had to design lower compres- 
“sion motors to accommodate the 
low volatility fuel.

Since 1922, however, anti­
knock fuel hsi come along, and 
motors have been ■ ^designed for 
its use.

Here comes th difficulty, how­
ever. Before this be..er fuel came 
in, —otors had been designed to 
make the best of the poor wartime 
gasoline. The main tendency was 
to pre-heat the mixture with the 
exhaust gases.

And it’s still being done. There­
fore, it is important that motors 
with heated ihtake manifolds be 
fed the inferior kind of gasoline.

<^rather than the anti-knock or high­
ly volatile variety.

Dr. Brown explains It this way: 
"After the motor has become 

warmed up it Is possible to apply 
sufficient exhaust heat _̂ to the in­
take manifold so that satisfactory 
motor performance may be obtain 
ed when using fuels that*are con 
siderably less volatile than the min 
imum specified by the U. S. motor 
fuel specifications.”

From this viewpoint, at least 
poor fuel is §ood fuel for the heat­
ed type of motor.

But gasoline refinv-rs now are 
providing a much better fuel, even 
outside the realm of the anti­
knock and "premium” gasolines 
These are fuels of "partial vola­
tility.”

Used^ connection with heated- 
manifold motors, this fuel would 
be found too volatile and would 
even become gaseous before leav­
ing the carburetor. 'ihe result 
would be so lean a mixture that it 
would not burn in the cylinders 
and would cause the engine to 
miss explosions.

Heating the manifold increases 
the tendency of the engine to 
knock, i t  a fuel of partial volatility
is used. ' '

At the same time super-heating 
of a mixture as it passes through 
the manifold,, says Brown, causes 
a loss in power and an increase In 
fuel consumption, especially at 
part-open throttle.

With the better grade of fuel on 
the market, therefore, auto manu­
facturers will not be obliged to 
provide for pre-heating the mani­
fold— even for cold weather start­
ing.

Meanwhile, however, those own­
ers whose cars are so equipped 
shouli better sti3k to the poorer 
grade of fuel to get the most out 
of their motors.

Froiier Foot .Action.
Dr. Scholl goes on to tell what 

is the proper position of the foot 
on the pedals.

"With the pedals directly under 
the metatarsal arch at the ball of 
the foot, the foot responds more 
quickly to the stimuli from eye and 
brain and simultaneously gives' the 
smooth, fast, elastic action so de­
sirable in congested traffic,” he 
says “ When the pedals are push­
ed down by the extreme forepart of 
the foot the action is unstable.

London, March 16.— England, 
with its short distances, its closer 
centers of population and its num 
erous highways, offers more of a 
traffic problem than the United 
States.

The various kinds and causes of 
motor accidents on this isle alone 
point to the immensity of the coun­
try’s task in making motoring safe 
for everyone.

For example, last year, it has 
been ascertained that 4000 persons 
have met death beneath the wheels 
of automobiles. The causes for 
these deaths have been at least 50, 
chief of which has been speeding 
“ at the wrong time or place.”

New York, March 16— Take it 
from Dr. William M. Scholl of Chi­
cago, noted expert on the human 
foot, the condition of the feet is as 
important to the proper driving of 
an automobile as is clear vision.

“ With increasing traffic conges­
tion, good feet and legs become im­
portant factors of safety in driv­
ing,” says Dr. Scholl. “ A flat foot, 
one of the commonest of physical 
disabilities, does not properly re­
spond to clutch and brake move­
ments and cannot be relied upon 
to respond with the quick precision 
often necessary to avert an acci­
dent.

“ It is impossible for a man with 
ailing and badly deformed feet to 
be a thoroughly safe driver. He 
may do well for a time but sooner 
or later, in a crisis, his feet will 
fail to respond properly to the 
stimuli from the brain. If he is 
driving rapidly he may lose that 
fraction of a second that spells the 
difference between safety and an 
accident.”

Besides, says Dr. Scholl, con­
stant driving induces fatigue, and 
the danger from fatigue is height­
ened by weak leg and foot muscles 

“ When a man is exhausted from 
constant motoring,” he explains, 
“ he is not complete master of his 
feet and he is apt to perform un­
reliably on the break and throttle.” 

Dr. Scholl therefore suggests 
breaking the monotony of a long 
ride by a brisk walk.

Finds Women Faulty 
"Flat foot,” he adds, “ Is poor 

equipment for driving an automo­
bile. The normal foot has the 
graceful arch which absorbs shock

and contributes to elasticity in 
walking. The flat-footed man lacks 
the rapid and sure direction of his 
foot movements, which should be 
as swift and certain on the throttle 
or brake as are the movements of 
the hand at the wheel” .

Women, especially, come in for 
his admonition.

“ Have you ever watched a wo­
man driver with narrow, high- 
heeled, crimping shoes?” he asks. 
“ Frequently you will find she puts 
a jerky, spasmodic pressure on the 
gas.

"It is almost Impossible for a

toes to be forced back, straining 
the metatarsal arch.

“ Many taxi and bus drivers, 
weary from continuous driving 
operate their cars in this manner 
with the heel resting on the floor. 
1 have" scores of them with large 
callouses on their feet as a result.

“ When the pedals are pushed di­
rectly from under the arch of the 
foot, the delicate bones are raised 
up to a more normal position sim­
ilar to that caused by the arch sup­
port, giving relief to tired feet.

In this position the strong leg 
and not the foot muscles do the 
work, though, of course, it is rath­
er an awkward position when one 
desires quick, smooth action. Many 
people with flat feet drive this way, 
finding relief from the upward 
pressure under the arch.

"The ball of the foot is the most 
natural and incidentlly the cor­
rect method of operating the 
throttle. In this position one finds 
his foot more responsive, steadier 
and quicker than in any other po­
sition. The slight upward push on 
the metatarsal arch, however, is 
tiring and only a good, strong, 
healthy foot can operate the foot 
throttle on a full day’s run with­
out fatigue.”

per cent of the accidents. Yet some 
consolation is offered the drivers 
of vehicles.

Although more than 37 per cent 
of last year’s fatal accidents is at­
tributed to faults of drivers, it is 
pointed out that 1,500,000 motor 
period under review, and that aver­
aging the 4000 deaths to their total 
annual mileage of about 9,000,000,- 
000 miles would bring one calamity 
for every 2,250,000 miles.

Another consolation, if it may be 
called so, is that pedestrians suffer 
from notor accidents mostly 
through their own fault, even 
though most accidents are attribut­
able to the faults of drivers. The 
reason for this apparent discrep­
ancy is that the figures include 
fatalities to drivers themselves.

Bicyclists, not such great wor­
ries in the United States, are still 
to be reckoned with in England. 
And so, it is found, they cause 
seven per cent of the fatal accidents 
on the highways.

The same group of statistics 
which blames 37.1 per cent of the 
accidents on drivers and 30.3 per 
cent on pedestrians, attributes 8.2 
per cent to vehicle defects, 9.3 per 
cent to road defects, 7.7 per cent 
to skidding and two-tenths of one 
per cent each to animals and poor 
weather.
