The officials at the Cranwell
Aerodrome, who had been sworn to
secrecy before the hop-off, have
now informed International News
Service that Hincheliffe carried suf-
ficient gasoline for a 3,000 mile
flight. He had planned to alight at
Baldonnel Air Feld, Ireland. and
refuel there, but after inquiries at
Baldonnel had revealed that that
station was without information re-
garding the fliers. the officials con-
cluded that Hinchcliffie, after hop-
ping off, found weather conditions
so good and the engines performing
g0 satisfactorily that he decided to
attempt the long hop ccross the At-
lantic without a stop.

14 miles away from the
St. Francis dam which went
out near Saugus today, accord-
ing to a report received here
today by Deputy Sheriff R. H.
Wright.

Twenty - five additional
bodies have been recovered in
the Saugus and Newhall dis-
tricis, aceording to a compila’
tion of reports from 300
deputies sent into the flood
area.

Los Angeles, Calif., March 13.—
The toll of lite and damage taken
when the water of Ban TFraneis-
quito canyon -burst through the
208-foot St. Francis dam near Sau-
gus early this niorning and flooded
farm and ranch lands in .Santa
Paula vallcy fourteen m}ies helow,
mounted today as report.s trickled
in here over crippled w,ﬁ'e facilities.

The cost of humawn life taken by
the disaster has been variously esu-
mated at betweén 100 and 300 per-
sons believed to have been drowned
in the onrushing waters.

Some authorities believe a com-
plete check will reduce the toll of
life feared taken.

The St. Francis dam was located
in San Francisquito . canyon 45
miles north of Los ‘Angeles and to
the morth of Newhall and Saugua.

Three
theories were advanced, The first
was that an earthquake had caus-
ed it to crumble. No earth disturb-
ance was felt, however, by Bur-
rounding towns. The second theory
was that it might have been dyna-
mited. A water war between the
city of Los Angeles and” ranchers in
another section had resulted: previ-
ously in.dynamiting of the ague-
duct leading from Owens valley.
The third was that defects had de-
veloped in the dam and ¢aused It
to go out.

No Check on Casmalties

Oficials said it would take sev-
eral hours after daylight to eheck
the number that lost their lives im
the flood.

An unconfirmed report to police
headquarters said an airplane. fiy-
ing over the fiooded area had sight-
ed eight bodies in -a ditch three
miles from Saugus.

Actlon of the State Board of Fi-
nance’ and Control'' fn 'anthorizing
CGovernor Trumbull to take an op-
tion on land at Eastern Point, Gro-
ton, for an airport to be developed

. in ~conpeetion with ‘the establish-

- ment of the four-day line terminal
aty New London will be generally
applauded throughout the state.
The proposed airport. would be
"within ‘ten minutes by motorbus of
e State Pier in New London and
would constitute the only import-
ant factor necessary for the per-
fection of the terminal plant.

An adequate airport is an essen-
tial of any such enterprise as it is
proposed to establish on the
Thames. Patrons of a four-day line
would inevitably be the fast travel-
ing sort, willing to pay for speed
in transport. It is planned to have
a ship-to-port airplane service a
part of the new line's regular acti-

vities. Also, many passengers land- |

ing from such ships would be anx-
ious to complete their homeward
journeys with the least possible de-
lay, and here again the alirplane
would come ifo. play., So that a
first-class and convenient airport
_must be regarded as being almost
as much a part of the plant ag the
ships and the plers.-

Than the Plant estate at East-
ern Point there is no finer locality
for a landing field anywhere.
Neither is there any finer shore
property on the New England
coast. Ownership of the land which
it is proposed to buy would be an
cxcellent Connecticut investment
even if the ‘Lerminal project were
pot in contemplation. The deal is
one of those rare ones in which
the state cannot lose in any event.

Every scientific specialist in- the
world, seemingly, looks to the
Byrd expedition to verify his own
particular theories in his own par-
ticular specialty. He is to solve all
gorts of magnetic and climatic
problems, He is to find out exactly
how many million years ago a cer-
tain strange, whale-like creature,

. extiiBEeeT-Beds, Sopped about the ) Tusoano of New -York. ‘ {

"|polar seas. He is to supply the

Weatheér Bureau with meteorologi~
cal -data which will en&tﬂ;}e it to
predict-the weather right at least
once a week, He is to discover why
Antarctic icebergs are of a wholly
different shape from Arctic ice-
bergs. ‘He is to bring back informa-
tion on the geological formaties
underlying the great Iicecap of
Antarctica, He is to supply the car-
tographers with minute data for
maps- of a country as big as the
United States. He iz to learn why
fossil penguin bones ahd those of
warm weather mammals have been
found in ‘the same strata on the
Antarctic coast. And above all he
is to dig up enough solidified bugs,
snakes, animals and birds to de-
velop the fascinating theory that
Antarctica was once a land bridge
connecting what aré now the con-
tinents of South America and Af-
rica. Together with a thousand and
one other discoveries that the sei-
entists anticipate are to be made in
that frigid and windswept area far
down the slope below the Southern.
Cross.

Just how Byrd and his com-
panions are going to dig for fossils
in & territory frozen probably =a
mile deep by ages of the bitterest
cold known to earth; how he is go-
ing to performmn the work of fifty
years in the comparatively brief
stay that can be made in the south
polar region, at best, nobody has
yet explained. But the intriguing
data are azll undoubtedly down
there—and it is a tremex;dous com-
pliment ta Byrd that the scientists
seem to expect him to bring all of
them back with him.

COAL MINERS

For a generation distressing
tales of conditions of life in the
Pittsburgh coal mine area have
come out of that gloomy region.
For the first time they are given
an unquestionable degree of au-
thenticity by the report of the
Senate committee which has in-
vestigated the situation on the
ground,

We learn now that the long
whispered acts of violence of the
notorious Coal and Iron Police are
not mere bogey tales, gotten up by
agitators, but to a very consider-
able degree actual. We learn now
that, instead of being the prosper-
ous, almost plethoric class that the
propaganda of the mine operators
has indicated, the miners and their
families are poor, illy nourished,
miserably housed people, in many
instances at least. We learn, offi-
cially and on authority that cannot
be suceessfully contradicted, that
the lot of the miner folks is a hard
one, that are bullied and mistreat-
€d'by unfit private police and that
it has been impossible for them to
obtain any genuine protection
from legal machinery that is en-
tirely one sided in its operation.

Washington, March 13—An at-
tempt is going to be made in Con-
gress to limit this government’s
present policy of protecting Ameri-
can lives and property abroad to
the protection of American lives,

Believing that the “lives and
property”’ plank often becomes too
elastic when put ‘into operation,
some members of both houses hope
that a congressional declaration
may be made which will more clear-
ly define a standard of policy on
which action may be based when
given situations arise.

It has been complained some-
times in the past that the lines of
our foreign policy were somewhat
nebulous.

The administration’s fallure to
show that either American lives or
property had been menaced in Nic-
araugua, for instance, served to en-
courage criticism of our course in
that country.

The spearpoint of this movement
to clear the air is a resolution
introduced in the Senate by Sena-
tor Gerald P, Nye of North Dakota.
Congressman Beck of Wisconsin
will sponsor it in the -House. Both
men are assured of capable help in
debate.

Under this resolution, Congress
would afirm that:

It shall never be the policy of
the United States to guarantee nor
protect by force the investments
and properties of its citizens in
foreign lands.

We will pursue the same poliey,
in theory and practice, in interna-
tional controversies when dealing
with small, weak nations that we
recognize and follow in dealing
with first-class powers.

When American citizens invest
funds abroad they shall become, a8
concerns the investments, to all in-
tents and purposes citizens of the
nation where they make the invest-

?mtecuon and provisions

ment, entitled and subject to the
of its
laws,

They shall have the right of ap-
peal to thefr own government,
which will assist them with its
good offices and co-operation for
amicable adjustment; but will not
threaten or send soldlers, sailors
or marines in order to achieve a
settlements.

If the resolution, now before the
Senate Foreign Relations Commit-
tee and about to come before the
corresponding House Committee,
should be passed, the president
would be asked to publicly proclaim
“this doctrine of self-determina-
tion.”

The resolution has the strong
endorsement of the National
Bureau of Information and Educa-
tion and friends on both commit-
tees who hope to bring it out on the
floor. The bureau, with headquar-
ters in New York, will furanish
much of the ammunition. Aboli-
tion of intervention to protect
American lives abroad, as distin-
guished from property, is not sug-
gested. The bill is completely in
line, its sponsors say, with the re-
cent assurances Charles Evans
Hughes gave ‘to Latin America at
the Havana conference.

“There ought to be a definition
of our foreign policy and this pol-
icy ought to be readily accepted,”
says Senator Nye. ‘Lack of a spe-
cific policy caused our troubles in
Nicaragua and Mexico; it has made
us a guarantor of all sorts of com-
mercial risks and is causing us
more trouble outside our own bor-
ders than anything else. All invest-
ments are subject to risks, But no
private investment should entail
the risk of war and the loss of
American lives and international
friendship. If our government
should adopt this policy, other na-
tions would be glad to fall in line."”

Mothers sometimes bring chil-
dren to specialists in diseagps of
children with the statement that
the child is underweight, easily ‘fa~
tigued, run down and laciing in
“pep,”” that it has a persistent
cough, frequent fever, and -that
there is a question as to whether or
not it has tuberculosis. .

The diagnosis of tuberculosis in
a young child is difficult and the
proper procedures to be taken with
or without a diagnosis in such a
cage sometimes in doubt,

“Skinny" Children

Dr. Joseph Brenneman has just
made available his point of view
regarding the care of such children.
He points out that underweight is
not a definite characteristic, be-
cause children differ individually in
body structure-——some are “skinny”
because they are active and active
because they are ‘“skinny;'’ others
are slow and dull because they are
fat, or fat because theyjiare slow.

On the other hand, the child that
is thin and' run down, with poor
color and poor appetite, that tires
easily and is obviously a sick child
requires careful study as .#® the
possible presence of tuberculous
'disease., ‘A child that coughs con-
stantly, elther by day or by night,
‘or -both, merits investigation..

There are all sorts of causes for
chronic coughs, including not only
diseases of the lungs, such as tuber-
culosis, but asthma, bronchitls and
infections in the throat. It is an
error to fail to determine the cause
of such a persistent cough, Scien-
tific care demands treatment of the
cause, besides attempts to subdue
the cough by sedative. -

Treatment ; 2

The physiclan who uses modern
methods of physical examination
can frequently locate 'spots of
change or disturbance  which may
be responsible - for -the -irritation,
The chief methods of treatment

used in cases of children who are{

thin and run down, who cough fre-

quently, and' who have becasional |

fevers, are much the same as those
used. in treatment- of those who
have tuberculosis.

Such a child .should have plenty
of rest, lots of good food particu-

vitamins and: mineral salts, and
plenty of dry, fresh, warm air, The
physician who is consulted may
wish to use also certain remedies
that have special effects on the
blood and the blood forming or-
gans or to prescribe sunlight treat-
ment, either natural or artificial.
This, however, will depend on the
nature of the individual ecase and
the dosage wgl vary for definite
reasons,

The reply to this is that those
of us who are fighting and plead-
ing for the pyeservation of the
home ap the greatest and highest
of all national imstitutions, are not
merely graduates from schools of
journalism but fiom the school of
experience, and are well ‘aware of
conditions that prevail among
homes of every class.

I have held my head in my
hands (speaking of clouds) in per-
plexed endeavor to help poor fami-
l{es in eellars and tenements, giving
what ald I could and scarcely
knowing where to turn for more.

But becausg we have the. heatt-

wringing problem of the poor and |

needy, it would be a wrong policy
to discourgge the ninefy per cent
and over of happy homes in the
land, ‘

seemingly pointing to the contrary,
it is true that destitute homes are
becoming fewer each year, by im-
proved industrial ccnditions.

Many argue that children should
not be allowed to grow-up in such
homes but should be cared for by
the state in state-built institutions.
That would not only be impossible
but tends to communism. The big
thing is to help the home, to help
struggling fathers and mothers to
keep the home together ard the
family together.

Nothing has ever been found to
take the place of the family group
in thousands of years of history.
If nations are to survive, the fami-
ly as a group must survive. A child,

if humanly possible, should be with |

his parents, unless. those parents
are beyond the pale of decency, or
are Incompetnt. I am not one who
believes poverty is a state of mind.
I know what the brute force of it
meane, the utter wretchedness.
That is, real poverty. We Ameri-
cans who have comfort and shelter
and food have sometimes a ten-
dency to call poverity what isn't
really poverty at all, but an un-
fortunate comparison.

There can be good and bad in
everything., But I still maintain
that the greatest llnes ever written
are these:

'“‘Be it ever so humble, there's
no place like home!"”
