New York time) from
he  Cranwell Airdome some 75
niles north of London in a pro-
iected trans-Atlantie flight, a west-
ern crossing of the oecean which
never has been accomplished and
which has brought disaster and
death to all those who previously
had made the attempt.

33 Hours Elapsead,

At 12:45 this aflerncon, New
York time, thirty-three hours had
clapsed since the take off and no
conclusive information of the
nlane’'s whereabouts had heen re-
ceived for hours. Tt was last seen
for a certainty oarly vesterday. less
than 200 miles off the Irish coast.
An unconfirmed report from St
John's Newfoundland today said
several persons eclaimed to have
heard the motor of a plane at
Drizus, 27 miles west of that ecity.

Anxions eyes scanned the skies
from the ecopast of Newfloundland
where it was thougzht the plane
might reach this morning. if the
qeadwinds that prevail on a west-
svly  {flight, were mnot more pro-
nounced than anticipated. But no-
where was the big ship sighted.
Meanwhile, urtiss Fjeld, Long
Tsland, prep ons.awere made to
receive the fiyvers. The plane. =
Stinson-Detroifer. carried approxi-
mately 430 zallons of gasoline
which would give it a cruising time
of about forty hours, according to
test estimates.

LEAGUE PLANS SCHOOL

OF CITIZENSHIP

Women Voters Organization to
Offer Course in Conjunction
With Agricultural College.

Hartford. March 15.—Prelimin-
ary plans for the Citizenship School
which is being arranged by the
Connecticut League of Women Vot-
ers in connection with the Connee-
ticut Agricultural College were an-
rounced here today by Miss Mary
Bulkley at a meeting of the execu-
tive board of the League. The
school will be held at the college
ihe first week in May.

The program is being planned to
show how government touches the
gitizen,—through taxes, through
schools and public health, through
courts and institutions and through
general legislation. Sncakers will
coasider each aspect from the poin’
of view of the responsibility of the
state and towns. In addition to the
lectures there will be round table
discussions arranged by members
of the faculty so that students will
have a chance to express their own
reactions to these and other ques-
tions of government,

BROKEN ST. FRANCIS DAM

RESCUERS FIND 250
BODIES IN CANYON

Several Hundred Still Listed as Missing and Bodies May
Never Be Found—Property Damage Estimated at
$12,000,000—Not Known What Caused Dam to

. Burst—Rescuers Work All Through the Night—Pes-
| o o ' o . tilence Feared—Bodies Slowly Being Identified To-
' | day.

Los Angeles, Calif.,, March 14.—
While hundreds o.f grief-stricken
and hysterical relatives stormed
erude morgues in half a dozen
towns {n the Santa Clara valley to-
day seeking loved ones, the death
toll in the S8an Francisquito canyon
dam disastér mounted to 500 esti-
mated dead and $12,000,000 prop-
erty loss.
“"We already know of some 259
dead in various sections of the val-
ley,"” said Under-Sheriff Eugene
Biscailuz, in charge of the Newhall-
Saugus sector, “‘and we expect to
find that many more when we start
digging in the mud and silt. All we
did yestergay was to pick up bodies
which were in sight along the riv-
er bank.”
Hour by hour a new horror at-
tending the disaster was revealed
as reliel work got under way and
drastic sanitary measures were en-
forced to halt possible pestilence.
Beacon Fires
All during the night beacon-
like fires glowed through the
drizzle of rain that fell in the val-
ley as dead' work animals and
wreckage was burned,
Gov. C. C. Young, who arrived
at Santa Paula late yesterday ex-
pected to remain there today to ad-
vise and assist in relief work.

‘‘As great as was the calamity,
there was one merciful note,” said
Under-Sheriff Biscalluz, “Deatn
came swift and sure. Almost every-
body in the valley was in bed short-
Iy after midnight when the wave of
water released as 925 feet of the
1,000-foot concrete dam gave way.

“It will never be known exactly
what happened at and below the
dam. It took our men all day on
horseback to reach the dam—and
there were no survivors.”

Bodies of victims were being as-
sembled at various ecities, towns
and hamlets in and on the fringe
of Santa Clara valley. At Fillmors
were 49 bodies, at Newhall 48, at
Santa Paula 32, at Moor Park 51,
at Ventura 6, at Piru 9, at Satico 5,
at Castaic 10, at Castaic Junction
5, at Oxnard 2.

The search for bodies practical-
ly stopped at nightfall last evening
and was resumed at daybreak to-
day. Officers in charge of searching
pgrtles expected the death list to

Names of 72 missing were re-
ported to the Bureau of Power and
Light.

| _ The answer as to the cause of
the catastrophe was a bit plainer
today, First whisperings of earth-
quake or dynamite collapsed un-
der official inquiry. It appears that
seepage of water through the earth
and under and around the west
wing of the structure so weaken-
ed the foundations that the col-
lapse came when it faced the great-
est test it had ever undergone.

Chief Engineer Willilam Mul-
Lolland of the Bureau of - -Power
and Light was outspoken {n the
opinion that” a “major ground
movement,” something like =a
ground slip of water-soaked earth,
not an earthquake, had caused the
collapse of the dam.

The 60-foot wall of water rush-
fng down the Santa Clara river
valley Inundated and partially ob-
literated portions of the towns of
Castalg, Pigu. Ilimore, Santa Paula
and Saticoy, with varying loss of
life in each community.

Early today the total number of
bodies actually recovered from the
‘f.looded area stood definitely at
225.

Just what the actual toll of life
has been in the disaster authorities
would only conjecture,

Many Missing,

Hundreds are still missing, prob-
ably swept to their death, their
bodies buried in the silt or swept
away to the ocean,

The actual loss of life may not
be known for many weeks. It may
total 300. Any estimate . will be
futile until a2 complete canvass of
the valley is complete.

thousands of workers had started
to tally the cost of the breaking
of the St. Francis dam. And when
eves sick with scenes of tragedy,
bodies weary with the toil of hunt
and despair, hearts tired with the
weight of grief, welcomed dark-
ness, these things stood out:
In hastily improvised morgues
in a dozen towns and hamlets from
mountaing to the sea, some 225
bodies lay, most of them still
awaiting identification.

Many scores of unfortunates still
missing, many of them certainly
buried beneath ‘tons of mud and
debris that swirled down the can-
yon with those twelve billion gal-
lons of water from the broken
dam.

FEAR PESTILENCE

Lx}s Angeles, Cal., March 14—
The spectre of pestilence hovered
over flood devasted Santa Clara
valley today as an army of relief
workers, worn and saddened by the
grim spectacle of the last 24 hours,
returned to their task of recovering
the dead and taking stock of losses .
in the St. Francis dam catastrophe.

When the sun sank below the
horizon of the Pacific last night, the
bodies of more than 200 victims
caught in the avalanche of floed
waters which poured through the
shattered rampatts of St. Francis
dam, tumbling down San Francis-
quito canyon and the broad valley
below and on to the ocean, lay in
improvised morgues which dotted
the resolate area.

300 Missing

More than 300 other persons..-*
driven from their homes or caught
lHke rats in a trap by the onrush-
ing waters, were still missing.

Property damage caused by the
disaster which laid waste to thriv-
ing farms and trim orchards was
estimated to be in excess of §10,-

Hundreds of ranch homes and
town dwellings washed away, the
$2,750,000 St. Francis dam and

ANXIETY GROWS

the plane's whereabouts is giving
rise to anxiety.

Even allowing for strong head-
winds over the North Atlantie, it
wag estimated that Hincheliffe's
American-built monoplane should
have reached the Newfoundland
coast by early this afternoon,

Harvey Lloyd, Hinchliffe’'s Lon-
don agent, frankly admitted that
he was greatly worried over the
absence of news.

His Passenger

It is virtually established that
Hincheliffe's passenger is the Hon.
Elsie Mackay, daughter of Lord
{ Inchape, wealthy shipping magnate.
Members of the family admitted
that they now believe Miss Mackay
hopped off with Hincheliffe in hope
of gaining the distinction of being
the first woman to fly over the At-
lantic.

““We cannot believe that Elsie is
in hiding and is playing a practical
joke upon us," said Mrs.' Alexander
Shaw, sister of Miss MacKay. "‘We
must accept the evidence that she
: has gone with Captain Hincheliffe."”

It was learned that Miss Mackay
recently made secret preparations
for a visit to America either by
plane or steamship She had a pass-
port made out to herself and a visa
obtained from the TUnited States
consul in London.

EARLY BULLETINS

London, March 14.—Somewhere
out over the Atlantic ocean, unless
it has met with an unknown mis-
hap, Captain Walter Hinchcliffe's
Stinson Detroiter monoplane, bear-
ing a mysterious passenger, is roar-
ing towards the American coast
line today. .

1t is now generally agreed, even
by officials of the Cranwell Air-
drome where Hincheliffe hopped
off yesterday morning at 8:40
o'clock, that the passenger is the
Hon. Elsie Mackay, daughter of
Lord Inchecape, wealthy British
shipping magnate:

Atlantic liners were asked by
wireless to watch for the plane, but
only vague reports were received.
When it was definitely established
that Hincheliffe had left for Amer-
ica instead of India it was assumed
that he would follow the North At-
lantic steamship lane towards Hali-
fax.

Up to 9 o'clock neither Lloyds
Marine Agency nor the British Alr
Ministry had received any official
news of the plane's progress. The
meteorological office announgced
that weather conditions over mid-
ocean were as favorable early to-
day as could be expected at this
time of year. Contrary winds and
snow fiurries were reported off the
Newfoundland coast.

Girl's Ambition

Friends of Miss Mackay, who has
long been known for her daring
spirit and love of adventure; said
she cherished the ambition to be
the first woman to fly across the
Atlantie, Led by curiosity they con-
ducted inquiries of their own which
convinced them that the passenger
with Hincheliffe is the shipping
magnate's daughter,

The plane is not equipped with
wireless, consequently Hinchcliffe
could not communicate with any of
the coastal stations nor with ships
at sea. The ship was fueled for 3,-
000 miles and provisioned for
about four days with concentrated
food.

1t was estimated that Hinchcliffe
ought to reach Newfoundland coast
about six a. m., today (Eastern
Standard Time) unless held up by
accident or strong head winds. It
was pointed out that the plane
should pick up speed as it was
lightened through consumption of
the gascline supply.

Hincheliffe passed
snow storm over the Irish coast,
but ran into better weather after
getting out over the Atlantic. He
was favored by a tall wind which
evidently decided him not to make
a landing in Ireland to Replenish
the fuel he had burned up on the
leg of fiight from Lincolnshire,

Hincheliffe, despite his handicap
of having only one eye, is known
as one of the most skillful pilots
in England. He got his early train-
ing in the war, and after the war
was employed as =a commercial
pilot. He was engaged in London
by Charles A. Levine to pllot the
Columbia on a trans-Atlantic flight
from England to New York, but
the flight was never attempted, He
has long nursed a desire to be the
first pilot to make the westbound
jump over the ocean from Europe
to America,

What his landing plans were, if
he succeeded on his dangerous un-
dertaking, were not known here.
Thera were numerous surmises.
Some believed he would land In
Nova Scotia. Others thought he
would attempt to make Mitchel
Field, outside of New York City.

STILL HOPEFULL,

Curtiss Field, N. Y., March 14.—
Flying officers at this field, where
preparations are being made to re-
celve Captain Walter Hincheliffe if
he succeeds in his attempt to cross
the Atlantic from London, estimat-
ed that the English flyer would be
able to stay in the air from 35 to
40 hours,

Because of the condition of the
bodies, most of them caked in mud
and silt, identification of the vie-
tims is still more difficult,

And with only & small percent-
age of those recovered so far iden-
tified, there is the possibility of
duplication in reports of the num-
ber of unidentified dead.

At Moorpark, where 41 bodles
have been brought, fourteen
corpses, black with mud and unree-

To facilitate the task of identify-
ing the dead at Newhall, where 48
bodies have been brought to the
Masonic hall, a numbered tag is at-
tached to each corpse as it is re-
ceived at the temporary morgue.

ST. FRANCIS DAM

Not since the Conemaugh disas-
ter of 1889, when Johnstown, Pa.,
and seven other lesger communi-
tles were devastated and moro
than 2,000 1lives lost, has the
breaking of a dam in this coun-
try wrought sueh havoe of human
‘iffe as the unexplained collapse of
the impounding structure of San
Francisquito Canyon yesterday. In
the violence and suddenness of the
onslaught of waters no similar
disaster during that long stretch
of years can bear comparison with
the Calffornia hortror, Buch is the
nature of the catastrophe and of
the stricken region that 1t 1is
doubtful if any more than an ap-
proximation of the toll of lives will
ever be made, but the number of
the dead must run far into the hun-
dreds,

And for this destruction of life
and homes some one bears a terri-
ble responsibility. Already a sinis«
tor aspect is lent to the tragedy by
the reports of refugees that for
many days the country below the
dam had been alive with rumors
of leaks, of peril exactly such as
developed into this awful tragedy.

It will be the business of the
state of California to ascertain
whether persons in authority gam-

wbled the lives of a thousand hu-
man beings against a’ reserve of
water for the city of Los Angeles,
.knowing that their St. Francis dam
was imperfect and llablé to go out.
It will be the business of the state
i.of Caulo}nla, moreover, to learn
#whether that dam was a dam of
fapeclﬂcatloa coneréte or a dam of
sand—and 1if thievery in the bulld-
ing of it was the primary cause of
the disaster,

No punishment that can be con-
calved, certainly none provided by
+the law, can do anything for the
fdead, for the terribly bereaved,
'for the impoverished " victims of
,the disaster, But many other thou-
gands of human beings are living
under the ghadows of great im-«
pounding dams, and with the devel-
opment of water power on a gigan-
tic scale other tens ‘of thousands
‘dn this country are bound to spend
their llves in similar dependence
on the strength of such structures,
on the skill of englneers and es-
pechally on the rectitude of con-
tractors and inspectors. It is in
the interest of those still alive and
yet to live that every last detall of
the circumstances that led to -the
Jbreaking of the St. Francizs dam
must be brought to light-—and, if
there has been culpability, the
gullty persons brought to the limit
of legal punishment,

And first and foremost of the
questions to be answered is: If
for ten days dwellere in the San
Francisquito Canyon knew that the
dam was leaking and i{n danger of
collapse, what earthly considera-
tion of water saving could have
justified the Los Angeles water
board or commissioners or who-
ever they are who controlled the
dam, in failing to open the spill-
ways and let the impounding wa-
ter flow away?

SECRETARY MELLON

On the other hand, how many
red blooded men are there who,
no matter how high their principles
or how precise their sense of the
proprieties, do.not shrink from be-
ing ‘‘squealers,”” especially when
there is nothing to be gained for
justice through their squealing?
Will Hays made a mistake 12
thinking that Andrew Mellon would
help him, with his tongue in l_ﬂs
cheek, in a smart-aleck perform«
ance which it was judiclous ‘to
camoufiage. But what sort of a per-
son would it be, in Mellon's place,
who would run out into the street
shouting about the bad taste of
the blundering proposer of the
gcheme? Nine hundred and ninety-
nine big men in a thousand would
have done what Mr. Mellon did—
keep out of the mess, and forget
about it.

The incident provides a sort of
excuse for the holier-than-thous to
roll thelr eyes over the shocking
action of Secretary Mellon in keep-
fng his mouth shut when he had
nothing to say worth the saying.

GERMANY'S ARMS

Many observers of international
evénts are worrying over QGer-
many's military budget and the ex-
tent of her naval organization, For
an army presumably of 100,000

Little voloed, seldom put {nto
words, there is a not at all slight
feeling that despite her protesta-
tions of peace-loving, Germany has
pever for a moment wholly lost
hold on a dream of revenge, of a
new war of conquest and world do-
main.

#t whole, or on the'part of any large
proportion of them, But most of
the German militarists survived
the war-—her easualties were from
among the common, led people of
the nation, And not yet have the
Germans as a nation gotten alto-
gether away from the age-old habit
of submitting to leadership. Not
essentially a fighting people, they
are lesg disposed than some others
even to fight for the ascendency of
popular control of their affairs.
And the militarist, being still alive,
can be depended on to be still ac-
tive,

- Yet there is & factor in the sit-
uation which, In any circumstance
leading in tho way of a new war,
may almost be depended on to
bring out all the sturdy resolute-
ness of the German people in op-
position-to such & tragedy. This is
the knowledge that, should Ger-
many ever again bgcome the ag-
gressor in a world war, she would
have to win or the German people
would disappear from the face of
the earth as a na®on, Not agaln
could there be an 'armistice
would leave them unscathed in
their own homres. Dreadful as the
late war was there still clung to
its coninct some vestige of the
sporting quality—the white fiag
was respected, If there should be
another, and if Germany should
not succeed, inevitably her elties
would lle in ashes and the remnant
of her people be redycded to such a

since anclent times,

Nobody would realize this more
fully than the German commonal-
ty. It is utterly incredible, then,
that despite possible machinations
on the part of her war-seekers,
Germany's precipitation of a war
of revenge need be feared,~now or
a generation hence.

By
operating from one state and doing
business by mall in another they
a~ engaged in interstate commerce
and so can't be toucked by state
laws. For instance, swindlers may
establish hea.qua ters in Camden,
N. J., and operate across the river
in Philadelnhia, or from St. Louis
into Illinols without inte “erence,
Congress alone may control inter-
state commaerce.

Fake oil companies in Texas and
feke mining companies in Nevada
are doing an enormqusd business
through the mall, Delison says.

These mulct & great part of the
annuaal sawindling toll, esiimated
as high as $1,400,000,000.

“Men are in busimess sgelling
sucker lists to these companies,”

ence. As long as their money Holds
out, many victims fall again and
again, Desperats from one loss, and
ashamed to tell about it, they try
to recoup when the next glib
swindler makes his proposition.

“One fake chain stofe schéme
took thousands of dollars from
people right in this House Office
Building. It a1l the victims squeal-
ed in unison, we would make this
bill of mine a law. I've had bushels
of mail, contalning many sad and
tragic storles, from thase who have
been bitten.”

Meanwhile, his bill not belng
passed. Denison advises anyone
tempted to buy get-rich-quick stock
first to consult an Honest banker.

How and Why the Speed Test
Strict Records and Checks Made Before,
During and After an Endurance

of Stock Cars.

South Bend, Ind., March 13.—
Automoblles are darting around &
wide speedway at more than a mile
a minute,

Lap after lap, hour after hour,
day and night, they go practically
at the same speed, with only an
occasional stop for more oil and
fuel and perhaps a change of driv-
ers.

In the judge’'s stand, a sensitive
chronometer clicks off the time as
each rhachine passes by, officlals
record it and swing their heads
sharply as they watch the car on
the track. Officials of the Ameri-
can Automobile Association crowd
{he little room, to see that all rec-
ords are accurate. Engineers, be-
low, watch expectantly.

This is the way the recent test
of Studebaker automobiles was
made at the Atlantic City Speed-
way. Others, La Salle, Auburn,
Stutz, for example, have made sim-
ilar speed tests, all with the same
idea in mind—to establish the ex-
tent of punishment their products
can withstand.

Going a distance equal to en-
circling the earth for 16 consecu-
tive days and nizhts, as the Stude-
bakers did recently, is perhaps the
most gruelling test to which engi-
neers could put their products,

Checked Up at End. .

At the end, the cars teli the
slories of their short lives In terms
of convinecing measurements. The

engineers go over every part, study-'

ing the effect of the test on the
gears. on the pistons, the valves,
the cylinders, the ecrankshafts and
every moving part in the
automobile.

To make these tesis “official,"”
to get the recogntion of the Amer-
jcan Automobile Association and to
convince the motoring public that
the test is really a test of stand-
ard automobiles, strict checks and
measurements are made even be-
fore the cars go on the track.

Representatives of the A. A. A.
do this. They strip the car of its
parts and measure every detail to
see that all conform with the offi-
cial specifications of factory-made
cars. They take the test cars to an
independent _garage and check
them there with similar models
taken from a dealer's stock.

The bore and stroke are mea-
sured, gear teeth on the rear
transmission are counted to de-
termine the gear ratlo, the engine
compression is tested, the sizes ol
valves and pistons are closely
checked. Thus there is no aoubt
that stock cars, the kind we buy
from dealers, are put through the
severe tests of speed and endur-
ance.

Close check on performance is
made while the cars swing around
the track. A sensitive recording
machine is in the judges’ stand,
clicking off the time within a hun-
dredth of a second that a test car
passes by. This time recorder is
cxamined and certified by the
United States Bureau of Stand-
ards, to be accurate within one-
tenth of a second in 24 hours.

Worn Parts Are Studied.

At the finigh, the engineers took
Lold of the test cars. Even today
they are scrutinizing each part
under microscope. They are put-
ing the used parts under various
metallurgic tests, and they're de-
termining the amount of wear due
to the mileages and speeds under-
gone.

The diszoveries of the engineers
will result in improvement of
wearing parts, so that the stock
automobile. of the future may
withstand a greater strain of -speed
and endurance than it doestpday.

Perhaps by 1938, we shall see
automobiles with license plates
from Chile, or Argentina, or Brazil,
just as we notice them today from

any of the 48 states in the union. |

For by then the greatest high- |

way system in the world will have
been completed, if the dreams and
plans of Pan-American enthusiasts
come true. This would be the Pan-
American highway, stretching from
the Canadian border down through
the United States, Central America,
into every one of the South Ameri-
ican countries and as far as the
southernmost tip of that continent.

The route would cover a total
distance of almost 10,000 miles
along the west coast of South Am-
erica, excluding its various branch-
es extending into .the countries to
the east,

Official recognition of this dream
has, aiready been made in several
ways. , President Coolidge heartily
approves the idea, and adds that
such an international highway
would be highly effective in bring-
ing the entire western world into
more harmonious relationship.

Bill Up For Road

Representative McLeod of De-
troit has introduced a bill in Con-
gress calling for the creation of a
“Pan-American Peoples Great
Highway Commission,” with an
original fund of $200,000 for ar-
rangement of such an interprise.

The same subject was discussed
at the recent convention of the
American Road Builders Associa-
tion in Cleveland. In fact, Anton-
fo Madrazo, head of the Mexican
delegation, reported that the first
link in this sreat highway system,
so far as his country was concern-
ed, would be ready by 1929. This
would reach from Laredo, Tex., to
Mexico City and farther on to Gua-
temala.

The Pan-American Union is high-
ly intgrested in this project and
has t
conferences. As a result, it organ-
ized the Pan-American Federation
for Highway Education, which is
pushing the plan still further.

According to present plans. the
Pan-American highway would ex-
tend from the Canadian border to
Laredo, Tex., and thence through
the Central American states to Pan-
ama. From Panama, the road would
follow the Pacific coast of South
America as far as Puerto Montt,
Chile. Then it would cut across to
the border of Argentina, down to
Puerto Deseado on the Atlantic
soast and farther an almost to the
Tervtip “of the cortinent.” :

Must Gap 2175 Miles

From Laredo to Puerto Montt,
the Bureau orf Public Roads esti-
mates, is a total of 7967 miles.
Gaps in this extension totaling 2175
miles, have to be completed with
new roads in order to make this a
continuous highway.

A road from Valparaiso, Chile,
would run eastward to Buenos
Aires and then up to Rio Janeiro.

China For The People

“China dpes not belong to a few
men who . happen to be in power,
but to the whole of the Chinese
people,” was the strange @octrine
to come from the mouth of a mili-
farist like ™Marshal Sun. ‘It be-
hooves all right-thinking men to
prevent immature youth from being
led astray and direct them to chan-
nels of good conduct and clean-
thinking.”

“We are behind the west in ma-
terial sciences and for this reason
we should learn them as our aid
in the moderization of China. But
we should retain the systems of
morals and ethics which have stood
China in good stead for thousands
of years. I do not hold with those
who assert that there is something
radically wrong with Chinese civil-
ization and culture, otherwise the
country would not be in such a
plight today."”

SHOW RECORDS OF
STRANGE INVENTIONS

London.—Strange secrets of the
British Patient 'Office, which In-
cluded edible gramophone records
and a portable gun designed to
fire square bullets at Turks and
round ouves at Christians, were di-
vulged by A. A. Gomme, Librarian
of the Datent Office, in a recent
lecture here,

The records of the patent oflice
he said, included many curiosities
such as those mentioned above.
The edible records were made from
chocolates and other sweet-stufls,
and one of the most amazing pat-
ents was a device whereby gold
could be extracted from wheat.

“There is a cure for consumption
in the Patent Office,” he said,
“based on a mixture of brandy and
garlic and a means of preparing tea
and coffer from mangel wurzels."

Gomme revealed that the pneu-
matie tire was Invented as early as
1845, but proved unwanted until

ASKED TO HELP
WATCH ICEBERG

Washington. — Trans- Atlantie
steamship corporations have been
asked to cooperate with the United
States Coast Guard during the
gspring and early summer in the
efiort to keep shipping adequately
warned of the presence of icebergs.

Commandant F. C. Billard, of
the Coast Guard, designated the
Cutters Dodoc and Mojave, two of
the crack vessels of the service, to
 carry on the international ice pa-
trol this season. The patrol is pro-
vided for by the international con-
vention for the safety of life at sea
signed in London in 1913 and 1914.

Ship commanders were asked to
radio the following information to
the Coast Guard Cutters:

To Make Report

(1) Icebergs or obstructions
sighted, should be reported giving
date, time, latitude, longitude, set
and drift and in the case of ice-
bergs the temperature of the water
at the time sighted.

(2) Surface temperature of the
gea water every four hours when
between latitude 39 degrees north
and 48 degrees north, and between
longitude 43 degrees west and 58
degrees west, giving time and place
of observation and course and
gpeed of the vessel.

+«This data will facilitate the
drawing of a temperature curve
which will be useful in locating the
branches of the Labrador current,”
the Coast Guard said. "It is also
requested that radio operators de-
sist, as far as practicable from 0p-
erating at the above times in order
to lessen radio interference.”

The ice patrol vessels' general
radio call letters are NIDK, a spec-
fal call for the ship actually on pa-
trol. It s~=uld not be confused
with the regular radio call letters
assigned to the individual vessels.

Iee-information will be broadcast
in plain, concise English and will
give the position of the patrol ves-
sel, location and description of the
jce and other necessary data. This
information will be given at any
time to any ship with which the
patrol vessels can communicate.

Object to Patrol

The object of the ice patrol serv-
jce is to locate the icebergs and
field nearest to the trans-Atlantic
steamship lanes. it will be the
duty of the patrol vessels to deter-
mine the southerly, easterly and
westerly limits of the ice and to
keep in touch with these fields as
they move southward in order
that radio messages may be sent
out daily, giving the whereabouts of
the ice.

During the months of Mareh,
April, May and June, or longer if
necessary, the Modoc and Mojave
will base on Halifax, Nova Scotia.
The patrol will be continuous. Four
radio broadeasts will be transmitted
by the vessel on patrol. Each broad-
cast will be preceded by the general
call QST on 600 meters, while the
jce broadcast following will be giv-
en on 1,713 and 706 meters.

Grady Woodruff, of Parad‘se, Wise
county. i

Pointing out that there alredy i=

INDIANA FARMER

DISCOVERS NEW
POWER SOURCE

Indianapolis, Ind.— A new pow-

er source discovery is claimed by a|

farmer from the celebrated hills of
Brown County. He is Gilson W.
Roth, 60, a native of Lawrence
County, Pennsylvania, who asserts
he has invented a magnetic motor

which uses the the magnetic force
of the earth to generate power.

Roth's new experimental “fuel-
less motor” will be demonstrated
for a group of Indianapollia capital-
i{sts sometime this month.

“I have had a model operating
for five years,” Roth claimed. My
machine works on the principle of a
compass. I have devised a means
of changing the polarity of the
compass needle alternatively from
north to south in such a way that
the needle whirls in complete cir-
cles."”

Operates Like Compass.

Roth explained that his motor
operates just like the compass only
that when it reached & speed of 1,-
400 revolutions a minute, the bat-
tery power was turned off and the
machine itself created the eleetric
current to cause the polarity change
in the points. :

In his contract with financial
backers of his invention Roth thus
deseribed his magnetic motor: “The
inventor has discovered that the
magnetic forces of the earth may
be utilized in creating and transmit-
ting horsepower and he devised, in-
vented and constructed a mechani-
cal device that will operate by mag-
netic force and generate horsepow-
er sufficient for all practical pur-
poses where steam, electricity or
water power is now used.”

Under All Conditions.

The machine will operate under
all conditions of heat and cold ac-
cording to the inventor.

Roth has lived in Brown County
for 59 years. His farm is about
one and a quarter miles south of the
Morgautown-Helmsburg Highway,
five miles south of Morgantown.
Roth works at “«jnventing' when
not busy with his farm affairs.

TELLS OF MURDERS
~ AFTER FIFTY YEARS

Detroit, Mich.,, March 14.—A
fiction-like story of ten murders,
unsolved for fifty years, related by
a 63-year-old woman, was being
investigated today by authorities of
Wayne and Oakland counties.

All the murders occurred between
1874 and 1885. The woman is said
to have given her information to
the Highland Park police.

Highland Park police are sald to
have checked the woman's story
and found it authentic in some re-
spects.

Other authorities, however, sald
the whole thing appeared to have
been invented by some one with a
lively imagination.

Newspaper files of the period re-
called the murder of the family of
Frank Knoech on December 15,
1885. The family comprised Frank
Knoch, 26, his wife, Susan, 21 and
two sons, George £ years old; and
Frank Albert, 10 months.

The Knoch home was burned to
the ground but the occupants of
the house apparently had been
slain. An autopsy revealed bullets
in the braing of Knoch and his
wife,

The killing of two brothers of
Knoch, Charles and Christian,
which occurred about the same
time, were attributed to the slay-
ers of the Knoch family.

The father of one of the men
now reported to be sought was
slain in 1874 when the alleged
murderer was 13 years old.

The boy was placed in an orphan
asylum where two inmates were
slain shortly afterward.

There are now 23,000,000 auto-
mobiles registered in this country,
an average of almost one car to
each family, Registrations will
reach 30,000,000 in less than five
years, says Smith,

The total highway mileage of
the TUnited States is 3,000,000
miles, of which only 600,000 miles
are surfaced, outside of city
streets, If all of the 23,000,000
cars in use in 1928 were placed
end to end on the surfaced roads
it would sgllow approximately 45
yards for each vehicle,

Might Hamper Motoring

%The situation is even more
serious when it is taken into con-
sideration that the 600,000 miles
of surfaced roads include much
mileage that is not in satisfactory
condition,” Smith continues. *“As
a matter of fact, unless good high-
ways .are rapidly pushed in ac-
cordance with a comprehensive
and intelligent plan, the efficient
use of automotive equipment will
be severely hampered.

_“In 1904, when the automobile
was in its infancy, expenditures
for all highways outside of cities,
were just under $60,000,000. In
1827 the country’s outlay for
highweys was $1,350,000,000, a
28-fold increase,

[“*At the existing rate of increase
in sutomotive traffic it is reason-
able to say that an expenditure of
$2,000,000,000 a year for main-
tenance and construction of high-
ways would not be an excessive
amount, The large sums spent
for improved roads are partly
financed by the motor cars them-
salves, -In 1927 registration fees
and gasolime taxes for the country
approximated $600,000,000,

““Another benefit bearing on
costs of highways is the enhanced
value of property from the open-
ing of new and good vroads
throughout the country, More-
over general prosperity is stimu-
lated by the more efficient use of
antomobile transportation.

Before the opening of the mar-
ket today, Radio Corporation was
“loaning flat’' in the loan crowd,
which means that borrowers of the
stock received no interest on the
money deposited with the lenders
as security for the stock.

STRAIGHT LINES FOR
OVAL FACES

The oval type of face differs
from the square form In that
the cheek lines instead of being
parallel and straight, are curved,
diverging outward, with the jaw
and chin lines curved also. It
differs from the tapering type, in
that the cheek lines of the last
named type converge, instead of
diverging. Everything about the
oval face suggests curves, so care
must be taken in arranging the
hair (which is the only feature
we may control) to see that it
falls away from the face in angles
or is brushed back in as straight
a line as possible, so as to counter-
act the facial circles. Make-up
should be applied with the idea of
breaking up the curved lines.
Also, the neckband should be
square or angular—and never un-
der any circumstances, round.

Another thing worth remember-
ing is that a mode of dressing the
hair which has the effect of bring-
ing it rather high on the head, is
a good style for the person whose
face is of the oval type. The
woman whose face is oval in
shape Is almost invarjably of
pleasant and wholesome isposi-
tion and this is generally plainly
written on her countenance for all
to see.

Rouge, applied to the oval face
should be deep on the inner side
of the cheeks, and should not be
allowed to extend past an imagin-
ary central line. Put on in this
way, the circle of the cheek is
sharply broken, giving a fine, ar-
tistic effect.

BRITAIN FINDS STUDY OF

WORK HOURS VALUABLE

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

During the World War the ne-
cessity for speeding up output in
many industries resulted in the es-
tablishment in Great Britain of
what was known as the Health of
Munition Workers’ Committee.

So valuable were the investiga-
tions made that this was later put
into a permanent board known as
the Industrial Fatigue Research
Board. Records of output are kept
in industries, also records of labor
turnover and of lost time, whether
due to sickness or acclidents.

Dr. Edgar L. Collis, professor
of preventive medicine in Cardiff,
Wales, indicates some recommen-
dations for workers that were
evolved by these investigations.
The more the worker sets the pace
rather then & machine and the
greater is the physical effort in-
volved, the greater is the benefit
o the output of reducing the ex-
cessively long hours.

Not only does the rate of ouiput
increassé with shorter hours, but the
total output for the fewer hours
;'ork‘ed _under these circumstances

is greater
hours.

It was found that workers tend
unconsciously to put about the
same amount of energy each day
into their work; they can concen-
trate it in a short period or spread
it out over a long period. Energy
is spent in two ways; either by ac-
tual effort or merely by sitting or
standing around.

It was also found that rest
pauses dyring continued labor are
of great value in permitting more
rapid and more accurate work.
Under various circumstances the
time for the length of rest pauses
must be different.

The output should be watched
from hour to hour, and the rest
pauses should be interpolated at
the time when the output begins to
fall away from its usual level.

Another feature of the work has
been to adapt people particularly to
their work according to their
health activity and industrial effivi-
ency. Deafness may be an asset to
a bookkeeper in a noisy office. A
one-handed man is exposed to less
risk than a man with two hands
working on a hand-feeding power
machine; he has half the chance of
getting one of his hands cut and
the work can be done by a one-
handed man., -

Mancheéter, Team Gets Sec-
ond Place by Affirmative
Case Presentation.

Middletown Hizh School won the
“first leg” on the H, Wales Lines

silver loving cup trophy in the tri-|

angular debate between Manchester,
Meriden and Middletown last night
in the three cities where the schools
are located. Manchester finished
second and Meriden third. The
question debated was that *“Capi-
tol punishment should be abolished

in Connecticut.”” The affirmative
team of each school defended that
point on its own rostrum. Middle-
town won from Manchester at Mid-
dletown and from Meriden in Meri-
den. Manchester beat Meriden
here,

Inability of the Meriden team to
analyze the affirmative case of the
Manchester team at tke High School
assembly hall was responsible for
its defeat. Miss Emma Strickland,
senior student, and veleran mem-
ber of the team, was the outstand-
ing debater for Manchester. Her
arguments that the segregation of
criminals is more practical and ef-
ficent than capitol punishment; that
it gives them a chance to reform;
that it is not irrevocable; that it is
in keeping with the progress of
civilization and a protection against
further erime, proved too convinc-
ing for the Meriden team to shatizr
in rebuttal.

Points of Argument

Joseph McCluskey maintained
that capital punishment is a relic
of barbarism and inhumane, George
Flavell held that it was injuries to
society and not a deterrment Lo
crime.

For Meriden, Norman Gallivan
argued that capital punishment was
an entire success in Canada and
England and that in the states
where it is in force in this country
the crime rate is lower. Elizabeth
McKenzie said that if there was
any weaknesses in capital punish-
ment, it was due to the administra-
tion and not to the law itself.
Philip Rhineart declared that every
other form of punishment has a
flaw somewhere that often permits
a dangerous criminal to return as
a menace to society.

The debate was adjudged on
points. Points were given for six
different qualities, namely, inter-
pretation of and analysis of the
proposition, information, reasoning,
ability in rebuttal, English and de-
livery. In the three main speeches,
Machester received a total of 15
points, Meriden 14. In the rebut-
tai, Manchester won 14 to 13. Jus-
tice Arthur E. Howard, Jr., associ-
ate justice of the Court of Common
Pleas in Hartford, was the judge.
Superintendent Fred A. Verplanck
was the president officer. The High
