LIS IS EXONERATED
OF MURDER CHARGE

North End Youth Released
By Police After Texas Of-
ficer Appears.

Jobhn Lis, well known north end
young man has been completely
exonerated from all connection with
the slaying of a Texas City police-
man and the theft of §4,000 follow-
ing his arrest recently in New York
City as a possible accomplice in the

crime.

Lis, who is back in Manchester
aéain. was arrested as a stowaway
aboard an oil tonker as the ship

docked in New York harbor after a
trip from Texas City. Another stow-
away and a man named Curtis who
was working on the ship as an
oiler, were arrested at the same
time.

Held Ten Days

For ten days and nights, the trio
were confined to the Tombs but
upon the arrival of the sheriff from
Texas City, Lis and his pal were
released, but Curtis was taken back
to face the murder trial.

Lis has seen a large portion of
the world during his five years off
and on with the merchant marines.
His trave?s have taken him to South
America, Africa and other contin-
ents. It so happened that the mur-
der of the policeman occured the
same night as he happened to be in
Texas City and the same night that
he boarded the tanker to work his
way to New York.

The first night, Lis hid in the
"subway,” but the next morning, he
and his pal from Brooklyn, ap-
proached the skipper and were able
te induce him to let them work

LEOPOLD IS BLAMED
FOR WATERBURY FIRE

Waterbury, Conn., March 15.—
After an iInvestigation that has
been under way since February 5,
last, Coroner John T. Monzani to-
day issued a finding in which he
holds Louis N. Leopold, president
of the Waterbury Furniture Co.,
and Morris Shelntiz, of New Haven,
eriminally responsible for the Bald-
win street fire that took the lives
of John and Joseph Monyhan, two
young boys who lived above Leo-
pold's store.

Coroner Monzani's investigations
are contained in 700 pages but his
summary holding Leopold and
Shelnitz, are in eight pages. The
coroner also finds that Samuel

Weis alias Jacob Silver, who died
in the fire, was also responsible
for the deaths of the two boys.

Coroner Monzani's finding, re-
laling evidence given by 35 wit-
nesses, deseribes meetings between
Leopold and Weis or Silver at
which the price to be paid for the
fire and and the date of setting it
were agreed upon. The meetings,
the coroner savs, were held in a
North Main street restaurant with
Shelnitz sitting by.

The the coroner tells how Silver
2nd Shelntiz drove to the store and
after watching the policeman on
the beat, parked their car and en-
tered the store, gasoline was
sprinkled in the place, and an ex-
plosion occurred, killing Silver and
blowing Shelnitz out of the store.
Fire swept through the building
and the Monyhan boys were trap-
ped and diec.

Previous to the fire, the coroner
says, some of the furniture in the
store was removed. A list of the
insurance policies on the place zare
cited.

QUAKE IN NEW YORK

conning tower showed above the
surface as she entered the drydock.

Next in order was the explora-
tion of the interior of tlLe crushed
undersea beat for any farewell let-
ters or reports from Lieutenant
Graham Newell Fitch and his five
brave men who before they died
tapped messages to the outside
world 102 feet below off Province-
town.

Removal of the eight bodies
locked in the submersible will come
tonight, 32 bodies having been re-
covered by divers as the ship lay on
the ocean bottom off the Cape Cod
shore.

To Explore Interior

The interior of the shattered
submarine will be explored for any
final messages written by Lieut.
Graham Newell Fitch, commander
of the S-4, and his five brave mates
who to their last breath tapped
code messages that stirred the
‘heart of the nation at Christmas
time. Official messages, if any are
found, will be turned over to naval
authorities and if there are any fin-
al messages to the loved ones of the
men they will be delivered to the
bereaved families, some of whom
are here awaiting the opening of
the ship.

Rear Admiral Philip Andrews,
commanding the First Naval Dis-
trict, decided not to remove the
bodies until tonight in order that
no photographs may be taken. Af-
ter identification they will be sent
home for burial.

Assign Death Watch

A death watch was assigned to
guard the submersible until the last
body was removed.

The six men in the torpedo room
who tapped “will it be long now?"
were Lieut. Fitch, Torpedo Men
Roger L. Short of Boonville, Mo.;
Frank Smizek of Ridgefield Park,
N. J., and Russell A, Crabb of Fall
River, and Seamen Joseph L. Stev-
ens of Providence, R. I.; and
George Pelnar of South Omahas,
Neb. Two other bodies believed to
be in the engineroom are those of
Machinist Mate Willlam Dempsey
of Walkerville, Ont., and Engineer
Joseph W, Sternman of Riverside,
Long Island.

Snatched from the ocean bed 102
feet helow the surface in & naval
engineering triumph, the undersea
boat was floated by pontoons and
with only the conning tower show-
ing above the water was brought
to Boston by naval tugs after an all
night voyage from Provincetown.

Arriving here Sunday morning,
the S-4 was tied up awaiting the
turn of the tide at dawn today.

Board of Inquiry

A special board of inquiry was on
hand to begin work as soon as the
drydock is cleared of water. The
board included: Captain J. D. Wil-
son, president; Commander Earle
F. Enright of the Construction
Corps; Lieut. Comm. Emory P. EIl-
dredge, Lieut. Comm.'George Dowl-
ing of the Medical Corps: Lieut.
Thomas S. Wylly of the Supply
Corps and Lieut. Arthur G. Smith,
recorder. Medical Examiner George
Burgess Magrath was with the

The first men to enter the sub-
mersible will be Lieut. Comm.
Dowling, a medical officer and the
medieal examiner, They planned to
proceed directly to the torpedo
compartment, open the bulkhead
and continue on to the chamber
where lie the bodies of Lieut. Fitch
and his mates.

They will examine the bodies and
prepare them for removal in
ambulances to Chelsea naval hospi-
tal. This will be under cover of
darkness, Then the whole board
will gather for inspection to look

Now OQut of Water

The S-4 went into the drydock
with the flood tide. When she was
finally in place the sea dropped
slowly and the pumps began suck-
ing water, soon revealing a jagged
hole and twisted gun on the port-
side near the crushed conning
tower. The periscope was bent and
other minor damsge was seen on
the port side. Aection of the waves
had washed away the slime and
mud and the sides of the submersi-

£listened in the sun.

Discovery was made that a pon-
toon chain had knocked off a valve
head of the forward torpedo room,
where rested six bodies. A hose
was put down and the room again
was pumped free of water.

As the pontoons were released
from the sides of the S-4 they were
pushed to the front end of the dry-
dock by naval workers with long
poles,

“Light colored rocks, high in silica
and powders of transparent sub-
stances are possible; in fact any
rock may be present in which inter-
nal reflections occur and depolarize
the reflected light.”

" A study also has been conducted
in ballastics to ascertain the behav-
ior of projectiles at the surface of
the moon as compared with similar
projectiles at the earth’'s surface.

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OUR LEGISLATORS

Though it is somewhat early in
the year for thie voters to direct
their thoughts to matters of legis-
lative personnei, the announce-
ment of the determination of Man-
chester’'s two representatives and
its state senator to stand for re-
election next fall is not, in the cir-
cumstances, untimely. We have a
very especial stake in the next
Legislature in the fact that the pro-
posed new Manchester charter will
be up for consideration by that
body, and it is of the highest im-
jortance that the interests of the
sqommunity be looked after by
members of sufficient experience
ind standing in the General Assem-
bly to be of real service in this
most important businesgs,

It is as true of the Connecticut
Legislature as of any other similar
body that any new member, no
matter what his qualifications,
must serve a sort of apprenticeship
before he hecomes a really effective
part of the law-making body. Miss
Cheney and Judge Johnson are vet-
eran members of the House ©f Rep-
resentatives, while Senator Smith's
position as head of the cities and
boroughs committee has equipped
him with experience and knowl-
edge of the greatest possible im-
portance in the present situation.

Early announcement of the can-
didecies of these three legislators
ought to serve to bring a settled

of his, Stephen Girard, It is & mat-
ter of familiar knowledge to Phila-
delphians, but not to most other
Americans, that no minister has
ever been permitted to step foot on
the grounds of Girard college,
which is in other ways an insti-
tution absolutely unique.

When @Girard, in his day the
richest man in America and one of
the most picturesque characters in
the history of this country, in
1831, left the bulk of his great for-
tuné to the founding of his college
for poor orphaan boys, he made
this provision: “I enjoin and re-
quire that no ecclesiastic, mission-
ary or minister of any sect what-
ever shall ever hold or exercise any
duty whatsoever in the said col-
lege; nor shall any such person
ever be admitted for any purpose,
or as a visitof, within the premises
appropriated to the use of said
college.”

It might be supposed that Steph-
en Girard was § bitter enemy
of religion, He was very far from
that. He frequently attended church
and was liberal in his contribu-
tions not only to one church but to
many., But, as his Wil expredsed
it, he desired "to keep the tender
minds of orphang free from the ex-
citements which clashing doctrines
and sectarian controversy are so0
apt to produce.” It must be remem-
bered that Girard college takes in
its beneficieries at an age of not
more than ten years.

On Sunday nights the little zim-
balon cafes spark the fire of gay
Budapest. The gypsy violinist
pours his sbul into his fiddle and
all about are the children of his
homeland—yes, the same garter-
snepping flapper and the new world
sheik. And their gayety Is the
gayety of another world— a child
like, simple quality as far detached
from the heetic jazzman is of
Broadway as, let us say, Second
Avenue Is detached from the rest

When Bristol has
yossession of the ball,
v bent-over position on defending
tecm’s foul line, his back toward
ihe basket at which his team fis
shooting, His opponent invariably
plays directly behind him.

As said before, this
play won the state championship
for Hristol almost single-handed,

tion was not much better, if any,
than two or three other teams in
the tournament.

It was the pivot play, and nothing
put, that sent Manchester down to
a 25 to 16 defeatl in the semi-finals
and it was also largely instrumental
in Warren Harding's downfall in
the finals to the tune of 22 to 17.

Trip Not In Vain

Wilby had heen favored by many
eritics to win the tournament or at
least reach the finals, yet the Brass
City aggregation found “little South
Manchester” too wise and skillful.
Censured and ridiculed by several
state newspapers, Manchester out-
lasted such a highly-praised quartet
as Weaver High of Hartford, Meri-
den, Wilby and Central. And so it
must be written in the history of
the local school, that the 1928 trip
10 Yale was not in vain after aii.

As mentioned several paragraphs
back, Bristol beat Manchester on
I"ugret's great pivot play. “Sugar”
seored four baskets himself on this
play, let alone feeding his mates
several times and not mentioning
the fact that he missed several
ather easy shots. “Doc¢” Keeney,
Manchester center, did his utmost
lo chieck Hugret, but was unequal
o the occasion. And, for that
matter, 50 was “Tubby"” Johnson
who was sent in to replace Keeney.
The latter tried to play more to the
side »f Hugret before the ball was
passed to him on the pivot forma-
tion, but was more or less unsuc-
cessful.

HINTS ON HOW TO KEEP WELL
by World Famed Authority

VITAMINS A AND D ARE
ESSENTIAL TO GROWTH

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

J—

1t is now generally recognized
that vitamins A and D, found prin-
cipally in cod liver oil, are essen-
tial for the growth of the human
body and of the greatest importance
in sustaining resistance to disease.

Vitamin D has been traced to its
source and can now be produced
artificially.

Of Vitamin A not so much is
known. The British Medical Re-
search Council in {ts report (1926-
1927) points out that the propor-
tion of vitamin A in the liver fats
of the salmon and the halibut are
more than one hundred times as
rich as cod liver oil.

Use of Liver Fat

The liver fats of the sheep, calf
gend ox contain ten times as much
vitamin A as good cod liver oll,
gnd from 200 to 1000 times more
vitamin A-than a good average
sample of butter. Vitamin A can
therefore be supplied to the diet
by the use of liver fat, either with
butter or oleomargarine or in some
other way. The fats extracted
from the liver of animals are en-
tirely free from the unpleasant
flavor of fish oils.

Herbivorous animals do mnot,
however, store vitamin D in the
liver as do the fish, but vitamin
D can now be obtained by irradiat-
ing ergosterol.

Loss Through Deficiency

The British Medical Research !
Council says that there can be no
reasonable doubt from all the evi-
dence now available that the great
majority of the British publie suf-
fers from a deficiency of these es-
sential parts of food.

It says, furthermore, that the
cost of this deficiency in human
suffering and in economiec loss is
incalculable but certainly vast. No
doubt, the application of the knowl-
edge now available regarding the
places in which vitamins A and D
are to be had soon will be applied
practically to the great benefit of
the human race.

One of the most fruitful sources
of dissatisfaction and misunder-
slanding in connection with pur-
chases made from house to house
canvasgers is the lack of definite
understanding, particularly of &
printed statement or agreement to
show what the purchaser has
bought, on what terms it is pur-
chased, the name and address of the
firm from whom it is purchased,
and the name and address of the
salesman.

It is almost universally true that
those who come to the Chamber of
Commerce with complaints have lit-
tle or nothing to show any of the
above facts, vet in almost every
case, deposits of money have bheen
paid to salesmen whose name and
address are not even known.

Insist on a Contract

If everyone would make it a rule
lo refuse to do business with any
salesman that does not have a print-
sd order blank, clearly indicating
what the goods are, the terms of
the purcrase, the address of the
manufacturers, and the name and
address of the salesman, the ele-
ment of risk would be largely re-
duced ,and the possibility of ad-
justment largely increased.
Makegood Manufacturing Company

Galluses, garters and arm elas-
tics by mail, unordered, have been
coming to Manche-ter lately from
the Makegood Manufacturing Com-
pany. Several of these have been
referred to the Chamber of Com-
merce, and following the usual
practice in such cases, letters have
heen sent to these people telling
them that so far as was possible,
the Manchester Chamber would
prevent the return to them of any
goods or money, and advised that
the goods would be held for deliv-
ery to a duly credited representa-
tive, but would not be returned to
them by mail

If everyone in Manchester would
follow this practice it can readily
be seen that the town will not be
an attractive field for unordered
merchandise sales.

Rogers Shos Company

The Rogers Shoe Company has
an address at Saugus, Massachu-
getts. In common with other con-
cerns of this kind they buy job lots
of odd sizes of shoes, send a sales-
man around taking measures and
orders, and delivering the nearest
thing that they happen to have in
stock. The shoes don't fit, of course
thkey don't, How could they? Un-
fortunately they are received by
mail and the postman paid before
the wearer has an opportunity to
try thent on.

A number of refunds have been
secured from various concerns of
this kind, the latest of which was on
Thursday, March 15th when a
$4.50 refund was secured by & lo-
cal woman after considerable cor-
respondence,

The Chamber of Commerce
would be glad to know of anyone
who has troubled with purchases of
this kind. ;

Picture Puzzle Advertisements

The Manchester Chamber of
Commerce has recently achleved
what is considered a real victory in
connection with picture puzzle ad-
vertisements,

The Chamber has had the matter
up with various publications, with
the post office department, and with
the Natlonal Better Business Bu-
reau. Letters recelved are invari-
ably sympathetic, and admit the un-
desirability of thiz class of adver-
tising, but even the solicitor of the
post office department at Washing-
ton replies that while the schemes
have been thoroughly investigated
from time to time sufficient evi-
denge has not been sscured to war-
rant any action against them.

The Farm Journal Acts

The Farm Journal, claiming a
circulation of two and a half mil-
lion and ten million readers, in a
letter dated March 14th to the
Manchester Chamber states that the
evidence which the Chamber has
presented of the effect of this type
of advertising is so convincing that
the Farm Journal has decided as a
matter of policy and falrness to its
readers to refuse further accept-
ance of this form of advertizing.
Thus it will be seen that the Man-
chester Chamber's campaign is not
confined in {ts influence to Man-
chester.

Entrance Gained by Misrepresenta-
tion

Word was received by the Cham-
ber last week of the strange actions
of four men in a limousine who
called at an East Center street
home paying that they came to in-
spect the oil heater. From their ac-
tions, the maiu who was alone in
the house, was convinced that they
were misrepresenting themselves
and her suspicions proved to be
true. Only her quick wit saved her
from a very disagreeable situation.
This is the second cage within a
few weeks, of men misrepresenting
their occupation in order to gain
admlittance to the home. It {8 need-
léss to point out that housewives
should be very certain who they are
admitting and in case of doubt,
make the men prove their identity
as any one in a legitimate business
wlll be prepared to do.

Encyclopedias
The group of salesmen terming

Y

themselves the “New England
Guild” have left this section owing
largely to the opposition which they
received from the Manchester
Chamber of Commerce, The Cham-
ber openly accused these men of
misrepresenting the character of
the books they were selling. They
claimed they were up-to-dale, while
the Chamber asserted and Jater
proved that most of the data was
approximately ten years old.

Minor corrections had heen made
and these corrections were being
pointe fout with great care, but tha
main body of the text was simply
a reprint from old encyclopedia
plates previously used for the pro-
duction of volumes under a differ-
ent name, copyright on which had
expired.

Several letters to the Chicago
publishers and sales agents brought
no denial of this claim.

The Chamber does not mean in
this case, that people who bought
either the World Wide Cyclopedia
or the Time Encyclopedia and Ga-
zetteer (both of which were the
same books printed by the samao
people from the same plates) did
not get their money's worth ih pre-
miums and extras, but if they
thought they were huying an up-
to-date cyclopedia for actual ref-
erence work, they were mistaken.

Whether it may be shoes, silver-
ware, encyclopedias, or what not,
the Chamber is glad to get you thsa
dope and the time to get it is be-
fore you buy.

A Herald reporter who attended
the championship games in New
Haven last Saturday was taken
through the building on a tour of
inspection by Mr. Massey. The
building itself is bigger than the
Recreation center in this town and
caters to thousands of New Haven
people every week.

1t has two big assembly rooms, a
hig gymnasium where athletic
classes and games are conducted,
an auditorium which will seat
about 500 persons, and an up to
date billiard room. The furnish-
ings in the building are designed to
give a home-like atmosphere 10 the
place and the building itself has
that air of intimacy which is so sel-
domt felt in places of its kind.

All the ceflings except those in
the gym and auditorium, are low,
giving the place a home atmos-
phere. The rooms are well lignt-
ed and adequately equipped for the
use of the various church organiza-
tiens which use them,

The smaller rooms are used by
the Girls' Friendly society, the Girl
Scouts, Boy Scouts and other bodies
of the church, and on Sunday they
are used a3 Sunday school class-
rooms. Mr. Massey and his wife
live in an apartment on the top
ilvor of the building.

New Haven is also the field in
which Isadore Wexler, another
Manchester man, i working. He is
in charge of the gymnasium and
athletics at the Troup Junior High
school, one of the biggest in the
city. Like Mr. Massey, Mr. Wexler
is a graduate of Arnold’s college
in New Haven.

Mr. Wexler already has the de-
zree of Dbachelor of physical edu-
cation but he will begzin as a fresh-
man in Columbia University next
June, starting in the summer
schiool and continuing Lhrough the
regular college year,

George H. Wilcox, principal of;
