WALL ST. ENTERS
5TH WILD WEEK

Brokers Asking Each Other
| When the Orgy of Specu-
" lation Will End.-

New York, April 2. —Wall
Street’s orgy of speculation—the
greatest in America's history—en-
tered its fifth week today unabated,
with couservative businessmen ask-

ing each other: “How long will it
last?"”

Never in the history of the New
York Stock Exchange has the vol-
ume of trading even remotely ap-
proached the staggering total that
has been chalked up since March 3
when the wild jamboree started,
with men and women in all parts
of the country sitting in the big
“poker game.” Last week alone,
the number of shares dealt in ag-
gregated 24,000,000, the estimated
value of which was $1,750,000,000.
It was the biggest week on record.

Crowds at 'Change.

Each day crowds line around the
entrance to the Stock Exchange like
the mobs in front of a Broadway
theater with g popular play run-
ning.” Day after day brokers spend
a hectic five hours on the floor of
the exchange, buying and selling
stocks for themselves -and their
clients, amid a wild furore. Over-
worked employees sit on high
stools, pouring over accounts, and
trying to keep their books balanced.
In brokerage offices of the financial
district, in the big hotels, and in
the prineipal cities all over the na-
tion, crowds of men and women
watch the rise and fall of prices of
various stocks as they are recorded
on blackboards.

Universal Question.

“What's going to happen next?”
is the universal guestion. Experi-
enced brokers themselves are
sharply divided as to whether the
market can continue its spectacular
upward swing. * An idea of how
conflicting opinifon is at the moment
is shown by the following state-
ments of two Wall Street concerns:

Clark, Childs & Company—‘'Past
experience would indicate that spe-
culation excesses have brought
about a situation which will resuit
shortly in a severe reactory move-
ment,"”

. B. Keech & Company—
“There does not seem to be any
limitation to the buying power, and
the higher prices go the more anx-
ious the public is to participate.”

Various.cases are attributed in
explanationr of the amazing drama
that is staged six days a week on
the post-studded floor of the Stock
Exchange. Some brokers say the
people of the country have lots of
surplus money and they want to
take a chance with it.  Others say
that the publie, its imagination
fired by the reports of big profits
that many have made, has taken
the bit in its teeth, determined to
horn in on the profits, and is buy-
ing stocks on a scale never hefore
dreamed of, Other brokers incline
to the view that the extermination
of the bucketshop and the restric-
tion of commodity gambling are
important factors.

MERCHANT MARINE
SOON A REALITY

New Shipping Bill Will Add
Power to U. 5. Navy—lts
Provisions. -

Washington, April. 2. — The
American Merchant Marine will be
constituted the right arm of the

the nation’s policy of national de-
fense under a new shipping bill
now being written by a House

;merchant marine sub-committee.

Shunting the long-standing argu-
ment over government or private
ownership into the background, the
House marine experts determined
to stand or fall upon the. position
that the Navy must have auxiliary
strength.

Rewriting and expanding present
acts providing for a naval reserve,
the sub-committee indicated that it
would adopt almost wholly the re-
gerve provisions of the White bill.

Marine Reserve

Under this measure, the secre-
tary of the navy would be empower-
ed to enroll 25,000 officers and men
of the American Merchant Marine
in the reserve and pay them not
over six and one-half months of
the pay for corresponding ranks
and grades in the Navy.

ment have estimated that the policy
will cost the goveérnment $5,000,-
000 a year, It would do much to
equalize the disparity between pay
of foreign and American merchant
seamen, which American ship-own-
ers clalm is a stumbling block in
worldwide competition.
Navy Gets Power

In addition it is proposed to give
the Navy Department powers of
supervision over the construction
of new merchant ships, which in-
volve government loans.

The new bill, which will combine
features of the Jones government
ownership bill passed by the Senate
and the White bill for private own-
ership with government aid, will
raise the maximum whick the Post
Office Department can pay for
carrying forelgn malils. This change
in the law, experts estimated, would
raise the postal pay from $8,500,-
000 to $17,000,000.

NOT A PART OF

SINCLAIR FUND

New Eleménl of Mystery In-
_‘iected' Into Oil Probe; Se-

curities Not - Owned ' By
Continental Co.

Washington, April 2.—A new
element of mystery was injected in-
to the Teapot Dome case| today
when it was learned that none of
the '8800,000 in Liberty Bonds giv-
en up by James E. O'Neil, fugitive
ofl witness, came out of what is
now known as the Continental
Trading Company's. $3,080,000
“slush' fund.” ‘

This development, revealed by
government experts who examined
the O'Neil Bond, threw the Senate
investigating -committee into con-
fusion as O’Neil had declared he re-
ceived the bonds from the Contin-
ental. As a result of this check
Lthe Senate committee was left in
the position of having traced only
$454,000 of the Continental bonds,
leaving $2,626,000 yet to be locat-
ed. A $750,000 batch of bonds,
which Henry M. Blackmer, ancther
missing oil' man, admitted owning,
have yet to be checked. All of the
Blackmer bonds may be Continen-
tal bonds.

Two Trails,

Two avenues of investigation
were opened to the Senate commit- |,
tee by the revelation. First, it was
contended, O'Neil might have used
the bonds he got from the Contin-
ental for other purposes and made
a substitution when turning them
over-to the Midwest Refining Com-
pany.

This was the comment made to-
day by Marguerite Banmbaugh, 32,
who last Friday shot and killed
‘Walter H. Cook, Niles ‘manufac-
turer. She is charged with murder.

Two ef Miss Baumbaugh's broth-
ers, Girard and George Baumbaugh
also were charged with murder.

Miss Baumbaugh walked  into
Cook’s office in the Ultra-Nu-Back-
et factory in Niles at noon Friday
and shot Cook following an argu-
ment. Her brothers accompanied
her and stood by. George flashed &
revolver, police say, threatening.to
kill any of the factory —employes
who might interfere.

The argument preceding the
shooting concerned $3,397 which
Cook is alleged to have owed Miss
Baumbaugh. As cook lay dying on
a work bench with a bullet in his
abdomen, the Baumbaughs forced
him to call his secretary and make
out a check for that amount, The
bank, learning of the shooting, re-
fused to make payment,

Miss Baumbaugh declared Cook
refused to pay her the money and
threatened to kill her if she ever
came to collect it. In this way she
explained she and her brother were
carrying revolvers when they in-
vaded Cook’s office. y

GUNMEN FROM
NY EAST SIDE|

Clncago Police Search For
Raiders Who Shot Court
Official—Private Citizens
Excited Over Incident.

_ Chicago, April 2.—George K.
(“*Hard-Boiled”’) Golding and . his
special squad of imported dry raid-|
ers were today’s headiiners in Chi.
cago’s  hair-raising pre-election
drama. They were being sought by

500 irate police officers for the “at-
tempted murder of a defenseless
citizeny’

The incident which, temporarily
at least, has taken the play from
bombings and gangster shootings,
and which threatens open warfare
between government forces and: lo-
cal police, occurred last Thursday
night when Willlam Beatty, court
bailif and* politician, was  shot
down in a raid led by Goldlng.

Police who are dearching for the
“hard-boiled” dry agent and his
crew are armed with a warrant for
‘“John Dee,” s United States pro-
hibition agent, charging him with
assault to commit murder., Federal
officials said John Doe was Myron
Cafiey, a member of Golding's
squad, and admitted he was in
hiding.

Wants All the Raiders

The government men said they
would surrender Caffey
demand. But this did not satisfy
Commissioner of Police Michael
Hughes, who ordered his men to
bring in Golding and all his men.
Commissioner Hughes said he was
not prepared to take federal offi-
cials’ word for the identity of the
man who ghot Beatty, He preferred
to let the wounded man and Beat-
ty's wife, who was with him at the
time, point out the man who did
the shooting.

It was Commissioner Hughes
who tacked the prefix “hard-boil-
ed” to Golding's name, Hughes had
been informed that the raider hagd
been a *‘‘copper in New York” and
was ‘“‘notoriously tough." Members
of his squad, Hughes was told,
were recruited from the ranks of
“Fast Side gunmen.”

Citizens Excited

The temper of the police .depart-
ment and ‘a large number of citi-
zens over the manner ia’ which
Beatty was shot, was indicated at
a ‘‘showup'’ here hen several
hundred citizens called at the de-
tective bureau to view suspects.
Deputy Commissioner William E.
O'Connor addressed the gatherlng
ag follows:

“Ladies and gentlemen:—= ,

“For your protection I want to
warn you of a band of men now
operating in Chicago. Their pur-
pose here ig not exactly known. But
if these marauders, riding in heav-
ily armed asutomobiles like gang-
sters, stop you in any place or on
the street, take my advice and
throw up your hands. Don't wait
for them to ask you—as soon as
you see them throw up your hands,
because they shoot to kill,- These
men travel in three automobiles.
Sometimes they represent ' them-
selves as Secret Service men some-
times they say they are federal of-
ficers, Sometimes they claim ‘they
are prohibition agents, We don't
know yet who they are. The other
night they shot a defenseless citi-
zen and we now have officers look-
ing for them.”

When O'Connor finished, his lis-
teners applauded loudly.

In the sharpness of the issue
drawn, the Remus case transcends
all the long list of miscarriages 0Of
justice that have resulted from the
intrusion of the insanity plea into
murder trials in this country.

Washington, April 2—“From our
observation in the manufacturing
and industrial pursuits,” says Migs
Mary* Anderson, director of the
Women's Bureau of the Department
of Labor, ‘“‘about 95 per cent of
married women work because they
have to.”

About 2,000,000 married Ameri-
can women are gainfully occupied.
Nearly 7,000,000 unmarried wom-
en are also working.

An analysis of the distribution
of married women in the labor mar-
ket, as shown by the census of
1920, has been made avallable to
this writer. The figures are outl
of date, but increases have mnot |
besn large and this s the first |
time they have been published. !
Here is the division as shown by
the census: ]

Domestic and personal service
(including laundrles) 635,000, |
agriculture (mostly cotton plek-
ing) 870,000, manufacturing 466,
000, trade 155,000, clerical 130,-
000, professional 125,000, trans-
portation 25,000, mining 1300 and
public service 7500.

Only 9 per cent of women cleri-
cal workers are married, buti
their percentages among women
in other lines are 40 in agricul-l
ture, 46 in mining, 35 in public
service, 29 in domestic service, 12
in professional, 25 in manufactur-
ing and 24 in trade. They are 23
per cent of working women.

Just about one-third of the
working married women are en-
gaged in domestic and personal
gervice. The per cent dlstribution
{s agricultural 18, manufacturing
24, trade 8, clerical 7, profes-
sional 6.5, and mining one-tenth
of 1 per cent.

Seventy-five thousand of them
were from 15 to 19 years old,
285,000 from 20 to 24, 1,150,000
(nearly 60 per cent) 25 to 44,
and 420,000 are 45 and over.

Nearly two-thirds of them were
white women.

The census showed 225,000
married women laborers on
home farms, 93,000 working out;
on farms, 764 coal mine opera- |
tives, 129,089 clothing workers,
20,000 shoe workers, 13,000 mll-
linery workers, 17,000 telephone
operators (who came under the
head of “transportation’), 105, !

But the trag-
ic significance was driven home
with greater effect Ly the words on
the back of the sign: “I have a
yife and family. I need a job!"

All that onme might write about
Bob Hastie, the man who carried
thig sign, grows a bit weak in the
face of the terse terror written ba-
tween the lines. Here was Fifth
Avenue in mid-afternoon, just at
the turn of spring. .

Here was Ficut Avenue at its
most crowded, most fashionable
hqur. Here were the shop windows,
lisplaying gowns and wraps and
baubels, the price of any one of
which would have kept the jobless
chauffeur’'s family in food and shel-
ter for many a month.

Here werc bespatted men, swing-
Ing yellow canes and wearing af-
ternoon top hats, hurrying towardi
their clubs or their
ments. -

Here were monogrammed and
crested automobiles driving up to
the fashionable emporiums and let-
ting out beautiful women whose
silken calves and ankles glistened.

And here, like the ghost at the
least, strode the symbol of all Man-
hattan’s poverty—a man driven to
such desperate means of appeal by
a hungry wife and baby in a tiny
apartment where only a candle fur-
nished light, and a crude stove fur-
nished heat.

Such methods of driving home to
smug, complacent, prosperous New
Yorkers a picture of ‘‘the other side
of life" are not uncommon. Not
long ago, “Mr. Zero,” a humanita-
rian who runs *‘the Tub” for the
hungry and jobless, built an aue-
tion block at a central point in the
city and of’»red jobless men to the
highest bidders, even as slaves were :
sold “down the river."

Here, as we gathered, stood a
well-groomed, clean-shayved nmian: a
rather handsome man, with the
dark eyes, lashes and mgstache of

a foreigner. A Rumanian, I later
learned he was, A man of back-
ground, education, and good social
bresence, A “white-collared guy,”
I believe they called him, for he
had held good professional posi-
tions.” And, it seemed to me, there

' oyes that there was hunger in his
: stomach,

It is not often that these scenes
leap over the top and open fire
upon the city's complacence. But
when they do it is to remind one
that just back of the lights of
Broadway and the style marts of
the Avenue lurk more tragic dra-
mas than will ever be written, or
even imagined.

Twice Value of Wheat

Or, to measure the enchancement

half of the rise in value of General
Motors i/ three months,

Consider cotton. The ¢rop ap+
proximates 13,000,000 bales.

But the total of the un-
professional is collossal, Less tHan
15 years ago the amount of busi-
ness that came from outside of
New York was very small, Today
some of the so-called wire houses
haye from 20 to 40 branch offices.
The nation I8 honeycombed with
branch offices of New York bro-
kerage establishments,
An Order & Minute

One establishment has a special
or private wire to Havana. Orders
from Europe received -by cable by
various banks average one 2 min-
ute for every minute from 10 a.
to 3 p. m. These orders do not deal
wholly with stocks but with bonds,
with exchange, and various other
brokerage houses have as many as
departmentsr of finance, Some
twenty branches within the city of
New York.

There is nothing in financial his-
tory to approximate the growth: in
Stock Exchange transactions. To
“play the market'"” has become a
national mania. If you are of Wall
street, the barber who shaves you
is liable to ask what you think of
this or that stock. He will take a

morrow night in the spacious
State Armory on Main street.
A third game, if necessaty,
will be played at the Rec, prob-
ably next week Friday.

Although the general opin-
ion seems to be that the Rec
Five will end the series tomor-
row night, the first game con-
clusively proved that the teams
are evenly enough matched for
anything to happen. The con-
test tomorrow night should
prove beyond doubt whiech team
is the better, because the regu-
lation sized armory court is a
neutral surface for both teams
thus giving neither team any
advantage.

The armory floor is much more
suited for a basketball game than
the Rec gym because of its size
advantage. It is much wider and
longer and there is no netting or
balcony to interfere with the floor-
work and shogting of the players.
All of which means that both the
Rec and the Community, will have
a chance to show exactly what they
are worth, not only on the offense,
but the defense as well. There is no

Both teams must have ‘learned
a lot from the first game and it
would not be at all surprising to
see some shifts in the lineups. The
second contest ought to be much
more interesting from the specta-
tors’ viewpoint, jecause it is figur-
ed that the teams will “open up”
and take more chances -than they
did in the first game.

A brand new trick, apparently
designed as a trap for the unwary,
came to light during the past week
in the course of an investigation of
a subscription which a local woman
made to a certain group of maga-
zines.

Cor-
respondence with the agency which
the salesman was representing, es-
tablished the fact that no records
are turned into the agency by the
solicitor, the responsibility being
entirely with the one Wwho sub-
scribes to send in a card which the
aolicitor leaves them. As a matter
of fact, this card is the only receipt
which the subscriber has for the
$2.50 which she has paid, but she
iz required to send this to the
agency in New York with the full
balance due before any record is
made or the receipt of the maga-
zine begins. .

1t is hard to understand how any
agency would have the nerve to
expect the general public to do
business with them on this basis,
first, by paying ‘entire stranger
$2.50 without any’ gsecurity’ except

Suits That Don't Suit

Manchester seems to have been
aflicted with a plague of suit club
salesmen. Three different ones
have been referred to the Chamber
during the past week, the Chester-
field Tailoring Company, the Ameri-
can Tailoring Company, and the
Dorsey Tailoring Company. BEach
of these three concerns seem to be
running absolutely true to form.
The salesman makes & futile ges-
ture of measuring the victim. He
takes a deposit, and bye and bye a
package is received by mail or ex-
press, C.0.D.

There may have been cases where
those who bought and accepted
their suits of clothes were satisfied,
but the Chamber has yet to hear of
one. Perhaps it is not to be ex-
pected that those who were satis-
fied would report.

If the money is once paid, it is
one tough job to get any satisfac-
tion. If the suit is returned it will
only be replaced by another one,
equally bad, There may be some
choice between eye-glasses, falge
teeth, shoes, and suits of clothes by
mail, but if there is any difference,
it is not readily apparent. Bach is
supposed to fit and the value of
either depends entirely upon the
way they fit. Certainly, no one
would walk into a local clothing
store or a local shoe store, let tre
clerk give you the “once-over'’ have
him wrap up a suit of clothes or a
pair of shoes, pay your money and
go away without trying it on; yet
that iz exactly what one does when
one buys of a strange salesman for
a house located in 2 distant city.
With this exception—you can take
the goods back to the local dealer
and stand some chance of getting
an adjustment, which you cannot
with the mail order stuff.

Several adjustments in both
shoes and suits have been made
through the Chamber’'s interven-
tion. This artictle however, is more
in the line of & warning to others
to steer clear of these peobple,
rather than of a bid for the job of
effecting adjustments after the dam-
age is done, as this i8 not.a pleas-
ant or easy task.

The Dorsey Tailoring Company
of Springfield claim to be operat-
ing a lottery, whereby a suit is
drawn each week. if this is so,
they are violating the law. The
matter is now under investigation
from several angles, one of which
is the Springfield police department.
