Some Speculations 
If as sometimes happens, the 

keynoter is made permanent chair­
man, and if the Republicans at 
Kansas City ten weeks hence get 
themselves into a deadlock, and 
turn their eyes again toward the 
White House, it might be^fortunate 
'.rdeed to have in the chair a friend­
ly and kindly disposed member of 
the draft GoolidgJ club.

It ,'ould have oeen difficult to 
find a keynoter more representative 
of the administration than Senator 
Fess. He has been a constant and 
invariable supporter of Coolidge 
policies, and not infrequently he 
has been “ the White House spokes­
man’ on the Senate floor.. He was 
Mr. Coolidge’s personal choice to 
lead the fight ag-uinst the McNary- 
Haugen bill, sponsored and sup­
ported by the Insurgent Republi­
cans of the grain belt. He can extol 
and point with pride to almost 
every Coolidge policy, for all have 
had his personal support.

Senator Fess’ enthusiasm for the 
drafting of Mr. Coolidge once led 
him into the field of self-confessed 
exaggeration— an Incident that he 
is still twitted about on the Senate 
floor.

“ Spanked”  By Pi-esident
It followed the Ohioan’s return 

to the capital from a far-flung 
speaking trip during which he In­
sistently preached the doctrine of 
the draft. He reported to the Presi­
dent the state of pouplar opinicn 
he sensed it, and upon emerging 
from Mr. Coolidge's office confided 
to newspaper correspondents that 
the President had figuratively 
spanked him for the ardor of his 
advocacy. Mr. Coolidge was really 
perturbed and displeased over the 
“ draft Coolidge” promotion, the 
Senator said.

Later, on the Senate floor Sen.; 
tor Fess admitted this was all a 
hoax, and tliat the President hadn’t 
“ spanked” him at all.

"I just wanted to get that across 
to the country,” he explained.

Insofar as other candidates for 
the nomination have been concern­
ed Senator Fess was ostensibly for 
the nomination of his colleague 
Senator Willis, until the latter’s 
death a few days ago. He was on 
the Wills slate of delegates, and 
his second choice has been register­
ed as Senator Curtis of Kansas. The 
Hoover managers consider him a 
friendly spirit, too.

There is no doubt, however, of 
the loyalty of Senator Fess to his 
first and only love— the drafting 
of Mr. Coolidge for another term.

Washington, April 4— Jealousy, 
the hydra-headed, green-eyed mon­
ster whose breath is fire and havoc 
in happy homes, gradually becoming 
less dominant in human make up, 
and promises to vanish completely 
in a few more generations. That, 
at least, is the gist of a formidable- 
looking report just completed by 
one branch of the government.

The dragon is being done to 
death by the modern woman. Rip­
ping off the ugly snivelling mask of 
jealously, she reveals the true Jace" 
as'tmly a glorified inferlorrty com­
plex, seeded in repressions and 
fears and nurtured by introspection 
and a consistently dull life.

An elaborate clinical study of 
personality traits in a selected 
group of jealous dispositions by the 
Children’s Bureau, Department of 
Labor, characterizes jealousy as al­
ways an acquired and not a con­
genital trait. It is induced usually 
by frustrated ambitions in child­
hood, “ pinched lives,” bullying, and 
uncongenial companionships be­
tween parents and offspring. A 
formula for more harmonious and 
less rigid relationship in the home 

, is advocated to eradicate the jeal­
ous impulse from the human char­
acter.

The bureau’s survey is based 
largely upon data assembled by 
Miss Cybil Foster, director of the 
Boston Habit Clinic.

Women More Jealous
Women are more prone to jeal­

ousy than men. In one group of 
fifty explosively jealous children, 
16 were male and 34 female.

Jealousy begins as an inferiority 
complex, advances through timidity 
and ends in violent hatred, morbid 
introspection and, finally neurosis. 
To the latter stage is attributed all 
of the more violent crimes of do­
mestic discord.

“ The loss of possession to which 
jealousy refers is of such a nature 
as carries with it a lovrering of 
ones self-evaluation. Therefore, 
humiliation, concealment and shame 
follow,” the report says.

“ It is noteworthy that two out of 
three in our group of fifty jealous

Less Drinking.
This high tax, coupled with legis­

lation compelling public houses to 
close during certain hours of the 
afternoon and night, has reduced 
the consumption of liquor to a 
large extent. The distillers, desir­
ing to fight the higher taxation, hit 
upon the expedient of blaming 
present agricultural depression up­
on the taxes. They claim that low­
er prices would increase consump­
tion which, in turn would increase 
the demand of distillers for grains 
and other farm products.

Distillers are printing advertise­
ments in the newspapers urging 
their demands.

Pittsburgh.— Railroad employes 
received $60,000,000 more in sal­
aries in the past year than during
1926, as estimate released by the 
bureau of railroad economics re-̂  
cently reveals. These computations 
are based upon a study by the 
bureau of the hours worked and 
wages paid employes for the year.

The number of railroad employes 
Is steadily falling off, the bureau 
finds. During the first six nlonths 
of 1927 there were nearly one per 
cent less men employed than for 
th same period of 1926, while dur­
ing the last six months of the year 
the decrease was even more notice­
able. resulting in a decline of four 
per cent from the prexlous year.

The average number of men em­
ployed throughout the year the 
bureau found to be 1,764,000, com­
pared with 1,805,780 daring 1926 
or an average reduction of about 
two per cent for the year.

Average Pay Higher.
But while the. total number of 

men employed for the year showed 
a decrease of approximately two 
per cent., the aggregate compensa­
tion paid employes for the period 
did not keep pace with the down­
ward trend, according to the re­
port. The comparative salary fig­
ures for the two periods show $2,- 
990,000,000 for 1926. While tbe 
aggregate shows a decrease, it was 
only a decrease of one per cent.

Hence, the report concludes, the 
average compensation, per empleye 
was on a higher level in 1927 and 
continuing further, points out that 
increases over the past four years 
have brought the average for 1927 
salary to approximately $1,673. 
The average compensation for the 
previous years of $1,656.

“ Bearing In mind the reduction 
In the average working day. It 
seems fair to conclude that in­
creased wage rates were respon­
sible for not less than $50,000,000 
of the wage bill of the railways for
1927, as compared with the corre­
sponding wage rates for the pre­
vious year.”

Railway operations were able to 
show 15.2 per cent more efficiency 
in 1927 than during the five year 
period 1920 to 1924, according to 
an index of railway efficiency, also 
prepared by the bureau of railway 
economics.

Efficiency Higher.
“ The highest point was reached 

by this index In February, 1927, 
when the index stood at 118.1, that 
is, the efficiency for that month on 
a level of 18.1 per cent, higher than 
during the five year period,”  said 
Dr. Julias Parmlee, director of 
the bureau, analyzing this subject.

“ The composite index was almost 
as high during March and April 
and during the remaining months 
ranged between 112.1 and 115.9. 

„T^e chart also carries the yearly 
averages for the period. This in­
dicates a progressive increase as 
follows: 1920-4, 100.0; 1924, 105.- 
8; 1925, 109.4; 1926, 113.5; 1927, 
11.2

One of the enviable records made 
is said to bo that of the Great 
Northern. This company has just 
completed its tenth year of con­
secutive service without a fatal 
accident to a passenger while rid­
ing on its trains.

During the ten years the com­
pany carried 61,811,399 passengers 
on an average ride of 93.74 miles 
each. The total passenger miles 
numbered 5,794,474,870 for the 
period.

RESULTS IN NEW 

CANCER REMEDY

VICTORY FOR U. S.

Washington, April 4.— The 
campaign for enactment of a law to 
permit formation of̂  American buy­
ing combinations to fight the Brit­
ish rubber trust will; be dropped as 
a result of the intention of Great 
Britain to abolish'' rubber restric­
tion on Nov. 1, Representative New­
ton, Republican of Minnesota, de­
clared today.

He is author of a hill which not 
only permits formation of buying 
combinations in rubber, but also in 
sisal, potash and other commodities 
'controlled by foreign government 
trusts.

“ The Intention of Great Britain 
to remove the restrictions upon 
growth of rubber is'a victory for 
the United States in its fight 
against this monopoly,” Newton 
said.

INDIANA POLICE CHIEF
HOLDS WEIGHT RECORD, 

TIPPING BEAM AT 325

New Albany, Ind.— N̂ew Albany 
has a new chief of police of mam­
moth proportions.

He is William “ Punch” Martin, 
65. who weighs 325 pounds.

The nickname “ Punch”  was giv­
en Martin for his puglistic ability. 
Two years ago when a man who 
weighed nearly as much as the 
chief refused to submit to arrest, 
Martin punched him in the jaw 
once. That punch meant three 
months In a hospital for tbe man 
hit.

Martin has been in the police de­
partment for 26 years. He was 
elected chief to succeed William S. 
Perry, wbo died suddenly from 
acute indigestion.

Los Angeles, Cal.-~An obscure 
Los Angeles chemist has made a 
discovery which physician^ have 
found beneficial in the treatment of 
cancer. The man is Professor Rob­
ert A. Armstrong, aged 60. a mod­
est man who speaks sincerely with­
out boasting and hopes his remedy 
will prove more than he claims for 
it.

“ I was educated at the Colorado 
Scho<il of Min'es as a chemical me­
tallurgical engineer,” he explained 
when seen at his small home here. 
“ Then I went to the Rolla Techni­
cal School in Missouri, and later 
took a course at International Sci­
entific schools.

Studies Radium
“ More than 20 years ago, as part 

of my work as a chemical metallur­
gist, I turned my attention to the 
study of radium and Its rays. At 
that time, I was not interested in 
this research as a cure for human 
ills, but only as an adjunct to the 
study of metals and their compo­
sition. For 20 years I have devot­
ed myself to laboratory research of 
radium.”

Professor Armstrong paused and 
glanced at a long row of glass re­
torts and other appliances m tlm 
small laboratory at his home. Then, 
with a note of sadness, he contin­
ued:

“ About five years ago, a dearly 
beloved member of my family be­
came ill with a disease that baffled 
medical experts. When they had 
all given up the case as hopeless, 
I turned to my own knowledge and 
determined to learn whether ra­
dium offered a solution to the hu­
man problem. Since then I have 
worked unceasingly.

I hit upon something which Is 
at least a palliative for cancer.

“ During my experiments I work­
ed on the theory i it cancer is a 
protein mass and not caused by 
a germ. The muman body itself is 
protein substance. It is 80 percent 
water and the rest of its elemrats 
are carbon, hydrogen, nitrogen, 
sulphur and phospberous, I arriv­
ed at the conclusion that cancer 
follows some disarrangement of the' 
atomic structpre of the chemical 
mass— the human body. Perhaps it 
is the result of faulty food assimilt- 
ation, wrong Qiet or similar diges­
tive disturbances.

At any rate, I believed and still 
believe that radium holds the cure 
for cancer. Three rays emanate 
from radium, the Alpha, Beta and 
Gama rays. The first of these is a 
constructive force which aids in'the 
relief of some cancers. The second 
is destructive and tears down the 
tissues, healthy and unhealthy. The 
third may be described, generally 
speaking, as the result of explosion 
of the Beta ray particles.

Fluid Remedy
“ In my years of experimenting I 

have evolved a fluid which Is in­
troduced into the body by injection. 
I have taken the Alpha ray and Im­
prisoned it in water, thus eliminat­
ing the harmful Beta ray. By bom­
barding the nitrogen with the posi 

*tlve Alpha ray, and by the use of 
a catalyst, which 1 alone employ for 
this purpose, I have created what 
might be called a new substance. It 
is not a radium compound, though 
it is activated by radium. It would 
be classified by chemists as an inor­
ganic chemical.”

Professor Armstrong, emphazing 
that he was not a physician, said 
he did not know how the injection 
of the fluid combatted cancer, but 
believed the fluid brought a re-ar­
rangement of the electrons In the 
blood stream.

“ My theory of this,” he went on, 
"is that the orderly, arrangement of 
the eells of the body are disrupted, 
causing cancer. My discovery, I be­
lieve, reverses the chaos and heal­
ing sets It.”

Discussion of methods for 
achieving this goal will probably 
form--one of the principal topics of 
discussion, at the Second Interna-' 
tlonal Conference on Bituminous 
Coal, here November 19, under the 
auspices of the Carnegie Institute 
of Technology.

Invited To Conference
The entire modern world is In­

terested in these changes which 
will have an incalculable effect on 
the future of bituminous coal and 
nearly all foreign countries repre­
sented in Washington have been in­
vited to send delegates to the com­
ing conference.

Although more than 1700 dele­
gates from thirteen different na­
tions were present at the first con­
ference held in 1926, officials of the 
school look forward to larger dele­
gations and a more widespread 
representation this year.

In the Old Word educational 
centers he is investigating new 
sources of scientiffic Information 
and inviting the foremost fuel 
technologists to add their knowl­
edge to the vast store which will 
be assembled at the coming pro­
ceedings.

It is reported at the institution 
that Dr. Baker has already received 
several acceptances from prominent 
European scientists.

Smokeless Fuel
In Nature’s stores of soft coal 

technologists expect to find the key 
to srookeless fuel, fertilizers made 
from coal, low and high distillation 
processes for the. production of 
useful products and gasification of 
coal.

All of these subjects and others 
equally imporiant were discussed 
at the first conference and this 
year the scientists will come bring­
ing news of further progress which 
has been made toward the various 
goals and new fields which have 
opened to their view.

In Its constant press onward civi-i 
lization has overcome all obstacles 
which the pessimists of the various 
ages believed would bring the 
downfall of civilization. The ex­
tinction of the whalqs would cut 
off the supply of oil, they said, and 
man bored into the bowels of,the 
earth for a new and greater supply 
of oil.

“ The supply of natural gas will 
soon be gone,"' they mourned “ and 
we will , be without good lights.” 
Giant streams were harnessed and 
compelled to release their perpetual 
surge of power to light, millions of 
lights better than those supplied 
by gas and give power which it had 
never possessed.

So now while pessimists are pre­
dicting that the cars of the future 
must staad Idle beside empty oil 
wells, science is preparing to open 
the way to a field of cheap fuel 
so plentiful that before the last of 
the great oil fields is drained, 
petroleum may be of no more com­
mercial importance than whale oil.

“ EASTER AMNESTY.”

Rome, April 4.— “ Easter Amnes­
ty”  was grajited to approximately 
500 anti-fascist prisoners today by 
Premier Mussolini. Sixty prison­
ers who have been held in penal 
colonies upon islands will be per­
mitted to return to their homes, 
but 44 will be compelled to report 
regularly to the police. 'Pardons 
were granted to 441 others who 
were either prisoners or else un­
der compiilsiob to report to the po­
lice. Fifty-one prisoners bad their 
sentence^ shortened.

COMPANIONATE 
MARRIAGES NOW 

BRITISH TOPIC
London.— “ Companionate mar­

riage,” has become a leading topic 
in England.

Mrs. Bertrand Russell, wife of 
famous scientists^ herself and ad­
vanced thinker, has accentuated the 
interest In/this subject by a fearless 
and outspbken newspaper article In 
which she gives the project her 
support. But, on the whole, she Is 
outnumbered by her opponen'.s

“ It is well for Mrs. Bertrand 
Russell to talk about temporary 
marriages, as she is a rich wo­
man,” says Horace Newte, well- 
known novelist. “ And if her ‘mar­
riage” went wrong, it would not 
matter. But it would matter, very 
much for the working girl, who 
had next to no money and wanted 
a job.

Called Free Love.
“ That is where these ‘amoral’ 

ideas are false. They are always 
put forward by the well-todo.”

Among religious-minded people 
in England, companionate marriage 
is regarded as amounting, in prac­
tice, to free love. They believe that 
its effect would be gradual. If not 
rapid, elimination of tbe institution 
of marriage as it is generally 
known.' Many of them think that 
unions of the kind would result in 
a similar state of “ inipermanency” 
of marriage as exists in Russia.

On the other hand, there is an 
increasing volumne of opinion that 
believes the idea of “ companionate 
marriage” to be the sheerest of 
common sense. This section be­
lieves that marriage under existing 
handicaps prescribed by Christian 
doctrine proves intolerable to thou­
sands of Individuals.

At the same time, these people 
admit that the majority of public 
opinion would prove too hostile 
ever to permit of its operation.

Then there is another view that 
the ' proposal does not go far 
enough. Those who take this 
standpoint do not believe that, hu­
man nature being what it Is, in the 
case of the average healthy, virile 
young couple, the temptation to 
live together during the trial period 
would be too strong.

COLLISION AVERTED

London, April 4.— Disaster al­
most attended a sham naval battle 
in English chanffel for the visiting 
King of Afghanistan. A cruiser 
steamed at full speed through a 
smoke screen and almost collided 
with the battleship Iron Duke. 
Quick action by the navigators 
averted a collision.

AL. SMITH GAINS 124 
ADDITIONAL DEEGATES
New York, April 4.— Primary re­

turns trickling in from this state, 
Wisconsin and Maine today indicat­
ed that Gov. Alfred E. Smith to­
day had 124 additional delegates 
who will vote for him at the Demo­
cratic national convention. Smith 
delegates now total 244.

He gained 86 votes when the 
New York districts voted to give 
him an undivided delegation. In 
Wisconsin he gained 20. In Maine, 
where Smith supporters had count­
ed upon 8 votes, the state conven­
tion passed a resolution imposing 
the unit rule, so the governor 
thereby gained four votes unex­
pectedly.

The majority of the Arkansas 
delegation of eighteen are under­
stood to be for Smith, although not 
instructed for him. Missouri’s 36 
votes and Georgia’s 28, went to 
"favorite sons,” Senators Reed and 
George, respectively.

Four additional votes will go to 
Smith when the delegates-at-large 
from New York are named by the 
Democratic state committee.

New York’s republican dele­
gates yesterday are unpledged to 
any candidate, although Hoover 
supporters claimed 47 out of the 
totai of ninety.

Gov. Smith’s announcement that 
he will go south for a vacation was 
regarded in political circles as a 
step to "feel out” his strength 
there, although those closest to him 
deny his trip has any political sig­
nificance.

children were girls. A question

London, April 4 —  The British 
government’s rubber restrictions to 
limit production in Malaya and 
Ceylon will be removed Nov. - 1, 
1928, premier Baldwin announced 
in the House of Commons this after­
noon. The existing restrictions will 
remain in force without change un­
til November.

The rubber inarket was de­
moralized by the premier’s an­
nouncement and prices fell almost 
five cents a pound.

Fear was expressed on the fioor 
of the House of Commons that 
ultimately control of the rubber 
industry will pass into American 
hands.

Grow­
ing unemployment of labor In 
Malaya will prove a menace to the 
government. Ultimately, control of 
the rubber industry will pass into 
American hands.”

An entire new story Is to be 
“ grafted” onto a building by insert­
ing it between the first and second 
stories; and the 40-year-old granite 
pillars supporting the building are 
to be substituted by smaller steel 
pillars.

The architectural operation Is to 
be performed on the Granite Build­
ing, weight 4,500 tons; height, 
eight stories, soon to be nine; loca­
tion, in the heart of Pittsburgh’s 
business district, at Sixth avenue 
and "Wood street.

The regular routine of the busi­
nesses and offices in the building 
will not be disturbed. It Is claimed.

Theodore Eichholz, Pittsburgh 
architect and former lieutenant- col- j  
onel in the U. S. Engineers during 
the World War, has undertaken the 
task. He says the project will cost 
about $200,000 and will be finish­
ed within 190 days.

The work of “ jacking up” the big 
building has been let to the John 
Elohleay, Jr., Company, famous 
firm which has acquired an inter­
national reputation for performing 
“ impossible” feats of removal. The 
Elohleay firm, which has moved 
bridges, buUdlngs and other struc­
tures, on one occasion “ transplant­
ed” an entire village to a point 
twelve miles downstream on the op­
posite side of the Ohio River.

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SMITH IN HARTFORD
Connecticut Democrats today 

have occasion to sit back and do 
some speculating on the subject of 
the A1 Smith candidacy. With as 
good an issue as any local organ­
ization could have wished, in the 
matter of a second bridge across 
the Connecticut, Hartford’s De­
mocracy chose to make its muni­
cipal election light on the slogan 
“ A vote for Gaffey is a vote for 
Smith.” And they were beaten in a 
contest w'hich, without that slogan, 
they might have won.

If Hartford definitely refuses to 
register its preference for Smith as 
President of the United States, it 
would be interesting to know where 
the Democratic organization ex­
pects to get, throughout the state, 
enough Smith votes in November 
to make even a respectable show­
ing, let alone coming within a 
thousand miles' of carrying Connec­
ticut.

The Democrats invited the test 
and in a remarkably heavy vote 
they got a result which ought to 
demonstrate that, against Al Smith, 
Connecticut Is as safely Republi­
can as Vermont. And the price they 
paid for the demonstration was the 
loss of a city election which, other­
wise, they would have been more 
than likely to win.

Massachusetts is the only New England state that has more 
savings deposits and depositors than Connecticut. The de­
posits amounted to $2,439,613,000 for Massachusetts on June 
30, 1927, and the depositors numbered 4,079,672. New Eng­
land’s total savings deposits amounted to $4,291,506,000 and 
total depositors numbered 7,270,143.

The total •savings deposits in the United States increased 
from $8,404^373,000 in 1912 to $26,090,902,000 on June 30, 
1927 The total number of depositors in 1912 were^l2,605,-

TAKES BINGHAM’S ADVICE
Though pessimists concerning 

China continue to withhold the ad­
mission that anything but anarchy 
and continued warfare is to be ex­
pected in that country the United 
States State department has taken 
a step which will seem to many to 
be as helpful as it is independent. 
It has concluded with the National­
ist government at Nanking a settle­
ment of the involved situation 
growing out of the attack on Amer­
icans in that city a year ago. Wash­
ington has accepted the National­
ists’ apologies and assurances of 
reparations and punishment of the 
offenders. -

This is adequate recognition of 
the Nanking Nationalist govern­
ment as a going and responsible 
organization, as distinct from Pe­
king. It is also exactly in line with 
the recommendation of Senator 
Bingham of this state who, after a 
long and arduous tour of China 
last year, and as close an inquiry 
Into the situation there as It was 
possible, for an experienced travel­
er and statesman to make, urged 
that the United States government 
realize the necessity of dealing 
with not one but several Chinese 
governments because authority in 
China Is no longer centralized but 
exerted by various groups in dif­
ferent zones.

So far as we can recall it was 
Senator Bingham who first pre­
sented this solution of the difficul­
ty of maintaining relations with 
the Chinese people. That the State 
Department is now following his 
advice Is to its credit.

Washington, April 4— There al­
ways has been some confiict, small 
or great, between the executive, 
legislative and judicial branches of 
government and argument has con­
tinued in recent years as to whether 
one or another should have more 
power or less so that the system 
might function more eflaciently. The 
one thing generally agreed is that 
goveumental power has become 
more and more concentrated in 
Washington.

In this presidential year it may 
be worth pointin,g out that most 
of this added power has accrued 
to the executive branch— that is, 
to the, president and his cabinet 
and other appointees. Congress al­
ways has had the power to do 
nearly anything for which two- 
thirds majorities could be mus­
tered and the judiciary has latfely 
been attac&ed for abusing some of 
its prerogatives in isolated in­
stances, but the executive power 
has grown consistently.

The presidentially-appointed and 
controlled commission such as 
the Federal Trade, Tariff and In­
terstate Commerce Commissions, 
along with the Federal Reserve 
Board, must also be included in 
the citation. So should the fact 
that the supreme court’s members 
are also presidentlally appointed.

It is Interesting to observe that 
the two most famous rebukes 
handed the executive by the Con­
gress followed our two most se­
rious wars. Woodrow Wilson and 
Andrew Johnson were the victims, 
each being accused of usurpin,g the 
rights of the legislative branch.

In time of war this government 
becomes a virtual dictatorship. As 
John Quincy Adams told the House 
in 1836, there are In the authority 
of Congress and the executive, “ two 
classes of power, rltogether differ­
ent in their nature and dften in­
compatible with each other—rthe 
war power and the peace power. 
. . . The war power is limited only 
by the laws and usages of nations. 
This power is tremendous; it is 
strictly constitutional, but It breaks 
down every barrier so anxiously 
erected for the protection of liberty, 
property and life.” The executive 
war power becomes transcendent; 
Congress realizes that it can’t make 
quick and secret decisions.

However, the reply which Mr. 
Helms received from Mr. Hoover's 
assistant, C. A. Herter, referring

■When the federal system first 
started there were four cabinet 
posts —  State, War, Treasury 
and Justice. Those since added 
are Navy, Postofflee, Labor, Agri­
culture, Commerce and Interior. 
All these are operated by the 
president’s appointees and re­
sponsible to him. Thu?, their 
policies are'his policies. There is 
no control of the executive branch 
except as may be exerted by a 
Congress sufl3.ciently hiwtile. 
Sometimes Congress has been 
able to render the executive al­
most impotent, but not often. 
Sometimes he has ruled Congress. 
The present Congress has failed to 
follow President Coplldge’s. legis­
lative desires, hut has not been 
antagonistic toward him. It 
makes no real attempt to limit 
the executive power.

The State Department may con­
trol private loans abroad, upset 
weak foreign governments in this 
hemisphere, refuse entry to for­
eigners whose views it doesn t 
like and cause intervention in 
Carrlbbean republics.

The Navy Department can send 
marines to shoot and bomb 
Nicaraguans, Haitians, Chinese 
and others without consent of 
Congress and can establish cen­
sorship as it did in Nicaragua.

The Treasury Department 
handles hundreds of millions In 
tax refunds with seerhoy, delriSB 
into our private affairs by dO’' 
manding income tax returns, ,;regd?

Lincoln, seizing the war power, 
had to fight the supreme court 
and later. Congress. His most far- 
reachims exercise of power was his 
Proclamation of Emancipation, ad­
mittedly a war measure. When he 
attempted to reorganize the states 
of the Confederacy, he had to fight 
Congress, which accused him of 
usurpation. He might Jiave won 
had he lived, but Congress took it 
out on Johnson, who nearly lost 
his job. Just as big men like 
Borah,'Reed, Lodge and Johnson 
blocked Wilson’s attempt to enter 
us in the League of Nations, so big 
men of the sixties like Senators 
Thaddeus Stephens and W. P. Fes­
senden fought Lincoln and licked 
Johnson.

Just as Wilson lost when the Is­
sue between the two branches went 
to the people in 1918 and 1920, so 
Johnson lost in the con,gressional 
elections of 1866.

Obviously, the post-war liquida­
tion of the executive war power 
causes trouble, but some of the ac­
quired prestige and power of the 
presidency Is bound to adhere to 
the White House.

FATAL TO COUGHLIN

fourteen inch, fifty calibre mounts 
In actual combat, thereby fulfilling 
the Admiral’s earlier dreams of 
their possibility, their practicability 
and their actual participation in the 
conflict. At least one of those men 
has read the article and is taking it 
upon himself to speak in behalf of 
the rest.

Presumably, there were no great 
number who, having read the ar­
ticle, were greatly concerned oyer 
v/hat the Admiral had been doing 
during the war except as his record 
may or may not have sub­
consciously lent prestige to his per­
son, and If no great portion of the 
populace was eager to accept the 
contents of the editorial as a basis 
for moulding its opinion of the Ad­
miral as a warrior, it is> indeed, 
fortunate. Moreover, there were 
probably not a half dozen readers 
who felt prompted to either sub­
stantiate or refute a few glib re­
marks for— the war is over. Well' 
And good!

From all appearances it would 
seem that The Herald is not will­
ing. to grant the retired Admiral 
that prestige which he has fairly 
earned and to which he is justly 
entitled. For what good reason 
The Herald’s attitude was taken is 
unknown hut, in all likelihood, it 
had none. It can only be surmised 
that it was from want of knowledge 
of the subject or that, in the heat 
of the editor’s flare-up over the 
Admiral’s recent discussion at Mid­
dletown, a true perspective of the 
Admiral’s war record was tem­
porarily lost sight of.

Be that as it may, the fact re­
mains that the retired Admiral has 
a World War record which should 
command far greater respect than 
was couched in The Herald’s un­
complimentary terms. That his 
record has not been heralded 
throughout the length and breadth 
of the land, is true. There always 
was, during the war, for some rea­
son or other, an air of secrecy 
about the U. S. Naval Railway 
Batteries of which there were 
fiws under the able command of 
Rear Admiral Plunkett, both before 
and during active service, and the 
batteries have never, to the writer’s 
knowledge, been given any great 
publicity. However, this is no ad­
mission of impotency of the outfit, 
nor an admission of the lack 
of those fighting characteristics in 
their commanding officer, such 
characteristics which the editor 
summons forth but can-not find.

Kindly accept the writer’s sincere 
assertions that after the “ two or 
three practice” shells were unloos­
ed to the entire satisfaction of all 
authorities concerned, the batteries 
proceeded to become an active fac­
tory in enemy combat; that they 
were not so far behind the front 
lines that they did not receive re­
ceipts for the 1400 pound projec­
tiles of steel and high explosive 
which the batteries were hurtling 
through space and were dropping 
with uncanny accuracy on such 
points of vantage as enemy supply 
depots, railroad centers, ammuni­
tion dumps, etc., creating such ter­
rific destruction, confusion, and 
general havoc as only a war could, 
In any sense, justfy; nor were they 
80 far back that it did not require 
almost constant vigilance and ef­
fort on the part of anti-aircraft 
guns to keep enemy planes at re­
spectable angles and

What appears to have been a de­
liberate attempt at sabotage com­
mitted by a boy who may be too 
young for trial in any but a juvenile 
court was discovered at the Lynn 
Leather Co., manufacturers of 
leather specialties, rear of 52 Main 
street, of which Charles Jacobson 1s 
manager.

The machinery of the plant is run 
by a series of ten overhead electric 
motors. Most of them are of • the 
closed-flange type but in several 
the flanges are of the cut-out pat­
tern. On Monday three of these lat­
ter motors refused to start. Investi­
gation developed that over the 
week-end somebody had thrust sev­
eral large iron bolts into each mo­
tor through the openings in the 
flanges. Fortunately the bolts were 
so large that they prevented the 
armatures from turning at all; had 
smaller bolts been used, and there 
were plenty of them at hand in the 
plant, all the plugged motors would 
undoubtedly have been burned out.

The affair was reported to the po­
lice and later Officer Wirtalla ar­
rested the boy in the case, a former 
employe of the leather company. It 
is charged that he broke into the 
place, probably sometime ' on Sun­
day, accompanied by a young girl, 
entering by way of the cellar, and 
went to considerable trouble in 
climbing up to the motors and in­
serting the bolts.

The boy was presented In police 
court this morning but insisted that 
he was only 14 years old. He looks 
about 16 and some acquaintances 
say he is 16. As offenders under 16 
must be presented to a juvenile 
court he was placed in the custody 
of Probation Officer Edward C. El­
liott, Jr., who has the job of find­
ing out his real age. The boy’s 
mother is said to be in New York.

The death of Joseph Coughlin of 
Gilman Pines, which occurred on 
Monday afternoon, was directly due 
to a fracture of the skull and cere­
bral hemorrhages, according to the 
certificate of death which was filed 
in the office of the Town Clerk yes­
terday. Coughlin suffered a fall in 
the basement of the Gilman home 
on Tolland Turnpike on Sunday 
morning and received the fracture 
at that time.

Although it was said that Cough­
lin was developing incipient pneu­
monia, this disease is not given 
even as a contributory cause of 
death. The actual cause was the 
fractured skull and the contribu­
tory cause was the hemorrhage.

WATCH THE CHILD FOR
INTESTINAL SYMPTOMS

„ By DR. MORRIS PISHBEIN

Dr. Reginald Miller of a famous 

children’s hospital In London has 
developed a classification for a 
group of sick children whom he 

■\ calls “ intestinal children.”
He writes cleverly In classifying 

his group, saying that such a child 
brings to its parents little satis­
faction and no credit, for its ap­
pearance suggests exhaustion from 
a spell of debauchery, and its de­
portment Is frankly Impossible.

Sins o f the Children 
In these days when the sins of 

the children are visited upon the 
fathers unto the third and fourth 
generation, the parents of the In- 
testlnal child are little to be en- 

. vied.
Children who suffer from 

chronic ‘ absorption of poisonous 
material from their hdwels are un 
healthy and nnhappyl They have 
bad complexions, their eyes are 
dark-ringed and the lids baggy, 
the tongne is coated and the 
breath has a foul odor.

Such a child Is without appe­
tite, usually feverishly active. It 
sleeps badly and has bad dreams, 
frequently perspires freely at 
night. Such children also suffer

with perversions of appetite, such 
as dirt eating and gnawing of the 
bed clothes.

Occasionally chronic irritation 
from absorption of poisonous ma­
terial is associated with neurotic 
symptoms in the form of restless­
ness, irritability, cantankerousness 
and ill-humor. It is reniarkablS’ 
that when the condition Is properly 
cared for in these cases the child 
begins to improve, develops an ap­
petite, sleeps soundly and changes 
in temperament as well.

Usually the child should be put 
promptly to bed and provided 
with a -diet which will be easily 
digestible and leave hut little resi­
due. Cereals, fresh fruit in the 
form of orange Juice, and vege­
tables passed through a sieve are 
among the best of substances for 
feeding. Cooked fa ts . and fried 
foods and rich * gravies should be 
particularly forbidden.

It Is important that the intes­
tines be evacuated'of their dan­
gerous content and the bowels 
then regulated by proper diet so 
that they will continue to func­
tion Batlsfactorlly. The drugs to 
he prescribed will he chosen by 
the Physician according to the indi- 
vldnal case: '

A  chronic disturbance of diges­
tion Is far more serious in a child 
than it Is in An adult. It may in 
the case of the child mar Its en­
tire existence.

True, most, medicines are made 
from plants and herbs and it would 
be foolish to say they were useless, 
but nature supplies more than 
grow ing, things to heal her sick 
children and the greatest of these 
is sunlight.

No germ''can live in the direct 
rays 'of 'the sun. Just how far 
these direct rays affect the germs in 
o.ur, bodies has not been ascertain­
ed. But that they do affect them is 
cert4in.' Fresh air is anotheir germ- 
killer. These two are enormous fac­

tors today in the treatment of ill­
ness.

An ounce of prevention Is better 
than a pound of cure. Sunlight and 
fresh air are free. W/hy do we house 
ourselves up and wait till we are 
sent to a hospital to get a dose of 
them. If we saturated ourselves 
with air and sun, disease germs 
would get a cool reception when 
they knock for entrance. We should 
he out of doors every minute we 
can. not once in a while, when it 
suits us. but. as regularly as we eat 
our meals or go to bed.

New York, April 4.— Just one of 

the masses now— the great or 
greasy masses, designated from' 
right' to left ^  those who are rich 
and those who only hope to be->=- 
American lawn tennis is about to 
begin the tedious back-trek over the 
trail that all but champions must 
travel.

Diesel of 650 h. p., dispenses wi.th 
carbureter, spark plugs and mag­
neto.

One of the biggest drawbacks to 
patting commercial aviation on a 
paying basis has been the high-cost 
of petrol. For years British ex­
perts have been attempting to pro­
duce a light aero engine -which 
would bui'n cheap crude oil. ,

Cut Fuel Cost.
This latest discovery spells suc­

cess fot them, as the price of fuel 
will be one quarter of its present 
cost. That Is, the crude oil will cost 
only ten cents a gallon, as com­
pared with the thirty-four cents a

, which the British Naval Comman- 
I der, F. E. Burney, is planning to 

use for inaugurating, a transatlan­
tic dirigible service between Eng­
land and the United States in Sep­
tember, These two dirigibles are 
capable of carrying 100 passengers 
each and having a cruising radius 
of 4,000 miles.

The only disadvantage to these 
newly designed engines is their 
weight. Each will weigh approxi­
mately 3,000 pounds.
