He .umpaigned for
the Republican Party in
national political conflicts from
Lincoln to Harding. He was a mem-
ber of the United States Senate for
12 years. He was one.of Ameri-
ca's rallroad pioneers and empire
~‘builders. For 14 years he was
president of the New York Central
Railroad, and was chairmai ‘of its
board of directors from 1898 up
to the day of his death.

Family Called

When his condition became grave
shortly after midnight members of
the family were summaoned. They
included Mrs. Depew; a son, Chaun.
cey M. Depew, Jr.; a niece, Miss
Anne Depew Paulding, and a nep-
hew. Chauncey Depew Steele. An
lhour later Mr. Depew fell into a
comfortable sleep. Those at the
bedside retired.

Steadfastly maintaining his inno-
cence, young Knowlton, who came
here from Cambridge by automo-
bile, was returned to that pity.

Historic Monument Square, In
the path of the famous battle of
Concord, was filled with automo-
biles by curious persons who watch-
ed the young man enter the court-
house with state, Concord and
Framingham police. There was a
terrific jam at the court house
doors as the weary young man was
led into the prisoner’s dock. When
all spectators’ seats in the court-
room were filled the doors were
locked.

The contempt
trial lasted two months and a half,
and Sinclair footed the bill for
about seventy-five defense witnesses
during that period.

KEROSENE LAMPS
IN LONG DISPUTE

Jerusalem.—The capital and
metropolis of Palestine is still in
the kerosene lamp age. A ten year
old dispute between the British
Government and the man who ob-
tained from the Turks the water
supply and electric power conees-
glon for Jerusalem, deprives the
great majority of the people of
both essential commodities. Only
the fortunate few’ who are able to
pay the municipality’s exhorbitant
rates for water pumped from a
spring at great distance and for
electric power generated at small
private plants enjoy both.

The pre-war concessionaire 1s
Meavromatis, a' Greek subject, who
has been busy the ]last ten years {n
litigations over the concession with
the British as the mandatory for
Palestine, and in simultaneously of-
fering the rights of his concession
for sale.to the highest bidder.

Hearing at Hague

The last stage in the paper was
a hearing before the Hague tribu-
nal, at which the Greek Govern-
ment demanded damages for May-
romatis from the British Govern-
ment for alleged withholding from
him the right to proceed with the
work, The court held that it had
no jurisdiction in the matter, mak-
ing it unnecessary for the British
to put in their defence that the con-
cession was allowed to lapse be-
cause Mavromatis falled to satisfy
the Palestine Government that he
had sufficient money to carry out
the work and failed to come to
terms %ith Pinhas Rutenburg,
holder of the hydraulic concession
for all Palestine.

Mavromatis is understood now to
have written to friends here that
he has reached an understanding
with the British prolonging his con-
cession until December 31, 1928, If
he does not by this time begin to
work he will have no further claim.

Tries To Sell

Mavromatis intends revisiting
Jerusalem soon, There are reports
that he iz negotiating with & Brit-
ish engineering concern for the sale
of his concession. This company has
installed Jerusalem's temporary
water supply at Ain Farah,

Unnecessary mystery surrounds
these dealings, the governor of
Jerusalem having declared recently
in answer to a question of the mu-
nicipal council that he had no in-
formation as to how matters stood
and could hold out no prospects for
the early supply of electric power
and water at a rate that made these
utilities available to all.

Whilgq the Duquesne was under
construction builders figured out
she would almost match the Am-
erican cruisers for speed, but the
tests are sald to prove she exceeded
these estimates by three knots.

The Duquesne is 600 feet long
and 60 feet across the beam, Her
main ordinance comprises eight 203
millimetre cannon paired off in four
swinging turrets. - She is also
equipped with eight seventy-fives
and the same number of 37 milli-
metre anti-asircraft guns, with gix
torpedo tubes completing the arma-
ment. A catapult to launch the
Duquesne’s two airplanes each of
which weighs 5,000 pounds typifies
her ultra-modernity.

M. Georges Leygue , Minister of
Marine, in an exclusive interview
with International News Service
recently came out flatfootedly
against the abolition of submarines
as proposed by Secretary of State
Frank B. Kellogg, ‘I have always
been opposed to doing away with
submarines and I will continue to
oppose any measure in this direc-
tion," he said. .

CAMPBELL’S NEW
BLUEBIRD AUTO
A SPEED MARVEL

London.—A number of remarka-
ble departures in automobile con-
struction are embodied in the new
racing car in which Captain Mal-
colm Campbell, famous racing driv-
er, will defend the british speed
record against American challeng-
ers at Daytona, Florida.

Captain Campbell gutlined thu
design in his new car in an inter-
view with International News Serv-
ice, when he expressed the beliafl
that the machine would not fail in
its attempt to uphold the speed rec-
ord of 203 miles an hour set last
year by Major Seagrave.

New Features

The principal characteristic »f
the new car is the fact that its oil
and gasoline tanks are unburstable.
Besides, this, it has an entirely new
type of gear box, allowing wider
range and control and a detachable
fin or rudder for direction and sta-
bility.

“But they do Insist that they
have a-voice in the conduct of
schools.”

The suggestion that teachers be
chosen on the merit system has
been made several times by mem-
bers of the federation, but has met
with strenuous opposition. In sev-
eral parts of the country legal
tangles have arisen when teachers
broke contract agreements ‘“‘to live
their own lives,” Mrs. Hanson said.

pomade was washed in alcohol, the
natural espence transferred to a
Hguid and the greasy residue used
for the manufacturers of fine soaps,

Digtilling by means of ether or
petrol greatly shorten the process,
especially in the cases of such
flowers as jasmine and iris. For-
tynately all flowers ' do not re-
guire such careful distillation for,
although petrol shortens the pro-
eess, it does reduce the price which
the perfumer must pay -for his
flower oils, Two thousand pounds
of flowers make only one quart of
essence and here in France where
pétrol must be imported the ex-
pense is very great. Roses will
gsyurrender their natural oil as soon
a8 they have been steamed. Sen-

fve blooms like jasmine must be
tréeated by a more complicated
method.

Well-known fashionable perfumes
are almost all blended in Parils
these days, The distiller confines
his efforts to the manufacture of
raw materials and only furnishes
the flower oils to the Paris per-
fumer, who in turn creates  the
sweet scents women later use.

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London.—The existence of cosmic
rays, which come from beyond the
‘ Milky Way, and whose energy is
one-tenth of the total energy com-
ing into’'the earth's atmosphere in

the form of starlight and heat, is
said to be the latest discovery of
power in another universe.

The thrilling story of the dis-
covery of these extraordinary rays
is told by Professor R. A. Milli-
kan, the expert astromoner, in an
article published in Nature, the
British scientific magazine.

Startling Discovery

Classing the rays as the most
startling discovery of modern
science, Professor Millikan claims
they are capable of penetrating 190
feet of water and sixteen feet of
lead before their energy is com-
pletely absorbed.

The existence of these rays was
first brought to light in 1903 by
two astronomers, McLennan and
Rutherford. But it was then gen-
erally believed that they originated
from some nearty region or planet,

and the rays were forgotten until
physieist, |

1910 when a Swiss
Gleckel, took an enclosed electro-
scope in a balloon to a height of
nearly 15,000 feet, and found that
the radiation was higher than at
the surface of the earth.

Since then astronomers all over
the world have tried to trace the
source of the rays origin. In 1921,
Professor Millikan made his first
experiments when he sent up
sounding balloons to a height of
nearly ten miles—more than nine-
tenths of the way to the top of our
atmosphere. He reached this ex-
periment again in 1822 and then in
1925, assisted by a Mr. Cameron,
he made further experiments in
deep, high-altitude, snow-fed lakes.

Andes Experiments

During 1926 ancC the later part
of last year, he carried out experi-
ments in the Bolivian Andes, in al-
titudes up to 15,400 feet.

As @ result of his many experi-
ments, coupled with the data
gathered by other star-gazers, Pro-
fessor Millikan states that it is
quite impossible to limit the source
of the rays to the upper tenth of
our atmosphere or to any astron-
omically nearby region.

“There i5 no possible way of as-
signing the rays to any other than
a cosmic origin,”” concludes the
Professor. ‘‘These rays must come
from another universe, beyond the
sun, moon, and stars, whi¢h have
no appreciable influence on their
radiation."”

RUBBER BALLOON BURSTS

And the worst of
such schemes is that/the higher
the inflation the louder the bang
when the bubble explodes.

LUNCH “WAGONS”

So rapid {s the whirligig of
change that we find such an eru-
dite editorship as that of the New
York World enquiring about the
origin of the ‘lunch wagon"'—
wondering if these-‘'wagons' were
ever wagons in reality; if there
ever was a time when lunches were
peddled from actually movable ve-
hicles on wheels.
~ At a guess we will put the gene-
sis of the lunch wagon at sometime
about the middle eighties, And we
will lay down the proposition that
the lunch wagon was not the cause
of the hot dog but the result,

Pirst-off, in the idiom of those
days, the hot dog was peddled from
portable steam kettles, the peddler
carrying the kettle slung from one
arm, his basket of rolls, butter and
mwustard pot from the other. Pre-
vious to that time, as near as we
can figure it, no American of any
grade, high or low, ever ate any-
thing but peanuts out-of-doors. The
hot frankfurter man, however, be-
came an institution.

Presently- some hot dog peddler
conceived the idea of rigging up an
old wagon with a canvas top and
with a kind of a ticket office win-
dow in it, from which to sell his
hot dogs instead of standing on a2
corner and freezing- between salas.

of the Royal Society. in a recent
lecture before the Royal Society of
Arts here.

Among the most remarkable of
his compumuons were the follow-
ing

The life in front of the human
race ig so enormous that humanity
must be regarded as a three-days'
old infant who has yet to reach
three score years and ten.

So numerous are the stars in the
universe that the same number of
graine of sand spread over England
would make a layer hundreds of
yards in depth. Our earth is one-
millionth part of such a grain of
sand.

- Are Densely Packed

The heaviest stars are so densely
packed that & handful of their mat-
ter would weigh about ten tons.

Energy radiated from each
square inch of the sun’'s surface is
sufficient to keep a 50-horsepower
engine continuously in motion.

Illustrating the amount of energy
made available by radiation, Dr.
Jeans said that the annihilation of
a pound of coal a week would pro-
duce as much energy as the com-
bustion of the 5,000,000 tons a
week which are mined in the Brit-
ish Isles. A single drop of oil would

, take the Mauretania across the At-

lantic. i
Dr. Jeans estimated that the age

' of the earth far ®xceeded the 300,-
. 000 years or so of man's existence.

He said he believed it was in the
neighborhood of 2,000,000,000
years,

“A million miliion years hence so
far as we can forsee,” he declared,

.~ *“the sun will still be much as now,

" and the earth will

i

be  revolving
around it much as now. The year
will be a little longer, and the cli-
mate quite a lot colder, while the
rich accumulated .tores of coal, oil,
and forest will have long been
burnt up, but there is no reason
why our descendants should not
still people the earth.
Sur Weighs Less

“Perhaps it may be unable to
support so large a population as
now, and perhaps fewer will desire
to live on it. On the other hand,
mankind, being three million times
as old as now, may-—of the con-
jecture does not distress our pessi-
mists, too much—be algo three mil-
lion times as wiso.”

Radiation of energy, Dr. Jeans
said, was annihilating the sun's
mass at the rate of 250,000,000
tons a minute. Consequently. as the
sun has no source of replenishment,
it must weigh 360,000,000,000 tons
less today than it did yesterday

“Thus observation and theory
agree in indicating that the uni-
verse is melting away into radia-
tion," he continued. “Our position
is that of polar bears on an iceberg
that has broken loose from. fhe ice-
“pack surrounding the pole, and is
inexorably melting away as the ice-
berg drifts to warmer latitudes and
ultimate extinction.”

* BASEBALL'S RULES
Sends Out Tns_h-'ncﬁ'qns. to

Season Starts,

New York, April 5 —Disputes
concerning the interpretation of
baseball rules of National League
umpires are expected to be decreas-
ed this season by the annual in-
struction. sent out today by Presi-
dent John A. Heydler to his stafl of
fourteen umpires, President Heyd-
ler laid down concise and clear in-
terpretation of points which puz-
zled some of his arbiters last sea-
son.

One ruling probably will increase
the number of home runs in the
senior circuit this season. President
Heydler told his umpires that a
ball hit into any stand or over any
inside fence at least 250 fget from
the home plate should be called fair
or foul according to where it pass-
es from the actual playing field.
The front of the stand or the in-
gide fence, instead of the spot
where the ball strikes the stand,
will guide the umpire in determin-
ing whether the hit is fair or foul.

Legitimate Homers

This means that hits which curve
into foul territory and strike some
visible object will be legitimate
homers provided they are fair hits
when they pass the actual playing
field. Sluggers such as Chick Hafey
of the St. Louis Cardinals whose
hits travel close to the foul line
and hook or slice like golf drives
will benefit by the ruling. A ball
hit outside the grounds is to be
judged from the point where. it dis-
appears from the umpire's view.

President Heydler enjoined his
umpires to ‘‘keep their eyes on the
ball,’”" warned them not to call plays
too- quickly, and advised them to
study the rules daily. Other instruc-
tions were: .

“Do not turn away too fast when
a flelder is throwing to complete a
double play."”

“Watch out for those dropped
balls after you have called a man
out.”

Don't Get Excited

“If you are sure you got the play
correctly, do not be stampeded by
the appeals of players to ask the
other umpire for his decision on
the play: “Keep your temper. Be
ecourteous, but firm."”

President Heydler ruled thag
when a scoring runner passes the
catcher but fails to touch the plate,
the catcher or fielder does not need
to chase the runner to the bench.
The runner should be declared out
on appeal hy the fielder.

One new ruling is: There is a
runner on first base and three balls
have been called on the batsman.
The runner starts to steal on the
next pitch, which is called a ball,
and he overslides second base. If
the catcher’s throw gets him before
he.gets back to the bag, he is out.

If ropes are strefched around the
field * to hold back an overflow
crowd, a fielder cannot jump over
or climb under the ropes to catch
the ball. He may reach over the
ropes, however. Similarly, a catch-
er or flelder cannot jump into the
stand or a box to catch a foul ball.

And when one stops to reason it
out with a little common sense,
he 'cannot help but admit that the
Rec pilot is at least partially right
in his stand. That is to say, Fay's
height and defensive work played
a much more prominent factor in
the Community’s unexpected show-
ing than many are aware. True,
Jerry didn’t look so good on the of-
fense, failing to score a singie field
goal in the two games, but he sare-
ly kept the north end outfit chuck-
ed fgll of pep. Taking into consid-
eration that this is the first time
in Manchester's sport history, un-
less we are greatly mistaken, that
the north has been able to compare
with the south in basket ball and
then coming so close to winning the
series was a tribute to Fay. Start-
ing the season with a list of candi-
dates that would have discouraged
any coach, Jerry did not give up
| hope. And as a reward, he suc-
ceeded in moulding together a com-
bination that made.a creditable bid
{ for the town championship.

Now that the smoke of the battle
has cleared and we are 2all Jjood
friends again, there are many that
are in line for a word of credit for
their bit in bringing about the re-
vival of basketball in Manchester
after several dismal years marked
with financial fa''ure. Director
Lewis Lloyd and Manager Ben
| Clune should not be ‘overlooked.
| This pair deserve the bulk of the
credit. Despite reports that their
efforts would be in vain, this pair
organized a basketball club that
is a distinct credit to Manchester.
They have brought the sport back
into the popularity it once held.
And the chances of basketball going
over even bigger next season are
good. Without the services of a
coach, the Rec has made remark-
able progress winning all but three
of its fifteen or so games,

One‘of the inside secrets in the
outstanding work of Harold Mad-
den and George Stavnitsky, rival
captains and star performers for
their respective teams, is that both
take good care of themselves phy-
sically and get plenty of slaep. How
many of the young men who in;
dulge in sports in Manchester “hit
the hay’' before 9 o'clock at night?
The answer is obvious. Very few.
Well, put this in your pipe and
smoke if. Stavnitsky and Madden
often crawl between the sheets
long before that hour. Perhaps it
sounds like a fairy tale, but 'tis
true, nevertheless. If more of cur
young athletes would follow their
example, they would make more
headway in the field of sports.

Perhaps keeping in good physical
‘condition has-a lot to do with mak-
ing it possible for them to be rated
as the two best basketball players
in Manchester today. Stdvnitsky
gets the first call because of his
all-around matural ability., Stav-
nitsky is one of the most promising
players developed in Manchester in
recent years at least. His decep-
tive floorwork when he feints in
one direction, pivots and goes
around his opponent in toward the
basket like a streak of lightning
is a treat to watch. In one way,
it was too bad that & splendid little
player of Elmo Mantelli’s type had
to be pitted against Stavnitsky in
the series. The latter’s size com-
bined with his ability were too big
a handicap for Elmo to overcome.
Had these two men not played
against each other, it is quite pro-
bable that Mantelli's efforts would
have been far more fruitful.

For, there is no denying Mantelli
isa slick proposition on the basket-
ball floor. Elmo’s worst fault is a
tendency to resort to individual
playing. For this reason largely,
riter places both Stavnitsky
and Madden ahead of him. When
he is going right, however, Mantelli
compares with the best of  them.
Of the three, Madden seems  the
most consistent player. Regardless
of how exciting the contest may be
or howj clo ¢ the score may read, the
blond aired Rec leader can in-
variably be relied upon to steady
his team and stave off impending
defeat. He is a good scorer and a
fine defensive player. All three
men were developed by Wilfred-J.

Body Types

The special type of body for a
sprinter should be one of average
height, rather thin, long muscles,
with average leg length.

MUSKRAT FARMS

SHOW PROFIT AS

FUR PRICES RISE

Sandusky, O.—The “lowly’” musk
rat, believed in ‘“olden times" an
almost worthless animal, is so val-
uable at the present time for skins
in the making of “milady’'s" fur
coats, that the raising of these small
water-rodents, so-ralled ‘Rat-Farm-
ing' has become one of the foremaost
fur *“industries’” in .the United
States, according to furriers and
sportsmen who own large ‘rat-
farms’,;

One of the largest of thesé uni-
que places is located between Ven-
ice, 0., near this city and Bay
Bridge, a small hamlet on the east-
ern shore of Sandusky Bay. It
consists of 178 acres of marshland
and is owned by Cy and Clarence
Nielson, sons of Alex Nielson na-
tionally known sportsmen and
guide and ploneer Sandusky Bay
trapper.

“Developing and maintaining a
‘rat-ram’ is not an easy task,’” the
Nielsons told visitors.

Study Rat Habits

The ‘rat-farmers' have construct-
ed lagoons, canals and & pumping
station in order to keep the “farm"
covered with water when It goes
dry, because, they said muskrats
will “positively not stay where
there i{s no water'’., The Nielsen
farm becomes dry between July and
September, it was said.

The habits and life of these am-
phibious animals are interesting as
explained by the Nielsen brothers
who have made an extensive study
of their ‘rat-heard’.

“Muskrats possess an instinct that
is almost uncanny,” Cy Niklsen ex-
plained. ‘“They know just when
severe weather {is geing to set in,
and real winter weather never
catches them napping.

“You'll gsuddenly hear
gnawing at marsh grass stalks and
then you will see them Gtarrying
the stalks to a certain spot wher:
in due time their ‘home’' or hut will
be completed.

One pair,
it is sald, placed in the right kind
of evironment will give fts owner
between 100 to 125 ‘rat-babies' in_

It is estimated that some ‘rat-
farmers' last year reallzed nearly
$10,000 on their ‘rat-farm’ invest-
ment.
