STATE REPUBLICANS
ADOPT NEW RULES

—

Lessen Local Disputes By
Referring the Matter to
Central Committee.

Hartford, Conn., April 18.—The
Republican State Central Commit-
lee today took steps to lessen local
disputes among Republicans of
Connecticut by adopting an amend-

ment to the commitiee rules so that
th'

‘when the party members of that
town are unable to agree, shall be
designated by either the State Cen-

tral Committee as a whole. or by
a committee of that body.”

The state convention today adopt-
ed that proposition as an amend-
ment to rule eleven put in the form
of an addition to the rule. Ernest
L. Averill, of Branford, deputy at-
torney-general of the state, offered
the proposition to the committee on
rules; when its meeting was held
just before the state convention.
The rules committee favored the}
idea unanimously, and its report to
accept the amendment went
through the convention without
trouble,

Factional Fight

The rule was brought about be-
cause of a factional fight in Madi-
son. The committee on rules also
voted to seat the so-called anti-
Marsden faction of Madison as the
regular delegates to the state con-
vention from that town. Similar ac-
tion was taken at the last state
convention in the same disputa.
The delegates seated today style
themselves “Regular Republicans’
and the designation was accepted
by the convention.

The Madison affair was the only
riffle along the calm waves over
which the Republican delegates
traveled today. Senator Hiram
Bingham of New Haven was made
permanent chairman of the con-
vention, under report of the com-
mittee on organization.

akes it certain of obedience.”
Senator Biugham's audience re-

ceived the declaration apparently

with the idea they believed he was
referring to the recent constitution-
al amendments.

Senator Bingham also touched
upon ‘‘toleration.” He said:

“The glory of America today is
her tolerance. There is still room
for improvement. Some of our
modern orator’'s appear to be afraid
of liberty and tolerance. Let them
have no fear.

HIGH POWER STATIONS
FOR RADIO ALLOCATED

New York Gets Four Under
New Rules—California Also
Gets Four.

Washington, April 18.—Tenta-
tive plans for the allocation of high
power and other broadeasting sta-
tions, based on the assumption
that the Federal Radio Commis-
sion would adopt the report of en-
gineering advisers by clearing fil-
ty channels, were obfained today.

Ten full time stations operating
on 5,000 watts or more, would be
allocated to each zone, 18 stations
from 500 to 1,000 watts and 40
stations under 250 watts.

Under this plan New York would
be awarded four high power sta-
tions operating on full time and
one station of this power on 37th
time, California would get four
stations over 5,000 2-55, Pennsyl-
vania 3 3-8, the. fraction indicating
pa rt time, Ohio 2 3-7, Texas 2 and
Illinois 2 5-7. To other zones less
than two stations could’ go.

In the 500-1,000 watt class New
York would obtain 7 4-7 stations,
Pennsylvania 6 3-7, Ohio 4 3-7,
ggzas 3%, Illinois and California
Allocation of all stations under
the 50-cleared channel plan would
give New York 20, Pennsylvania
Texas 131,

Objects to Recognition of
Soviet Russia By United
States—His Reasons.

Washington, April 18—Opposi-
tion to recognition of Soviet Russia
by the United States so long as that
country is dominated by the Com-
munist Party and Third Interna-

tional, with Russia advocating
Marxian tenets of world révolution,
was voiced at the 37th Continental
Congress of the D, A. R. today by
Silas Blake Axtel], labor lawyer of
New York, who recenty entered
Russia with the so-called ,Trade
Union delegation as an observer.
Expressing the  belief that Com-
munism would never operate be-
yond the Russian border, and would
in a few years be unrecognizable
even there, Axtell drew a tragic
picture of the life of the Russian
peasant under the existing regime.
The true Communist is a fanatie,
Axtell found, and in Communism
the Russian thinks he has discoy-
ered the cure for all of the world’s
evils.
Right To Object
“It Is true,"” Axtell said, “that it
people live within the borders of
their own country or what kind of
government they have or what they
do within the borders of their own
land, but when they extend their

i national policy outside their own

country and into the territorial con-
fines of our own, and these activi-
ties conflict with the institutions of
this country, then we have a de-
finite right to object.” -

when the shooting took place.

Mrs. Way gave her- story under
direct examination. Her cross-ex-
amination is yet to come. Under the
questions of Hugh M. Alcorn,
state's attorney, Mrs. Way slowly
unfolded a picture that kept) the
crowded court room at attentlon
from start to finish,

Mrs. Way told of the party in
the Guilfoyle apartment where she
and her husband, Mrs. Gaudet and
daughter, and Dr. and Mrs, Guil-
foyle were present. When the party
broke up, at nine o'clock, she said,
Dr. Guilfoyle left the room and
went to a bedroom., He came out
wearing a brown overcoat, with his
hands in the pockets.

Mr. Way, she said, had gone out
with Mrs. Gaudet's little girl. Dr.
Guilfoyle waited at the apartment
door for Mrs. Gaudet to pass out
and then followed her while Mrs,
Guilfoyle turned out the lights in
a bedroom and Mrs. Way turned
out the lights in the living room.

Heards Shots

Mrs, Way then told of hearing
what at first she thought the back-
fire of an automobile, She hurried
into the hall, however, and imme-
diately two more shots cracked
out. She saw Mrs, Guilfoyle in the
‘hall standing beside the doctor,

“My God, Harold has been
shot!” Mrs., Way testified Mrs.
Guilfoyle exclaimed,

““At the doctor's feet,” said Mrs.
Way, “there was a little automatic
pistol, and all around This face
there was blood.” Mrs, Way con-
tinued:

Shot in Back

“Then I looked out into the ves-
tibule and I saw Mrs, Gaudet was
falling, I got my hand under Mrs.
Gaudet’s back. She said: ‘T am shot
in the back.

“When I finally got back into the
apartment I found Mrs. Guilfoyle
was bathing the doctor's face. She
told him to sit down. He kept
standing up. Mrs. Guiltoyle gald
‘They are coming.’

“Dr, ‘Guilfoyle said ‘Who ls com-!
ing?'

“Mrs. Gullfoyle said: 'The am-
bulance and police are coming.’

“Then - Dr, Guilfoyle started up
and said: ‘They are not going to

STATE REPUBLICANS

Lessen Local Dispuies By

Hartford, Conn., April 18.—The
Republican State Central Commit-
tee today took steps to lessen local

} His Suggestions

| Without mentioning any of the
questions now at issue Senator
Bingham suggested:

“Some people constantly forget

that you cannot make a man honest
by leglslation, It is not law nor
the constitution which moulds and
controls our-civilization. When law
zoes beyond the spirit of the people
t lq'cks that support which alone
akes it certain of obedience.”
“‘Senutor Blugham's audience re-
ceived the declaration’ apparently
with the idea they -helieved he was
referring to the recent constitution-
al amendments.

Senator Bingham also touched
upon ‘‘toleration.” He said:

“The glory of America today is
her tolerance. There is still room
for improvement. Some of our
imodern orator's appear to be afraid
of liberty and tolerance. Let them
have no fear.

{  *“The state must not Interfere
with my home, my church, my
school. How I fit myself to be a
good citizen is my affair.”

Church and State

Senator Bingham declared,
“Thank God we have separated
church and state. A man is no

HIGH POWER STATIONS
FOR RADIO ALLOCATED

New York Gets Four Under
|  New Rules—California Also
Gets Four.

Washington, April 18.—Tenta-
tive plans for the allocation of high
power and other broadcasting sta-
tions, based on the assumption
that the Federal Radio Commis-
sgion would adopt the report of en-
gineering advisers by clearing fil-
ty channels, were obfained today.

Ten full time stations operating
on 5,000 watts or more, would be
allocated to each zone, 18 stations
from 500 to 1,000 watts and 40
stations under 250 watts,

Under this plan New York would
be awarded four high power sta-
tions operating on full time and
one station of this power on 37th
time. California would get four
stations over 5,000 2-55, Pennsyl-
vania 3 3-8, the. fraction indicating
pa rt time, Ohio 2 3-7, Texas 2 and
Illinois 2 6-7. To other zones less
than two stations could! go.

In the 500-1,000 watt class New
York would obtain 7 4-7 stations,
Pennsylvania 6 3-7, Ohio 4 3-7,
';‘g.zas 334, Illinois and California
Allocation of all stations under
the 50-cleared channel plan would
give New York 20, Pennsylvania
23 6-7, Ohio 15 6-7, Texas 133,
Illinois 18 65-8 and California 27 4.

TELLS OF RED RULE

Objects to Recognition of
Soviet Russia By United
States—His Reasons.

Washington, April 18—Opposi-
tion to recognition of Soviet Russia
by the United States so long as that
country is dominated by the Com-

tional, with Russia advocating
Marxian tenets of world revolution,
was voiced at the 37th Continental
Congress of the D. A. R. today by
Silas Blake Axtell, labor lawyer of
New .York, who recenty entered
Russia with the so-called Trade
Union delegation as an observer,

Expressing the belief that Com-
munism would never operate be-
vond the Russian border, and would
in a few years be unrecognizable
even there, Axtell drew a tragic
picture of the life of the Russian
peasant under the existing regime.

The true Communist is a fanatie,
Axtell found, and in Communism
the Russian thinks he has discov-
ered the cure for all of the world’s
evils.

Right To Object

“It is true,” Axtell said, “that it
is no affair of ours how the Russian
people live within the borders of
their own country or what kind of
government they have or what they
do within the borders of their own
land, but when they extend their
national policy outside their own
country and into the territorial con-
fines of our own, and these activi-
ties conflict with the institutions of
this country, then we have a de-
finite right to object.” -

The first
thing that should be done, he rec-
smmends, is the elimination of this
building all together.

Congestion in the Union school
is a serious problem mnow, Dr.
Holmes pointed out, One room of
seventh grade pupils contains 64
persons while another smaller
room, poorly lighted and poorly
ventilated, has a smaller number.
This latter room is lighted by four
ordinary house windows, placed so
that they light only a small part of
the room. Artificial light must be
used at all times.

Move Heating Plant

Four rooms in the Union bulld-
ing are directly over the heating
plant and the air in all of them is
usually stuffy and heavy in the win-
ter, fall and spring. Dirt gathers
on the floors and fdesks and in the
small closets.

“The six rooms which are
now proposed will care only for the
present pupils and will not provide
for the increase which is inevitable
as home-building in the north end
continues.”

Doesn't Allow for Growth

His plan, which will be submit-
ted to the voters on Friday even-
ing, will show that the whole six

rooms might be used up by second,

seventh and eighth grades without
allowing for the usual number of
new pupils who will coms in at the
beginning of the new school year.

He would eliminate the special
room in the Hollister street build-
ing now used for backward chil-
dren. This class he would locate in
the Union school in the place where
the 8th grade is now located. The
seventh grade would be taken from
the Union school to the Harding
school and the children in the port-
able school would be placed in the
seventh grade room.

He would have one second grade
room in the Hollister street addi-
tion and one in the Union school,
There are no rest rooms in either
TUnion or Robertson schools, save
a small closet-like affair in the
Union school which resembles a

No Rest Room

The teachers in thé Robertson
school when in need of a rest room
must use the nurse's office ‘and on
some occasions these needs have oc-

Dr. Holmes would move the of-
fice of Supt.

Epidemic

Congestion is not conducive to
good health and to prove his point
Dr. Holmes mentions an epidemic
of ,grip which was responsible for
31 of the 40 pupils in the portable
school being ill. He is for the 12-
room addition because it will re-
lieve congestion with the result
that the school children will be in
more healthful surroundings.

He also favors improvement of
the ventilation system at the Hard-
ing school. This system is radically
wrong, it has been said by mem-
bers of the hoard of directors, for
there is no vent in the attic. The
air merely circulates through the
ventilators from one room to the
attic and back again and is not
changed.

London.—Lovers of old London
are fearful that Park I ~ne, its most
beautiful thoroughfare which for

#own mansions in England, 1s
doomed to destruction.”

Like its western sister, New
York's Fifth Avenue, Park Lane is
undergoing the changes that the
passage of time bring, One by one
the beautiful maisions are disap-
pearing, and in their stead are ris-
ing apartment houses of the New
York -varic.y—scoffed at by tha
die-hards—but better suited to the
conditions of the present day.

The first to go was Grosvenor
House, situated in a commanding
position on Park Lane, directly
overlooking Hyde Park. The state-
ly house was sold, its interiors re-
moved and the building demolished.
For a short whue there was a line
and then slowly there arose a gi-
gantic structure of red brick.

Modern Flats

*Grosvenor House,” the signs
outside displayed. ‘“Modern service
flats—all latest improvements.”

Members of the old Guard shook
their heads. This, they feared—
was the beginning. Park Lane had
sung its swan song. High taxes,
cumbersome assessments, those
twin curses on the heads of the
wealthy, had struck their blow at
last, and one haa capitulated to
the admission that he could no
longer afford the luxury of a town
house on Park Lane.

A few months later came an even
bigger surprise. Dorchester House,
the finest mangion in London,
where Whitelaw Reid lived for
fourteen years wh-n Ambassador to
the Court of St. James', was sold
to a syndicate for a price in oxcess
of $2,500,000. The news was re-
ceived with universal regret, for
the contract state that the palatial
mansion where Reid had enter-
tained King Edward VII and many
of England's greatest noblemen,
would be torn down to make room
for an apartment hotel.

Up To Date Hotel

Dorche. House is still stand-
ing, but preparations have been
completed for its demolition. The
architects of the proposed hotel are
planning to incorporate its priceless
murals anu wai...coting in the new
structure and every possible fea-
ture of the old house will be re-
tained. But it will not look like
Dorchester House, for it will be a

RAPS NICARAGUA PACT

Washington, April 18.—The pact

Senate today.

*|DENVER JUDGES -

STUDY DIVORCE
EVIL IN STATE

Denver.—The question of mar-
riage—and divorce—is seething in
Denver again,

Firgt, it was Judge Ben Lindsey,
famed juvenile Jjurist, with his
mooted theory of companionate
marriage. =

Now, a very different stand has
been taken by judges of the Denver
district and eounty <ourts. .

Judge Frank McDonough, Sr., of
the district court, led his colleagues
through an informal discussion that
resulted in the announcement that
the Colorado law should be uni-
formly interpreted to mean that a
couple must be married for at least
one year before they are permitted
to petition for divorce on the
grounds of mental cduelty. The
Colorado statute specifically pro-
vides that application for divorce
may not be made on the grounds of;
non-support, drunkenness or drug
addiction until the parties involved
have been wed at least one year.

Alimony Provision

The Denver district court judges
also made it plain that alimony
should be allowed only to those
wives who have had childrem, or
from whom marriage has taken a
“heavy toll,”” and also to women
who may undergo a ‘‘cooling off”
period between the time of prelim-
inary and final decree of divorce.

The ire of the district judges was
aroused when three young women
within a 48 hour period appeared in
court seeking severance of ' the
marital knot after they had been
marrid but a few months. In all
three cases the petition was denied,
the cases being “put over” for six
months,

““The time has come,’ sald Judge
MecDonough, *'to put the brakes not
only on thoughtless marriages, but
on equally impulsive divorces.

“When flappers, with dresses
above their knees, rouge on their
cheeks, lips painted, come into
court with their superficial rea-
gons why they should be granted a
divorce from husbands they knew
only a day or week before marriage
the deadly parallel between the
truth they may tell and the lies
they do tell is created.

No Uniform Law

““There are cases when not to
grant a divorce would work grave
injustice, yet there is no law that
compels a man and woman to live
together and they can separate, if
they desire, until the yedr rolls
around when, after deliberation,
they should be privileged to ask for
divorce,"”

Judge McDonough believes that
there should be no uniform divorce
law for the United States because
climate, temperament and {deals
are not uniform. But, he declares,
he has come to the conclusion that
divorce laws in all of Colorado
should be uniform.

“I am refusing and shall contin-
ue to refuse to grant alimony where
there are no children and where
there is an evident desire on the
part of the wife to ‘get loose,’”
said Judge McDonough. *“I am not
going to be a party to raising up a
lot of frivolous female pensioners.”

It is believed he will be met there
by Miss Herta Junkers and will con-
fer with her upon the arrangements
to be made for the shipment of the
replacements parts,

There is some talk current that
the German fiiers will be taken to
Murray Bay by a second relief plane
reported to be headed towards
Greenly Island. At Murray Bay,
according to this rumor, the fliers
will go to New York in the Junkers
¥-13, sister ship of the Bremen
which is now at Montreal. The
¥-13 was brought to Montreal by
Herta Junkers and Fred Melchior.

The German fliers have only two
alternatives from which to choose
if they expect to 'leave the island
before the spring thaws. They
must either go by air in the Bremen
or in a relief plane, or they will
have to resort to dog teams.

MINISTERS AND SMOKE

Whether or not the General
Conference of the Methodist Epis-

Just so with to-
bacco, which is so closely allied to
tea in its. effects of mild stimula-
tion that in some countries they
are almost as likely to smoke the
tea ag'to drink it—though it does
not make as good a smoke 23 to-
bacco and tobacco certainly does
not make as ‘good a drink as tea.
The New York East Conference
probably has decided that there are
more  important matters - upon
which to predicate a decision as to
a person's fitness for the ministry
than whether he likes either tea
or tobacco. Perhaps the time is not

yet ripe for such an opinion to pre-|

vail in the church throughout the
country, but at all events a start
toward this particular kind of lib-
eralization has been made and
eventually may seem to be worth
general adoption.

THE SUFFERING MOVIES

At a dinner given by the Theatre
Owners Chamber of Commerce at
New York Aaron Sapiro, new Presi-
dent of the Motion Picture Exhibit-
ors Assoclation of New York made
the ungualified statement that all
motion picture theatres, whether
owned by producers, chain opera-
tors or independents, were com-
plaining of a decline in patronage.

We don’t know whether Mr, Sa-
piro was referring to New York
alone or to the country at large,
but the lnfqrence is that the same
condition exists everywhere.

The exhibitors' executive attirib-
uted the falling off in the interest
in the movies to a combination of
two causes—radio and poor pic-
tures. Quite truthfully he said *““The
producer may make the exhibitor
take poor pictures but he cannot
make the patrons pay good money
to see poor-pictures.”

It is true that the movies gained
their tremendous hold on the
American people prior to the seri-
ous competition of the automobile
and long before there was any com-
petition at all from the radlo—
and to that circumstance must be
credited much of the success of the
film business. There was, however,
another factor in the situation
which may possibly have something
to do with the difference in movie
patronage now and say a dozen
years ago. .

The movies attracted swarms of
patrons through the insignificantly
small charges for admission. They
were a ten cent proposition, and the
expense of attendance was almost &
negligible factor. Thousands of
movie fans dropped into some thea-
tre or other quite casually two,
three, four times a week—many of
them rarely missed a day. Today
the price of admission is several
times as much. Though people
it costs more
to live—the surplus is seldom
greater now than it was before the
war. Radio and the automobile
aside, even poor pictures aside, one
reason why the long lines of the
ticket offices are seen less seldom
than in the old days would appear
to be ready at hand.

Pictures cost much more to.- the
exhibitors now than they did then.
It is doubtful If the theatres could
return to the original prices and
pay expenses even with packed
houses, But if the motion picture
business as a whole fancies that it
is going to be able, by any device,
to get as many people into the thea-
tres at the forty and fifty 'cent
prices charged in so many of them
as they did at a thin dlme, it is
doomed to disappointment,

CHANGE

In Chicago Gust Bjorklund and
his wife, both more than 75 years
old, committed sulcide because ma-
chine shoe repairing had displaced
hand work to such an extent that
the old man could no longer earn
a living at the cobbler's bench.
Qust just wouldn't have anything
to do with the machinery. He was
proud of his handicraft, proud
enough to give his life and that of
hiz wife to his devotion to it.

There is something polgnantly
admirable about a craftsmanship
so devoted as this, And yet, in his
scorn for the newer method Gust
quite lost sight of something that
people are very prone to lose sight
of—that the glory and pride of
workmanship and of performance
generally did not begin with their
particular persons or generation,
or, for that matter, with their
methods. Gust's idea of the right
way to bottom a shoe was to sew &
welt to the upper and then sew the
sole to the welt with a certain kind
of stitch, every stitch bheing care-
fully drawn and every particle of
the thread being properly waxed.

And to open the way to
recounts and recanvasses wherever
a trifiing error can be proved would
be to make the business of elec-
tions never-ending, It is doubtful
if any Connecticut court will ever
order a recount unless there is
sound teason to believe that the
will of the electorate has not been
allowed expression,

Today Stephenson reveals [rom
what he declares to be his personal
kuowledg + the tremendous ramifi-
cations of the Klan at its pcnlc—s.—i
000,000 members and an annual in- |
come of $60.000,00v. No aceount-
ing has ever been made of this
money, Stephenson insists.

Stephenson quoted a Iagazine
article as follows: “Throughout the
territory where our (Klan) influ-
ence is dotive, we can point to a
steady rise in the character of pub-|
lie officials. “an increased respect |
for law and order and a return of |
government power in the hands of !
men and women of Americau
character and instinets.”

*“In the state of Indianag,” said
Stephenson in his deposition,
“where without a doubt their
power is greater than any other
place in America, law and order has |
g0 broken down and disrespect for
the law is so pronounced that there |
are more men imprisoned in julls
in the state of Indiapa today than
there have been before in her his-
tory.

Much Corruption

“The . haracter of her state offi-
cials both elected and appointed is
lower than it has ever been before. |
For the first time in her uistory the
will of the people has been subordi-
nated to the arrogant defiance of
the vested greed, graft and corrup- |
tion. She has under indictment to-
day more officials than ever Lefore |
in the history of the common-'
wealth, '

FINANCE ABILITY

Motor Vehicle Department
Discloses Fact That 23,
387 Autoists Had to Give
Proof.

It has been found necessary by
the state motor vehicle department
in the past two years to order maore
than one-twelfth of all Connecti-
cut car owners to give proof of fin-
ancial responsibility in case of ac-
eident, or to show that they are
able to satisiy damage claims aris-
ine from collisions. The total num-
her required to file such proof from
January 1, 1926 to January 1, 1928
has been 23,387. Some already
had insurance and simply had to
file evidence while others had to get
new evidence of financial responsi-
bility. The proof required in most
cases has been liability insurance
coverage, cash bonds, securities, or
liens on real estate. Accidents re-
sulting in death or injury to per-
sons, or damage to property to the
extent of at least §50, and convie-
tions for intoxication, speeding,
reckless driving and evading re-
sponsibility, were the major reasons
for requiring owners (o prove fin-
ancial responsibility.

jetween 60 and 65 per cent. of
the owners in Connecticut are now
finaneially qualified, accordinz to a
‘department estimate. The majority
have voluntarily established res-
ponsibility, for the most part
through some form of insurance
coverare against possible damage
elaims. Since the figst of this year
minor registrants have been requir-
ed by law to become financially
qualified, and it is expected that be-
cause of this requirement the per-
centage will be greatly increased.

An outstanding benefit of the law
authorizing the department to re-
quire proof of financial responsibil-
ity from certain owners is that in-
surance companies are beginning to
use the state records before issuing
coverage to “doubtful'” owners, It
Las already been the case that in-
surance companies have refused to
give policies to persons convicted
of serious motor vehicle offenses or
who have reputations as reckless
drivers. In such cases the offenders

have been faced nvith the necessity |

of keeping off the road.

Department officials also expect
that another benefit from the law
may be a separation of ‘risks,”
eventually allowing a person with-
out a bad record to get a guaranty
from an insurance company at a
rate lower than that allowed the
owner with a poor record. This
may also work as a safety factor.
It is to be expected that the owner
with a good record will do every-
thing possible to avoid accident par-
ticipation in order to keep his re-
cord good. v

Nintyv-nine owners involved in
fatal accidents during the past two
vears and 971 responsible for in-
juries to persons were among those
required to tile proof of financial
responsibility before they were al-
lowed to register their cars. Ac-
cidents causing damage to property
brought the greatest number of
owner's 12,922, within the require-
ment rezulation.

Campaign Portraits—Gov. Alfred E. Smith BMY*MALT SYRUP |

Streets Of East Side

EDITOR'S NOTE: This, the
ninth in a series of Presidential
Campalgn Portraits written for
The Herald and NEA Service by
Robert Talley, is the second of four
articles on Gov. A. Smith of New
York.

Albany, N. Y., April 18.— The
ract that Al Smith jn his boyhood
was a talented amateur actor, gift-
ed with a remarkable ability to
imitate others, probably explains
much of the success that has been
his.

An ability to do as others do, to
profit and learn by their examples,
has bridged the gap in the neglected
education of this farmer East
Side newsboy and fish market
clerk who left school before he
was 15 and who now aspires to be
the president of the United States.

This uncanny abllity to adapt
himself has enabled Governor
smith, now 55, to keep pace with
his opportunities throughout life.

If a man had gone through New
York City in 1873, looking for
sources of future greatness, he
hardly would have bothered to
stroll down South street.

South street fringed the lower
part of the East Side, flanking the
East river. It was lined with
wharves and piers where, in a
tangle of masts and riggings,
ships from all over the world dis-
charged their cargoes. There
were sallors' boarding houses,
saloons flourished, lines of wash-
ing fluttered from tenement win-
dows then as now, and children
played in the narrow streets.

in a four room apartment on
the fourth floor of a narrow tene-
ment at 174 South street, on Dec.
80, 1873, the only man who has
ever been governor of New York
four times was born. His father
was a teamster, Alfred E. Smith,
Br., & brawny lion of a man, poor
In money but rich in friends. His
mother, Catherine Mulvehill Smith,
had recently arrived from Ireland
and bad & brother in the fire de-
partment.

The stories that portray Al Smith
s having been a dirty child of the
slums are all wrong. His mother
gept him clean and neat and in-
stilled ideas of honesty and char-
wcter in her son.

His parents were devout Catho-
lics, so the church took him early.
At 7, he was an altar boy at St
“fames' church nearby. He held
this job until he was 14, often
arising at 6 a. m. to reach the
shurch in time for early mass.

When .the boy was }8 his father
dfed. after a long {llmess. Hard
~ limes pinched but Catherine

Mulvehill was not the kind to sit

’ §

. at home and lament her fate. She

“went out and got a job making
umbrellas and Al went forth to
make some money in the time-
honored way of East Side young-
sters—selling papers.

Before he was 15, increasing
necessity forced young Smith
to quit his classes at St. James’
parochial school and get a job. He
was first a “business chaser" for
a trucking company and later a
combination office boy and clerk
I an oll company's office.

In the evenings, Al found time
to take part in the amateur the-
atricals staged in the church
basement. There were no movies
In those days and the plays were
largely attended. He could sing
and dance or play the part of the
deep-eyed villian equally well.

In 1892, when Al was 19, he
got a job in the Fulton fish mar-
ket. He went to work at 4 a, m,,
worked 12 hours a day and was
paid §12 a week, plus all the fish
he desired to take home.

A year later he went to work as
a steam-fitter—and there politics
found him. ’

In those days, as now, Tammany
}all was not only a political organi-
zation, but a social and benevolent
organization as well. It was a highly
organized machine, with numerous
district “clubs.”

The ward boss was a man who
found jobs for the unemployed,
who extended charity to the
needy, who staged boat excur-
gsions and picnics. Naturally, on
election day he “collected” in the
form of votes,

Tom Foley, autocratic but kind-
ly boss of the old Seymour Club,
enrolled Al as a member. Pretty
soon, he was ‘“one of the boys,”

Foley, keen in political wisdom,
saw a future for Al, the amateur
actor. Foley turned Smith's tal-
ents of dramatic eloguence to
political speech-making. There
began Al Smith. the politician.

When Smith married Miss
Catherine Dunn in 1900, he was
on the city payroll as a subpena
server at §75 a month. Foley
had got him the job.

Tom Foley kept his eye on Al
and in 1903, he decided the young
man was ready.

“A], have you got another suit
of clothes?” Foley asked one day.

Al shook his head and grinned.

“Well," said Foley, *‘so home
and get this suit pressed and be
at the club tonight. You're golng
to run for the assembly.”

A short time later, Smith ‘was
elected to the lower house of New
York's state legislature—the as-
sembly, as it is called.

Lugging a new paste-board
suitease and wearing a brown
derby, a loud vest and a louder
tie, the new assemblyman went 1o
Albany. He found the assembly
a strange, confusing place. His
first term was a dismal failure.

Having accomplished nothing,

ed to quit. But Foley, knowing
that at least two or three terms
are necessary before a man gets
his bearings, made him go back
in 1905.

Smith's education as a legisla-
tor, one might say, began with his
second term. Taking Foley's
word that success was in store,
he gitched into the job to learn
everything he could. He dissected
dry-as-dust bills, pushed himself
forward in committees.

Smith succeeded so well in
1907 he was named to the com-
mittee to study and revise the
charter of New York City. What
he learned there made him an au-,
thority on the relation between |
state and municipal government.

In 1911, Smith was named to
the ways and means committee
and quickly won a reputation for
himself by becoming an authority
on pending legislation. There he
got his first taste of finances and
soon no budget was too compli-
cated for him to assimilate,

After the Triangle Shirtwaist
Co. fire in New York in which
145 girls died, Smith was given the
task of getting through the as-
sembly a program of remedial
factory legislation. That was his
first appearance as a champion of
the people against “the interests."
A little later he became speaker
of the lower house.

Smith lost the speakership when
the Republicans came into con-
trol in 1914, but in 19156 he
won fame as a member of the con-

held this job for two years and
profited handsomely,

Smith served an uninteresting
term as president of the board of
alderman of New York City, and
then, in 1918, he made his first
whirlwind gubernatorial campaign
against Charles S. Whitman, the
popular Republican governor who
was running for re-election.

From time to time experiments
have been made in the feeding of
milk, changing the form or the
preparation and studying the effects
on children fed with this most com-
plete of human foods.

Experiments have been reported
which show that the boiling of
milk interferes somewhat with its
content of mineral salts, particu-
larly calclum and phosphorus, and
that young animals fed on heated
milk alone are likely to develop
rickets.

When children are fed on boiled
milk they must be given increasing
quantities of cod liver oil in order
to improve the growth-promoting
properties, which are to some ex-
tent destoyed by the heating of
the milk.

Milk is also depended upon by
the child in many places for get-
ting its supply of {fodine. Although
the supply of iodine necessary to
the human body is relatively small
In amount, it must be kept up to &
definite level or the child will de-
velop symptoms related to the thy-
roid gland.

Investigators in a medical re-
gearch institute in Aberdeen have
now carried out a series of experi-
ments to find out what happens to
the fodine in milk when the food
{s boiled before serving.

Baby specialists agree nowadays,
that during the first six months,
babies must have three ounces of
fluid per pound of - body  weight
daily. An eight pound baby, - for
instance, needs twenty-four ounces
of fluid. Later on the rule -4s two
ounces of filuid per pound of body
weight. The amount of fluld ab-
sorbed by a breast fed baby is best
determined by weighing him before
and after feeding for the whole
day: and it is easlly calculated for
the bottle fed one. Then make up
any deflciency with water,

Said If Jack Did Not Fight In
June He Would Not Meet
Hin—Then He Named

Heeney.

New York, April 18.—In the
wake of George L, Rickard's return
to the lana of the sky blue cheek
bone came a potpourri of affirma-
tions foday that seemed to prove
that full details of the bout in July
for the world’'s heavyweight cham-
pionship—including the selection of
Thomas Heeney, the honest bolon-
ey, as challenger—are being very
capably handled by James Joseph
Tunney.

The first of these, as should be,
provided to be the most important.
1t was to the effect that Tunney had
more te do with Jack Dempsey’s
“retirement” than any other indiv-
jdual identified with the matter,
not exelusive of Vempsey himself.
Tunney was said to have effected
this pass by insisting that Demp-
sey fight him in June or not at all.
The alternative, being more in
keeping with Dempeey's idea of the
situation, proved to be the more
gcceptable, it seems,

The VUltimatum

“Dempsey either will fight me in
June or he will not fight me again
at any time,” Tunney was quoted
as having declared. “Unless he ac-
cepts the June date, I know he
won't fight me again because I shall
refuse to fight him.”

The man to whom this statement
was made was in New York today
and this word can be accepted as
thoroughly reliable.  He declared
that Tunney had gone on to explain
that his two-fight plan had been
predicated on this program: First,
Dempsey; second, the winner of the
eliminanon tournament.

Dempsey, it seems, refused to be
the first victim and was ruled off
the turf, pronto, making further
build-up - of the elimination con-
tender unnecessary. The choice of
Heeney was then made vy Tunney
over the strenuous objection of Jess
McMahon, who mnot only makes
Rickard’'s matches but most of his
decisions. He didn’t make this on=
because it already had been made
for Rickard .y the champion.

Admits It

Rickard. himself admitted this
ioday, according to Danny Dunn,
manager of Johnny Risko, who call-
ed upon the promoter to discover,
if possibie, 'riiat had happened to
the heavyweight elimination tourn-
ament. 'Lne admission was directly
contradictory to Rickard's person-
al statement to newspapermen yes-
terday but then, if you must try o
follow these gentlemen around, you
will do well to pick your hobby
horse before the rest of them are
gone,

In line with this, Rickard de-
clared yesterday that he, personal-
ly, had picked July as the date for
the enterprise because he felt it
would work out just as favorably
RS an engagement in September.
From sources close to both men, it
was discovered today that Rickard
Yielded on this point -~nly after a
prolonged protest. Brother Tunney,
it seemed, desired to tour Europe
later in the season and had no wish
to have his plans upset by a promo-
fer's whim.

The
word went around that the works
were in against Heeney but the big
New Zealander paid no attention to
it and Harvey passed it off with a
remark—‘They certainly wouldn't
do it to us.”

But something must have been in
it because Gorman started throw-
ing punches at Heeney's knees at
the start of the fight and finally
wag disqualified in the third round
on a foul. The works looked to
have been in, not only to steal a
decision but possibly to hurt him.

Heeney took it in his amiable
way and didn’t complain a word.

The accident occurred about
5 o'clock In the afternoon. Mr.
‘Weir was riding in a westerly di-
rection two feet and eight inches
from the side of the road when the
truck struck him from behind, ac-
cording to testimony.

Although the truck went a dis-
tance of 84 feet before it came to
a halt after striking the bicycle,
there was no evidence that the
truck had been going at an exces-
sive rate of speed. Testimony
as to this point varied from fifteen
to twenty miles an hour. The rea-
son for the long distance which the
truck traveled after the accident is
believed to have been due to Mor-
rison becoming excited after the
crash.

For fully three-quarters of an
hour, Prosecuting Attorney Charles
R. Hathaway and Attorney John J.
Burke of Hartford for the defense,
guestioned cross-examined witness-
es and debated over technical
points involving the position of the
bicycle, the Ford truck, a Hartford-
{o-Willimantic bus, a car driven by
Pafrolman Joseph Prentice and an-
other occupied by Mr. Holl himself.

The prosecutor tried to prove
that Morrison was guilty of reck-
less driving because Weir was rid-
ing only 32 inches in from the
shoulder of the road and that Mor-
rison made no effort to avoid strik-
ing him by ‘a left turn| The de-
fonse, however, maintained that
Weir turned on to the sand at the
side of the road to allow the bus to
pass and that he swerved back on-
to the road too late for Morrison to
avold striking him.

Judge Johmson, making his de-
cision, said there was no conclusive
proof of reckless driving on the
part of Morrison insofar as speed
or the position of the truck and bi-
eycle: were concerned. He sald it
was a case of negligent driving, if
anything, and that the degree was
insufficient for him to find Mor-

ter for the civil court to decide.
