AT BASE OF BREMEN RESCUE OPERATIONS
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Hartford, Conn.. April 19.— “ I 
propose to show by documentary 
evidence that Dr. Guilfoyle was 
making plans to leave the country 
by steamship, and that he had his 
plan in mind on the night of the 
.shooting. 1 propose to show that 
he was enamoured of this woman 
and he planned to have her leave 
with him if she would.” •

So State's Attorney H. M. Al­
corn today told the three Superior 
Court judges who are trying Dr. 
Harold N. Guilfoyle, federal veter­
inarian. for first degree murder in 
connection with the shooting of 
Mrs. Max J. Gaudet, of New Ha­
ven. here last January.

The state's attorney attempted 
to introduce a note found in the 
Guilfoyle apartment. , A long dis­
cussion between counsel took 
place. The note was barred as evi­
dence but was ordered marked for 
identification.

Premeditated Murder 
“ The state claims this was pre­

meditated murder,” Mr. Alcorn de­
clared in arguing for adrnission of 
the note. While the note itself was 
not read in court, the tenor, of the 
court discussion indicated that it 
contained a reference to a farewell 
and a possible suicide.

Detective-Sergeant Joseph H. 
Quinn, of the Hartford force, was 
on the stand when the note was 
produced. He told of having found 
it in a trunk in the Guilfoyle apart­
ment here after the shooting. With 
him, he said, were Edward J. 
Hickey, county detective, and 
Franz J. Carlson, city prosecutor.

Defense Objects
John T. Robinson, of defense 

counsel, promptly objected on the 
ground that the note had no bear­
ing on the case. Mr. Robinson 
showed the note to Dr. Guilfoyle. 
The doctor appeared amused by it. 
Mr. Alcorn then thundered his dec­
laration as to his intention of pro­
ducing documentary evidence of 
Dr. Guilfoyle’s plan for flight. He 
ended by declaring;

“ What this paper indicates is a 
design to do at sometime what was 
done on the night of the shooting.” 

Mr. Robinson retorted: “ It is ob­
vious that this note w'as printed 
years ago.” From this remark it 
was taken that the note was in hand 
printing. Mr. Robinson declared 
“ it is not connected with this case 
in any way and It is not relevant.

HOPPE GOES BACK 
TO VERMONT JAIL

Notorious Criminal Shot in 
Hartford, Must Finish 15 
Year Sentence.

Hartford, Conu., April 19.—  
Stephen Hoppe went to Windsor, 
Vermont, today, to complete the re­
mainder of a fifteen-year term for 
the shooting of a Proctorsville. 
Vermont, storekeeper, several years 
ago. Hoppe waived extradition 
when Vermont officers came to 
town with papers from the gover­
nor of Vermont, and before noon 
was placed, shackit,. between the 
Vermonters on a train bound 
north.

Washington, April 19.— The de­
fense rested suddenly in the crimi­
nal conspiracy trial of Harry F.

was borrowed from E. B. McLean, 
Washington publisher.

The defense closed with an ex­
planation of a $25,000 transaction 
between Sinclair and Fall. This was 
apart from the $233,000 that the 
government charges was a bribe to 
Fall, but which the defense claims 
was payment for a third interest in 
Fall’s New Mexico ranch.

It took half a dozen of the wit­
nesses and a whole series of notes 
and cancelled checks to trace the 
highly involved transaction.

SENATE TO ENDORSE 
NICARAGUAN POUCY

Expect a Test Vote on Naval 
Appropriation Bill Late To­
day.
Washington, April 19.— An en­

dorsement of the Coolidge-Kellogg 
policy in Nicaragua was anticipat­
ed in the Senate today as a climax 
to the sharp battle over American 
occupation of the Pwi-American 
republic.

The test vote was due on an 
amendment, offered to the $363,- 
000,000 naval appropriations bill, 
which would force the immediate 
withdrawal of ' all American 
marines, by denying the use of any 
new funds for thei^ maintainance 
in Nicaragua. Administration Sena­
tors predicted defeat of the amend­
ment.

Senator William E. Borah, Re­
publican of Idaho, chairman of the 
Senate foreign relations commit­
tee, who first demanded withdrawal 
of the marines but later urged they 
be kept there until after the Sep­
tember elections, was prepared to 
defend the administration’s policy.

SYNTHETIC GASOUNE

PROPELLER ON WAY
New York, April 19—  Otto J. 

Scherer, mechanic of the Junkers 
Airplfine Corporation, was enroute 
to Montreal today. With a propeller 
for the Junkers monoplane Bremen 
which was disabled In its forced 
landing at Greenly Island last Fri­
day.

Scherer left here last night. 
From Montreal he will proceed im­
mediately to Murray Bay, Que., ar­
riving some time late today. The 
propeller will be shipped from Mur­
ray Bay to Greenly Island in the 
Canadian Trans-Continental Air­
ways plane which Major Fitz- 
maurice will use to rejoin his Ger­
man companions.

The propeller was taken from the 
Junkers F-13 monoplane immedi­
ately after its arrival at Curtis'Field 
from Montreal. Another propeller 
is being manufactured for the F-13 
at the factory of the Curtis Air­
plane Company.

If the new propeller is finished in 
time, it is possible that Pilot Fred 
Melchior will again take-off for 
Montreal and Murray Bay in the 
sister ship of the Bremen. In that 
event Major Fitzmaurice and 
the replacement parts and fuel for 
the Bremen might be taken to 
Greenly Island in the F-13 instead 
of the Trans-Continental Airways 
plane.

Washington, April 19.— The Ger­
man Chemical Cartel plans to pro­
duce synthetic gasoline at the rate 
of 10,000 tons monthly this year as 
an outstanding developmenl.

The situation has been compli­
cated by the establishment of the 
Spindolin Gesellschaft, which ac­
cording to department advices, is 
said to be the subsidiary of an im­
portant American inde»,endent oil 
company.

Despite the large synthetic pro-* 
duction, which has not yet appre­
ciably affected imports owing to 
the rapidly increased mechaniza­
tion of the country, the growing use 
of airplanes and oil burning ships, 
have combined to boost consump­
tion in the market.

Heavy consumption is reflected 
by the fact that in addition to use 
of most of the synthetic oils and 
gas iii’oduced, Germany Imported 
crude and refined gasoline in the 
volume of 590,000 metri-; tons last 
year, a gain of about 2o Jer cent 
from 1926. •

“ I am going to Murray Bay to­
day to examine the replacement 
parts for the Bremen brought there 
by the Junkers people,” Fitz­
maurice said.

“ Just as soon as a propeller ar­
rives from New York and Benzol Is 
brought up from Montreal I will 
leave for Greenly Island In a Trans­
continental Airways plane.

Parts Arrive Today.
“ They tell me that both the ben­

zol and propeller will get to Murray 
Bay sometime today or tomorrow 
at the latest.”

Lake St. Agnes Is the base of the 
Canadian Trans-Continental Air­
ways Company. It is about ten 
miles from Murray Bay. Mhjor Fitz­
maurice spent the night there at 
the company’s quarters.

our lonely outpost to get spare 
parts for the machine. Captain 
Koehl, Dr. Louis Cusinler and the 
mechanic of the Schiller plane de­
cided to remain here at Greenly 
Island with me when Fltzmaurlce 
hopped off for Murray Bay. I hope 
that Fitzmaurice will be back this 
evening or tomorrow. I think the 
repairs can be made in a day so 
that we may be able to hop off on 
Saturday.”

The baron said that the last half 
of the journey was made under 
frightful conditions, with fog so 
thick that nothing could be seen. 
He sat in the back of the plane 
while Koehl and Fitzmaurice took 
turns at the controls. He slept at in­
tervals and In his waking moments 
killed time by writing poetry.

Land Discovered
“ It was Fitzmaurice who first 

discovered land,” said the baron. 
“ He told Koehl and we set off flares 
to see if we could get any response. 
The flares lighted up the air be­
neath us and we saw that we were 
flying over a dense forest.

“ Koehl made out the lake and we 
descended. That was about five 
o’clock in the afternoon. Despite 
the perils and the hardships of the 
long flight we felt sure all the time 
that we would succeed. First we 
ran into adverse winds, then rain, 
then fog, then a gale of wind, fog 
and snow combined. The worst 
troubles were off the Grand Banks 
of Newfoundland— a district known 
for years in shipping circles as the 
graveyard of the Atlantic.”

The baron told of the pleasant 
surprise he and his companions felt 
when Schiller arrived in his plane 
on Sunday. In the meantime the 
flyers were not lonesome. A num­
ber of persons had crossed Belle 
Isle Strait from the Labrador main­
land to visit them.

Baron von Huenefeld paid won­
derful tribute to his two compan- 
i?)ns, saying that they showed the 
utmost courage throughout the 
trip. They were cheerful and never 
once lost hope. When the landing 
was made Koehl anu Fitzmaurice 
were nearly blind from straining 
their eyes through the fog in an 
effort to descry land.

If the Connecticut delegates go 
to Kansas City determined to make 
Coolidge their first choice, their 
second choice certainly ’ will be 
treading close on the heels of the 
first, and the second without any 
question is gerbert Hoover. And if 
they do vote for Coolidge on the 
first ballot, it will be because they 
have been persuaded that the nomi- 
na,tion of Mr. Coolidge is the ex­
pedient thing even if not the thing 
that appeals to their Individual 
imaginations.

There is an assumption on the 
part of the more hard boiled Re­
publican politicians of Connecticut 
that Calvin Coolidge’s name is still 
one to conjure with— that he would 
be more certain of election than 
any other candidate, even though 
his candidacy would necessarily 
lack vividness. This assumption Is 
BO general that we almost hesitate 
to stack up our judgment against 
those of the leaders who have pro­
moted the Coolidge candidacy and 
who have succeeded In making the 
President the first choice of this 
state’s delegation. But we are nev­
ertheless unconvinced.

There is a belief, which in the 
last week has crystallzed into cer­
tainty in the minds of the best in- 
lormed, that President Coolidge 
has in effect consented to become 
the nominee— only in the event 
that the convention fails to react 
In the right way toward some other 
candidacy. Granted that this is so.
It ought obviously to be the reserve 
strength of the convention, and not 
used as a means to bring about the 
very complication which the Cool- 
ddge nomination might be called 

• on to solve. For the Connecticut 
delegation to withhold its first bal­
lot vote from Mr. Hoover in order 
to give It to the President might 
contribute to the very situation 
which might later force the nam­
ing of Mr. Coolidge— which, what­
ever the leaders think, is not any 
longer the most urgent hope of 
Connecticut Republicans.

President Coolidge has been an 
excellent President. Through him 
the dignity of his great office has 
been restored. He has stood stead­
fastly for economy and conser­
vatism. His administration has 
been free from any breath of scan­
dal. Under It the country has 
known an unprecedented measure 
of prosperity. But frankness de­
mands the admissijpn that President 
Coolidge is not a dramatic nor a 
colorful figure— and the Republi­
can nominee Is going to have to 
meet a candidate who is colorful 
aiid dramatic in very high degree. 
Also no man can be President of 
the United States Without incur­
ring enmities and grudges. Mr. 
Coolidge has incurred both. And 
he is going to be nailed on to defy 
the granger states by vetoing again 
the McNary-Haugen bill— or to, 
lose much of the confidence of the 
East if he should fail to veto it. _

RUBBER
There Is money being lost in 

rubber. Large contracts pladed be- 
«fore the abandonment of the Brit­
ish monopoly plan represent sums 
much In excess of the amounts for 
which those contracts could be 
placed today. The tire manufactur­
er handicapped with extensive pur­
chases at monopoly prices is just 
now at a serious disadvantage 
compared with bis r i^ l who is in 
a position to base production prices 
on the current cost ot rubber.

Bat against these losses on pres­
ent stocks must be set off the even­
tual gain to the whole rubber in 
dustry and to the people of this 
country through what Is nothing 
but stabilization after an artificial 
infiation. The rubber bubble has 
blown up. It is doubtful if ever 
again any group or any nation will 
attempt to stimulate the price of 
this commodity beyond reason. We 
shall be buying our tires cheaper 
for many years. The rubber Indus 
try will assimilate its comparative 
ly slight losses— slight when com­
pared with future savings— and we 
shall all be better off.

Business done on the level is 
more profitable in the long run 
than business done on a basis of 
artificially sustained profit. Sooner 
or later any fabricated boom ex­
plodes— then mu^ come readjust­
ment, embarrassment, loss.

THE AURORA
Post graduate scientists at 

Princeton have, more or less acci­
dentally, brought about a labora­
tory reproduction of the phenome­
non of the aurora borealis or north­
ern lights. They had been working 
on the aurora spectrum In the hope 
of finding a way to create the light 
from oxygen in sufficient strength 
to determine the atmopheric condi­
tion that produces the aurora 
borealis In nature. They tell us that 
their theory now is that active ni­
trogen, transferring its .energy to 
oxygen under certain conditions, 
is the cause of the phenomenon. 
They are striving to isolate tho 
exact conditions.

All of which would make it less 
than surprising if artificial repro­
duction of the natural aurora 
borealis may be accomplished.

If so, then it is our opinion that 
science will have poached on the 
most beautiful and most awe-in­
spiring manifestation of nature’s 
caprice. The eternal miracles of 
sunrise and sunset are too familiar 
to the human race to fill the soul 
full with wonder or the heart with 
ecstacy. But the aurora Is rare, and 
in its mystery and grandeur al­
most smothers the beholder In a 
sense of his own insignificance and 
vulgarity, reduces his pictures, his 
skyscrapers and his railroad to the 
quality of penny toys.

Shall we presently have artificial 
aurora borealis, as marvelously 
beautiful as the silent trampling of 
the white horses of the heavens, on 
every theatre stage? Shall the eerie 
mysticism of the nofthern lights be 
converted into a chemical formula 
to be learned by kids at school? 
And, worst of all, shall we soon 
know that the millions of miles of 
distance which our ignorance told 
us lay between our doorsteps and 
the flashing ribbons ot the north 
is all in our eye, so to speak, and 
that the aurora is born and bred a 
quarter of a mile away, ^here the 
airplanes fly?

We confess to a sneaking hope 
that none of these things will 
transpire. We hate to crab the sci­
entists’ game, but we do trust that 
they will meet a flop. Let us at 
least retain this one wondrous illu­
sion unprobed.

™^P?oponent8 of the measure assert 
that strikes and sectional depres­
sions in textile manufacturing clt-, 
ies, the bituminous doal «elds and 
some agricultural areas have strick­
en the chUdren of workers 
farmers as their principal victims.

The fact that children have suf­
fered in the coal fields is pnerally 
recognized and Senator Wheeler of 
Montana and Congressman La- 
Guardia of New York bellevA they 
can prove that many children are 
also undernourished and undep- 
clothed in other sections.

The main opposition they must 
face', however, is based on the 
doubt whether such relief is a duty 
of the federal government. There is 
some- doubt now whether the bill 
will have an open hearing or not.

If it does, testimony about the 
condition "of children will be heard 
from President John L. Lewis of the 
United Mine Workers of America, 
President Thomas P. McMahon of 
the United Textile Workers of Am­
erica and representatives ^  
labor unions. President WilUain 
Green of the American Federation 
of Labor may appear.

Opponents of the resolution d o ! 
not believe that conditions among 
children are anywhere near as bad; 
as painted and argue that passage' 
of the bill would be a dangerous 
experiment in paternalism.

The Wheeler and LaGuardia 
measures are alike except that La­
Guardia would . appropriate $75,- 
000,000 for the job, whereas 
asks only $25,OOO,OO0.

LaGuardia’s resolution provides: 
“ That there is thereby created a 

board to administer relief for chil­
dren in distress in prolonged strike^  ̂
such as those in the bituminous 
coal mines, children of the unem­
ployed, and of other parents in ex­
treme poverty .'including children of 
farmers in distressed agricultural 
areas, to be known as the Federal 
Child Relief Board, to consist of the 
secretary of labor, the ■ chief of the 
children’s bureau of the Depart­
ment of Labor, and the secretary of 
agriculture.”

The board would have power to 
buy food and clothes for needy 
children and to make cash pay­
ments to parents and otherwise con­
tribute to child welfare, but it Is 
specifically provided that nothing 
in the resolution would authorize 
the placing of any children in in­
stitutions.

It is unlikely that the resolution 
will be favorably reported by any 
congressional committee and it 
may not even get to a vole. Oppo­
sition presumably employers who 
would complain that any such es­
tablishment as that proposed would 
amount to federal subsidy of strik­
ing workmen.

The fact is, of course, that no 
government agency has any com­
prehensive data on the actual con­
dition of children in the coal fields, 
children of the many persons now 
unemployed or chUdren on farms.

The Committee for Federal Re­
lief for Children which is backing 
the legislative project says, how­
ever, that such regional and local 
Investigations as have been made 
indicate considerable suffering 
among children under 14. It points 
out, with the hope of gaining sup­
port from industry, that If child 
health is now Imperiled, in many 
cases the efficiency of the workers 
of tomorrow will be considerably 
lessened. In its propaganda on be­
half of the resolution, it admits 
American prosperity, but says it is 
lopsided.

U.S.ARCHITECrS 
IN MOVEMENT TO 
SAVE LANDMARKS

ithe Society for the Preservation of 
Virglijila Antiquities, the Land-̂  
marks Club of California and thQ 
New York Monument Commission.

Washington,— ^America’s vanish­
ing landmarks— the gray and niossy 
old buildings and monuments 
around which so much tradition of 
the country’s past Is entwined —  
must be saved.

The American Institute of Archi­
tects has undertaken to lead this 
movement, according to A. Law­
rence Kocher, chairman of the as­
sociation’s committee on the Pres­
ervation of Historic Monuments and" 
Natural Resources.

“ Thie Institute- plans to consoli­
date the efforts of state and coun­
try historical societies, fine arts 
commissions and patriotic organi­
zations,” Kocher said.

Already we have protested 
against cases of vandalism and 
have taken steps to affiliate our­
selves with the British Council for 
the Preservation of Rural England 
whose effort will parallel ours.”

Save Old Buildings
The support of more than 3,000 

members of the’ architects society 
has been enlisted. A graphic pre­
sentation of the actual and threat­
ened tragedies among the histori­
cal structures of the country will be 
prepared.

Commerce and the greatly in­
creasing valuation of property in 
the hearts of the large cities, and 
of the smaller ones too, are the 
chief enemies of the effort to main­
tain historical buildings.

Annapolis, Maryland, an old city 
rich in tradition, while not without 
changes has held on remarkably to 
the atmosphere of its architectural 
origin, according to Kocher. It 
has retained its wealth of pre-Re- 
volutionary dwellings with some of 
the charm of the colonial village.

“ However, several of the histori­
cal houses of old Annapolis are on 
the auction block,” Kocher said. 
“ St. John’s College, dating back in 
its founding to the days of Wil­
liam and Mary, is seeking to ac­
quire the Hammond-Harwood, the 
Brice, Peggy Stewart and Pinkney 
Houses, as a part of its holdings.
■ “ While the efforts of this school 

are of a private nature, neverthe­
less the acquisition of these houses 
would mean the preservation by 
reverent hands of some of Ameri­
ca’s finest monuments.”

Regional Organizations
Kocher pointed out that the prob­

lem is one of finance. Public fin­
ance, he added, can assure the sav­
ing of these dwellings and appro­
priately make possible their use as 
a part of our third oldest institu­
tion of higher learning A modest 
sum, as benefactions go nowadays 
should make possible the acquisi­
tion and restoration of these monu­
ments of the past.

‘ ‘NEW AL SMITH’' HAS 
REAL SOCIAL POISE

EDITOR’S NOTE— This, the tenth<  ̂
in a,' series of Presidential Cam­
paign Portraits written for The 
Herald and NEA Service by Rob­
ert Talley, is the third of four, 
articles on Gov. A1 Smith of New 
York.

Albany, N. Y., April 19.— The jo b , 

)f making “ the new A1 Smith” out 
9f the former East Side newsboy, 
ishmarket clerk, ward politician 
ind Tammany Hall prodigy, began 
soon after he was inaugurated as 
governor for the first time on Jan. 
L, 1919.

ji'lemish government in the 17 th 
jentury, boiled with rage at the in­
trusion.

Governor Smith prides himself 
on the fact that he doesn’t use 
“ court of appeals language” in ex­
plaining his points to his audiences.

Governor Smith soon found that 
a governor’s job requires something 
snore than mere ability. Social 
dutit.,. and a certain amount of 
dignity, polish and culture devolve 
upon the governor of a great state 
like New York. Such is part of the 
Job, part of the game.

It did not take long for a man 
with the keen intelligence^ of A1 
Smith to recognize this fact. He 
began immediately. He toned down 
ijis dress, he became more careful 
with his East Side slang w’hen in 
•Ijublic, he submitted prepared 
copies of his speeches to the new's- 
paper reporters with the request 
that they revise them and "take out 
the fish market language.”

It was a long, hard job for a 
man whose education had^been left 
pft before he was 15, who had come 
tip in the atmosphere of the Bowery 
and who had done little or no read­
ing.

Golf was not the least of the 
things that helped in the emer­
gence of “ the new A1 Smith.”

But Smith was a torn actor. 
He watched others, profited by ex­
perience, and today his dignity, 
manner and speech on public oc­
casions are above reproach. Such 
was the beginning of “ the new A1 
Smith.”

The secret of A1 Smith’s tremen­
dous personal popularity that has 
enabled him to be four times elect­
ed governor of a normally Republi­
can state is easily explained. It is 
because A1 Smith knows human 
nature— not through books on 
sociology and other subjects, but 
through contact with ,jeople. When 
A1 Smith thinks of human hunger, 
for example, he does not think of it 
in terms of calories but in terms of 
empty stomachs.

He knows the affairs of New 
York state better than any other 
man has ever know'n them, due to

The Harding landslide of 1920 
sŵ ept the Democrats out of office 
in New York and Smith went down 
in defeat, running nearly 1,000,000 
votes ahjead of his ticket and miss­
ing re-election by a narrow margin. 
He retired from public life for the 
first time since 1903 and entered a 
private trucking business.

In 1922, Smith became a candi­
date for governor again and was 
elected. He has held the office ever 
since.

The 1922 campaign saw a re­
newal q,f the bitter personal feud 
between Smith and William Ran­
dolph Hearst, the publisher. Hdarst 
wanted to run for the Senate on the 
ticket which had Smith as a guber­
natorial nominee, and certain Tam­
many leaders exerted much pres­
sure to gain Smith’s consent. He 
steadfastly refused, recalling that 
in 1919 Hearst’s newspapers had 
accused him of being responsible 
for New York City's poor milk 
supply.

Returning to Albany as governor 
in 1922, Smith resumed the urging 
of those policies that he had in­
augurated in his first term. These 
included, among others, a consoli­
dation of the state’s numerous 
bureaus and commissions into 18 
closely-knit, responsive bodies: the 
liberalization of the labor and 
workmen’s ■■ compensation laws; 
continuation of the building of 

j highways on a strict business basis: 
j passage of a $300,000,000 bond 
' issue to eliminate ra,ilroad cross­

ings; development of a statewide 
system of parks: conservation of 
waterpower resources; added finan­
cial support for education; legisla­
tion to relieve housing conditions 
i^ New York City and a 48-hour 
week for industry.

He has almost completely re­
organized the state’s government 
on the basis of business-like ad­
ministration and effected many 
economies.

Today Governor Smith runs the 
state with a cabinet of department 
heads, composed of 12 Protestants, 
two Roman Catholics and one Jew. 
Ilis secretary— George Gaves— is a 
Protestant, Republican and thirty- 
second degree Mason.

The governor once took orders 
from Tammy Hall, but now he 
gives orders to Tammany Hall. By

mountains of the old South, in the 
days when Volstead was unheard 
Df, were gentlemen with principles 
and traditions as compared with 
the present day high-powered boot­
leggers who care only for profits.

And prohibition, followed the 
advent of the bicycle and the motor 
car, has brought about a faster 
pace which would have made the 
old folks in their younger days fall 
back in astonishment and shun the 
sheiks and flappers as outcasts.

These are the opinions of J. R. 
Calloway, former police chief of 
Longmont, Colo., and Fred A. Man­
gold, retired federal revenue offi­
cer and Colorado pioneer. Both at­
tended the annual gathering of the 
Colorado Sheriffs Association in 
Denver recently.

Despite their illicit trafficking, 
Calloway had high praise for the 
hill billies of Virginia, North and 
South Carolina, Alabama and Ken­
tucky, where he worked years ago 
as a federal sleuth. They held 
themselves as free Americans pri­
marily and stood upon their rights 
in vigorous Elizabethian language.

E.\'i>ert Distillers
They held their trade, the pro­

duction of good whiskey, in high 
esteem, he declare.’ , and their li­
quid corn output was hard to rival, 
even by the better grade of legal 
brands which once were permitted 
in the land.

"The hill men,”  he said, "con­
cocted their brew from their own 
corn, in their own pots and with 
their own firewood, and it was be­
yond their comprehension that 
Uncle Sam should interfere. V No 
one ever heard of their stuff being 
poisonous, for they inherited their 
liquor trade from generations of 
distillers and they also believed 
they inherited the right to make 
It.”

They were hard fellows to catch, 
too, Calloway remembered. They 
always hid in the fastness of the 
hills, and usually the only clue to 
their whereabouts was a slip of 
smoke ascending far off from the 
fire under their stills. When they 
wwe apprehended they fought like 
madmen and engaged in gun duels 
that rivaled the present Chicago 
gang feuds, according to Calloway. 
The moonshiners also were taken 
under wing by their law-abiding 
aelghbors who hated the federal of- 
llcere as much as they loved a nip 
jf gdnd coi^n. The officers, Callo- 
ivay said, ferretted out the moon- 
rb<ners either on horseback or in 
i buggy and often times the har- 
less would be cut by the friendly 
leig^hliors, who always said the 
laSea bad done the cutting.

Those days are over with forever

said. “ In place of the genial hill 
billy, we have the unprincipled 
bootlegger who sells his stuff fair or 
foul. Needle beer in Chicago, pois­
oned sugar rum in the Rockies, bad 
gin on the coast and anything in 
New York are some of his produc­
tions. He is unsentimental and if 
he is caught he usually escapes 
with a small fine.

Do Not Fear Law
At worst, if he owns a still, he 

can be sent to the penitentiary for 
from three to five years under the 
Colorado anti-still law. Even that 
law has not perceptibly diminished 
the bootlegging business, which 
shows that most ’leggers are mer­
chants or brokers purchasing their 
stuff from still men.”

Mangold also has  ̂ colorful re­
cord as a federal revenue officer 
in Colorado, coming here in 1879. 
He was sheriff in El Paso county in 
1891 and was a spectator of the 
boom days in Cripple Creek. He 
agrees with Calloway that the li­
quor situation is “ unsatisfactory,” 
and declared that disobedience of 
the Volstead law is one of the 
weakening influences in modern 
life.

As Mangold sees it, another bad 
influence was ushered in with the 
automobile, which increased con­
tacts and resulted in a condition in 
which the smell of booze on the 
breath of young people is consid­
ered an achievement. Life, was 
simpler in the old days, he said, a~d 
consisted mainly of church, mid­
week prayer meeting, a weekly 
dance, maybe a buggy ride. "Wo­
men were draped thoroughly from 
head to foot and whiskey breaths 
on yo.ung people caused their os­
tracism.

Both Calloway and Mangold, 
however, have faith in the young 
people of the day and believe that 
conditions will improve.

Owing to a congested court 
calendar the Lapierre appeal was 
continued until the supreme court 
convenes in Los Angeles in June.

Briefs to test the constitutional­
ity of the new California law on 
insanity pleas will be argued by 
Hickman’s attorneys May 8 in Sac­
ramento. If his case is finally sub­
mitted in May, the supreme court 
has 90 days to render its decision, 
thus advancing the execution until 
early August, if Hickman loses, 
Lapierre’s appeal is expected to be 
decided in June or July, thus bring­
ing his and Hickman’s doom date 
again close together.

CHILD MARRIAGE 

IS JUDGE’S PLAN
Chicago, 111.— “ Child marriages 

would be banned by law in Illinois, 
according to a proposal of Judge 
William J. Lindsay, who heard 
thousands of divorce proceedings 
here.

Before his appointment to the 
criminal bench in superior court of 
Cook county. Judge Lindsay watch­
ed the stream of wrecked matri­
mony pouring through his court 
and concluded that youth is a seri­
ous handicap for any marriage-

Girls should be prohibited from 
marrying before they are 21 by the 
law Judge Lindsay suggests, and 
the opportunity to assume the yoke 
before they are 25.

The present Illinois law sets 16 
years as the girl’s age and 18 as 
the boy’s.

“ Marriages under economic dif­
ficulties are often followed by di­
vorce,” Judge Lindsay pointed out.

“ In my court I have watched 
hundreds of married couples who 
were almost children apply for sep­
aration, because of financial 
troubles.

"Unconsciously, the young wife 
feels a ranking resentment that 
her husband is unable to provide 
for her as she would live to live, 
and as she has" been used to living 
in her parents’ home.

“ I don’t mean that the young 
wives are intentionally disloyal, 
but when a girl can’t have the kind 
of clothes her youth demands and 
can’t dance and see movies as sjie 
want ,̂ there is bound" to be a feel­
ing of dissatisfaction.

"Father has been working years 
and he has the earning power to 
satisfy the demand for his daugh­
ter’s youth.

“ But the young husband, if he 
marries at IS, is scarcely out of 
high school. There is no niche in 
the financial structure which will 
yield him enough to support a 
wife.”

The age limit proposed by Judge 
Lindsay, he believes, would be the 
minimum at which marriage can be 
successful.

“ If a boy goes to college, he is 
22 when he graduates, at least. 
Three years is not a long time to 
allow him to become financially 
capable of caring for his wife.

“ As for the girl, she is scarcely 
settled enough to know her own 
mind, or to be able to undergo the 
minor financial stringencies of ma­
trimony until she is at least 18. 

Judge Lindsay’s View
Judge Lindsay does not maintain 

that youthful" marriages are the 
result of “ puppy love” as has been 
charged by many observers. He 
finds his sole fault with the uncer­
tain economic structure of such 
unions.

Youth, however, has an ardent 
supporter in its matrimonial ambi­
tions, in Judge Joseph Sabath, 
another experienced divorce arbiter 
of the Chicago courts.

The boy who counts the days un­
til he can marry at IS with a sal­
ary of $20 a week finds Judge 
Sabath his friend.

"I married when I was 17 and 
never regretted it,” Judge Sabath 
says. “ I would do the same thing 
again.' Parents coming into court 
seeking separation for their mar­
ried ‘children’ have been told my 
views.

“ There Is a period In married 
life when the couple is becoming 

[acclimated. They become used\to I 
[married life and its obligations 
more easily if they are young."'

Figuring that they were in the 
big money, Harvey and Heeney 
were surprised when they began to 
get the dilly-dally from the Gar­
den Heeney had done everything 
asked of him, but it seemed not to 
be enough. Harvey then went away 
from the Garden and took a match 
with Johnny Risko in Detroit. Ris- 
ko was such a tough customer that 
none of the other heavyweights 
wduld have anything to do with 
him. He had given Tunney a hard 
fight, one of the hardest the cham­
pion ever had and he was nobody’s 
business in the racket.

Heeney went to Detroit against 
the advice of all the wlsies. Harvey 
said it was all right and he accept­
ed his judgment. He beat Risko In 
ten rounds on points.

This fight put him back again on

<5,man. Jack Sharkey. Heeney took it 
because the price was good and he 
was beginning to have a great hope. 
Sharkey accepted the match becaxise 
he was tired loafing.

The fight went ten rounds to a 
draw and it was a terrible thing.

GUARD YOUR FEET!

The average person who de­
velops aching feet is inclined to 
place most of the blame on fallen 
arches, particularly since the re­
jection of many men In the draft 
during the World War called at­
tention specifically to this condi­
tion.

The first reaction on the de­
velopment of the desire for an 
arch support is to purchase one 
o f  the many devices exhibited for 
sale in shoe stores, drug stores, or 
other stores of popular merchan­
dising . Undoubtedly shoe sales­
men in some places receive com­
missions on their sales of arch 
supports and are Inclined to urge 
them upon anyone who comes 
to purchase shoes.

Faulty Muscles 
The absence of proper muscle 

power in a foot or the relaxation 
of ligaments may produce condi­
tions demanding temporary as­
sistance In the form of bandages 
or supports. On the other hand, 
one effect o f  the support is to pre­
vent proper action o f the muscle 
and to produce in this way 
vicious circle which inclines 
ward progression of the condition 
rather than toward a cure.

No two feet are exactly alike. 
Ohivoualy stock arch supports, 
though helpful In some conditions 
may be vicious in others.  ̂

certain muscles which have the 
function of holding up the arch 
of the foot. To correct the condi­
tion the muscles must form new 
habits and stay In a shorter posi­
tion. Experts advise exercise of 
such muscles with a view to bring­
ing Into action fibers that will 
serve to carry on the load.

Baby’s Feet Padded 
The sole of the foot of the baby 

does not appear to have an arch, 
but this is due only to the fact 
that the foot is heavily padded 
with fat. When the child reaches 
the age of three or four, the de­
velopment causes disappearance 
of much of this fat and it is seen 
that the arch is always present. 
Proportionately the arch in in­
fants is just about the same as in 
the adult. These things can also 
be determined by the use of the 
X-ray.

The proper time to take care of 
the feet is obviously before per­
manent defects have developed. 
Examination of the child at the 
time It enters kindergarten may 
show the necessity for modifying 
the shoes temporarily so as to lift 
one heel o j  throw the weight on 
one or the other side of the foot In 
‘order to insure proper develop­
ment.

Washington.— An aviation ven­
ture transcending In importance all 
air enterprises of the past will 
come with the commissioning of the 
British trans-Atlantic dirigible 
R-lOO this summer.

The R-lOO now is being com­
pleted at Howden Airdrome, Eng­
land. The ship will undergo her 
first air trial in June and Is ex­
pected to cross the Atlantic carry­
ing passengers and mails before 
September. She is twice the bulk 
of the Shenandoah or Los Angeles, 
and the only airship in existence of 
suitable size or strength to carry 
passengers commercially on the 
trans-Atlantic route. She is design­
ed to carry a crew of 43, ten tons 
of freight, and 100 passengers.

First of 150.
While of great size, this airship 

Is about the minimum size that 
can be used for commercial trans- 
Atlantic flights, and is merely the 
forerunner of a fleet oT 150-pas­
senger ships, her British backers 
say. Commander C. Dennis Bur­
ney, Member Parliament, who is 
the designer of the R-lOO, has dis­
cussed with President Coolldge and 
Secretary Hoover the carrying of 
American trans-Atlantic mail by 
airship.

The R-lOO will cross the Atlan­
tic on the; easterly trip in 48 Hours 
and wetserly in 60 hours. The 
later and larger ships will require 
only 36 hours east and 48 hours 
west. Commander Burney is now 
in America conducting negotations 
for the dirigible’s builders. It has 
been proposed that of the remain­
der of the fleet, half be built in 
the United States, and half in Eng­
land.

Officially Tested.
When completed the R-lOO will 

be tested by the British Admiralty 
and given an air worthiness cer­
tificate. The U. S. has agreed to 
lend Lakehurst Airship Station for 
the mooring of the R-lOO on her 
first trans-Atlantic flights.

Luxury marks_, the passenger 
equipment of the R-IOO. There is 
a combination dining saloon and 
lounge in which 50 persons can be 
served meals at one time. A 
staircase connects the ship’s three 
floor levels with the control car, 
below.

U. S. Public Health 
Makes Ten Year Stady rf 
Respiratory D i s e a s e s  
Among Workers.

A large electric light and power 
company which pays full wages to 
its employees who are, disabled by 
sickness, keeps a record of the dis­
eases which cause time lost from 
work. The company asked the 
United States Public Health Service 
to cooperate in the analysis of this 
record. When the tahulatlbhs were 
completed, it was found that more 
than one-half of all the abaences on 
account of sickness among the men 
in the employ of the company was 
caused by diseases of the respira­
tory system, the more, common of 
which are the ordinary cold. Bore 
throat, tonsillitis, bronchitis. In­
fluenza or grippe, and pneumcmia- 
This record is of especial Interest, 
because it includes all absonces' 
lasting'one day or longer during a 
ten-year period.

As a cause of absence from work 
among employees of this company, 
no other diseases group approached 
in importance the respiratory dis­
eases. In fact, the respiratory dis­
eases caused more absences than all 
the other diseases combined. It is 
not unreasonable to suppose that 
this sickness experience is more or 
less representative of the experience, 
of other groups of employed per­
sons.

The records, of employee benefit 
associations scattered over the 
northern and eastern part of the 
United States tell much, the same 
story. Prom the recorded exper­
ience of 35 different sick-benefit 
associations having a combined 
membership of nearly 100,000 per­
sons, It was found that respiratory 
diseases caused 47 per cent of all 
the cases of illness for which sick- 
benefits were paid from 1921 to 
1926, Inclusive . This source of in­
formation covers only the more 
serious sicknesses, because these 
associations made payments to their 
members only when illness caused 
inability to work for 9 days or 
longer.

Thus, whether we consider all 
absences from work on account of 
sickness, or only those illnesses 
which lasted longer than one week, 
we find that approximately one-half 
of the cases were some form of 
respiratory sickness. Apparently, 
man’s breathing apparatus is es­
pecially liable to microbic attack. 
With this evidence that the organs 
of respiration’ are particularly vul­
nerable, It Is apparent that we 
ought to take special precautions 
against respiratory infection.

Within the family respiratory 
diseases, the third largest waster of 
time is the group which may be 
d.esignated as diseases of the 

.pharynx and tonsils. Tonsillitis, 
sore throat, and gninsy are the more 
common diseases in this group. In 
the experience of sick benefit assoc­
iations, diseases of the pharynx and 
tonsils ranked next to grippe in fre­
quency.

Chicago, 111.— The "Big Broth­
er’ ’ attitude of police to Juveniles 
has resulted in a surprising lack of 
young criminals in Chicago, in the 
opinion of Thomas A. Merryweath- 
er, director of the Philadelphia 
crime bureau.

Urged by the increasing number 
of crimes committed by boys and 
girls under the age of 21 years, 
Merrsrweather came to Chicago re­
cently to make a study of police 
methods here.

Philadelphia, M e r r y  weather 
found, was in need of some means 
Df curbing juvenile criminality, and 
he believes he has found the means 
In the “ Big Brother’’ attitude of 
police here.

Jobs for Boys
“ The work of police in finding 

Jobs for young boys and in guiding 
them in the right paths seems to 
have been immensely . successful,’’ 
Merrsrweather told members of the 
Chicago police department.

“ We found the increasing youth 
of criminals in the east a source of 
serious concern.

“ Boys in their teens were com­
mitting crimes that were almost 
Unbelievable.

“ For that reason 1 came to Chi­
cago to study the way the problem 
was solved here. The results I 
found from the Chicago systeni 
have surprised me. Through their 
friendly aid, the police have given 
boys and girls here a real intprest 
In ‘going straight.’ ,

“ By canvassing the business men 
of the city the police have found In­
teresting work for thousands of 
boys who would otherwise have 
been on the streets.

Criminal Inflncnces
“ Consequently, those boys have 

been turned from the quick money 
idea and, more important, have 
been placed beyond the reach of 
Iriminal influences.

“ In the future it will mean a de­
ease in criminals, because 'less

boys will be starting on the wrong 
path.”

Since last year, according to the 
records of the department, the 
employment bureau of the Chicago 
police department has found jobs 
for approximately 4,000 hoys be­
tween the ages of 16 and 21 years.

One of the main points of the 
plan to be put into operation in 
Philadelphia will be the boys’ em­
ployment service, according to Mer- 
ryweather.

Six 
years ago the stock was selling be­
low the par of $100 a share. A new 
stock issue is to be announced with­
in a week. When an issue was an­
nounced six years ago there were 
few takers until a syndicate of 
brokers took the issue In charge 
and started the rise that still is 
under way.

A report that American Telephone 
& Telegraph Company plans a split- 
up of its common stock into two 
parts with a slx-dollar dividend 
rate Is something that local brokers 
question, pointing out that the com­
pany recently issued a statement 
declaring no change in rate would 
be made by either that company or 
its subsidiaries.

Chicago, April 19.— David C. 
Stephenson, former ' Grand Dragon 
of the Ku Klux Klan, in the in­
stallment of his deposition today, 
charges that the Klan through its 
activities had rilled Indiana politics 
since 1922 and that leading politi 
clans of Indiana have practically 
all been subservient to its dictates.

He outlines, too, thq activities of 
the Klan in some states near Indi­
ana and of the order In Washing­
ton,

Q. I have here a letter from 
Col. Simmons in which he states he 
was driven from the Klan by a 
group of ‘purposeful traitors and 
consummate double-crossers.’ Is 
this true, Mr. Stephenson?

A. Yes, Colonel Simmons was 
driven from the Klan by the most 
diabolical trickery that was ever 
conceived by the brain of mqn. The 
motivating force back of it was the 
greed for gold and lust for power, 
and with absolute disregard of 
everything described In the code of 
honor in the dealings among men.

Q. Can you give other Instances 
of the Klan taking a part in poli­
tics?

Controlled State
A. The Klan has practically 

dominated the state of Indiana in 
its political activities since 1922. 
That year when I was the head of 
the Klan, the statement was made 
that headquarters would be moved 
to Washington.

The Klan supported a candidate 
for governor in Ohio in 1924 but 
fought a losing fight. They also 
supported more subordinate offi­
cials. They also elected a member 
of the Legislature. The Klan also 
had a slate in the field in 1924 
which has been described hereto­
fore. But their specific activity was 
to elect prosecuting attorneys and 
these would appoint jury commis­
sioners for them, or jury commis­
sioners satisfactory to them in the 
various committees that would op­
erate as they were told by various 
attorneys.

Q. What type of men as to their 
character have been appointed to 
public office?

Tj-pe of Officials
A. One official was, a former 

janitor in the SCate House. Anoth­
er was formerly a deputy county 
clerk. A third was formerly a petti­
fogging lawyer at Marion, Ohio, 
who had the seat of his pants out 
and his cuffs frayeu before he got 
on the payrool. A fourth was form­
erly a guard at the Indiana state 
prison, a wallbird as they are re­
ferred to.

Q. An alleged carbon copy of a 
letter supposedly written by you to 
Ed Jackson (present governor of 
Indiana) alleging you spent $73,000 
in his behalf has been published. 
Is this authentic?

A. The carbon copy printed is 
probably an authentic copy of a 
letter i t .'̂ as written but which 
was written at the request of Mr. 
Jackson— that is it was dictated 
but never signed by me.

“ Mr. Jackson came to me," 
Stephenson continued, "and said a 
spy or snoop had been put In my' 
office and that he had learned of 
some specific instances where I had 
expended money in behalf of his, 
Jackson’s, candidacy. Jacksou ask­
ed if I wouldn’t write a letter that 
would indicate there was some rup­
ture , etween him and me so he 
might have that letter to show and 
prevent the Klan from throwing 
support against Mr. Jackson. I 
then dictated the letter but never 
signed it and he never expected me 
to sign It.

“ I think he or one of his stenog­
raphers signed the letter that he 
used to show. It was one of those 
tricky things u. - cson did to ob­
tain his present office and who has 
become about as famous for that 
sort of thing a  ̂ he has for his abil­
ity as a lorse trader.

“ At the time Mr. Jackson asked 
me to sign the letter I really had 
no serious objection to doing it be­
cause both the Klan and myself 
had Jackson oh the docket line of 
any agreement which would disposfe 
of his spoils of his office in the 
event of his election.

“ The agreement that he deliver­
ed to the Klan he brought me for 
my approval long after he had 
signed an agreement with us. ' It
