A very
slippery roadway, resulting from a
steady rain mixed with snow, was
the cause of the tragedy.

The accident occurred directly
opposite Blinn's filllng station just
north of Kobbins avenue, at the
middle of a fairly steep grade at
6:30 in the morning. The men were
riding in a Hupmobile coupe driv-
en by Addy. They were proceeding
south enroute for either Waterbury
or Ansonia, and had just rounded
a curve at the foot of the hill. They
passed a Massachusetts automobile
at this point, the Manchester car
skidded and its driver lost control.

Evewitnesses say that the Hup-
mohile turned over either two o1
three times before it struck a trec
on a small embankment beside the
highway. Then it turned over agair
and righted itself. As it did so., the
left hand door was smashed com-
pletely off and both occupants wers
thrown out.

Freight Trains Wrecked and|

Boston, Mass., April 23.—New
England today continued in the
grip of a northeast storm, which
tied up shipping, caused widespread
damage to crops, resulted in auto-
mobile crashes whieh injured 30
persons and caused the wreck of
two freight trains.

Rain, hail, snow and sleet fell.
Sections of New Hampshire were
blanketed with snow,.

The storm roared off the coast.
The steamship City of Columbus,
from the south was forced. to an-
chor off Handkerchief lightship. |

The wreck of the freight trains|
occurred during the height of the!
storm when a locomotive and 63
cars containing perishable goods
bound from the west to Boston
crashed into a switching train just
east of the Fitechburg station.
Wreckage tied up the main line of
the Boston & DMalne railroad for
twenty hours.

Washington, April 23—Fearing
the collapse of the Shantung gov-
ernment before the Nationalist
forces in their northward march to
Peking, American Consul Webber
at Chefoo has urged all Ameri-
cang in the province to concentrate
in Chefoo to prepare for evacuation.

Although no detalls of the mili-
tary activities were available in
state department advices today the
sitnation is known to be critical.

Webber has recommended the
despatch of naval vessels at once to
Chefoo, but his recommendation
has not yet been acted upon. A
Japanese warship is standing by
and the British consul has also ask-
ed for naval praotection for foreign-
ers.

About one hundred Americans
are scattered throughout the Shan-
tung province.

QUAKES RUIN TOWN
OF CORINTH, GREECE

Warned in Time, Natives
Leave Homes and ' Flee to
the Fields. '

London, April 23.—The town
of Corinth, Greece. was believed Lo
be in ruins today following four
violent earthquake shocks which
rocked the entire couniry last
night, acco-ding to an Exchange
Telegraph dispatch from Athens.

Warned by minor shocks which
preceded the violent 'quakes, the
population of the town fled to the
cpen country and no casualties re-
sulted, the dispatch stated.

The town of Lutraki is believed
to have been wiped out by the
shock. The number of casualties
theres has not been ascertained.
Many other districts are also said
to have been affected by the shocks.

Earthquakes in the Balkans dur-
ing the last week have taken a toll
of more than 200 lives, injured
hundreds, made thousands home-
less and caused property damage
running into millions. ‘

So far the heaviest damage
ha¢ Dbeen confined to Bulgaria,
where many cities, towns and vil-
lages have suffered heavy damage.

TUNNEY LECTURES
A CLASS AT YALE

—_—

Faces Audience of 700;
- Tells Students His Reac-
. tions to Shakespeare.

l

New Haven, Conn., April 23 —
Gene Tunney came here today to
observe Shakespeare's birthday.
He faced seven hundred people in
Professor Phelp’s lecture room at

Yale, during the course of the pro-
fessor's regular Monday noon class
on Shakespeare, and told the
audience his reactions to Shakes-
peare. Professor Phelps’ Shakes-
peare class usually gets one hun-
dred students; today, however, the
large room in William L. Harkness
recitation building was more than
crowded with undergraduates,
faculty members and newspaper-
men. He pointed a moral and
adorned a tale throuzh Shakes-
peare.
His Address

“I have no intellect, as you here
can see,” declared the heavywelght
boxer, “but I am trying to develop
it.” He related how he tried to tie
up training and irdtellect. "1 try
out two or three miles of road work
some day, and someone says: ‘Why
don't you try five?” But I say ‘that
will kill me.' and the other persons
‘try it." So I try it, and I find I
can do five as well as two or three
miles,

“It is better for a man to train
his own mind, just as he trains his
body, instead of doing nothing but
going to lectures and bhaving
tutors.”

Tunney met Shakespeare first in
france. He told of his military
company clerk walking ten miles
to borrow =a copy of a play of
Shakespeare he hadn’t read. A}
this man shows much interest in
Shakespeare,” I thought, ““there
must be something in it. So I bor-
rowed ‘a Winter's Tale.' But 1
couldn’t understand it or get the
meter. It was too much for my un-
expanded mind.

“] réad that play at least ten
times before I got the drift of it
and the meter. After I got the hang
of the thing I ‘worshipped at his
shrine.”

“A Boxing Fan!"

Casually Tunney remarked: “If
Shakespeare were alive today, he
would be a boxing fan. And I won-
der if he would have been rooting
for me to stay up or stay down in
Chicago'”’ .

Tunney's favorite Shakespeare
passage, he admitted today is that
including ‘One touch of nature
makes the whole world kin,’ out of
Troilus and Cressida, It includes
the tale of the preparation for the
duel between Achilles and Hector
to decide the Trojan war. Achilles
is' sulking in his tent.

Tunney suggested that Achilles
was a “has-been,” because he had-
n't kept in the running. Achilles
wag either in love, or too proud to
fight, and had to be stirred up to
meet the occasion. Ajax appears in
the scene, and Tunney likened
Ajax to Sharkey—''a young fellow
given to extended mouthings but
didn't have the stuff.” ’

From this point Tunney swung
more completely into modern times,
remarking:

“A fellow has to keep from being
‘a has-been' nowadays. This applies
to any person in the limelight. He
must stay there by good deeds
done, because when he goes out, he
is out."”

When Tunney finished, amid the
wildest. applause of his audience,
Prof. Phelps told the gathering
that when Tunney accepted his in-
vitation to come to Yale, the
heavyweight champion replied:

“T will speak if you ask me. But
I'd rather fight any three heavy-
welght boxers,"

Judge Marvin instructed the jury
as to their duties. They were told
they have the power to call wit-
nessges and examine them. They
were told it is their duty to deter-
mine whether certain offenses have
been committed.

Newmark was sitting on one of
twin beds when the assassins fired
upon him with sawed-off shotguns
through the windows of his bunga-

Mrs. Newmark had retired in the
other bed but was not asleep when
her husband was slain.

Wife Hysterical

Mrs. Newmark was in a state of
hysteria when police arrived and
could not give a coherent account
of the shooting. Newmark was still
breathing when the officers found
him, but he dled on his bed without
making a statement.

The assassins had placed a flower
box on the ground underneath the
bedroom window on which they
stood to fire the fatal shots. The
window was protected with iron
bars, as were all of the bungalow
windows.

BIG LAYOUT HERE

Will Spend $154,000 on Ex-
tensions in Year—In-
cludes New Building.

To provide adequate facilities
reasonably well in advance of the
increasing demand for telephone
service here, the Southern New
England Telephone Company will
spend about $154,000 on plant ex-
tensiong and Dbetterments in the
Manchester Exchange during the

current year. This announcemsent
was made today by Exchange
Manager W. B. Halsted.

The growth of Manchester’
population and the consequent in-
crease in the commercial, industrial
and social uses of the telephone is
indicated by the announced plans
of the company to enlarge the local
plant. Generally speaking, tele-
phone development is a splendid
barometer of the business activities
of any community and it is evident
from the way in which this town
has grown telephonically that it
also is expanding in other ways,
notably as a trade center for those
who live in nearby towns.

Growth Of Exchange

““How Manchester has grown in
the past ten years,” said Manager
Halsted today, '‘is evidenced by the
increase in the number of tele-
phones in use in this exchange dur-
ing that period. At the end of 1916
there were 1,637 telephones in the
Manchesier Exchange while at the
close of 1926 there were 4,279 tele-
phones in service here. This is a net
gain of more than 150 percent dur-
ing the ten year period and that, as
reflecting our growing business ac-
tivity, is something of which the
town has a right to be proud. There
are about 4,450 telephones here
now and the estimated net gain in
telephones for 1928 is 250.

‘“And Manchester people use their
telephones, too. On an average day
there are about 20,850 originating
calls, made up of 20,050 local calls
and 800 A-B calls, which are calls
but are
handled like local calls.

‘““The management has made

Pole Made No New.Dis-
coveries Bat Gathered
Scientific Data.

Oslo, Norway, April 23—Captain
George H. Wilkins, and Carl B.
Eilson, who flew over the Arctie
from Point Barrow, Alaska to Spitz-
bergen by airplane, have abandoned
their plan to fiy to Oslo and will re-
main on Spitzbergen tintil they can
leave for Norway by Steamship,
said a Green Harbor dispatch to the
newspaper Aftenposten this after-
noon.

On account of the huge masses of
ice off the Spitzbergen coast it may

be a fortnight before the exploring
airmen can leave for the South.
'I;lhey intend to take their plane with
them.

Oslo, Norway, April 23.—If, as
some Arctic explorers believe, a
continent exists at the North Pole,
Captain George H. Wilkins and Pi-
lot Carl B. Ellson failed to find it
on their dash by plane from Point
Barrow, Alaska, to Spitzbergen.

Capt, Wilkins and the American
aviator gye at Green Harbor, Spitz-
bergen, today where the former is
assembling his data for a report to
the National Geographical Society
of America. While Capt. Wilkins
made observations of great scienti-
fiec value, reports received here so
far indicated that he had made no
new discoveries. Part of the time
the aviators were in the air their
vision was obscured by mist and
clouds.

In addition to concentrated food,
matches, tobacco and extra cloth-
ing the men carried a rifle with
ammunition and fishing tackle for
use in event they were forced down
near the Pole and compelled to
wait for weeks and perhaps months
until rescue arrived. .

London.—A furious war is im-
pending between British railroad
corporations and British industries.

It arises from the railroads seek-
ing legislative powers to have the
same transport powers for goods,
over roads, as they now do over the
ralls,

This state of affairs has arisen
because of the losses suffered by
ihe railroads in the past {ive years
as the result of competition of pri-
vate firms which deliver goods by
road lorries at half the transporta-
tion costs charged by the railroads,

British industries claim that if
the railroads obtained the legisla-]
tive powers for which they as, they
would crush their smaller competi-
tors and then adjust the road rates
‘o those now charged by rail—all to
the detriment of industry general-
iy.
The Federation of British Indus-
tries, which represents many mil-
lions of pounds capital, is heading
the fight, and will oppose to the
death any bill which the railroads
present to Parliament.

SUN'S SPOT SHRINK;
SEE BETTER WEATHER
FOR NEXT 11 YEARS

Berlin.—The period of cyclone,
tornado, flood and earthquake dis-
asters which wrought havoe all over
the world during the last few years
is over,

This is the assertion of German
astronomers who have ascertained
that the huge sun spots to which
such disasters are attributed have
passed their maximum expansion
and are now beginning to disap-
pear.

The sun spots, some of which
cover areas larger than the whole
gsurface of the earth, produce gi-
gantic gas explosions and electro-
magnetic storms which. it is held,
in turn produce such a commotion
in the earth’'s atmosphere and so
unbalance its equilibrium that
weather and earthguake catastro-
phes take place.

The sun spots come and go in
cycles of eleven years. They grow
for five and a half years, then be-
gin to decrease. In the present
cycle, the sun spots passed their
maximum development toward the
end of 1927,

The vears of 1826 and 1927, it is
explained, were therefore bad
years; they brought ruinous torna-
does and floods in both America and
Burope, and earthquakes in Japan.

Now, therefore, the sun spots
have begun to shrink and it is be-
LLeved that the next five years will
be free from natural eatastrophes.

HORROR OF WAR

WITH AIRPLANES
" TOLD BY EXPERT

London.—All the horrors of a
future war and the super-part
which the aeroplane will play in It,
are brought out in a book by
Lieut.-Col. P. T. Etherton, Eng-
land’s famous commander of the
51st anti-Aireraft Brigade in the
London Air Defenses, who organ-
ized the mimic air raid on London
three years ago.

Bombing airplanes that will rise
a good deal higher than Mount
Everest, and travel over 300 miles
an hour; diving towards the earth
at a speed of 800 miles an hour;
are among the astonishing prophe-
cies made by Colonel Etherton in
his book, “Adventures in Five
Continents,” which has just been
published in London.

Amaszin Rapid
“Future wars will be character-

ized by their amazing rapidity. Ev-,

erything will depend upon the ele-
ment of surprise,”” writes Colonel
Etherton. '“The declaration of war
will synchronize with the depar-
ture of the enemy air fleet from
the capital city. A thousand of
these super-bombing planes, able
to cover 4,000 miles non-stop, and
carrying four tons of bombs, as
they do now, would, if successful
in penetrating the defenses, spread
death and destruction in several
forms. The damage to property
would be enormous, the poison
gases and vapors released from
chemical bombs would render en-
tire districts untenable.

Colonel Etherton points out that;

the countries involved will be at
the mercy of the aeroplane in the
next European war, which will
probably be decided within six
months.

“The fast bombing planes, able
to travel at not less than 300 miles
an hour, will move in the sky at a
height of 35,000 feet to 40,000
feet. They will move in safety
through dense fog in the blackest
of nights.

Fought in Air

“I§ gained by the opposite side
not only would the point assailed
be reduced to a gas-flooded, wreck-
ed, and burning area, but the mor-
al effect would be incalculable
with a population flying from the
doomed area, harrassed by fast-
swooping airplanes dealing out
bombs, sprays and poisonous va-
pors with pitiless persistency. Af-
ter sych a raid little would be lelt
of a once prosperous city teeming
with life and industry.”

The immense height of the fu-
ture air wars will call for super-
searchlights, and Colonel Etherton
states that the French now pos-
gess the most powerful searchlight
in the world. *“It is,"” he says, “a
searchlight of one thousand million
candlepower and in clean weather
the beams penetrate to a distance
of ninety miles, while the light is
vigible at a range of just over four
hundred miles.”

workers a week ago, would attempt
to re-open today, proved ground-
less, according to reports made by
pickets.

other forms of coucerted indigna-
tion for screen purposes, and those
employed in the British studios are
now rehearsing a little collective
wrath on their own professional ac-
count. :

Indignation meetings have been
held at which demands were for-
mulated for more pay, better al-
lowances, payment for overtime, -~
and no fees to agents.

The “studio revolt” is the result
of a long-standing dissatisfaction
with the present wage scale. HEx-
tras have been receiving an average
of five dollars a day, but even thi:
is not clear profit. .

Need Own Wardrobe

Unless the production in whick
all they appear is & ‘‘costume” 01
“period” film, they must provide all
the clothes necessary for any and
every social occasion, both indoor
and outdoor. This means that thej
must maintain an extensive ward-
robe in good condition and repair.
They repor: at the studio when re-
quired at 9 a. m. or earlier, and re-
main until work for the day is fin-
ished. A twelve-hour day is noth-
ing unusual for a film-crowd play:
er,

Qut of their five dollars a day,
the extras must provide their own
meals, traveling expenses and
agents fees — a total averaging
from $1.50 to $2.00 a day at the
very least, It is practically im-
possible to eafn a living wage un-
der such conditions, and the ex-
tras are up in arms,

Crowd Players

Many crowd players, of course
are simply learning the business
and the salary means little to them.
But others are stage folk ekeing
out a living. A large number, per-
haps the majority, are. ‘“‘gentle-
folk in reduced circumstances,”
which many are derelicts of the
stage and music hall. Others are
well-to-do people seeking a new
interest in life or merely anxiou:
to see themselves on the screen.

But in their effort to obtain high-
er wages, they have banded them-
| selves into what they call the Fil
Artists Guild. They have choser
a committee which is now engaged
in negotiating with film companies
for improved conditions, and has al-
ready succeeded in obtaining an
overtime concession when work ex-
tends beyond 7 p. m.

No fether was ever prouder of his
boy; none ever hoped, planned or
creamed of a greater future for his
child. And then, on the Lhreshold
of manhood, Rufus Fearing Dawes
was drowned while balhing in
Lake Geneva, Wisconsin.

The eulogy of hiz son that Gen-
eral. Dawes wrote for the min-
ister to read at the funeral is a
classic. After reciting in a tender,
sympathetic manner, the material
successes that his boy was winning,
Dawes continued:

“My boy livel long enough fo
‘win out.’ Whatever the years
would have added would be only
material. In a man's character is
his real career.

“He died suddenly in the midst
>f happiness. He died with his
1igh ideals unlowered. He died
with all the noble illusions of high-
minded youth undisturbed and un-
dispelled. He died without having

OF AUTO CRASHES

“Mass Driving” Dangerous
and Commissioner. Tells
Reasons Why.

Censure for the practice of
“ganging,"” or driving vehicles too
close to one another on the high-
ways, is contained in an article on
“Mass Driving,” written by Robbins
B. Stoeckel, commissioner of Motor
Vehicles for the current bulletin of
the Motor Vehicle Department.

“It'is readily apparent,” he says
“that this practice may cause dan-
ger to other users of the highway,
especially where the individual
vehicles making up a gang are
large, and they usually are.”

Particularly does he denounce

having the same destination as the
other, and all following one another
closely along the route. “Trans-
portation officials and operators,
especially those in charge of 3%
ton trucks and greater and large

the danger of this particular fea-
ture of road driving more thorough-
ly than is now the case, he says.
“Operators ought to be instructed
against these dangers and be taught
to avoid the near proximity of other
vehicles and especially of other
large ones of similar type.”

The recent accident on the Bos-
ton Post road, when a bus overturn-
ed and a large number of persons
were injured, is cited by the com-
missioner as one of those whicy

ganging practice had not been fol-
lowed.

Commercial vehicles are not
alone in this fault, the commission-
er finds. “It is comparatively just
as dangerous,’’he says ‘‘for (wo
touring cars to proceed in close
proximity to each other and at a
slow rate of speed. Wherever the
operation of motor vehicles which
are accomipanying each other, in
! the sense that they are close enough
together so that they form a trafiic
unit of operation which is out of
touch with average speed and out
of line with other driving on the
{ same highway, then there is c%-
i treme danger, not only to fhe
vehicles and their operators who are
ldoln? this type of driving, but also
to all other traffic,

Another driving practice which is
scored by the commissioner in his
article is the common fault of oper-
ating too near the middle of 'the
road, espécially on the new four-
track highways.
to drive on a wide straight road, he
says, especially for slow vehicles is
to keep to the right so thal if it
becomes necessary for another
pass, its operator need not go o
the left of the center of the high-
way to get by.

“Hyery vehicle on such a road
must keep to the right,”" the com-
misgioner declarks. “If for any
reason il becomes necessary to de-
viate from the right hand path lo-
wards the center, then the right
must be returned to forthwith as
soon as the reason for the deviation
tis over. Omne might go further and
sugzest to enforcement officers that
it constitutes reckless driving for
anybody to proceed on such a road
in-any other part than on the ex-

traffic which is incommoded there-
by.
conditions of traffic as they some-
times exist on such highways it is
prime facie reckless to be in the
center of the road.

“Probably the one defensible rea-
son for left side road driving is that
it enables the driver to see ahead
around curves. The tendency to
drive left must be curbed. Wher-
ever a man finds that he is indulg-
fng in it he must begin to realize
that while he may not be putting
himself in danger because his re-
actions are so atuned as to take
care of his own work, yet he may

PURPOSE OF FLIGHT

New York, April 23.—The chief
purpose of Captain George H. Wil-
king' epic flight was to search for
land in the hidden wastes of the
Arctiec, and not to fly over the
North Pole, according to Dr. Isaiah
Bowman, one of the sponsors of
the flight.

The fiight was planned as an ex-
porative project, Dr. Bowman said
in a statement given out here, The
flight lines were laid across the
“blind spot’ region most likely to
yield undiscovered land, if there
was any in the area, it was said.

“Captain Wilkins planned to
swing to the southward and penes
trate the area in which Crocker Is-
land was thought to exist,”” the
statement said in part. *‘This was
the land that Peary thought he
saw from the north end of Grant
Land and the region which Mac-
Millan sought to penetrate some
years later.”

Dr. Boyman is a director of the
American Geographical Society of
New York.

PROUD MOTHER

Adelaide, Australia, April 23.—
One of tite proudest women in Aus-
tralia today is the 86-year-old
mother of Capt. George H. Wilkins,
the trans-Arctic aviator.

“] am very proud of my son's
achievement,” said Mrs. Wilkins.
“I am glad that George has done
what he set out to do. He is a good
son in words and actions.”

Capt. Wilkins is one of twelve
children.

MAY AWAIT NOBILE

London, April 23 — Captain
George H, Wilkins and Carl B.
Eilson, trans-Artic explorers, who
flew by plane from Point Barrow,
Alaska, to Spitzbergen, may remain
at Spitzbergen until General Um-
berto Nobile arrives for a Polar
flight in the dirgibie Italia, accord-
ing to an Exchangé Telegraph dis-
patech from Spitzbergen this after-
noon. Capt. Wilkins wishes to give
the Italian explorer the benefit of
his experiences to assist him in
selecting routes,

The explorers sighted no unex-
plored land on the journey over the
ice-bound wastes. The first land
they sighted was two peaks upon
Prince Karl Promontory.

Sighted Land

The message said that, during
the flight, Captain Wilkins sighted
places that Commander Peary and
Dr. Cook claimed to have discover-
ed.

The flyers hopped off at Point
Barrow on April 15 at ten a. m.,
(Alaskan time) after a great deal
of difficulty, due to the weight of
the plane. The machine itself
weighed 2,022 pounds while its
cargo added another 4,050 pounds.
There was great difficulty in getting
away from the improvised runway
on the snow and ice at Point Bar-
row. It is now revealed that the
plane did not pass directly over the
North Pole, but about 300 miles to
the south of it.

During the flight the weather was
mainly favorable, Wilkins and
Eilson flew at an average altitude
of 1,000 feet, occasionally rising to
3,500 feet in order to fly over cloud
banks.

In addition to sizhting no unex-
plored land the flyers saw no signs
of animal life upon the ice.

Wilkins succeeded in taking ob-
servations until the plane was with-
in 200 miles of Spitzbergen when
the visibility became too bad.

Runs Into Storm

As the plane approached Spitz-
bergen a violent storm was raging.
Although Wilkins was doubtful as
to his exact location he decided to
attempt a landing. This was ac-
complished by Eilson withra great
deal of difficulty upon Dead Man's
Island, Up to that time the men
had been in the air about 21 hours,
fiying at an average speed of 100
miles an hour.

The airmen found their ordinary
magnetic compass useful for steer-
ing purposes, but they also used the
position of the sun to aid them in
steering their course,

Although supplied with a detdil-
ed polar map by the American
Geographical Society, the fiyers
were handicapped by their incom-
plete map of Spitzbergen. In view
of this difficulty it was regarded as
remarkable that Eilson succeeded
in landing only five miles south of
their planned destination—King's
Bay.

It is expected that General Nobile
will hope off within two weeks if
his supply ship City of Milan can
get to King's Bay In that time.
The City of Milan is on the way to
Spitzbergen from England and
Nobile with his balloon in waiting
at Stolp, Germany.

SETS PRECEDENT

Washington, April 23.—Captain
George H. Wilkins, Arctic explorer,
whose flight over the top of the
world was the third successfully
negotiated, disregarded all prece-
dent in handling aireraft to and
from Spitzbergen, the most popular
base for Polar flights, in flying 250
miles south after reaching the
northwestern corner of that base,
according to the National Geo-
graphic Society in a statement is-
sued today.

The latest Polar flights, Wilkins
and his companion Eilson, flew di-
rgqtly; over Dane's island at Smeer-

ANCIENT SKELETON
IN CEMENT QUARRY

London.—The skeleton of a pre-
historic monster, believed to have
roamed this part of the world more
than one hundred million Yyears
ago, has been located at Harbury
Warwickshire by a workman dig-
ging in a cement quarry.

The monster isva plesiosaurus.
The discovery was purely accidea-
tal, the workman's pick striking a
seclion of the skeleton at a depth
of about twenty-five feet.

The specimen is being examined
by Professor W,. E. Swinton, of the
Department of Geology at the Na-
tural History Museum,

“The Plesiosaurus is a rare ex-
ample {n that the head is attach-
ed,” he said in-describing the find.
“Generally the head is missing.
One theory is that roving dinosaurs
which were carniverous but rather
stupid hunters, used to eat dead or
dying saurians they happened to
find and generally detached and
lost the head.”

“The head of the plesiosaurus is
triangular, and has a third eye on
the top of the skull. So well pre-
served is the fossil that it has all
the teeth attached.

“The plesiosaurus which belong-
ed to the lizard tamily, lived on
fish. It had a long neck, short tail,
end four paddles. This specimen,
wkhich was dug out of a bed of low-
er clay, was lying on its stomach.

'Creatment.

One of the main ‘features of
these diseases is that they are most
fatal in old age and in youth, For
this reason records of various kinds
of treatment must always be stud-
jed in relationship to the ages of
the persons treated.

Nowadays the most important
factor in recovery from pneumonia
is skillful nursing. In London dur-
ing 1920, as recorded by Eptdemi-
ologist Hilda Woods, only 18 per
cent. of the 5,315 deaths from
pneumonia occurred in hospitals
and nursing homes, and 22 per
cent in _ poor-law institutions,
whereas 60 per cent. of the deaths
