The decisive victories scored by 
the Cabinet candidate In the Ohio 
and Massachusetts primaries af- 
torded the basis foi their optimism 
and their confident claims to the 
nomination at Kansas City.

The exact dimensions of these 
victories in terms of delegates re­
main to be disclosed by tabulations 
In rural districts where the Hoover 
opposition was strongest, but on 
the basis of present figures it seems 
certain that Hoover v,fill have the 
39 delegates from Massachusetts 
ind probably 35 of Ohio's delega­
tion of 51.

His Total.
On that basis, Hoover has boost­

ed his delegate standing to date to 
approximately 240, with much fa­
vorable Hoover territory yet to be 
heard from. - A majority of the 
Kansas City convention neceesary i 
to nominate is 545. The same ta­
bles show his nearest rival, ex-Gov. 
?'rank 0. Lowden of Illinois, with 
171.

“Nothing can now stop the nomi­
nation of Herbert Hoover,” said ex- 
uongressman James W. Good, who 
has assumed active charge of head- 
tuarters here. “The Ohio and 
Massachusetts primaries have given j 
;he rank and file of the Republi­
cans the first real opportunity to 
express their choice. They have 
done so in no uncertain terms.

Both Houses Agreed 
Jones-Reid Measure 
Control Mississippi.

■Washington, April 25.—Victori­
ous in their long fight in Congress 
to place the burden and expense of 
flood control in the Mississippi val­
ley upon the federal government, 
backers of the Jones-Reid $325,- 
000,000 flood control bill today 
turned to the White House with 
appeals to President Coolidge to 
sign the measure.

Having made some concessions 
to Mr. Coolidge to avert a threat­
ened veto, sponsors of the legisla­
tion appeared hopeiul that the chief 
executive would l-'t the bill become 
law.

Although the bill was sent back 
to the Senate for further action to­
day, because of House amendments, 
both branches of Congress have 
agreed upon the major features of 
the measure. '

Whether backers of the bill can 
pass it over a presidential veto ap­
peared problematical. It passed the 
Senate 69 to 0 and the House 254 
to 91, more than the necessary 
two-thirds in each branch.

A motion in the House to recom­
mit the bill—regarded by some as 
a better test—failed 139 to 206, 
less than a two-thlr^ majority 
for the measure. '

The Jones-Reid bill would launch 
the government into its greatest 
peace-time internal improvement. 
Although the authorized approprl- 
aUom is placed at $215,000,000. 
some engineers have estimated the 
final cost of the flood control 
scheme at more than $1,000,000.- 
000.

! Lockhart was thrown clear of 
the Stutz Black Hawk as it turned 
ovei; the first time but received in­
juries from which he died shortly
after reaching the hospital.

It was at first believed that the 
light construction of the front part 
of his car caused it to “lift” with 
the powerful rush of wind beneath 
it, but examination of the car, 
which was almost demolished, 
proved that a rear left tire had 
blown out.

203 Miles an Hour 
Lockhart had gone south on the 

smooth beach at an estimated 
speed of about 203 miles an hour, 
the best time he had recorded in 
any of his attempts on the record— 
207 miles ah hour—and had start­
ed back on the north run when the 
accident occurred in front of the 
grandstand.

Last February Lockhart survived

Tragedy mingled with drama in 
today’s flight developments. Baron 
■Yon Huenefeld, commander of the

life. Col. Charles A. Lindbergh, a 

I comrade of the air, learning that 1 a special serum was needed for the 
treatment of Bennett, sped in an 
airplane from Curtis Bield, N. Y., 
yesterday afternoon With the serum, 
arrivinig in a raging, snowstorm at 
6:30 last evening. Lindbergh flew 
as he never flew before, making the 
distance in record time. 'The serum, 
however, was not the kind neces­
sary and his dramatic trip proved in 
vain.

Lindy Affected
Lindbergh, who had been ner­

vously waiting at Chateau Fron- 
tenac since early morning — had 
risen earlier than usual sb as to 
he ready to do anything further 
that might be within his power— 
was heart-broken when he heard 
that Bennett had passed away- 

So was Commander Richard E. 
Byrd, for years a bosom friend of 
Bennett's. He had already named 
Bennett as second In command of 
their expedition this fall, to the
South Pole. „

“I am too grieved for words, 
said Byrd, tears in his eyes. For 
days he had been at the hospital, 
aiding Bennett all he could.

Both Bennett and Byrd, had re­
ceived numerous decorations for 
their great work ^s flyers, including 
the Congressional Medal of Honor. 
President Coolidge on one. occasion 
presented Byrd With the Hubbard 
medal of the National Geographic 
Society and pinned on Bennett a 
gold medal.

“Bennett was one in a million—  
absolutely fearleAs;” Byrd has often 
said of his companion flyer. “He 
was one of th6 gfeatest pilots in the 
Navy. He was a real man.”

Other flyers' expressed similar 
sentiments concerning Bennett. 
They all liked the quiet, blonde 
flyer.

Bennett’s good-humored grin 
first showed itself In Navy circles 

.about the Middle of December, 
1917, when he Unlisted. He remain-
. . a  4- U a ' a n  i n *ed in after the war, taking an iU' 
terest in the aeronautical branch 
which made him one of the best 
mechanics in the’serivee. ' ,

It was Commander Byrd who 
drew him out of obscurity in 1926, 
■when the commander ‘ organized a 
naval air contingent to go with the 
MacMillan expedition to hunt land 
supposed to exist in the Arctic 
ttortliwest o£ :HtaM( .Greenland.

Bennett’s birthplace, Lake 
George, N. Y., gave him a home­
coming which was. considered up-*, 
rivaled in that ̂  town’s .history. 
Present at his triumph were. his 
mother, Mrs. Henrietta Bennett, 
and his half-brother, Benjamin T*

Byrd, when the>- came back from 
the top of the world and sailed 
homeward on the Chantier, had 
said to Bennett:

“Now we can fly the Atlantic.”
“I hope you take me with you,” 

Bennett had replied.
“■We go together.” said Bryd. .

Luck Changed.
But Bennett’s luck had changed/ 

and his “jinx” was now hovering' 
over him. They were to fly in the 
Fokker plane “America,” large 
enough to carry observers aitd in­
struments to make valuable obser­
vations on the hop across the At­
lantic. On this machine Bennett 
concentrated numerous ideas of his 
own.

The machine was completed 
April 20, 1927, and Byrd, Bennett 
and Noville went out to Hasbrouck 
Heights, Ni J., to go up ih it on its 
first test flight.

Bennett, Byrd, Lieut. G. O. 
Noville, traris-Atlantic flyer and 
Anthony Fokker. the airplane 
builder, went up in the “America” 
in the first test flight. Fokker was 
at the controls. The machine 
CT&Sll6(l«

In the crash, Bryd’s arm was 
broken. Noville was injured intern­
ally and Bennett was hurt so badly 
that for a week his life was dlspair- 
ed of. He was unable to make the 
trans-Atlantic hop with Byrd.

Bennett had been a. warrant mar 
chinist since February 1, 1927, the 
last rank accredited to him, al­
though he had qualified long before 
as a pilot and was id waiting o^de  ̂
status. He had been on detached 
service for the Byrd South Pole ven­
ture since last August. ^

With his wife he lived at 23.

Roberta Perretto, 41, of 139 
Maple street was fined $125 and 
costs by Judge Raymond A. John­
son when convicted on a charge of 
keeping liquor with intent to sell in 
the cellar of his home. He was 
represented by Attorney William 
S. Hyde who gave notice of an ap­
peal to the next term of the S}i- 
perior Court in Hartford. Bond was 
fixed at $200.

According to the story which
■ ■ grew out of the court testimony,
■ Sergeant John Crockett and Patrol- 
-•man John McGlinn visited the
;Perretto home Sunday armed with 
a 'search warrant. Although they 
found no still, the officers said 
that one whole side of the cellar 
was filled with barrels while on 
the other side hundreds of bottles

■ of various sizes stood on shelves. 
Officer McGlinn said it would have 
taken all day to count the bottles, 
there were so many. Two of the

-barrels were filled with red wine 
while a dozen others were empty.

The officers said they found 73 
bottles of wine, 24 bottles of beer, 
two quarts of plain uncolored 
brandy known to Italian people as 
“ grappo.”

In Sober, Out Drunk
Patrolman McGlinn testified that 

he had seen men enter the place 
sober and come out drunk. He fur­
nished names of persons who had 

*been convicted in court before on 
liquor charges as the ones he had 
seen entering the place. They were 
not all Italians.

Officer Winfield Martin testified 
that since he has been on the Main 
street beat for the last month he 
had seen numerous automobiles, as 
many as four a night, drive up to 
the house and leave five minutes 
later. It was a nightly occurrence, 
he said. Chief Samuel G. Gordon 

• also testified as to the contents of 
the bottles of white wine which he 
had examined.

Perretto said he came to Man­
chester 22 years ago and-that he 
bought the property at 139 Maple 
street in 1912. He worked for many 
years as a velvet yveaver but at 
present is peddling bread. He said 
:ie made tbe wine from a ton of 
/rapes last fall and tbat the extra 
barrels were simply to change the 
wine at the fermenting stage. He 
denied that he had ever sold intoxi­
cating liquor to anyone.

Prosecuting Attorney Charles R- 
Hathaway stressed the point that 
the placp was frequented by per­
sons of other than Italian nation­
ality and some who had previous 
court records on liquor charges. 
He said there was no denial that 
some of the “ stuff”  contained al­
cohol. Attorney Hyde maintained 
that the cellar was typical of many 
other Italian ones in town and that 
there wasn’ t any of the so-called 
American liquor on the premises. 
Judge Johnson, however, was con­
vinced that there was sufficient 
evidence and found Perretto guilty.

The third type is the most active 
and virulent k^d of lobar pneu­
monia, the physicians said. Ben­
nett’s right lung is completely af­
fected. Part of his left lung has al­
so been attacked by the disease.

Crowd Waiting
When Lindbergh swooped down 

out of the clouds and landed at 
Battlefield Park here, he found a 
crowd of over 3,000 people await­
ing his arrival.

He was«- accompanied by Thomas 
B. Applegate, personal representa­
tive o f  John D. Rockefeller, Jr. Dr. 
Barach, a pneumonia specialist at 
the Presbyterian hospital in New 
York, obtained the serum from the 
Rockefeller Fqundation.

Lindbergh went to the Jeffrey 
Hale hospital but Bennett’s condi­
tion was so critical that he was not 
allowed in the room of the sick 
airman. Lindbergh then visited 
Bennett’s wife who is lying ill witli 
a severe case of tonsilitis in the 
room next to her husband’s. He in­
quired after her health and ex­
pressed the hope that her husbapd 
would get well soon.

To reporters, Lindbergh was re­
ticent about the details of his flight 
which is said to have been the fast­
est on record between New York 
and Quebec. He said he followed 
the Hudson to Albany then flew to 
Lake Champlain after which he 
headed for the St. Lawrence, fol­
lowing that river to this city.

He did not divulge his plans re­
garding the length of his stay here 
but indicated he might fly to Lake 
St. Agnes today if by doing so he 
could aid the Bremen fliers in any 
way.

Commander Byrd visited Bennett 
yesterday. He was only allowed to 
see his chief aide for a few min­
utes. Bennett’s face lighted up 
when ho saw Byrd and he asked 
how the plans for the Antarctic ex­
pedition were progressing.

Byrd told him everything was in 
readiness for the start of the pro­
ject and urged him to worry about 
nothing and get well.

Interviewed later, Byrd praised 
Captain George H. Wilkins’ 
flight over the North Pole but at 
the same time denied reports that 
he had cabled Wilkins an offer to 
buy his Lockheed-Vega plane.

He also scoffed at reports that a 
race to reach the South Pole was 
brewing between him and Wilkins.

“ Our plans will not be affected 
by ■what anyone else plans or does,” 
he said.

Bennett’s death caused great sor­
row today; in Washington, espcial- 
ly among federal air officials with 
whom he had been asociated.

“ The War Department, the 
United Slates Army and Air Corps 
offer most sincere sympathies on 
the death of your husband, who, 
to the very end, was exemplifying 
his heroic consecration of a lifetime 
to the advancement of aviation,” 
said F. Trubee Davison, air secre­
tary of the war department, in a 
telegram to Mrs. Bennett.

President Coolidge sent the fol­
lowing message to Mrs. Bennett:

“ I am deeply grieved over the 
untimely death of your husband.

Gambling Devices
Police curtly termed the machines 

gambling devices. A hue and c.y 
was raised in church and by school 
authorities who said school children 
were spending their lunch money in 
gambling for the coveted “ trade 
checks” which occasionally issue 
from the lower slot when the wheels 
of chance turn to the correct sym­
bols.

After the protest. Judge Sullivan 
dissolved his injunction and placed 
the matter entirely in the hands of 
the police.

A' canvass of Chicago revealed 
the machines were as numerous as 
before the injunction was dissolved.

When asked why he had a slot 
machine installed in his cigar store, 
one owner said:

Have No Choice
“ Well, I have to keep it in. You 

know I run punch boards and have 
this little dice game— minor gamb­
ling— and they told me If I wanted 
to keep the boards and dice I had 
to put in the machine so they could 
get their ‘cut.’ What can I say 
and what can I do? The big boys 
want their end of it. I get 40 per­
cent of the intake of , the slot ma­
chine and the outfit gets the other.”

He declined to mention the 
“ outfit” or who “ they” referred to.

Chief of Police Michael Hughes 
announced he would start a war up­
on the machine and would compel 
store owners to remove them.

cracked in one place.

Modesto, Cal.— Using an all-met­
al- monoplane, Captain Charles 
Kingsford-Smith, Australian war 
ace, and Lieutenant George R.

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Berlin.— Gun running Is becom­
ing quite a business in Europe, al­
most like rum running In America.

With little wars going on in 
China and Central America, with 
an armament prohibition imposed 
on the defeated Central European 
powers, and with various armed 
and disarmed power secretly pre­
paring for the new war which Is 
held inevitable, the business of 
supplying secret armaments to act­
ual or prospective combatants is 
proving profitable. And since this 
gun running, all within or origin­
ating In Europe, have attracted 
public attention at the moment.

Spectacular Case.
The most spectacular case Is that 

of the five car loads of Italian 
machine guns seized from Austri­
an custome officials by Hungarian 
military forces at St. Gotthard, on 
the Austro-Hungarian border.

The little Entent charges that 
these machine guns were destined 
for Hungary’s secret armaments 
which she is acquiring in violation 
of the peace treaty.

Hungary vigorously denies this, 
but the Little Entente^ has jaaked 
the League to Inyestlgate arid the 
League might have to undertake 
this job unless Mussolini, who has 
not said a word about the matter 
yet, decides to put his foot down 
and squash an investigation which 
might be embarrassing to him and 
to his ally.

Other gun running cases are:
A whole ship load of rifle am­

munition was held up by German 
custom authorities at Kiel. The 
German government Is anxious to 
avoid any noise being made about 
this case, and its new agencies hint 
foreign origin.

For Smuggling.
Independent German papers 

however, assert that the ammuni­
tion comes from Germany Itself 
and was to he smuggled out of the 
country in violation of the law.

BAY STATE’S VERDICT
Massachusetts’ response to Gov­

ernor Fuller’s plea for an expres­
sion in favor of the nomination of 
H erbert Hoover as against the 
Coolldge-anyhow movement has 
been more emphatic than anybody 
conld have dreamed. At this writ­
ing the preponderance of Hoover 
sentim ent among Bay State Repub­
licans appears to be nearly fifteen 
to one.

We haven’t the slightest doubt 
th a t If Connecticut had the prefer­
ential primary ballot system and 
its Republican voters had the same 
opportunity to express their wishes 
as to a Presidential nominee, the 
result would be substantially the 
same in this state as across the 
border.

I t is regrettable that President 
Cbolidge, in his repeated efforts to 
make the leaders understand that 
he is out of the race, suffered 
from a constitutional inability to 
employ the same directness of ex­
pression as, for example, Connecti­
cut’s Senator McLean. Otherwise 
such tests a t the polls as tha t of 
yesterday In Massachusetts would 
be avoided, and the spectacle of the 
President of the United States run­
ning such a terribly bad second to 
another candidate would be ren­
dered Impossible. Yet tha t is the 
prim a facie situation— thanks to 
the ill-advised “drafting” campaign 
of Mr. Butler and his associates. 
These people have jockeyed the 
President into the apparent posi­
tion of taking a terrific licking in 
a primary contest in his own state. 
He could have avoided it by the 
simple expedient of declaring tha t 
under no circumstances would he 
accept the nomination.

I t is profoundly to be hoped that 
th e  Massachusetts lesson will be 
taken closely to heart by the Con­
necticut delegates to the Kansas 
City convention. Under the over­
whelming circumstances we don’t 
see how it can fail to be.

DR. GARFIELD’S VISION 
Dr. H arry A, Garfield, PreBident 

of Williams college, is a charming 
gentleman and animated by the 
loftiest of purpoaes. Also he is one 
of America’s genuine intellectuals. 
Like many another brilliant and 
far-seeing man, however, he is not 
without a touch of naivety. We 
seem to remember tha t a good 
many years ago, when he was 
younger, he headed an inquiry in­
to the proceedings, policies and 
methods of the beef trust— and 
that a t the end of a somewhat ex­
tensive and very earnest investiga­
tion he reported tha t there was no 
beef trust. Whereupon the packing 
house barons of that period, wh.o 
had the neatest and tightest imag­
inable little working agreement 
with which to sandbag the Ameri­
can plain citizen, nearly strangled 
trying not to laugh out loud.

There seems to be something al­
most equally naive in Dr. Gar­
field’s endorsement of Secretary 
Kellogg’s m ultilaterol treaty plan. 
For surely he cannot believe that 
Secretary Kellogg ever had the 
faintest idea of obtaining nations’ 
signatures to those treaties, by the 
signing of which they must scrap 
the safeguard tha t has already 
blocked eleven wars and on which 
the peace of the world hangs. If 
feebly.

But there is one thing that Dr. 
Garfield proposed in a New York 
address on Monday that does as 
much honor to his perspicuity as 
to his soundness of heart. “ If noth­
ing else is done,” said he, “I urge 
that the government a t Washing­
ton declare it to he the policy of 
the United States of America that 
we condemn recourse to war for 
the solution of international con­
troversies and renounce it as an in­
strum ent of our national policy in 
our dealings with other nations.” 

Here is the plain path for Amer­
ica to follow if her people desire 
for her a real leadership in peace. 
Let her proclaim to the world that 
never will she resort to war save 
in defense of her own soil. Let her 
armament be honestly planned for 
defense alone. Let her notify na­
tions that in their dealings with 
her there can be no thought of 
force. Let her live up to that, and 
she will be the pioneer nation on 
the road to a civilization in which 
war will be unknown.

INTERVENTION LAWS
—As it stood yesterday the pro­

London.—  A fervent appeal for 
the recall of the British Army of 
Occupation in Germany, which he 
characterized as “ the Lost Legion 
of Weisbaden,” was made by Com­
mander J. M. Kenworthy, M. P., in 
the course of a recent debate in the 
House of Commons.

Commander Kenworthy charged 
that the force of men was far too 
small for military purposes, and far 
too large for political purposes 
Data which he gave showed that 
the Army includes, apart from ca­
valry and infantry, nine officers, 
and thirty-nine men of the Army 
Pay Corps, 143 military police and 
ten chaplains.

Cost Is High
“ While the Army is small,” he 

declared , “ the staff is terrific. This 
staff costs more than $150,000, ac­
tually more than the,entire great 
northern command.

‘■‘Such a staff encourages the 
suspicion that the' War Office is 
looking after its own— the staff of­
ficers.

“ The Army is of no conceivable 
use in a military sense, and if it is 
kept there for political purposes, 
why not substitute for it a mere 
company or even a consular guard? 
The presence of alien troops is 'al­
ways felt to be a degradation by 
the people of the terrftory occupied.

“ Under these trying circum­
stances, our officers and men have 
one and all behaved like gentlemen. 
Many marriages have been con­
tracted between them and German 
women.

Soldier Marriages
“ But marriages do not always 

make for peace. How unfortunate 
It will be when these young wives 
have to leave their families, and 
come to England.

“ With a surplus of girls at home, 
why should this sort of thing go 
on?”

In reply, the Secretary for War, 
Sir j Laning Worthington Evans, 
stated that the Rhine Army is part 
of an international force, author­
ized by treaty. Its strength had 
been reduced, he declared, by over 
a thousand during the past year, 
the actual number now being 6,328 
which includes 93 officers and men 
on the Saar.

It 
was in this plant that Lockhart 
went to. work last June to construct 
a motor vehicle that would bring 
back to America the world’s speed 
title. The car was built under 
Lockhart’s personal supervision 
and embodied Lockhart’s own 
ideas.

Lockhart won the 1926 Indian­
apolis speedway race here.

The racer was a native of Los 
Angeles.

LONDON HEARS NEWS 
London, April 25 —  Malcolm 

Campbell, former holder of the 
world’s automobile speed record, 
was witnessing a motor race at 
BrooklandS’ when told of Prank 
Lockhart’s death at Daytona Beach.

“ I greatly grieve to learn of 
Lockhart’s death,” said Campbell. 
“ He was one of-the first to con­
gratulate me when I made my 
record at Daytona Beach, beating 
the time Lockhart himself had 
made. The motoring world has suf­
fered a great loss.”

Major H. O. D. Seagrave, who 
made the first record on Daytona 
Beach in the famous Sunbeam car, 
paid the following tribute:

“ America has lost her greatest 
racing -driver. I cannot say how 
sorry I am. His little car must 
have been far too light for such 
speed. Lockhart put heart and soul 
into his machine. It is awful to 
think he has been killed after his 
providential escape in February. I 
am left without words.”

Capital Amazed A s  Dawes 
''Bawls Out'" U. S. Senate

EDITOR’S NOTE— This, the 15th 
In a series of Presidential Canrpaign 
Portraits written for The Herald 
and NEA Service by Robert Talley, 
is the last of four articles on the 
career of Vice President Charles 
G. Dawes. Tomorrqw will begin the 
story of Frank 0.

Washington, April 2,5.— So far 

as history records, the only man 
who ever bawled out the U. S. Sen­
ate to its-face is Vice .President 
Charles G. Dawes.

Dawes did it on Inauguration 
Day, March 4. 1925, when he and 
President Coolidge rode in together 
on the crest of the Republican land­
slide. The outburst was as unex­
pected as a cloudburst out of a 
clear sky in the middle of the Sa­
hara desert.

The senators and congressmen 
‘ were there in their long-tailed 

coats. The justices of the supreme 
court were there in their flowing 
black robes. The foreign diplomats 
were there in brilliant full-dress 
uniforms, heavy with gold lace and 
braid. The cabinet members were 
there, the chiefs of the army, navy 
and marine corps were there and 
.so was President Coolidge, who had 
just taken his own oath outside.

Everybody was waiting to hear 
the formal speech of acceptance by 
a new vice president, soon to be 
submerged in the four years of ob­
scurity for which this office had 
been famous. Vice l»resident Dawes as he looks in action

Dawes began. Quickly he turned 
to scathing condemnation of the 
Senate rules. Eyes widened as 
Dawes gained speed, practically 
calling the senators a bunch of old 
fossils for operating under anti­
quated procedure. Senator Jim 
Reed, Missouri, snickered and then 
doubled up in convulsions of silent 
laughter. Dawes became hotter, and 
liotter, louder and louder. Coolidge 
looked uncomfortable: the gold- 
laced diplomats looked at the green 
carpet on the floor.

For- several hours after it was 
over, indignant senators were busy 
issuing statements in reply. Jim 
Reed, when asked what he thought, 
quoted the old proverb, “ It is a 
waste of lather to shave an ass." 
Other senators said things equally 

■unkind .
But Dawes, coolly calculating 

from the first had won. , Newspa­
per headlines from coast to coast 
screamed with the vice president’s 
attack on the Senate. That little 
known and less understood subject 
of Senate cloture became a nation­
al topic. People began to discuss it 
as they would the weather or their 
favorite murder trial.

And so, when Dawes later made 
speeches urging revision of the an­
tiquated Senate rules and curbing 
of unlimited debate in the interest 
of legislative efficiency, he faced in­
terested and informed audiences. 
Nothing has yet been done about 
it— a senator may speak until 
doomsday, if his voice holds out— 
but as the result of Dawes "super- 
salesmanship” the country now un­
derstands.

Despite the storm, an audience 

of 650 persons attended the con­
cert given by the Beethoven Glee 
Club at High school hall, last night. 
4)nly three years in existence, this 
organization possesses an enthusi­
asm that is sure to bring the re­
sults its singers are aiming at, per­
fection.

The ushers last night were young 
women members of the G Clef club, 
kindred organization, and in their 
newly acquired concert dresses, 
they added a picture effect to the 
function.

The program composed a variety 
of themes, evidently chosen to ca­
ter to all types of concert goers, 
and, as their reception showed, 
chosen wisely. The audience was 
enthusiastic and generous with ap­
plause.

Excellent Start
The opening number was the well 

known item from Handel s Sam­
son,” “ Let Their Celestial Concerts 
All Unite,” with accompaniment by 

. piano, and the Gloria Trumpeters. 
This stirring introductory theme 
■was exceedingly ■well received, and 
paved the way for succeeding suc­
cessful numbers.

The next item was the now well 
know “ Londonderry Air,” to a poem 
by Katherine Lyman, in which ex­
cellent harmonies were brought 
out.A group of three Swedish num­
bers stood out prominently, in par­
ticular the “ Mitt Hemland.”

Another spiritual which made a 
 ̂ hit was “ Heah Dem Bells,” with 

baritone solo taken by Rudolf 
Swanson, and tenor solo by Earl 
Beilis. Jubilant and rousing this 

i- song was exceptionally well re- 
’ ceived. Both soloists and chorus 
- gave an Interpretation that wae 
' greeted with hearty applause.

Finale a Triumph 
The final number on the pro­

gram, “ Siberia” by Starke, was the 
choral feature of the program and 
in it the chorus showed a degree 
of choral adaptability that was sur- 
priijig and carried the audience 
away. Although the concluding 
number on the program, it had to 
be given again. The descriptive ac­
count portrays “ Dawn slowly aris­
ing, over a group of wretched ex- ■ 
lies, on their way to Siberia, with I 
the cruel Cossacks starting them 
on their journey, to the lash of the 
whip, and the knout, with ex­
tremes of brutalities, until the vic­
tims assume in their torture that 
even God is dead.”

Miss Eleanor Willard, well 
known soprano, in the solo part 
had alloted to -her a work of ex­
treme difficulty, and her rendition 
earned for her very hearty com­
mendation for her artistry and 
talent. At times the pitch of dra­
matic intensity reached by soloist 
and chorus was thrilling. This 
number was chorally the event of 
the evening. Miss Willard at the 
conciusloh of the number, (as was 
also Miss Eva M. Johnson,) was 
presented with a handsome bou­
quet, a deserved compliment.

The club by last night’s wofk 
showed that it is not satisfied with 
the progress made in former years 
but is striving to excel. This was 
shown by very marked improve­
ment in most of its work. The 6on- 
ductor, Helge Pearson, has around 
him a group of energetic and en- 
thuisastlc young muBicians, who 
are doing creditable work, and at 
each new appearance show Bigna of 
material progress. By continuing 
on these lines a most_^uccessful fu­

ture is assured the Beethoven 
Club.

Gloria Trumpeters 
The Gloria Trumpeters of New 

York are a quartet of young wom­
en with a national reputation. In 
constant demand for broadcasting 
and concert work it was extremely 
fortunate that the club was able to 
get them. Their numbers, ranging 
from simple themes as “ Mighty Lak 
a Rose,” to grand opera, gained 
hearty applause and a demand for 
several encores. Very appealing 
was their offering, “ Serenade,” by 
Drigo, with a rythm reminiscent 
of the lover in Spain telling forth 
his heart’s love to his beloved. A 
very different theme was the well 
known “ Pilgrim’s Chorus,” by 
Wagner, in which the predominat­
ing phrases were artistically por­
trayed. Their offering included six 
numbers and two encores. They 
make a beautiful stage appearance 
in Grecian classical costumes of 
white silk.

Earl Beilis, Worcester, was the 
tenor soloist, and was delightful in 
his two numbers in addition to his 
part in “ Heah Dem Bells.”

A. L. Stebbins of Colchester at the| 
time of the accident. The other 
young men who were riding in the 
car, all of whom were students at 
Colby College, Me., were present, 
one of them being Lucius Stebbins, 
a son of Dr. Stebbins. So far as is 
known this is the first fatal auto­
mobile accident to occur in the 
town of Hebron. There have been 
few serious automobile accidents of 
any kind here with this exception.

Farrell Calls Roland Golf

first of sL\ articles in which

Washington, April 25.— When 

Babe Ruth scattered 59 home runs 
over the American League inap a 
number of years ago, a baseball na­
tion in one breath acclaimed him 
as the greatest slugger that ever 
lived. But in the next breath it was 
asked “ Where is the fellow who is 
going to beat that record?

When young Jack Dempsey al­
most massacred Jess Willard in 
Toledo in 1919 and won the world s 
lie£Lvyw6igb.t chHinpioiiBlilp, old a.nd 
experienced managers paid tribute 
to him as a perfect fighting ma­
chine, but they turned from the 
ringside and started out like pros­
pectors looking for another 
shots who could beat him in like
manner.  ̂ „

It is perhaps an American cha­
racteristic, rather common to the 
field of sport, to make a hearty and 
enjoyable meal of the present and 
then look immediately to the future
for a dessert. .

So it is that right now m the 
height of his glory, accepted as the 
perfect golfer and the greatest 
player of all time, Bobby Jones is 
figuring in a speculation— “ Who is 
going to take his place?

Jones has made the question 
more opportune by the announce­
ment that as a family head and an 
ambitious young barrister he must 
make his golf secondary tojttie 
duty of becoming a star or a cham­
pion of the legal profession and 
that his championship competition 
in golf must be restricted to a very 
few tournaments.

There are any number of ama­
teur candidates being advanced for 
succ6SSion to the Jou.®s chair and 
a great many of them are favorite 
sons of various sections and dis­
tricts. In considering the qualifica­
tions of the candidates it is better 
to ignore the hurrah of the root­
ing sections and listen to the opin­
ions of good players.

Among baseball players a very 
fine player is termed a “ ball’^play- 
er’s player.” It means that the ball 
players, who know the real art of 
their trade, consider him to be 
more of a skilled artisan than some 
of the leaders in the averages and 
some of those whose pictures are 
more familiar to the public.

If there is a similar classification 
for rating the class of a golf play­
er’s game, young Roland Macken­
zie might be termed aptly a “ golf 
player’s player” because a number 
of the most prominent players look 
upon the handsome 21-year-old 
Washington youth as the player 
with the best prospects of taking 
the place of the great Jones.

Mackenzie has been a very good 
player for a number of years. He 
was one of the ranking members 
of a great American Walker Cup 
team which invaded England and 
Scotland in 1926 and is almost a 
veteran campaigner in the big Am­
erican tournaments. It was gener­
ally accepted, though, that he lack­
ed the physical strength and the en­
durance to become a champion.

Until the last six months he had 
been of a frail type, a boy who 
grew too fast and it was recog­
nized that he would have to build 
up physically to bring out the real 
golf in his game. . Within the last 
year, however, he has become a 
husky youngster of 175 pounds, 
that type of build that causes a 
football coach to say of a young
man__“ There would be a great
end.” He is browned by northern 

and he has a handclasp like 
the lumberjacks with whom he la­
bored during those long months.

Fat business men who go out 
with their clubs every chance they 
get to reduce that tell-tale girth 
wondered when they heard that 
young Mackenzie had gone away to 
a lumber camp to put on weight 
and build up. “ What is this golf?” 
they thought. “ This young fellow 
goes away to work up weight t(T be 
a better golfer and we work our 
heads off to get thin so we can cut 
some strokes off our score. ,

It so happens that the reason 
given when Mackenzie left his class 
room at Brown University for the 
north woods was not accurate.

“ It’s a good story and I hate to 
spoil it,”  Mackenzie said. “ I didn’t 
go away for my health. I hâ . what 
I thought was a fine opening to con 
sider the lumber business as a fu­
ture and I accepted it. I wasn t sick 

•and I wasn’t looking for weight. 
The weight and strength I did pick 
up will not hurt ray game, how­
ever.”  , .
